The above statement illustrates that most orthodox scientists delude themselves when
coping with the problems of the time. Fortunately, a small percentage demonstrate
sufficient thinkability to understand that what is being presented as "science" is not
necessarily fact.

Many problems of the day prove that many orthodox scientists know just enough to be
dangerous. To know how to get an aircraft into the air but not know how to land the
craft is to know just enough to be dangerous. Likewise, one of the most outstanding
problems of today is the expanding danger of radiation. Orthodox scientists have
created a problem they do not know how to contain.

One may ask, What does this have to do with ufology? Well, primarily, too many people
place too much trust in the orthodox scientific community for a solution of the
phenomenon. Orthodox scientists have too much difficulty in handling their own
created problems, let alone the unusual, which leaves the problem to the ufologists to
keep on researching.

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ON THE UFO TRAIL

On Monday, 29th July, I walked into the lounge where I was staying in California,
just in time to hear the end of a CNN (Cable News Network) TV newscast
concerning a new pictogram which had appeared and some people were calling it a
hoax while others were saying it was a message from space.

Even though CNN covers highlights from around the world every thirty minutes, no
repeat was given on the newly found circle, although highlights of other stories were
mentioned.

It was on the 3rd of August, five days later, when I arrived at High Wycombe, England,
that I learned the location was only a thirty minute drive from that city

While in America, I had purchased a high tech, state of the art magnetometer for the
purpose of checking out some of the outstanding crop circles in England. I was met by
Bob Digby, Chairman of the International Committee For UFO Research(ICUR) who
briefed me while driving to his home nearby.

We were joined later by two other colleagues and motored to the site where we found
considerable deviations in the magnetic field.

Three days were spent with Colin Andrews, Pat Delgado and associates who were
cooperating with a Japanese crew monitoring an area trying to VIDEO circles while
they were being formed,

It is interesting to note that on some occasions a compass will go erratic or spin in these
circles soon after being formed and sounds like static discharges are heard. Research
continues on the crop circle phenomenon by several groups in the U.K.

In Australia, although, circles are found on all types of terrain, including bare ground,
to my knowledge no UFO has been seen at the location of a wheat circle. We do have
cases where objects have been seen to rise from the ground leaving marks and/or
discolored vegetation. I do not classify an incident as a UFO case unless an object is
seen at the spot, although, I am interested in investigating all circles for clues as to
their cause. Some circles reported to VUFORS are caused by mushrooms which
discharge spores that form rings or circles but these circles have ragged edges and
black dust or mould on vegetation.

After several tours around the areas of Salisbury and Glastonbury and visits with
researchers in England, I checked in at the Rutland Hotel, in Shefield for three days
rest before the beginning of the 6th International Congress titled, UFOs:THE
GLOBAL VIEW scheduled for 16, 17 & 18th of August.

The conference attracted many ufologists from all over Europe and North America.
Researcher Thomas Coote and myself were the only two from Australia. On 17th,
Thomas gave his presentation on the Jamestown Incident which occurred in South
Australia and I presented my paper titled UFO Update From Down Under.

During the few days at the hotel, I visited several of my friends from previous years as

well as meeting others for the first time. The few days were not altogether pleasant
because I found it necessary to put the record straight with regard to misinformation
brought to my attention by ufologists in the U.K. This regarded cases in Australia in
which I was involved with the investigations.

The misinformation was published in a book titled CROP CIRCLES, A Mystery Solved
by Jenny Randles and Paul Fuller:(Robert Hale. London 5.95 Pounds) One of the cases
occurred during the wee hours of September 30, 1980 when a farmer was awakened at
1 a.m. by the sound of cattle in a state of panic. Upon investigation, he found nearly
10,000 gallons of water missing from a concrete tank, taken by an unidentified object
which he saw hover over the tank, leaving a 30 foot circle on the ground where the UFO
had landed. The composition of the soil had been changed to the extent that water
stood on the rim of circle like beads of oil.

Some individuals had read the preliminary report in our publication and three months
later ’phoned the witness for permission to visit the farm and interview him regard to
the incident.

Unfortunately, a niece of the witness had been killed while riding her bike. The
witness requested the individuals to postpone their visit for a few days. His request
was ignored. They went to the farm anyway. Reception was cool at best. For their
report, the group relied on inaccurate newspaper cuttings and misinterpretations of
statements made from our original report.

