he percentage of sighting reports

which indicate UFO’s function under
intelligent control, are the cases where a
large object is operating with smaller
objects. At times the large objects are
seen to launch smaller objects and/or
take them back on board, much the
same as an aircraft carrier launches and
receives air- craft at sea, only the UFO’s
operate in the sky. The large object is
usually a long shape or described as
cigar-shaped, while the smaller ones are
invariably disc or circular in shape.

On numerous occasions, when a number
of small objects is observed, there is a
cigar-shaped object near by. One of the
earliest recordings of modern day
"satellite” cases occurred in the Summer
of 1944, when three smaller discs were
seen to be detaching themselves from a
parent oval-shaped object over Grenada,
Mississippi, USA. They moved away in
different directions.

During Autumn 1951, five smaller objects
flew out of a large object. When the pilot
pressed the radio button to report the
sighting, the UFOs disappeared quickly.
This incident occurred while in flight
from Birmingham, Alabama, to
Chattanooga, Tennessee.

During 1952, engineers observed a
parent object emitting five smaller
objects from one.

On April 29, 1952, hundreds of witnesses
in Singapore witnessed a silver colored
cigar shaped object emit bright lights
which sped away in various directions.
On July 23, 1952, Aircraft plant employee
watched a silver elliptical object over

city, launch two smaller discs over Culver
City, California. The disc circled area
then flew back to the parent object which
climbed straight up at high speed.

August 27,1952, three witnesses at
Denham, Bucks. England, saw a large
object eject small object and later, two
more flew out of the main object and
flew off in different directions.

October 27, 1952, hundreds of people at
Gaillac, France, observed a parent cigar
shaped object plus 16 discs with domes
fly in pairs, zigging over the area,
hair-like substance fell from the object.
June 30th 1954, the well known
encounter of BOAC Captain James
Howard and his crew with a large object
flying with six small objects. As an
interceptor approached from Labrador,
the small craft flew back to the parent
object which flew away at a fast speed.

September 14, 1954. Farmers at Vendee,
France, observed a parent cigar object
appear out of the clouds horizontally,
tilted vertically, emitted shiny disc
which spiralled around cigar, darted
away; finally returned, re-entered cigar,
which returned to horizontal, clew away
into clouds.

September 22, 1954, at Fontainableu,
France, a parent (luminous ball) emitted
several smaller ball-like objects from
underside, which flew away in all
directions. As an airplane approached,
large object rose into clouds at high
speed.

September 8,1957 at Offutt AFB. Omaha,

Nebraska. Maj. Paul Duich and other
officers observed an'elongated object

"There was definitely a8 mother ship and five or six flying saucers," said
Rev. Browning. "First we saw a large dull-grey otject about 300 feet long. It
came at plane-stalling speed and seemed to pause."

Rev. Brownipg estimated the speed of the ship at less than S50 m.p.h. The
object was stationary for atout 30 seconds.

"Then out cf the clouds atove and behind the ship, five or six small discs
came shooting at terrific speed." According to the minister they were approx-
imately 30 feet across and flat underneath with a dome on top. The noisless
motker ship had four vertical bands and st the bow there was a8 moving device
like radar or propeller.

The long ship and the saucers were seen for two minutes. The mother ship
as well as the smasller craft reversed their course and disasppeared in the
clouds.

Rev, L. Browning stated the discs "came towards the ship like flat stones
skipping alo water." This is very significant because Kenneth Arnold des-
cribed the flight of nine flying saucers near Mt. Raipier, Washington in 1947
in slmost the same terms.

The clergymen and his wife were reticert about releasing this sighting un-’
til they heard other local residents' reports. The Civil Aviation Department
seems to have taken this case seriously because of the background of the two
principal observers and the testimony of local residents.

Mrs. Doris Bransden of Cressy sasid: "It was a fantastic sight - like a lot
of little ships flocking around a bigger one."

Two hours after the eighting loud explosions tock place in the locality.
"It was like a bomb or an earthquake," Mr.Brad Spencer told the press.

