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Thirty years ago, a report came from an aboriginal community
concerning a mystery object that came down from the sky.
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Four members of the Royal Victorian Aero Club, at Moorabbin,
flew to the airstrip near the community to investigate the
incident.

The statement was described by the elder as "a star-like
object which descended to the ground where it rested for a
period of time after which it returned to the other stars”.

The pilots accompanied the elder to where the "star sat on
the ground" and found stones within a 10 metre circle, coated
with a powdered substance.

Samples were taken to a laboratory in Melbourne where an
extensive analysis failed to identify the substance.

VUFORS is taking increasing interest in reports from
aborigines and has the co-operation of Hannah Wolfe, who is a
teacher and a member of the Anthropological Society of
Western Australia, and has worked in remote aboriginal
communities for many years.

Members and subscribers who did not attend our September meeting
missed out on another interesting speaker.

He was Graham Henly, the truck driver, who was a few kilometers
ahead of the Knowles Family, when they encountered an unidentified
flying object on January 20, 1988.

Mr.Henly gave us additional details of which we were not aware,
including a major piece in the puzzle, which was the near collision
narrowly avoided, when Shaun Knowles swerved to get around the object
sitting in the road. In doing so, he barely missed the oncoming car
and caravan.

Graham said about 10 minutes before the encounter, he met the car and
casravan trravelling towards the west. Readers will recall that the
truck driver saw the object in his rear vision mirror. We were also
notified of another truck driver who was further west of the Knowles
car, who too, saw a pear-shaped object at the same time of the family's
encounter.

VUFORS has been fortunate over the years with personal contacts and
witnesses of outstanding events and encounters. One of the most
recent was the renewed acquaintance with Dewey Fournet, the former
Pentagon liaison officer for the USAF's official UFO research depart-
ment, Project Blue Book.

He was involved with the major radar/visual period of UFO activity,
when the mystery objects violated the Air Space around Washington, DC.
during July 1952. The objects have never been identified.

Sightings had been on the increase for several weeks. Reports were
being recorded by air line pilots flying in and out of Washington and
from military pilots as well.

It was noted that many of these erratic moving lights were amber-
colored, in fact, there were so many of these lights that a high
ranking scientist predicted that the area was a ‘powder keg' of UFO’s.
He was correct. On the night of July, ‘the keg blew'. The first one
of the highly publicized Washington sightings started according to the
Civil Aviation logbook at the airport at 11.40 pm. When two radars at
National Airport picked up eight unidentified targets east and south of
Andrews Air Force Base. The targets were not airplanes, because they
would fly slowly at 100 to 130 miles an hour, then suddenly accelerate
to fantastically high speeds and leave the area.

During the night the crews of several airliners saw mysterious lights
in the same locations that tbe radars showed the targets. Tower
operators also saw lights and jet fighters were brought in to chase
the unknowns.

Major Fournet summoned Captain Ruppelt to his Pentagon office for a
briefing of the activity.

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An officer started by telling about the location of the radars involved.
washington National Airport, located about three miles from the heart
of the City had two radars. One was long range radar in the Air Route
Traffic Control Section while the other, a shorter-range radar was
housed in the Constrol Tower at National airport, and used to control
asircraft in the imediate vicinity of the airport. A nearby military
base (Andrews AF Base) also had radar.

when a new shift took over at the Traffic Control Radar Room at National
Airport, the Air Traffic was light so only one man was watching the radar
scope.

At 11.40 pm. the man watching the scope, noticed a group of seven targets
appear, he knew from their position on the scope, that they were just
east and a little south of Andrews Air Force Base. The targets looked
like a formation of slow airplanes, but no formations were due in the
area. Suddenly the objects streaked out of range. The man then yelled
for the senior controller who took one look at the scope and called in
other men. They all agreed these were not airplanes.

The senior controller then called the control tower at the Andrews
Air Force Base who reported that observers were also watching the
objects.

From then on the objects became more active. At one stage, one pilot
was surrounded by several objects. Tension increased. No one knew what
to do. Finally, the objects flew away.

VUFORS has secured a video which highlights this dramawtic event in the
history of UFOlogy and it will be shown at one of our meetings depending
on availability of speakers and other priorities.

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FIRST OFFICIAL FOO-FIGHTER RECORDS DISCOVERED

In January 1992, CAUS launched an effort to locate documentation
relevant to the Foo-Fighter phenomefnon of World War 2. This has led to
the first release of unit records giving specifics on these incidents.

For those unfamiliar with what Foo-Fighters were, we will explain.
ODuring the later part of World War 2 pilots on both the allied and axis
sides reported seeing strange balls of light flying with them while they
were engaged in bombing and air defense missions in the European and
Pacific theaters. The balls were generally about a foot in diameter,
bright, of varying colors and able to maneuver with ease in and about
alrcraft formations.

