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EDITORIAL

The documentary featuring the Greatest Mystery in Australian Aviation History, will be
televised on American and European television in September, this year.

Eight staff and technicians from Unsolved Mysteries spent ten days in Victoria during April, re-
enacting the flight and disappearance of Frederick Valentich, who encountered a UFO on October
21, 1978.

VUFORS participated and assisted the programme directors and staff to make the documentary as
realistic as possible. Aircraft were chartered to re-enact the scene in the air. The Department of
Civil Aviation co-operated by setting up the equipment at Melbourne Airport as it was 14 years ago.

Ken Llewelyn, Senior Public Relations Officer for the Royal Australian Air Force, participated in
the Search and Rescue phase of the episode.

We were fortunate that the main witness of the group of four, came torward to participate with the
description of the Cessna and the UFO flying overhead just prior to the pilot’s disappearance.

Unsolved Mysteries usually concentrates on murder mysterics and over 150 criminals have been
recognized as a result of the programmes.

We have great expectations that the forthcoming series of UFO related cases, will result in many
more people coming forward and taking a more serious view of the UFO subject, which may help
overcome the ridicule generated by sceptics which in tumn, will help solve The Riddle of the Skies.

When the staff of Unsolved Mysteries had
completed the Frederick Valentich
documentary and gone for a well eamed
vacation in Queens- land prior to returning to
California, the first leg of my 1993 overseas trip
commenced, leaving Melbourne on 22nd April
for San Francisco.

Soon after my arrival, a contact ‘phoned from
Los Angeles, notifying me of a UFO Seminar
scheduled for 30th April and 1st May and to be
at the LITTLE A’LE’INN, Rachel, Nevada,
only eleven miles from the border of AREA 51.
Among the speakers, were JOHN LEAR and
ROBERT LAZAR, both of whom [ wanted to
meet. This event will be discussed at VUFORS
September meeting at the Royal Society,
Melbourne at 8pm.

On May 19th, at the request of MUFON LA
(Mutual UFO Network - Los Angeles) Burbank
California, which is also the home of Unsolved
Mysteries. 1 gave an update on the Valentich
and Knowles Family, cases. With only three
months stay in the U.S., I had to move fast to
see all the people and places | wanted to visit,
within that time.

On May 16, [ was invited to give an update on -

Australian activity to the meeting of the San
Francisco Bay Area MUFON meeting in San
Jose; where | learned of the dissatisfaction of
the FIRE IN THE SKY hype, released by

Paramount Productions, concerning the Travis
Walton experience. This was an attitude that [
found throughout the country with all UFO
researchers who knew anything about the case,
completely disgusted with the departure from
the truth. If these film and video producers
intend to makec a ‘fast buck’ on the serious
cases of Ufology, they will be respected more
for honesty, sincerity and fair play if they drop
their Journalistic license and portray the story
as told. The objective manner in which
Unsolved Mysteries produce their
documentaries is an excellent model for
producers to follow. So many comments of
disgust have bcen directed to the writer, that
Tracy Torme’ statcs he is abandoning UFO’s
as subject matter. He says his next project
would be a Western Shoot-"em-up. It would be
a good opportunity to move away from trying
to explain to people for the fortieth time, why
he did certain things, and that it wasn’t meant
to be a documentary. So exits Tracy Torme’ -
also in disgust.

On Sunday May 23rd, I left San Francisco on a
30 day bus pass, arriving in Salt Lake City
where 1 visited with colleagues before going
on South to Farmington, New Mexico. Since
there was no public transport available to
Dulce, it was necessary to rent a car to visit
that arca. The purpose of the visit was an
attempt to sort out fact from fiction. The
rumours were running wild with regard to so-

called ET underground bases. (This will be
discussed at the VUFORS forthcoming
meeting).

From New Mexico, I continued with my bus
pass, making one day stops to visit researchers
and relatives. While in California, I received a
‘phone call from a researcher associated with
Unsolved Mysteries, expressing interest in the
Larry Coyne Helicopter Encounter, so while in
Cleveland, Ohio, I contacted Larry, whom I had
previously met. I brought him up to date on the
Valentich Case. He agreed to participate in a
documentary which will possibly be the next
UFO episode televised by that organisation.

Most of the remainder of my thirty day pass
was visiting contacts in Florida. Space here will
not allow for details. However, one of the
highlights occurred during my visit to the Key
West Area, where | received confirmation that a
UFO encounter with two MIG jets from Cuba
did indeed take place. One jet disintegrated. |
have since learned that other cases are on
record. Follow-up enquiries are in progress.

With time running short, it was necessary to fly
to Richmond, Virginia to attend the MUFON
UFO Symposium, where I met many of my
friends. acquaintances, as well as an encounter
with the leading American Skeptic, Philip
Klass. An episode within itself. During the
MUFON  State Directors Meeting, the
opportunity presented itself to announce the
forthcoming Unsolved Mysteries program to be
shown on Prime Time Television in North
America, during September and at a time slot
later in Europe.

Before leaving California, I was invited to a
CEIV-INVESTIGATOR/ THERAPIST
WORKSHOP (CEIV- Close Encounters of the
4th Kind - Abductions) on the 8th May, at the
Rosebridge Graduate School, Integrative
Psychology, Concord, California. During the
session, it was mentioned that during a
previous meeting at M.I.T.,, an Australian - |
don’t know who - reported the Maureen Puddy
Case as an abduction. This is the incident
where Judy Magee and | were the investigators
present Maureen Puddy was having some sort
of an experience. We had noticed that a debate
which seemed to be getting out of hand, had
been raging between an Australian and
Dr.Jacobs. Dr.Jacobs has suggested that
perhaps the ET’s had erased the memories of
Judy and I. During the question period, I
attempted to inform the group that this was
NOT AN ABDUCTION. 1 pointed out that
Judy Magee and I could account for every
minute. Jenny Randles has written about this
same incident, in which she gets the incident
back to front by attributing statements made
by Maureen to Judy. None of the people
involved in this ~debate~ has ever discussed
this incident with either Judy or I, the
investigators who were at the place where the
action took place!

