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EDITORIAL

VUFORS has members and subscribers in most of the towns in Victoria as well as a substantial
readership in other states of the country and overseas. We do have members who keep us informed
with regard to UFO activity in their area; however, this co-operation could be multiplied if more
took an interest and active participation, that of a member instead of a subscriber and recommend
friends to join VUFORS.

More and more UFO organisations overseas are exchanging publications with us, giving permission
to print information gathered on a world-wide scale and present it to our readership with full credit
given to the source.

Referrals of reports from Government Agencies are increasing. For example, most of the cases
mentioned in our last few Bulletins came through the Department of Meteorology. It is unfortunate
that some of these reports originated with pranksters who apparently were carrying out some
“scientific experiments”. We have been informed that there is a possibility that similar exercises
have been carried out in parts of New South Wales and Queensland. Only a small percentage of
scientists is giving any effective support to UFO research. This is a pity as their skills could be put
to very good purpose in helping to solve “the riddle of the skies”. Unfortunately. the majority
appears to be loath to study UFO reports or let their colleagues learn of their interest for fear of
ridicule. We would like to mention however, that we do appreciate assistance given by members
who are taking an active interest in keeping us informed of UFO events in their areas.

UNUSUAL AERIAL SIGHTINGS: REVISED RAAF POLICY

Recently the RAAF reviewed its policy regarding Unusual
Aerial Sightings (UAS).

In future, the RAAF will not accept reports of UAS and
will not attempt to assign cause or to comment on the
reliability of particular sightings. Members of the public
seeking to report UAS to the RAAF will be referred by the RAAF
to civilian research organisations such as your own.

The number of reports made to the RAAF in the past decade
had declined significantly, which may indicate that
organisations such as yours are better known and are meeting
the community's requirements.

A copy of the new RAAF policy concerning the handling of
UAS is enclosed for your information and for dissemination
amongst your members.

RAAF POLICY: UNUSUAL AERIAL SIGHTINGS

For many years the RAAF has been formally
responsible for handling Unusual Aerial Sightings
(UAS) at the official level. Consideration of the
scientific record suggests that, whilst not all
UAS have a ready explanation, there is no
compelling reason for the RAAF to continue to
devote resources to recording, investigating and
attempting to explain UAS.

The RAAF no longer accepts reports on UAS and no
longer attempts assignment of cause or allocation
of reliability. Members of the community who seek
to report a UAS to RAAF personnel will be referred
to a civil UFO research organisation in the first
instance. Known organisations are listed at Annex
A to this policy.

Some UAS may relate to events that could have a
defence, security, or public safety implication,
such as man-made debris falling from space or a
burning aircraft. Where members of the community
may have witnessed an event of this type they are
encouraged to contact the police or civil aviation
authorities.

There were events occurring during the year
1973 which I will bring to the attention of
VUFORS members, subscribers and readers.
These events are already known to our ‘long-
time’ members, but not to people who have
more recently become interested in the subject.
In 1973 Dr.J.Allen Hynek came to Australia to
attend an Astronomical Conference. Before
returning to the United States, he took
advantage of the trip, to visit with UFO
researchers who were personally acquainted
with the main witnesses of UFO encounters in
this part of the world.

One of the most outstanding cases was that of
Tom Drury, Deputy Director of Civil Aviation
in New Guinea. Back in August 23, 1953. Tom
Drury, with his wife and two children, observed
an elongated object emerge from a cloud and
fly away much faster than an aircraft. This may
have been a similar type of object and incident
as photographed by Roy Manifold, only 21
minutes before Frederick Valentich flew over
Cape Otway and reported an object just before
he disappeared, never to be heard of again. The
difference from the Drury Case was, the object
Roy Manifold photographed was still partially
camouflaged within the cloud or vapour mist
surrounding the object.

Never-the-less, the Drury film, according to
official investigators, shows the object flying
out of the cloud at fast speed. The Drury film

was sent to the U.S. Air Force after nearly a
year of pussy-footing about the bush and was
finally classified as unknown and returned to
Australia, with frames missing.

Roy Russell, former President of the
Queensland UFO Research Group, in
Brisbane, had been personally acquainted with
Tom Drury for many years. It was Roy and his
wife Pearl, who arranged a meeting in their
home for Dr.Hynek to meet Drury for an
interview and details.

No acknowledgment has ever been made of
Australian UFO researchers, Mr.and Mrs.
Russell for their hospitality in arranging this
important contact concerning this outstanding
Australian case.

In September of 1973, VUFORS arranged a
meeting for Dr.Hynek at his request, with the
Rev. William Gill, a key witness to the series
of sightings which occurred in New Guinea in
June 1959, where humanoids were seen
standing on the “deck” of an Unidentified
Hovering Object. A well-known case familiar
to researchers throughout the world.
(Rev.Gill’s lecture to VUFORS is on sale by
this Society.)

