Unsolved Mysteries has forwarded to us, feed-back comments by viewers
who ‘'phoned after the Frederick Valentich Documentary was televised on
a second television network in the United States.

The second telecast was shown on the 30th December 1993. Response was
much greated than the September viewing. The following are examples
from the latest telecast, with our comments added.

1. Caller flew in Air Force in 1978. He was in Australia at the time
of the Valentich incident and remembers “hearing a Qantas Airline crew
which observed UFO movement down there~. He monitored the Qantas crew
alert and his own crew was also alerted for UFO's.

Editors’ comment: This is an important contact. By the time this
edition goes to press, the pilot will have been contacted for inter-
view. Judith Magee and Paul Norman were present at the Royal Victorian
Aero Club the day after the Valentich encounter and collected informat-
ion from Australian contacts.

2. Two experienced pilots in two aircraft, both sighted pulsating green
“sausage-shaped™ UFO's travelling at extremely high speeds and making
sharp turns in Airspace between Sanford, Maine and Nashua, New Hampshire.
The pilots can be contacted.

Comment : Follow-up is in progress.

3. Caller feels that we should get the tape of astronaut Armstrong’s
Walk on The Moon; who yelled “BOGIE AT 4 O’CLOCK~, “BOGIE AT 4 O’'CLOCK",
twice!

Comment: VUFORS is aware of a number of Astronaut sightings, including
McDivit and Gordon Gooper, and have their recorded statements.

4. Caller said he and family spotted a UFO and took pictures of it. The
sighting occurred near Grand Junction in Colorado.

The family saw the ob.ject following a ‘'plane. The UFO was shaped like a
saucer. i

Comment: Request for photos is in progress.

5. Caller says that in the Spring of 1989, he saw a similar object, to

that described by Valentich, moving very fast. This was while he was in
Panama City, Florida. The caller is in the Air Force and knows nothing
we have can move that fast. The sighting was also reported on radio.

Editors: Follow-up is pending.
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6. Caller ringing from New Mexico said that about the same time he saw a
similar type object over the Haleakach Mountains and Maalaia Bay, in the
Hawaian Islands. The sighting was documented in the Maue News.

VUFORS will contact the observer soon for personal interview.

7. Caller savs he noticed something moving at a 45 degree angle bwards
where the sun is on the Manifold photos. He particularly wanted to
point. Lthis out.

8. Caller wants to know why it is not mentioned that in the first
pictures, there were green lights, but these were not mentioned, but in
the last photo they were acknowledged.

Comment: In the documentary, all details were not mentioned concerning
the photos.
9. Caller remembers that he saw a story on a program called “One Step

Bevond™, in the 1960's, which was very similar! A pilot went missing
and was found over 1,000 miles away four days later, in the desert. He
was in shock and died. The caller thought we might want to check the
archives of that show, since the stories are so similar. The incident
ocurred in California.

Comment: We know of this incident and will leave it up to Unsolved
Myvsteries.

10. Caller says that on the before. (the Valentich encounter) he saw
the same thing that was aired on the show. He was in Edmonton, Alberta,
Canada at the time.

Comment: Many callers responded to this program and before this edition

is published, those people who have responded, will have been inter-
viewed or in the process of follow-up investigations.

Producers and directors of these Hollywood programs. spend so much
time 1n the woirld of make believe, that they are of little value at
producinga documentaries.

Close Encounters of the Third Kind was one such example. They had
intormation of good documented cases, but tried to roll them into

some sort of plot with the main UFO resembling all the neon signs in
l.as Vegas put together.

What investigator ever heard of a UFOQ observer digging up shrubs and
dirt from his garden and throw them in through the window of his home
to make a pyramid in his lounge? Those members who saw the film

know what 1 mean.

Those who turn out these shows are not investigators; they go around
picking the brains of researchers, promising appropriate credits and
donations to non-profit organisations, which rarely materialize!

They then proceed to thoroughly mix all the facts and figures and
present. them quite out of context to misinform and confuse the public.

we now have a newcomer to this field, in Australia: The Extraordinary,
who make erroneous claims for the first time™ this, that, or the
other, as well as other mistakes.

This is an amusing program for researchers who are acquainted with the
facts and can recognize the deviation from the truth.

The X File segment televised 14th April, concerning the cover-up of
Crashed UFO’s, mentioned the Gulf Breeze case and afterwards stated
they contacted NICAP. NICAP (National Investigations Committee on
Aerial Phenomena) became defunct 20 years before Gulf Breeze, and NICAP
investigators never acted like the character shown in the film!

NICAP was a respected organisation.

Film producers are not the only group guilty of this procedure. News-
papers and magazines are also well represented in dispersing deception.
Recently, 1T 18ad a4 magazine article conrerning an ET Base or UFD City
under Mount Shasta, in Northern California. Mount Shasta is near my
favourite trout stiean. where 1 spend a few days before returning to
Australia. Tt is true, the place is fascinating and sightings are
frequently reported there.

