I joined VUFORS during 1962, before migrating to 
Australia, one year later. One of my first correspondents 
was Judith Magee, who at that time was Program Organiser with 
the group. I was amazed at the interest that Judy showed in 
people who reported strange experiences like contactees and/ 
or abductions. 

Back in those years I was a member of (NICAP) National 
Investigations Commitee on Aerial Phenomena, with headquarters 
located in Washington. At that time both NICAP and the U.S. 
Air Force were discarding any incident associating humanoids 
with UFOs. 

Looking back over the years, it seems odd that although the 
prevailing opinion of the majority was that the UFOs were under 
intelligent control, s6 why reject these cases without realizing 
they would require intelligent beings at the controls? Why 
chuck them out? 

Now, when more and more Ufologists are accepting entities 
associated with UFOs, many disregard abductions and/or 
contactee reports. With reports increasing from individuals who 
claim or believe they have had such experiences, these cases 
appear to be coming into their own. I see a vast difference in 
the demeanour of these people after discussion with and a 
period of counselling by VUFORS President. 

An exceptionally good encounter occurred in the latter part 
of 1977, which appeared to include a lost time experience. I 
contacted a psychiatrist through my family doctor, who was 
interested in the subject. An appointment was made for the 
experiencer to be interviewed for hypnotherapy. At the time, I 
was involved with UFO activity in Northern Victoria. When I 
returned to Melbourne, I 'phoned the experiencer to learn the 
results, only to find that the appointment had been interrupted 
by a man from the 'political wing' of UFOlogy, who had learned 
of the encounter, 'phoned the person involved, who answered all 
questions, thinking the man was an associate of VUFORS. When 
told of the forthcoming appointment with the psychiatrist, the 
man from the ,. political wing' responded, "Oh no, we have our 
own doctors." Thinking we had found something wrong with the 
psychiatrist from a Melbourne University the experiencer was 
at a loss as to what to do since the investigator was away, and 
he could not expect a doctor would be coming from Sydney and the 
witness was certainly not going to Sydney. So ended another 
important case interrupted by the political wing! 
Over the years, the situation has not changed! 
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My first contact with an ''abductee" was Betty Hil.l. In -1982 
I met Bet�y in Cleveland, Ohio, during a Conference sponsored by 
APRO (Aer1al Phenomenon Research Organisation). Betty lectured 
there on

.
the event she and her husband Barney experienced in 196 1. 

�he
.

was 1nterested in the Frederick Valentich encounter, and 
1nv1ted me to stop over when travelling through Portsmouth New 

Hampshire� Weeks later, after arriving in Portsmouth, the�e were 
no vacanc1es at the motels listed on the accommodation board at 
the station. I then cphoned Betty that I would have to go to the 
next town. She said "Oh no, I have an appartment for my friends 
here" I was collected from the station and enroute to her home 
Betty informed me her previous guests, a man and his wife were 

' 

leaving, and while she busied herself I became acQuainted
'

with the 
man who was loading his car. 
After a few minutes discussing the subject he informed me that his 
occupation was with NORAD, a surprise to me. 

. 
After moving into the guest apartment, we settled down to 

d1scuss th� UFO subject in general, and her experience in particular. 
Betty rece1ves reports from many people who will not discuss these 
experiences with anyone else. 
For the.next three hours, several interesting cases were recorded. 
One of the highlights was Betty reading into the recorder the 
document that Professor James McDonald uncovered from Air

'
Force 

files, concerning the radar report by Peace Air Force Base 
Portsmouth, New Hampshire, when radar had detected· a UFO i� the· 
same hills where Betty and Barney' s abduction had taken place·

· 

that same night. It was a reQuest from Peace Air Force Officials 
to Dr.Simon, the Air Force Psychiatrist who conducted the hypnosis 
on Betty and Barney. Later, while still recording, Betty went to 
the telephone and called someone to come to her home with friends 
to her regular Sunday morning open house where she served waffles

' 

bacon and coffee. To my surprise, after hanging up she said 
' 

"that was the second in Command at Peace Air Force Base. Th�t 
visit demonstrated to me that Betty Hill had the respect of Air 
Force Personnel. 
One year later I had a second visit with Betty at which time she 
took me to the "sighting area". 

For the interest of newcomers to the field of Abductions a rather 
fas�inating Conference takes place at Laramie, Wyoming e�ch year. 
It 1s the Rocky Mountain Conference on UFO Investigation and 
Contactees. I first attended the gathering in May 198 1 and most 
every year since, the last being in 1994, where experiences were 
discussed, some in private for attendees only. After attending 
these conferences, I doubt if I would ever hear of a new type of 
incident. 

During the 1994 meeting an experiencer came forward and told 
of his difficulties to cope with the problem and how Dr.Leo 
Sprinkle assisted him regain a happier life. The entire audience 
gave a standing ovation. Many of those attending had benefitted 
from similar consultations. 
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A newcomer to the field, Dr. John Mack acknowledged the pioneer 
work of Dr.Sprinkle in this difficult field of endeavour. 

