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he article, ‘“Time for The Truth About

Roswell’ by Kent Jeffrey, co-ordinator of

International Roswell Initiative, arrived
too late to be published in our March edition.
After members have read the article in this
Bulletin, we hope more will sign and return
them to us. Members who have already received
and returned the Declaration, may forward forms
along to a friend or acquaintance, or better still,
photocopy some for all those who will assist with
their signature. We want as many copies as
possible by the time a specific date is set for
delivery to the President of the United States,
Congress and American Embassies throughout
theworld. People are not required tobe members
of VUFORS or any other organisation to complete
the forms. A tremendous number of Declarations
has already been received in other countries.

I have been involved in other attempts to persuade
the American Government to end the secrecy
with regard to UFO’s, such as writing to
Congressmen and so forth, while a member of
NICAP (National Investigation Committee on
Aerial Phenomena). That organisation made
several attempts for open Congressional hearings,
but not to the same extent as this international
co-operation.

The (US) Government's resistance has been
severe back through the years; while the official
policy has been to tell the general public the

UFO’s are nonsense, the directive to Commands
stresses that the UFO’s are indeed serious business.

An outstanding example is the directive dated
24th December 1959, stating that * ‘unidentified
flying objects treated lightly by the press and
referred to as ‘flying saucers’ are serious business’”.
Included in the directive were all types of apparatus
used in the analysis and investigations of UFO's.

In the past, when information of investigations
has leaked to the public, the Powers That Be
have closed down projects with wide publicity
only tore-open quietly and under another name.

Atvarious stages project names have been SIGN,
SAUCER, GRUDGE, AERIAL PHENOMENA
GROUP and BLUE BOOK. Regulations
governing the UFO investigations have included
JANAP 146 Joint Chiefs of Staff Directive:
Communications Instructions for Reporting Vital
Intelligence Sightings (CIRVIS) from both civil
and military aircraft. *‘All persons aware of the
contents or existence of a CIRVIS report are
governed by the Communications Act of 1934
and amendments thereto, and Espionage Laws.
.. The unauthorised transmission or revelation
of the contents of CIR VIS reports in any manner
is prohibited.”’

The effect of this directive, relative to UFO's,
was to silence even commercial airline pilots

crashed disk. there was a crashed disk. Colonel William Blianchard would later go on to become a
tour-star general and Vice Chiet of Statf of the United States Air Force.

The first witness located by investigators who was willing to testify and allow his name to be
used was retired Lieutenant Colonel Jesse Marcel, the intelligence officer of the 509th Bomb Group
at Roswell. He was a highly competent individual and one of the first two military officers at the
actual crash site. Ina 1979 videotaped interview, Jesse Marcel stated, "...it was not a weather
balloon, nor was it an airplane or a missile." As to the exotic properties of some of the material, he
stated, "/t would not burn...that stuff weighs nothing, it’s so thin, it isn't any thicker than the tinfoil
in a pack of cigarettes. So, [ tried to bend the stuff. It wouldn't bend. We even tried making a dent
in it with a sixteen-pound sledge hammer. And there was still no dent in it."

It is inconceivable that a man of Jesse Marcel’s qualifications and experience, the intelligence
officer of the only atomic-bomb group in the world, would have mistaken any kind of conventional
wreckage, much less the remains of a weather balloon and its radar reflector, for that of a craft or
vehicle that in his words was "not of this earth." Even if he had initially made such a gross misiden-
tification, he would certainly have been able to see his mistake later after it had been brought to his
attention. When returning to the base, he stopped by his house with a few pieces of the unusual
wreckage to show his wite and eleven-year-old son. One piece, a small section of [-beam, had
strange hieroglyphic like symbols on its surface. His son, Dr. Jesse Marcel, Jr., now a practicing
medical doctor and qualified National Guard helicopter pilot and flight surgeon, remembers the
incident well. He has been able to produce detailed drawings of some of the symbols. During his
career, Jesse Marcel Sr., went on to other important assignments, including the preparation of a
report on the first Soviet nuclear detonation, which wentdirectly to President Truman.

The late General Thomas DuBose was a colonel and General Ramey’s chief of staff at Eighth
Air Force Headquarters in Forth Worth, Texas, in 1947. Before his death in 1992, General DuBose
testified that he himself had taken the telephone call from General Clements McMullen at Andrews
Army Air Field in Washington, D.C., ordering the coverup. The instructions were for General
Ramey to concoct a "cover story" 1o "get the press off our backs."

Retired General Arthur E. Exon was stationed at Wright Field in Dayton, Ohio, as a lieutenant
colonel in July of 1947 during the time.the wreckage from Roswell was brought in. In a 1990 inter-
view, General Exon said of the testing, "Everything from chemical analysis, stress tests, compres-
sion tests, flexing. It was brought into our material evaluation labs. (Some of it) could be easily
ripped or changed...there were other parts of it that were very thin but awfully strong and couldn’t
be dented with heavy hammers...." Of the men that did the testing, he said, "...the overall consensus
was that the pieces were from space.”

The testimony of Mr. Glenn Dennis leaves little doubt about the nature of what was recovered in
1947. Glenn Dennis still lives in the Roswell, New Mexico, area and is a respected businessman
and member of the community. He is down-to-earth and straightforward. In 1947 Glenn Dennis
was a young mortician working for the Ballard Funeral Home, which had a contract to provide
mortuary and ambulance services for Roswell Army Air Field.

Prior to learning about the recovery of the unusual wreckage at Roswell, he received several
telephone calls one afternoon from the mortuary officer at the air field. He was asked about the
availability of small, hermetically sealed caskets and questioned about how to preserve bodies that
had been exposed to the elements for several days. There was concern about possibly altering the
chemical composition of the tissue.

Later that evening, as a result of unrelated events, he made a trip to the base hospital. Outside
the back entrance he observed two military ambulances with open rear doors, from which large
pieces of wreckage protruded, including one with a row of unusual symbols on its surface. Once
inside, he encountered a young nurse whom he knew. At thatsame instant, he was noticed by mili-
tary police, who physically threatened him and forcibly escorted him from the building.

