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EDITORIAL
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We have, for many years read much about
deception in the field of UFOlogy and its affiliated
subjects. We know the media generally fills its
pages with a lot of garbage, especially at certain
times such as election periods, so what s there to
prevent them from adding more fiction to any
other subject that they can, with little effort, send
up and widely influence and confuse the public.

I would imagine that world-wide, people who
believe in the existence of UFO's - in all its
aspects - would be very few in relation to those
who lay claim to follow some religious belief. In
times of strife, people are usually looking for
alternatives, which are not always to their benefit.

It stands to reason, and there is nothing to
prevent it, that if the world media under
instructions from some world organisation, either
from this planet or somewhere “off this planet”,
endeavoured to create a “great deception” to
control the masses, it would probably receive the
blessings and assistance of the “New World
Order”.

WehavetheRoswell ‘films’, withsome people
- generally not the long-time rescarchers - claiming
they are forreal. We know the incident occurred
and also that some high ranking officials, both
Military and Political were present, but the
contradictions purported to be the true record of
the landing leave much to be desired regarding
the truth.

In the June '95 issue of our Bulletin, *On The
Trail’ made mention of the ET Law which was
adopted in the USA on July 16, 1969 before the
Apollo moon shots. In October S5th 1982, Dr
Brian T. Clifford of the Pentagon announced at
a press conference (The Star, NY. Oct. 1982)
that contact between US citizens and extra-

tezrestrials or their vehicles is strictly illegal.

Anyone guilty of such contact automatically
becomes a wanted criminal to be jailed for one
year and fined $5,000. The NASA administration
is empowered to determine with or without a
hearing thata person has been “extraterrestrially
exposed” and impose an indeterminate quarantine
under armed guard, which could not be broken
even by court order.

There is no limit placed on the number of
individuals who could thus be arbitrarily
quarantined.

Thus from one day to the next we learn that,
without having informed the public, in its infinite
wisdom, the government of the United States
has created a whole new criminal class: UFO
CONTACTEES!

It certainly is not a coincidence that Dr. Clifford
held his press conference during the period
when the popularity of the film “ET” was at its
peak. As “ET portrayed a type of extraterrestrial
that was benevolent and loveable, the inference
is that the press conference was intended to
discourage attempts to communicate or fraternise
with UFO occupants. However, instead of having
the intended effect, it back-fired, causing public
furore.

There may be some relationship between this
fiasco and the next semi-officially endorsed attempt
to deal with the subject of extra-terrestrials, the
TV film “V”, which was featured with repeat
performances and maximum publicity by major
networks world-wide. The aliens portrayed in
“V" are the most horrifying and repulsive
nightmares imaginable, who are defeated thanks
largely to a CIA hit man specialising in covert
operations, the tough guy with the heart of gold
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who with the aid of the handsome hero saves the
human race. This is obvious and transparent
propaganda, designed to do what the government’s
widespread use of disinformation and Dr.
Clifford’s press conference about the absurd
lemon of a law already on the books failed to do:
squelch attempts to communicate or fraternise
with UFO occupants.

One way to avoid widespread panic at the
announcement of the news that we are under
surveillance by nonhuman intelligent beings
with a technology far more sophisticated than
our own is to point out that this situation is
nothing new, but has literally been going on for
millennia.

If the “flying dragons™ mentioned in the I
Ching intended to attack and destroy us, they
could easily have carried out this objective long
ago. Along with this article, the text of the ET
Law will be presented. However, there are
several points [ wish to make:

1211.101 APPLICABILITY. The provisions
of this part apply to all NASA manned and
unmanned space missions...

I could dismiss this whole controversy as a
tempest in a teacup if the above passage contained
the word “only”, so as to read: “The provisions
of this part apply only to all NASA manned and
unmanned space missions...” However, it does
not contain that one little word which would
have made such a big difference. If the government
was suddenly faced with the accomplished fact
of an undeniable overt ET visitation, this regulation
could therefore, be construed as being applicable
to all space missions, NASA or non NASA,
whether of terrestrial or extra-terrestrial origin.
As it stands, this law is applicable to UFO

contact. This meaning would have to be stretched,
but the built-in loophole does exist.

