Of increasing interest among Ufologists, is the 
coincidence between the Sphinx near the 
Pyramids in Egypt and the 'face' on Mars near 
the Pyramids on Mars. 
Many years ago, some explorers were 
convinced that the Egyptian Pyramids 
concealed more, undiscovered chambers and 
subterranean passageways connected to the 
Sphinx. Robert Ballard, who was an engineer 
with Australian railways, believed the Giza 
pyramid may also have been built above a vast 
series of catacombs of a subterranean city. 
Edgerton Sykes, last living authority on 
ancient Atlantis, also believed there was a 
whole maze of corridors and passages 
connected with an underground Kingdom 
similar to Agartha of Tibet. 

Back in 1677, a Genoese mariner, owner of a 
trading ship based on Malta, explored the 
Pyramids and the Sphinx. He was in charge of 
several hundred men who excavated large 
amounts of sand. Since that time, wind blown 
sand again buried much of the evidence until 
the search for evidence commenced in the 
seventies by a group of scientists including Dr. 
James Hurtak, who have discovered the 
pyramids did indeed conceal Work of 
mysterious architects who had a deeper 
knowledge not only of the secrets of a previous 
civilisation, but of the universe than, those who 
followed them. 

Prior to the discoveries now being made, it 
was already established it served as a Celestial 
Observatory, from which the stellar 
hemisphere could be accuracy drawn.

SETL1.;FOlo�· Differences 

As described above, SETI and 
UFOlogy have many similar 
underpinnings. However. SETI 
and l tO studies approach the 
idea of ET life from fundamen­
ta!i;· different angles. In the SET! 
paradigm. the ETs are out there. It 

does not .consider the possibility 
that they could come here. Rather. 
to fine them. one must seek 
e\·idence through astronomical 
obse!'\·ations - by optical or 
radio telescope. The UFO 
paradigm is. of course, based on 
the idea that at least some 
intel:igent ET life is capable of 
inters:ellar travel. and that ET's 
\ isi: (or ha,·e \·isited) Earth. 
(:\l)te. There are many schools of 
ti1l1u_g:1: regarding the nature a:1c 
on gin of lJFOs. However in this 
article I confine discussion to the 
"ET Hypothesis" school of 

tlhlug:1: 1. Further. the UFO 
p:1r�1,i:gn: supposes that starfa:-i:1g 
[T� fl.!!'Sl'S� tl';;hnnlogy as :•e: 

unavailable to us. The SETI 
paradigm on the other hand. 
considers only theoretically 
understood concepts in science 
and engineering. \\nile this may 
limit the search. it does keep the 
results scientifically viable. 

\Vhat is SETI? 

At its most basic. SETI is the 
Search for Extra Terrestrial 
Intelligence- by any means. It 
can also be viewed as a set of tests 
of the most conservative version 
of the ET Hypothesis- that ET"s 
exist out there (it actually says 
nothing about whether or not they 
can come here). 

There are actually two branches 
of SET!: The "All-Sky Sul"\·ey" 
strategy seeks to detect possible 
deliberate attempts to contact us 
presumably using some sort of 
radio beacon. An example of this 
effort is The Planetary Society's 
Project BETA (Billion Channel 
ExtraTerrestrial Assay). The other 
SETI strategy is the "Directed 

Search··. This attempts to ea\·es­
drop on "accidental" radio 
emissions from an ET civilization. 

