For years we have, due to the fact that we are a 'nuts -and -bolts' investigative 
organisation, publicly steered clear of anything that remotely 'smacked' of 
contacteeism or abductions.During the last few years, we have been 'forced' to 
acknowledge the possibility of such experiences. 
We have councelled many people with apparent success, but unfortunately, 

there have been some who were not genuine cases and which I believe were , if 
tn1e, contacted by the wrong entities, as their personalities - or dispositions -
have been adversley affected, or perhaps they may have had that defect initially 

to have been sought by the entities. 
Many of the world's well reputed publications have addressed this aspect of 

l JFOlogy simply because there is very little activity to write about and the few 
sightings reports available (out here anyway) are not sufficiently exciting to hold 
interest, and also , there appears to be more money in the abduction theory, 
whether truthful or otherwise. 
Abduction experiences and stories are not new, they have been around since 

the earliest days ofUFO researck. 

We are continually receiving calls for help from people who have had unusual 
ET experiences and have been very successful in most cases. However, we do 
not divulge personal details and records of those whom we have recommended 
to professional people are also kept private. 
There is a growing school of thought among UFO researchers that many of 
these ET's are of an evil temperament, that they work for the good of themselves 
and not for our benefit as manv would like to think. 
Some of the 'night ..fune• exp�riences brought to our attention are absolutely 

horrifying and often affect whole families. 
We have no argument against the existence ofUFO's. They have been 
photographed, fiJmed, videoed an analysed, yet officially they still do not exist! 
It has been apparent on numerous occasions, that these questionable objects 
have been under intelligent control, but as to the intellectual integrity of the 
controllers, we can only speculate, but judging from the numerous reports from 
aU over the world. their actions leave a great deal to be desired.

March 17th will  mark an important 
milestone in VUFORS history when 
Dr. Richard F. Haines addresses 

members of our Society and those in the 
community who are interested in the subject of 
Unidentified Flying Objects. 

During the past few years the subject has lost 
some credibil ity due to Hollywoodized 
"documentaries", uncritical investigations, 
false reporting, dream-time ufology and airy­
fairy speculations.  

There sti ll remains up to 10% of unexplained 

reports most of the best coming from airline 
and military pilots world-wide although some 
are coming from all walks of life. Most l ights 
in the sky could be anything but many are 
identified as manmade. 

Much rubbish is coming from news-stand 
magazines mi xed with a few good cases 
therein. Recently I noticed a new magazine 
that I had not heard of before which had an 
article about Austral ian sightings. It gave the 
impression that Australia was being i nvaded 
from outer space. The magazine l isted a few 
cases which we had some knowledge. 

One report was of a "squadron" of bright 
orange lights flying over Mel bourne. 
checked these reports and found they were 
nothing more than hel ium filled bal loons flying 
with the wind. (Same direction as given to me 
by the Dept. of Meteorology) 

Another case was the goods train that partially 
lost power as an unknown object flew nearby. 
This case was reported in the VUFORS 
publication back in the mid 1980's. 

While some of the details are true, the false 
addition was that the engine dri ver was so 
scared that he resigned his job. I was in touch 
with the driver. In fact, I interviewed him in 
his home. He was still doing the same job and 
expressing no fear. 

The Knowles encounter, as explained in the 
magazine, had facts distorted apparently 
because the writer had never been to the site 
where the action took place. Some of the 
phraseology was identical to our own report. 
Several of the current news-stand magazines 
are adept at partaking of the fruit of other 
writers without credit. 

If VUFORS receives sufficient support, we 
will continue to sponsor top international 
speakers with whom we are personally 
acquainted. The travel expense to Australia is 
much more from overseas locations than to any 
other place in the world.  

Dr Haines special ises in sightings from 
aircraft crews both civil  and mili tary. He is the 
main researcher in this field. We are very 
fortunate to have him. Witnesses will report to 
him more so than anyone else. He has been 
compil ing and researching reports from pi lots 
over a period of twenty-five years. 

