Those who are interested in the book "THE DAY AFTER ROSWELL" will be interested to learn that the 

Author Philip Corso died from a heart attack recently. 
Our forthcoming Discussion Night 8 pm, 7th September, will feature the famous Captain Thomas Mantell 

Encounter on VIDEO, and for the benefit of our many new members, three other UFO encounters with 

aircraft are included in this column. These cases are also used in our lecture "UFOs The Riddle of the 

Skies", now being given to various Civic groups in Melbourne. 

The relatives of Captain Thomas Mantell who 
lost his life during an encounter with an 
Unidentified Flying Disc on the 7th January, 
1948, are attempting to encourage the U.S. 

Government to set the record straight with regard to 
his encounter. 

His experience was one of the first fatal encounters 
which occurred over the state of Kentucky, when 
scores of witnesses observed a UFO near Godman 
Air Force Base. There were four Air National 
Guard PSI Mustang Aircraft flying nearby and were 

directed to investigate. Three of the pilots turned 

back but Captain Mantell kept on in pursuit. His 

last words were it was a flying disc and he was 

flying in to take a better look. His aircraft came 

down in pieces before it hit the ground 

Years later, I interviewed the foreman of a power 

line maintenance crew who witnessed the crash. He 

confirmed that the craft was in pieces before it hit 

the ground. I also checked with the editor of the 

local newspaper at Franklin, Kentucky near where 

the encounter took place. He said he first knew of 

the incident when a Contingent from the Military 

came to his office looking for witnesses who had 

observed the flying disc. 

The first explanation was that Captain Mantel was 

chasing the Planet Venus. But if true, that Planet 

was out of orbit flying majestically below the clouds 

of Earth. The explanation was quickly changed to a 

balloon. Those to explanations have been switched 

back and forth but to Captain Mantell and 

investigators actually involved, the object was not 

referred to as anything other than a flying disc. 
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THE KINROSS CASE. 
Kinross Air Force Base 1953. 

On 23rd November, 1953, a UFO was detected by 

radar at Kinross Air Force Base in Michigan. An 

F89c Jet was scrambled from the base to intercept 

the unknown object. The pilot was First Lt. Felix 

Moncla and radar observer Robert Wilson. They 

. were vectored to the proximity of the UFO. As they 

drew near the object, first there was a lot of static 

then radio communication failed altogether. 

However, the blip of the UFO and that of the 

interceptor merged on the radarscope for twenty 

seconds then disappeared. 

The area was searched under the direction of the 

U.S. Coast Guard and the Canadian Air Force. 

No trace of aircraft and airmen was ever found. 

CAPTAIN KILLIAN 1959 
The Killian incident took place on the night of 

February 24, 1959 when an American Airlines 

flight from Newark New Jersey to Detroit Michigan 

reported three lights over Pennsylvania at 8.20 pm. 

The lights were also seen from at least two other 

flights further to the south as well as by the tower 

operators in Pittsburgh Pennsylvania. The · first 

debunking explanation was that it was an .. aerial 
fuelling operation. Before Capt. Killian was 

silenced, he provided a lot of information proving it 

was not at the authorised altitude at which refueling 

operations took place. 

On The UFO Trail 
CUBA 1967. The case made headlines and threw the Air Force 

into a frenzy with several accusations including 
"those who report flying saucers had one too many." 
However, a scientific and more detailed re­
examination of the files revealed that the Air Force 
was more eager to produce an excuse rather than be 
interested in what actually happened. As a result of 
this case a group of airline pilots held a meeting of 
protest. One of the pilots speaking for the group 
stated. "We report such cases as these and when we 
land we are interviewed for hours. We are tired 
and want to get home to our families. We are 
threatened not to make statements and told the 
thing that paced our aircraft for fifteen minutes was 
a bolt of lightning". He said "nuts to this big 
brother attitude, who needs it". Another said he 
would not report UFOs if they were flying wing tip 
formation. The Capt. Killian encounter occurred· 
during the same time of other reports including the 
case I was investigating in Tennessee. 

March 1967, Cuban radar detected a UFO in their 
local air space. Two MIG jets were scrambled and 
vectored to the location. Radio communications 
were monitored between the pilots and Cuban base. 
Conversation was heard at the Key West U.S. Naval 
listening station. The leading pilot reported that he 
sighted the UFO. His first instruction was to 
challenge for identification. Of course no response. 
He was then directed to fire on the object, which he 
did. The second pilot started to shout that the UFO 
flew along side of the leading jet, which 
disintegrated. The 2nd jet disappeared also. 
Although the incident occurred in 1967, I had the 
opportunity to visit Key West in 1994, where it was 
confirmed to me that the encounter had indeed 
occurred.

What the astronomers found is a

mic roots. But a part of the discovery 
that I found particularly interesting is 
that HR4796 has a faint companion 
star about 200 times more massive 
than Jupiter, orbiting at 16 times the 
distance that Pluto and Neptune are 

. from our sun. This puts it well beyond 
the region where the new solar system 
is in formation. . . 

Theoretically,. it is possible for 
something that massive to form along 
with a family of planets. But this dis­
covery has taken the idea beyond the­
ory. Here we see the companion star 
along with strong evidence for planets 
around the main star in a twin star sys­
tem. If planets like Earth can emerge 
in a dual star system, it vastly increas­
es the chances for life in the universe 
because more than half of all stars are 
double or multiple systems. 

Suppose our sun had a companion 
star like HR4796. Because of its dis­
tance and smaller size, the companion 
would look like an intensely bright 
star rather than a second sun. But it 

would be so bright it would be visible 
in full daylight as an orange star 
punching through the blue. At night it 
would cast shadows and look like the 
tip of a red hot fireplace poker. 