Back in 1980, the relatives of the niece were naturally enraged by the intrusion during
a time of bereavement, the father instructed his brother-in-law to issue a notice via
recorded telephone call not to make public any report or article concerning the
incident. The date of notice was given as the 5th of January. But would individuals
who disregarded a request to delay their visit because of a death in the family abide by
such a notice? highly unlikely. So true to expectations, articles began to appear as of
the 4th of January etc.etc.,etc.

In the initial report, VUFORS investigator Patrick Gildea referred to marks on the
ground as "spokes" and not to a wagon wheel sort of description of the bottom of the
object itself. The marks were across the 14inch brown colored ring only where the grass
had remained green. There were other deviations from fact which were published in
various publications and accepted as accurate by Randles and Fuller.

Apparently, the authors of the book are so much in a habit as referring to all rings as
"crop circles" they thought it necessary to have a typical ring flattened in an
anti-clockwise direction. Thefact is, this was a grazing paddock with grass too short to
swirl in either direction. There were several other attempts by Randles and, Fuller to
manipulate the details to fit their pet theory of a whirling vortex. The witness
described clearly defined windows, NOT blotches of light as reported in the book.

On page 31 of CROP CIRCLES, A Mystery Solved, the authors state the importance to
assess the witnesses who report experiences. Since I have been involved in ufology
longer than most people in the field, I know from experience and observation that it is
more important for the witnesses to assess the person who wants to investigate them.
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Will their request for anonymity be honored? Are the investigators merely sceptics
masquerading as ufologists? They may be self educated psychologist with a pet theory
of some sort of mental imagery (dreamtime ufology) who will disregard all details
unless they conform to their pet imagery. If the interviewer explains to the witness
that they are not seeing what they are describing, the witness should not feel he is out
of his mind. The interviewer is merely bending and twisting the description to his/her
pet theory of the season.

Witnesses are the most important people in the field of ufology. They are the ones who
were at the scene where the action took place. Witnesses have the details necessary to
help solve the phenomenon. VUFORS does not walk rough shod over the witness nor
treat them like animals in a cage nor insist they do this, that or the other. Randles and
Fuller apparently object to witnesses subjecting themselves to hypnosis for fear details
will not be in agreement with their scepticism even though hypnosis is used within
scientific circles to solve other problems.

Randles and Fuller refer to excited ufologists following lines of the alien myth. This
from sceptics who get so obsessed and excited over negative cases that they become
subjective to the negative so much so they get into difficulties with ufologists who are
trying to determine the whether, whence and why of the UFO. The authors appear to
have become so enthused with the vortex theory that they try to make it fit all cases.
This attitude is equivalent to an attempt to make a ragged mushroom ring fit the
description of a vortex ring. Pictures of circles and rings that I saw where people had
seen them being formed by vortex were ragged edged. And rings made by hoaxers goose
stepping on boards around circles in fields crushed the stems and wheat.

When I read a book, the first cases I look at are the ones where I have been personally
involved. Naturally, I turned to the Knowles family case on the Nullarbor Plains of
Australia, where an unidentified object terrified the family and the object still remains
unidentified.

The authors state that Mrs. Knowles reached on top of car and felt a strange
"sensation", I suppose this phraseology was to have a psychological effect to bend and
twist the readers view to fit the pet theory of the time. If the readers of the book find
themselves under a "spell", a snap of the finger should bring them back into the realm
of reality. The fact is that Faye Knowles felt something like a warm sponge. When she
arrived in Melbourne and was interviewed by four VUFORS researchers, her hand was
beginning to swell caused by something other than a sensation. Randles and Fuller
attribute the dents on top of car to the downward thrust of a vortex. If true, the car
would not have dropped on the right rear wheel. The dents were on the other three
corners. Their pet theory does not fit the evidence.

It is true the incident turned into a circus. However, the sceptics became the
performing clowns. But, if the case had remained in the hands of sceptics the incident
would have remained a nonsense story. The sceptics did not realize the investigation
would be taken further afield. The excessive amount of dust in and on the car was
ignored and if the Adelaide sceptics got only two specks, that was all they wanted.
VUFORS vacuumed sufficient amounts for several laboratory tests.
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continued. R -

The authors try to bring in a wall of great wind needed to fit a whirlwind vortex. A
truck driver was not far behind the car and another truck driver was travelling in
front. No great wall of wind was in the vicinity of the vehicles.