The aviation suthorities stated there were no planes in the ares at the time
of Rev. Browning's sighting.

TASMANIAN UFO STIR IN CANBERRA

The report of the Tasmanian clergyman, Rev.L.Browning, featured in this maga-
zine was brought to the attention of the Feaeral Government by our Melbourne
Co-Editor, Mr.Peter Norris, LL.D. who wrote this in the "Herald" on October 12:
"Is the Federal Government satisfied that unfriendly nations are not infringing
Australian territorial sovereignty?"

Hon. L.C.Haylen (Lab. N.S.W.) suggested to the Minister of Defence A.G.Town-
ley on October 13 that a Psrliamentary committee be appointed to investigate
flying saucers.

On October 18 the question of the "foreign bodies known as flying saucers"
came up in the Senate. Senator O'Byrne (Lab. Tasmaenia) wanted to know if flying
saucers were investigated by the Defence Department and if they were part of
Australia's own defence system.

stated that there had been no official comment on the objects.
He also alluded to a "light-hearted exchange of views" which
led him to believe the Minister of Defence did not regard
them as "something upon which we should need to go to the
lengths of re-modelling our defence system."

On October 20 replying in the House of Representatives to
G.W.A. Duthie (Lab.Tasmsnia) the Minister for Air F.M.Osborne
said only three or four per cent of reported flying saucer
sightings were unexplained. Mr.Osborne sasid nearly all reports
had a perfectly normal basis. High-flying aircraft, weather
balloons and stars had caused some of the sightings.

While no one would question the correttness of the Minis-
ter's explanation, it still remains obscure - under what
category does Rev. Browning's noiseless 300-ft. object come?

It is apparent that the Air Minister's statement was of
a general character. Rev.Browning's case was evaded in the
same manner as that of Rev.Gill in Novemter, 1959.

report is from the RAAF files in Canberra:
A metallic silver grey cigar-shaped object
that was stationary for about 7 minutes,
then slowly descended for a few seconds,
then shot off to the west at incredible
speed. The object was about the same
size of a 727 Aircraft, but had no wings
or tail section. When it moved there was
no sound and no vapour trail. The
sighting was made by a witness located
at Endeavour Esplanade at
Scarboroughm, Queensland.

12 February, 1984, an Officer from
RAAF, interviewed a man who made a
report to the RAAF. The man said he
saw a cigar-shaped object at Coogee
Beach, NSW, at about 10.15 pm. Object
was very large, moved around the head
to middle of bay then back to head again.
Moving very fast and changing colours -
red, white and orange. The witness then
followed object in car to Maroubra. The
lights went off, he then sighted it again

* A pilot observed a missile shaped object
with tapered body coming to sharp
conical point at nose and cut off rear
section with "fins". The pilot considered
it to be not unlike a cruise missile which
was sand colored. No sound or exhaust
was emitted. It disappeared after about
2-3 seconds, into the sky rather over
horizon.

Friday night 5th January 1990/Saturday
morning 6th January. Lights were

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sighted by natives of Minjaland
Community from Coburg Peninsula,
South of Point David. Strange lights
appeared to be stationary and were
observed all night until 10,00 hours.
Among the lights was a silver elongated
shaped object which appeared to have an
antenna poking out of it, was also sighted
hanging in the air like a helicopter. The
object departed when an aircraft arrived
in the area. The incident upset the
Minjaland Community and the advisor
requested feedback to allay concern.

A Ranger at Black Point reported that
he sighted a similar cigar shaped object
on 24th December.

In past years, unexplained objects have
hovered over atomic plants and storage
areas as well as violated air space over
Military Establishments. They have
been chased by military aircraft with
inferior capability.

13th-24th September, 1952, during
NATO maneuvers, Operation Mainbrace,

Unknown Objects were also performing -

in the skies. This was the largest
operation up until that time. Eight
NATO governments were involved, in
the vicinity of Denmark and Norway.
On September 20th, a photographer
aboard the US Aircraft carrier, Franklin
D. Roosevelt, took photographs of a
silver spherical object. The photos were
examined by Naval Intelligence Officers
and reported to be excellent. It is a
known fact that enemy nations shadow
each others maneuvers. However,
incidents occur where the mystery objects
outfly aircraft from any nation.