Word of the phenomenon leaked to the press in December 1944 and
became widely known in America on January 2, 1945, through numerous
newspaper reprintings of a wire service story summarizing pilot des-
criptions of what they saw. In the press coverage it was assumed that the
balls were Nazi secret weapons. However, they did not seem to affect air-
craft in any way, except to be a nuisance. Reports persisted until the
end of January 1945, when the activity abated, though not completely.
Further mention of Foo-Fighters (which in fact was a nickname given to
the strange balls by pilots of the 415th Night Fighter Squadron, based
upon a frequent phrase used in the "Smokey Stover” comic strip of the day)
disappeared from the press until December 1945, when the American Legion
Magazine carried accounts by pilots of their experiences (see "The Foo
Fighter Mystery" by Jo Chamberlin, American Legion Magazine, Dec. 1945).
From then on the Foo-Fighter reports surfaced much after the fact in various
UFO publications over the years.

Clues as to the existence of wartime records of the Foo-Fighters
appeared in declassified Air Force Intelligence files from 1947 and 1952.
As a result of UFO waves in those years several former bomber crew members
had contacted the Air Force to advise them of their experiences with Foo-
Fighters in the hope that this would somehow shed light on the flying sau-
cers being sighted. One record, an April 23, 1952 letter from Lt. Col.
W.W. Ottinger of the Directorate of Intelligence's Evaluation Division,
said that an evaluation of Foo-Fighters was done at the end of the war.

It was concluded that there was nothing to the phenomenon at all, though
to this day the study has not been made public.

A majority of the published accounts of Foo-Fighters seemed to emanate

from pilots of the 415th Night Fighter Squadron. The 415th's job was

to intercept and destroy Nazi aircraft flying under the cover of night.
The fighters would be directed by Army radar stations which tracked the
enemy alrcraft. The squadron logged an impressive record of kills through
the skill and determination of its pilots.

Knowing that the U.S. Air Force Historical Research Center at
Maxwell AFB, Alabama was a storage site for histories of old aircraft -
units, we had sent a detailed inquiry asking for the location of bombing
mission reports, for definitions of acronyms given by witnesses attempting
to direct Air Force Intelligence to citations of Foo-Fighter sightings,
and of particular interest, the unit history of the 415th NFS.

Unfortunately, after telling us that a researcher would contact us
in several months with results, a follow-up informed us that they didn't
have the staff or the time to answer questions (some research center!).
Nevertheless, we were given the number of a microfilm roll containing the
415th's unit history. Upon receiving it we soon learned that the Foo-
Fighter sightings of the 415th were indeed documented, albeit briefly,
by the squadron's historian.

We are concerned with two portions of the history - a unit summary,
which gives an overview of the 415th's activities, and the "War Diary,"
which chronicled the day-by-day events. Both had been classified "Secret."
Frame 1515 of the microfilm roll's summary touched upon the Foo-Fighters
in this way: .

"Another outstanding feature occured late in October. While flying
an intruder mission in the Rhine Valley, Capt. Edward Schlueter
and Lt. Don Myers experienced contact with the first FoofFighters,
referred to as such by Lt. Myers for the lack of a better name and
because of the eerie feeling it gave the crew. At first these two
officers were taunted by their buddies and began to wonder if they
had developed combat fatigue. However other crews began to report

seeing FoofFighters in the Rhine Valley at night, thus the FoofFighters

were definitely established as an existing phenomena."

A few remarks are needed here. The summary makes reference to Capt.
Schlueter and Lt. Myers encountering a Foo Fighter in late October. But

as we will see in the War Diary, the first report was in late November 1944

and no incident is listed for October. Also one sees reactions very much
reminiscent of later flying saucer stories in that the witnesses were
ridiculed and began to doubt themselves until others reported the same
thing. The result in this case was that "Foo Fighters were definitely
established as an existing phenomena."

On to the War Diary. The 415th operated under what must be regarded
as stressful conditions. Certainly the stress from time to time had to be
relieved. The 415th was no different than any other unit in this respect.
A little insight into their pasttimes is reflected in the War Diary entry
for November 24, 1944:

"The Squadron had a dance at the Cafe du Lark. Both WACs (Women's
Army Corp, Ed.) and French girls were invited. A gay time was had by all
until the WACs left at 1100 nours and then a very gay time was enjoyed."

I hope the reader understands that "gay" had a different connotation
then than it does now. Also, were WACs that bad or were French girls that
much better?

Frame 1611 begins coverage of the first Foo Fighter incident from
an intruder mission out of Longvic Air Base in France:

November 27 - "The following weird excerpt comes from Lt. Schlueter's
report of an intruder mission: 'Upon returning to base saw a red
light flying through area about 35 miles ENE of Pt. A. Came in to
about 2000 feet off starboard and then it disappeared in a long

red streak.'"

Comment: Interestingly, unless the War Diary omitted other incidents
in late November, this account is quite different from the "first incident"
reported in American Legion Magazine. This told of Schlueter and "Melers*®
encountering eight to ten orange balls moving at terrific speed which
disappeared, reappeared, stayed in view five minutes and then once again
vanished .