For more clarification of the incident, a group
who was present at the workshop requested me
to attend a meeting specially organised to give
an update on this and other cases in which we
had been involved. The following day I left
California for Melbourne.

FLYING SRUCERS vs.
FLYING TAMALES

“Knowledge is power” seems to bethe maxim oftheday. Those that have it can make
the most productive decisions. Unfortunately, a little bit of knowledge can be dangerous,
or at best conducive to half-baked speculation. Throw in the caveat “Don’t believe
anything youread,andonly halfofwhatyousee,” and thedilemma grows exponentially.

A case in point. ..and I shall digress from Ufology for a few paragraphs to illustrate
a problemendemic to mankind in general, and to the discussion of UFOs by members
of the general public and often enough by so-called UFO buffs, in particular. Our
digression takes us not to Belgium and the recent major UFO “flap” but to nearby
France where the citizens of the port city of Calais have been engulfed in a firestorm
involving a serial killer brutally murdering dozens of children. The suspected culprit
was confronted by an armed mob and threatened with death; the”fiend” fled the city.
Bodies were reported found in fields, in cellars, in attics.

It was a horrific plague of destruction
which started when the suspect began
takingphotos of childrenafteraccosting
them in front of their school. Murder
most foul. A city on a rampage of
vengeance. The suspect hounded from
his mother’s house.

There is one glitch to this mass
outpouring of civic indignation. There
were no murdered children, no
photographs, noindicationthe “suspect”
had done anythingat all. The police made
an investigation of all the wild claims and
found them to be exactly that. The cause:

‘rumors retold, thenretold again . . . a city

in the grip of massiveunemployment, its
peoplehammered by stress on the scale of
their unfounded accusations. They needed
a scapegoat and vented their collective
spleen on an unfortunate victim, with
either inaccurate information or none at
all. Other writers could and have pointed
to periods of national or global stress for
UFO sightings. Others could point out

that mob mentality isall too revealing of
the human inclination to see what they
want to believe, an easy, if all too pat,
way to explain UFO phenomena.

With that long and circuitous
introduction over, I'll name the avowed
purposeof this article:a list of basic UFO
research tools. .. thatis,asmall selection
of “recommended reading” in the realm
of UFO periodicals, publications, and a
few books to boot that will supply you
with FACTS or at least their first
generation of publicprinted disclosure.
Now I warn our readership that it is
certainly a subjective, if not altogether
biased, compilation, but [ do believe it
offers a very helpful and certainly

_ interesting meansby which onecanstay

“tuned in” and fairly on top of a subject
that literally could be of infinite
proportions.

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CSETI VECTORS IN
SPACECRAFT IN
MEeXICO

The Center for the Study of
Extraterrestrial Intelligence is a scien-
tific research organization dedicated to
the understanding of extraterrestrial
intelligence (ETI) and extraterrestrial
civilizations. For CSETI, the “ET
hypothesis” is no theory, it’s a fact of
life. 1
CSETI endeavors to do what it calls
“real time"” researchon flying saucers by
employing specific techniques to attract
or,as Dr. Stever Greer, CSETI’s director
states, “vector in” extraterrestrial
spacecraft to specially chosen sites. Dr.
Greer calls these human initiated
contacts withETI “Close Encounters of
the Fifth Kind” (CE-5) and he has
successfully practiced his contact
techniques in the US, Europe and, ust
last month, in Mexico.

I was selected to join the Mexican
investigation because I speak Spanish
and, more importantly, because I have
been leading a group of Los Angeles
CSETI researchers for six months.

After arriving in Mexico City on
January 30, 1993, we immediately drove
100 miles to the volcano Popocatepetl
and setup camponitsslopeinaclearing
surrounded by pine trees. As we looked
down into the valley, we saw slowly
moving over the town about 5 miles
away,one, possibly two,glowingamber
globe-like objects which seemed to be
underintelligentcontrol. WhenDr. Greer
shined the half-million candlepower
signal light at one, it appeared to signal
back. Later we obtained a home video of
just such an object taken at a local
restaurant during a wedding. That first

FIF€ IN THE SKY

STRANGER THAN FACT

There is an anecdote applicable to UFOs that emanates from the mouth of a
notorious jewel-thief and cat burglar Murph the Surf, his turf being the sun-
drenched beaches of southern Florida. When finally captured, the police asked him
howwasit thathe hadbeen able tocommitso many brazen daylight heists, literally
scaling tall buildings in broad view of witnesses. He answered, “Because people
never look up.”

Inreferenceto UFOs, the connectionis obvious. Peoplerarely evenglanceat the
skies, especially in smog-shrouded Los Angeles, and how many times have excited
individualsreported aglowing UFOonly tobe told it was actually the planet Venus
(which even now figures so prominently in our night sky.)