With the generous consent of Mr.Norris senior
and Mrs. Norris, to lend their office space and
lounge at 100 Collins Street, Melbourne, for
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< ON THE UFO TRAIL =

the weekend, the President, Mr.Peter Norris
LLB and Vice President, Mrs.Judith Magee, set
to work to arrange for witnesses to be present,
recorders for taping interviews in quiet areas,
and refreshments and meals for those staying,
were also organised by VUFORS ladies. This
combination reception was successful in setting
up a situation in which Dr.Hynek could meet
and in comfort discuss with witnesses of close
encounters and cases in which he was
personally interested. VUFORS also provided
Dr.Hynek with a prestigious venue, The Dallas
Brooks Hall, in Melbourne, for his lecture to
the general public, and even though there was
an ushers’ strike that evening, the attendance
was the largest audience of his Australian tour.
Prior to Hynek’s visit to Australia, VUFORS
was instrumental in promoting a meeting with
another key witness of an outstanding
Australian case.

This was the encounter which had occurred on
15th December, 1954. when Shamus O’Farrell,
who at that time was a Lieutenant, flying a
Naval Sea Fury fighter aircraft to Nowra
Airbase in New South Wales, when two circular
objects took up formation either side of the Sea
Fury. The pilot called Nowra Control, where
radar showed three objects flying together.
O’Farrell identified his aircraft by flying an
instructed flight pattern. The two objects were
much faster than the Navy fighter and
disappeared to the north east.

The O’Farrell encounter was one of the cases
Hynek wanted to check and to interview the
pilot. Peter Norris, who was VUFORS
President at the time, contacted O’Farrell

through his contacts to secure the pilot’s co-
operation. Not only was the pilot willing to
meet with Hynek, but was encouraged to do
so, by Sir Arthur Tange, then Secretary of the
Australian Department of Defence.

At the time of his encounter, Shamus O’Farrell
was a Royal Australian Navy Pilot, but had
been promoted prior to Hynek’s visit. Before
his retirement he served as Naval Attache to
Washington with the rank of Commodore. He
was certainly an outstanding, credible witness.

In 1975, the book entitled The Edge of Reality
was published by the Henry Regnery
Company, of 180 North Michigan Avenue,
Chicago, Illinois. 60601. USA. The Authors of
the book are Dr.JAllen Hynek and Jacques
Vallee. On page 58 of the book, a gross mis-
statement concerning the O’Farrell Case was
attributed to Hynek, but since Vallee did most
of the Yeoman effort, part of the statement
may have been ‘edited’.

The mis-statement gives the impression to be

conveyed: Hynek wrote
“when I was in Canberra I talked to the
Chief of the Royal Australian Air Force
Intelligence and his Chief Lieutenant or
Aide got me aside and said that he was
flying a Sea Fury one night and gave the
details”.

The fact is, the meeting was ARRANGED and

was the main reason for Hynek’s visit to

Canberra.

The statement illustrates the attitude of some
individuals in the scientific community to
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avoid, where possible, giving credit to humble
ufologists from whom a vast amount of
assistance, contacts and information, originates.
Many examples of this attitude are reflected in
Forbidden Science published by North Atlantic
Books, 2800 Woolsey Street, Berkley,
California. 94705.USA.

Page 156 of Forbidden Science, Vallee states
that
“during his trip to England, Hynek met
the major British ufologists, men like
Gordon Creighton, Charles Bowen and
Le Poer Trench, most of them, he says, are
literary minds who ‘seem ready to believe
anything’.
All this remains at the level of general
discussion around the table. There was no
genuine scientist in the whole bunch, he
told me. This makes our own role and
responsibility here all the more
significant.”
That statement would be justified if either
Hynek or Vallee had solved the problem of the
whither, whence and why of the UFO. THEY
HAVE NOT and they have been in a far better
situation than the majority of ufologists, to have
solved the UFO enigma and produce evidence

of having done so!

However, their efforts have been more active
than the vast majority of the scientific
community, who are at about the same stage of
ufology as their forerunners were during the
1800’s, when ridiculing Louis Pasteur about
his invisible zoo of bacteria and germs. They
could not see the germs therefore they didn’t
exist. (A Carl Sagan and Phillip Klass type
concept with reference to UFO’s)

I have just completed reading Forbidden
Science and note that Vallee considers many of
his acquaintances as ‘inferior’, including those
who have given valuable assistance and
information. Perhaps someone should write a
book on forbidden credits!

Fortunately, this attitude does not apply to all
scientists in the field, some of whom do
appreciate co-operation from ufologists and in
this edition, we reprint a recent letter to
Gordon Creighton from a scientist who
expresses his appreciation for the work of the
Flying Saucer Review and gives an outline of
research now in progress in the Ukraine.

RIAP has been established in 1992 by the
VERTICAL Acrospace Company. It is an inde-
pendent rescarch body, aimed at scientific studies
in the lields of the UFO problem and non-classical
SETI (Search forExtraterrestriallntelligence). The
Institute makes its investigations in strict conform-
ity to requirements of the scientific method and in

close collaboration with the CIS Academy of

Cosmonautics and the Russian Academy of Sci-
ences. Itis engaged in posing and solving specific
problems, within assigned terms, under particular

financing (which can be internal, from the Insti-
tute's own budget, and/or external, obtained from
organizations, interested in these investigations).