Une of the most interesting cases reported to me was an object in the
sky. resembling a large ferris wheel. Similar descriptions have been
reported over the years. NDne such incident comes to mind of an
extremely large ferris wheel seen in the sky over Ocean Grove, Victoria,
on the same night Frederick Valentich disappeared on October 21, 1978.
Mount. Shasta and the nearby town are tourist attractions. However,
there is a point where fact ends and fantasy begins.

A few years ago I met a man who insisted that he had visited this under-
ground UFO caity. He appeared to be very sincere.
him that no entrance had been found to this city, he replied; ~0Oh! but
one must have a guide!” After a few aquestions concerning his guide, I
learned the guide was a hypnotist!

Mow, 1f one wants to live in fantasy under Mount Shasta, Area 51, Dolce,
or on any planet or even aboard a space ship. the hypnotist can solve
the problem. This does not mean that hypnosis has no value, it is
used by police, the medical profession and other professions; but to
plant suggestions i1nto the mind of a subject is a different matter, and
there is deception in this procedure, among many individuals.

“REMEMBER McDONALD” .

Recent references to the late Dr. James E. McDonald in books like
Jacques Vallee’'s REVELATIONS prompt me to write this tribute to his
memory. Most persons in the UFO research field know McDonald’s nar'ne,
but, in proportion to the hundreds of researchers/investigators now entering
UFO research, there are not many still left in the field who knew and worked
with him personally. Due to his early death in June 1971, at the age of 51, the
field was deprived prematurely of a fearless and gifted fighter.

For five years, between 1966 and 1971, McDonald sought the truth
about UFOs His rare combination of
interdisciplinary scientific knowledge, his countless contributions to the field
of atmospheric physics, and his numerous high-placed contacts in the
Scientific Community, in the government, and the military permitted him to
sound an heraldic call to those who might be able to “make a difference.”

He investigated the best UFO reports on-site, including classic cases in
Australia and New Zealand, was friend and colleague to many lay
researchers, and spoke innumerable times before prestigious scientific and

with boldness and perseverance.

governmental groups. He was listened to with respect everywhere he went.
His main purpose: to convince the Scientific establishment that UFOs were a
serious problem and should be studied earnestly. If Jim McDonald had lived
out a normal life span, the UFO field today would be very different from the
chaos into which it has presently been tossed. At the very least, we would
very likely be closer to solving the UFO question.

Although Vallee’s FORBIDDEN SCIENCE: JOURNALS 1957-1969 (1)
has, in a sense, re-introduced Dr. James McDonald to the field, for the most
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part it presents him in rather negative terms. I wish to present another side,
so that those readers who did not know McDonald but yet are curious about
him might have a chance to see him as the fearless fighter he was.

The rather negative light which FORBIDDEN SCIENCE casts upon
McDonald is probably due to the fact that McDonald repeatedly, and bluntly,
challenged Dr. ]J. Allen Hynek on various issues, usually not publicly, but

mainly in conversation and correspondence. Hynek was Vallee’s mentor and
friend. Perhaps Vallee—who has relentlessly pursued the truth of UFOs and
whose work I thoroughly admire and applaud—did not fully understand
McDonald’s modus operandi, which was intense and,” even for a scientist,
incredibly thorough.

Allen Hynek, from 1948-1969, had been the official scientific consultant
on Astronomy to Project Bluebook, and in this capacity had been
instrumental in passing off hundreds of good UFO reports as stars, meteors,
balloons, etc. Once McDonald had become convinced of Hynek’s true role as
Bluebook consultant, he charged him with contributing to the U.S.
government’s delinquency on the UFO problem, and of concealing the true
extent of this serious scientific problem from the scientific community. The
decades-long governmental neglect of UFOs, and of Hynek’s role in that
neglect (through 1968, at least) offended McDonald’s sense of honesty and
scientific expertise. The controversy between the two men lasted for the rest
of McDonald’s life although, in public, the two men managed to present a
cordial appearance toward each other from about 1969 on. ]

James E. McDonald, Ph.D., was Senior Physicist at the Institute for
Atmospheric Physics (I.A.P.) at the University of Arizona in Tucson, Arizona,
US.A. He was instrumental in founding the I. A. P. in 1954 but, disliking
administrative duties, soon stepped down so he could pursue research
projects fulltime. He was also a professor of meteorology at that University,
having helped create that department from its beginnings. He was noted for
his brilliance as a teacher, for pioneering contributions to cloud physics and
weather modification, and for his deep knowledge of adjoining fields of
science. His mind was endlessly inquisitive; he made adventurous forays
into any subject which happened to capture his interest, such as the physics of
baseball and tennis and the shape of raindrops.

He also spoke out vigorously on more serious subjects, such as the
insanity of ringing American cities with anti-ballistic missiles. His all-out
attack on this problem in the early sixties’ finally convinced the Air Force that
placing defensive missile siloes downwind would at least prevent mass
civilian deaths due to radioactive fallout in the event of a nuclear war. He
also spoke out boldly against the war in Vietnam and especially against the
use of napalm and other chemical weapons which caused many civilian
deaths.