Abduction followers are devided into two factions; apparentl y 
trying to believe what they like from results of hypnosis, accept 
the abduction as accurate, but reject the "past life" statements, 
or accept both. I'm pleased to leave conclusions with the 
ps ychiatrists, including the problem of sorting out controversial 
memories. 

Apart from interesting sessions, the Laramie area is 
peaceful and fascinating,. located near the highest point of the 
Mountain range, a side trip through more rugged parts of the 
mountains and into deep canyons is irresistible.

A COM MENTARY ON TilE USAF ROSWELL INVESTIGATION REPORT

Wht:n in July, 1994, tht: Air Foret: asserted that it would nevt:r again produce a report rt:lating to tht: Ro!lwell matter, it 
must have sensed it had done all possible to protect its image and to defend the position that had been tht: official attestation for so 
many years. To do otheiWise would have meant conceding that its position over the decades had been fraudulent and that those 
Air Force personnel who made public statements had all been liars. It would have meant that it had misled the Congress and that, 
with much dishonor, it had deceived the American people. Since to answer criticism would create additional difficulties, the 
greater part of wisdom would be to say no more. "It is recommended that this document serve as the final Air Force report related 
to the Roswell matter, for the GAO, or any other inquiries" (p.22). It can be presumed that these people feared the truth of the old 
adage: "Be sure your sin will find you out." 

It is generally believed, in ufological circles, that the most significant UFO cases were seldom investigated by Blue Book, 
but that they were investigated by someone else. We now believe that Blue Book was a charade. We also know about cases, 
denied by the government, that were never included in Blue Book. Who investigated these cases? If they were investigated by the 
Air Force, then the Air Force lied. If they were not investigated by the Air Force, then they were inVestigated by someone eJse. 
Undoubtedly such investigation, including the files, would be in charge of the intelligence establishment. It m .. y be presumed that 
any Air Force files relating to the Roswell crash would either have been destroyed, or that they would have been transferred to 
some other organization. An additional possibility would have been the retaining by the Air Force of the relevant documents but 
with a tremendous upgrading in classification. ( ... Continued on page 3) 

It has been r�ported that th�re ar� 28 l�vels of classification 
above Top Secret with ten additional levels. The number of 
individuals cleared to view these upper levels must be 
minimal. · That GAO people would have these higher 
clearances is unlikely. If not, they would not have seen th,e 
files. It is unlikely that such highly classified materials would 
ever be found at the Air Force Historical Research Agency 
at Maxwell AFB, the Air Force Safety Agency at Kirtland 
AFB, or the National Archives and Records Administration. 
So that any attempt by the SAF/AAZ team in these places 
would be unlikely to produce any results. 

The July, 1994, report at various places refers to the 
"pro-UFO researchers." Does this mean that the Air Force 
considers itself to be anti-UFO? Is it conceivable, with all 
that is known to be going on, and with all the official 
documents about UFOs, that the Air Force is really· anti­
UFO? If the Air Force is anti-UFO can one trust the 
statements made concerning the Roswell incident? It is 
interesting that while the Air Force claims to possess no 
documents, and therefore has no knowledge of the Roswell 
incident, it believes that it knows more about what did or did 
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not happen than do those who remember various details. In 
other words, we are asked to believe that an absence of 
information is superior to the memories of dozens of 
witnesses who were in one way or another involved. To 
know nothing about an event is superior to memory of the 
event. 

The Air Force denies the threats to civilians and 
proves it's case by calling our attention to its failure to 
murder present day witnesses. This is an incredible position. 
Moreover, what about the nurse who talked to the 
mortician? What can the Air Force tell us about her future 
years, and of her whereabouts? "What is uniquely lacking in 
the entire exploration and exploitation of the 'Roswell 
Incident' is official positive documentary or physical evidence 
of any kind that supports the claims of those who allege that 
something unusual happened." But how could such materials 
be available knowing the record of some agencies to 
confiscate everything known? On page 9 it appears that the 
Air Force does not know about black projects. At the very 
least: these people are very funny. Can anyone take this 
report seriously? 

SURREY SIGHTING 

A t 1.25pm on Wednesday 22 
June 1994, Mrs Jones of 

Oxted, Surrey, was walking 
along the road when her 
attention was attracted by an 
object close to her position. 

She described it as being silver­
coloured, oblong and shaped 
like a two-foot-ruler. It had a 
black square in the centre, and 
moved slowly. As it turned 
direction it appeared to have no 
width. The witness lost sight of 
it as it moved behind some nearby 
trees. 

ENCOUNTERS RT 
WINDERMERE 

T wo men were driving in the 
Lake District between 

Staveley and Windennere on 
Saturday 18 June 1994. They 
were attending a fishing trip and 
were not far from their destination. 

At 2.30am, one of the men 
suddenly shouted, "What the 
hell was that?" They observed a 
large dull orange-coloured 
rotating sphere. They stopped 
the car to get a better look at the

strange sight and noticed that the 
object was hovering silently 
about I 00 feet above the ground 
against the backdrop of the 
valley sides. 