He met with the nurse the next day, and she explained what had been going on at the hospital.
She was a very religious person and was upset to the point of being in a state of shock. She de-
scribed how she had been called in to assist two doctors who were doing autopsies on several small
nonhuman bodies. She described the terrible smell, how one body was in good shape and the others
mangled. and the differences between their anatomy and human anatomy. She also drew a diagram
on a napkin showing an outline of their features. That meeting was to be their last -- she was trans-
ferred to England a few days later. Today, the nurse would be seventy years old. Investigators are
attempting to locate her.




Several very credible watnesses, now deceased, told their families betore they died of their ex-
periences at Roswell. One was Captain Oliver W. "Pappy™ Henderson, a pilot with the SO9th Bomb
Group at Roswell in 1947, Henderson said nothing about his experience at Roswell to his family
for 33 years. Only atter seeing mention of the Roswell incident in a newspaper in 1980 did he tell

“his wite (Sapho Henderson) and daughter (Mary Kathryn Groode) about his unusual experience.

He told them of having seen three strange nonhuman bodies and of having been one of the pilots
who flew the wreckage of the crashed space craft to Wright Air Field.

The main part of the craft apparently came down some distance from the "debris field" at the
Brazel ranch. Researchers were only recently able to confirm this second site because few people
knew about it. According to witness testimony, this is also the site where the bodies were found.
Most of the witnesses to this site have not, in fear of government reprisal, allowed their names to be
used. A prestigious law firm has recently been retained to provide legal counsel to any such wit-
nesses who might consider going public with their testimony. Attorneys from the firm have already
met with several Roswell witnesses. '

In addition to Glenn Dennis, other witnesses were physically threatened or intimidated. Accord-
ing to members of Sheriff Wilcox's tamily, he was told by the military, in the presence of his wife,
that he and his entire family would be killed if he ever spoke about what he had seen. The rancher
who originally discovered the wreckage, Mac Brazel, was sequestered by the military for almost a
week and sworn to secrecy. He never spoke about the incident again, even to his family. In the
months tollowing the incident, his son, Bill Brazel, found and collected a few "scraps" of material,
which he kept in a cigar box. The material was eventually confiscated by the military.

The Roswell event involved a large number of people and has been publicized since 1980. Logic
would dictate that had there been a more mundane explanation for the unusual debris, numerous
individuals would have come forward to set the record straight by corroborating the "weather bal-
loon" story or by providing some other explanation for the wreckage, such as a V2 missile or exper-
imental aircraft. That has not been the case. Furthermore, records rule out a missile or aircraft.
Additionally, the amount and nature of the debris rule outany type of balloon or balloon instrument
package, including that from project Mogul -- the most recently postulated prosaic explanation.

While it is possible that the Roswell witnesses, who live in diverse parts of the country, have
been engaged in a perfectly orchestrated, long-term hoax with no clear motive, it is unlikely. It is
true there are a few minor gaps and inconsistencies in some of the accounts, but that is to be expect-
ed. There were many individuals involved and it has been a long period of time. Human memory is
not pertect. For those familiar with the Roswell evidence, however, it would be hard to imagine a
scenario in which the core event was not true.

With Roswell so well documented, the question that arises is why the mainstream media has not
pursued the story. Two factors stand out. The first is that of a negative mindset. There is a tenden-
cy in human nature to resist anything that challenges our preconceived perceptions of reality. In
most cases, such an attitude serves us well and manifests itself as a healthy skepticism. In other
instances, it may result in a close-minded refusal by otherwise intelligent people.to consider com-
pelling evidence -- especially when that evidence seems to defy common sense or prevailing scien-
tific theory. Many past revelations of science, for example, have met such resistance -- a round
earth, evolution, relativity, continental drift, quantum theory, an expanding universe -- to name a
tew.

The second and most damaging factor is ridicule. Unfortunately, UFOs have long been associat-
ed with tabloid stories, hoaxes, and the "lunatic fringe." In addition, people tend to put UFOs in the
same category as ghosts, mysticism, magic, and other forms of the occult or the supernatural. As a
result, anything even remotely related to the area of UFOs is a difficult subject to broach without
risking a loss of credibility. Consequently, members of the mainstream media rarely approach the
subject, much less treat it with any degree of seriousness or depth. No one wants to make himself
an easy target for cynicism or ridicule.

Moreover, it is not necessary to resort to the supernatural to explain UFOs any more than it is
necessary to resort to the supernatural to explain the Space Shuttle. UFOs could probably best be
looked upon as an extrapolation of where our own technology might be thousands of years from
now. A television, jet aircraft, or nuclear bomb would have seemed magical or supernatural to a
person trom the Middle Ages. Similarly, by virtue of the fact that they apparently violate the laws
of known physics, UFOs are perceived by us as an aberration of reality. They are, hover, prob-
ably quite explainable under laws of science we aren’teven close to discovering yet.

Further exacerbating the credibility problem has been the extreme negative position taken by the
U.S. Government. Almost everyone has heard pronouncements from government officials claiming
there is no evidence to support the existence ot UFOs or extraterrestrial intelligence. Ironically, no

matter how high their rank or position, those touting this line may be unintormed, yet telling the
truth as they know it. With the U.S. Government's high degree of compantmentalization and need-
to-know philosophy, chances are that few agencies or individuals would be briefed on or have

,access to such intormauon.

Agencies in which something might be known, such as the Central Intelligence Agency or
National Security Agency, have refused to cooperate with investigators. When seeking Roswell or
UFO-related documents through the Freedom of [nformation Act, researchers have been repeatedly
stonewalled. Claims are made that documents don’t exist or can't be released for national security
reasons. The few documents that have been released have often been so blacked out that they are
rendered meaningless.

By way of contrast. in 1991 the Belgian Ministry of Defense released radar tapes from two
Belgian Air Force F-16s that had been scrambled to pursue a UFO detected by four ground-based
radar stations and seen by numerous citizens and by police. The tape was impressive -- showing
digital readouts of incredible altitude and speed changes made by the UFO. Under present govern-
ment policy, it is hard to imagine such a scenario ever taking place in the United States. Perhaps the
world's greatest democracy could learn a few things about a free and open society from its small
NATO ally.