1211.102 DEFINITIONS. (B) (2): Touched
directly or been in close proximity to (or been
exposed indirectly to)... Even without being
involved in a UFO encounter would become
eligible for indefinite quarantine under armed
guard according to the above. By including
indirect exposure, the NASA administrator is
empowered to make the definition mean just
about anything he wants it to. An example of
indirect exposure is given, but an example is not
adefinition. Unless indirect exposure is defined
precisely, it can mean almost anything. The
possibility is not specifically ruled out that other
types of indirect exposure than the example
given might be considered valid grounds to
“quarantine” a citizen or group of citizens.

In my opinion, it is vital that we challenge the

validity of this law, for if it is allowed to stand
unchallenged, UFO contactees and researchers
may all meet behind barbed wire and armed
guards somewhere in Alaska. I strongly urge
everyone who reads the ET Law, Title 14, Section
1211 of the Code of Federal Regulations (at the
end of this article), to clip it out, and send it on
to your congressman, with a demand pencilled
in, to repeal this absurd and potentially lethal
law. We must use reason and transcend fear in
order to make this planet a place w'{\ere all may
live in peace and harmony, as One.
The above does not at this stage and to our
knowledge, apply to this country. It is entered
for your edification, with the recommendation
for our members in the US, who may not be
aware of its existence.

he two most difficult aspects of UFOlogy

I continue to be the most publicised and

discussed, and remain at the forefront of

attention world-wide. They are the abduction
phenomenon and UFO retrieval reports.

Currently an abduction researcher is working
on a case where, not only a father claims three
recently reported experiences, but tells that these
experiences commenced back in his childhood.
Not only his experiences, but other members of
his family are involved as well.

This edition includes an interesting period of
activity investigated by Cynthia Hind in
Zimbabwe, where school children have reported
sightings of entities associated with craft-like
objects.

In 1984, during a lecture tour in that country
with Cynthia, I learned that natives in Africa,
though not in communication with Aboriginees
in Australia, also refer to UFO's as spirit lights.
Theories of Australian indigenous people came
to my attention while investigating with a colleague
in the Northern Territory. (See article by Hannah
Wolfe entitled ‘Trip to the Northern Territory’,
December 1992 Edition.)

Controversy over the (Roswell) Autopsy is
still raging in America and the UK, where a
large percentage of the general public accepts
the explanation, but nearly all UFO researchers
reject it or at least, are not convinced. About 90
people who have been associated in some way
with the Roswell incident have been interviewed
a number of times and the autopsy does not
blend in with information gleaned from the
interviews.

Leonard Stringfield who has written about
crash retrievals for many years, has received
many anonymous phone calls from people who
volunteered information; not necessarily related
to the Roswell incident as well as being given
different descriptions of supposedly ET bodies.
When | visited Leonard at his home in Cincinnati,
Ohio, a few years ago, I recall that he mentioned
at least one case wherein it was stated the bodies
had no digestive organs. This led to speculation
that they were robots and certainly not like the
ones shown in the ‘autopsy’.

It was sad to leam of the death of Mr. Stringfield
who passed away December 18, 1994. This long
time researcher was outstanding in his work on
crash retrieval cases. He served as Public Relations
adviser to NICAP (National Investigations
Committee on Aerial Phenomena), and published
his own newsletter ORBIT until 1957. In his
later years he was an investigator for the Centre
for UFO Studies, and from 1971 he was a member
of MUFON.

Many reports of lights in the sky continue tobe
recorded, unfortunately most are not UFO’s but
primarilyatmosphericballoonsor in many cases
man-made objects.

In a recent article in Double Helix magazine
they published directions on how to make a
balloon kite for ‘scientific interest’. Unfortunately
some of these balloons have been mistakenly
reported as UFO’s. Common garbage bags have
also been improvised into ‘hot air’ balloons and
have caused many false reports, they have also
created other problems, such as a house fire in
Darwin, a grass fire in Queensland, a blackout in
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a northern suburb of Melbourne and no doubt
numerous other dangers.

On September 29, John Smyth observed strange
lights for 10 minutes - 10.30 to 10.40 pm - but
could not distinguish any structures. The lights
sped north to south and when directly overhead,
travelled in swirls for a few seconds before
turning abruptly and speeding away towards the
west.