i.e., radar. T\'. navigation, etc., 
and focuses on relatively nearby 
stars- within about I 00 light 
years of us. This search strategy is 

used primarily by Project

Sydney. New South Wales - June 15. 1954 
Weather Bureau officials were amongst scores of people who saw strange coloured lights 
pass over the city between 7.00 and 7.10 p.m. Added reports of the travelling lights came 
from widely separated areas and a number of eye-witnesses said that the colours changed 
as they watched from white to red to blue. Estimates placed the height of the lights as from 
below 1.000 feet to more than 3.000 feet. 
Aviation authorities were unable to account for the mass observations but admitted that there 
were no planes in the sky at the time which could have caused them. The lights hovered. 
sometimes appeared to revolve and other times seemed to "flicker". fading and brightening. 
Mr Jtm Fawcett. co-manager of the lllawarra Flying School. who watched the lights for five 
minutes. said that one in particular hovered for a time after which it changed colour about 20 
times. "It disappeared twice for about 30 seconds each time". he said. "giving me the 
impression it had turned round an invisible corner''. 
The astronomer on duty at Sydney Observatory said that he could give no technical 
explanation. 

Woodward. Oklahoma - August 26. 1954 

Fifteen hundred people reported seeing a mysterious round and white object like a saucer 
which hung in the sky motionless for half an hour before moving west- against the wind- and 
out of sight. 
Weather stations said that the object was not any of their balloons and a woman who studied 
it through binoculars reported that it appeared to be in two sections JOined together. 
Others reported that the object flew above the clouds moving slowly.

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Book Review 

When Cosmic 
Cultures Meet 

From the Forward: 

The day that a believable announcement about the reality of cosmic cultures meeting comes 
from one or more governments, or when the Visiting Others, weary of a pusillanimous and 

confused boycott of the truth, make their presence undeniably known, 
is the day that the work begins 

The Proceedings of an International 
Conference held in Washington ( May 
1995) sponsored by The Human 

Potential Foundation. (ISBN Dr. Scott Jones) 

This book consists of the papers presented to 
the Conference, one subsequent paper, record 
of the three (Fear, Hope, Future) panel 
discussion and seven appendices which record 
iner alia an analysis of the complex 
questionnaire completed by all attendees and 
correspondence with the White House 
personnel, Congress and the Washington 
Diplomatic Corps concerning invitations to 
participate. 

The first glance at the table of contents, giving· 
the titles of the papers, sets for the reader the 
level and depth of the work of this conference. 
Subsequent reading does not disappoint but 
compels a read-digest-ponder progress through 
to the end. 

The Conference was designed to be the 
capstone on a two-year process of encouraging 
The White House to review the policy on 
disclosure of information about Extraterrestrial 
(ET) and Unidentified Flying Objects (UFO) 
Phenomena. For fifty years the public has seen 
the policy to be one of silence, secrecy and 
disinformation. This conference is intended to 
demonstrate the present-day need to educate 

nations on all ET and UFO phenomena 
presently proven, in preparation for a guide to 
unified behaviour when sudden realisation of 
the presence of other Cosmic Cultures is thrust 
upon them. 

The following are my brief comments on some 
of the papers, identified by their authors: 

George Robinson: George speaks of Law as 
mirroring values underlying all human activity 
and goes on to say, 'That mirror of Law will 
reflect the Legal regimes that will cradle and 
balance the relationships when cosmic cultures 
meet, and finally determine to interact openly. 
The paper concludes with a · five-page, 
"Declaration Governing Interdependence 
Among Earthkind and Spacekind. 

Richard Boylan: Richard discusses the effect 
on human consciousness and spirituality of a 
world announcement of ET presence and 
argues that it sees. reasonable that ET 
consciousness and intelligence is several 
magnitudes more developed than those Earth­
based humans. Facing perfect telepathic skill , 
where does one hide? If we are beginning to 
awake, for many it may be a very rude 
awakening. 

James Moore; James asks, "Are Aliens likely 
to be altruists? " He then comments on an

unplanned confrontation as opposed to a 
calculated, controlled meeting and concludes 
that we can expect suspicion and hostility 
arising from uncertainty. 

William Baldwin: William deals with the 
origins of ET/UFO phenomena. He recognises 
the two hypotheses, generally held; that it 
originates in the V isible Universe or that it is 
other dimensional in nature. These hypotheses 
are not mutually exclusive. He 
gives an in-depth view of an 
important component of the other­
dimensional consideration of the 
phenomena. 