We received a letter from him a few days ago 
which stated he was looking forward to visiting 
us and presenting what is shaping up into a 
grand public paper on pilot sightings. It will  
be an i l lustrated lecture using both an overhead 
projector and 35mm colour sl ides .

TO 'SEE' A DRAGON 

During the early 1980s a theory emerged 
offering a completely natural explanation 
for the origin of many crop circles. It is 
called the 'Plasma Vortices Theory' and its 
main proponent is Professor Terrence 
Meaden: a meteorologist. 

According to Professor Meaden. a genuine 
crop circle is the effect of a "descending en­
ergetic vortex from the atmosphere. a vor­
tex of air which is ionized to the point at 
which· it is better regarded as a species or 
low-density cool plasma. producing a high­
energy� electromagnetic tield." 

• 
While not supporting the idea that crop 
circles are created by weather. it can be ob­
served that the physics of meteorology plays 
an important part in the formative process 
of many crop circles. including 'Picto­
�·. 

UPON THE 'LEY' OF THE LAND 

Looking strangely 'Hieroglyphic'. the East 
Field crop circle pictogram appeared dur­
ing the pre-dawn hours of July lith 1990 
near the villages of .-\I ton Priors and Alton 
Barnes: in Wiltshire. England. 1Fig. l)

It was the longest and most complex for­
mation to have appeared up to that time. the 
tirst to involve ·claw-like· and ·foot-like' Je­
sign features and to include a double ·dumb­
bell'. It was also the tirst ·crop Circle' to 
manifest in East Field: belonging to farmer 
and resident of .-\lton Barnes. Tim Carson. 

\-lany people. including myself. have exre­
rienced t:FOs associated with crop circles. 

· Of the 56 that I saw between 1992 and 1996 
while living within three miles of East Fieid 
1 one nf England's most prodigious cro� .:ircle �ites 1. 31 
looked 'plasma-like·: luminous. diffusely edged ·fire balls' 
that materialised in a variety of colours. though most often 
amber. or ·Golden·. and/or red: and 29 of those occurred 
in the same weather conditions. characterized by calm stable 
air. high pressure. high humidity. and low to no wind speed.

Naturally curious about the symbols and their poss1ble 
meaning. I tried to ·read' them soon after the formal! on 
appeared. :--line months later a spark of inspiration leaJ 
to a startling discovery: 

The pictogram symbolised a forecast oi the prevailing 
weather over East Field. before and after the crop circle 
event. This was represented by the double dumb-bell. 
and International \-teteorological Symbols depicting the 
very ·�· plasma forming weather conditions that 
occurred during the lOth and II th of Julv 1990. The 
formation contirmed and challenged the r;le of meteo­
rology in crop circle physics. 1 Fig.2) 

To be sure. I checked the symbols and orientation of the

(Fig.4) As a symbol it is reflected in manv fonnations 
and has helped in reading them. A perfec; example wa� 
the pictogram that fonned at the !'Jeolithic site of Old 
Sarum in 1992. that incorporated wind feather svmbols 
to create a pair of metaphorical 'wings' and a :tail' to 
what I suspect to be a symbolized ·crow· or ·Raven'. 
(Fig.4) 

With its 'head' and 'beak· pointing directly at Old Sarum. 
its central axis reflects an alignment between that site 

and Stonehenge. represented by the rin�ed .:ircle. 

Old Sarum and Stonehenge are exactly six miles apart 
.. As the crow tlies". when measured from the center of 
each site. The pictogram shows six circle areas of what 
was flattened crop. 