Since the companion would take 
thousands of years to orbit the sun 
once, it would slowly crawl through 
the constellations as··the centuries 
pass. What would our ancestors have 
thought about such an object? How 
would religion and science have been 
influenced with such a dominant and , 
mysterious object hanging in the sky 
each night? A star far brighter than 
any Qther that moves would surely . 
have Stirred countless myths and 
theories. 

These questions aside, the discov­
ery of the HR4796 system means that 
we are getting closer to understanding 
how and where planets form. That 
leads to a better estimate of the num­
bers of Earthlike planets that may 
populate the galaxy. It all feeds into 
our fascination with the big question: 
1s anybody else out there?

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BOOK REVIEW: THE DAY AFTER ROSWELL, B Y  

COLONEL PHILIP J. CORSO, U.S; ARMY (RET'D). 
Published June 1997, Hardback, By Pocket Books, New York, London, Toronto, 

Sydney, Tokyo, and Singapore. ISBN No: 0-671-0046-1. Price: $24 (USA). 

Unquestionably a great many apple carts will have 
been overturned and severely damaged by the 
sudden revelation from this high-ranking former 

U.S. Army officer concerning the true facts about the 
Roswell Crash. ( Remember that in 194 7 the Air Force was 
still part of the U.S. Army.) 

After a most distinguished career in World War II, 
Colonel Corso retired from the military service in 1963 with 
19 medals and decorations. and thereafter worked as a 
Specialist on National Security Matters with a U.S. Senator 
and a U.S. Congressman ( James Eastland and Strom 
Thurmond ). 

Prior to that, his career in the . ..\rmy had been brilliant: 
Intelligence Officer under General McArthur in the Korean 
War; member of the National Security Council under 
Eisenhower; Director of the Division of Investigations on 
Foreign Technology forthe U.S. ,..\rmy: and, finally, in the 
early 1960s, in charge of the official Roswell files, he had 
the extraordinary job of taking off his uniform, putting on 
a business suit. and then going around and secretly 
"farming out". to various selected. trustworthy, top-grade 
firms and organisations. the numerous new technical 
systems and devices which the Americans, by means of 
''back-engineering". had managed to harvest from the UFO 
that had crashed at Roswell ( and. of course. no doubt 
from the several other crashes that we can be sure did also 
occur on U.S. soil, but which are not dealt with in this 
book). 

That the world should not have been immediately 
advised of such an earth-shaking event as the arrival of an 
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alien craft is, of course, only right and natural. Only a 

complete idiot would imagine that a matter of such gravity 

could be instantly imparted to John Doe or Gubbins. 
And what this book brings out for the first time is 

the degree of fear on the part of the Americans (and 
justifiable fear! ) that the Russians might get to hear of 

what they had learned and discovered� The "Cold War" 

was still on, and everybody with a modicum of intelligence 
about that "Cold War" knows that it is quite extraordinary 
that our side could have ended up by "winning" it, for on 
every count the Russians ought to have been expected to 

triumph. so vast was their military preparation, and so vast 

also was their clandestine penetration of the Government 

organs of both the USA and Britain. 
( Here in Britain you will still hear folk chattering 

about the "Fourth Man". In reality it should be talk of the 
"Fortieth Man" -or even the "Four-Hundredth Man". And 

the same is true of the USA where. as Colonel Corso 
confmns, the CIA was so deeply and heavily infested with 
Soviet agents that the U.S. Military were detinitely scared 
of them-tenified of the danger of working with such people). 

Consequently all these "new ideas and discoveries" 

had to be quietly and secretly "fed out" to be manufactured 

or developed by the various fmns ( IB:\l. Hughes Aircraft. 
Bell Laboratories. Dow Corning and the rest), and at the 
same time they had to be accompanied and supported by 

suitably concocted "fake pedigrees". "fake development 
histories". and so on. ( In some cases the U.S. Government 
deemed it necessary to go so far as to explain that "Our 
secret agents stole this from the Soviets". or "got it 

somewhere in Soviet-controlled Eastern Europe"! 

Here, so far as I can see, is more-or-less the 
list of the new ideas and new systems to which Col. 
Corso refers. Needless to say. it is aU this that has 
given the USA such marvellous weaponry as the latest 
multimillion-dollar Stealth aircraft. and that has led 
to the final triumph in the "Cold War". 

Not being a scientist myself, I hope that I have 
got the items more-or-less right:-

, I) Transistors, leading to 
2) Integrated circuits. 

3) Superconductors. 

4) Fibre optics. 

5) Lasers and Accelerated Particle 

Beam Systems. 

6) Microwaves. 
7) Infrared night-vision equipment. 
8) Supertensile fibres such as Kevlar 

plastic armour. 
9) Velcro. 

10) "Psychotronic" equipment for 
mental control of machinery. 

Note particularly that -ifl have understood him 
correctly-Colonel Corso is speaking, though of course 

very guardedly, about psychotronic equipment 

whereby machinery can be controlled by human 
thought or mind-power.* 

In this connection, let us not forget that, only a 
few months ago, Professor Jahn, Dean of the 
Engineering Faculty of Princeton University in the 
USA, was sacked from his job for having dared to 
venture into research in a forbidden field -
PSYCHOKINESIS! -and for having been so rash 
as to demonstrate that the human mind can indeed 
affect machinery! 

( Anybody who knows the facts about Uri Geller 
knows that this is what he did -unintentionally, of 
course -to instruments when years ago the scientists 
at Stanford University were investigating his powers. 
One scientist has told me that it involved instruments 
that weren't even in the same room as Uri! ) 

Poor Professor Jahn, quite reasonably, one 
would have thought, had justified his work, saying 
"If the human mind can affect instruments, then 

engineers need to know about it!" 