To illustrate errors authors make when writing about cases far away and completely
unfamiliar with details of conditions, areas and terrain, in the book Mundrabilla is
called a town. The fact is Mundrabilla is only a roadhouse consisting of a service
station, restaurant and motel.

The VUFORS investigation was not a postage stamp enquiry conducted by mail. We
were assisted by doctors, engineers and scientists at a cost of over $3,000. We were
concerned about the welfare of the family because of knowledge of details from other
cases. The family was under the care of doctors for three weeks. Medicare paid part of
the cost. VUFORS picked up the extra expense. Other people were only interested in
making money out of their predicament.

In the chapter titled DEATH OF THE UFO, the authors try to explain all UFO cases
as solved by the vortex "explanation". They have demoted the theory to a
Randles/Fuller created myth. In their book CROP CIRCLES, The Mystery Solved,
after ridiculing ufologists who are trying to find the answer, the sceptics struggle to
give the impression that they have solved the mystery. That attempt falls flat. One
year later, during the 6th International Congress, in Sheffield England, Jenny
Randles, who holds the world record for the number of words used to solve nothing,
presented a paper titled CROP CIRCLES, In Search For An Answer. I suppose that I
have seen more would-be UFO assassins come and go than most ufologists in the field
and as I flew over Boulder Colorado on my return flight to Australia my thoughts
returned to May, 1967, at which time I was requested to present examples of
Australian cases to the Condon Committee where another sceptic decreed the Death of
The UFO. Condon is dead, the UFOs remain. Just a few days before my departure from
London I had cancelled my return stopover in the U.S. because of reports coming from
Australia that the UFOs were still active, flying and unidentified. More about these
"resurrected" UFOs later while investigating on the UFO trail.

Their existence cannot be denied anymore
loday, and scveral universities [or parapsychology
and psychology arc scarching lor what is truc about
the reading ol thoughts and lorctelling the luture,
lor instance. There are persons who sense such
lorces. and they claim that the UFOs really arc
opcrated by human-like beings who have alrcady
Studied the parapsychological lorees thoroughly,
and arc able to know what we think without
speaking to us.

reports. Firstly, the scarching ol a parapsychologist P
is entirely difterent [rom that ol a physicist. A
physicist first takes the test results for granted; the
parapsychologist, on the contrary, first ol all has to
check the reliability ol his mediums and the
circumstances under which one or another
occurrence happened, which may influence the
mcdium. Spiritually and healthy normal men are
not mediums, in general. Mediums usually "have a
crack" (there’s something the matter with them
mentally), which has an influence on his reliability.
Therelore,also the psychologistand
parapsychologist and others have to lind out
whether the medium just tell things due to damaged
senses or not. 1 did not learn that, ol course, and
therelorcturned the material overtoa
parapsychologist, as lar as the writers agreed (7).
Many writc to keep their reports strictly secret -
which works as il they would have told it to a
Catholic pricst in conlession. By the way, also the
parapsychologist asks me not to say his namc
becausc he is alraid ol publicity, which he does not
like. The sccond reason why 1 do not deal with
parapsychology is simply that my collcagucs then
would say: "Now it is for sure that he has lost his
mind." - Now [ am curious what he (the
parapsychologist) will lind.

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The Jamestown Incident

Thomas A Coote

Tom Coote assesses the story of an
Australian farmer who encounters a
strange craft near his land and is stalked
by a being on his property. The experience
is ‘supported’ by physical markings on the
farmer’s land and skin marks on the
witness’s face where he was touched by
something he could not discern. Tom
Coote investigates whether the evidence
upholds the story.

About 200Km north of Adelaide, Sguth
Australia, the land is gently undulating, with a
few trees.

The local farmers grow mainly wheat and
raise sheep on the land which, although green
in winter, is baked brown by the relentless
summer sun.

Duetothe vast areas sownto crops, farm-
ersspend alargeamountoftimedrivingtractors;
often at night. .

Visibility can extend for miles.

The area is developing a reputation for
being the site of strange happenings. Unex-
plained lights are often seen in the sky.

This reputation was enhanced following
the experiences of one of thearea’sfarmers; Mr
L.

He is a large, easy-going man who lives
with his wife and two sons a few miles from

Jamestown. ‘

In July 1987, events occurred which were
to change forever the life of this man. I have, for
simplicity, denoted these events 1, 2 and 3, but
it is probable that they are all interconnected.