In 1973 Unidentified Flying Objects
violated air space over Pine Gap in the
Northern Territory and there have been
several appearances of UFOs over

A report was referred to me from a RAAF
source concerning an incident which
occurred Saturday 14th January 1989
about 2.20 am within 25km of Canberra.
A lady reported a cigar-shaped object,
flying slowly at a low level near Burra
Creek. The object was described as
being as large as a house. It had one
large blue light at the front end with
four evenly spaced white circular lights
along the side. I interviewed the witness
a few days later. She fled the scene
after or three minutes of observation.
There was no aircraft activity in the
area at that time.
Last March, we received a letter dated
14th from as lady who stated that on
20th of October, while fishing with her
husband and son, witnessed UFO’S
flying around. This was the day before
Frederich Valentich observed the cigar
shaped object.
Beginning on the 3rd May this year,
UFO reports from Northern Victoria
were on the increase in sufficient
numbers to motivate a visit to that area.
for private interviews with observers.
The first interview was with two
witnesses who reported two "L"-shaped
light beams out over the Waranga Basin
near Murchison. One person managed
to photo the beams. An analysis will
eventually be made.
A photograph of three orange lights in a
triangle formation, but the photographs
showed up in the photo as pin points.

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Some lights reported were definitely
associated with Army Maneuvers which
were in progress at the time. However,
interest was at a peak and reports of
UFO’s definitely NOT associated the
Army activity were produced.

During March, witness could not recall
the exact date, a white arc (like rainbow)
was observed under which an orange
light hovered, above the ground. The
light sped toward the observer to within
about "50 feet" before it sped away.

On Easter Sunday, near Devenish. a
husband and wife watched a green
erratic-moving light for 2 to 3 minutes
before it sped away.

But the most significant information to
come out of the recent spate was multi
witness observation of a large
cigar-shaped object which the Army did
not realize was operating in the area.
Follow-up interviews will continue as
time and funds permit.

Not long ago, I viewed a video of an
aluminium coloured cigar- shaped object
flying faster than an aircraft. It had no
visible means of propulsion - wings. The
object was filmed in daylight. It is hoped
the owner will agree to submit the video
for analysis.

It is an unforgettable fact, that Frederich
Valentich was describing one of these
cigar or long shaped objects just before
his disappearance while flying over Bass
Strait at 7.12pm on October 21st, 1978.
Considering the many incidents where
large cigar shaped UFQ’s have been
seen taking on board smaller objects, it
is within the capability of these mystery
objects to take on board an ordinary
aircraft.

The Mystery of Frederick Valentich

wenty-year-old Frederick Valentich had always wanted to be an Air Force pilot To assist him in

his ambition, he joined the Air Training Corps and gained his private pilot’s licence. Sadly, before
he was able to join the Royal Australian Air Force and fly sophisticated military jets, he disappeared
under the most unusual circumstances in a Cessna 182.

His disappearance in Bass Strait, on 21 October 1978, was surrounded in mystery as no other case in
recent years. It made people consider the possibility of interference by an unidentified flying object
(UFO). Was a UFO responsible for his disappearance or did he simply become disoriented and crash ?
The question remains unanswered, but there are some fascinating facts to examine.

I can remember the incident well because I was inundated with media calls wanting to know the
RAAF’s reaction. At the time, I was the RAAF’s Support Command Public Relations Officer in
Melbourne, and I happened to be at RAAF Base Pearce, near Perth, Western Australia, the day after
the disappearance. I was in the Instructor’s Crew Room when the first of many calls from Australian
and overseas media hit the switchboards. I had not yet been given a brief from the RAAF intelligence
officers and could only judge what had happened by the graphic descriptions of journalists eager to
pick up the inside story.