About two weeks passed before the next encounter. This time the
415th had been moved to Ochey Air Base, France. Frame 1613 relates:

December 15 - "The following is an excerpt from the operations
report: 'Saw a brilliant red light at 2000 feet going E at 200 MPH

in the vicinity of Ernstein. Due to AI (Air Intercept radar) failure
could not pick up contact but followed it by sight until it went out.
Could not get close enough to identify object before it went out.'"

A few days later there was more:

December 18 - "I quote from the operations report: 'In Rastatt area
sighted five or six red and green lights in a 'T' shape which
followed A/C thru turns and closed to 1000 feet. Lights followed
for several miles and then went out.' Our pilots have named these
mysterious phenomena which they encounter over Germany at night
'Foo-Fighters.'"

The encounters continue on frame 1614:

December 23 - "More Foo-Fighters were in the air last night. The

Ops report says: 'In vicinity of Hagenau saw 2 lights coming toward
A/C from ground. After reaching the altitude of the A/C they leveled
off and flew on tail of Beau (Beaufighter - their aircraft, Ed.)

for 2 minutes and then peeled up and turned away. 8th mission -
sighted 2 orange lights. One light sighted at 10,000 feet the other
climbed until it disappeared.'"

December 24 - "The Foo-Fighters were active adgain according to the
pilot's report: "Observed a glowing, red object shooting straight
up. It changed suddenly to a plan view of an A/C doing a wing-over
and going into a dive and disappearing.'"

December 28 - "The Ops report says: '1st patrol saw 2 sets of 3 red
and white lights. One appeared on port side, the other on starboard
at 1000 to 2000 feet to rear and closing in. Beau peeled off and
lights went out. Nothing on GCI'scope at the time.' And then again:
'Observed lights suspended in air, moving slowly in no general
direction and then disappeared. Lights were orange, and appeared
singly and in pairs. These lights were observed 4 or 5 times
throughout the period.'"

Comment: We can see how the level of activity escalated to such a
point in December that it would be hard to keep a 1id on the matter. Thus
the leak and press coverage in January. The incidents of December 23-24

do agree with accounts in the American Legion Magazine article to the
extent that the author must have seen the Ops report or War Diary
without citing one or the other as a source, perhaps for security reasons.
However, the aircraft occupants were named in the article but not in
the War Diary.

A final entry in the 415th's War Diary appears on frame 1619

January 30 - "Foo-Fighters were at it again last night. This is
the operations report: 'Halfway between Wissenbourg and Langau
sighted amber lights at 2000 feet. One light was 20 to 50 feet
above the other and of about 30 seconds duration. Lights were
about a foot in diameter, 1000 feet away and following Beaus.
Lights disappeared when Beaus turned into them.'"

What were Foo-Fighters? Hallucinations? Alien ships? Natural phen-
omena? The official records do not suggest what they were except that they
were no threat to the aircraft of either side.

On February 21, 1952, Air Force Intelligence received a letter from
one Albert Rosenthal of Washington, D.C. (in CAUS files):

"During the winter of 1944-45 I was a fighter controller with the
64th Fighter Wing supporting the 7th Army in France and Germany.
Flying under our control was the 415th Night Fighter Squadron,
flying Beaufighters. When there was no enemy air activities, they
would engage in intruder sweeps into southwestern Germany. We re-
peatedly received reports from the Beaufighter crews of similar
phenomena, which they named 'foo-fighters.' At times they seemed
to be associated with concentrated flak, and at other times were
reported to explode when pursued. It was also asserted that they
caused a slight response on A.I. radar.”

"We never did solve the problem of what they were. Theories pro-
pounded included 'St Elmo's Fire'(a form of static electricity);
German barrage balloons; meteors; and gremlins from the Black Forest
nearby. And of course we suspected the possibility of some new
secret weapon."

A previously unknown account has surfaced. Connecticut resident
Louis Kiss has advised CAUS of his own experience with Foo-Fighters.
Kiss, then a Staff Sergeant, was a tail gunner on the "Phyllis Marie,"

a B-17 bomber of the 390th Bombardment Group, 3rd Division of the 8th
Air Force.

In late 1943, while on a daylight mission over central Germany,
Kiss observed an odd-looking sphere approach the B-17 from behind and
below. He said it was about the size of a basketball and of a shimmery
gold color. The ball reached the aircraft and hovered just above one
wing after slowly moving from the rear. Soon it passed over the top of
the aircraft to the other wing where it again hovered. Sat. Kiss was
tempted to shoot at it with his machine gun but, considering the prox-
imity of the ball to the B-17's gas tank, he thought better of it.

As Kiss watched, the ball moved toward the rear again, became
caught in the B-17's backwash and rapidly disappeared into the remainder
of the B-17 formation. He never knew if anyone else in the group had seen
the ball but he did officially report it to his intelligence officer.
Curiously, Kiss had never heard of Foo-Fighters until we had mentioned
them to him. His report does parallel several sources. The War Diary
of the 415th for December 23 told of Foo-Fighters climbing from below,
much the same as Kiss described. And the American Legion Magazine article

told of a daylight sighting by a
P-47 pilot of a "gold-colored
ball with a metallic finish,"
again something reported by Kiss.