“Because people never look up,” can also reply to research. On one hand,
people don’t “look up” in a reference book the position of the planets in order to
avoid embarrassing misidentifications of unidentified flying objects. Perhaps even
more importantly, people don’t “look up” the real evidence behind the possible
visitation of our planet by beings from other worlds. With the recent public success
of such books as “Communion” and the television film “Intruders,” the highly
controversial subject of human abductions by aliens is fairly well-known, from the
tacky tabloids to the hallowed halls of M.I.T. and Harvard Medical School.
Thousands of cases have been reported to clinicians. It is a silent epidemic
confronting our health care system, reaching the proportions of the post-traumatic
delayed stress syndrome affecting Vietnam veterans and victims of childhood
abuse. Something is happening, and people are looking up...finally.

However, while the media no longer pokes jokes at the expense of UFO
researchers and witnesses which for years was the established response pattern,
Hollywood still buckles under, not to some covert NSA /CIA conspiracy, and not
to little green men, but to another green substance, money. So goes the “truth” of
“Firein the Sky.” Boughtout, sold out, transmogrified from fact to fancy in order
to appease film executives more interested in making a commercially successful
film than in telling the truth, althovgh the truth itself is more spellbinding, more

shocking, more controversial than what they opted for. .

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Thatfirstnightonthe volcano, as the temperaturedropped intothe
low thirties, Dr. Greer was suddenly hit by a powerful, amber-
colored beamn of light that appeared to come from the sky.

The nextday wetravelled to anew location where, according
to local authorities, sightings of UFOs during both day and night
are common events.

On November 5, 1975, Travis Walton, then 23, and six
other members of an Arizona logging crew encountered a
UFO. Travis went to investigate, was struck down by a
beam of light, his companions promptly racing away in
fear. Travis re-appeared five days later, after his friends are
thought guilty of murdering him. Traumatized, he reveals
that he was abducted by two types of aliens,one group less
than 5-feet tall, bald, with chalky white skin and large
brown eyes, dressed in “orangeish-. - >wn” coveralls. The
second type were six-foot tall “humans” with brownish-
blondhairand gold-hazel eyes, wearing blue uniforms and
bubble-shaped helmets.

11:45 p.m., Dr. Greer directed our
attention to a light moving
obliquely from our position. We
signalled and it changed direction
and flew toward us.

“Hooxed .'lin!-gi"ing out here with this crowd in the middle of
nowhere, waiting tor a mythical spaceship, penniless, hungry . . .

Travis Walton and the six
witnesses all eventually
took and passed polygraph
tests.

But the truth was
apparently not good
enough for the film makers.
Evidently it needed
embellishment, a
“horrification” makeover,
so that a supposedly jaded
audience would get their
money’s worth. The project
would beaxed,itwasstated,
if the story retained the true
descriptionof theabduction

actually have been closer to 2 or even 3 football fields in size. The
craft descended to less than 500 feet altitude and turned on its
landinglightsasitcontinued torespond to Dr.Greer’slightsignals.
As we rushed to our camera equipment, things started togoawry.
The craft stopped its descent and its flight behavior changed
dramatically. Instead it started to tum in a wide arc showing its
belly tous. Even thoughitwas now abortingitssimulatedlanding,
the craft continued to signal back the light flashes it received from
Dr. Greer.

Wihile this was happening, we realized that allour cameras
(video, theautomatic35mmSLR andevenaspring activated cheap
110) weresuddenly non-operational. The videowas on and sound
was being recorded but no visual input was registered. And yes,
we did check to make sure the lens cap was off. The expensive
35mum was also on, yet it, too, would not function. The Brownie
type camera did not even click when the button was pushed. It
appeared as if something or someone did not want photographic
documentation of the event. Later all equipment started working
and continued to do so for the remainder of our trip.

This event was the high point of our journey. Space here does
notallow fora more complete description of importantevents that
preceded and followed this possibly historicencounter. Perhapsat
a future meeting I will be able to address our MUFON-LA section
and recount some of the other experiences, including no less than
two detentions on the highway by corrupt Mexican Federal Police,
the daylight sightings of metallic discs, and a Close Encounter of
the Third Kind described to us by local villagers. For those who ar.:
able to attend the Whole Life Expo, I am scheduled to give a 30-
minute lecture and a separate two-hour workshop on CSETI’s
efforts tocommunicate with extraterrestrial intelligence.

wherein the now “classic Greys,” large-headed, large-eyed
humanoids abducted and clinically examined a human for
unknown purposes. Thestory wasold hat, according to the
studio execs. So the special effects team got to work and
created a terrifying image of an alien spacecraft and its
inhabitants. Very well-done, horrifyingly effective, riveting,
yes, but true to the story...not in the least.

While the film is touted as a “mystery rather than a
UFO picture,” and there is most certainly a mystery of
cosmic proportions involved, itis still astoryabouta UFO
kidnapping a human being, therefore, a UFO picture.

However, and it is certainly the most important, and
positive, aspect of the filmand to its rightful credit, “Firein
the Sky” clearly illustrates the emotional trauma caused by
suchevents,notonly to thevictims, buttoallthosearound
them, from family membersand loved ones to the extended
community in which they live. Distrust, suspicion, even
hatred are emotions involved, leaving scars that often
never heal. They are the legacy of ignorance and fear
incurred both by the people experiencing the phenomenon
and by those who would still cloud the true picture, either
for the sake of “national security” or for the “almighty
dollar.” The results the same, a blanket of disinformation
clouding the enigmatic UFO issue.

Now, more than ever, it is time to look up...and to see
the truth, whatever it may be.