RIAP has been conccived as a kind of “crys-
tallization center” of problem-oriented teams of
researchers and scientific trends.  When carrying
out its investigations, it also involves scientists of
universities and research institutions in coopera-
tion under contracts. All this provides a combina-
tion of flexibility with ability to concentrate special-
ists in various disciplines on chosen directions of
research,

The UFO problem consists of two main sub-
problems: that of the real existence of the “genuine
UFOs" (GUFOs), i.c. of objects and phenomena
which do defy conventional explanations, and that
of their origin.  Some specific features of this
problem essentially distinguish itamong the prob-
lems usually dealt with by the sciences.  The
principal “tool” here is man detecting by his sense-
organs anomalous and pscudoanomalous objects.
The individual characteristics of a witness, his (her)
quality of sight, attention, ability to remember the
essential traits of a phenomenon witnessed and to
correctly and consciously rclate them have cer-
tainly a bearing on the informativeness and preci-
sion of a report. In general, the whole body of
reports on UFOs is highly heterogeneous in thesc
respects. 1

Equally, if not more, hetcrogeneous is the
rescarchers’ community. Some UFO hodies (such
as MUFON, CUFOS, FQJFOR. CEI, CUN, to name

just a few) arc rcally professional organizations,

deeply involved in serjous research work in this
ficld. But many amulctnr associations (both in the
CIS* and in the ‘\'Cﬁlt[lll countries) have in fact
nothing to dowith science, producinga permanent
noisc which provokes rhc scientific community to
consider UFO studies as a waste of time.  This does
not mecan, of course, that scicnce and scicntists arc
alwaysrightin their rchlcmncc to examine the data
available, but makes siich an attitude move under-
standable. The* :\nonlnllsuc " studies are lacking in
the “quality standards”, and those still existent do
not conform, as a n1lc. to the general scientific
criteria.

In the past fcw'dcr.\dcs an evident progress
has been made in colchllng and analyzing raw data
on UFO observations.  There are good reasons 1o
assume that genuine| UFOs really do exist.  How-
cver, their nature still remains an open question
which can hardly be solved in the present circum-
stances. The existing body of UFO reports simply
docs not allow specialists to come to any definite
conclusion,

To open the way to the solution of the UFO
problem, it should be posed as a normal scientific
problem, in complete conformity to the cognitive
standards of science.  However the problem of
unidentified ﬂying(ébivcls isnotwhollyin the scope
of any of the established scientific disciplines.
Therefore, it is to be divided into narrow mono-
disciplinary problems which could be developed
methodologically and rigorously with providing
cfficient interdisciplinary coordination.  Elabora-
tion of these probleis can and will be of much use

for science and lcqhnnlngv cven irrespective of

whether or not GUFO:s indced represent a funda-
mentally new phenomenon.
This is the purpose for which RIAP has been

setup. The founders ofthe Institute proceed from
the concept of physical reality ofgenuine UFOs and
our ability to investigate them with “normal” scien-
tific methods and equipment. Detailed investiga-
tion of GUFOs by means of radiolocation, atmos-
pheric optics, ctc,, and of supposed anomalous
object landing sites by methods of geology, geo-
physics, geochemistry is expected to yield data on
various aspects of the phenomenon. It is very
essentialtoorganizecflicientgatheringand process-
ingofinstrumental (“regularized”) information on

UFO sightings. This information will provide a

basis for a complete picture of the phenomenon

and its theoretical models.
The principal trends of rescarches of the

Institute in the UFO field are as follows:

1. Development of methods and strategies of active
monitoring of UFOs by means of radar, optical,
infra-red and other detection systems.

2. Instrumental studies of supposed landing sites,
impacts on biological systcms and UFO sam-
ples.

3. Creation of an efficient system of reconstruction
of a real anomalous event on the basis of
witnesses' testimonies.

4. Creation of a unified UFO data base and a
computer expert system to identify GUFOs.

5. Development of physical models of GUFOs.

6. Psychophysiological investigations of contactees
and abductees.

7. Studics in the history of Soviet ufology.

SETI Studies

During the last 30 years scientific searches
for ETI have been realized mainly in the ficld of
radio astronomy. Certain theoretical models of
supposed ETl-signals, as well as methods of detect-
ing the signals, have been worked out, and some
experiments have been conducted — unfortunately,
without any positive results. It is widely believed,
nonetheless, that we are to continue the search for
repetitive sequences of narrow-band radio or opti-
cal pulses transmitted from the outskirts of Solar-
like stars. But is this “classical” approach the only
possible way of the ETI quest? Itis hardly so. In
fact, we cannot consciously choose the optimal
SETI strategy only on the basis of purely theoretical
considerations. Somc alternative (or non-classi-
cal) approaches to this problem may have even a
greater potential than the classical strategy. One
can classify these approaches into the following
three groups:

I. Scarch for casual external manifestations of
technological activities of advanced cosmic civi-
lizations, such as broad-band and/or sporadic
radio cmissions, infra-red radiation, gamma
rays, etc.