McDonald was, above all, that type of rare scientist who was acutely
aware of the public’s right to know. For him, Science existed to serve the
public, not to live in ivory towers. This philosophy prompted him to write
I:|>rolifically on numerous scientific questions, not only in highly technical,
refereed journals, but also in semi-technical articles which any educated
person could read and understand. He also contributed clearly-written
articles—often tinged with humor—on scientific subjects in popular
magazines. No matter in what media he wrote, his writing style was clear
and fluid; his command of the English language and grammar rivalled any
writer’s. His vocabulary was limited only by what was between the covers of
the dictionary. Every project he tackled, including the UFO question, was
approached from the basis of the public good. He was truly a layman’s
scientist.

McDonald’s last contribution to the field of atmospheric physics, in
March 1971, was his logical but impassioned argument, at a public
Congressional hearing, against government funding for fleets of supersonic
transports (SSTs), which at the time were being proposed to phase out
He had studied the problem carefully and had
concluded that fleets of SSTs, overflying the American continent, would

conventional airliners.

weaken the fragile ozone layer and cause thousands of additional cases of skin
cancer each year. He was one of the very few scientists to speak out in the
early 1970s about problems in the ozone layer, and his prediction of increasing
skin cancer rates has already come to pass.

McDonald, as described by Vallee, had seemed “to burst upon the UFO
scene” in June 1966. Actually, his entrance into the field was far from sudden.
Between the years 1958-1965, he quietly made a private study of Arizona UFO
reports. He became became known to local Arizonans as an eminently
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approachable, courteous professional who did not laugh at their UFO reports
but, instead, doggedly studied each case which came to his attention. This was
done in his spare time, aside from his professional duties. He found
conventional answers to most reports, as all good researchers do. Those he
could not explain puzzled him deeply, until he came to realize that
mystifying cases were occurring worldwide.

He served as a scientific consultant to NICAP before he ever spoke out
publicly on the subject, because he was impressed with the scientifically-
oriented approach which Donald E. Keyhoe, Richard Hall, Ted Bloecher,
Gordon Lore and the rest of the NICAP staff .and its nationwide
Subcommittees brought to the problem. He was the first eminent scientist to
work closely with objective civilian research organizations in a common goal.
He was a family man with six teenage children. In spite of his personal
responsibilities, however, after becoming convinced that UFOs did, indeed,
present a serious scientific problem, he publicly went on a limb, disregarding
the professional and financial risks involved.

McDonald’s nature was intense, and he spoke out bluntly whenever he
felt the situation called for it. It was these characteristics that Dr. Hynek felt so
keenly. However, with his friends and family, McDonald was a charming
and congenial man with a unique, sometimes impish, sense of humor.

Numerous colleagues in Physics and related branches of Science, as
well as lay UFO researchers, appreciated McDonald’s untiring efforts to break
down military and governmental resistance to UFO research. It was during
the McDonald years—1966-1971—that many scientists for the first time joined
in the effort to make the subject of UFOs an “acceptable” field of study. But
few could keep up with him. McDonald lived fast. His speech and
movements were often hurried, as if the physical were laboring to keep up
with his remarkable, racing mind. He had an encyclopedic memory, and
could pull out the details of any one of the hundreds of cases he had worked
on at a moment’s notice.

I knew Jim McDonald personally because of my association with the
Los Angeles NICAP Subcommittee (LANS), which was headed by Dr. Leslie
K. Kaeburn and Idabel Epperson. The Committee’s lively meetings at the
Epperson home included virtually every scientist in the Southern California
area who dared show interest in the subject. McDonald visited Los Angeles
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from time to time, stopping over whenever he could in his incessant travels,
and a meeting was always planned at such opportunities so ufologists and
scientists in the area could exchange information and ideas with him.

He became a friend to many UFO investigators and scientists in the
L. A. area and showed deep interest in many cases which were investigated
and documented in Southern California, such as the Heflin photo case—on
which LANS conducted a six-year investigation—the Yorba Linda photo (2),
the Redlands case which was birddogged by a team from the University of
Redlands, and multiple sightings at the Naval Weapons Center at China
Lake, California. He was also intrigued by an early case of “missing time”"—
associated with UFO-type phenomena—which was experienced in the late
‘60s by a civilian who lived on the perimeter of China Lake. His interest in
good cases from all over the US. and in foreign countries was unlimited, and
his personal investigations were limited only by the boundaries of his time,
energy and funding. He was the first—and perhaps the last—scientist who
was permitted to use government funding partially for UFO research.

From about 1968 to 1970 he seemed on the verge of convincing the
scientific community that UFOs were a serious problem which must be
studied worldwide. However, through the politicking of Philip Klass, his
Office of Naval Research (ONR) funding was taken from him after a 1967 trip
to Australia and New Zealand. The U. S. government concluded that he was
attacking the U.S. Air Force on foreign soil (3)! McDonald continued
undaunted on a small NASA grant and private funds. He gave numerous
papers at prestigious scientific conferences where the subject of UFOs had
formerly been a laughable or forbidden subject. He was quoted often in the
media, TV, radio and press.