They described the sphere as 
having a diameter of 300 feet. 
Dark spots were visible over its 
surface. The phenomena moved 
slowly down the valley rotating 
as it moved out of sight before 
suddenly vanishing.

RARE OBSERVATION 

M eteors or debris from 
space have been given as 

an explanation to colourful 
flashes in the sky over the Essex 
coast on Sunday 29 June. 

An Essex police spokesman said 
the sightings were mistaken for 
air distress flares and prompted 
numerous caiJ to the police, 
between 10.30am and 10.45am. 
Such a daytime meteorological 
observation is extremely rare. 

STRANGE OBJECT 
OVER ALCONBURY 

A t 10.00pm on Wednesday 1 
June 1994, Mr and Mrs Lee 

were in Huntingdon town centre 
when they noticed a strange 
object hovering some 80 feet 
above the buildings. They 
described it as being shaped like 
an 'ice-cream cone' with many 
smaiJ lights. The object, which 
was observed by many people. 
stood motionless in the sky 
about 250 yards from their 
position. The Lee's eventually 
left the scene and made 

en4uiries with nearby RAF 
Alconbury who stated that·none 
of their uircrufi were flying at 
the time. 

SPINNING FIREBALL 

R esidents in Langley High 
Street, Slough, swear they 

saw a UFO fly over them on 
Tuesday evening 17 May. 

They reported what appeared to 
be a low-flying. spinning bull of 
fire, arc across the sky. 

One bystander said: "It was 
flying at about the normal height 
of aircraft, but a bit faster. It 
looked just like a spinning baiJ 
of tire. After trailing across the 
sky, it then disappeared out of 
sight behind Langley College." 

However, Tony Fanning of the 
Herschel Astronomical Society 

said that the truth was probably 
a Jot less exciting than extrater­
restrials taking an evening 
course at the college: "The most 
likely explanation would be that 
it was one of the sporadic 

meteorites which occ:�sionally 
flash across the sky. or car 
he:�dlights hl.!ing reflected off 
something onto low cloud. 

"There was a meteor shower in 
progress culled the Scorpios 
which l:�sted until M:�y 19. hut 
they would be unlikely to be 
anything so big." 

UFOs OVER SOMERSET 

T wo people from Wellington 
in Somerset have reported a 

disc-shaped object with a rim of 
multi-coloured lights on five 
occasions since the middle of 
May. The object has been �ccn 
hovering and traversing the sky 
at some speed ncar their home. 

At 2.30pm on Saturday 4 June 
1994, another witness at Trill, 
Taunton, observed what she 
described us 'a very large 

... 

burning, orange globe of light' 
in a field at the bottom of her 
garden. The object was approxi· 
mutely 50 feet above the ground 
and moved slowly acros� her 
field of vision - changing into an 
oval-shape with its edges t:aking 
on the appearance of flickering 
flames. After about 20 scl·onds 
the object flew 4uickly out of 
sight. 

A number of witnesses in the 
Highbridge area of Somerset 
also witnessed something 
strange. An object with red, 
gold and white lights moved 
across the night sky from 
northwest to southeast on 
Friday I 0 June 1994. At one

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point the object hovered for a 
short time before suddenly 
shooting straight up into the sky 
and disappearing.

P ostman John Hunt spotted a 
lcmoJH.:oluurcd sphere 

above the River Ouse at York on 
Wednesday 18 May around 

8.40pm. 

It darted above his river 

houseboat at a height of 

approximately 3.000 feet. John 

�.:nmmented: "It was going quite 

fast so I thought it was a plane 
of some sort. Then as it got 

closer it looked like a black blob 

- like a helicopter, but it made no 

sound at all. 

QUEST INTERNATIONAL 
.. It shot over my head, I'd say 
about the speed of a fighter 

plane. I grabbed my binoculars 
and ran out of the boat. I 

nwnaged to get a glimpse of it as 
it disappeared. 

.. It was like a hot-air balloon, 

only onion-shaped and travelling 

at break-neck speed. It had a 

triangular base which was 

pointing downwards. I don't 

know what it was. I know it was 

not a plane or helicopter or a 

hot-air balloon. It was going too 
fast and there was no wind."

object in the sky. 

.. 1 thought it was a bit strange. It 

looked like a balloon, but it had 

no basket or markings. It was 

stationary when I saw it." 

TAUNTON OVERFLIGHTS 

A t 11.20pm on Friday I 0 

June 1994, a middle-aged 

businesswoman was driving 
south from Taunton in the 

direction of the Blackdown 
Hills. (The scene ofmuc/1 UFO 
ac/ivif.l' ear/ia I his year). She 

suddenly noti�.:ed a horseshoe­
shaped obje�.:t hovering in the 
sky ahead of her. The ohjcct was 
covered by yellow. green. 
orange. blue and red lights and 
rotated in a cloudless sky. 

The witness stopped her car in 

the nearby village of Blagden 

close to some house lights 

hccausc she wus mthcr frightened. 