There was actually hope at one time that U.S. policy might change. It came when Jimmy Carter
was elected President in 1976. In October 1969 while Governor of Georgia, Jimmy Carter had
reported a UFO sighting . Later. in 1976 as a presidential candidate, he pledged: "If | become
president, I'll make every piece of information this country has about UFOs available to the public
and the scientists.” He then somewhat mystifyingly never said one more word about it publicly
atter taking office. If he found there was no information to release, why did he not announce it?
Doing so would have been a natural and easy way to honor his commitment.

Why the U.S. Government defiantly maintains there is nothing to the UFO phenomenon and why
it would want to withhold evidence of extraterrestrial intelligence remain a matter of speculation.
Three possible reasons have been suggested: fear of mass panic, perceived national security prob-
lems, and concern about oftending religious groups. Whether arguments in any of these areas have
merit is questionable. Most would agree, however, that whatever reasons there may be for with-
holding such information, they are far outweighed by those for releasing it.

The classic argument for government withholding of information on extraterrestrial intelligence
from the public is that it might cause a response similar to that of the famous 1938 Orson Welles
War of the Worlds radio broadcast. (The program featured a simulated news broadcast announcing
an attack by Martians on Grover's Mill, New Jersey, which panicked a small number of listeners
who had tuned in late.) The argument, however, is flawed and the comparison is invalid. It is not
realistic to compare a simulated emergency news broadcast graphically describing a devastating,
ongoiny attack or invasion to a low-key, formal announcement confirming that other intelligent life
exists in the universe and occasionally visits earth.

Furthermore, we are nearly 35 years into the Space Age and at the brink of the 21st century.
This is a generation that until recently lived for years under the threat of nuclear destruction and that
now must deal with such threats as AIDS, rising rates of violent crime, international terrorism, etc.
The possibility that the confirmation of extraterrestrial intelligence would cause mass panic in this
day and age is so remote that it hardly merits mention.

The arguments for maintaining secrecy based on national security are just as specious as those
based on mass panic. Assuming the wreckage the military retrieved from Roswell was that of an
extraterrestrial craft, it would be understandable that the U.S. Government would want to reverse-
engineer the technology. It would be reasonable that the government would want to keep certain
details of that technology secret. As with any technology with the potential for misuse, such precau-
tion would be prudent and justified. However, the very existence of such a craft would have pro-
found implications. The mere knowledge by the public of that existence would not pose any kind of
threat. Denying the public such knowledge would not be justified and would be an abuse of the
power entrusted to those who oversee the country’s national security.

When the Carter campaign pledge was not carried out, it was speculated that concern about
offending certain religious groups was the reason. If true, it would represent a violation of the
principle of separation of church and state. It would also be placing the interests of a small minority
above those of the majority.

Like the discoveries ot Darwin and Copernicus, the Roswell evidence could have implications
that challenge certain religious doctrines. Darwin's theory that there could be fossil evidence link-
ing modern man and other present-day higher primates to a common primate ancestor conflicted
with the creationist view on the exalted position of man with respect to other forms of life. Like-
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wise, the Roswell evidence, which would imply the existence of a superior nonhuman intelligence,
could be seen as equally threatening to the creationist viewpoint. It could be interpreted as implying
that on a scale comparing the evolutionary development of different advanced species throughout
the universe, human beings may not rate very high. Such a humbling realization might bother some
people, but probably not most.

Copernicus” finding that the earth along with the other planets circled the sun contradicted the
teachings of the time that the carth was the center of creation. That notion persists today in that
many perceive the earth to be the center of intelligent life in the universe. The Roswell evidence
could cispel such an ethnocentric view by confirming that the human race is just one single member
in a large community of other intelligent races in the universe. Specific effects, if any, that such a
revelation might have on society would be purely a matter of speculation. Generally, however,
when knowledge replaces ignorance, the long-term result is positive. There is no reason to think
thatthat would not be the case here. If nothing else, the knowledge that it is possible for a civiliza-
tion to survive the growing pains of becoming technologically advanced, without completely de-
stroying itself and its environment in the process, would in a sense provide a renewed hope for the
future of man and his environment.

Despite the media’s inattention to the matter, and contrary to what some in the U.S. Government
would like people to think, Roswell is not a figment of someone s imagination or the product of
modern folklore. It involves real people and a real event. The man who issued the press release
announcing that event, Colonel William Blanchard, was not someone prone to making mistakes,
much less monumental blunders. He would go on to achieve the highest peacetime rank attainable
in the U.S. military, four-star general. Credible witnesses, including retired generals, have testified
that the original press release issued by Blanchard was correct and that the Roswel| wreckage was
of extraterrestrial origin. A United States Congressman was recently stonewalled by the Defense
Department on the matter and has expressed his belief that there is a coverup. Yet the U.S. Gov-
ernment steadfastly maintains it has no evidence indicating extraterrestrial intelligence. Something
does not ring true. There is a gross inconsistency here, and it involves an issue of great magnitude,
an issue that should transcend domestic politics and that demands an explanation. [t is time to lay
the cards on the table so that this matter can be resolved, one way or the other.

History has shown that unsubstantiated official assurances or denials by government are often
meaningless. Nevertheless, there is a logical and straightforward way to ensure that the truth about
Roswell will emerge: an Executive Order declassifying any information regarding the existence of
UFOs or extraterrestrial intelligence. Because this is a unique issue of universal concern, such an
action would be appropriate and warranted. It is essentially what presidential candidate Jimmy
Carter promised and then failed to deliver to the American people eighteen years ago in 1976.
Additionally, it would cost nothing, offend no one, and be applauded by all.

To provide positive assurance for all potential witnesses, the Order would need to be clearly
stated and written into law. Security-clearance violations can bring heavy fines and long prison
sentences. In addition to the original witnesses from 1947, there are most certainly individuals
involved with the Roswell material today who would be affected by such a declassification.
Undoubtedly, many of them. along with the original witnesses, would want to see this information
shared with others -- be they friends, family, grandchildren, or all mankind.