On August 13 at 6.45 pm, Mark Hillard was
driving along Palmers Road, Laverton, when he
encountered an object which at first appeared as
a bright light flying from the north east. He
stopped his car and to his amazement the object
hovered within a few metres of him and he could
see the outlines of the object, about the size of a
standard sedan. It was near enough for him to
hear a low humming sound, like a transformer,
this sound is most frequently reported when
observers are near a UFO. (See article from
Werribee Banner, this edition.)

As during most periods of UFO activity, when
a major incident occurs, more people watch the
sky and numerous reports are received which are
not UFO’s. (See report from VUFORS member
Tania Smith, this edition.)

On July 15, 1994 at 11.12 pm, a similar-
shaped object over Wodonga, Northern Victoria,
to that of a CE3 case, which occurred on August
24, 1967, has been reported by a witness who
desires to remain anonymous.

The observer was at his home in Wodonga and
viewed the object from his garden. The bright
yellow/orange light varying in intensity sped to
the north west. After ejecting a smaller light
which dropped towards the ground, while the
object was still overhead. No sound was heard,
but at 12.10 approximately, he heard a humming/
jarring sound he had never heard before. Then

about 3 am a power blackout occurred. The SEC
(was State Electricity Commission) did not know
what caused the blackout. The observer ‘phoned
an astronomer who could not identify the
description of the object.

Excerpt from earlier report:

About 5 pm on August 24, 1967, Mr Hydes
was riding his motor cycle at 70 mph on the
highway about 10 miles south of Wodonga. The
sun was low on the horizon, the sky above him
was clear, with some cloud in the distance.
Suddenly he was engulfed in a bluish-white
light, so brilliant that it almost blinded him and
he was forced to stop. The source of the light was
directly above him and it was so bright that he
was unable to see the countryside around him.

“I took my sunglasses off,” he said, “and
wiped my eyes. When I opened them there was
a disc-shaped object about 100 feet away to my
left off the road. The object was silver on top,
quite a high polished silver and either a very
dark grey or black underneath - it was just like
two inverted saucers.”

Although at first he thought the UFO was
resting on the ground, he perceived when his
eyes cleared a little more that it was actually
hovering about three or four feet above the
ground. He decided to go over and examine the
object but his attention was diverted by a passing
car and when he looked back he saw there were
two figures on his side of the object. They were
about S feet tall and dressed in a metallic sort of
overall which appeared to be the same aluminium
type sheet as the craft itself had. They wore
helmets “just like a fish bowl popped on
somebody’s head”.

*Atthisstage, starting to get alittle frightened,
I took a step forward to seec what would happen
and they did the same. Then one of the figures,
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the one on the left. took another couple of steps
forward and lifted his hand up and beckoned me
over. Ithen panicked, and just dived on the bike
whose motor was still running, and took off
down the road intending to put as much distance
between myself and the object as possible.
Suddenly, however, I heard a humming noise
and straight away knew what it was. Looking
up, I saw the UFO following me at about 100 feet
altitude and about 150 feet away. I then tried to
flag down a couple of cars and point the object

out to them, but none responded.”

By this time the UFO had overtaken Hydes
and had actually over-passed him, apparently to
cut him off. He then cut back his speed until he
was travelling at no more than 3 to 4 miles per
hour and watched the UFO expectantly, awaiting
its next move.

To Hydes" relief, the UFO suddenly tilted its
base towards him and shot up in the air at about
a 45 degree angle, disappearing from sight in a
matter of a few seconds.

Belief should be tempered with scepticism, scepticism
with knowledge and knowledge with humility. Far
too often we humans tout our knowledge with
undeserved arrogance and explain away phenomena
which challenges our conceptions. This attitude is
not only foolish but insidious, stifling the very
cuniosity which 1s the basis of science and philosophy.
This column could be aptly sub-titled “What do we
really know?!”, because the data that comes from
UFO related investigation and the response it receives,
highlights the deficiencies in our science and indeed
our scientists.

The basis of our science is theory. Regardless of
what is accepted as current scientific “fact”, when
you delve deeper and deeper into cause and etfect
you will reach a point that can only be explained in
terms of theory. Of course there are laws, Newton's
Law of Gravitation the Laws of Thermodynamics
etc. etc. but these are models.