Michael Hesemann: Government 
and Non-Government experts have 
indicated that a sudden discovery 
of the existence of extraterrestrial 
intelligence would cause great 
disruptions to individuals and 
institutions Michael proposes a 
strategy of gradual education of the 
greater Cosmic reality. 

James Hurtak: James discusses the 
opportunities and challenges in the near future 
as earth and its inhabitants face their inevitable 
rendezvous with a host of cosmic cultures. 

James Deardorff: James discusses coping 
with the cosmic culture gap in the fields of 
science and theology and concludes, "If we 
are to cushion these expected culture shocks, 
our obvious task is to educate, educate, 
educate. 

Dave Hunt: Dave declares there are no 
physical ET' s, that they could only be spiritual 
entities under the dominion of Satan.

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Book Review 

The Day After Roswell 
By Philip J. Corso,(Ret.) 

With William J. Birnes 
Review by G. Simpson 

Few people would have ever heard of 
Philip J. Corso before this book was 
released. Unless you were involved with 

the military, at the highest of levels, you would 
not have crossed paths with him. He was a 
military officer during World War 2, an Army 
Intelligence Officer under General Douglas 
MacArthur during the Korean War, worked as 
a Lt. Colonel for four years as a member of 
President Eisenhower's National Security 
Council, was "Head of Foreign Technology" 

in Army Research and Development at the 
Pentagon in the early 1960's and retired from 
the Army in 1963 with nineteen medals and 
ribbons. Very impressive. 
To UFO researchers, his personal recollections 
of seeing an extraterrestrial body in storage 
at Fort Riley in Texas in 194 7 are even more 
impressive. 
Later on, when in the Army R. and D. in the 
early sixties, under General Trudeau, he was 
given sole responsibility for · the 
implementation of a plan to reverse engineer 
various kinds of mysterious artifacts that had 
been recovered earlier at the Roswell crash site 
in 1947. 
The list of strange artifacts and their properties 
is quite extensive and would certainly confuse 
most people unfamiliar with it. It appears that 
by Corso's account, for security reasons, 
Nathan Twining divided up the remnants and 
passed them on to only a few of the heads of 
the various military services and left them to 
decide how best they should deal with it. The 
Army received mainly items regarded as 
having implications relevant to it such as 
weapons technology, cominunications 
technology etc. 

One of the first items that was passed on to 
research scientists were flexible membranes 
which enhanced night vision. These dark 
coloured membranes, much like contact lenses, 
led apparently to a break-through in night 
vision technology. 
There was apparently no wiring on board the 
crashed craft, but there was a substance 
resembling fishing line. It was later discovered 
to have the ability to direct light around 
corners ! This was the beginning of fibre optics. 
There was also a type of headband which, 
when worn by researchers, made some dizzy, 
some sick, and others saw lights and their 
vision was affected. The research scientists 
later determined that these headbands acted as 
an interface between thoughts and the vehicle 's 
guidance system, an idea which has only 
recently begun to be used in aircraft using 
stealth technology. 
Corso reveals many of the things that UFO 
researchers have only speculated about for 
decades. One of these is the direct connection 
between extraterrestrials and cattle mutilation 

cases. According to Corso, he heard about 
these gruesome events in the pentagon in the 
early sixties. These were not made public, but 
Corso knew they could only have been carried 
out by our extraterrestrial friends because the 
technology required was non existent to man 
except for one small, powerful hand held laser 
scalpel which was located in Corso's filing 
cabinet, along with other artifacts recovered 
from Roswell. 
Some researchers are very wary of anyone who 
makes the types of claims made in this book 
and some have harshly criticised it. One point 
made by Stanton Friedman is that the book

I am employed as  a Fann �Ianager and live a shot1 distance hom 
s . s ·s place. On :\ fonday the 1 6th of December. 1 996. I was visiting S . S  and I wa: 