Throughout the ancient world the Raven and Crow were 
thought to be the confidant and messen!!er of the ·Gods·. 

possessing the power of prophesy. T; the Greeks and 
Romans the Crow was a ;weather prophet'. In the Brit­
ish Isles the Raven was considered to be an oracle. In

(Right),just over two weeks later. and Silbury Hill (Cen­

ter). on August 18th 1992. (Fig.S\ 

In each case the 'foot' was sy mbolised with � 
'claws·. which could be a reference to ·Tatsu'. a Dragon 

in Japanese folklore identitied by three claws (unlike 

Chinese Dragons that have either four or five) on each 

foot. This Dragon was thought to be capable of chang­

ing form and size at will. even to the point of invisibil­

ity. Interestingly. Japan was the only country in the Ori­

ent to report crop circles in 1990. the same year that 
Dragons feet tirst entered crop circle design.

Another twist to this very 'Holographic' phenomenon

At another formation that appeared on the 18th of Au­

of the most � pictograms to grace the English 
�ountryside to date. Clearly underscoring the importance 
of water the trough had also been partly � by the 

event. (Fig.5/8) 

Apart from the Silbury Hill formation referencing wa­

ter it also consisted of nine different design symbols: 
eight joined by a narrow ring and one in the center. In 

the monumental Chinese Yledical treaties the ·Pan Ts'ao 
Kang Mu', compiled at the end of the 16th century. and 
the 'Nine Dragon Scroll' of mid-13th century. there were 
said to be Njne Draoons revered in China. 

One of the Nine Dragons: 'The Golden Dragon' or 
'Cosmic Dragon' was given greater importance than 
his fellow kinsfolk. Said to be the colour of the Sun. 
like an Amber Gamboler I suspect. this Dragon was 
described as an elusive, enigmatic. august and solitary 
creature that disdained display. Scholars wrote: "He can 
be large or small. short or long, obscure or manifest. 

alive or dead. The King cannot drain his pool or catch 
him (like we cannot ·catch' the genuine ·circlemakers'). 
His intelligence and virtue are unfathomable. He does 
not go in company or live in herds. He waits for the 

wind and rain and deports himself in the Jzure air. He 
wanders in the wilds amoung the heavens. He comes 

and goes. and at the proper season (Summer�). if there 
is p;rfection. he comes forth. if not. he remains un­
seen". tSee 'References'\ 

The Golden Dragon also appears in ancient Egypt. The 
filli religion of Egypt was based on ·�ine Creation 
Gods·. and like the :\ine Dragons of China. � \Vas 
deitied more than any other. �amed 'Alum·. he repre­
sented ·The Emissarv· of the :"'ine Gods: the ':\lessen­
�er of �'lessengers · \�ho in one act of divine ·communi-
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cation· was said to have given birth to the fundamental 

forces of the Universe. svmbolised bv the Nine Gods. 
He is depicted in sculptur� as The G�t Sphinx at Giza. 

Did we not receive a sign at Giza in 199:! in the form of 

a crop circle pictogram? CFig.5t 

Arum. The Golden Dragon. has also been known by

Is it possible to estimate the number of technological civiliza­
tions that might exist in our galaxy? According to radio 
astronomer Frank Drake, there is a way to do it. While fr 
working at the National Radio Astronomy Observatorv in 
Green Bank, West Virginia, Dr. Drake conceived of an' ap- ' 

proach to define and put limits on the terms involved in : 
estimating the number of technological civilizations among the � 
stars. He presented this method to the scientific communitv in 
1 96 1 ,  and it has since become known as the "Drake Equati�n" . 
There is no exact solution to this equation. since we don't ha,·e f 
accurate numbers for the terms i nvolved; but it's fun to play c 
with the equation and see what one comes up with. 

correct conditions. is the emergence of life inevitable, or is 
it a very rare phenomenon? Some people believe that life 
could be "seeded" on suitable planets by outside agenctes. 
However, let's take a middle ground and say that the 
chances of life arising are l in 10, giving fL = 0. 1 .

Intelligence on Earth took a long time to develop. On 
other life-bearing planets it could happen faster, or slower, 
or not at all.