But Professor John Wheeler of Princeton, who 
was responsible for getting him sacked, stated flatly 
that Jahn's dismissal was necessary because, "if his 

theory proved true, then the whole of our 

physics, from Newton onwa rds, would be 

discredited''! 

( I am mentioning this matter of Professor 
Jahn's dismissal here because. if I have understood 

correctly the hint given by Colonel Corso, the 
Americans had definitely discovered that in some way 
or other the very mind of the UFO's pilot was involved 
in the actual propulsion of the craft. If I am wrong on 
this point, I hope that someone will correct me. ) 

The reports that we have seem to indicate that 

Colonel Corso's book has been on the list of "best­
sellers" in the USA. If so, it is astonishing, because 
the book is bound to have called forth an enormous 
campaign from the many powerful folk who, at 
whatever cost. have simply got to prove that it is all 
bunkum. 

Certainly here in Britain the general silence 
about the book, on the part of the newspapers, the 
reviewers, the radio, the television, has been positively 
thunderous. I have only seen one review, plus a brief, 
sixty-word note in the Daily Telegraph ( October 
14, 1997 ) to the effect that in a lecture the astronaut 
Edgar Mitchell had said that the U.S. Government 
was covering up about the crash of a UFO, and that, 
in American military aircraft, technology from crashed 
alien spaceships was already being used. ( Note, 

however, that in this minuscule Daily Telegraph 
mention the paper was careful to say nothing about 
Colonel Corso or his book! ) 

After all, Colonel Corso's revelation is just about 

the most important one that has ever appeared in the 
entire course of human history. This silence therefore 

confirms everything that we have ever said about 
the "cover-up". 

A similar case here in Britain concerns the 
recently published memoirs of Air Marshal Sir Peter 

Horsley ( Sounds from another Room: Memories 

of Planes, Princes and the Paranormal.), which 

describes this top RAF officer's many years as 
Equerry to H.M. the Queen and to H.R.H. the Duke 
of Edinburgh. and discusses at length the Duke's 

great interest in "Our Subject" right from the 

start. It also relates how Sir Peter Horsley once 

had a lengthy discussion with an Alien who 

desired to make contact with the Duke. 

The silence with which this book is being 

received is also nothing short of stupefying, 

stunning ... G.C. 
* N.B. On pages 118-119 of The Humanoids, the 

first-ever book on the "Aliens". launched by FSR in 1966 
and subsequently in several further editions, I gave 
detailed accounts of a case where there was specific 
mention of an alien craft operated by mental power. Two 
separate. and quite unrelated. parties of Mexican university 
students and secondary school students, in the vicinity 
of Mexico City. had been taken up on August 23rd, 1965.

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CLEAR INTENT?

I. MALSTROM U.S. AIR FORCE BASE, 

MONTANA, 1966 • 1967 • 1975 

By the period of the 1960/1970s. the United States of 
America had more than 2.000 missile sites spread across 
their territory, at all of which there were rockets, housed 
deep in their concrete 'silos' and targeted on their likely 
objectives, most of which were undoubtedly located in 
the USSR. 

One of the key-spots in this defence system was the 
Malmstrom Air Force Base. in the north-western U.S. 
State of Montana, with a total of 20 LCFs (launch-control 

facilities) containing Minuteman missiles. These 
Minuteman sites were alphabetically coded, "L-1". "K-
1", "E-1", and so on, and of course were distributed over 
quite a large area for obvious reasons of increased 
security. The 'air-zone' above and around these missile­
sites was designated as a 'no-go-area' for any aircraft. 

One of these missile-sites. located in the so-called 
Judith Gap region just south of the town of Lewiston. 

Montana, was labelled ''K-7", and, on a day in the early 
spring of 1966 it was the scene of such surprising 
happenings that would provide plenty of food for thought. 

Two of the officers there had just relieved an earlier 
shift in the underground launch-control area for the 

evening. As they were running through the routine of 
monitoring the missile-facility"s instruments, alarms 
started to sound, and it seems that all of the ten missiles 
housed in that particular facility had simultaneously 

"developed a problem"! 
A quick check at each of the launching-sites there 

revealed that not a single one of the ten missiles could 
be launched, seemingly owing to a fault in every one 

of their control and guidance systems - truly an 
unusual situation indeed, seeing that, in a Minuteman 
missile, its most protected portion, not surprisingly, 
was its guidance-system! And here ,were all ten of 
them failing! 

And, to cap it all, while all this was going on. the 

Personnel on duty abo,·e ground were simultaneously 
registering sightings of UFOs overhead! 

The following year. 1967. (during the week of �larch 
20) came another event to alarm the officialdom at 
Malstrom Air Force Base. For once again, an entire 
flight of ten missiles were show·ing 'problems'. And 
simultaneously a UFO was in the vicinity. 
(Confirmed by radar). 

Jet fighters were sent up after the UFO, but the results 
of their pursuit - if known - have at any rate never been 
published. 

Subsequent enquiries about this case were met with 
silence. The next date that we have is November 1975 
(Nov. 7.8 and 9) when. according to the NORAD Region's 
records. there was another curious fact - there had begun 
- all through 1974 and 1975- a wave of strange reports 
of low-flying UFOs and of mysterious animal-mutilations 
all through the Western States. from Minnesota to 

Wisconsin. Kansas, Nebraska. Iowa. Montana. South 
Dakota, Colorado. Texas, Arizona. and California. ( This 
was of course the start of the C attle Mutilations 
Phenomenon). 

On the tina! day of the 'flap' at :Vlalmstrom. November 
7. 1975, remote-control electronic sensors triggered off 
an alarm, indicating that site-security was being violated. 