Event 1

On the night of July 6th, 1987, Mr L
awoke, He felt freezing cold, could see no light
at all (not even from the digital clock), and was
totally unable to move. Even to breathe was

ifficult.
. Not unnaturally, he thoughthe had had a
stroke during his sleep and was now paralysed.

He recalls drifting off to sleep and reawak-
ening several times. He laterlikened it to going
under anaesthetic. )

One time he awoke to feel something
touching his cheek. Unable to reach it, he
blacked out again. Later, when he awoke, he
wasable to move one finger, but quickly went
to sleep again. )

The next time he awoke, he has regained
use of one arm and, as the mystery object was
still attached to his cheek, he reached up and
pulled it off. -

To his amazement, it tugged at his hz.md,
moving back and forth acrosstheroom, asifhe
had a dogon a leash! y )

Eventually it broke free, and he immedi-
atelyfellasleepagain: When he later awoke, he
was able to move normallyin all respects, and
turned on the light to search the room thor-
oughlyforwhathad been on hisface. He found
nothing, and returned to bed to sleep, noticing
that his wife, normallyalightsleeper, had failed
to stir at all. »

The following day, whilst shaving, he no-
ticed two pin-pricks on each cheek,and recalled
his night-time ordeal.

Within a day the marks were 1cm across;
within a week, they were large red bl(_)tches.
Urged by his worried family, Mr L saw his local
doctor who referred him to a specialist.

Several weeks later, the specialist indi-
cated that he had ‘noidea what the marks were’.

Treatments were tono avail and the marks,
which constantly change both size and shape,
are still present.

Event 2

Three weeks later, at dusk, Mr L and his
son-in-law were seeding a paddock. Suddenly
they both saw a brilliant red light shine down
from a point in the sky onto a clump of trees
about a kilometre away.

The beam lasted some seconds, then van-
ished. The younger man became uneasy about
this and left to go home shortly after. Mr L
stayed on to finish the job. He did another
couple of laps of the field, looking about all the
while.

He recalls that he felt very nervous for a
reason he could not define. Suddenly, the beam
appeared again; this time much closer, and
again over the top of a clump of trees. Mr L
decided to head for home.

He arrived home to find the house empty;
his wife was at his son-in-law’s house, and his
son, Gary, had gone to the golf club.

He left the tractor running with its lights
on, went inside, and turned on some lights.

Event 3

He had been home only a couple of min-
uteswhenhewasalertedbythe frenzied barking
of his three dogs. He went outside to see what
was causing them to bark. Under some trees,
about 40 metres from the house, he thought he
saw a parked car, and recalls being momentar-
ily amazed at how a car could be parked in that
(fenced off) spot.

Walking closer, he suddenly realised that
this was no car, but a type of spacecraft! It stood
quietly, with no movement or light.

Afterabriefinspection, Mr L hurried back
to the house tofetcha torch, only tofind that all
the batteries were flat.

Suddenly the dogs began to bark again;
this time at the front of the house. Mr L hurried
out and saw that the dogs appeared to have
someone cornered, and were leaping and snap-
ping at them.

Dueto the house corner, he wasunableto
see what the dogs were attacking, and began to
edge round in order to get a better view.

As he did so, the dogs’ attack changed, in
an instant, to abject terror. One ran yelping,
into the middle of a paddock, one hid in a pile

of old boxes, and the third cowered behind its
master.

Seeing the reaction of his dogs, and feeling
fear himself, he retreated inside and locked the
door. He decided to call his family for help but,
amazingly, they refused to come.

It appears they were also afraid.

As he hung up the telephone, Mr L heard
slow shuffling footsteps go from the house
corner past the front door, a sound he says he
will never forget.

When the sound had faded away (in the
direction of the craft) he went to the bathroom.
Whilst inside he heard the back door open and
assumed that his son Gary had comeback from
the golf club.

He walked into the corridor and, looking
along it, he saw “a sort of speckled blur, like a
shadow but not like a shadow” standing there.

Still thinking it was his son, he walked
towards it, but it retreated towards the front
door, and he could hear the latch being turned.

He arrived in the entrance hall just in time
to see a dark shape drift out into the night. He
ran outside but found himself standing where
he was when the dogs ran away, so he quietly
went back inside.

Locking the door, he felt somewhat tired,
and sat in the chair in the darkened room to
plan his next move.