The case attracted enormous national interest, especially because not one piece of wreckage was
sighted, in spite of an extensive search. There was even speculation about Valentich’s real reason for
flying to King Island. Did he make up the radio calls and secretly land his aircraft somewhere on the
mainland ? Rumours were rife and some of the less respectible press began to have a field day.

The media contacted UFO groups, who are widely perceived by many members of the public as cranks
with a highly developed sense of imagination. In such a highly emotive case as the loss of a young man
in mysterious circumstances, stating that a UFO could be invovled made objective assessment
extremely difficult.

I had previously come into contact with two members of the Victorian UFO Research Society, Paul
Norman and Judith Magee, when they visited my office in Melbourne. Initially I saw them out of
politness, rather then from any real interest. However, I found they were not cranks and that they
took their research very seriously. They acknowledged that many sightings could be explained by
natural phenomena and that some could be dismissed as spurious. They were both given access to our

On 8 September 1972 a Tiger Moth biplane disappeared between Hobart and Flinders Island in Bass
Strait. Although the Tiger Moth was a World War II RAAF trainer aircraft, it was considered very
reliable with its massive inverted Gypsy Major engine.

But what happened to Frederick Valentich ? An intensive air-and-sea search failed to find any sign of
him or his aircraft. The chances of his aircraft disappearing without a trace were very remote. A
former Director of Air Force Safety, Air Commodore Bruce Lane, said there was a strong possibility
that some part of the wreckage resulting from a light-aircraft crashing into the sea would float. Seat
cushions, life preservers and light plastic accessories will float for a considerable period of time after
anaccident. 'Even if the aircraft breaks up after hitting the water, partially empty fuel tanks can keep
wings afloat.’

Nullabor Plain

Dave said that the nearby town of Ipswich frequently had reports of high-speed lights from civilians.
He mentioned that his fellow pilots were very reluctant to report UAS phenomena while in flight for
fear of ridicule. During an exercise near the atomic test site at Maralinga, South Australia, Dave
spoke to Aboriginal elders about their dreamtime and min min (spirit lights). He was intrigued by
their description of the high-speed lights often seen north of Maralinga. However, the younger
Aborigines scoffed a bit at their elders and said there was a simple reason for the min min lights - they
were UFOs!

Much has been written about the rocket range and some of the strange occurrences there. Was the
former Chief Defence Scientist referring to Group Captain Tom Dalton-Morgan’s sighting at the
Wommera rocket range, in the late 1950s, when he spoke to Shamus O’Farrell? I met Tom and his
vivacious wife, Dee, in Sydney prior to leaving for the United Kingdom to take part in the 'Fiftieth’
celebrations in September 1990. The RAAF flew fourteen Battle-of-Britain aircrew back to participate
in the celebrations, and the subsequent three weeks with the veterans and their wives was an
inspiring, happy and joyous occasion - a time to spin yarns and laugh about the outrageous, but also a
time for sober reflection on the senseless waste always associated with war. It was often difficult to get
the veterans to talk about the realities of combat, and it took time and the occasional beer for them to
release what were often painful memories.

It must be remembered that in the late 1950s the West was paranoid and extremely sensitive about
Russian activities and their advancement in missile and aircraft technology. Percy’s concern was,
therefore, understandable. The early warning gave Tom and his team sufficient time to move out onto
the balcony from the elevated control room and view the unusual incoming light. His team, both
curious and apprehensive, watched the object fly from the north-west then orbit around the range
buildings about five miles to the south When it was east of the control building, it appeared to
accelerate and climb away to the north-east at a very steep angle Only the unusually bright,
white-greenish light was visible because of the dark night. No vehicle could be seen, although Tom
mentioned that he had the impression the light emanated from 'a cupola-like cabin raised slightly
above the invisible fuselage’. Tom estimated the speed at more than Mach 2, 'well beyond the
capability of any current aircraft’.