Remember the reports of the balls flying up
from the ground and the fact that there is no evidence that either side
in the war had any such devices in their arsenals?

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UNIDENTIFIED FLYING OBJECTS:

THE MEDICAL AND SCIENTIFIC EVIDENCE
UFO Potpourri No. 366

Late in 1978, prominent UFO researchers
approached the United Nations with the
suggestion to set up some type of international
clearing house whereby investigators and
researchers would be able to coordinate on an
international level scientific research into
unidentified flying objects, and to inform the
Secretary-General of the observations, research,
and evaluation of such activities. The UN
General Assembly responded favorably by
adopting Decision 33/426. Unfortunately,
nothing was done to bring the decision to
fruition and it lies dormant to this very day.

On the other hand, UFO activity is anything but
dormant. Sightings continue unabated
throughout the world. And as one would expect,
private non-governmental UFO organizations
have grown to fill the void. Some examples are:
the Mutual UFO Network, the J. Allen Hynek
Center for UFO Studies, the Australian Centre
for UFO Studies, the Joint USA-CIS Aerial
Anomaly Federation, the British UFO Research
Association, and a hostofother fine
organizations. While these groups are
functioning very well and are respected for
their work, the UN agency is sorely missed.

The UFO problem touches the lives of so many
people and engenders puzzlement, fear, and at
times, harm among them. Therefore, it is of
significant scientific and technological interest
and carries with it many implications of the
existence of intelligences other than our own.

The evidence is both intriguing and frightening.
Reports of UFO activity describe incidents
where the UFOs fly circles around high
performance jetaircraft, shutdown

sophisticated electronic systems, black-out
electrical power systems, stop automobiles,
upset animals, damage plants, and cause
medical injuries to humans. All the while the
skeptics are saying that nothing is going on and
try to stop free inquiry on the subject. They say
it is all a case of mistaken observations, a view
not shared by the victims of these encounters.

MUFON has an Advisory Board of 173
Consultants, holding doctorates in their
educational fields of expertise, and 154
Research Specialists with Masters degrees in
fields applicable to UFO research, that disagree
with the skeptics and have evidence to prove it.
Other private organizations have similar boards
and are equally convinced of the importance of
the evidence.

Noted scientist Dr. Jacques Vallee, writing in
the MUFON 1992 Symposium Proceedings,
said "As ascientist [ have come to the
conclusion that a genuine UFO phenomenon
exists. It is physical and it is unexplained.
Therefore I continue to investigate the sightings
in the field and I claim that they represent an
opportunity and a challenge to science. |
speculate, although I cannot prove, that a
non-human form of intelligence is involved."

Retired NASA scientist Dr. Richard Haines,
writing in the same publication, said: "Reports
of anomalous aerial objects appearing in the
atmosphere continue to be made by pilots of
almost every airline and air force of the world
in addition to private and experimental test
pilots." Dr. Haines has a personal collection of
almost 3,600 pilot sightings and that collection
is growing rapidly.
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In his paper for the 1992 MUFON Symposium,
Russian Cosmonaut Paval Popovich said: "The
influence the UFO has on people, as well as the
ettects it produces, should become the items of
special research. The UFO’s interaction with
the environment, the behavior that it motivates,
and its genesis, also present interesting areas for
concentrated study."

Father of the German V-2 rocket, Professor
Hermann Oberth was quoted as saying: "I am
most satisfied by the hypothesis that we are
dealing with flying machines. So far, other
plausible explanations have not been found. If
we accept this as a working hypothesis we also
have to assume that these flying machines are
not built by human beings. We cannot produce
machines that fly as UFOs do - for example, at
speeds of more than 42,000 miles per hour as
measured by radar."

In his continual pursuit for the application of
the scientific method to the UFO problem, the
world’s foremost UFO expert Dr. J. Allen
Hynek enabled us all to expand our scientific
horizons when he said: "I have begun to feel
that there is a tendency in the 20th-century
science to forget that there will be a 21st-century
science, and indeed, a 30th-century science,
from which vantage points our knowledge of
the universe may appear quite different. We
suffer, perhaps, from temporal provincialism, a
form of arrogance that has always irritated
posterity. He made that statement in 1966 and it
is as important today than it was then.

We are faced with one of the most important
issues of the century, the scientific study of
Unidentified Flying Objects (UFOs). Resolution
of this enigma will affect the future of the
majority of the inhabitants living on Planet
Earth. That is why it is important for the one
organization representing all the citizens of the
world, the United Nations, to aggressively
implement its Decision 33/426 of December
18, 1978, which called for the "Establishment

of an agency or a department of the United
Nations for undertaking, coordinating, and
disseminating the results of research into
unidentified flying objects and related
phenomena."

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TRIP TO THE NORTHERN TERRITORY

n the September issue of the Australian UFO

Bulletin, Paul Norman’s "On the UFO Trail"
contains a report about a sighting over an
Aboriginal community in the Northern
Territory. The community concerned lives on
one of the islands off Arnhem Land. Not
surprisingly, this was a report that Paul decided
must be investigated and accordingly he
organised to do so.