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SOME RECENT UFO SIGHTINGS IN

POLAND

By Bronislaw Rzepecki

A.NOVEMBER 5 1990

On November 5, 1990, three men from a
Polish Army infantry unit at Opole, Arkadiusz
Adamiec, Tadeusz Krzyzak, and Mariusz Skaznik,
observed a strange phenomenon. i

“It occurred at a few minutes after 7.00 p.m.
We had just finished supper, and went outside.
Then suddenly, looking up, we saw a group of
probably as many as about 20 red shining balls
travelling rapidly towards the centre of the town.
Most of them had ‘tails’ which glowed brightly, just
as red as the balls themselves.

Then, about 5-8 seconds later, a second
group of the balls appeared, also with ‘tails’. The
number of balls in this second group was smaller.

At exactly the same time, on the other side of
Opole, other eyewitnesses were also observing
strange balls. One of these witnesses was Mr. Pawel
Wozniak, a pilot, and this is what he later told me:-

“No — it was no question of ‘rockets’, or
‘fireworks’, or of ‘jet planes’! I could detect no
sound of engines whatsoever. I likewise rule out
any possibility of meteors, because the trajectory
was totally different from the trajectory of meteors.
These things had pulsating flames...”

That same evening, on the road from Opole
to Wroclaw (old German name Breslau. G.C.) a
large number of cars were to be seen parked along
theway. Theirdrivers had gotoutand were looking
up at the sky. Among these drivers was Mr. Jan
Czabanowski of Nysa. He said later:-

“Itwas a cluster of lights, very similar to stars,
all of them red and pulsating. I counted a total of
more than 40 of them”.

Atwelve-year-old girl, Miss Joasia Kruszewska,
who lives at Glubczyce, near Opole, said that, after
attending mass, she had come out of the church and
seen “strange ‘glow-worms’ in the sky — like a
swarm of shining red stars. Some of them looked
like comets and had long ‘tails’. Theyvanished just
as rapidly as they had appeared”.

Mr. Grzegorz L— (name withheld from pub-
lication) was standing at about 7.00 p.m. at a tram-
stop in Czestochowa when he saw some bright
shining points of light, of varying sizes, passing over
rapidly from West to East. He said they were red
and yellow in colour. The leading one was larger
than the others. The sighting lasted about half-a-
minute.

An almost identical report came in from a
Mrs. Zofia P—(name withheld from publication)
of Myszkéw. She too saw the formation of lights
with a larger one leading. She said there were
about ten of the lights, and they had trails. She said
that most of them were moving slowly, while two
were faster.

On the same day, at about 7.00 p.m., a
sighting occurred at Chmielnik (district of Kielce)
where a Mr. Kazimierz Slomka and his family saw a
group of flashing lights travelling rapidly from West
to East at an altitude estimated by him to be about
500 metres.

Mr. Zdzislaw Kilim of Kielce also reported a

sighting, and gave a precise time for it — 7.02 p.m.
He said: “Three lights appeared on the horizon,
movinginatriangularformationfrom West to East.
There were two trails, sparky and colourful”. The
phenomenon was visible for some 15 seconds, and
then they were gone. y

Finally, for this same general group of
sightings of November 5, 1990, we have a mass of
furtherreports and statements, all now beinginves-
tigated and examined, so that no conclusions can
be given yet.

B. FURTHER SERIES OF EVENTS REPORTED FOR
JANUARY 18, 1991

1.Between 3.00 and 4.00 p.m. on January 18, 1991,
Mrs. L— B— (name withheld from publication)
was waiting at a bus-stop in the centre of
Czestochowa. Asshestepped ontothebus,shefelt
impelled to glance up to her right, and saw “a ball
with a tie” (meaning not understood. By ‘tie’ does
our reporter mean a ‘link’, or ‘loop’, or just a ‘tail’
or ‘trail’? G.C.) floating over the roof of a neigh:
bouring building. Itwas travelling southwards and
accelerating, and vanished quickly behind the
houses.

Somehow Mrs. L—B—felt elated and happy
about the sighting, and this state of pleasure lasted
until the evening.

She was now at home, and between 9.00 and
9.30 p.m. she heard a sort of ‘rustling’ sound from
outside a balconywindow. Shelooked outthrough
the window, and saw two individuals there. She felt
no fear. She went to the kitchen, and put out some
food and two plates and two glasses on the table,
opened the window, invited the two strangers in,
and then sat down on her bed. But the strangers
remained motionless there. She thought theywere
about 1.75 to 1.8 m. in height, with bodies very
similar to humans. One ofthem was wearing a one-
piece suit, and the other wore a cloak and had
something “shaped like a pancake” on his head.
The clothing was of a whitish-grey-silvery colour.

This sighting lasted for about seven minutes.
No physical traces were found.
2.0n the same day, at 10.17 p.m., in Skarzysko, Mr.
Wojciech Dygas saw a bright reddish-yellow object
passing at tremendous speed through the sky.
Suddenly it emitted a smaller object, which went off
in a different direction.
3.Between 10.45and 11.00p.m., witnessesin Krakéw
(Cracow) saw “a ball with a tie”. It landed in the
village of Batowice, outside Krakéw, and a round,
burnt trace-mark was subsequently found at the
spot. The diameter of this trace-mark was between
two and three metres.
4.At10.50 p.m. at Katowice, witnesses saw “a red ball
withatieand awhiteauraaroundit”. The thingwas
of the apparent size of half the diameter of the full
Moon, and was travelling towards the South.
5.Whiledriving in their car at 10.49-10.50 p.m., at
Murownia (Ojcowadistrict) Mrand Mrs K— (name
withheld from publication) saw a very powerful
bright ball of light in the sky. They pulled up and
gotouttowatchit. Suddenlyitemitted ajet of light
vapour and started to descend. Then, as it got
nearer, theyrealized thatitlooked like a cigar, some
30 metres long. On the top of the front of it there
was a mast with a red light. A stream of the hot
vapour shot out from the rear end of the object

(Polish Translator’s Note: Two previous very simi-
lar dates in Poland were August 20, 1979, and
December 2, 1983).