2. Scarch for alicn artifacts (space bases, intersicllar probes,
starships, various technical devices, etc., or their remnants)

in the Solar System —on the surfaces of planetsand
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satellites, or even in Outer Space.

3. Search for similar artifacts, as well as for other
possible traces of past and/or recent extrater-
restrial visits, on the Earth.

RIAP contributes to all these research direc-
tions. In particular, its SETI Department, headed
by A.V. Arkhipov, is engaged in analysis of infrared
and microwave sky maps, with the object to detect
highly evolved ETls, and some interesting findings
have already resulted from this work. Besides, the
program “Scarch for Alien Artifacts on the Moon”
(SAAM) is being carried out. This program in-
cludes:

a) search for sunlight reflections from flat (mirror-
like) surfaces of hypothetical ET objects (say,
reconnaissance devices monitoring the Earth);

b) search for other probable artificial extraterres-
trial phenomena on the Lunar surface;

c) examination of the possibility of interaction
between the terrestrial and extraterrestrial civi-
lizations on the Moon;

d) simulation of probable ETI strategies for the
Moon.

These investigations employ both the exist-
ing catalogues of Lunar Transient Phenomena
(LTP) and the data obtained by the network of LTP
observers that has been recentlyset up specially for
this purpose and involves at present a group of
competent observers in Ukraine, Russia and
Byelaruss. The SAAM program appears to be
especially topical in the light of the new plans for
Lunar missions which are being developed by the
space agencies of the USA and Japan.

RIAP Structure, Publications, Financing

The Institute staff consists of RIAP Fellows —
the scientists and scholars, permanently employed
by the institute, and RIAP Contributing Fellows,
whoaretemporarilyengaged undercontracts. They
are distinguished specialists in physics, astronomy,
history, psychology, and other disciplines.

RIAP Honorary Fellow is an honorary title,
conferred by the Scientific Council of the Institute
upon researchers who have made a valuable contri-
bution to anomalistic studies. The Honorary
Fellows are invited —if theywish — to express their
opinions on RIAP plans and dircctions of rescarch,
to propose new problems, worthy of examination,
1o participate in RIAP rescarch work, cte.

Formally RIAP is divided into four Depart-
ments: 1) Ufological Department; 2) SETI Depart-
ment; 3) Historical Department; 4) Information
Department. But the main research unit is a prob-
lem-oriented team which is specially created to
work on a mono- or interdisciplinary problem.
Such a team is headed by a leading specialist who is
wholly responsible for the quality of its work to the
Scientific Council and Director of the Institute.

Thelatter ones manage RIAP, makeits plans,
allocate its funds and supervise the work of the

problem-oriented teams. When forming the work-
ing plans, they consult the Advisory Board which
comprehends a number of outstanding specialists
in anomalistic ficlds from Ukraine, Russia and
other CIS countries.

RIAP is starting two special periodicals: the
Journal “Anomalistics and Astronomy” (in Russian)
and the newsletter “RIAP Bulletin” (in English).

The budget of the Institute is formed from
the following sources: subsidies of VERTICAL;
payments for research works, performed by RIAP
for other organizations; grants and donations.
Thanks to the VERTICAL Aerospace Company,
the Institute has got a sufficient funding in the
Ukrainian currency, which enabled the beginning
of its research activities. However, some (limited
in the number, butimportant) equipment, materi-
als and services may be obtained here mainly or
cven exclusively for dollars or another hard cur-
rency, not for Russian roubles or Ukrainian kupons.
The lack of these means (however small) impeded
considerably the work of RIAP.

In this connection, the Scientific Council of the
Institute appeals to the anomalistic community of the
United Kingdom and other foreign countries for any
possible donations in a free convertible curvency.  Any
financial help on your part will be most highly
appreciated and will serve for the benefit of our
common ficld of study, promotingits further devel-
opment.

‘AURA -~ Z°? is published quarterly in English, Russian,
Spanish, Italian and French and covers ufology, bigfoot
research and other phenomena.

It is not within the scope of VUFORS to comment on the other
subjects in the first edition of this 98 page magazine but
the three articles on UFOs were thorough and fascinating in
content. Of particular interest was Lev Chulkov®s history of
UFO research in the former Soviet Union and the restrictions
placed on researchers by a repressive regime.

Over the years there have been some excellent UFO sightings,
including landings, in Russia and if ‘AURA - Z’ continues to
publish them, we believe the magazine has great potential.

Here are some of the
UFO sightings that have been reported
to MUFON orother reporting agencies
since the beginning of 1993.

UFOLOG 930121 - On January 21, 1993
at 530 p.m. a 47-year old part-time
secretary and her son observed a UFO
emit highly strange balls of light for 30
minutes in Shalimar, Florida.

The answer to the question voiced in thettitle is...” There wasn’t enough room!”

FACT: Although officially “explained” by the Air Force as “thermal inversions
and tricks of the eye”, over a hundred UFO'’s buzzed the White House and the
Capitol Building in July of 1952, literally flying in formations back and forth
across the nation’s capitol for hours on end. The White House lawn simply could
nothaveaccommodated themall!