He was welcomed everywhere he went, shoving admiration and awe
aside, for that was not what he was seeking. What he sought was the Truth,
and he listened carefully to anyone with competence in any professional field
who had proper objectivity and the ability to research UFO reports
competently. He wrote many privately-published papers on his own
investigations and disseminated these widely to all who asked, whether
layman, scientist, military or government official. He also wrote several
articles in rescarch journals such as FSR and at lcast two on the subject of
UFOs in scientific journals.

Some of the scientists who worked with him did so subrosa, for many
faced loss of governmental grants, or loss of their jobs in government-funded
aerospace corporations. Others simply were fearful of peer pressure, or of lack
of credibility for publicly displaying interest in UFOs. There were exceptions,
of course, like Dave Saunders, Norm Levine and Leslie Kaeburn.

In contrast to experts like Donald E. Keyhoe and others in NICAP who,
even in the early days of ufology, ascribed to the theory that government was
deliberately covering up data, McDonald, at least publicly, never seemed
convinced of this. He explained the U. S. government’s incredible neglect of
the UFO question as a “grand foulup” or bureaucratic bungling, even when
he was denied access to dozens of classified radar-visual UFO cases in
Bluebook files. After Dr. Edward Condon finished his hatchet job (4) and the
Air Force gave up its public UFO query, these Radar-Visual files were finally
declassified, and McDonald promptly copied them all.

These R-V cases occupied a considerable amount of time toward the
end of his life. He was of the opinion that, if properly analyzed by competent
experts, they might provide valuable data, because radar-visual cases, up to
that point in time, constituted the closest thing to empirical evidence that
seemed possible to obtain. To McDonald’s mind, R-V cases could provide
physical evidence—i. e., documented proof—that unidentified, metallic
aeroforms from unknown sources (UFOs) existed and were invading earth’s
atmosphere.

McDonald’s death, to most people in the UFO field, was a mystery.
This intrepid and apparently tireless man died by his own hand on 12 June
1971, at the height of his unprecedented success. Suspicions of governmental
conspiracy abounded in the UFO field; many were convinced, at first, that he
had been silenced deliberately (5). His loss took a terrible toll. Besides the
inestimable loss to his family and to Science in general, the UFO research
field lost its leader and champion. Gone were his numerous contacts in
science, government and the military. Gone was his persuasive voice and his
unyielding search for empirical evidence and scientific proof.

Although more scientists began to show open interest and to work
publicly in the UFO field after McDonald’s death, it was never the same. We
struggled on without him, never having a chance to properly mourn him, for
none of us at the time fully understood why he died.
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Not many months after McDonald’s death, missing time and abduction
reports began to flood in, overwhelming UFO investigators still devastated by
his death. By 1973, the tenor of the field had subtly changed. No longer were
unexplained physical objects the main focus; now “abduction” cases became
dominant, at least in the United States, presenting themselves to a still-
stunned field. We do not know why these close encounters—eventually
termed CE IVs—took over the U. S. research field at that particular time; most
of us accepted them merely as “a new phase”. It is impossible not to wonder
what McDonald would have done about the plethora of such cases, which
gradually increased until by the 1980s they were a virtual flood which could
no longer be adequately investigated by available investigators.

As a consequence, a situation similar to the 1950s—the age of the
contactees which McDonald effectively fought—faces us in the U. S. today,
and the “abductee” problem is spreading to other countries as well.
“Contactee” stories, it is true, were different in content from present-day
abduction stories, but in the fifties” and sixties’ they presented an
overwhelming problem to the small number of objective, scientifically-
oriented researchers who were active at that time.

Now, contactee stories are practically extinct, but claims of alien
implants, hybridization, genetic experimentation, missing fetuses,
underground alien bases, secret cooperation of the U.S. military with aliens,
etc., run rampant. No solid, empirical evidence has yet been found to
substantiate any of these reports, just as no proof was ever found for the
oldtime contactee ravings. But there is a terrible difference. Today, claims of
alien implants, missing fetuses, etc. are accepted wholesale in the U. S.
without positive proof, even by some prominent UFO researchers. To my
mind, the situation is even more serious than the contactee problem which
McDonald and his colleagues faced in the late 1950s and throughout the 1960s.

The field has never been the same since McDonald left us. It lacks the
piercing objectivity he brought to it. The search for documented proof drove
McDonald. It constituted the main force behind his appeals for adequate
governmental funding and proper attention to the subject by the Scientific
community. His hope was that Science, government, and the public would
participate together in a nationwide—and if possible international—tracking,
monitoring and documenting network, somewhat similar to the U.S.
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Weather Service. By such means, McDonald reasoned, the existence of UFOs,
as physical craft of unknown origin, could be proven beyond the shadow of a
doubt. After the proof of existence was established, the more theoretical
problems of their nature, purposes, occupants, etc. could be explored, for then
the full force of scientific curiosity would be brought against them.

What might have happened if McDonald had lived out a normal
lifespan? Would the scientific community have continued the steps they
were taking, openly discussing UFOs at scientific conferences and symposia?
Would the scientific community—hand-in-hand with objective lay
investigators—have been able to start a general public demand that all UFO
classified information in government possession be made freely available?