A Taunton man reported a series 

of square-shaped white and 
yellow coloured diffused lights, 
at 1.30am on Wednesduy I June 
1994. A second light similar tv 
the first suddenly appcured, 
following the same llightpath. 

However. it suddenly turned a 
bright spotlight down towards 

the ground. 

The witness, who is an experi­
enced observer, insists the lights 
were not conventional aircraft . 
due to the light fonmllions and 

total lack of sound. 

On the late evening of Monday 

20 June 1994, two young men 
were cycling home near Creech 

St. Michael. Taunton, when they 

noticed a round object cncirdcd 
with strolling multi-coloured 
lights. The object made no noise 
as it hovered overhead . . 
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During the week hcginning I J 
June 1994, a gentleman from 
Wellington, Somerset, (a N;Jval­
traincd ohserver) reported a very 
large off-white coloured ohjel·t 
shaped like a 'deep frishce'. The 
device. which hovered hencath a 
layer of heavy cloud. appeared 
larger than an aircruft and 

remained visihle for u few 
seconds.

I 0.42pm on Thursday 9 June, 
when he got out to look at the 
sky. A bright light was visible 
which appeared stationary 
before moving away. Another 
witness, Peter Hughes, also 
observed the phenomena. Both 
men claim that they saw an 
object glowing a grey-green 
colour with varying 

· 
brightness. When the object 
was at its brightest, a dome 
could be seen on top and a 
�haft of light came from its 
bottom. Mr. Dickson said that 
after two or three minutes it 
suddenly veered sharply to the 
right, and perfonned a zig­
zagging movement at an 
'incredible speed' before 
finally disappearing. 

Mr Hughes insisted it was not 
a meteorite: "Meteorites 
move at some speed, they 

don't stop for half-an-hour 
and then carry on falling." 

Another man in the Folkestone 
area had an unnerving 
experience driving home in the 
early hours. He saw a cluster 
of lights fly about 700 yards 
ahead of him and low to the 
ground. "It was a group. of 
incredible colours,' pastel 
orange and blue is the closest 
description I could give them." 
He went on to say that his 
vehicles engine and lights cut 
out and 'went dead'. On 
inspection he found that part of 
the fuse box had melted into 
the dashboard.

There are outright errors in the report. 
Undoubtedly someone will eventually deal with these. On 
page 22 one finds: "TTtirdly, when such claims are made, they 
are often attributed to people using pseudonyms or who 
otherwise do not want to be publicly identified, presumably 
so that some sort of retribution cannot be taken against them 
(notwithstanding that nobody has been shown to have died, 
disappeared or otherwise suffered at the hands of the 
government during the last 47 years)." It will be noticed that 
the Air Force makes no mention of the harassment of 
witnesses that we all know about: the tapping of telephones, 
the opening of mail, and the breaking into private homes. 
Finally, on page 3, it states: "ntis report is intended to stand 
as the final official Air Force response regarding this matter." 
It is good. Many of us will agree that we have had enough of 
the same. Nothing has changed. It is the same old story. 
The old adage, continues to be true, that "sin has many tools, 
but the lie is the handle that fits them all."

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NEWS FROM AFRICA 

UFO at Ruwa (Avl" \) 
On Friday 16da September, at approximately 10:15, 62 children from Ari� School, a private 
primary school in- Ruwa (about 20 km from Harare) were in their playing field for the mid­
morning break. 

Suddenly, they ·saw three silver balls m the sky over th� school. These disappeared with a flash 
of light and then re�appeared elsewhere. This happened three times and then they started to 
move down towards the school with one of them landing (or,.hovering) over a section of rough 
ground made up of trees, thorn bushes, and some brown-grey cUt grass �th bamboo shoots 
sticking up out of the ground. The children are not allowed in this area although it is adjacent 
to their playing field and is not fenced off, because of snakes, spiders and perhaps other harmful 
creatures. One can soon disappear from view while walking here, and there is only one very 
rough track used by tractors in an attempt to clear this area. 

There is a line of electricity pylons and according to one boy, the object followed along this line 
prior to landing. There is also some controversy as to whether the object landed on the ground 
or hovered above it On Tuesday, 2011a September, I went out to the school with a BBC reporter 
and their television equipment, as well as my son and Gunter Hofer, a young man who builds his 
own electrical equipment, viz. a Geiger counter, a metal detector and a magneto�eter, to try and 
see if the object left any traces behind. 

The headmaster of the school is Mr. Mackie, who was most co-operative, and although he had 
never been involved with UFOs or a believer in them, said that he believed that the children had 
seen what they said they saw. 

I was able to interview about 10 or 12 of the older children and this was recorded for BBC 
television. The reports were similar although some children were more observant than others. 
The -consensus of opinion was that an object came down in the area they indicated, about 100 
metres from where they were at the edge of the school playing-field. Then a small man ( approx. 
1 metre in height)' appeared on top of the object. He walked a little way across the rough 
ground, became aware of the children and disappeared. He, or someone very like him, then re­
appeared back at the object. The object took off very rapidly and disappeared. The little man was 
dressed in a tight-fitting black suit which was 'shiny' according to one observant girl (11). He 
had a long scrawny neck and huge eyes like rugby balls. He had a pale face with long black hair 
coming below his shoulders_. 