If, as is officially claimed, no information on Roswell, UFOs, or extraterrestrial intelligence is
being withheld, a declassification order would be a mere formality, as there would be nothing for
anyone to disclose. What legitimate concern could there be about declassifying "nonexistent"
information? If, however, information is being withheld, there could be significant resistance to
officially disclosing it. This resistance could range from contriving excuses as to why an Executive
Order should not be issued, to ignoring the matter altogether.

In the end, however, whether information is being suppressed or whether it is not, the effect of an
Executive Order declassifying it would be positive. If nothing is being withheld, the result of such
an Order would be to set the record straight once and for all. Years of controversy and suspicion
would be ended. both in the eyes of the United States* own citizens and in the eyes of the world.

If. on the other hand. the Roswell witnesses are telling the truth and information on extraterres-
trial intelligence does exist, it is not something to which a privileged few in the United States
Government should have exclusive rights. It is knowledge of profound importance to which all
people throughout the world should have an inalienable right. Its release would unquestionably be
universally acknowledged as an historic act of honesty and goodwill.

Introduction

There are two genceral reasons for the scarch for
lunar analogs of terrestrial UFOs:

- the extraterrestrial hypothesis of the origin of
UFOs |22};

- the existence or noncxistence of lunar UFOs
could be a test for some other hypotheses too (natu-
ral atmosphcric phenomena, balloons, celestial bo-
dics, etc.)

Nevertheless, the lunar aspect of thc UFO prob-
lem is still unexplored. Although many authors
wrotc about "UFOs on the Moon" (e.g. [8, p. 42-54;
12, p. 98-181; 13; 14, p. 138-145; 18; 20, p. 220-
230; 21 ), those attempts were rather superficial
descriptions of individual cases (often doubtful),
without any scrious analysis and comparison with
terrestrial cases.

During scveral years the author has been study-
ing this problem as partof thc SAAM project (Search
for Alicn Artifacts on the Moon) of the Research
Institute on Anomalous Phenomena |2 |. Some pre-
liminary results of this inquiry arc reported here.

Phenomenology and analogy

Only a part of reported terrestrial UFOs could be
scen from the Moon through conventional te-
lescopes. Apparently we could sec some brightest
"nocturnal lights" and largest "daylight discs" as
moving or motionless transicnt bright (sometimes as
dark) spots and dots. Similar phecnomena arc known
as lunar transient phenomena (LTPs) [7; 16 |. LTPs
arc usually interpreted as dust or gas—dust clouds
and clectrical discharges [9; 17 |. But there arc some
types of LTPs, which find no acceptable interpreta-
tion. Such LTPs appear to be similar to terrestrial
UFOs. Let me consider these types in some detail.
Fast moving objects (FMOs) appear as light dots
(43 %) and strips (14 %), or dark formations (32
%) moving against the lunar disc and near it at the

< | minute [3 ). From literaturc and the filcs of the
RIAP LTP network, the author has compiled a cat-
alogue of FMOs which had the starting and/or
final points of their trajectories on the lunar disc.
More than 39 such dots lic on one half of the
disc (Fig. 1). Only 9 points arc bchind this zone.
According to the binomial distribution the prob-
ability of such accidental asymmetry is only
7.6 X 1078 [S]. Although the western (seleno-
graphic) ha¥ of the lunar disc is less popular
among observers than the eastern onc, FMOs arc
more often secn there. Thus, a considcrable part
of FMOs is rcally connccted with the Moon. Ap-
parently, the contribution of terrestrial bodies and
metcors is insignificant. About 14 9% of FMOs
moved along bent, wound, or broken UFO-likc tra-

jectories. Their velocities (~10% km/s) and accclera-
tions (~10" g) arc similar to thosc of UFOs
observed near the Earth.

Nocturnal lights (NLs) appcar as follows:

(a) Motionless light dots of quasiconstant
stellar magnitude (c.g. cascs Nos. 74, 140, 151, 153,
312, 1204, 1206, 1229 of |7 ). Somctimes the ob-
server noted illumination of thc lunar surface
around such dots. The cosmic rays and solar radia-
tion cannot cxcite observable luminescence on the
dark sidc of thc Moon [16]. A gas cloud cannot
exist as a point object during periods of 10 minutes
to 2 hours of thc NLs lifetime. It is almost
unlikely that clectrical discharges in a dust—gas
cloud can give a luminescence of quasiconstant
magnitude during such a long time.

(b) Searchlight phenomena: supcr-bright light
dots scen bya nakedeye (c.g. cases Nos. 6,7, 9, 18,
257 of [7)); illuminated streaks on the lunar surface
(cases Nos. 17, 20, 94, 102, 174, 192, 884 of (7 ];
numerous compact luminous spots on the surface
(illumination by an unscen source of light?).

All these effects can be found, for example, in
the description of the famous radar-visual UFO of
Scptember 7, 1984, scen over the USSR (11, p. 27 ).

Reflections from [lat mirrors (RFMs) usually ap-
pear as star-likc phenomena of 20—-60 min. duration
on the day sidc of the Moon (c.g. cascs Nos. 50, 738,

the Lunar International Observers Network ac-
tivated only during Apollo missions are
omitted.

739, 745, 1198 of |7). It is unlikcly that such
bright dots are rcflections from lunar rocks. The
very old age of the craters which showed RFMs,
together with the rate of meclcorite erosion of
possible natural lunar mirrors, contradict this as-
sumption [l ]. An ideal mirror, observable from the
Earth, must be of > 0.1 m“area [15]. But "win-
dows" and smooth surfaces are typical of UFO re-
ports [11; 19]. Incidentally, moving mirrors could
explain star-like phenomena of short duration
(< 20 min.) and series of point flashes (e.g. cases
Nos. 1262, 1327 of [7)).

Morcover, LTPs demonstrate the samc statis-
tical properties as UFOs. Indeed, LTPs as well as
UFOs are more often observed near the terminator
16, 10 ). The typical duration of a UFO or LTP
observation is about 10 minutes |7; 10 |. The "waves
of reports” are a well known property of the UFO
phenomenon [19]. The stream of LTP reports de-
monstrates the wave temporal variations as well. If
the exponential trend of the reports frequency [7 )
is removed, thcn the LTP waves of 1937-40,
1954-56, and 1964-67 years bccome evident
(Fig. 2). By the way, the terrestrial UFO waves
of 1954 and 1967 seem to be intriguing analogs
to the LTP waves [10; 19).