Theory and experimentation are used to build a
model, a set of rules and equations that describe
something to a level of detail that can be used
practically. For instance there are two main models
for gravity, Newton’s and Einstein’s. Newtonian
theory can be eftectively used to calculate the orbits
of bodies in space and the motion of bodies near the
surface of the planets but Einstein’s Relativity model
must be used where space-time is curved in the
vicinity of some massive body like the sun. A model
1s a tool and the old saying applies, “the right tool
for the right job™.

Scientists are also human. They suffer the same
peer, political and economic pressures as any vacuum
cleaner sales-person. The scientific process has
been described as “illusion, delusion and collusion™
where the theory of one becomes accepted by a few
and then is deemed to be “officially accepted” by
politics. A good example of this is Quantum theory
and the Standard Model for nuclear physics. These
models can be used to make nuclear bombs and the
micro-electronic devices for computers etc. They
provide the meahs (the mathematics) to create the
designs but no-one understands why they work and

the predomninant interpretation of Quantum Mechanics
held sway for 50 years because of the power and
influence of Niels Bohr. In the 1980’s Paul Davies
was co-author of a book “The Ghost In The Atom™
in which eight of the top quantum physicists described
their interpretations of Quantum Theory, all different,
many mutually exclusive.

One of the principal unresolved issues in Quantum
physics is non-locality, what Einstein described as
“spooky action at a distance”, and yes, there are
many theories that explain it, like String Theory and
theories describing waves moving backwards in
time. The only trouble is that non-locality is probably
the key to understanding all the forces in the universe,
not the least gravity, and faster than light space-
travel. (Non-locality is the phenomenon where two
or more particles seem to have an instantaneous
interaction through space, which is independent of
distance and the speed of light. It is almost as if two
related particles are aware of the others existence
and state, as well as the observer and the nature of
the experiment!)

Our science has given us some wonderful things
and the history of science is full of brilliant and
talented people. Just as there was a 19th century
science there will be a 2 1stand 22nd century science
where humans will discover wonders beyond our
comprehension. They will look back on us with
amusement at our achievements just as we look
back on the invention of the steam engine or the
telephone, but how do we regard the folly of those
who loudly and publicly stated that the first x-ray
photographs were a hoax or that if you exceeded the
speed of sound your aeroplane would disintegrate?

All I mean by “humility”, is being able to say
“We don’t know”, clearly “impossible” is a word
in only a fool’s dictionary.

HARVARD WITHDRAWS
LEGAL ACTION
AGAINST DR. JOHN MACK ©

On August 4, 1995, the San Francisco
Examiner, with it's usual penchant for emotionally
charged catchy phrases, penned the following
lines:  "Harvard won't censure ‘'space alien'

This letter is to let you know of some trying developments in my life
and work. One week ago I was informed by the Board of Psychology that they
were taking back my license. This action was their response to my high-
profile work of interviewing and counseling persons who report extra-
terrestrial encounters, and my public statements and writings. The circum-
stances surrounding this action are revealing as to who is behind this action
and their motives.

Some time ago a former Air Force Major, now a malpractice lawyer, assembled
three former clients, and filed claims for malpractice insurance payoff. To
increase pressure for paying his claims, he advised his clients to file
complaints against me with the Board of Psychology.

Former Air Force Colonel Bruce Ebert, a longtime buddy of Major George,
and president of the Board of Psychology, pursued these complaints, even
though in the meantime the ex-clients had abandoned their complaints, and
bad written letters to the Board of Psychology stating that they had no
further interest in pursuing their complaints. After an "investigation",
in which the Board of Psychology never talked to me once, and after a one-
and-one-half-year dragged-out agency hearing, during which my constitutional
rights and due process were ignored, despite my attorney's repeated objections,
the Board took back my license August 7.

Although the original complaints were for alleged negligent practice and
alleged sexual misconduct, even the Board's own Hearing Officer had to admit
that "the evidence did not establish sexual misconduct®™. Despite this, the
Board's executive officer put out a press release and gave press interviews
with innuendoes of sexual misconduct. As for the allegations of therapeutic
negligence, I am dismayed that the Hearing Officer chose to believe the
false statements of three people who had been suing for money, rather than
a psychologist with a quarter-century unblemished record of treating thousands
of patients, none else of whom has ever had a complaint.