. actually \Vaiting for S . S  to anive home hom work. It was about 2000 hours \Vhen S . S  
anived home. I believe i t  \Vas this time i t  may have been earlier. S . S  then called us 
outside and vve all went outside. S . S  pointed out an object in the \Vest. The sun was still 
up as it \\·as daylight sa"mg. It was a wmm dry day with very little wind. Visibility was 

good. I would say that the sun was at about 30 degrees and further west to vvhere S .S  was 
pointing. I saw this very bright I would say white object above a hill with some tre:s on 
the top. \Ve were watching the object between two sheds. \Ve got onto the back ot the ute 
to get a clearer ,.ie\V. I would desctibe the object as wedged shape and quiet la!·ge:

would sav that it was about Fot1V ( �0) degrees above the horizon and to the left of the hill. 
I \Vould �stimate it at about 2 kil�metres away and that it was bigger than a 7 -t. 7 at the same 
distance. It was verv large. I watched it for about Twenty (20) minutes. I believe that the 
object held if s position for about 1 5  minutes before descending behind the hill. I would 
estitnate that the object moved at an angle of twenty -five ( 2 5 )  to thit1y (30) degrees very 
slmvlv behind the hln. \Vhilst watching the object I was calm but very curious as I had 
ne\:et� seen am1hin2: like this before. I am of the opinion that this object was not a plane or 
anv other ait·c�·att. It held i t 's  position for a lengthy petiod and at no stage did it appear to 
m�ve awav ti"om us. It never altered shape. size or colour. I never noticed any change 
whatsoeve

-
r in i t 's  btightness. I heard no sound. I have observed aircraft including 

helicopters and it never beh:n:ed as they do. .-\t that distance I believe if it had of been a 
com:cntional aircraft we would have heard the noise. 

I have no explanation as to what this object would have been. I still 
believe that it was not a conventional aircraft. 

On :\ [ondav the 1 6th of December at about 7 .30pm I was at the S . S  
residence \Vhen I went outside with the others and I saw a n  object that was pointed out to 
us bv S . S .  The sun was still up and the day was bright sunlight with no cloud cov�r. \\·c _ 

wat�hed tlus object and I looked at it tlu-ough binoculars. I am unaware of the strength ot 
these binocular�. I only watched it tor a shot1 petiod of time but I believe that it was 'isible 
tor about Twenty ( 20 ) minutes. 
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\\'hen I looked at it through the binoculars it looked like the wing of a plane 
and it seemed to be catching the light of the sun. I was unable to see any other pat1 of a 
plane and I liken the object to a wing. The object appeared to be stationary and at no stage 
did it alter shape or size or colour. The object was not moving away from us and whilst I 
watched it . I saw the object move very slowly to the tight on an angle and disappear 
behind the hill. It was some distance away, but I am unable to give an accurate distance. I 
would estitnate that it was a large object. maybe as big as a jet liner. I heard no sound. and 
I never saw any t1ashing lights. I don' t  believe that it was an aircraft that I could identify. 
The colour of the object was a very btight white. I cannot give any explanation as to what 
the object may have been. I was cahn and a little bit cutious about what it may hm:e been. 
If it was a plane all I can say is that it was large and did not behave as an aeroplane should. 
It �c:emed to stay stationary and in my opinion it was not moving away as it neYer changed 
size: or shape. The colour never altered as you would expect if it was mo"\ing. 

OTH E R  \YITN ESSES: 

On Saturday the  1 st of febtuary. 1 997. both my \Yife and I attended 
Gapsted as a result of an in"\itation to attend a B .B .Q. It was here that I discussed the 
incident with the other witnesses as per the witness list. I requested that they explain the 
object in theit· own words. .--\s per the pre"ious statements in this repot1 there were very 
few discrepancies. The titne petiod the object was observed for. the manoem Tes. and the 
desctiption were almost identical. The shape differed� but only minutely. They were all of 
the opinion that it was not a plane or any other object that may have been man made. The 
ages of these witnesses ranged between ten ( 1 0) years to fourteen ( 1 -t.) years. They \Vere a 
bit reluctant to till out the repm1s so I never insisted that they do this .  Sighting Repot1s 
were left at the house in case they later wished to complete the repot1s. Dutmg our 
discussion with them. they seemed interested enough to discuss the incident with us. As I 
pre,iously stated the discrepancies were minor and in my opinion did not detract tl-om the 
miginal rep011s. 