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Puerto Rico: The Mystery Continues

Puerto Rico. the ·'Shinning Star of the 
Caribbean., as the ad agencies put it,  
became a U.S. possession in 1 898 as a 
result of the Spanish-American War. The 
emerging superpower had j ust extended 
its borders to the China Sea (with the 
acquisition of the Phil ippines) and to the 
Caribbean (with Cuba and Puerto Rico) . 
As early as 1 890. military planners had 
realized that Puerto Rico represented an 

ideal location to establish naval bases. 
The hapless is land was later run as a 

virtual garrison for decades until it 
became a self-ruling ··commonwealth"' 
under the U . S .  flag - not quite a state. 
yet not quite a sovereign nation. 

The island holds an even greater 
attraction for beings from other worlds 
or dimensions: ever since the al leged 
UFO crash in El Yunque Rainforest in 
1 987. the island has been in the grip of 
what is quickly becoming the longest 
UFO ''flap" in the phenomenon's 
history. 
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On November 27, 1 994, a UFO 
described as having a triangular shape 
crossed the heavens at 5 :00 p.m. 
witnessed by Aracelis Valentin, a 
resident of Mayaguez' s  Jardines 
Housing, who was "astonished'' by the 
sight. 

Mrs. Valentin explained that the UFO, 
which was "shiny and metallic," moved 
south from a northwesterly direction. "I 
was there with my 2 -year old son, when 
I saw an object resembling a stingray," 
Aracelis averred during an interview 
with a journalist. She pointed out that the 
unknown vehicle was very large and 
clearly visible in the clear skies. As in 
other UFO cases, the craft allegedly 
sighted by Mrs. Valentin made no sound 
whatsoever. She insisted that it could not 
have been an airplane, helicopter, or 
balloon. since the object in question was 
incredibly bright and moved at a 
breathtaking rate of speed . 'The 
phenomenon frightened me 
considerably." she told reporters from a 

local newspaper. 

The Mayaguez resident was by no means 
the only one to report UFOs: unknown 
to her, an entire neighborhood had 
sighted a triangular UFO a week earlier 
in the town of Anasco, located to the 
north of Mayaguez. According to one of 
the residents of Anasco · s Daguey 
suburb� the triangle "' . . .  crossed the skies 
silently� leaving a trail of light similar to 
a fluorescent lamp,.

, 
as it crossed the 

evening skies on November 23,  1 994. 

One resident claimed to have seen the 
triangular UFO vanish rapidly, heading 
southward from the north. The obj ect 
itsel f  gave off a constant light and flew 
at a low altitude, which enabled the 
witness and three relatives to see it 
clearly. "At first I thought I was seeing 
white pigeons flying in formation, but I 
later realized it was something none of 
us had seen before," said the witness, a 
government employee, who insisted on 
anonymity when interviewed by reporter 
Jose Victor Jimenez. "I don't  want my 
sanity questioned, but my immediate 
family and other neighbors saw the very 
same thing." 

The Amaury Rivera Debacle 

1 994 would also witness one of the most 
distressing situations to ever affl ict 
ufology in Puerto Rico, and whose 
repercussions that were felt as far away 
as Spain: the raging, fratricidal debate 
concerning the reality of falsehood of the 
photographs taken by alleged abductee 
Amaury Rivera. 

For those who have not followed the 
case, Amaury Rivera was allegedly 
abducted by a UFO in 1 988, near the 
town of Cabo Rojo .  He was able to take 
a sequence of impressive photographs 
showing a UFO being harried by F - 1 4  
interceptors. Six years and dozens of 
UFO conferences later, the matter 
remains as confusing as it was at the 
beginning, but with a notable difference: 
a group of "hoax busters" has apparently 
set out to prove that Amaury' s photos 
are clever forgeries. Their analysis 
received considerable attention in UFO 
related publications in both the U.S .  and 
abroad. 