Underground. in the launch-control area. the two officers 
on duty noted the alarm-signal. but there happened at the 
time to be no television-surveillance in operation on the 
surface at the �<1se. so there is no known record of any 
UFO sighting overhead at that time. 

In cases of such alarm as this. the regular procedure 
was to call for a missile-security helicopter to check out 
the area and also to send out a SAT ( Sabotage Alert 
Team ) of four men to proceed to the site affected. 

The SAT team duly drove out towards the "K-T' site. 
and. when about a mile away from it. they saw that there 
was a tremendous orange. glowing object right above the 
site. The thing, as they reported to Base. was "as big as 

a football field", and was illuminating the entire area 
around "K-7". 

W hen ordered to approach more closely and to 
continue on towards the "K-T' site. the SAT team. terrified. 
refused to do so. Meanwhile. they observed the huge 
UFO to be starting to rise up higher. and when it was at 
around l ,OOOft. it was estimated. NORAD picked it up 
on their own radar. 

Two F-106 jet interceptors were sent up from Great 
Falls. Montana. The UFO vanished from NORAD's radar 
at 200.00 ft. The pilots of the two F-1 06 jets had never 
managed to get a visual sighting of it. 

Targeting teams and computer specialists rushed to 
the site to check out the "K-T' missile and - specifically 
- to examine the computer in its war-head, which controls 
the targeting of the missile. To their astonishment they 
found that the target-numbers on the tape had been 

changed! 
The re-entry vehicle was then taken out or the silo 

and brought back to the Base. EVENTUALLY THE 
E�TIRE MISSILE WAS REPLACED. (l) 

II. WOODBRIDGE AND BE:\TWATERS U.S. AIR 
BASES ( SUFFOLK, E�GLAND ), 

DECEMBER 25-30, 1980 
The next development that I have been able to trace 

was of course the mysterious series of episodes now 
known generally as the RENDLESHAM FORES T CASE. 
It soon leaked out that UFOs had been seen over this 
eastern region of England during the last five nights of 
December 1980. and a first book about it appeared in 
Britain in 198-l. (2) but it was not until 1987 that a much 
fuller account came. written by Larry Warren. one of the 
U.S. Air Force personnel (Air Force Police) who had 
actually been on the spot at the time and had been a 
personal eyewitness of what had happened in the night 
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in Rendlesham Forest, when. allegedly. a mysterious 
machine came down, and strange transparent or semi­
transparent little alien entities were seen busying 
themselves around it -"t1oating off the ground", and, 
allegedly - meeting some of the American officers from 
the Base, seemingly as though by pre-arrangement! 
Among the many theories aired, are the suggestions that 
the craft had some sort of mechanical difficulties and 
needed assistance (there was even talk of an aircraft being 
urgently flown in, during that same night, from another 
U.S. Base in Germany, and allegedly bringing spare parts 
or something of the sort!) If this is true then we have 

here one more piece of evidence of collaboration 
between the USA and one particular species of Aliens. 
If so, then what are we to make of the claim that the beams 
of light, or beams of energy, directed down from the UFO 
on to the stockpile of nuclear weapons, had inactivated 
all the war-heads so that these had to be changed? 

(Apparently from Larry Warren's book, LEFT AT 

EAST GATE {3), we are to believe that the stockpile of 
nuclear missiles held in the Bentwaters/Woodbridge 
complex, both these RAF fields being at that time in use 
by the Americans, was the largest stockpile anywhere in 
the world outside the USA - "enough to blow up half of 
Britain" - as someone has said - and it has even been 
claimed that there was far more of it there than there ought 
to have been according to the intergovernmental 
agreement between USA and Britain! However it must 

be firmly held in mind that this sort of talk is only 
rumour, and may very well be malicious fabrication, 
and part of the everlasting campaign that is always 
going on, and that is aimed at weakening both USA 

and Britain by putting their two peoples against each 

other. 

III. THE UKRAINE (Southern part of the USSR), 
OCTOBER 1983 .. 

From the Russian Ufology Research Centre in 
California. (4) run by Paul Stonehill (U.S. citizen, 
Russian-born) and also from several other sources, we 
have received the following remarkable report. secured 
among the mass of UFO-related material that has seeped 
out of Russia since the demise of the USSR:-

THE STATEMENT BY COLONEL 
BORIS SOKOLOV. 

According to a Russian Air Force Officer, Colonel 
Boris Sokolov (now retired) who is today in touch with 
various foreign investigators in the USA and elsewhere, 
he was himself one of the top Russian Air Force 

officials to whom, by virtue of a decree issued by the 
Soviet Ministry of Defence in 1980, all units of the 

Soviet Armed Forces were obliged to submit reports 
on any UFO case or UFO evidence coming to their 
notice. 

Sokolov says that the material seen by him included 
40 cases in which Soviet pilots had encountered UFOs in 
the air. He says: "Initially. the order was for the pilots to 
pursue them and fire on them. When the UFO made off, 
the pilot then had to follow it. and consequently lost 
control of his aircraft, and so crashed. The UFOs were 
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expert in leading them on in this way. On three occasions 
pilots crashed, and on two of these occasions they were 
killed. After that. new orders were issued to pilots that, 
on sighting a UFO, they should change course and give it 
a wide berth." 

Sokolov also says that the USSR had a total of 30 
advanced, sophisticated radar stations for tracking the 
UFOs, which were regarded as a decided danger. On 
October 5, 1983. he says, he had to rush down from 
Moscow to an intercontinental Soviet missile base in the 
Ukraine where. on the previous day,, from -l-00 p.m. until 
8.00 p.m .. a UFO had remained stationary near the base 
and had affected the firing mechanisms of the 
missiles, changing them to the state of "READY TO 

FIRE".! 
While. fortunately, none of the missiles in question 

had actually got launched, the event aroused such deep 
concern that, in 1989, in an article published in the 
Soviet Military Review, the Soviet Government were 
calling for an exchange of information with the West 

on UFOs, "since otherwise a nuclear war triggered 
ofT by accident will be unavoidable." 