The next thinghe knew, itwas 1.30am, he
was laying on his bed (in another room) and
was being awakened by members of his family,
who had overcome their fear to return.

All were too afraid to venture outside to
see if the craft was still under the trees.

Asit turned out, it was, as a shower of rain
fell at about this time (the only one that night),
leaving an outline of the craft on the ground.

In the morning, as well as the outline,
several lines of round footprints could be seen
radiating out from one point of the craft (the
door?).

The Aftermath

Following these traumatic events, Mr L
recalls that he (quote) “didn’t feel myself for
about two days”.

Afterdiscrete enquiries revealed that none
of the neighbours had noticed anything unu-
sual that night, the event was reported to the
police.

The police were quite enthusiastic and
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helpful but it was a case of “shutting the door
after the horse has bolted”.

Determined to find out more about what
happened to him, Mr L contacted Colin Norris,
and now attends as many meetings of the South
Australia UFO group as possible.

In his presentation, Thomas Coote goes
on to examine the three following areas:
1 Reasons to believe this case is genuine.
2 Conclusions which may be drawn fremit.
3 Thedirection which future research should
take.

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MUNDRABILLA AGAIN o vUFORS 1991

n the 12th of August, 1991 at about 10pm, a motorist (name in VUFORS files) was

heading East on the Eyre Highway. Just after passing through MADURA, he
noticed in his rear view mirror that a bright white light was following close behind.
After a few minutes, the light overtook him and was directly over his car when the
whole area lit up like daytime on both sides of the road.
The driver then became frightened and sped on toward the Mundrabilla Road house
which was in the dark due to the generator shutting down just moments before. The
waitress reported to PAUL NORMAN that the witness was scared and booked in at the
motel until daylight before travelling on.

Earlier that same evening two truck drivers had also reported that a strange light had
paced them for several miles along.the same stretch of highway.

On the 16th of September, Paul contacted the waitress for an interview but no new
details were remembered by the waitress. However, it is interesting to note that soon
after the Knowles Incident, the same generator was out of service for several days and
the mechanic on duty at that time reported several cars had stopped for check-ups of
their lighting and ignition systems which had malfunctioned while travelling near
Mundrabilla.

Indeed, pre-
venting American citizens from know-
ing that a distant planet has been in
touch with the land of the free might
well be a case for the First Amend-
ment. And throughout the world there
would be countless numbers of people
who would feel very angry if they were
deprived of what would be the news
story of the millennium.

A huge industry has grown up dedi-
cated to feeding the popular appetite

Don’t deny them the space

for little green men from outer space.
Much of our attitude as to how we
should behave if confronted with such
creatures has been formed in Holly-
wood. In the Fifties, the spirit of cow-
boy-and-Indian genre films dictated
terms: if a space ship landed in your
back garden the best thing to do was to
call in the brass hats and leave them to
sort out the invader. If that led to
nuclear war in the heavens with a fleet
of invading flying saucers, so be it. In
our supposedly more ‘‘caring’’ times
we are now invited to be more sympa-
thetic to any bug-eyed being we might
happen across. The hug, rather than
the H-bomb, has become the politi-
cally correct way to greet an extra-
terrestrial.

The scientists should think again.
Trying to withhold important informa-
tion from the press frequently leads to
tears. Moreover, the position of the
alien space travellers themselves
needs to be taken into consideration.
It is hard to imagine that any intelli-
gent life-form would bother to travel
for aeons through the universe only to
fall under an embargo of stupifyingly
dull scientists. How much better for
the press to let the whole world know
so that we could all turn out to enter-
tain the visitors.

IF SIGNS of life on other
planets are ever detected, the
news will not reach the mass
of Mankind until a compli-
cated process of verification
and approval, in the best tra-
dition of earthly bureaucracy,
is thoroughly exhausted.

Satellite corn circles are probably first of their kind

Theories galore
that cut no corn

THE spectacular sets of crop
circles that have appeared in the
area since the weekend have
spawned dozens of theories as
to their cause, but only one thing
is certain no one really knows.

The five circles engraved
mystically on the landscape in a
cornfield just off the Amersham by-
pass on Saturday night have been
heralded as a world first, a unique
formation that has never been pro-
duced before by nature, if indeed
nature is behind it.

Certainly, the attraction of the
corn circle phenomenon was too
strong to resist for hundreds of peo-
ple around Amersham.