Has young Frederick Valentich discover the truth through the friendly occupants of a UFO? This
sounds too fantastic to be believed, but so did space travel until recently. Will we ever find out the
truth about Frederick Valentich? Was he caught in a time warp and thrown into the future? i

Alt}}ough Austral-ia }ms experienced no pictograms as those in England, there are several
similar chgracte}'lstlcs associated with the formations, such as the basic circular swirl of
the crops either in a clockwise or counter clockwise direction. '
Ido not know of any circle in Australia, where an object has been reported on the ground,
that did nqt show a color f:hange, i.e. green, yellow, orange or brown. On some occasions in
England, lights and/or objects have been seen hovering or flying over the circles, but seldom
if ever, seen on the ground.

In some locations, animal reactions have been noted, as at Lapworth, West Midlands,
v&there twenty five sheep were found wandering around, nervous and frightened, in a
different field. One hundred baby pheasants were also missing and their pens had been
flung open by some force. The leaves on a nearby oak tree, facing the circle had turned
yellow-green, the same color as the vegetation on the rim of a circle in Victoria.

From t.ime to. time suggestions have been made that mathematical patterns and geometric
formations will be the first indication of intelligent communication from other world beings.
During August 199 1,. Pilot Cherry Downes flew over a wheat field in Cambridgeshire,
where he saw a startling form known as the MANDELBROT SET, created in that field.
T}-le crop formation.d‘escribed as a mathematical pattern caused excitement among
scientists, ma:thematlcmns and computer programmers, who recognized the pattern could
be expressed in terms of the Chaos Theory, fractals, computer technology and infinity.

‘The Sunshine Coast has been
buzzing with UFO sightings this
week with four since last Friday.

A Maroochydore woman told
yesterday how she watched in
wonder as “three silent cigar-
shaped” unidentified flying ob-
jects swept across the Sunshine
Coast on ?‘hursday night.

The woman, who asked not to
be named, said it was the first
time she had ever seen a UFO.

“It had high and low
eams coming out of it as it rotat-
ed. The horses and dogs were
very upset, the children went hy-
peractive and the TV picture
rolled, which are all quite normal
UFO reactions,” Mr Spiro said.
Also on Monday a fisherman at
Buddina Beach watched a very
bright orange-red UFO off the

coast.
The Maroochydore woman said

* yesterday that she had no expla-

nation for the UFOs she saw, oth-
er than the fact that they were
alien spacecraft.

“They were heading towards
Nambour, heading inland. At first
I thought they were planes, but
they were silentand very quick.”

Mr Spiro said the cigar-shaped
craft were “motherships” and car-
ried the smaller disc-type UFOs.

“There must be a base some-
where around here. Those cigar-
shaped ones are really some-
thing,” he said.

He said there were recorded
sightings of similar UFOs on the
Sunshine Coast in 1966, 1983 and
last year.

TEHRAN, 18 September, 1976.
27th SHAHRIVAR 1355, 11.00 pm.

Some citizens contacted Tehran
Mehrabad Airport tower control informing
them about an unidentified, bright
object above SIED KHANDAN & SHARIEATI
STREET. Tower control, after contacting
an F4 fighter plane, which was
patrolling in the Tehran sky, made sure
that the unidentified ‘object was in the
air and then ordered the fighter plane
pilot to follow it.

The report which came back said that
the unidentified object was changing its
position rapidly at high speed and
changing colour as it changed in shape
and profile.

At 1.00 am, the unidentified object
had gone to the south of Tehran and by
2.30 - 4.00 am had landed in the Tehran
southern desert of Shahr Ray. The
fighter pilot reported that the gunnery
system of the aircraft was not working
and some disturbance [sic] had been seen
in the system.

This was the first and only UFO report
which was investigated and compiled in
the year 1355 [1976] in Iran. Before and
after the above -date there were many
reports of people seeing UFOs, including
some close approaches by some.