Having worked with Aboriginal
people over a period of many
years | was also keen to follow
up the report. From talking
with the people and looking at
their art I had previously come
to the conclusion that over the
tens of thousands of years they
have lived in Australia,
Aboriginal people are likely to
havebeenvisitedby
extra-terrestrials. A reflection
of these possible encounters
can be seen in their culture.

A fairly well-known example
of this is the Wandjina figures
of the Kimberley region. These
figures, sometimes bigger than
life-size, are painted on rock
walls. The Wandjinas are said
to be spirits who came out of
the clouds and are able to
control lightning. The paintings
picture them looking like extra-terrestrial
travellers dressed in space suits, often with
radiating lines or rays emanating from their
heads.

From a more southern area of Australia an

ancient Aboriginal story tells of a man who
came from the moon and eventually returned to

Mitttyar

the sky. On earth he lived in a cave. A faded
painting on the wall of the cave where he lived
depicts a circular object with rays coming out
from one side.

Some of the Aboriginal art forms cannot be
looked at or reproduced by us. They are only to
be seen by the old men, the Elders who are the
custodians. These representations are respected
as sacred and secret, an
important partofa very
spiritual culture.

Aboriginal people are well
aware of what we term as
"unidentified flying objects".
From the snippets of reports
that we have heard in the
Territory, some people may
have experienced encounters
that have left them fearful.

outdoor one and the people
frequently do not have the
same sort of secure housing
that whites enjoy. So it is not
surprising if the sight of UFOs
hovering above a community
causes concem.

Paul’s article relates that a
silverelongated shaped object
hovered above a community,
departingonly when an
aircraft arrived. We looked
forward to talking to the people about their
experience but were disappointed to find that
we were not to be permitted to visit the
community at this time. The reason was not
explained to us by the administrative officers.
We were not at a loss but set out again. After
travelling east across Kakadu National Park we

were at the border of Amhem Land. Do these
ancient rocks, dignified and majestic, perhaps
hold secrets of momentous events in the life of
humankind from the long distant past |
wondered.

Early in the morning I walked down to the river.
A small group of Aboriginal people sat there
and welcomed me to talk to them. Paul had
brought photographs of UFOs and ground
circles from different parts of the world
including Australia. These I showed to the
people and they were very interested.

One young man said he had seen a television
programme on the subject. The old man present
waited for the younger people to have their say
as some were boisterous and noisy. Then he
took me aside and asked me to show him the
photographs again. If he had an intention of
telling me about sightings there was no time for
it. A white ranger arrived ordering the people to
pick up their things and move. He seemed very
surprised to see me talking to the people, went
off and returned a few minutes later with more
rangers in another vehicle. The people prepared
to move away as instructed.

Later in the day I talked with an important local
Aboriginal Elder, Joseph. He talked about the
dangers both to his people and to the earth
itself, caused by uranium mining in the area.
Their knowledge of what they call the "sickness
country” goes back far beyond the white man’s
mining. They fear sickness and death will result
from such massive disturbance of the earth.

I showed the photographs of flying objects to
Joseph. He was familiar with the idea of UFOs
and had himself seen strange lights moving in
the sky at night. Joseph informed me of a
community to the south-west who had
experienced an encounter with a UFO which
caused them to run. Then, with deep concern
and sadness in his voice he told me that in yet
another place aliens had abducted a two-year-old
child. The child had not been returned.

Travelling further south we came to the
community Joseph had mentioned, again, on a
river and isolated. Talking with a group of
people I quickly found a man who had been
witness to the landing of an object. This
encounter had occurred years ago when Steven
was a boy on a station in the area. From his
account the aliens had wanted to abduct a
woman and made their intention known to her
telepathically. The station manager had come
out with a gun and the craft left without the
woman, leaving a circle on the ground which
Stevensaid could be seen to this day.
Investigations are continuing on this story.

Distances are long in the Territory and our time
there was coming to an end. We had to leave
but the research continues. The talks with
Aboriginal residents had confirmed our belief
that sightings of UFOs and alien encounters are
not culturally confined. They happen for all
nationalities and all over the world.

caused quite a stir. The result was
a rash of similar incidents involving
strange aircraft that fllled news-
papers for weeks to come.

On April 1, for example, three
days after the Hubbard story broke,
hundreds of people in Kansas City,
Kan., watched spellbound while a
brightly-lit, cigar-shaped airship
hovered over the city. According to
local accounts, strange voices and
crackling noises were heard ema-
nating from the strange aircraft.

Throughout the month of April,
tens of thousands of Americans from
California and Texas to Alabama and
West Virginia told of terrifying en-
counters with “great airships” plloted
by occupants “not of this earth.”

In nearly every case, the airship
wasdescribed as “cigar shaped” with
beams of glowing red lights fanning
out undemeath.

One of the strangest stories came
from-LeRoy, Kan. On the morning of
April 21, farmer Alexander Hamilton
was awakened by a strange, whirring
sound out in the pasture.