Rzepecki also contains a detailed List, giving some
44 “UFO episodes” in Poland between March 1989
and April 1991, showing the place, time of day,
number of eyewitnesses, and category of sighting.
Such a detailed catalogue would have assuredly
been of great interest to many folk in the early or
mid-1950s, no doubt, but today, alas, we are a lot
further along the road in our knowledge of what
the Aliens are up to here, and I suggest that such

continue
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cataloguing is now a total waste of time (and of
about as much value as the childish British habit of
spotting train-numbers or aircraft-numbers).

Regrettably ourverylimited numberof pages
in FSR are too valuable for us to be able to publish
lists of this sort unless of course they present some
very unusual feature. EDITOR FSR.]

The last Polish report that we have to give is
ofJuly23,1990. Atll.00 p.m.on thatday,in Rybnik,
Mr. Stanislaw Kufka stepped out of his house and
found that his dog had broken the chain by which
he was tied up. Looking upwards to his right, Mr.
Kufka beheld a beam of powerful white light in the
sky, and a small red light moving beneath it. This
beam of white light was moving around erratically,
as though searching for something on the ground.
Nosound was to be heard. The beam of white light
was about 200 m. or 300 m. from him. (He says that
had it been a helicopter he would clearly have
heard the roar of its engine). i

He shone his torch towards the beam of light
and flashed signals to it — first a ring, and then a
Cross.

As though answering him, the beam of light
lit up the highway in front of him. He took fright,
and retreated, and got behind an electricity pole.
Then the beam of white light moved away and was
extinguished, leaving only the small red light vis-
ible.

The small red light moved swiftly towards
himagain. And nowitwasverylow,and finallyright
above him, at a height which he estimates to have
been about 20 metres.

Then the white beam of light came on again,
and struck part of the witness’s leg.* Terrified, he
ran to a near-by house, but found that there was
nobody awake there. He returned to the same
place on the road. The UFO was still hovering
there, but now he could see a ladder, on the left
hand side of the red light, and on the ladder there
was a being. Owing to the glare of the adjacent
street-lights, he was unable to see any details of the
being.

When the being had entered the UFO, the
ladder was drawn up and the red light was extin-
guished.

Asregards the shape of the UFO, the eyewit-
ness said he was unable to get a good view of it, but
that he thought it was cigar-shaped or elliptical.

His leg was painful for the whole of the next
day, but there was no mark on it.

Tuesday 21 january at 9.30 pm, a strange object
was observed. It moved past the water tower and
mast at the Hisgy island, situated some 2-3 km
south of the centre of Arendal. The object was
visible for ca. 10 minutes, while moving back and
fro sideways, as seen from some distance. The
witness had never seen anything like it - and the
report centre commented that it didn’t corre-
spond to any known aircraft.

Close encounter near Hamar

On 21 January ared light was observed in the sky
above Trondheim. From several places a red-
yellow light which “sprouted” outwards from a
“core” was reported. The observations were dis-
cussed on one of the local radio stations in
Trondheim, and people made many phone calls.

A series of calls to various institutions estab-
lished that there hadn’t been any rocket laun-
ches from the Andgya site (the only of its kind in
Norway, situated some 800 km to the north); no
military excercises in the nearby areas. The Me-
teorological office reported that the conditions
were not favourable for thunderstorms and ball
lightning.

However, the day after the case was resolved;
bomb shells had been destructed at Sgberg, the
Army’s camp for storage and maintenance of
ammunition.

UFOs over Southeastern Norway
During roughly the last two and a half years
(since January 1990), several observation have
been made over the coastal area of Southeastern
Norway, roughly around the town of Arendal.
Due to problems in collecting reliable eyewit-
ness accounts, UFO-NORGE is presently able
to give just a sketchy description of what'’s going
on in these areas.

On 9 March two women had an observation
which appeared unusual and frightening. Re-
ports of close encounters of the third kind are
rare in Norway, whatever may happen worldwi-
de.

The women reported that they were on their
way home at around 10 pm, when they heard a
low-frequency sound which could be felt as well
as heard. It was described as between that of a
train and a car with the engine running idle. It
was deep and vibrating.

Suddenly they saw a powerful white light, and
the shape of an object inside the light. The light
was dazzling and their eyes got sore; neverthe-
less they couldn’t resist looking at the strange
phenomenon now hovering 2-3 mabove the gro-

.und and some 15 min front of them on the road.

The object was triangle-shaped underneath and
had a cupola made of transparent glass (or a
similar material). Despite the powerful light,

they could glimpse a light on the apex of each
pointing end (see drawing). Suddenly the light
faded away, as if manipulated by a light-dampe-
ring switch. The women thought the object was
gone; suddenly, however, it was present again.
Now they could see clearly that two persons were
sitting inside, moving in a “chattering” way. The
women went towards the object, despite being
terrified and uneasy. The person to the right
appeared to have something like a steering whe-
el in front of him, and he seemed to have long,
fair hair. One of the women suggested it could
have beenlight instead of hair. She also obtained
a rather sinister eye contact with this person,
now a mere 2 m away. He had large black eyes,
possibly slanted at the top. Inside these black
eyesshe could clearly see black pupils. The glan-
ce was cold, piercing and malicious.

The object disappeared rather abruptly, it was
just gone; they couldn’t describe whether it mo-
ved or not.