The large-scale display over the country’s capitol is adocumented fact. Why has
it slipped from public consciousness? Do we as a nation suffer from faulty
memories or is it that we accept confabulated explanations (thermal inversions,
swamp gas, etc.) of unknown phenomena so our fragile framework of reality can
remain, like a house of cards, somehow intact.

Is there a “conspiracy” by the news media to keep the truth from being known?
Perhapsthe L.A. Times, the New York Times, the Washington Post and other major
newspapers are concemed about tarnishing their image with the much ridiculed
and maligned subject of Ufology, except in a few rare cases more recently.
However, the pervading American mindset, at least officially, has been to
“downgrade, debunk, and tranquilize” the subject of UFO’s for more than 40 years.

A day-by-day examination of othernewspapers, somerelatively small and obscure
because of geography and population, points to an entirely different reality, that
contrary to official and official propaganda, UFO sightings have not waned, buton
thecontrary continue to appear with relatively high frequency over a wide area of
the country. The difference may be in the reporting whereas in the past such
derision was heaped on witnesses that theyoften kept their mouths shut for fear of
harassment, but now that atmosphere has changed...somewhat.

The bottom line is that sightings, some of “high strangeness,” have continued to
occur on an almost daily basis in the US. Naturally many sightings can be
explained as natural phenomena or misidentification of celestial objects or aircraft,

Blamed for Blackout

STAFF REPORT

AN unidentified flying object (UFO) using what officials describe as a “tractor beam” sapped electrical energy from
ihedArenol hydroelectric plant early Thursday morning, causing a nationwide blackout that lasted half an hour, officials
said.

“It was the most incredible thing | ever sow,” said Arenal plant manager Ingenuo Tomapelo. “The thing just hovered
there for several minutes shining this tractor beam down onto the main generator.
Tomapelo said he witnessed the event from the window of the plant’s control room where he watched helplessly as the
gouges registered dropping energy output.

“It looked like a Tomal, just like the kind my grandmother used to make, except that it glowed,” said Tomapelo. “They
drained all our power in a matter of minutes.”

NATIONAL Emergency Commission President Jorge Trejos said the commission received reports of UFO sightings
from the Guanacaste provincial capital of Liberia to the small town of La Fortuna at the foot of the Arenal volcano.

Fromthesereports the Emergency Commission approximated the route ofthe UFO. It was first reported spotted over
ILiberio around 12:15 a.m., spotted over Caiias at 12:16 and made its appeorance at the Arenal plant only two minutes
ater.

After several minutes of hovering over the plant, it sent down its tractor beam at 12:21. Three minutes later, the lights
went out all over the country and the UFO immediately abandoned the Arenal plant.

AT about 12:30, Ernestode la Verdad, manager of the El Volcan restaurant in La Fortuna, reported seeing the UFO
hover briefly over Arenal Volcano before disappearing inside the crater.

“We were watching the volcano with some tourists, and all of a sudden we see this glowing object over the crater,”
de la Verdad told The Tico Times. “Atfirst we thought it had something to do with an eruption, but then we saw we could
make out its shape. It looked like a tamal, exactly like my grandmother used to make, except that it glowed.”

One alert tourist, April Fuller, from Oshkosh, Wisconsin took a picture of the alien craft.

MINISTER of Public Securig Luis Fishman ardered Civil Guardsmen to the top of the volcana to investigtate the
strange occurrence and enlisted the assistance of tour operator Gabina Hidalgo, who offers a controversial crater tour
that many believe to be dangerous

(TT, March 20).

President Rafael Angel Calderon told reporters that he had no knowlege of the UFO, but welcomed any positive
contributions the aliens could make to the country.

Congress reopens UFO mystery

This article is an excerpt from the prepared
statement submitted to the House Committee on
Science and Astronautics at July 29, 1968,
Symposium on Unidentified Flying Objects,
Rayburn Building, Washington, D.C., by James
E. McDonald.

l. Case 26. Richmond, Va., April
1947.

To begin an answer to that rhetorical question,
we might consider an observation ffade by a
weather observer at the Richmond, Va,, U. S.
Weather Bureau station, about two months
before the first national publicity concemning
UFOs. Walter A. Minczewski, whom I located
at the same Weather Bureau office where he
made the sighting in 1947, was making a pilot
balloon observation, when he spotted a silvery
object that entered the field of his theodolite
(which was trained on the balloon he had
released). In the account that Minczewski sent
me, he stated that “the bottom was flat and the
top was slightly dome-shaped”; and when he
tried to see it with naked eye, he could not spot
it. (Typical pilot balloon theodolites have
magnifications of about 20 to 25, and angular
fields that are usually about a degree across.) It
was a “clear bright moming” when he spotted
the object, and it lay to his NNE at an elevation
of about 45 degrees. Whether Minczewski
really saw the upper surface or formed his
mental impressions without realizing that the

theodolite may have inverted the image is now
unclear, and my questioning did not settle that
point.