Is there another “James McDonald” somewhere out there, ready to take
up the cudgel? Is it too much to hope that another, with the unique
combination of knowledge, energy, enthusiasm, and the personal talents of
mind and heart which he possessed, lives among us?

McDonald’s curiosity extended beyond the physical puzzle UFOs
presented. He was interested in early abduction cases such as Betty and
Barney Hill’s. Time-loss cases, which were just beginning to surface, likewise
intrigued him. He preferred, however, to leave public comment on such data
to psychologists, for he felt that such cases had psychological implications
which he was not qualified to properly assess. By their very nature, apparently
occurring in altered states of consciousness, it is possible that these incidents
involve events beyond the monitoring capacity of physical science. James
McDonald would have pointed this out and concentrated on proving the
physical reality of the craft-like objects themselves.

The UFO research field today no longer demands competent
investigation or scientific evidence. In large part, it consists of anecdotal data
obtained through the dicey means of hypnotic regression. The attempts of a
few researchers to prove claims of “missing fetuses” have met with no
success. The few “alien implants” which have been recovered turned out to
have conventional explanations. Claims of “underground bases staffed by
alien-military compatriots” exist in a shadow world. We struggle through a
morass of ever-increasing complexity.

McDonald has never been replaced, and perhaps never will be. The
least we can do is this: [t is time to return to the scientific approach McDonald
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took, to seek incontrovertible proof that unidentified, metallic acroforms are
invading earth’s atmosphere. This is a provable fact, if enough hard data can
be gleaned from radar-visual cases, from satellite monitoring systems and the
like. It was data like these that McDonald sought, and succeeded at least
partially in finding. He also left us the basic concept by how adequate data
could be obtained.

McDonald’s voluminous UFO files remained virtually intact, carefully
guarded by his family; only a very few researchers have been permitted access
to them since 1971. I have been given access to these files and to private
journals, constituting hundreds of handwritten pages, which he wrote
between 1966-1971. The existence of these journals was unknown before, and
for the past fifteen months I have been transcribing them, as well as studying
his files and interviewing scientists and veteran UFO researchers who
worked closely with him. Previously-unknown information about
McDonald’s contributions to the UFO field, and clarification of the last
months of his life, and his death, will be the subject of a book—working title,
AFRAID OF NOTHING: UFOs AND THE DEATH OF A MAVERICK
SCIENTIST — which will be finished within a year.

Should I be asked to write about my thirty-five years in UFO work,
I'd rather chat about some of the characters [‘'ve met in this
field, and about the changing attitude to UFOs over the years;

I wouldn't even mention a single nocturnal light, or computerised
statistic. For, next to the UFO events themselves, it is people
and their attitudes that shape the present and future of our
subject.

You would of course be entitled to know from the outset what
my own attitude is to UFOs. Well, to me they are physically normal
vehicles from "offshore” civilisations. And to embrace like think-
ers even more, while sending others into a scientific (or theo-
logical?) flap, or intellectual tizz, I would add that these other
civilisations are peopled by humans like us, and that many reported
"grays” and "monsters" are androids made and controlled by humans
like us: their motives may differ from ours, but we are dealing
with others of like image. That's what ['d make quite clear if
I were asked to write about UFOs.

Of course the main influence in all this - more than the UFO
events and people’'s attitude towards them - is the official
secrecy: we need not labour this point, the evidence is there:
see Keyhoe's books. Professor James E. McDonald's papers, and
Timothy Good's. Above Top Secret.

The result of official secrecy is mystification. One only has
to give a scenario of people living in a simple village near an
active volcano, people who have no knowledge of wvulcanology. They
would listen to their elders, accepting the volcano when active
to be an angry god in need of appeasement. But today we know that
volcanoes are only a normal part of nature.

[ remember the only time I met George Adamski's secretary for
many years, Lucy McGinnis (This was ten years after Adamski died,
when she was in a retirement village; a true lady. if ever there
was one. And she reaffirmed witnessing Adamski's contact as re-
corded in Flying Saucers Have Landed). At the end of our meeting
over lunch, Lucy McGinnis made the point that our big task about
people from other planets is to normalise them. I agree. UFOs
have to be demystii.ed, and a grain of salt always carried in
the palm of the hand for those UFO stories that border on the
supernatural, stories always ready to fill the gap created by
the official silence.

It was in fact a request to be silent that got me into UFO
research. One day in the country, in the early 1950s, a friend
and I heard a sound as if an old aeroplane, its engine dead, were
diving, corkscrewing, silently except for the sound of the wind
through wire struts. We looked straight up, but saw nothing. A
second friend, some distance away, heard the same sound but he
looked south. He saw three objects, not high, flying away in V-for-
mation, changing positions within the V-shape as they flew. This
sighting was eventually reported along much of the eastern seaboard
of Australia. When I rang the RAAF about it, they asked me not
to tell the press, thereby raising my interest in the subject
for ever.