I had suggested to Mr. Mackie prior to visiting the school and before the children had been 
interviewed, that he let the children draw what they had seen and he now has about 30-40 
drawings, some of which are very explicit and clear, although some are rather vague. The 
childrens' ages vary from 5/6 to 12 years. I have 22 photocopies of the clearer drawings as Mr. 
Mackie kindly allowed me to page through the pictures and choose those I wanted. Most of the 
description are similar but some of the craft are very obviously 'flying saucers' and I wonder how 
many of these children have had access to the media. Others are crude but more or less in this 
saucer shape. 
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The children vary in cultures: there are black, white, coloured and ¥ian children. One little girl 
said to me, 'I swear by every hair on my head and the whole Bible that I� telling the truth.' 
I could see the pleasure on her face when I told her that I believed her. 

The smaller children from 5-7 years were very frightened at the. time and ran shouting 'Help me, 
'help me.' When the older children asked why they were saying this, the reply was, 'He is coming 
to eat us.' I should think this applied more to the black African children who have legends of 
tokoloshies eating children. 

The teachers were in a meeting and did not come out. When I queried the headmaster about this 
he said that the children always shouted and yelled during their playtime and no-one thought there 
was anything unusual going on. The only other adult available at the time was one of the mothers 
who was running the tuckshop. When the children came to call her, she did not believe them and 
would not come out: she was not prepared to leave the shop with all the food and money. 

Gunter and the men thoroughly examined the ground around where the children had seen the 
object, but oould get no reaction on the geiger counter or on any other equipment. If the object 
was hovering perhaps nothing would show. I walked, on my own, along the electricity pylons for 
quite a way, caught up in thorn bushes, tramping blithely over snake holes and discarding all 
caution. I found no place where some object could have landed and pressed down the foilage. 
In fact, I should think the bamboo stumps would have been a deterrent. The day was hot, around 
33 oc, and I had a long walk through waist-high brush. When I reached home again at about 
12:50, I had a headache, my feet ached and I felt disorientated. If-you don't hear from me soon, 

you· will know that I did cross the landing site and am probably suffering from a mild dose of 
radiation!

DREAMS OR REAL? 7 7 2 58- 8 4 8 5 . USA 

The UFO abduction debate, as with many subjects, has been pola rized into two 
specific camps. On the one hand a n umber of long-t ime U FO researchers have done 
indepth research into the abduction issue. They worked with the v ictim s, assisted 
them in their  t rauma,  and eventual ly a lmost all of these researchers reached the 
conclusion that the abductions are real .  On the other hand, several researchers who 
generally don't  work with the vict ims have concl uded, based on their professional 
knowledge, that the abductions are not real ,  rather they are simply a man ifestat ion of 
dreams or sleep paralysis. Neither have proved their case. 

Graham Conway sent m e  an art icle by Sanjida O'Connel l  of the Vancouver 
SUN � 1 5  October 1

.
993) that discusses how to tel l  i f  you r  are dreaming or having a real 

expenence. A port ron of the text of her article is as fo llows: 

"We are awake while sle�ping," wrote M ichel de Montaigne. I t  is a paradoxical notion.  
Nevertheless, the s ixteenth-centu ry French essayist may have been on to someth ing. 
When .we are asleep we st i l l  need to be vigi lant.  This was important particu larly to our 
ancesto�s,  who vulnerable to attack by predators wh ile s leeping. But  even today i t  
could st r l l  be vital If, for exam ple, our house were burn ing down or is our  ch i ldren 
needed us urgently.

of the Umversrty of Cal lforma,  Santa Barbara. He believes that when we dream we 
experience only the sensations of vision and movement becau se a l l  of our other 
senses a re cont inuously monitoring the environment for danger. I n  other words, 
dream s a re l ike a TV in the m ind with the sound turned down. 

During t he phase of s leep accom panied by rapid eye movements (REM), wh ich is 
associated with d ream ing, our  m uscles are tem porarily paralysed and we keep our 
eyes closed. We are, effectively, bl ind and immobi le -- the only accurate inform ation 

· about m ovement com ing from the posit ion of our joints and m u scles. What is  left out of 
dream s is any sensation of temperature,  taste, smel l ,  touch, pain or  sound other than 
speech. These are senses that we use to monitor the environment while we sleep. 

I n  this way, you can dream of touching because that sensation is conjured in the brain ,  
but you rarely d ream of being touched. Symons argues that  if we were to d ream of a 
caress,  we might  not wake if we real ly were touched. In the same way, we do not 
experience d reams of pain.  Remember the old adage: If you are not sure that you are 
dream ing,  pinch yourself. I f  it h u rts ,  you are awake. 

As Sym?n s  w ryly �oints out: "Any s leeping mammal that regu larly ha l lucinated pain 
would erther have rts sleep needlessly interrupted i r  i t  awakened each time it 
experienced pain,  or risk sleeping through its transform ation into a predator's m idn ight 
snack. 