Hints atintelligence

[t is well known that bchavior of UFOs not in-
frequently appcars intelligent. These objects per-
form diverse manoeuvres and manipulations by
lights, display intcrest in human activities, as well
as rcspond defensively to various external in-
fluences [11]). LTPs also demonstrate what can be
called intelligent or quasi-intelligent behavior. The
"invasions" of Earth’s vehicles to certain lunar re-
gions stimulate statistically significant, real, tem-
porary increase in the probability of LTPs
emergence there (Fig. 3). For example, only one

LTP (case No. 393 of [7]) was obscrved in Mare
Tranquillitatis before the first probe impact of
Ranger 6 on Fcbruary 2, 1964, about 50 km south
of the Ross crater, in the northern part of the
Sea. Only several hours after the impact the
100 X 100 km zone cast of Ross became onc of
the most LTP-active regions on the Moon up to
Scptember 25, 1969 (Fig. 4). The second LTP-
zonc appeared between the Sabine and Maskclyne
craters around the impact site of Ranger 8 and
landing sites of Survevor § and Apollo 11. About
7.7 % of currcnt LTPs belonged to this Mare in
1964-69, but 0.1 9% only at other times. After
the cessation of invasions in the Sea, the LTP
activity vanished there. It is scarcely likely that the
observers were especially interested in the landing
sitcs. The LTP-zone near Ross existed for § ycars
whilc 16 probes landed in other sites. Neverthe-
less, the LTP activity in the zone was not noticed
when Apollo 17 landed on Deccember 11, 1972,
370 km from Ross. Although the Ross D crater is
recommended for LTP patrol, at present reports
about transient lunar events there art very rarc.
In addition, thc landings in Marc Foccunditatis,
Mare Imbrium, Marc Sercntitatis, and Oceanus Pro-

cellarum, were not accompanicd by significant in-
crease in LTP-activity in thesc regions. The
exploration of Mare Imbrium in 1959-71 cven
coincided with a temporary decrcase of thc LTP-ac-
tivity of Mt. Pico in that area in 1955-71 [7 ]

Therefore, the "Invasion Effect” seems to be quite
real. Some other manifestations of this effect and
their analysis can be found in Refs. [4: 5.

Conclusions

1. Therc is significant similarity between the
UFO and LTP phenomena. At least some LTPs
appear to be lunar analogs of UFOs observed near
thc Earth. )

2. Apparently, UFOs arc not an atmospheric or
psychological phenomenon because they have been
seen by competent observers in vacuum.

3.1t is reasonable to search for physical traces
of UFO landings on the lunar surface.

4. It is necessary to study interaction with UFOs
as a risk factor for spacc missions to the Moon.

The Moon - Evidence of Ancient
Habitation

On June 2, 1994 Richard C.
Hoagland presented for the first time
the evidence that he and his Mars
Mission team have found regarding
ancient structures on the Moon.
This evidence is contained in NASA
photographs that are available to
the public. The presentation took
place as a lecture on the Ohio State
University campus in the
Independence Hall auditorium, The
lecture was sponsored by the
MidOhio Research Associates, Inc.
and the Ohio State University
chapter of the American Institute of
Aeronautics and Astronautics. As
part of that presentation, Mr.
Hoagland provided MORA with a
copy of a report prepared by
Columbia Upniversity geologist Dr.
Bruce Cornet which supported many
of the Mars Mission's findings. The
report is dated May 15, 1994.
Portions of that report are extracted
below so that the reader can get a
feel for the evidence which was
submitted and can order the photo-
graphs from NASA by using 'the
numbers given if she/he so desires.

"Interpretation of anomalous struc-
tures on the moon, based on evi-
dence shown to me by Richard C.
Hoagland...[in early] 1994.

"Areas of interest; Central area and
southwestern area of Sinus.Medii,
center of Moon disk; Mare Crisium,

northwest area of moon disk.

“Lunar Orbiter, February
1967...0riginal negative from National
Space Science Data Center (NSSDC)
at Goddard Space Flight Center,
Greenbelt, MD: I1I-84M of 'Shard' and

Tech., August 15, 1968...

"Apollo 10, May 1969..NASA catalog
SP-232:  AS10-32-4822, AS10-32-
4854, AS10-32-4855, and AS10-32-
4856 of Sinus Medii from 70 miles in
orbit, taken by hand held Hasselblad
camera.. The Lunar Orbiter photograph
and the three sequential photographs
(AS10-32-4854 - 56) taken from the
Apollo spacecraft all show the 'Tower'
(and’ 'Shard’) in the southwestern area
of Sinus Medii from different angles
and perspectives. The Surveyor 6
photograph shows anomalous geomet-
ric structures above the ground, like
those associated with the tower extend-
ing to the north of the "Tower" for
about a hundred miles. The censored
Apollo 10 photograph [blackened out

in the related photo catalog) near Ukert
crater shows anomalous geometric
structures extending on the ground for
tens of miles over an area the size of
the Los Angeles basin. All of these
unnatural structures appear to have
sustained varying degrees of damage
from meteorite and micro meteorite

“"Apollo 16, June 1972..NASA
photograph AS16-121-19438,
looking northwest from above the
eastern edge of Mare Crisium and
across Mare Tranquilitatus from 70
miles altitude.

"UKERT...is a crater-like feature
that displays a circumscribed equi-
lateral triangle at full Moon (noon
local time) in its center...this triangle
is not natural, because the sides of
the 'crater' are much brighter only
opposite the sides of the triangle...If
a line is drawn from the centers of
each bright area across the triangle
to the opposite angle, the lines will
exactly bisect each angle. Such
regular geometry is not a natural
feature of any terrain, either on
Earth or on the Moon.