This deliberate smear, libel, and defamation campaign will fail. And
astute students of the UFO cover-up will recognize what is going on. The
engineers of the cover-up have not been able to refute the facts I have
exposed about UFO reality, American UFO manufacturing, the actual object of
the Star Wars program, the extraterrestrial presence, and the forces behind
the Cover-Up. Therefore, they have selected their chief alternmative strategy:
to smear and discredit this researcher, in the hope that no one will listen
to me any longer.

In so doing, they have inflicted injury upon my professional reputation,
destroyed my private practice, ended a lifelong counseling career, and
caused great emotional suffering to my wife, children, extended family, and
of course, myself. At this time, justice has not been served.

But the truth about UFO/ET reality will continue to come out. And the
meanness and injustice of the Board decision will become apparent. And,
rest assured, I will not be silenced. Nor will I rest until justice has
been achieved.

Theorists grapple with high-flying sprites

Physicists are struggling to explain
recently discovered forms of atmospher-
ic fireworks so colorful and bizarre that
regular lightning looks drab in compari-
son.

Pilots and other observers have long
reported seeing fleeting flashes above
thunderclouds, but scientists did not
succeed in measuring such apparitions
until this summer. From two airplanes,
Davis D. Sentman and colleagues at the
University of Alaska at Fairbanks pin-
pointed where and when the bursts
appear (SN: 8/6/94, p.87). At a meeting of
the American Geophysical Union in San
Francisco last week, researchers unveiled
theories to explain the phenomena,
dubbed red sprites and blue jets.

Sprites are brief, blood-colored blobs
that flash in the mesosphere at altitudes
of 50 to 90 kilometers. The much rarer
blue jets last longer, shooting up from
the tops of thunderclouds in a narrow
column that fans out at the top like the
waterspout of a whale. The blue beams
occur in the stratosphere, Spanning a
range of altitudes from 20 to 50 km. Ordi-
nary lightning is restricted to the tropo-
sphere, at altitudes of less than 20 km.

Because measurements from the air-
craft detected sprites and jets above
thunderstorms, most theories link the
upper-atmosphere flashes to changes
caused by lightning.

Earle R. Williams of the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology notes that sprites
typically occur after the strongest kind of
cloud-to-ground lightning, which trans-
ports positive charge downward in cur-
rents that can exceed 100,000 amperes.
According to calculations by Williams,
positive lightning temporarily strength-
ens the electric field aboce clouds to the
extent of causing “dielectric breakdown,”
or a giant spark in the mesosphere. He
used a simple laboratory experiment to
simulate upward discharges.

In a similar model. Umran S. Inan of
Stanford University suggests that the
enhanced electric field resulting from
lightning can cause sprites without
dielectric breakdown. The large ephemer-
al field should energize electrons in the
mesosphere, causing them to crash into
nitrogen, which then emits red light, he
says.

Yuri Taranenko and Robert Roussel-
Dupré of Los Alamos (N.M.) National
Laboratory focus on energetic electrons
stripped from air molecules by cosmic
rays. In their model, the electric field
above clouds accelerates such electrons
upward, causing them to rip even more
electrons free. The cascade of electrons
bombards nitrogen molecules, which
emit blue light in the stratosphere and
red light in the mesosphere, they sug-
gest.

“We think we have a verv believable

explanation for the upward discharges,”
says Taranenko. In defense of the theory,
he notes that fast-moving electrons can
produce gamma rays, which satellites
have recently observed coming from
Earth's atmosphere.

Other scientists have suggested that
electromagnetic pulses from lightning
could travel up into the mesosphere and
cause discharges at high altitudes.

According to Sentman, the quest to
explain sprites and jets is just beginning:
“There are still problems with all of these
explanations.”

Inan and others note that they require
more measurements, especially of the
light frequencies emitted by sprites and
Jets. Sentman and his colleagues tried to
collect such information last summer,
but they attached a critical piece of
equipment upside down. The team plans
to search for above-cloud flashes in Feb-
ruary, during flights over the Andes.

Sprites and jets are not as noticeable as
ordinary lightning, because they emit
weaker light and are hidden above clouds.