I l\Y E STIG_-\ T IO\'S: 

\\'hen I initially received the report of tke object I contacted the 
Police aitwing who \Vere operating in the "icinity and I ascertained that no helicopter was in 
the area on that claY. I also contacted the Bureau oL \ Ieteorology \Yho infonned us that to 
thcit· knowled2:e n� balloons were in the area. The Planetatium could giYe no explanation 
as to the oti� of this object. \Vangaratta air tield was contacted recently and I inquired as 
to the possibility of the \Vhitman ·s  blitnp or any other balloon or blimp in that area on that 
pat1icular day or days previous or following. I \Vas infonned that there were no balloons or 
blitnps that had attended at that aiq)ot1. 
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Around '\Vangaratta and sunounding districts, hang gliders are quite a 
conunon sight. I contacted and spoke to acquaintances and friends about the possibility of 
a hang glider beha,.ing as pre'\iously stated. I explained to them that the object appeared to 
he stationary and what would be the possibility of a hang glider appeming to be stationary 
for a period of fifteen ( 1 5 )  to twenty ( 20) minutes. I \Vas informed that when obsening a 
hang glider you \\:ould notice considerable movement and that there would be a good 
�hance that you \'Vould be able to identifY the glider due to it' s  different manoeu'\Tes I then 
breached the subject of a glider moving away from the observers. I was infmmed that in 
that petiod of time the glider would get smaller and be more difficult to see. 

Upon attending at the fann both my wife and I examined the area 
where the witnesses observed the object. I took readings \vith a compass and found that 
the object was at approximately thirty (30) degrees above the hmizon and \Vas directly 2-W 
degrees� South \Vest. I noticed that the sun was at approximately thirty degrees above the 
hmizon and due west.  It was pointed out to me that they observed the object between the 
two sheds Upon looking between the two sheds I observed a hill with only a few trees on 
it. It was explained that the object was observed above and to the left of this hill. The 
object then after a petiod of time moved to the witnesses right at an angle and went behind 
the hill. 

I then obtained photographs from different locations in the general 
direction of the object. Upon examining the area where the object was observed I 
estimated that the hill where the object disappeared behind was approximately five ( 5 )  to 
Seven( 7)  kilometres South \Vest fl·om the observation point, in the direction of \Vhorouly 
South. This \Vould have the object near \Vhorouly South which is also a sparsely populated 
area. The area bet\veen the observation point and the hill where the object disappeared 
�onsists of flat land with tiver flats and minor undulations. This location is not extremely 
wooded. Cpon retuming back to \Vangaratta� it was decided that we \Vould travel \ia 
\\'horouly and examine the area. Upon doing this we discovered the hill that we had 
�hecked tl·om the witnesses address and would place it about Seven ( 7) kilometres as the 
�row tlies. The area where the object disappeared is a flat area (Paddocks) with few trees. 
Due to the isolation and distance we were unable to locate any sign of an object landing. 
This is due to the large areas and the inability of checking the landscape with any accura�y. 
There are no houses in the close proximity. At this stage no further \Vitnesses in the above 
areas have approached the media or ourselves \Vith any fut1her infonnation. 

CO�CLr S I O :\ :  

I t  i s  my opinion that these witnesses are truthful and honest people 
\Yho to the best of their ability have prm.ided an accurate and comprehensive repm1. It is 
m�· belief that they believe that what was observed was out of the ordinary. Even though I 
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have received four ( �) Sighting repm1s only� I did discuss the sighting personally with the 
other \Vitnesses. The discrepancies were minor and in total conespond with the wtitten 
repm1s.  Even though some witnesses were reluctant to officially report the incident. I had 
no problems in conversing with them verbally. 