Spanish journalist Magdalena del Amo 
gallantly rose to the defense of Amaury 
Rivera and those who supported his 
claims. In  a blistering article for Espacio 
v Tiempo, she uncovered a conspiracy 
that could (allegedly. of course) be 
bankrolled by a major "scientific" UFO 
organization in the U . S .  

Del Amos minces n o  words: MUFON, 
like NICAP, its predecessor, may have 
been infiltrated by interests that seek to 
discredit cases that are "too near the 
knuckle."

An Ever Present Mystery 

At the foot of Puerto Rico's  enigmatic El 
Yunque Rainforest lies Luquillo Beach, 

a fenced, recreational facility that is one 
of the finest strips of sand on the island. 
Not far away, along Route 3. is a service 
road containing two dozen rough-hewn 
seafood restaurants (locally known as 
"los quioscos") which attract a large 
number of local and international 
customers. If stories were true. the 
seafood restaurants · reputations have 
even reached visitors form the cosmos. 

Angel Cruz, the owner of restaurant No. 
4,  ·'La Mas Sufrida'' ("The Longest­
Suffering"), looked like a man who 
would ordinarily not move away from 
his cash register if someone told him that 
UFOs were cavorting outside. Yet that 
was exactly what he did toward the end 
of November 1 966, when he and dozens 
of his customers observed a celestial 
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display over the waters of the beach 
which lapped the rear of his 
establishment. Mr. Cruz had been 
thoroughly affected by the experience -
something that becomes more evident as 
we stood outside his restaurant 
conversing. 

"There was something supernatural 
about the whole experience," Cruz 
reminisced. "For an obj ect to have lit up 
the entire coastline the way it did on that 
evening, it had to be otherworldly. It was 
too big. too big." 

Cruz \Vas able to see the UFO anchored 
· in mid-air, hovering over the water and 

bathing the area (which has terrible 
nocturnal lighting) in its actinic light. 
His patrons literally put their forks down 
to see w·hat was going on. Certain that 
the object was neither a flare, nor a 
meteorite. Cruz added: ''I was able to 
distinguish the sheer size and brilliance 
of the object. Never in my life had I 
experienced such a thing . . .  I panicked. I 

was scared because it was noiseless and 
so bright. Eventually, it disappeared into 
the water. and everything went back to 
normal. The sea was normal . the 
darkness returned . . .  " 

The businessman later added that he 
returned into his establishment and 
occasionally stepped outside to see if  
there would be  a replay o f  the celestial 
phenomenon, but there wasn't. Cruz had 
friends and relatives in the nearby 
Colinas del Yunque development who 
had seen UFOs and strange creatures, 
but had never thought he' d  see anything 
himself.

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Book Review 

On P i lots and U FOs

O n November 23,  1 953 an F89C of the 
433rd Fighter Interceptor Squadron, 
Kinross AFB , M ichigan was directed 

by radar controllers to descend from 25,000 
feet to 7000 feet to intercept an unknown 
target over Lake Superior. As the two blips 
merged ·on the radar screen both radio and 
radar contact were lost with the aircraft and i t  
was never seen again despite extensive 

searches. 

The two interesting aspects of this case are 
firstly, that the whole procedure of interception 
was initiated by the appearance of an unknown 
intruder on USAF radar. Secondly that 
although the F89C and intruder were obviously 
in close proximity prior to being lost on radar, 
the USAF has never released the extracts of 
the taped conversations between pilot and 
controllers. 

This incident and several others described i n  
Dr. Willy Smith's book provides a 
representative sample from the UNICAT 

PROJECT of interaction over the years 
between pilots and UFOs. Most of the related 
encounters are pi lot witness accounts. For me 
the book would have been j ust as interesting if 
i t  dealt with the interaction of ferryboat 
captains or school teachers and UFOs. 
However, I guess the point that most make is 
that pilots are more l ikely to observe aerial 
phenomena and that because they are more 
experienced with airborne visual observations 
than most they tend to be credible witnesses. 
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The UNICAT PROJECT was started in 1 984 
by J. Allen Hynek and Willy Smith. The aim 
of the project is  to accurately document, using 
specific criteria and tight parameters, high 
quali ty UFO reports. Smith believes that by 
being selective in  his acceptance of material 
for cataloguing, his results will be more 
acceptable to the scientific community. 