Sokolov also said that he has a collection of over 400 
important cases in which Soviet Defence Forces tired on 
UFOs and the UFOs at once made off.

Whether the allegations contained in the recently published book 
Left at East Gate. to the effect that nuclear weapons were stored 
at RAF Bentwaters and RAF Woodbridge. in violation of UK/ 
US treaty obligations, are true. 

Lord Gilbert: 

It has always been the policy of this and previous governments 
neither to confum nor to deny where nuclear weapons are located, 
either in the UK or elsewhere, in the past or at present time. 
Such information would be withheld under exemption I of the 
Code of Practice on Access to Government Information. 

Lord Hill-Norton asked Her Majesty's Government: 

Whether they are aware of reports from the United States Air 
Force Personnel that nuclear weapons stored in the Weapons 
Storage Area at RAF Woodbridge were struck by light beams 
fired from an unidentified craft seen over the base in the period 
25-30 December 1980, and if so, what action was subsequently 
taken. 

Lord Gilbert: 

There is no evidence to suggest that the Ministry of Defence 
received any such reports. 

LQrd Hill-Norton asked Her Majesty's Government: 

What information they have on the suicide of the United States 
security policeman from the 81 st Security Police Squadron who 
took his life at RAF Bentwaters in January 1981, and whether 
they will detail the involvement of the British police, Coroner's 
Office, and any other authorities involved. 

Lord Gilbert: 

MoD has no information concerning the alleged suicide. 
Investigations into such occurrences are carried out by the US 
Forces. 

Lord Hill-Norton asked Her Majesty's Government: 

What information they have on the medical problems experienced 
by various United States Air Force Personnel based at RAF 
Bentwaters and RAF Woodbridge. which stemmed from their 
involvement in the so-called Rendlesham Forest incident in 
December 1980. 

Lord Gilbert: 

Information on medical matters relating to US personnel is a 
matter for the US authorities. 

V. REACTION IN THE BRITISH MEDIA 

I would imagine that even the simplest of souls would be 
capable of perceiving that all this is sheer dynamite! And

V I. UFO ATTACKED OUR NUKES. 
Britain's former military supremo is asking the 
Government to investigate whether aliens fired LASER 
BEAMS at our nuclear arsenal. 

Admiral of the Fleet Hill-Norton, retired chief of the 
defence staff, wants the probe to be launched into the 
sighting of a UFO hovering over RAF Woodbridge in 
Suffolk. He has now tabled questions to the Ministry of 
Defence asking whether nuclear weapons stored at 
Woodbridge were struck by light beams tired from an 
unidentified craft. 

He claims that US air force personnel who saw the 
"attack" filed reports which are being covered up by the 
MoD. 

He said: "The Ministry has doggedly denied that 
anything untoward happened, and I simply don't believe 
them." Defence minister Lord Gilbert refused to confirm 
or deny whether the base was equipped with nuclear 
missiles. 

He added: ·�There is no evidence to suggest that the 
Ministry of Defence received any such reports." 

The mysterious sighting happened in December 1980 
and was picked up on RAF radar. Phantom jets were 
scrambled and pilots reported intense. bright lights in the 
sky. 

V I. CONCLUSIONS? 

One might instantly jump to the panicky 
conclusion that all this proves 
without any doubt that there is somebody "out there" 

who wants to bring about World War III here. Such 
may in, the end be proven to be the case. but on further 
reflection, one will note that in none of these cases did 
any missile, apparently, get fired. The Ukrainian story 
admittedly does look pretty alarming at first sight but no 
missile got released there either. and let us not forget 
that, not so many years afterwards. the menacing Soviet 
Colossus collapsed. Maybe the Aliens simply wanted to 
wake us up by giving us a fright? 

We are always told that the Soviet collapse was due to 
the far superior power and wealth and manufacturing and 
scientific abilities of the other Colossus - the American 
one. BUT WAS IT? As the report from Colonel 
Sokolov tells us, the Ukrainian episode struck great 
fear into the minds of the Russian leaders. So, for all 

we know as yet, these acts of interference in our 
squabblings, by Aliens, may very well have been a 
very, very important factor in bringing about peace. 
(Remember President Reagan's several enigmatic 

public statements about "outside influences," and his 
reported discussions of the UFO problem with 
Gorbachev?) 

So, while I admit that I envisage that there is indeed 
an enormous threat to the existence and the survival of 
our species from certain non-terrestrial (or other­
dimensional?) creatures. I don't think we can yet say for 
certain that the cases given above prove that they have 
been trying to push us into war as some folk believe. 

Remember too that. for many years past. we have also 
been receiving - and publishing reports from both the 
USA and this country about the frequent visits by UFOs 
to our atomic plants. wbich might indeed simply be 
part of an ongoing system of surveillance.

THE REPORTED DISCOVERY OF A

In the very first issue ( 1 994) of his review EVIDENCIA 
OVNI, our Puertorican friend and Consultant Jorge Martin

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Nikolai Nikolayevich Sochevanov, a specialist in geology and 
rninerology, was visited by a friend of his - an Estonian inventor­
who brought a piece of dense silvery metallic material, and the 
following story:

In the current study, the scientific panel 
focused on incidents involving some form of 
physical evidence, including photographic 
evidence, radar evidence, vehicle interference, 
interference with aircraft equipment, apparent 
gravitational or inertial effects, ground traces, 
injuries to vegetation, physiological effects on 
witnesses, and debris. Of particular concern are 
reports that UFO encounters may be hazardous 
to people's health. Some witnesses have 
reportedly suffered radiation-type injuries. 
These reports led the panel to draw the 
attention of the medical community to the 
possible health risks involved.