On Monday evening, the bypass
opposite Merritt's Jaguar garage was
lined with cars as pilgrims trekked
across the fields to enter the circles.

The story was the same at Butlers
Cross, just over a mile from the
Prime Minister’s weekend home
Chequers, where a similar set of
circles was revealed. There was one
—some might think significant ~ dif -
ference. In place of one of the circles
was an arrow pointing east.

Experts around the country were
excited at the news.

Dr Terence Meaden, a solid state
physicist, has been studying the
circles for 12 years.

When told about the Amersham
circles he asked feverishly: ““What
does it look like? Where is it? Who
owns the field?”

He has his own elaborate theory

that a highly electrified vortex, or a
spinning mass of air falling to
ground, leaves a circular mark in
crops that acts as a tracer. The tur-
bulent air usually follows the first
wind of the day, blowing across the
tops of hills.

Talking about the Amersham
circles, Dr Meaden enthused: ‘] have
not heard of satellite circles joined
by paths to the main circle. If this
is a natural event, it is the first time.”

He said Saturday night’s vortex
must have contained four subsidiary
vortices which were ejected on im-
pact with the ground, leaving the
four tracks.

Dr Meaden claims he can simulate
the same pattern in his laboratory,
but on a much smaller scale.

All this is bunkum to Pat Delgado,
a retired electro-mechanical design
engineer, and the author of two best-
selling books on corn circles.

“So far no one is even close,” he
said. “I don’t disagree with people
trying to imagine what is going on,
but to publish a paper on the subject
is very arrogant and totally unscien-
tific.”

Mr Delgado’s own theory ap-
proaches the spiritual. *‘These
pictograms are created by an energy
we don’t understand and manipulat-
ed by a high level of intelligence.

Some people may call it God. We
need a new vocabulary to describe
what we are looking for. There is
no understanding in conventional
science.”

BBC Radio Four’s science corre-
spondent David Whitehouse was
sceptical. He felt the way forward
was first to discount the possibility
of a hoax by a new age of land
artists.

“If we don’t know how people
fake it we can’t dismiss it as being a
fake,” he said.

Amateur theorists have come up
with endless reasons for the circles.
They range from the predictable -
aliens, electrical storms, wind for-
‘mations or tidal effects — to the bi-
zarre — badgers mating, flies or
‘ancient burial grounds.

The most-repeated theory re-
volves around-hoaxers. It is a popu-
lar belief that Young Farmers spend
their nights out in the fields, using
a rope tied to a stake to form the
circles. Then, so the theory goes,
they are sworn to secrecy to never
reveal the Secret Of The Corn.

““This is news to me,” said Buck-
linghamshire YF organiser Barbara
Plastow. “If any of our lot were
«doing this I would have heard about
jit by now. What do people think
‘we are — the Masons?”

Solving the mysterious corn hoax

B A pair of prank s has claimed
responsibility for the vast circles and
geometric patterns which have been
appearing in British cornfields for 13
years. But scientists are not con-
vinced.

UMMER in England conjures up
images of strawberries, Druid cer-
emonies and cricket interrupted by rain.
But for the last few years a new and
altogether weirder phenomenon has
been taking place.

As the corn starts to ripen, and the
newspapers brace themseves for the
silly season, mysterious circlesstart ap-
pearing in fields all over southern
England.

The circles, which are usually several
metres in diameter, consist of corn flat-
tened into a swirling shape.

The circles always have very clear cut
edges, with no sign of disturbance to the
surrounding growth.

Sometimes the basic circle shape is
accompanied by concentric rings, or
adorned by smaller satellite circles or
arns extending radially outwards.

Photographs showing some ex-
tremely elaborate patterns have been
featured by the press.

Needless to say the crop circles mys-
tery has triggered a wave of speculation,

with UFO landings being the most
popular theory.

And despite the recent admission of
ahoax, it is difficult to imagine that ad-
mission clearing up all the guestions.

Dr Terence Meaden, director of
Britain’s Circles Effect Research Unit
and author of Circles fromthe Sky, runs
a team of dedicated circle-watchers
who, however, somehow never managed
to catch the culprits red-handed.

Usually the circles just appeared
overnight, without much fuss, although
occasionally mysterious lights were re-
ported in the vicinity.

Reaction among scientists has been
decidedly muted.

Short of an elaborate series of hoaxes
— far more elaborate, possibly, than
the admitted pranksters would be
capable of — it is hard to come up with
aconvincingexplanation for the circles.