At Esfand in Feb. 1356 [1977], there
was another UFO which went from the
south to the north of Tehran. This
object was detected by a commercial
pilot on route from Tehran to Shiraz. On
the 24th Tir, 1357 [15 June, 1978] the
same [pilot] reported to NIRTV and
Mehrabad Airport ATC of another
unidentified object seen in the Tehran
sky changing in colour from pink, blue,
yellow to white and moving from one spot
to another. Another report in a Kihan
newspaper on 26th Ordibehesht, 1356 [16
May, 1986] a bright object was seen
above the western paft of the mountains

north of Tehran and to which occurrence
1 personally witnessed.

3 000 metres from my house in Shahr
Ziba a large, bright object had appeared
for about 10 minutes and, after loosing
its brightness, disappeared, only to
reappear some minutes later at an
elevation of 20° in the north-west.
Bright, enormous and changing colour
from red, yellow to red and white whilst
in motion. after a further 15 minutes it
disappeared but perhaps this
disappearance was due to the war
situation between Iran and 1Iraq; the

airforce, thinking this was an enemy
plane, was ordered to fire upon the
object.

Revolutibnary Disruption

Before the Islamic Revolution, the UFO
phenomenon had been reported in the
newspapers and other media sources but
it was not commonplace for research and
investigation to take place on behalf of
the media into this subject. However, a
TV programme called 'Danesh', under the
direction of Mr. Mirfaghratti, two
commercial pilots were invited to talk
about the UFO phenomenon. They said that
UFOs are a fact and went on to discuss
sightings. Also, Djavanan Magazine ran a
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series of documented reports and stories
about UFOs and stated that most of those
reports were translations from foreign
newspapers and magazines and were
baseless, imaginary and untruthful
stories.

During those years there were no
committees or organisations to
investigate the UFO phenomenon as
novel technology and, at times, due to
the customary hostility, the people
thought the subject of UFOs as an
international joke coming from the
European mind.

The picture of a UFO reported by
pilots and shows the comparison
of its size to that of a
Boeing 747.

After the 1Islamic Revolution the
subject of UFOs was forgotten and has
not been mentioned in the newspapers
or other media sources. The Iranian
Government, in a TV broadcast on
Channel 1,. Monday 1l4th of Azar, 1367,
[Sth Dec. 1988] at 9.45 pm stated that
any research on this subject is a waste
of time as UFO stories are untrue and
vent on to say that the Danesh Group on
Channel 1, Iranian TV which produced
the programme and who call for
research into the subject of UFOs, are
making propaganda on behalf of the USA
and USSR. It is a.matter of interest
that Mr. Mirfaghartti, who was the
compere and producer of the programme,
was the same person who, before the
revolution, enthusiastically encouraged
research into the subject and was the
only person presented the NASA Memo to
the two commercial pilots mentioned
above, but today is refusing to have
anything to do with the subject; why is
he doing this?

Conclusion

Moreover, due
to the 1Iranian Government's attitude
towards the subject of UFOs, the
emphasis has been on the religious bias
and propaganda. Thus, the reason why the
Iranian people are so negative towards
the subject is not too difficult to
understand, having as they do no
information as to the real situation of
the matter.

In any way, the fact is that UFOs are
an educational and technical phenomenon
and is not the sole property of any
special person or group. Consequently,
you must agree that my colleagues and I
have many problems concerning the
research and investigations into the
matter.

There may come a day when people will
believe me when they see a UFO landing
on their roof which will remove them
from the sceptical frame of mind to that
which I call the bravery of acceptance
of artualilty. e

Mount Walker is 468 metres high and is a very
difficult mountain to climb. I don't recommend
1L Lu everyons, but once you are up at the
summit., you get a very impressive 340 degree
view . The morning after, we could cven see
the Highrises of Brisbane. a gond 61 kilometres
away .

Pet.er Pasini  (Co-ordinator of the Ipswich
Hranch) organised this nightwatch at short
notace and only three people (including myself)
were  able to attend. It was organised for
the Friday 24th of April and for the first
few hours on top of this mountain, unusual
sounds and a orange object kept our atiention
to the absolute max. After the orange objecl

disappeared. [ decided to sleep the rest of
the night.
In respect to the orange light, [ did not

sce its appearance, but it was ‘bright enouah
Lo sce with the naked eye,: and it did not
resemble anything that could, be seen (cg.
streetlights, house lights, car lights etc).
The object was at a bearing between 280 and
300 degrees of north in the WNW horizon. None
of us saw it disappear. During the whole
episode, the object appeared to pulsate at
a constant rate. The orange light, through the
binoculars appcared to be identical to the
three seen at Wivenhoe.