Thinking his cattle might be in
trouble, Hamilton raced outside only
to discover a “glowing, strange-
shaped craft” trying to steal a cow by
hoisting it up with a rope.

Earlier, on April 14, a series of
landings was reported in lIowa. The
Cedar Rapids Evening Gazette re-
ported that a “giant, cigar-shaped”

object landed on the Union Station in
the “wee momning” hours and that
several local citizens were taken on-
board.

The next day a similar object
“came to rest” on the Waterloo, lowa
fairground, according to the local
newspaper. While dozens of curious
onlookers gawked, one of the vessel's
occupants reportedly went to the po-
lice station to seek protection from
the crowd.

Several sightings

Several sightings were reported on
April 16. Two men from Rhome,
Texas, said they saw a giant cigar
heading west at' 150 mph. The same
day, the Fort Worth Register re-
ported that a man traveling near
Cisco, Texas saw an airship crash
into a fleld.

According (o the Regisier, several
local citizens helped repair . the
downed aircraft, then watched it roar
away.

In Paris, Texas, a night watchman
said he saw a cigar-shaped craft that
measured 200 feet in length and had
several large wings. Later, in Farm-

ersville, Texas, several people said
they heard the crew of an airship
singing hymns.

Bizarre encounter

Another bizarre encounter in
Texas came on April 17. when a large
airship came in low and buzzed the
town of Aurora. The ship then contin-
ued north where it finally struck a
windmill on the farm of a Judge
Proctor and exploded.

People rushed to the scene of the
crash and discqvered the badly-man-
gled body of the pilot.

“He was not of this earth,” said
TJ. Weems, a Signal Corps officer
who offered the astonishing specula-
tion that the dead pilot was a Mar-
tan.

The next day the “Martian” was
given a Christian burial.

On April 19 other airships were
spotted near Sisterville, W. Va,, and
El Paso. On both occasions multicol-
ored lights flashed from portholes
and strange voices were heard talk-
ing inside the ships.

Stories about the mysterious air-
craft continued unabated in tbe
months to come, as newspapers com-
peted to come up with the wildest ac-
counts. Then, as suddenly and myste-
riously as they had appeared, the air-
ships disappeared. . ;

The whole airshlp excitement was
forgotten until the 1960s when re-
searchers interested in UFOs began
rummaging through old newspapers
and came up with the original stories.

What were they? Where did they
come from? Even today, investiga-
tors aren't really sure, though early
rumors linked them to an unknown
scientist involved with secret aircraft
testing.

There is good reason to suspect
that some of the stories were deliber-
ate hoaxes, spread by over-imagina-
tive telegraph operators who re-
ported many of the sightlngs, as well
as newspaper yaporters themselves.

It was turning all the time, not terriblv fast at
first, then gathered mamentum.

I also had the distinct
impression of ‘portholes' - .glowing red (like
traffic lights) and I cthink it was the perspective
of the portholes that made me think the craft was
not completely round. (My campanion did not see the
curve of the 'portholes' or the thin ray of light
that remained at the base of the machine but his
eyes were not as good as mine.) :

At the end of the craft was a very thin, perpen-
dicular ray of light which remained in the rear even
when the craft was moving. This ray of light was a
yellowish-white colour. The great white light had
campletely disappeared when the object finally. lett
at great speed.

Witness telephoned on 13th May 1992 to report unusual ground
marks (double rings) which she first found in June 1991 and
re-photographed in March 1992. The circles, near Augusta appear
to have changed little in one year, and vegetation seems sparse
in the area. The circles are about 50ft. across. Further
investigation is needed and witness will re-visit the area in
July to collect data and try to establish a rational explanation.

{witnesses in following were one woman and two men)

On Thursday 21 May 1992 the three witnesses were travelling

by car heading north towards Tom Price. At about 9.30pm some
thirty kilometers from their destination they noticed ahead

of them but to the right some unusual lights. These appeared

to be about half to one kilometer into the bush, were white

and very bright. Witnesses estimated about thirty lights in

a row along an oval shape. The object was estimated to be about
thirty feet in length. Nearby was a second object about one
third size of the first, also illuminated.

The woman witness was emphatic that there were no tracks into
the bush in this area (dense spinifex). 0ddly enough they had
just discussed (prior to the sighting; a desire to see a UFO.

OCTOBER 1, 1992 Security guard, BP reported two red lights over
Broken Hill, NSW at 7.12 pm. The lights sped
overhead at very fast speed towards the east.

He estimated the lights were 1 km apart, in
formation, one behind the other. Between the red
lights were four smaller white lights in straight
line behind each other. The smaller white 1ights
merged into one and disappeared. The two red lights
sped east and disappeared over the horizon. The
time of the sighting was entered in his Company's
log book.

About the same time that night, a commercial pilot,
who was in Broken Hil1l, rep(orted two red objects
which he, at first thought to be experimental high
tech aircraft flying at high speed and very low,
toward the east. He expected them to circle and land
at the airport. Instead, they disappeared over the
horizon. Apparently this was after the merging four
lights had disappeared. The pilot told researcher
Paul Norman, the objects were definately not space
junk or meteorites.