Later that evening, at the home of one of the
women, they suddenly heard the same sound
outside the window in the bedroom. The sound
grew stronger, and the women thought the ob-
jectwouldfly straight through the room and they
plunged to the floor. It seemed as if the object
went right above the house, and the women
described the feeling as having an earthquake

through their bodies.

This experience was, if possible, even more
disturbing than the event on the road.

Duration of observation was impossible to as-
sess, since they had no comprehension of time,
neither by the event on the road nor in the
sleeping room.

After the event, both witnesses had auditory
problems, together with simultaneous nose
bleeding. One of the witnesses also suffered
from temporary visual impairness for one week.
During the following month, both of them felt
completely drained of energy.

The women’s descriptions of the experience
agree well, with the exception that one of them
couldn’t give any details regarding the beings
inside the craft; she just observed the move-
ments of the arms and the shape. In addition she
thought that the craft was more round, instead
of triangular at the bottom, as the other woman
described. One of the women is interested in
regression hypnosis, and feels that much may
have happened that she cannot recall.

Three of the witnesses are especially interested
in airplanes (one of them is an active glider
pilot), and the observed phenomena could not
be compared with the lights on civil or military

aircraft. In addition they appeared to be comple-
tely soundless. The altitude was estimated to be
stratospheric; the time taken to fly from horizon
to horizon was some two minutes.

Several observations were made in the same
area. Satellites could be ruled out.

By one occasion the object halted and was moti-
onless for 20 minutes before it disappeared at a
great speed. The two brothers Thorleif Magne
and Bjern Kristian Lentz reported that the ob-
ject came from SSE towards NNW. They caught
sight of it due to some powerful blinks of white
light. Observed through binoculars it was estab-
lished that the light blinks appeared as lightrays
or streaks, alternating with a weak yellow light
which was invisible to the naked eye. During its
course over the sky the phenomenon featured
the following order in the light change:

* 1: weak yellow light for one second.

* 2: strong white light blink/streaks.

* 3: weak yellow light for one second.

* 4: darkness for one second.

This sequence was repeated during the entire
flight.

Soviet Union has reported a spate of
UFO sightings in Chelyabinsk prov-
ince, Siberia.

The report, dated 14th August 1992
refers to articles that have appeared in
a local newspaper, ‘Chelyabinsk
Rabochi’, which claims that several
witnesses from the province have
sighted revolving ‘tlying saucers’ of an
aluminium-silver hue that appear at
dawn and during the night. The report
stated, ‘As a rule, they come flying
from the side of the Ziuraratkul lake
and the mountain ridge bearing the
same name.’

Fyodor Stepanovich Nesterov, a
resident of Magitka - the focal point of
the sightings - has now seen the objects
three times. He said, “...They sailed
over the school hill (where electric
power lines pass) without making any
noise and disappeared in the direction
of the Chyomaya Rivulet and Bolshay

Boom.” Fyodor also stated that he
clearly saw illuminated windows and
navigational lights on the sides of the
UFOs.

Tass also reported that police offi-
cers from Novosibirsk, Siberia were
called out by local peasant farmers who
were complaining that ‘wood goblins’
were churning water taken from a near-
by marsh. The water in a bucket was
spinning endlessly. Video equipment
which police brought to film the phe-
nomenon failed to operate correctly,
which resulted in a poor recording. Bi-
ologists were called to the scene who
later claimed that some invisible force
was effecting the water. A man who
dared to put his finger in the bucket said
he felt a burning pain along with pins
and needles.

Local ufologists alleged that the phe-

nomenon was caused by UFOs.
Apparently the water is still spinning.
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The report on the UFO situation in Yugoslavia that I would like to present here
would be intomplete without giving some facts on the development of Ufology in

Yuposlavia.

It was in 1954 - yes, only seven years
after the sighting made hy Arnold - when
the Yugoslav press first bhegan to wvrite
on UFOs. More exactly, it was a series
of articles (fragments) from the second
book by Donald E. Keyhoe, 'Flying
Saucers From Outer Space', published by
'Slovenian Weekly TT' (Weekly Tribune),
which had at that time an extremely hiph
impression - 100 000 copies - while the
total population of Slovenia did not
exceed one and a half million. The

series excited almost sensational
interest among the readers of the
weekly. Soon after, other  Yuposlav

papers also published these articles:
Ufology in Yugoslavia was born. This of
course means that there were to he more
articles published about UF0s which
caused people to talk about flying

saucers, hut they never formed any
associations which would concern itself
with the investigations of the
phenomenon.

Wave

In 1954, as soon as the series of
Xevhoe's articles had heen published,
the well-%now wave of UF0 sightings over
Furope took place, culminating with
numernus landings in France. Some of
these sightings also took place in
Yuposlavia. They were mainly sightings
of airhorne objects and there were no
cases of close encounters which was
probably due to the ‘mass media blockade
on such cases. Namely, while some papers

polarisation which is known to all of us
and which can be found in all parts of
the world.

Further, I would like to mention that
there have bheen some letters from
eyewitnesses at that time, yet they were
not published. These  "lost" letters
would undoubtedly bhe an interesting
source of information on UFO activity in
1954. As far as we know, there existed a
formal debating group of a few Slovene
intellectuals who took an interest in
UF0O events. Probably, these letters, if
they still exist, could be found with
some of the members of this group. It is
quite possible that these letters
include some information on early close
encounters.

In the following ten years there was
not much to be heard on ufological

-events in Yugoslavia. In that period,

papers rarely issued a report or two on
UF0Os, yet the information on the famous
project of American military aviation,
Blue Book, was published every year in
one of the Slovene newspapers.