Discussion. A report of this sighting is in the
official files, a circumstance which greatly
surprised Minczewski, since he had discussed
it only with his fellow workers. In the ensuing
two decades, he has never again seen anything
like it. Clearly, the probability of an object
crossing the small angular field of a
meteorological theodolite is quite low, if only
chance were involved here. He tried to track it
but lost it, due to its high angular velocity,
after about five or six seconds, he recalled.

2. Case 27. Yuma, Ariz., February 4,
1953.

Weather Bureau observer S. H. Brown was
tracking a pilot balloon at 6000 ft over Yuma
at 1:50 p.m. MST on 2/4/53 when first one and
then a second unidentified object moved
across his theodolite field, somewhat as in the
preceding case. I obtained an account of this
sighting from V. B. Cotten, Meteorologist-in-
Charge at the Yuma station. The full account is
too long for recapitulation here. Both objects
appeared to be of the order of a minute of arc
in diameter and appeared “almost round, a
solid dull pure white color, with a thin white
mist completely edging each object.” The first
object moved into the optical field and curved
upwards to the west, with the theodolite
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oriented to about 53 degrees elevation, 157
degrees azimuth. About 20 seconds later, a
second object entered the field and moved in
and out of the field erratically two times, to
rejoin the first object. Brown was able to track
the pair thereafter, as they jointly changed both
azimuth and elevation. Because he had a
stopwatch at hand for the balloon observation
(which he did not complete because of
following the unknown objects), he was able to
determine that he followed the pair of objects
for five minutes (1350 to 1355), until he lost
sight of them against a cirrus cloud deck to the
SSW. At the termination of the observation, his
instrument was pointed to 29 degrees elevation,
204 degrees azimuth.

Discussion. This case is carried as Unidentified
in the official files (see Ref. 7 for official
summary). At times these objects lay near the
sun’s position in the sky; which might suggest
forward-angle scattering of sunlight by airborne
particles. However, initially, the objects were
detected at angular distance of about 40 degrees
from the solar position, which would not yield
appreciable low-angle scattering. Furthermore,
if these were airborne scatterers, they would
almost certainly be separated by random
turbulence within as long a period as five
minutes, yet the observer’s report indicates that
they manoeuvred together within angular
separations of the order of the roughly one-
degree field of such theodolites. The fact that
the second object did go out of the field only to
return to the vicinity of the first object strains
the airborne-particle hypothesis. Thus the
official categorization of Unidentified seems
reasonable here.

3. Case 28. Upington,
Province, December 7, 1954.
R. H. Kleyweg, Officer-in-Charge of the
Upington Meteorological Station, had just
released a  balloon for  upper-wind
measurement and was shielding his eyes from
the sun trying to spot the balloon to get his
theodolite on it. Seeing an object east of the
sun, moving slowly to the west, he thought it
was his balloon and got the theodolite on it,
only to find that it was white, whereas he had
released a red balloon. An account in the Natal
Mercury, January 28, 1955, quoted Kleyweg
as saying that it seemed “like a half-circle with
the sun reflecting off the sloping top.” He had
no difficulty following it for about three
minutes, but then it began to accelerate and,
after another minute, he was unable to track
fast enough to keep it in optical view (Ref. 10).
Discussion. Kleyweg was quoted in the cited
press source as saying, “I have followed
thousands of meteorological balloons. This
object was no balloon.” A South African
student doing graduate work in my
Department, Petrus DuToit, has confirmed this
sighting, having had an account of it directly
from Kleyweg. An accelerating airbomne half-
circular object with sloping top seems best
categorized as an unidentified flying object.

Cape

4. Case 29. Arrey, New Mexico,
April 24, 1949.

Charles B. Moore, Jr., was with four enlisted
Navy personnel making a pilot balloon
observation preparatory to release of a
Skyhook balloon at the White Sands Proving
Ground in the middle of the morning of 4/24/
49. The balloon was airborne and was under
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observation by one of the men when Moore
became aware that a white object which he took
to be the balloon was in a part of the sky well
away from where the theodolite operator had
his instrument trained. As Moore has explained
directly to me in discussing this famous case,
he thought the operator had lost the balloon.
Moore took over, swung the 25-power scope
onto the “balloon” he had spotted, and found
that it was in fact an ellipsoidal white object
moving at a rapid angular velocity towards the
NE. With stopwatch and recording forms at
hand, it was possible for the team of five men to
secure some semi-quantitative data on this
sighting; Moore disengaged the vernier drives
to track manually, and followed the object as it
sped from the southwest into the northeast
skies. At its closest approach, it was moving at
about 5 degrees/sec. Just before Moore lost it in
the distance to the northeast, its angular
elevation began to increase, as if it were

climbing, a quite significant point. The object .

had a horizontal length about two to three times
greater than its vertical thickness. Moore never
got a sufficiently clear view to identify any finer
details if any were present. Another balloon
was immediately released to check the slim
possibility that a high-speed jet from SW to NE
might have carried some airborne object across
the sky; but the winds were blowing more or
less at right angles to the object’s path to the
93,000 ft level, and were rather weak (Ref. 10).
The angular diameter of the object was
estimated at about a minute of arc (which in the
25-power theodolite would appear to Moore as
about three-fourths the apparent size of the
moon).