While I was the public relations officer for UFO Research
(Queensland), and later its president, I met interesting persons.
Adamski was the first. (The Queensland group invited Adamski to
lecture-tour Australia, and this grew into his world tour in 1959,
organised from Brisbane, helped by the very able organising abil-
ities of the secretary, Gordon Jamieson.)
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I once described George Adamski as being a jar of different
content to its label. In those years. having read his books, many
expected to see a man in a white robe, one arm held high, giving
some cosmic finger sign that followers would instantly recognise.
Instead, they got in Adamski a down-to-earth character in a grey
business suit, who smoked, drank vodka concoctions, told jokes,
talked world affairs and all about the latest scientific dis-
coveries. He spoke always against the psychic intrusion into the
saucer field. He warned against it. Urged UFO investigators to
deal more with the objective scientific angles, giving in his
lectures information about the then new space program called NASA,
formed the year before in 1958.

For many UFO researchers in the 1950s, Adamski laid down safe
rails to proceed on. One has to remember the attitudes back then.
Some scientists were theorising how UFOs could be piloted by giant
insects. Others, by what is called channelling today, were giving
forth messages from "ethereal pilots” of UFOs. Adamski's call
to study NASA and normal space craft was a blessing. While he
continually threw down the challenge to orthodoxy: "I have met
a man from another planet. He looked like you and me. He bled
when wounded. He was real. He went away in a craft we call a flying
saucer. "

During Adamski's world tour of 1959, the Reverend William Booth
Gill., and thirty-eight witnesses., saw human figures on board craft
in New Guinea. When Gill returned to Australia for the first time
after these sightings. the boat stopped over in Brisbane. The
press and a few of us boarded down river with the pilot. Immed-
iately the press urged Gill to tell again about the people on
the saucers. But Gill then did an intelligent thing: he produced
a typed statement trom his pocket, saying that he'd already pre-
pared a report and perhaps they'd care to read it for themselves.
On such a sensitive issue as claiming to have seen men on board
a UFO, any casual retelling to tongue-in-cheek reporters could
have been disastrous. Gill remains the perfect witness: all the
facts he could muster. but without opinion or hint of personal
attitude.

The overseas investigator who had our complete trust and respect
was Professor James E. McDonald. He was a gentleman .with a no-
nonsense, efficient character. And friendly - there is a tech-
nigque to asking many questions on the phone without seeming rude,
and Jim McDonald had it. He came to our home for one day's work
with the Queensland group in 1967, all the time refusing requests
from the media for an interview until he was due to leave the
airport, when he gave that now well-known interview of some 12
minutes to Channel 7: this tape is held by UFO Research (Qld).

James McDonald challenged the official stance on UFOs, later
condemning the Condon Report, and Dr Hynek for his role as an
advisor about UFOs for the American airforce. He made ememies.

He lectured American scientists about the reality of UFOs as
possible space craft from other planets unknown. Less than four
years after our meeting, he was dead. In my opinion, the known
circumstances of his death, reported as a suicide, leave some
questions unanswered.

Another overseas visitor I would mention if I were to write
about my UFO work., is Dr J. Allen Hynek. He and his 3-D camera
made good company. Affable and officially correct, I often
sensed a guardedness about him. Over the years, Hynek proved a

ROPOSALS for a Euro-

pean centre to analyse
sightings of unidentified fly-
ing objects provoked a row
among scientist members of
the European Parliament in
Brussels yesterday.

Tullio Regge, an Italian
socialist MEP and eminent
physicist, produced a report
for the energy, research and
technology committee call-
ing for a central office of in-
formation on UFOs.

After interviewing airline
pilots and corresponding
with the air forces of all
member states, hesaid he did
not personally believe in lit-
tle green men in spacecraft.
But plenty of people did.

An EC observation centre,
like that at Toulouse in
France, could help control
the flood of rumours after
reports of sightings. And it
could have “an invaluable
role in exploring the exis-
tence and nature of rare me-
teorological phenomena'’,

Glyn Ford, leader of the
Labour MEPs and a former
senior research fellow at
Manchester University, de-
scribed his fellow socialist's
idea as “crackpot’’.

Mr Regge's report was
commissioned by the co-ordi-
nators of the political groups
in 1991. “Sightings [of UFOs]
are customarily thought to
be due to the presence of
aliens or visitors {from other
planets,” he said. However,
recent space exploration ap-
peared to have found no evi-
dence of a planetary civilisa-
tion and the distances
involved in interstellar
travel posed immense
difficulties.

Most reports of UFOs
seemed to spring from
hoaxes, but there remained a
few inexplicable sightings
which had to be regarded as
unidentified flying objects.

Mr Regge said he expected
his report to go forward for
discussion at a plenary ses-
sion of the parliament. “It
will be subject to a lot of
flak,” he said.

Mr Ford tried to have the
report thrown out, but the
chairman refused. “It makes
it very difficult for people to
take the parliament seri-
ously when committees
waste time like this,” he
added.

disappointment to many. Shifting the UFO emphasis from solid-
interplanetary-normal to subjective-other dimensional-odd. 1've
said all I want to say about Hynek in an article, "Hynek Versus
the Extraterrestrials” (See Qld N/L No.101, Nov-Dec 1982).