* * * 
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Hal lucinat ing sound wou ld a lso com prom ise vigi lance, which explains why dreams of 
gunbattles and football matches seem strangely si lent .  Most of the sound we "hear" is  
speech , but  ·it is produced ins ide our  heads rather than heard. 

But why dream at a l l? This has constantly puzzled mankind. Rel igious explanations 
were common unt i l  Freud, Jung and others who claimed drea m s  were wish-fulf i l lment ,  
or messages from our  col lect ive unc_onscious m inds. 

Today, science tends to have a more prosaic interpretat ion . As Prof. J im Horne, 
d irector of Loughborough U n inversity's s leep research laboratories,  puts i t :  "Far too 
much has been attributed to dreaming." 
S ince the 1 950s, research has concentrated m ore on the physiological rather than the 
Freudian aspects of dream s. At f i rst ,  th is suggested that dream ing a ided memory, but 
patients prescribed anti-depressant drugs that su rpress REM do not suffer from 
memory loss. I n stead, Horne argues: "The brain needs to be stim u lated and dreams 
are a substitute for this.  D reaming is just a c inema of the mind that switches on 
periodical ly. 

About f ifteen years ago I worked with the Houston-based V I SI T  group to 
exam ine a num be r  of abduction cases for evidence of technology. Qu ickly, we found 
that two distinct categories existed in the l iteratu re. One category included a lot of 
evidence of technology, but the other lacked information on odor, noises,  and other 
sensory data. I t  was as if one group was actual ly experiencing the event whi le the 
other was viewing the event from afar ( l ike dreaming).  This is not unlike the situation 
described above by Ms. O'Connell .  We then proceeded to put together a detai led set 
of questions for use in future cases that would c learly define whether or  not a person 
was experiencing the event or  just dream ing about it. Hopeful ly,  researchers on both 
sides of the issue will adopt a s imi lar  approach. On ly in that way will there ever be a 
consistent set of data result ing from the research.  

VERY SMALL TRANSMITIER 

The debate about implants goes on.  U se of im plants and other neat devices 
are com mon ly u sed in animal  research today. J u st when I thought I had heard it all , G .  
Conway sent me an article from t h e  Vancouver PROVINCE (30 October 1 993), 
describing a very small  transm itter. I t  said that a tracking transm itter that can be 
attached to a locust with a drop of wax has been developed by scientists at Konstanz 
University In Germany. The device, which weighs 0.4 gram , can record every beat of 
the insect's wings. Until now, the m ovements of locusts have been observed only in 
wind tunnels.  I guess that the old adage, "You can run,  but you cannot h ide,"  is about 
to come true.

U FOs, then called a irships, were seen i n  great 
numbers during the year 1 89 7  in America as 
evidenced by the print media coverage of the 
events.  Today, some researchers dismiss the 
1 897 sightings as myths, l ies, fables, false reports, 
and/or sensationalism. Nevertheless, a review of 
the actual newspaper coverage of the era shows a 
number of the reports are physically real,  solid, 
f lying objects operating in the atmosphere and 
witnessed by thousands of normal people. Some 
of the articles poke fun at the witnesses in the same 
manner as today. Other articles say that the 
witnesses actually met and spoke with the airship 
crews. St. Louis, Mo. newspapers devoted a 
considerable amount of space to airship reports.

DISPATCH Saturday morning from correspondents 
in four central states stating that a luminous body 
had been seen moving in a northwesterly direction 
Friday night .  Different colored lights were seen 
flashing from the object, and its lines were easily 
distinguished. I t  was viewed by thousa nds at 
Chicago, and was declared by Max L .  Hosmar, 
Secretary of the Chicago Aeronautical Association, 
to be an airship . . .

SECURITY POLICE INVESTIGATES 1CIGAR' SIGHTING 
by Clas Svahn 

U FO sighti ngs in  broad dayl ight 
i n volv ing several witnesses are not 
common. However, such an incident 
took place at H11knas, 40 k M  south of 
Umc11 in the north of Sweden, in the 
autumn of 1 99 1 .  As long as the i nvesti­
gat ion i s  in progress, the witnesses 
must remain anonymous. This is one of 
many· cases where representatives of 
the Swedish Security Police (SA-PO) 
have been ordered, by t he m i l i tary 
forces, to investigate a UFO sighting. 

It was shortly after 1 9.00 hours on 
A ugust 25th 1 99 1  when a married 
couple had just settled down in front of 
their TV set to watch the local �ews. It 
was st i l l  almost two hours before sunset 
and the sky was blue with a few clouds 
on the hori1.on. 

Her parents hurried out and all three 
of them could see the strange object 
moving across the blue evening sky. 
"Yes, it is  almost unbelievable," said 
her father. "In fact, in my opinion an 
object l ike that shou ldn 't be able to fly. 
I saw no wings or fins and no opening; 
just a tube. We watched i t  for quite a 
while, perhaps for 30 seconds, and I 
had t ime to run back i nto the house to 
search for a pair of binoculars, which I 
didn't  find, and then run back out again 
before the object d isappeared." 