"THE SHARD...is an obvious struc-
ture which rises above the Moon's
surface by more than a mile. Its
overall irregular spindly shape (co-
ntaining a regular geometric pattern)
with constricted nodes and swollen
internodes, if natural, has got to be
the wonder of the Universe. No
known natural process can explain
such a structure. Computer
enhancement with about 190 feet
(60 meters) resolution shows an
irregular outline with more reflec-
tive and less reflective surfaces. The
amount of sunlight reflecting from
the parts of the Shard indicate a
composition inconsistent with that
of most natural substances. Only
crystal facets and glass can reflect
that much light (polished metal sur-
faces are not natural). Single crys-

tals the size of city blocks are cur-
rently unknown. I concur with
Hoagland that the Shard may be a
highly eroded remnant of some sort
of artificial structure made of glass-
like material. Other larger struc-
tures and their reflectivity in the
area support this theory.

“THE TOWER..represents an
enigma of the highest magnitude,
because it rises more that five miles
above the surface of the Moon, and
has been photographed from five
different angles and two different
altitudes...[It) exists in front of and
to the left of the Shard in Lunar
Orbiter III-84M photograph. The
distance from the Tower and the
camera is estimated at about 200
miles, while the distance to the
Shard beyond the Tower is estimat-
ed at about 230 miles, The top of
the Tower has a very ordered cubic
geometry, and appears to be com-
posed of regular cubes (similar in
size) joined together to form a very
large cube with an estimated width
of over one mile. There is apparent
damage to the outline and surface of
this megacube, because many cubic
spaces or indentations occur over its
surface (these spaces are 50-60
times larger than pixel size, and
their shapes are not controlled by
the rectangular shape of the pixel).
A narrow columnar structure con-
nects this cube with the surface of
the Moon. The columnar support is
at least three miles tall, and tapers
towards its base. The taper may be
in part due to perspective, if the
Tower is oriented at an angle and is
leaning towards the camera. The
leaning tower may be part of a
larger more transparent structure,
which is also inclined.

“Surrounding the Tower are faint

indications of additional light reflec-
tive material.. The regular cubic
and/or rectangular nature of this
pattern, and indications of radiating
structures that connect the Tower with
the surface indicates that material of
low light reflectivity exists above the
Moon's surface over a large area
measured in hundreds of miles. The
irregular splotchy reflection from
some of this aerial material may be
due to meteorite and projectile
damage over millions of years. Its
highly transparent nature (bright stars
can be seen behind and through this
material) indicates wither an open
grid with cubic spaces or glass-like
material held together by some sort of
structural grid or a combination of
both. Other photographs...confirm the
size and extent of this grid-like con-
struction.

“The three Apollo photographs
showing the Tower in the distance
also show the grid structure from
above...The grid pattern appears to be
three dimensional, and is expressed as
dark lines with random points of
reflection around those lines. The
grid appears to be some sort of
support structure, perhaps formed
from a metallic rebar...I agree with
Hoagland's interpretation of this mate-
rial as remnant portions of the glass
structure, which still remains attached
and suspended above the Moon's
surface on a metallic cross support
structure. The Tower, by contrast, is
visible in all three photographs,
because there is much more glass
remaining than on the suspended grid
structure around the Tower. Even
from different angles and distances in
these photographs, the top of the
Tower appears as a giant cube made
up of smaller cubic and hexagonal
objects.
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UKERT Photograph AS10-32-4822 in
NASA catalog SP-232 is blacked
out..[in the actual photograph] the
image shows features near Ukert that
defy conventional explanation. A linear
dome-shaped hill runs diagonally across
the photograph. To the north of that hill
a large area exists with regularly
aligned rows of structure.

“I agree with Hoagland that someone or
some group within NASA deliberately
concealed this picture in the catalog
because of its content, and that this area
may contain one of several city com-
plexes that were built under an enor-
mous glass dome within Sinus Medii.
The sheer implications of such massive
structures on the Moon, if verified by an
open and honest visit by astronauts to
the Moon, would cause Man to rethink

many ideas and question many beliefs

Universe. Clearly, such structures
are well beyond our current technolo-
gies, and rank with the Pyramids and
Sphinx on Earth, and with the
Cydonia complex and its humanoid
face on Mars, as major mysteries of
our Solar System.

"THE DOME OVER MARE
CRISIUM Further evidence for such
massive constructs on the Moon can
be found in Mare Crisium..NASA
photograph AS16-121-
19438...[shows] a strange set of
large, concentric, circular light pat-
terns within the mare. To one side an
enormous spire of tower rises from
the surface within the perimeter of
these light circles. Magnification of
the area around this spire shows
cubic patterns like those around the
Tower in Sinus Medii. Numerous

the anomalous patterns in photographs
from Sinus Medii and Mare Crisium
cannot be explained as natural. I further
support his interpretation that these pat-
terns above the surface are caused by
enormous structures of artificial origin,
structures that may represent the
remains of glass domes that were built
to cover, protect and provide a life-
support environment for habitable struc-
tures on the surface.”

“In conclusion Dr. Cornet states the fol-
lowing: "Clearly, further independent
investigation and analysis by experts is
warranted. There is also arelevant need
to press the Pentagon into releasing all
1.5 million Clementine photographs

Top secret film of an alien

A TOP-SECRET film allegedly
showing a dead alien will be
screened for the first time in the
world in Britain this year.

It will also form the basis of a
sensational BBC televison
documentary due to be shown in
August.

The 91-minute film, classified as
top secret for almost 50 years, will
be shown to an international audi-
ence of UFO spotters at a two-day
conference at Sheffield Hallam
University.

It was shot by US government
officials in the desert of New Mex-
ico, allegedly after a flying saucer
crash-landed in 1947.

US Air Force officials sealed off
the site and the film, shot by
military cameramen, was im-
mediately classified.

UFO experts claim the truth has
been covered up ever since.

But the 16mm black and white
silent film, shot on 14 reels, was
copied by a former military
cameraman, now 82 and still living
in America, who believed the cov-
er-up was wrong and that the

The fllm is alleged to show scien-
tists examining a creature laid on
a slab inside a tent at the crash
site, guarded by military police.

Scientists carry out an autopsy
on the alien body and examine
tissue samples.

It is also said to show part of the
spaceship wreckage, allegedly
made from a material that could
not be be burned, dented or cut.

Experts believe the cover-up
was ordered to give US scientists a
chance to try to copy the en-
gineering.

CRANBOURNE residents have been the vic-
tims of a UFO hoax, an international re-
searcher said last week.