Upon examining the three written reports that I have obtained to date. 
the discrepancies are minor and consist of the actual size of t�e ob�ect and 

.
in the re�Jot1 by 

C. S the actual shape differs. This is minor and I would explam this by saymg the dtstance 
bet\veen the object and the witnesses may have confused the actual shape. \Vhen you 
consider the shape a wedge and cigar shape and observe the diagrams. the shap

.
e does not 

differ greatlv. The other discrepancies are extremely minor and do not contradtct the 
actual sight�g. \Ve have the witness D. \V who has now compile� a repm1

.
'v�o stated to 

me when I discussed the incident \'Vith him that he believed the object was similar to an 
aircraft wing. I spoke to him in some detail about the possibility of it being an actual 
aircraft. .-\s he was the onlY one that observed the object '\ia binoculars he would have 
been in the position to ascertain if the object was an aircraft� blimp, birds or other natural 
or man made phenomena. He stated that it looked like an aircraft wing but had no other 
similmities of an aircraft. 

The other investigations and contacts in relation to a helicopter. other 
aircraft. blimp� balloon. a celestial object. hand glider, birds or other atmosphetic 
conditions seem to have drawn a blank. 

Even though we have no conclusive evidence that this object is none 

of the above we must take in account the weather conditions as stated by the witnesses. 

�o clouds. no wind. hot weather. drv conditions. These conditions are not conducive to 

the t1iQht of hancr gli' ders due to the �bsence of thermals that \Vould assist in the tlight of the 
� o 

I gliders . The lack of movement for tlfteen ( 1 5) to twenty ( 20 )  minutes also seems to �� e 

out the possibility of birds. balloons. hang gliders or conventional ait·cra� . T�e lac� ot 

sound tules out the helicopter or aircraft. This particular area and the dtscusston wtth 

witnesses seem to indicate that the sound of aircraft \vould travel some distance in these 

still conditions. The movement of the object as it travelled behind the hill tules out a 

possibility of a small cloud. The lack of colour change and size of the �bject 
.
seem to 

assist in eliminating birds. aircraft� balloons or the blimp. The conversatton wtth hang 

glider pilots �eem to mle out the possibility of that type of aircraft. 
. 

.-\t this staQe we have eight \Yitnesses who seem to substantiate each 
other. \Ye have been unable to locate any reasonable explanation as to \Vhat this object 
maY be. At the time of the sighting it was btight daylight and ,.;sibility was extremely 
go�cl. The object was observed for a shm1 petiod of time through binoculars. Tlus tliled 
to identify the type of object that it may have been. 

Due to the e\.idence at hand and unless fut1her infonnation is 
tot1hcoming to explain this sighting. I intend to class this sighting as unexplainable. 

I therefore request that this file be classed unidentified and that the 
f ile be left open pending any fut1her intonnation that may assist in this inquiry .

R E PO RT :  

On Monday the 7th of J uly ,  1 997,  
I was on my way home from work and 
trave l l i ng in  an easterly direction.  I 

observed w hat appeared to be two 
intensely bright white head l i ght type 
l ights hoveri ng stationary above the 

road. The l i ghts \vere about 30 degrees 
above the horizon in an easterly 
di rection. I observed the objec ts  for 
about 1 2  m i nutes and I esti mate the 
objec ts to have been abo ut I 00 teet up i n  
the air and i f s  distance away from me to 
be 1 00 to 200 feet. The objects were 

b igger than Venus, and were very b i g  
about t he s ize of a hot a i r  bal loon.  I 

d idn · t stop my car to get out and obsef\. e 
the l i ghts as I was rea l ly  q u i te fri gh tened 
so I don ' t  know i f there \\ as any sound 
accom panyi n g  the object . 