There are currently about 825 cases entered on 
the database with a second database used to 
store material that is not of sufficient standard . 
This secondary material can be upgraded with 
the introduction of new evidence/information . 

Those people who met Dr Smith during his 
Austral i an visit, perhaps at the talk he provided 
for VUFORS members, wil l  realize he is  a 
man with l ittle tolerance for time wasters and 
debunkers. This is reflected in his writing 
style, which is at times a l ittle abrasive. 
However the point must be made that too much 
l ight entertainment for television and print is 
derived from the UFO phenomena and Dr 
Smith's book provides us with the opportunity 
to reorientate and escape the frivolous.

All agreed 
that the objects were round, l ike a saucer, were 
travel l ing South at high speed with l i ttle or no 
noise , and were of such brightness that 
reflections from the sun were "almost 
blinding" . 

Of course, there was no mention of Kenneth 
Arnold ' s  military experience as a pi lot and his 
abil ity to accurately ascertain the speed he 
mentioned. He said at the time words to the 
effect that he found it hard to believe but he 
had to because he saw it himsel f.

Conclusion 

The year 1 997 kicked off with a flurry of 
unusual activity, marked by a resurgence 
of triangular UFO sightings: during one 
particular incident in the town of I sabela, 
a witness reported seeing three such 
craft, but with a curious distinction.

At thi� point perhaps it may b e  opportune to present a brief history o f  the 
Victorian U.F.O. Research Society. 
The earliest U.F.O. group to form in Australia was the "Australian Flying Saucer 
Bureau" under the direction of Edgar Jarrold and Andrew lbmas, in the early 
1950s. At the same time, Fred Stone inaugurated the "Australian Flying 
Saucer Research Society" in Adelaide. After approximately two years the 
Bureau closed down and was regarded as a branch of the "Australian Flying 
Saucer Research Society" under Andrew lbmas. This shortly broke from· · 

Adelaide and became the "Australian U.F.O. Investigation Centre'' with Dr. 
Clifford at its head until 1958, when the Presi�ency passed to Dr. Undtner.· 
The "Australian Flying Saucer Research Society (Victorian Branch)" was 
formed on the 17th February, 1957 as a branch of the "Australian Flying 
Saucer Research Society" and later that year was . re-organised as the · 
"Victorian Flying Saucer Research Society" with Mr. Peter E. Norris L.L.B. as 
President. In 1968 the name was again altered - this time to the "Victorian 
U.F.O. Research Society': . 

During this time, the Society has published various papers and is probably 
best known for its publication Australian Flying Saucer Review, curtalled in 
1972 due to high costs and subsequently superseded by the Australian U.F.O. 
Bulletin and at one stage spo!1sored and produced a quarter-hour program 
on a Melbourne radio station under the heading of "The nuth Behind Flying 
Saucers': 
In 1978, following the resignation of Mr. Peter Norris the current executive, 
Mrs. Judith Magee, Messrs. Paul Norman and Clive Yates, was placed In con· 
trol, ensuring the continuing prosperity of V.U.F.O.R.S. The Society has held a 
dispassionate attitude on U.F.O.s, claiming it is a scientific problem deserving 
closer attention. It has also met regularly in general meetings and discussion 
nights and maintained the largest U.F.O. library in the southern hemisphere. 
Unfortunately, the loss of books, probably due to the high cost of postage has 
forced V.U.F.O.R.S. to discontinue this service to members. 
Membership of this Society - which maintains the largest membership of 
any U.F.O. organisation in the Southern Hemisphere - is open to all who are 
genuinely interested in the subject. 
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