The scientists found that some of the reported 
incidents may have been caused by rare natural 
phenomena, such as electrical activity high 
above thunderstorms or radar ducting (the 
trapping and conducting of radar waves by 
atmospheric channels). However, the panel 
found that some of the phenomena related to 
UFOs are not easy to explain in this fashion. 
Further analysis of the evidence presented to 
the panel is unlikely to shed added light on the 
causes underlying the reports, the scientists 
said. Most current UFO investigations lack the 
level of rigor required by the scientific 
community, despite the truttative and 
dedication of the investigators involved. But 
new data, scientifically acqmred and analyzed, 
could yield useful information and advance our 
understanding of the UFO problem, the panel 
said. 

The revtewers also made the following 
observations: 
• The UFO problem is not a simple one, and 

it is unlikely that there is any simple, 
universal answer. 

• Whenever there are unexplained 
observations, there is the possibility that 
scientists will learn something new by 
studying them. 

• Studies should concentrate on cases that 
include as much independent physical 
evidence as possible. 

• Continuing contact between the UFO 
community and physical scientists could be 
productive. 

• Institutional support for research in this 
area is desirable.

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Sighting Report

0 ver the years, W angaratta and the 
surrounding districts have been the 
recipient of many UFO sightings. 

Most have been identified as natural or man 
made phenomena. But the area has had it's 
fair share of unidentifiable objects. That is not 
to say that they are extraterrestrial, only that 
our investigations have failed to obtain a 
rational explanation as to what they may be. 

Again, we received a sighting that in my 
opinion and after comprehensive investigation, 
I have failed to identify an object that has been 
a World wide phenomena that to date has 
remained a mystery failing to present a 
plausible or even an improbable explanation. 

This is a precis of the official report forwarded 
to V .U.F.O.R.S, deleting the names, addresses 
of the witnesses. 

REPORT: 
The sighting was reported to me by two Police 
Officers both female, who were actually 
working a nightshift with me. The night shift 
commenced on Sunday at 2300 hours to 0700 
hours. This was the first night of seven. The 
evening was uneventful and the two witnesses 
who reside in the Myrtleford area completed 
their shift at 0700 hours and were able to get 
away on time. Both witnesses travel to work 
together. 

They are stationed at the W angaratta Police 
Station being in the North East of Victoria. To 
arrive home, the witnesses travel along the 
Great Alpine Highway, previously known as 
the Ovens Highway. They pass through the 
townships of Tarrawingee, Everton and

Gapsted. This highway faces in a North I 
South direction. 

On this morning the weather was fine, very 
cold with light cloud cover in the east. The 
sun was rising and there was a red haze. The 
rest of the sky was clear and blue. 

The reports of the two witnesses go as follows: 
WITNESS #l . 
It was Monday morning, the 8th of June, 1 998 
at approximately 07 1 0 hours, and I was 
traveling home with my work mate. We had 
just completed our first night of night shift. It 
had been an uneventful evening. 

We were traveling in a southerly direction 
along the Great Alpine Highway. As we 
approached Petticoat Lane, North of 
Tarrawingee, my attention was drawn to an 
object in the east. I was in the front passengers 
seat and this object was to my left and to my 
front. I would estimate that it was over the 
Eldorado, Carrargarmungee area. It was at 
about 20 degrees above the horizon. There 
was only the one object and it was stationary. 

I would describe the object as squarish and 
bright silver. There was no sound or anything 
other than the brightness or the size. To us the 
object looked the size of an A4 sheet of paper 
which is about 30cm X 30cm. It was large, 
bigger than a coin but smaller than the moon. 

We both watched the object for about 1 0  to 1 5  
minutes and during that time it did not change 
shape or location. We did not stop the car but 
continued driving.

observation the weather was fine and cold and Both witnesses described the object as a 

the sunrise was still present arid red in colour. doorway. Witness # 1 , suggested it was a 

We both watched the object through the 
window of a moving vehicle. There were 
clouds, which were only light. They were not in 
front of the object. As we continued along the 
Great Alpine Highway, the light cloud cover· 
drifted in front of the object but we were still 
able to see the light clearly. 

In my opinion this object was over the hills in 
the area I have mentioned. I was inquisitive 
and I wish we had a camera to record the 
event. It was the brightness that attracted my 
attention as I believe it was for my friend. 

I would describe the object as a doorway in the 
sky and bright like someone had placed a piece 
of tin foil in the sky and the light was 
reflecting off it. 

WITNESS #2. 
The description is as WITNESS #1 with the 

following differences. These are that the 

object was about 1 5  to 20 degrees above the 

horizon. The shape was square or rectangular. 

The size was about 35cm X 40cm and that the 

object was watched for about 1 5  to 20 

minutes. This witness stated that it was like tin 

foil in the sky and that it was smooth and 

shiny. 

INVESTIGATIONS. 
Investigations conducted revolved around 

certain possibilities, a balloon, aircraft, an 

inversion layer or other natural phenomena. 

Checks with local authorities failed to shed 

any light on the first two possibilities. I was 

unable to confirm or deny an inversion layer. 

Conversations with employees of the local 

newspaper did not assist in locating any other 

witnesses to this. phenomena. 
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doorway in the sky with the light emitting 

from the interior. Witness #2 described it as 

the doorway to El Nino. Reports from other 

locations around the world have also described 

the object as a doorway in the sky. To date no 

explanation or hypothesis as to the identity of 

the object has been forthcoming. 