Whirlwinds or the downdraught of
helicopters suggest themselves, but
these effects would be unlikely to create
such sharply-defined patterns.

A crop virus that causes the corn to
obligingly keel over in geometrical
shapes also has been mooted.

Now a Japanese plasma physicist,
Professor Yoshi-Hiko Ohtsuki, from
Takeda University in Tokyo, thinks he
has the answer.

A few months ago, Professor Ohtsuki

sur?rised scientists by claiming that he
could create fireballs in the laboratory.

Using a modified microwave oven, he
was apparently able to produce glowin,
spheres of plasma that resemble bal!
lightning, a meteorological phenom-
enon almost as mysterious as crop
circles.

Putting two and two together Pro-
fessor Ohtsuki believes that the circles
are formed by something like ball light-
ning.

Accompanied by a team of 17 col-
leagues he has spent the northern sum-
mer snooping around the cornfields of
England with a hoping to wit-
ness the formation of a circle first hand.

In our March '91 Edition, I enumerated some cases of rings and circles created by
visible objects. Some of these were reported prior to the Tully "Nests" in 1966.

In the press recently - The Melbourne Herald Sun and The West Australian, 10th of
September, 1991 - a couple of HOAXERS, namely Doug Bower and David Cherley -
made a claim that they had created the corn circles in the UK and earlier ones here in
Australia.

The fault with their ‘confession’ is, they have not taken into consideration the fact that
there were no tracks into or out of the circle areas. Were Bower and his cronies dropped
from a hot-air balloon or helicopter ? Bower also obviously didn’t realize that after he
left this country, these circles were still being found in many parts of Australia as late
aslastyear. Has he created the Tully nests, he would have required a boat. The 30 foot
diameter Tully nest was discovered by a man who actually saw a silver object rising
from a swamp in front of him and the "nest" was floating on TOP OF 5 FEET OF
WATER! Did they have a boat ? and how did he manage to pull reeds out by their roots
and get them to swirl in a clockwise direction in FULL VIEW OF THE TRACTOR
DRIVER ?1l!

The comparison between the flattened stalks of corn, wheat or sugar cane (as in one
case in NSW) was that in the hoax circle, the stalks were broken or squashed when
flattened whereas the others appeared to have been "laid down" as if they would stand
upright again. How come the self confessed hoaxer didn’t bother with the designs he
supposedly used in the UK ? And how is it they managed - in the UK - to produce circles
which caused the compass to react in an extremely excited manner and showed
considerable deviation in the magnetic field according to magnetometer readings ?
Animal reaction in this country particularly, is in most cases quite apparent when
taken near the area.

If hoaxers are to try and emulate the"work" done by UFO’s or "unknowns", they will
have to look worldwide, to Japan, Canada, America, Europe etc. before making such
ridiculous statements if they do not wish to be judged to suffer from "foot-in-mouth”
disease !

From month to month, VUFORS receives reports every few days of lights in the sky
with few details. These lights could be anything from mundane objects to those
remaining unidentified.

Three objects, one red, one white, one blue, reported over
Tempestowe, at various speeds.

Light hovered over Officer, Victoria then sped away. Size about
one quarter the size of the Moon.

Between Cohuna and Leitchville, light thought to be meteorite
dropped from: the sky then traveled horizontally.

Object shape of a lamp shade, color was white with green and
yellow light on top. Size about half a Jumbo jet. Object was
flying near Diggers Rest, Victoria. It was flying an erratic flight
path.

Large bright light thought to be an aircraft was seen to be
stationary for five minutes. It then shot straight up into the
sky like a sparkler and sped away fast then came down to small
aircraft altitude then flew out over the bay near Mentone. This
sighting was verified by another witness from Mentone.

Near Bendigo, light thought to be a star then moved from the
East to the West, swiftly made sharp turn without stopping
then went back on its track again.

4 - Was not concious of Moon at time, however upon checking later,
at approximately 1:45 am. found Moon to be in Eastern sky showing
only lower sphere.

General Remarks.

1 - Object was extraordinarily deep-red in colour and constant.

DETAILS OF INCIDENT.

At app 1030pm Mrs K went outside of the caravan/shed on their
property.

Standing outside she became aware of a very brightly l1it object moving up
from behind the trees to the northwest,this object was moving very slowly

and as 1t came closer she noticed a deep pitched humming sound eminating
from the object.