The sound we heard was even more puzzling.
Al. times. it circled our party, only to retrace
ity steps. Other times,''it would startle you
by appearing to swoop down low over your head.
AL no time could we identify the cause of
the mysterious sound. All 1 can say is that
1. sounded machanical, not natural at all.

THE MYSTERIOUS BLUISH-
WHITE FLASH ON FRIDAY
1sST OF MAY

) . . ‘1 was just staring out
of "the window when a large, apparently‘vgolent
flash of bluish-white light startled me. This
flash lit up the whole sky. Before I could
react to the happening, a second, less violent
and less intense flash of light occurred.
By this time. I was curious to see what the
hell was going on. My immediate thought was
that a SEQEB Transformer had blown up, and
I went outside on the balcony to see if 1
can hear the emergency services. All was quiet.
The first big flash happened at exactly mid-
night, followed closely (within two to three
seconds) by the second. The sound coming
out of my speakers crackled with the first
flash, but not the second, indicating some
form of electromagnetic effect.

Other reports emerged.

Greg, of Loganholme, was attending an Astrocamp
with the Southern Astronomical Society at
Mt Barney, near Cunningham's Gap, when he
witnessed a flash of 1light. A number of
his colleagues also witnessed the event. He
said

"1 was attending a Astrocamp with the
SAS at Mount Barney when I noticed a
bright flash of light which was blue-
white In colour. It was as If a flash-
light went off In quick succession. There
were two flashes and it 1lit the whole
northern horison towards Brisbane. Other
meabers of the SAS observed this object.”

Wwilliam also saw this flash of light while

driving to work along Daisy Hill Road towards
the Pacific Hwy.

Continued
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saw a bright blue-green flash of light
overhead slightly in front of wmwe, and
another flash not quite so bright about
five to six seconds afterwards. Lost
radio transaission for about one minute
and lost the 4BH news at aidnight. I
searched for another station which I
found. Went back to 4BH and found there
was w@music playing and no news....When
I came hoee, my wife reported the electric
alarm clock flashing at just after mid-
qight. "

Adrian of Windaroo, had just dropped off his
girlfriend and was driving back home along
the Beaudesert-Beenleigh Road at Midnight.
He said:

1l was driving home at about 12.00pm
when I noticed a large flash to wy right.
Following this flash, the radio went
dead for about 10 seconds and the street
lighting iIn the entire area went out
for about seven minutes."”

His imaediate thoughts were that he was witness
ing the beginning of a nuclear war and was

bracing himself for the shockwave. This
quickly changed to the possibility of a lightn-
ing flash but when no sound was heard he dis-
missed it. His wmother was in the bathroom
at midnight and the flash i{lluminated the
interior of the bathrooa and the sky outside.

One odd fact to this aspect of the story,
is even though the street lights were out,
the lights inside the house were unaffected.
It i{s evident that Adrian was closer to the
source of the flash than the others, and that
the electromagnetic emissions from this, had
a greater effect on the street lights and
radio waves than‘ at Springwood.

Further 1nquires by Martin Gottschall with
SEQEB about the power loss® was met with only
denials. 'There was no power loss on either
Friday midnight or Saturday midnight.'’

As 1 was going to find out, the next two days
were to be busy ones.

On Sunday morning, 1 received a phone call
from Philipe Morlet telling me of UFO sightings
that had occurred on Saturday evening, the
2nd of May. He heard it on ABC Radio. I called
the Chief of Staff and was told that hundreds
of reports have flowed in about a green object
which lit up large areas on the ground. The
green light was seen as far south as Northern
NSW, as far west as Toowpomba and Dalby, and
as far north as Maryborough.