The following two reports were made at approximately
the same time.

AT 8.30 pm. JR reported she watched three lights, like little
stars - the night was very cloudy and the lights were under
the clouds for the whole period of the observation. One was
well to the rear of the other two which maneuvered and faded,
but through binoculars one appeared to have lights or ‘dots’
around it.

8.30 Ringwood. MH stated a light appeared to come from the
horizon, split up, no sound, went straight up to the clouds
came down again; two went in the direction of Melbourne (NW)
and the other went towards the NE. They were ‘heaps larger
than a star, very orange in color with red rim’.

About 9 pm- HB observed a light, 4 times as large as a star,
come from SE towards the city, bright orange, no sound, not a
helicopter. Witness ‘phoned control at Tullamarine, but it did
not show up on radar.

9,25 pm. one light, bright orange like the end of a cigarette,
was large then became smaller - was under the clouds - about
500 feet, hovered, then appeared to come closer to witness,
went up into the clouds.

There was also a report from a Brighton (Vic.) lady, who saw a

bright ob.ject move from under the cloud bank, up into the
clouds, down again then disappear up into the clouds.

The May 1954 issue of TRUE Magazine carries a lengthy article
by Capt. Edward E. Ruppelt, in which the former head of the
Blue Book Project discusses the accomplishments and official
position of the Air Force at that time (Ref. 1). While the
bulk of the paper discusses incidents for which a mundane
solution had been found, it also contains summaries of “some
of the cases that the project was unable to crack”. Of the
seven sightings presented by Capt. Ruppelt, the last one has
particular interest and will be analyzed here.

On February 16, 1953 a C-47 piloted by Major J.H. Lemon and
carrying Capt. E.S. Cramer as instructor-pilot was east of
Fire 1Island and south of Anchorage over the mouth of
Turnagain Arm. The local time was approximately 23:50 and
weather conditions were CAVU. The plane was at 2000 ft. and
heading NE at 120-150 knots. g

Capt. Cramer was the first to notice a round red light at 10
o’'clock, moving on a course roughly parallel to that of the
aircraft with a 300 knot estimated speed. Had it been the
running lights of an aircraft, the color should have been
green corresponding to the right side of a plane. The light
was at this point definitely below the horizon at an altitude
of 1000 ft., at a distance of about 5 miles, moving on a
straight path and climbing to 2000 . ft. It increased in
brilliance, until it was 2 or 3 times its initial size. Then
it seemed to stop and hovered for 5 minutes.

The tower at Elmendorf AFB (next to Anchorage) indicated that
there were no other craft in the area, and made a radar check
with negative results. As no jet aircraft was available, the
tower authorized the C-47 to attempt an intercept. This was
done on a 345 heading, at 150 knots, but as the C-47 took up
the chase the light appeared to accelerate, decreased in
size, changing to a bright red color, and disappeared in 45
seconds on a 270-290 course.

Although the C-47 circled the area north of Elmendorf AFB for
several minutes, the light did not reappear. The incident
lasted 15 minutes, during which time the observers did not
lose sight of the light.

Altogether, the case has a low information content, and seems
rather uninteresting: just another low-altitude night light,
whose only claim to fame is that it apparently dodged the
approaching C-47. What, then, makes this case different? Two
things deserve discussion.

The first 1is the changing posture of Capt. Ruppelt. Why did
he include this incident in his article for TRUE? Perhaps
because at the time he wrote (probably in early 1954), the
case had not yet been officially debunked. From the
information in the Blue Book files (Ref. 2), which contains
detailed depositions of the two pilots, it is obvious that
the light had not been explained. In a report dated 20 Feb.

1953 and signed by Robert M. Gallant, 2nd Lt., Combat
Intelligence Officer, the incident is rated B-6, and we are
told that the two pilots were “very reliable®. The report was
approved by John S. Masterson, Major USAF, Director of
Intelligence; and if taken at face value, one can rule out as
possible explanations: aircraft (none in the area, no radar
returns), weather balloons (none launched), and astronomical
bodies (below horizon). In short, the case at this point was
“unidentified” and Capt. Ruppelt was correct to include it in
the TRUE article.

Capt. Ruppelt also reported a similar incident taking place
the following night (17 Feb. 1953) at Elmendorf AFB, and
witnessed by five members of the 39th Air Police Squadron,
who were not aware of the previous night’s events. This
second incident also appears in the Blue Book files.

The February 17th incident is weaker than the first one, and
has interest only as an apparent confirmation. it. The light,
described in similar terms as on the previous night, may or
may not have been the same. Once again, the light did not do
much, except quickly move vertically up when the jet
attempting an intercept came closer. Any astronomical
explanation for that night is untenable as the overcast was
solid. The Blue Book rating for this case is poor (F-6), but
it was initially listed as “unexplained®*. A detailed
description of this incident can be found in Ref. 3.