As I have already mentioned, things
bepan to move again in the middle of the
sixties. In 1966, the above-mentioned
weekly TT published a series of extracts

from the book of John Fuller, 'Incident
at Exeter'. Soon after, 'Tovaris',
another weekly magazine, published a
series of articles on ufology;

about what Serbo-Croatian papers wrote
on the UFO phenomenon at that time.

Another thing began to occur in our
papers at that time. News on UFO
sightings in our country began to be
published for the first time and that
enabled our readers to compare UFO
events in Slovenia with those which took
place in Europe and in the USA.

In 1967, the first ufological
organisation was founded in Slovenia. It
was the first such association in
Yugoslavia and probably the first one in
Eastern Europe. It was the Yugoslav
branch of the well-known English
organisation, 'Contact UK', known as
' Sky Scouts' at that time. The
association was formally registered
which, at that time, was of great
importance otherwise it would have met
with serious trouble. Yet this
association, which rarely gathered facts
on UFO events, was nothing more than a
registered debating club. Though they
were pioneers in ufology, they did not
practice investigations into UFO
sightings, they did not edit any
publication nor did they carry out any
activities connected with any kind of
UFO research. In the debating sense,
this association carried out its
activities until 1970.

Intensive

In the meantime, the euphoric landing
of Aldrin and Armstrong on the Moon took
place, thus, in the cosmic sense, the
year 1969 was really an active one that,
somehow artificially, prolonged the
existence of the debating club. Its
activities passed away in 1970 which
was, to ufology, a rather peaceful year.
Then came the year 1971. It stated as
peacefully as the previous one, but
towards its end things began to happen:
things that have not been noted in the

Yugoslavian chronicles yet: a very
intensive and strong wave of UFO
sightings, including radar-screen

observations and numerous UFO flights
over various regions of Yugoslavia.
There was a sighting nearly every single
day. This wave of sightings, which
started towards the end of September
1971, slowly decreased and finally
extinguished 1in December of the same

year.

As 1 have already mentioned, the 'Sky
Scouts' association was finally
dissolved, yet some members of this
debating club still took an interest in
UFO events. As a student and a member of
NICAP and APRO, I also continued to take
an interest.. Discussing these things
with other students during studies in
the Central Technical Library in
Ljubl jana, we came to the 1idea of
forming an ufological association which
would be able to edit its own
publication and to function much more
seriously than the debating club did.

Milos

As a student, I was a member of an
astrophysical association within SOLT
(Students Organisation of Popular
Technics). So I turned to SOLT and asked
them to give us the status of an
association within their organisation.
After some months of preparation and -
"paper war" [sic], the UFO (NLP)
association ZVEZA SOLT was formally
founded on March 10th, 1972. As you can
see, there is the international
expression for unidentified flying
objects in the first part of the name of
our association; in the brackets there
is the Slovene abbreviation for UFO. The
remaining part of the name belongs to
the basic organisation to which we are
associated. as soon as we became an
association we started to publish UFO

UFO Times
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(NLP) INFORMATOR which was issued in a
cyclostyle form in April 1972,

We began to cooperate with the leading
Slovene weekly, Nedeljski Dnevnik, and
things began to move for the better. UFO
INFORMATOR should have been issued bi-
monthly, yet in fact, it was issued
every three months. It was published in
the Slovene 1language only and its
impression was around 500 copies, which
were mainly sold 1in some selected
bookshop.

By the year 1975, we had gathered
nearly 100 cases of UFO sightings and,

moreover, as the only active
organisation of its kind in
Yugoslavia, we occasionally appeared

in Serbo-Croatian papers also.

Towards the end of 1975, Yugoslavia
was taken by another wave of UFO
sightings, in some details, quite
similar to those of 1971: radar-screen
observations and even cases of close
encounters. In this period, our
association was already active in the
mass communications of the press and
radio etc.

In 1976, we changed the name of UFO
(NLP) INFORMATOR to Odiseja (Odyssey)
and extended the range of our
activities on other unusual phenomena
the journal was still being issued every
three months. In 1977 we printed the
journal for the first time in Serbo-
Croatian and it began to be issued bi-
monthly, but due to high printing
costs we were forced to return to
reproducing cyclostyle copies. In 1978
we edited it again in the Slovene
language.

In 1976 and 1977 there were a lot of
UFO sightings reported in Slovenia and
because of their unusual nature they
caused us great sensation. There were
some cases of close encounters of the
second kind (with traces left behind)
and even a case of a close encounter of
the third kind.

Slovene Flap

After the year 1978, the number of UFO
sightings continually declined and
reached its minimum in 1986 and 1987

when it began to rise again. Most
surprising was the year 1988 when we
were suddenly confronted by a true wave
of UFO sightings which, in the summer of
that year, extended from one of the
Slovene regions to the very vicinity of
Ljubljana, the capital of Slovenia.

This last wave of sightings has not
yet been treated as a whole, therefore
we could not yet reach a final
conclusion. Moreover, interesting
sightings in that year have already been
reported. One should not forget that
Slovenia embraces an area of only 20 000
square kilometres while Yugoslavia has
an area that is twelve times 1larger.
Besides, relationships between slovenia
and the southern republics are weak
which makes it impossible to be informed
about UFO sightings in the south of
Yugoslavia. We posses some pieces of
information which point to the fact that
there had been sightings, yet this
information is very shallow and
inaccurate, preventing us from reaching
certain conclusions.

After all that we know so far, it can
be said that there have been the
following waves of UFO sightings in
Slovenia and in Yugoslavia in: 1954,
1967, 1971, 1975, 1979(?) and 1988.
Between these years, there were some
mini waves in 1973, 1976 and 1977.