Discussion. Moore’s sighting is carried as

Unidentified in official files. Menzel (Ref. 24)
says of it:
“This incident, kept in the classified files
for more than two years, presents no
serious difficulty to the person who
understands the optics of the earth’s
atmosphere. The air can, under special
conditions, produce formations similar
to lenses. And, just as a burning glass
can project the sun into a point of light,
so can these lenses of air -- imperfect
though they are -- form an image. What
Moore saw was an out-of-focus and
badly astigmatic image of the balloon
above.”
It would be interesting to hear Menzel present
a quantitative defence of that astonishing
disposition of this interesting sighting. Here
five witnesses, with aid of a tracking device
giving better than rough angular-coordinate
information on the movements of an.unknown
object, observe the object move through an arc
of over 90 degrees that took it into a part of the
sky about that same large angular distance
from the real balloon’s location, and Menzel
adduces a “lens of air” to explain it away.
Astronomers find atmospheric scintillation a
very serious observational problem because
stellar images are often erratically shifted by
tens of seconds of arc from their mean position
as a result of atmospheric turbulence effects.
In the 5/24/49 Moore sighting, Menzel is
proposing that the atmosphere carried a
refracted image of the balloon northeastward
at a steady rate of excursion that finally
totalled several thousand times the magnitude
of refractive angular image-displacements
known to occur with bad seeing. I feel obliged
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to repeat an observation I have made before: If
the transmission properties of the Earth’s
atmosphere were as anomalous as Menzel
assumes in his handling of UFO observations,
he and his colleagues would be out of business.
The official categorization of Unidentified for
the Moore sighting seems inescapable. It might
be added that, over the years, there have been
very many UFO observations of significant
nature from the vicinity of White Sands
Proving Ground, many involving instrumental
tracking, many made by experienced observers.
A long and impressive list of them could easily
be compiled, yet all have been slowly lost from
official cognizance by a process that is
characteristically at the heart of response to the
UFO problem.

S. Case 30. Admiralty Bay,
Antarctica, March 16, 1961.

This listing of UFO sightings by meteorologists
could be extended very considerably by
drawing on my file of such cases. To cite just
one more that also indicates the global scale of
the UFO phenomena, a very unusual luminous
unidentified aerial object seen by a
meteorologist and others aboard the U.S.S.
Glacier at about 6:15 p.m. on 3/16/61 in the
Antarctic will be mentioned. I have quite
recently received, through French UFO
investigator Rene Fouere, a rather detailed
summary of this sighting by Brazilian
meteorologist Rubens J. Villela, whose earlier
account I had seen but paid little attention to
(Ref. 10). The point I had missed, prior to
reading Villela’s detailed description of the
circumstances of the sighting, was the very
important feature of a low cloud overcast

present at about 1500 ft above the sea. With
three shipmates on the flying bridge, Villela
suddenly saw
“a  multicolored luminous  object
crossing the sky,”
an object which for a moment they took to be
an unusual meteor.
“It was egg-shaped, colored mainly
reddish at first, and travelled slowly from
NE to SW at about 50 degrees above the
horizon, on a straight horizontal
trajectory. From its frontal part, several
multicolored, perfectly straight ‘rays’

extended backwards, diverging
outwards at an angle; the colors of these
rays changed continually,

predominantly green, red and blue. Most
striking of all, it left a long trail of
orange color in the form of a perfectly
straight tube which gave the distinct
impression of being hollow, faintly
comparable to a neon light,”

Villela stated in his summary,

Then,
“Suddenly the object divided in two. It
was not an explosion, it was a controlled
division in two equal parts, one behind
the other, each egg-shaped as before and
each radiating outwards its V-shaped
lateral rays. Then the object shone with a
slightly stronger light, changing color to
blue and white, and disappeared
completely. That's it -- just disappeared,
abruptly.”

His account emphasizes that the boundaries of

the object(s) were definite and sharp, not

diffuse. Villela’s account indicates that a total

of six persons were above-decks and saw this
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striking phenomenon. It is to be emphasized
that in the estimated 10 seconds that this lasted,
the object was moving below a cloud deck that
lay only about 1500 feet above the sea, so that,
for the reported elevation angle of about 50
degrees, the slant range from observers to
object was perhaps of the order of 2000 ft.
Villela had the subjective impression that the
egg-shaped initial form was about as big as a
small airplane.

Discussion. In a recent book aimed at showing
that a majority of the most interesting UFOs are
an atmospheric-electrical plasma related to ball
lightning, Philip J. Klass (Ref. 39) cites the
preceding case as a good example of the sort of
observation which he feels he can encompass in
his “plasma-UFO” hypothesis. To the extent
that he treats only the break-up into two parts,
he has some observational basis for trying to

interpret this as something akin to ball |

lightning. But almost at that point the similarity
ends as far as meteorologically recognized

characteristics of ball lightning go. The highly

structured nature of the object and its rays, its
size, its horizontal trajectory, its presence in a
foggy area with low stratiform clouds free of
thunderstorm activity scarcely suggest anything
like ball lightning. Nor does this account
suggest any meteoric phenomenon at sub-cloud
altitudes. I would regard this as just one more
of a baffling array of inexplicable aerial
phenomena which span so wide a range of
characteristics that it is taxing to try to invent
any single hypothesis to rationalize them all.
The full spectrum of UFO phenomena will, I
predict, come as a shock to every scientist who
takes the necessary time to look into the wealth
of reports accumulated in various archives over

the past two decades and more. Official
assertions to the effect that UFO reports in no
way defy explanation in terms of present
scientific and technological knowledge are, in
my opinion, entirely unjustified. The Villela
sighting seems a case in point. And
meteorologists do see UFOs, as the foregoing
cases should suggest.