While in Brisbane, Dr Hynek asked me to take him to see Tom
Drury. In 1953, while deputy director of the Department of Civil
Aviation, New Guinea, Mr Drury took an 8mm movie film of a UFO
at Port Moresby - another film that disappeared down the official
sink.

Being anxious to correct an old error in this Drury report,

I'd brought with me a rewrite (by Colin Phillips) of his sighting.
What Drury filmed was always depicted by Edgar Jarrold, who claimed
he was secretly shown the Drury film at the Victoria Barracks,
Melbourne in 1954, as a UFO making right-angle turns. What Drury
actually saw was a UFO in straight flight. I asked him to read

our rewrite giving the UFO a straight-line path. He read it, hit
the page with his knuckles and said to Hynek, "This is correct,
this is what I saw."

Hynek and Vallee in my opinion struck a blow against UFOs by
publishing their book, "Edge of Reality”. After years of work
by many researchers to keep separate the true UFO from the psychic
chaff, here were two scientists whose attitudes dumped the subject
back in the bin with monsters, mysticism and the paranormal. After
reading this book, many confused readers must have abandoned the
sub ject to follow more tangible pursuits.

In the official silence since the 1940s, speculation still
fills the UFO literature, and with the exception of Timothy Good's
books today very little is written about UFOs as normal space
cratt - let alone taking the logical attitude that these craft
will eventually affect our status quo. The official silence, a
very effective censorship, is still winning.

Another subject with the potential to upset the status quo
Is nanotechnology. And if I were asked to write about UFOs today,
[ would certainly say that this new subject has facinating links
with UFOs.

This new area of science, writes one MIT Technical Review,
will "be able to analyze and construct nearly anything, atomic
layer by atomic layer [...] The human benefits from this technology
will be without limit." The recommendable book on nanotechnology
is Engines of Creation. by K. Eric Drexler. All the theories are
in place and, with a little bit of serendipity, scientists will
make, say, a rocket engine in one piece - no joins, no rivets.

Are we catching up with UFO "offshore” technology? Do we hear

bells ringing? Many UFO witnesses say that the craft didn't appear
to have any joins or rivets in its construction, as if moulded

in one piece. That's what nanotechnology will do: make near-perfect
machinery in one piece; and also seamless clothing - another ob-
servation made by Adamski and other close-encounter witnesses.

Now, by strange coincidence, the man in charge of the MJ-12
group, Dr Vannevar Bush, also had early links with nanotechnology.
If we accept the MJ-12 papers. then Bush would have had in the
1940s early information, if not hands-on knowledge of crashed
saucers. And in an article, "Tiny Machines ..." in the Sydney
Morning Herald (6 June 1991) it says, "The idea of [building]
molecular machines (read nanotechnology machines) is not new [...],
their virtually unlimited potential (was] first discussed in the
1940s by Dr Richard Feynman and later by Dr Vannevar Bush, both
physicists. "

Are these associations important? [ think they are. In a recent
article sent to the Foresight Institute about UFOs and nanotech-
nology, [ opened with,

Let it be said at the outset that when we read the acronym

UFO (Unidentified Flying Object), the best reason to remove
the tongue from the cheek is to equate these craft with a
superior power source, and superior transport systems. Nations
all the time manoeuvre to control oil supplies. spend billions
to produce the best jet planes and atomic- powered submarines
- and that's power and transportation. And that is what UFOs
represent; hence the official secrecy.

This is the hard-nosed reality of UFOs, the reason for official
silence. UFO censorship (See Timothy Good's, Above Top Secret)
is classified two points above the H-bomb, "the most highly class-
ified subject in the US Government at the present time."

Exploring around the edges of our subject, we continue to find
interesting connections and attitudes. In the British Vogue mag-
azine (May, 1993) the ethical and spiritual side of UFOs is dis-
cussed - not by UFO researchers, but by young British fashion
designers! Their designs are UFO-oriented. One designer, Nick
Phillip, claims that many youths today "share a deep distrust
of governments " and that "The kids are obsessed not only with
flying saucer imagery but also with the bewildering number of
conspiracy theories that surround debate on aliens.”

Are we getting the dritt? There are young bloods out there
who are onto this subject. Their attitudes, straight out of Vogue,
would have to be included in anything I write about UFOs.

"Something’'s bubbling up in the collective unconscious”, ven-
tures this young clothes designer. "If there is life on other
planets,” says Nick Phillip, “there are a lot of paradigms and
world views that are going to be seriously reconsidered.”

During my thirty-five years in the UFO field. these craft have
always been seen not only as interplanetary vehicles, but also
as cosmic stirrers whose societies present us with -ethical para-
digms, and whose pilots could have personal attitudes of a univer-
sal nature quite beyond our own.

One other quote is made by our uforite in Vogue. And [ reckon
I twig what he means. "UFO consciousness,"” he says, "is fast be-
coming a sign of cool for the hippest youth."

Yes. if ever I write about my UFO world, I'll want to include
that one. It gives great expectations.

Farmer M. Patterson (not his real name) of Bromley, a rural area not
far from the capital of Zimbabwe, had an interesting story to tell about
a moon that wasn't real, and some leaping ping-pong balls of light.