The t h ree a s t on i shed w i t ne sses 
watched the object slowly movi ng in a 
northwesterly direction t hen disappear 
into a smal l  cloud on the horizon. By 
then i t  was at such a distance that no 
engine sound could be heard. .

Short ly t hereafter, their  daughter . lntD-r-�ith The Security 

arrived from Umc11. Sl�e drov_!!_LlQ. to th .. -� Police house, turwo.J tho en};tnemr and got out 
- -or the car. 

Thi s  is  her description of what fol­
lowed:-

"As I got out of the car, I heard the 
dull sound of an engine from above. I 
looked up and saw an object above the 
red hmrsc in the yard. The object . wh i<:h 
moved s l o w l y  annss the sky. was 
cylindrical and white. l r  had a pointed 
front and was bl unt at the rear; it looked 
l ike a piece of piping. At first I thought 
i t  was an aeroplane, hut it had no win­
dows or wings: nothing.  I ran up the 
steps to the front door and cal led out to 
my mother and father to come outside 
and look_." 

I have spent much t ime and energy 
on this case and I wouldn't have done 
so if the witnesses had not been com­
pletely rel iable. The SAPO, who's

deal ing with the H11knas incident, i'nter­
v i e w ed a l l  t h re e  w i t n e s s e s .  T h e  
daughter was questioned at h e r  place o f  
work in UmeA, h e r  parents at their  
home. The result of the investigation 
was that there is  no indication the story 
is false: an unknown object violated 
Swedish airspace. 

The SAPO report, which is six pages 
long, is classified for the protection of 
the realm. We are not a l lowed to sec i t .  
but we were however allowed to ta lk  to 
the Security Police officer who t·on­
ducted the i nvestigation. He said. " I  

have m e t  t hese people , and in m y  
judgement, th_ey can be trusted. They 
are sensible people and we have found 
several witnesses who also saw the 
object and gave us so many detai ls .  
Thi s  makes i t  very interesting and we 
.have reason to trust these reports. As 
for what this could be . . .  i t  could be one 
of several th ings such as a missile or 
airplane reflect ing hot air. or i r  n ll l ld 
have been somet hing e lse.  We have not 
come to a final conclusion ... since I 
have not been able to obtain a reason­
able  e x p l anat ion for t h i s  t h i ng i n  
HAknas and I ' m  actual ly st i l .l  thinking 
that i t  may be a flying object belonging 
to the secret service of another country; 
I don ' t  consider that out of the ques­
t ion." 

When asked about possible radar 
returns, he replied, "There was nothing 
u n t o w a r d ,  b u t  we k n o w  t h a t  we 
shouldn ' t  take the techn ical side of 
radar too seriously as it isn 't one hun­
dred percent foolproof. Large objects 
may not be v isible since radar �Lw>M ___ __.. 
cover d i ffere n t  Ia e -me atmo-
s h gtve total coverage 
rom the ground up�ards." 

The Engine Sound 
The most  puzz l i n g  detai l  of the 

whole observation is the engine sound. 
The man, who is sl ight ly hard of hear­
i ng, could not hear it, but h is daughter 
describes i t  as a very low-speed com­
bustion engine. She told the Security 
Police that "a V-8 engine in an old 
American car . . .  is a high-speed engine 
compared to this". 

During my long conversation with 
the security policeman, he admits that 
pu1.zles him. "In that case, the object 
would be dri ven by a combust ion 
engine at very low pitch. which is  tech­
nical ly possi ble, but disagrees com­
pletely wi th  all k nown i n formation 
about missi les and their operation."

TI1e witnesses 
had some relatives stay ing with them ­
t here were five of them in a l l - and the 
pany decided to wal k to the Mari na, 
from which you can see the island of 
Yisi ngti. As they reached the water, 
Hans and two other men (a cousin and 
Hans' brother-in-law), walked down to 
the area where the boats are over­
hau led .

H ans said, "What stuck in my mind 
was the moment when I saw the object 
above the treetops. I could see some­
t h i ng wh ich looked l i ke wings and 

· �omerhing l ike a cockpit .  The plane 
was completely black and was so smal l · 
that I didn't  react unt i l  it was above the 
lake.  The object carne from above, 
made a t u rn ,  and con t i n u ed in a 
straight, northerly direction. I saw the 
cockpit very c learly and, as we saw it 
diagonal ly from behind, I thought it 
resembled a delta-winged aircraft.

I n  The Grip of A UFO Flap 

by Brad Flanders 

The following accounts are. from a 
place in the Northern Territory, that 
until recently very few people had 
heard of 

Now Wycliffe Well has become a major hotspot for 
UFO activsty in Australia. It is a small place 
si tuated on the Stuart Highway where the only 
landmark is a roadhouse that signifies it's existence. 
This roadhouse which is comprised of a restaurant, 
a refuelling centre and a small caravan park in the 
rear. is used regularly by people to break their long 
dnvc and has played it's part in some of the 
followmg events. 