Following a report by Good Grief last week, the
Sun was inundated by calls from people who
had seen mysterious lights in the sky on
January 29.

Two callers said they saw similar lights on
Christmas night.

The number of calls prompted UFQ researcher
of 42 years Paul Norman to visit the Sun
offices on Friday to investigate.

He said residents were the victims of an ‘“‘ama-
teurish” hoax that had been going on for
about two years near the Dandenongs.

“There are a couple of gangs of pranksters,” Mr
Norman said.

“We know for a fact that they've been sending
up garbage bags with a basketon it and a light
becausethey’ve come down in paddocks, and a
little over a month ago one came down on a
house.”

Mr Norman said the practice was not only
against Civil Aviation Authority regulations
but a fire danger.

He said about 85 per cent of sightings were
simply “mistaken identity”, people seeing
meteorites, space junk, balloons or planes.

Mr Norman, who works with the Victorian
UFO Research Society, has been investigat-
ing UFOs full-time since taking early retire-
ment in 1976.

He said many people put their own interpreta-
tions on sightings, but the callers to the Sun
had been consistent in reporting only what
they had seen.

“People saw lights in the sky and they reported
lights in the sky. These people are honest,
they’re reporting only lights in the skies,” Mr
Norman said.

While this hoax was “amateurish”, others were
far more sophisticated.

“When you have something sophisticated like a
pilot in Sydney some time ago deliberately
setting up their aircraft with wires underneath
and turn the lights on, they can resemble a
UFO.” he said. “We know there was one of
those sort here about August 1993 that many
people mistook for UFOs.”

Mr Norman said people sighting what they
believed to be UFQOs could write to the society

After a 1lull 1in sightings, UFOs are back over the East

Midlands.

On February l7th, several people reported two objects
which resembled a pair of headlights joined together, in the

sky over Nuthall. Mr Steve

Clarke, a_ business manager,

noticed both objects during a power cut. He reported that
after ten minutes one set of lights flew away to the South,
followed ten minutes later by the other set. The height was
estimated at around 1000 ft. The power cut was caused by a
cable fault, according to an EMEB spokesperson.

Mrs Mavis Sargent of Arnold watched in amazement on
27th Feb, as a cigar shaped object with two rows of lights
along its sides cruised silently overhead. She said that the
time was 9.40pm and that it was travelling at a tremendous

speed heading Eastwards.

On the same evening at 11.40pm, Mr Richard Carnell of

Lambley, was drawn towards his

window by a 1loud roaring

noise. He was amazed to see a huge dark triangular shaped

craft flying towards Arnold.

It had three large bright white

lights on the underside at each point and a rim that ran
around the 1inside edge. The UFO flew in from the direction
of Sleaford at approximately six hundred ft and travelling

at about 40mph.

WHAT LIGHT DO WE SEE?

ST. LOUIS, MO., April 11: Times are too hard at
present to permit the suspicion that all of the men
who say they have seen the airship in the night
were under the influence of the cup which both
cheers and inebriates. Besides, lowa and Kansas,
two prohibition states, are included in the wide field
of observation covered by these reports.

No, clearly there is something unusual in the air.
And it has not only substance but form. Richard
Butler, an lowan farmer, who appears to have kept
his head better than any of the other witnesses,
tells us that the object, at which he looked at
without fear or trembling, appeared to him to be
about 35 or 40 feet in length and six or eight feet
breadth. It had several windows on the side
exposed to his view and, through these windows,
lights could be plainly seen. Above the structure
was a cigar-shaped body apparently inflated. Mr.
Butler might have given us a more perfect
description of the aerial wonder had not his team,
catching sight of the strange object, dumped him in
the ditch.

Scientists are conceding that there is something
out of doors these nights which is well worth
looking after. Astronomers are training there
telescopes in every direction. These may be
visitors from Mars, fearful, at the last, of invading the
planet they have been seeking.......

AERIAL WONDER SEEN IN ST. LOUIS
Skeptics Forced to Believe the Evidence
of Their Own Senses and Admit it was
Not a Star

ST. LOUIS, MO., April 12: The mysterious aerial
wonder which has been exciting comment all over
the middle west for the past week was seen by a
number of St. Louisans Saturday night.....

Mr. William Mulhall watched the light until he felt
certain that he was looking at something out of the
ordinary. He went to R.H. Pardee’s drug store at
4966 Easton Avenue, and called attention to
George A. Miles, the clerk, to the strange light.

GIRARD VIEWS THE AIRSHIP

Several Men Claim It Alighted Near That Place
ST. LOUIS, MO., April 14: “The airship was
distinctly seen here (Girard, lll.) last night by P.F.
McCraner, William Street, Frank Metcalf, and Ed
Steeples. McCraner is night operator at this place
and when he came on duty at 6 o'clock the operator
at Carlinville called him up, said the airship had
passed over Carlinville in the direction of Girard and
advised him to be on the lookout.

“McCraner stepped outside and fifteen minutes
later saw what he believed was the airship passing
over this town in the direction of Nilwood. It was
rapidly approaching the ground. McCraner asked
the day operator to hold the wire for him and call to
Street, Metcalf and Steeples, who were standing
near, he started on the run down the railroad track,
they following. As they went they saw the strange
craft drop to the ground behind a clump of trees
about a quarter of a mile distant. Before they could
reach the spot the ship was seen to rise, ascend to
a great height and disappear to the north. They
were so near where it rose they could see persons
in the boat and could also distinguish a large letter
“M" on the side...

“They continued on, to the spot where it had
alighted, and saw distinctly the imprint of a man’s
feet. Their footsteps did not lead anywhere and it
was evident they were made by someone who had
humped out of the ship to repair some of the
machinery on the outside.

When he returned to the wire he told operators up
and down the line what he had seen.

A reporter for the Post Dispatch called at the
Western Union Telegraph Office in St. Louis
Wednesday morning and asked Day Chief Spencer
about McCraner. “He is our night operator at
Girard,” Mr. Spencer replied, “and is thoroughly
reliable. He has worked for us for some time. Yes,
we have heard what he saw yesterday evening and

it is the talk of the office. The matter is beyond my
comprehension.