I could not ascertai n the shape of 
t h e  obj ects due t o  t h e  brightness o f  t h e  
l i ghts .  T h e  weather was c o l d  a n d  c l ear 
with no vvi nd and i t  was j ust on s unset .  
I viewed the object through a car 
wi ndO\v whi lst I was movi ng. I ha\ e 
never seem anything l i ke this before. I 
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w i  II add that the object or obj ects \v erc 
sl i ghtly undu lati ng. To my kno\-V Iedge 
there are no large \V ater conta i nmcnt 
areas or any m i l i tary i nsta l l ati ons .  

U pon arri v i ng home I had 
watched the obj ects and when I aga i n  
looked it vvas nowhere in s ight.  I hav e 
no idea where it went to. A l l  I can say is  
that I was afraid to stop the car and 
c heck,  l j ust wan ted to get home . 

l ;\l V ESTIGA T I O � S :  

U pon receiv i ng this  report i t  
coincided w ith a report i n  the  G lenrowan 
area ( S INCE PROVEN MAN MADE 
OBJECT. ) and the report even though 

s imi l ar sti l l  created an i nterest. 'Ne 

attended at Eldorado and spoke to locals 
i n  the area who had not seen this 
part icular object  around that part icular 
date. They had no prob l ems i n  accept ing 
t hat t h i s  may have happened and readi ly 
mentioned prev i ous s ightings ranging 

back many years . At no stage did we 
mention any names and only mentioned 
that an obj ect  had been observed in the 
area. The area i s  on ly 1 5  k i lometres 

from Wangaratta and is a fanning 
com m un i tv surrounded by heavi ly  
wooded hi

-
l l s .  I t  is  a rocky area and 

popular for campers. sight seers and go l d 
fossickers. There is a smal l creek that 
meanders through the h i l l s  and runs a l l  
year round even duri n g  t h e  drought  
seasons.  

Contact with the l ocal  ai rports at 
Wangaratta. \Vodonga and Bena l la  ha\ e 
fai led to show any a i rcraft i n  the area. 
No hot ai r bal l oons ha\e been sighted i n  
the area during that per iod .  Due t o  the 
h i l l s and this part i c u lar  area there would 
have been no poss ibi l ity of radar 

detect i ng any objects . The nearest radar 
is s i tuated in Melbourne. 

Other contacts inc l uding the 
Bureau of Meteoro iO!:,')' and the 
Planetari urn hav e been unable  to assist 
in  the identi fication of these objects . 

CONCL liS IONS. 

Again we only have the one 
wi tness and no one has been 
forthcoming to corroborate the report. 
The wi tness is a fanner and has res ided 
in the di strict for a considerable t ime.  I 
bel ieve her to be truthful and honest i n  
reporting this matter. There i s  n o  reason 
to fals i fy this report and the witness has 
not received any gain or any recognit ion 
i n  relat ion to this report. 

We are unable to say what t hese 
objects may have been and our i nquiries 
have fai led to obtain  an answer . These 
objects are different to most that are 
seen in the area and at this stage I 
be l ieve we should sti l l  c lass them as 
unidenti fiable.

The night was particularly c lear s o  I went out and looked i n  the direction o f  the sky the purported 
object had been observed. I doubted I would have seen the object, as it was seen some days prior. 
However, the intent was tQ get a feel for the sky in that area. 
Mars was approximately 6 degrees above the crescent moon. Jupiter, although prominent, was in 
another part of the sky and Venus had already set. I did not notice any abnormalities.