Both witnesses watched the object whilst 
driving and at no stage did they stop the 
vehicle to fully observe it. As stated the object 
remained visible to the witnesses until the tree 
cover caused them to loose sight of it. 

This was a daylight sighting and it is feasible 
to construe that the sun may be reflecting of 
the surface, thus indicating a solid object. 

Both witnesses are honest and reliable who 
have no reason to prevaricate this sighting. I 
believe that their representation of the incident 
is accurate and truthful. 

As a result of our inquiries and pending an 
acceptable explanation, this file shall remain 
unexplained.

At last this file is now completed and has 
been forwarded to V.U.F.O.R.S in it's 
entirety. This has been my most 

comprehensive report since I started investigating 
the subject of UFO's. 

The report has taken a total of ten months to 
complete. Due to the distances and because the 
sighting originated in another State, I have been 
unable to meet the witnesses to the actual sighting 
in person. I have conversed with them over the 
telephone and via mail and to me it seems that I 
now personally know them. Other witnesses, I have 
been able to interview. The reason that the sighting 
was investigated by me is because the report of the 
sighting was made to the Benalla Police Station in 
the State of Victoria. 

Over the months, my inquiries have led me to the 
Military, Wangaratta Aero Club, Power Companies, 
Police and many other authorities. All of these 
have assisted me in these inquiries and have shown 
an interest in the subject. 

Like I have stated in the previous entry to the 
Australian UFO Bulletin, the sighting was originally 
reported to a UFO organisation. The witnesses 
were unsatisfied and badly treated and thus decided 
not to pursue the investigation with that group. 
This report was close to never reaching an 
investigative body who would investigate the 
sighting fully. 

At this stage I will not enter into the actual sighting 
due to the article in "The Australian U.F.O Bulletin 
" dated .. June, 1998. My original intentions were to 
prove that this object was man made or a natural 
phenomena. The latter was ruled out early in the 
investigations. The possibility of a hoax is always 
upper most in your mind, but again it did not take 

me long to dismiss this thought and continue along 
the lines of proving what the two objects may be. 

It was ascertained that there were no Military 
maneuvers in the area or any testing of rockets or 
missiles. The photographs have not been officially 
examined at this time, but it is the impression of 
those who have seen the photographs, that the 
objects are not rockets, missiles or any aircraft that 
we are aware of. I have examined Flight maps of 
the area, beacons and navigational aides. These do 
not assist in the identity of the objects. High power 
tension lines are not in the vicinity of the sighting. 
All other avenues of investigation with local Police, 
Army and Air Force, situated at Wagga Wagga, 
have failed to identify the two objects. 

As the investigation proceeded, I felt that at this 
stage the identity of the two objects would remain 
unanswered and no matter how improbable or 
impossible an explanation, it would not be 
forthcoming. I have tried to eliminate probable 
beliefs. Failing this, I then examined the highly 
improbable ideas. Again I have not been able to 
find an explanation as to their identity. I must 
emphasize that the possibility of the objects being 
man made, and the Military failing to notify us of 
this fact is still a possibility. 

At the completion of this investigation, my findings 
are that the two objects observed in the sky over the 
Gundagai area on the 13th of October, 1997 at 1800 
hrs were unidentifiable. Barring any further 
information arising from future investigations and 
examinations of evidence, this file shall remain 
open and marked UNIDENTIFIED.

Orange L ights Over 
Wangaratta 

I t was Friday the lOth of July, 1998, and we had 
an early night. Would you believe it, that 
Saturday morning being the 1 1th at 1.30am, the 

telephone rang. The message came from the Police 
Station. UFO's all over the Warby hills and 
travelling over Wangaratta "WILL YOU RING 
THE WI1NESSES." 

Yes, what colour were they, I asked. The reply was 
orange. Well, I was awake and I thought, why not, 
so I rang the witness. He was interested. They 
were walking the dog at l .OOam,when they looked 
into the sky over the Warby Hills and saw two 
orange lights drifting about. 

I thought, lets get some details. Well the two 
orange lights were observed for 10 to 15 minutes. 
Both objects were travelling west to east, and 
blinking on and off. They were about the size of a 
50 cent piece. They were travelling slow and they 
weren't balloons. One was higher than the other 
and at about 30 degrees and behind the first. 

I informed them that I would drop the report forms 
around the next morning. I did go outside, but no 
orange lights seemed to be drifting by. 

Well, I did drop the forms around, and no-one was 
at home. I left them in the letter box. No reply has 
been forthcoming. 

I put the odd feeler out, and low and behold, more 
reports, same time and date. This came from a 
group of footballers and friends having a party in 
the back yard. I spoke to one personally and he told 
me the following story ...... We were in the back 
yard having a drink and a BBQ. It was a beautiful 
night and one of the blokes was drinking a stubbie 
and looked into the sky. He yelled , " Have a look 
at this." There were 12 or so of us and we all 
looked in the sky to see a bright orange light about 
the size of half a five cent coin. It was travelling 
from west to east and at the speed of a satellite. It

was very high and very fast. It looked like a star 
and a flare and at first I thought it was travelling 
straight up but I now believe it was travelling across 
the sky. One of the people believe that they saw 
two red lights around it. We don't think it was a 
balloon. 

Again I sent reports to these witnesses and once 
again, no reply. 

Well, where to go to next. It was the last weekend 
before the schools went back from holidays, Hint! 
I checked with some local stores that sell helium. 
Yes, the large balloons with helium had been sold, 
but this is normal. Next, cilium sticks. I would not 
have guessed, but yes, some had been sold and they 
were orange. And, believe it or not, all on the 
Friday night. 