Mrs K then calle d to her husband who was inside the shed speaking
on the telephone (to a freind in Brisbane).

After two or three calis from Mrs K.,Mr K.stepped outside and then also saw
the the object and heard the sound also.

At this time the witnesses had a totally unobstructed view of the object
between two eucalyptus trees.

They state that the object appeared almost stationary but was moving less
than 1 kilometer p/hr,it appeared to be very close to the witnesses at
aoout 200 - 250mtrs distant.(App 550mm at arms length.)

The object appeared solid and dark(dull black) in colour and very thick in
depth. [t had what the witnesses describe as like big lights rotating
around its side,these were very bright and multicoloured.

Mr.K. went back inside to the phone to tell his friend what was
occuring,he then ran back outside, at this time the object began moving
slightly faster,but still less than Skmh.

The object moved slowly toward the northeast in doing so it went downward
behind a thicker stand of trees northeast of the K . ' property where
they lost sight of it .

DIRECTION OF ROTATION OF LIGHTS.

THE OBJECT.

Because of the brightness of the lights and the dark colour of the
object,the witnesses find it hard to describe its shape, they have the
impression that the lights rotating left to right were going around a
discoid shape,they likened it to a very deep shaped bowl inverted.

It was h@? to define a top or bottom area.

The witnesses state that while the object moved at the slow speed the
rotation of the lights was slower,as the object beganmoving faster the
rotation of the lights increased,which made the different colours of the
lights blend together(although each colour was still seperately defined.)

This rotating section (or'"bar/band"as refered to by the witnesses) of
seperate lights were silverish,gold,yellow,red and orange colours.

Mrs K.said they looked like big windows but were not.

The brightness and colour of the lights lit up the side of the object
which appeared to be matt black in colour and solid in structure. The two
left and right ends were tappered being wider at the bottom.

OTHER DETAILS

A neighbour whose home is app 700m east of the K. residence noted
that on the night of the incident the lights in half of her house had gone
off for a few minutes at the time of the sighting.

She had found no problems with the electrical sys.since.

Other residents in the area recalled nothing unusual at the time.

The noise emitted by the object was described as 1like a deep
humming/buzzing sound, it was present all the time the object was present
at a constant pitch.

Weather conditions at the time were clear/with the moon in its last quarter
the temprature app 2ldeg.

According CAIRNS CAA ATC record no aircraft in the area either on 3rd or

HISTORY

At this point perhaps it may be opportune to present a brief history of the
Victorian UFO. Research Society.

The earliest UFO. group to form in Australia was the “Australian Flying Saucer
Bureau” under the direction of Edgar Jarrold and Andrew Tomas, in the early
1950s. At the same time, Fred Stone inaugurated the “Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society” in Adelaide. After approximately two years the
Bureau closed down and was regarded as a branch of the “Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society” under Andrew Tomas. This shortly broke from
Adelaide and became the “Australian U-FO. Investigation Centre” with Dr.
Clifford at its head until 1958, when the Presidency passed to Dr. Lindtner.

The “Australian Flying Saucer Research Society (Victorian Branch)”’ was
formed on the 17th February, 1957 as a branch of the “Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society” and later that year was re-organised as the
“Victorian Flying Saucer Research Society” with Mr. Peter E. Norris L.L.B. as
President. In 1968 the name was again altered - this time to the “Victorian
U.FO. Research Society’!

During this time, the Society has published various papers and is probably
best known for its publication Australian Flying Saucer Review, curtailed in
1972 due to high costs and subsequently superseded by the Australian U.FO.
Bulletin and at one stage sponsored and produced a quarter-hour program
on a Melbourne radio station under the heading of “The Truth Behind Flying
Saucers’

In 1978, following the resignation of Mr. Peter Norris the current executive,
Mrs. Judith Magee, Messrs. Paul Norman and Clive Yates, was placed in con-
trol, ensuring the continuing prosperity of VU.FO.R.S. The Society has held a
dispassionate attitude on U.FOs, claiming it is a scientific problem deserving
closer attention. It has also met regularly in general meetings and discussion
nights and maintained the largest U-FO. library in the southern hemisphere.
Unfortunately, the loss of books, probably due to the high cost of postage has
forced VUFOR.S. to discontinue this service to members.

Membership of this Society — which maintains the largest membership of
any U.FO. organisation in the Southern Hemisphere - is open to all who are
genuinely interested in the subject.
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