And we have arrived at the most interesting anomaly. The
initial edition of Capt. Ruppelt’'s book (Ref. 4) was
published 1in 1956, and the manuscript was probably completed
before July 1955, the date appearing in the Foreword. Thus,
the article in TRUE predates the book, but in the intervening
years something happened, because the two cases we are
discussing do not appear in the book (or at least, I couldn’t
locate them). Moreover, since Capt. Ruppelt left the Air
Force in May 1954 (Ref. S5) his article for TRUE had an
official blessing. Then, why were those two trivial but
unexplained cases not included in Ruppelt's famous book?

As far as I know, the incidents.under consideration have
never been discussed anywhere 1in the literature, and what
brought them to my attention was the apparent discordance in
Ruppelt’s writings. Then, of course, the thing to do was to
search the Blue Book files (Ref. 2). What is found there is
the second point deserving attention.

In the official files, each case is preceded by a card that
summarizes the incident, in which the most important entry is
the final conclusion. Such explanations are also listed in
the general index, and may or may not be in agreement with
the body of the report. Those cards carry a logo at the
bottom indicating their printing date, which for the cases
under discussion happens to be Sept. 1963. Therefore, the
incidents were re-evaluated on or after that date, i.e.,
during the rule of Major Quintanilla. Those were the years of
retrenching, when the main aim was to reduce the number of
unknowns by hook or crook.

And what do we find now? Well, the 16 February 1953 case has
been changed to “Astro (VEGA)", and we are told that “An
attempt to pick up object by radio (sic) was made with
negative results. Probable refraction (sic) of star Vega.*
The fact that the deposition of the pilots specifically rules
out astronomical explanations because the light was below the
horizon, as pointed out by Ruppelt, did not deter the unknown
writer from leaving his mark on the files. As for the
specific selection of Vega, it was almost forced, as it was
the only first magnitude star in the approximate area of the
sky. Unfortunately, whoever wrote this nonsense was not very
knowledgeable about astronomical matters, as Vega is pale
sapphire in color, and not the bright red reported by the
pilots.

In the summary card for the 17 February 1953 incident the
conclusion reads: “Balloon. Sighting resembles balloon launch
observation®. The key word here 1is “resembles", because
nothing in the file hints at a balloon, and in fact, the
sudden vertical departure rules it out. And the body of the
report still indicates that “the light remains
unidentified".

It is remarkable that the revised explanations for both
incidents are the only ones that are virtually impossible. Is
there a message? Worth noting is that clippings of Ruppelt’s
article in TRUE appear pasted at the appropriate places in
the official files.

The result of all this is that two apparently trivial cases
of night lights have become significant, as they verify the
techniques used during the Sixties by the Blue Book Project
to reduce the number of unknowns at any cost. It reveals how
simply the change of status was done, by just writing a new
summary card. The content of each report, on which the
evaluation 1is presumably based, remains the same, with no
additions or changes, as any reader can see for himself. For
the particular incidents discussed here, the proof of the
manipulation 1is absolute, as Ruppelt’s article in TRUE
documents the initial --and correct-- evaluation based on the
available data. One can speculate that the cases were omitted
in Ruppelt’s book to avoid the more permanent dissemination
of embarrassing information.

These 1incidents demonstrate once again that the purpose of
Blue Book was not to find a solution to the UFO problem, but
to mitigate the potential damage by debunking the cases and
ridiculing the witnesses. In the case of Air Force personnel,
this presented a challenge, demanding the finding of an
explanation no matter how farfetched, short of accusing the
pilots of incompetence or worse. Not that this was not done
as a last resort, as in the Tonopah, Nevada case on November
23, 1997.

Mr Steckling, 33, is the son of
prominent UFO expert and
author Fred Steckling, who died
last year.

He has seen several beings
from other planets in his time.

“I saw them as a child with my
parents, and I've seen them
mingling with the crowds at

talks and conventions,” he says.

“Occasionally, they will speak
up during a debate and inject
some thought or information to
send us in the right direction — a
little bit like tutelage.”

Mr Steckling says he has been
made aware of an an identifica-
tion word as a way of recognis-
ing extra-terrestrial beings.

“] have seen demonstrations
which prove they’re from an-
other planet. For example, they
have a small mechanical device
they use to bend light rays, eff-
ectively making them, or other
objects, invisible,” he says.

But most of the time, Mr
Steckling relies on instinctive
feeling. He also has advice on
what to do if an extra-terrestrial
makes itself known to you

“I would be very respectful and
very aware — [ would not want to
give away that type of confi-
dence to put them in danger,” he
says.

Mr Steckling says he wouldn’t
take a pictare of an extra-terres-
trial visitor because it wouild
blow its cover and leave it prey
to the “shoot it and put it in a
test tube” mentality.

He added: “Even if I did take a
picture it would just look like a
man in the street.”

Mr Steckling brought with him
lots of photographic evidence of
UFO sightings from all over the
world. These include NASA pho-
tographs of unexplained lights
and vehicle marks on the sur-
face of the moon.