The Debunkers

Regarding this situation, I must point

‘out that the so-called true scientists

in Slovenia, and likewise -in Yugoslavia,
show no real interest in ufology. If
they do, their position 1is entirely
negative and follow the ideas of Donald
H. Menzel and Philip Klass. One of the
major opponents of ufology was Dr. Fran
Dominko, a Slovenian astronomer. Yet
some years before his death, he largely
changed his viewpoint on UFOs. This was
due to his assistant who had reported a
UFO sighting and to other moments [sic]
also (studying the relevant literature
in his retirement etc.). Another sceptic
was the notorious Dr. Tatomir Andzelic,
a Serbian astronomer and space expert,
who represents a Yugoslav copy of Donald
H. Menzel or Philip Klass. His standing
is that only drunkards, perverts and
deranged persons see UFOs. A few years
ago, he talked a 1lot on this matter

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which was later published in the papers.
In this way, he has done much harm to
serious ufological activities in
Yugoslavia. For the time being there is
not much to be heard of him.

There exist another person which we
must mention, Colonel Stevan Kords,
author of an extraordinary explanation
of UFO sightings in Yugoslavia. This
former military officer and author of
numerous articles in the  military
magazine FRONT, tried from 1971 to 1975
to persuade his readers that UFOs were
nothing but automatic gliding balloons,
sent to Yugoslavia by NATO forces on spy
missions. It did not strike his mind, at
least, that it might have been CNES
balloons which periodically make
observations all over the world. We
could never understand his insistence
over such explanations as we had already
marched into the period of satellites
and small automatic, pilotless planes.
Unofficially, this was supposed to be
the standpoint even of the military
aviation of the JLA (Yugoslav Peoples'
Army), though JLA has never published an
official statement. The JLA is a stiff,
bureaucratic and privileged military
organisatior which has made 1little
contact with the public. We do not doubt
that our military aviation possesses a
large file of UFO records, yet we do not
think we will ever be able to get some
information from them.

The Literature

On closing my report, I would like to
say something on UFO literature that has
been published so far in Yugoslavia.

First of all, there still exists only
one ufological publication called BILTEN
and edited by our association four times
a year. It is issued in the form of
Xerox copies in Slovene and Serbo-
Croatian languages.

As for books, in 1976, a newspaper
man, called Jovan Knezvic, published a
sensational book, 'NLP - Sabluda Ili
Stvarnost?' (UFo - Delusion or
Reality?). The book was written in the
Serbo-Croatian languape. In 1980, the
book of J. Allen Hynek, 'The Hynek UFO
Report' came out in Slovene translation.
Then in 1987, 'The World's Greatest UFO
Mysteries', by Nigel Blundell appeared

in Slovenia, and finally last year,
the book of Milos Krmelj, 'Neznani
Leteci Predmeti' (UFOs), written in
Slovene.

There has been some more books,
published in Serbo-Croatian, Like,
'Misteri]j Letecih  Tanjira’' (The
Mystery of Flying Saucers) by Adolf
Bele. I would dispose of a limited
quantity of these last two books to
those of you who would be interested in
them.

Among the publications which Ju uot
concern themselves with ufology only,
but also with other para-scientific
phenomena, we must mention the monthly
TAIJNE (Secrets) and the magazine
ARKO. Both magazines are sold freely,
but they are issued in Serbo-Croatian
only.

Other Associations

As 1 have already mentioned, our
association 1is the most active, but
besides that, we are the only
organisation which occupies itself with
on-the-spot investigations. Among other
associations, if they could be called as
such, there exists one in Belgrade.
Their model is that of George Adamski;
the other organisation is split into two
fields of investigation, maritime
archaeology and para-scientific
phenomena. There exists at least two
other associations, but they are
probably nothing more than debating
clubs.

At the moment, we can say that the
mass media in our country 1is quite
favourable to wufology and paranormal
phenomena. Yet their interests

oscillates according to the editorial.

policy within the individual medium. For
the time being, radio stations in
Slovenia are more favourable to ufology
than is TV. In other republics, however,
there has been quite a few TV
transmissions on this matter.

Out of the Stone Age

. Finally, I would like to say that in
the sense of wufology, Yugoslavia is
still in the Stone Age, but we are
trying advance out of it.

STRANGE BLACK TRIANGLE
OBJECT

[t was mid evening in
the summer of 1985 when
Allan (name on file)

and his friend heard a
low-level huwaming noise
from their home in
Clarmeont.

Going outside he noticed
at once the source of
the noise was a black
triangle shape almost
ovarhaan the Jiraet
out.side the house.

The obiect was estimated
at an elevation of some
100m and seemed to be
moving very slowly at
maybe less than 40kph.
The triangle shape was
hblocking out the night
sky above as it moved
towards the hills west
of Claremont.

The leading point on the
triangle had a green
light whilst the corners
at the rear carried red
lights. Allan estimated
the object was some 20m
lonag, and aboul 15m wide
at the base of the
triangle.

The object seemed too
low to the ground to be

an aNrerait, whilst
Allan felt that the
noise was . too
distinctive to be a
nelicoprer. Inhe two
witnesses conld only
wat.ch in surprise as the

object progressed away
in front of the mountain
foothills, tkhen
disappeared up and over
the hilltop.

The sighting lasted
maybe up to 5 minutes.
Mo other witnesses were
noticed in the area at
the time whilst the
location of the house is
at the top end of a no-
through road. Reports of
triangle-shaped objects
have been absent since
1979, this recent report
being the only one since
then.