WATER: ITS SIGNIFICANCE. TO UFOs.

THE FLICKERING BLUE FLAME AND MISSING WATER. — Case N° 73
Cape, South Africa.

Mrs P.L. lives with her husband In Kommetjle, on the Cape coast of
the Atlantic seaboard. Kommetjie is a small village, mostly with holiday
homes that are used for 2-3 months of the year. But there are more
and more permanent residents, though it is not highly populated and
there are a lot of open spaces.

One night in late November of 1991, Mrs P.L. could not sleep because
of the imitating sound of the pool filter outside her bedroom. At about
2 am. she decided fo get up and switch it off. -

Her house Is a pleasant structure, with an entrance hall leading into
the lounge, and from there, glass doors open onto a pool area which
has been enclosed on three sides, with a covering roof.

As Mrs P.L. came out of the lounge Into the closed pool area, she saw
a flickering flame, about 30cm (12 inches) high and of an intense blue
colour. She thought it was an electrical fault bul as she went closer
she could see the flame was not coming from the filter itself; it was
separate and buming In the sand which surrounded the base of the
filter, a good few Inches away from the actual machine.

After about 15 eeconds, the flame just vanished.

When she looked up, prior to refuming to bed, she saw a similar flame
in her neighbour's window. There are no other houses around there,
just this one other house fo the left of hers and diagonal to if.

At first she thought It was a reflection and looked around to see what
it could be reflecting. But there was no fraffic about, or anything that
might cause the flame. When she looked again, she could see the
flame getting smaller and smaller. Then she took fright because it was
all so sirange, and ran back to bed and pulled the blankets over her
head.

Next moming, her husband got up earty and when he walked outside
to have his breakfast on the patio, he could see that the water in the
swimming pool was well below the normal water level. He knew he
had filled it up the night before; there was no chance of a leak and he,
as a bullder, had checkad it thoraughly He estimated that about 2000
litres had been lost out of the pool's capacity of 20 000 litres.

The weather was still and calm; there were no clouds, so it was not a
Nghtning sirike.  There was no fault with the flilter elther; it was working
perfectly, if a litle noisily There was one single outiel for the pool, but
no water had spliled.

As an experienced builder, Mr L. .would have known If there was
anything untoward about the pool, but he was quite adamant that,
apart from the missing water, the pool was In perfect condition.

We felt very
excited and shaky and knew it had to be something. It was like a ball of flame
with no noise, trail, smoke. ' '
It travelled very slow from north east to west slowed stopped moved to the south
stopped then looked as though it was going out away from us, getting smaller,
looked as though it was blinking and just got smaller till it disappeared.

At about 10.20pm on Saturday 24th July, 1993, I was standing outside at the
rear of my house at 10 Finsterwald Way, FAIRVIEW PARK talking by phone to a
friend of mine.

As I looked in a northwesterly direction I saw in the sky, just above the tree
tops, what appeared to be a fire ball. It was approaching at what I would
describe as the average speed of a light aircraft. It was flying at about the
same altitude. I thought it was a disabled aircraft. I terminated my telephone
conversation and called the Police (I am a Police Officer).

I called to, and was joined by, my wife, two daughters and a third child. We
all watched this 'ball of fire' as it made its way directly overhead in an arc
and across the sky, paling into obscurity/infinity just above the horizon in an
east-southeasterly direction fram where I was standing.

After the object had passed we all went back inside and sat in the rear roam of
the house keeping a casual watch on the sky while we conducted a 'de-briefing'
execise. At 11.00pm precisely, my 14 y.o. daughter drew our attention to the
sky. It was another object - 'ball of fire' - crossing the sky on a path
slightly south of the first. In all other respects it appeared similar to the
first except that this time we saw smoke trailing from it. It, too, paled into
obscurity just above the horizon. I notified the police of this sighting also.

I was advised that the Adelaide Airport and the RAAF Base, Edinburgh had no
record of any unidentified or mystery sightings on their screens. There were
no reports of any aircraft mishaps that night.
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Suzanne J.McLuckie a Medical Assistant—RAAF on the 10th July 93. with
four other people at 9-15pm saw one orange and green ball-like light
in the sky at approximately 60 degrees.

Looking at the object with the naked eye it appeared about the size
of a star and bright orange in colour. It seemed to move amoothly across
the skyline. When we looked at it through the binoculars it appeared
orange with a movable green centre. As the object moved, it jiggled
and zig-zagged across the sky.