There is a Brasillan Air Force Report on ‘ping-pong ball' lights that has
similarities with Patterson’s sighting:

'On the 18" May, 1988, Brig. General Octavio Moreira Lima reportied
that 8 fighter jets of the Air Defence and Air Traffic Control Centre
(CINDACTA) for Brazll, were scrambled afler numerous radar blips
were detected on the radar screens of Air Force Baees.

When Col. Osirus Silva, of Petrobras, was landing in his plane piloted
by Alcir Pereira around 9 p.m. on 19" May, they were told that three
unidentifieds had been spotted on their route. They were described as

'strong red lights... which changed their positions rapidly.’

The jels were immediately scrambled (10 p.m.) and visual contact was
established. The pilots chased the lights and were, in tum, chased by
them. One pllot, Capt. Freitas, had as many as 13 luminous ‘ping-
pong' type balls surrounding his Mirage 111. They were distributed in
groups of 6 and 7 objects on each side of his plane. They followed
Freitas at a distance of two miles.

ASTRONAUT SPEAKS CANDIDLY ABOUT HIS SIGHTING

Guests on the NBC-TV show TODAY on Friday, April 12, 1974 talked to host Edwin Newman about UFOs.
Participating were Congressman J. Edward Roush, Authors Ralph and Judy Blum, and AstronauVBrigadier General
James A. McDivitt. Ralph Blum told about the fall 1973 UFO flap and how Hunter Air Force Base, Savannah, GA.,
military police were buzzed by a UFO:; how statetroopers in Tupelo, MS saw a huge object directly overhead; and
introduced the Hickson/Parker Pascagoula, MS abduction case. General McDivitt said he had talked with Charles
Hickson and believe Hickson was telling the truth. When asked if there was any proof that the event actually
happened, McDivitt said | guess there's Charles Hickson.” Congressman Roush discussed the 1968 Congressional
hearings on UFOs. Judy Blumthen related how British Air Marshall Borton, a family friend, had said “the British Air
Ministry's files on UFOs were quite phenomenal.” She then told about how Robert Gallee, the French Minister of
Delense went on television and spoke about “police and military evidence which indicates that flying saucers are
real, solid objects.” After a commercial break, Edwin Newman questioned General McDivitt as follows:

NEWMAN: Ralph Blum said he thought we would never have any contact with extraterrestrial life, people
from other planets. You didn't agree, Jim.
MCDIVITT: No. | thinkthat they're really around, and | hopethat someday - maybe not in this decade, or
maybe not even in this century or the next century - but someday, | hopethat we can communicate.

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The Taminick turn off was in sight and the plan was to execute a tight
right hand turn and for me to get out of the car with as much of the
camera equipment I could and try to get some shots of the phenomena.

As soon as we rounded the corner I placed the Janaflex camera
WHICH WAS ON A SMALL LOW TERRAIN TRIPOD at the side of the car.The
shutter was on f.Stop 1.8 at 1/60th.second with a broad band flash
attatched in the hope I could get both the object and part of a small
tree or at least a fence post to "relate” the flying object with a
fixed constant object.At this stage the readings in the large camera
were beginning to fade due to some unexplained power failure.

The FLASH COMPLETELY FAILED but while the shutter appeared to
be still functional I "fired off 2 shots of the object which was now

While driving home at 1.00am around
May/June 1993, Anne O0’Connell and
family saw three orange/yellow lights
in the Wynnum area. First seen in a
vertical formation at an elevation of
23 degrees. Whilst standing outside
car after pulling over for better
viewpiont, objects passed overhead
and appeared to change to a
triangular formation at 34 degrees
elevation.

as the objects moved away, one object
was seen to leave formation briefly,
then regroup. The other two
maintained their original formation.
Their apparent size was estimated to
be .01 of a vradian, and was seen
heading in a  south-southwesterly
direction.

Throughout the sighting their size
did not alter, even when the objects
were moving directly away from the
witnesses towards trees on a nearby
hill. Total length of observation was
10-15 minutes. In an attempt to gain
a better viewing position, their car
€3 cyc holden) under full
acceleration, could not reach over
40kph up hill where as it could
nornally do so.

Micheal did not think that the
objects were helicopters or aircraft
due to their unusual manoeuvers.

THE INVESTIGATION:
The witnesses contacted Brisbane air

traffic control to ask them whether
there was any activity in the area.

They were informed that there was
none, but have recieved many
telephione reports of orange objects
sighted over Brisbane. They also
contacted the Planetarium with no
success. Anna then contacted her
mother to ask whether she had seen
anything in the sky. Her mother said
yes and had also contacted the ATC
and was told the same story.

Objects appeared to be below the
minimum altitude of 1000 feet as
recommended by the FAC. Micheal &
Anna seem to be moved by this
experience, Jjudging by the effect
this sighting has had on them. Their
two children, throughout the
sighting, remained within the
confines of the car.

It is our opinion that the objects
zoon  did not behave in  any uay
similar to that of conventional
aircraft. Therefore, until
further evidence comes to light this
sighting will remain unidentified.