These accounts start from the 7th of September 
when I first spoke to my contact who had witnessed 
these strange lights firsthand. He inforn1cd me that 

the sightings had started some four weeks prior and 
the�e had been many more witnessed since. At first 
the sightings were of one object apparently 
stopping, descending, then · rising again in the 
distance. Gradually as time went on, more and 
more objects became visible. 

On the night of the 7th of September there were at 
least five objects visible at once .in the north, south, 
cast and west. These objects were described as 
orange balls with red and green lights following one 
another around the edge of the objects. On 
uccasions when this object was ·on the ground or 
J U �t above. it was seen w ing and a red light 
emtttmg from it's base. t;t \ ng the impression of . 
thn tq 
On another occasion \vhen the  media were present. 
t \\ O  jets. presumably mil itary, came on to the 
scene All the objects disappeared in response. In 
thss sstuation who would you pick as the agressor ? 
One evening curious witnesses made their way 
towards the area wher:e lights were seen to be 
landmg. While the object was visible some distance 
away. a greyish light was seen emitting from the 
top of the dome-shaped craft as if  it was searching 
the surrounding area. Witnesses instinctively 
sh:ppcd backwards when they thought 
tt was movmg towards them. Objects 
" ere thought to be on the ground for j approximately ten minutes at a time . No 

�osse was evident at any time. 

Witnesses to these inCidents vary from employees. 
truck drivers, media, gaslinc construction 
workers, skeptics (past tense) and travellers who 
pull in to fuel up.  

On the 1 5th of September, a woman from the 
USA who was herself a ufologist. arrived at the 
roadhouse asking for a UFO tour. She was told 
that there was no tour but plenty of sightings. She 
was infonncd of the area where she may view 
these spectacular events which was known as 
"Devils Marble". 

The area hosts large round boulders and is set in 
an unusual landscape. Two people from the 
caravan park accompanied the lady to this area 
where they were about to witness an amazing 
event That evening for approximately four hours 
thev watched in awe as a large object released 

ma;1y smaller balls of light varying in colour from 
green to red to orange. They were described as 
"popping" in and out of the larger object . 

Whilst the witnesses were still  observing this 
unusual event, one witness lit up a cigarette and 
immediately a light blinked on from the craft as if 
mimicking the action. They tried shining a 
flashlight at the craft and once again the craft 
copied them. Whilst continuing to watch the 
objects the witnesses heard their radio crackle 
then go off. only to be replaced by weird noises or 
tunes they could only explain as something you 
would expect to hear on a. sci-fi film. Two of the 

witnesses were fairly skeptic�! until then . 

Thev had cameras on hand and took photographs. 
Unf�rtunately due to incorrect lighting none' of the 
shots turned out. The lady from America. known 
as Alexandra. also took photographs but retumcd 

to the USA the next morning . The outcome of her 
shots is sti ll unknown. 

On another occasion separate to the previous 
incident, at approximately 2am on the 1 Oth of 
September, two witnesses watched a large orange 
ball moving along in the sky approximately 2 km 
away. They later reported this to the media. 

On the 20th of September I was told that on the 

previous night at 7pm, a bus load of people were 
having thcir dinncr at the roadhouse. wheu one 

man brought the otiH.:rs' altcPtJon to a 

moving l ight in the distant sky. All the 
people (approx 50) ran outside to sec what

Book Review . . . .  PROJECT DELTA. A study of Multiple U F.O. 

by Richard Haines. 

Richard Haines is a fhrmcr N.A.S .A. Research Scientist who specialised in Optics and Vision. Since 
leaving N.A.S.A. he has written several books on Ute su�jecl of UFOs including one on the Valenlich 
case titled '"Mclboume Episode, a case study of a missing pilot,. 'l11is book diners trom the others in 
that it only includes those cases involving l.wo or more UFOs ,and in many cases more than one witness 
to the sighting. 

Another typical trademark of the author is his preference for sighting reports made by Pilots over those 
made by ordinary Citizens. Surprisingly, this books reports span the years from 1504 B.C. to 1993. and 
they are arranged in an apparently random fashion, accessible only by the use of a Date Index. So, if 
you want to look up a particular incident, you start with the date of the event and go from there. 
Of course there were no Aircraft pilots that we know of in 1504 B.C., but this case.Iasted for days over 
Egypt and the Pharoah Thutmose III was only one among thousands who saw the strange objects. 
Project Delta is not something that you just pick up and read from cover to cover but rather makes a 
concise and practical multiple U.F.O. reference book 
There are 473 cases cited involving from 2 to hundreds ofUFOs. 
In his conclusion Haines states, "'The likelihood that earth is being visited by highly advanced aerospace 
vehicles under "intelligent" control is very high indeed if the present data is to be taken seriously" .. and "Writing this book has had a rather profound effect on me. I have had to co¢ont my own initial deeply 
seated scepticism and closed mindedness. I challenge you to consider the real implications of the 
present data for yourself'.