A dispatch from Carlinville says the airship passed
over that place Tuesday evening and was seen by
hundreds. It was also seen at Sherman and
Williamsville.....

HAD PEOPLE ONIT

PERRY, O., April 14: The airship which has created
so much excitement and concern in Nebraska has
made its appearance in Oklahoma. Hundreds of
people declare they have seen it in the past few
days. It has been seen here by 50 people in the
last two nights and is creating no little excitement.

Book Review by G. Simpson
Authors...Kevin Randle and Donald Schmitt

THIS is the third mainstream book on the subject that I'm aware of and it’s the second one by
these two authors. They also acted as advisors and technical consultants in the making of the
*‘Showtime’’ cable T.V. movie titled ‘*Roswell™’.

Their first book was titled *‘UFO crash at Roswell’’ and was a much updated and
Revised Investigation into the story. It was fascinating reading, and included new first-hand
accounts of the retrieval procedures and the conduct of the military Officials. It included
plenty of detail and delved fairly deeply into the case and the people involved.

This new book, while covering the previous book, goes into much more detail and
becomes a little *‘Dry’" if you try to read it in one sitting. The Authors are attempting to
include every possible witness still alive and willing to co-operate . Once again, some are
willing while others still refuse to talk about it after all these years. And in some cases, where
a particular key witness has passed away, their families and friends have related how they
responded to questions regarding the subject. The most interesting new information about the
craft which was recovered was that it doesn’t fit the usual ‘‘Saucer’’ description. It is
described as being more like a ‘‘plane without wings'* or ‘‘shaped like a heel or a Bat wing"’.
This kind of description is interestingly, the kind of thing that Kenneth Arnold reported a few
weeks prior to this incident.

Arnold was questioned about his reported sighting by some reporters for the press in
the USA. When he was describing their apparent **flight characteristics’” he referred to a
““‘Saucer’’ skipping as it would if you ‘*Skimmed it across the water’’. He has since claimed
that he never described the objects he saw as being ‘‘shaped’” like a saucer. His description
was rather that of a crescent or Bat wing type of appearance.

So far, those who have retold their stories have corroborated one -anothers reports
even though they don’t know of each other.

The authors cannot be accused of being biased or lazy in their investigations. Any
witness story which does not fit in properly with the accepted data is not merely rejected. It is
rigorously tested and checked as far as possible. If it passes the tests, it is included. If it fails
the tests or is proven to be a hoax it is also included and fully explained so that the reader can
see why it was proclaimed as false.

As this book is so detailed it would be a good idea to see the video ‘“*ROSWELL™’
first if you are new to the story or the previous versions of it.

As the book was completed and published in 1994, it missed the next interesting
development which occurred. This was the revealing of the existence of official movie film
taken at the crash site and during the autopsy of Alien bodies in 1947. The text mentions that
the army brought in special photographers who used still and 16mm movie cameras to record
the crash site. This is not such a surprising occurrence. The observer said that they divided
the whole area up in a grid type fashion and covered the whole area thoroughly before
recovery operations were commenced.

If this film actually **makes it’" out and can be verified and authenticated as being
‘‘genuine’’ then the authors will have to write a new chapter for their future editions, and the
whole subject will finally be abled to take a giant step away from the shaky, new age-tainted,
pseudo-religious cult reputation that has for so long enveloped it.

Far Out?

Conventional scientists state, ad nauseum, that travel (aster than the speed of light is
impossible and that Einstein’s theories prove it.

Lazar describes the power
source as an anti-matter reaction which relcases all the energy of the reacting matter
and anti-matter (far more powertul than a comparable nuclear fission or fusion
ceaction). This principle has been known to our scientists since the discovery of the
positron (anti-electron) in 1932,

The propulsion system described uses gravity waves to achicve the necessary
distortion of space-time, Again it was Einstein who predicted the existence of gravity
waves, waves in space-time itself, created by intense gravitational events like the
collapse of a star to become a black hole. In other waords, the abrupt switching on (or
off) of an intense gravitational field causes a wave motion in space-time, The alien
method is to pulse the gravity amplitiers on and of f, So far our scientists have not been
uble to detect gravity waves, but a lot of very expensive research is being done using
huge resonant bar detectors and laser inter€erometers.

At this point perhaps it may be opportune to present a brief history of the
Victorian UFO. Research Society.

The earliest UFO. group to form in Australia was the “Australian Flying Saucer
Bureau” under the direction of Edgar Jarrold and Andrew Tomas, in the early
1950s. At the same time, Fred Stone inaugurated the “Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society” in Adelaide. After approximately two years the
Bureau closed down and was regarded as a branch of the “Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society” under Andrew Tomas. This shortly broke from
Adelaide and became the “Australian U.EO. Investigation Centre” with Dr.
Clifford at its head until 1958, when the Presidency passed to Dr. Lindtner:

The “Australian Flying Saucer Research Society (Victorian Branch)’ was
formed on the 17th February, 1957 as a branch of the “Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society” and later that year was re-organised as the
“Victorian Flying Saucer Research Society” with Mr. Peter E. Norris L.LB. as
President. In 1968 the name was again altered - this time to the “Victorian
U.FO. Research Society”

During this time, the Society has published various papers and is probably
best known for its publication Australian Flying Saucer Review, curtailed in
1972 due to high costs and subsequently superseded by the Australian U.FO.
Bulletin and at one stage sponsored and produced a quarter-hour program
on a Melbourne radio station under the heading of “The Truth Behind Flying
Saucers’

In 1978, following the resignation of Mr. Peter Norris the current executive,
Mrs. Judith Magee, Messrs. Paul Norman and Clive Yates, was placed in con-
trol, ensuring the continuing prosperity of VUFO.R.S. The Society has held a
dispassionate attitude on UFOQs, claiming it is a scientific problem deserving
closer attention. It has also met regularly in general meetings and discussion
nights and maintained the largest UFO. library in the southern hemisphere.
Unfortunately, the loss of books, probably due to the high cost of postage has
forced VUFORS. to discontinue this service to members.

Membership of this Society — which maintains the largest membership of

any UFO. organisation in the Southern Hemisphere - is opento all who are
genuinely interested in the subject.
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