What in my opinion, makes this an intriguing case, is the fact that I asked the witness, if on 
subsequent nights had the object been there again? His reply was that it had not. The witness 
had previously contacted the Planetarium where a representative claimed it was not a UFO. 
There was some controversy as to the objects precise location, Mr. M. thinking the object was over 
towards Lake Corangamite and his wife thinking it was more towards the Cororooke Milk Factory, 
a distance of approximately 5 to 7 kilometres. Considering the 20 kilometre distance of the 
viewing area, this is a fair margin. 
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Local Sightings - continued 
After leaving the witnesses' residence, I attended the Colac Police Station, for the object may have 
been Air 492 (the Police helicopter). The attending Officer went through the communication log 
books ad could find no record of it being in the area at that time. A helicopter would, at this stage, 

. be the closest man-made description to the object. Although with the helicopter beam, one can 
generally see the light trail whereas this object did not demonstrate this. 
Mars is a likely suspect if the wide band of light was not a factor. 
The witness does not want any publicity, so I take this report as genuine. Presently I am at a loss to 
put a natural or man-made link to it. Therefore it is 'unidentified', 

25th August 1997, Paynesville, Victoria 

Investigator - Dan Haylock South East District. 

I received the following report from Mrs. S. of Paynesville. I have known her for the past year, 
when she came to live in the area. 
On August 25 Mrs. S. went to bring in clothes from the line .  It was 7pm. 
She saw a doughnut shaped object to the North East of her flat, at an elevation of about sixty 
degrees. 
It appears to have been some four hundred metres away and fairly large for she likened it to a nine­
inch saucepan lid. There was a strong wind blowing making the top of a large tree move. The tree 
was in the line of sight. The object was far enough away to appear to move in the same direction as 
she did on the occasions when she walked a few steps. Despite the wind, it didn't shift. She claims 
that she watched it for about twenty minutes, but getting cold, she went indoors to ring me. 
Unfortunately, I wasn't home, so she rang her daughter who lives in Paynesville also. Her daughter 
couldn't see anything so went outside to look again. By now the object had gone. 
The centre was black, if i t  had a centre. The annulus was amber colored with twinkling lights 
around the outside rim. There were also three very bright white lights equidistant on the outside 
rim. From the inside edge of the annulus, golden filaments flowed to the twinkling lights on the 
rim. There were many of these filaments, and she could see them flowing outwards. I can't see 
any way that hoaxers would have made this flowing filament feature without very large expense. 
With all the trees and houses and service wires about, it is unlikely to have been a kite. She said 
that it was a very beautiful sight, and has often gone outside to see if it is back again. 

A second report came from a Society Member - Joan - who also helps with our representatives 
Group Meetings in that area. 
She arose at three AM to watch the eclipse of the Moon on the 17th. 
What may not come through in her sketch is that a light suddenly appeared above the moon, so 
Joan put one fist on top of the other until she gauged the distance the light was above the moon. 
There was another stationary light to her left and the first one headed towards it. She said she was 
afraid that they would collide. As soon as light number one reached the second one, the second 
light moved slowly to her right. The first continued on to her left and then went out. The second 
one continued on to her right North - and then finally went out. 
It is worth mentioning Joan had a feeling that she was being watched all the time that she was out 
watching the eclipse.

Another report from Dan Haylock, Paynesville. - dated 23rd October, 1997. 

Investigation of a report from Paradise Beach, Victoria. -
Time 10.40 am. Cloud cover about 40 percent. 
Mr. B .  was sitting on his verandah when he noticed something like raindrops glistening near the 
roof of his house. It wasn't raining so he went to the edge of his verandah to investigate. 
The glistening lights were coming from the Northwest sky at an elevation of sixty degrees, more or 
less. 
The sun was just an hour away from its meridian, which made looking at the source of these 
glistening lights very difficult. The raindrops like lights were in a cluster and he could see an anti­
clockwise rotation of them most of the time, and sometimes he could see some rotating clockwise, 
but not clearly. The size of the cluster wasn't large for it could be covered by a third of his 
thumbnail at arms length. The centre of the cluster was a dark dot. He observed it for about fifteen 
minutes. It remained stationary. Although he could see it with difficulty, neither his wife nor 
daughter could because of the glare in the sky from the sun. 
At one time a cloud seemed to pass over it. After fifteen minutes or so it just faded away. He 
stressed several times that these swirling lights closely resembled raindrops illuminated by the sun.