So, with very few inquiries, it appears that this 
report was a school yard hoax and the cilium sticks 
with helium filled balloons once again fly the clear 
skies over Wangaratta.

Fm writing to you to report of a sighting I had in Croydon on the night of 1 2.2 .1998. 

Let me explain. On the 1 2.2. 1998 I started to cosmetically renovate my house in South 
Croydon as I am selling up and moving back to the U.K. . About 2 weeks into the work I 
had the sighting. It was close to 1 1 .30 pm when I realised that I had run out of milk and 
being a true Englishman, I must have my cup of tea in the morning, so of l zoom to my local 
Safeways, in Croydon to get it. 

It was on the way back that I noticed something rather odd in the night sky. Driving slowly 
up Mt. Dandenong Road I caught sight of a quite fast moving, bright white light heading in 
a N .Easterly direction.

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ANOTHER REMARKABLE INCIDENT. 

On the night ofWed. 29th April my husband and I retired to bed armmd 11 o'clock and 
passed a few hours away reading. It was armmd one o'clock when we settled down to 
sleep feeling relaxed and tired. 
Not iong after this, 1 was awoken with a sensation of pressures around my legs and ankles 
and I began to move slowly down the bed without movement from myself I remember 
calling and screaming to my htL�band .and hanging on to my sheets in absolute tear. I felt 
that it was real what I was experiencing at this time and although I found it extremely hard to 
keep my eyes open and it was an absolute effort to move any part of my body. I felt like I 
was in a semi comatosed state. I somehow managed to cling on to my husband and get 
through to him that I was bemg puled ttom my bed and he must not let go of me. I somehow 
knew that I was to be taken outside although to where I do not know at this time. I also 
know that it was small like beings that were trying to take me although I do not remember 
seeing them. I relate to them as being monsters. My husband managed to settle and things 
were quite quiet for a time until the pulling began again. I felt myself being pulled from the 
bed by my legs and ankles and I found it difficult to stay in bed. I remember my husband 
helping me back up a few times and then it ceased again. After a short time my husband 
got up and opened the window to let in some air in as the room felt like all the oxygen had 
been sucked from the room. There was no air outside and no breeze whatsoever which 
seemed strange because all the chime bells outside had gone crazy earlier. Within a minute 
or two the bedroom door slammed shut also. I knew what was going on all around me yet I 
felt in some sort of drugged state, and unable to do much. 
My husband climbed back into bed and settled himself down. At this stage, I do not feel 
that many minutes passed before I was pulled from the bed completely. It all happened so 
swiftlv. One minute I was in bed. the next minute I was on the floor at the bottom. The room 
seem�d to be filled with very bright moonlight. I remember screaming and crying and seeing 
my husband lying in bed but he never moved. By this time I was being slowly dragged towards 
the bedroom door. My ankles hurt very much and I felt pain on my right elbow, as I was being 
pulled across the carpet. I knew somehow that I was to be taken somewhere but I do not know 
where. I also know that little beings were all around and I could hear them in my mind. I 
could actually feel myself breaking down. I could see through to other places, other levels and 
although they appeared soli� I knew I could pass through them, and did. I can only recall 
snippets after this . At one stage I remember being flat on my back with lights above me passing 
over head at great speed (like I was on some kind of table on wheels that was moving down some 
sort of tunnel and I seemed to be travelling at great speed. The next thing I found myself in the 
bathroom of my bedroom. I do not know how long I was in there and I remember feeling very 
confused and bewildered. I then remember staggering back to my bed { I use the word staggering 
because that's how it was). I felt extremely drugged at this stage and was barely able to keep on 
mv feet. 
l didn't awake tmtil twelve o'clock that day and I felt quite unwel l I had swellings on the ankles 
and legs as well as bruising, and my navel also had a strange mark on it. 
My daughter that evening came home from work and stated that all the power had gone off during 
the night and she had to be wakened for work by her frien� who called round that morning.

A new species of unidentified flying object was reported in Cairns last n ight - a bright orange 
coloured triangle. Mr George Hicks said he saw the object after a Viscount aircraft came in 
at 9.1 0  p.m. 
It  had a bright l ight at the head of the triangle and appeared to be hovering directly over the 
police station .  His story was supported by a police constable who said that whi le he was at 
the aerodrome he saw an orange flash above the Viscount as it was coming in to land. It was 
very bright and completely independent of the Viscount's l ig hts. 
Hicks said he and h is wife watched the object for several minutes. It was about a quarter the 
$ize of a ful l  moon. at an angle of about 45 degrees to the horizon. and seemed to be 
composed of little dots of l ight.

And in the last year or so approaches have been made to quue 

a number of very well-placed and well-heeled folk who. had they the inclination. could very easily have helped to make our situation mor� 

secure, but there has never been the slightest response from any of them. 

Furthennore. the current general "blackout" against FSR and myself -i.e. the total ban on any reference to FSR or myself anywher-= 

in the printed media. and the complete exclusion of FSR and myself from any TV or radio programme. has now lasted for stxte�n year'. 

Consequently the younger generation in the U.K. has not only no knowledge of our existence. but also no way of ever obtammg such 

knowledge. This is, of course, the purpose of the ban.

Yet. paradoxically enough. FSR has never before had such a great accumulatiOn of truly starthng matenal. and ready to pnnt. Some 

, of it looks like real dynamite. No wonder. then. that we have a ban. ( And -no doubt about it- we do see the ban as bemg. m a sense. 

! quite a compliment to us and to my claim that we aim to tel l  the truth. ) · . . · 
Nevertheless. unless something can be done. by somebody. to cause FSR's readership to expand. we can expect to smk wtthout trac� 

. -within a year or so at the most. It remains to be seen therefore whether some of our friends can do something to get new readers for u�.
