s in many cases during the past years,
Awhen large, usually long shaped

objects have appeared in our skies,
there are also disc shaped objects flying about.
This has also occurred in Victorian skies
coinciding with multiple sightings of a large
oblong or cone shaped object, which on June
8th this year, flew across Victoria.

We have received at least two such reports of
disc shaped objects since June 8. Witnesses
have been close enough to see details, as well
as noting sections of oblong shaped objects.

Tennessee, observed a "Parent Object" where
five smaller objects flew out of it, parallel to his
plane. But when the pilot pressed the radio
button to report the sighting, the UFO's
disappeared quickly. On the 23rd July 1952,
aircraft factory employees at Culver City,
California, reported observing a silver elliptical
object which moved NW over the city, stopped,
launched two small discs which circled the area
and went back on board. The "Parent Object"
climbed straight up at high speed.

out to distinguish any details.

This type of UFO activity in the early 40's gave
the best examples that some UFO's were
performing under intelligent control and
convinced pioneer researchers that someone,
somewhere, has technology far beyond our
own.

Veteran researcher, Richard Hall who was with
NICAP, was compiling reports in his book
titled; "The UFO Evidence" lists an early
interesting case, which occurred during the
summer of 1944. An artist witness reported
seeing an oval "Parent Object" emit three
smaller discs from the underside, which
hovered, then moved away in different
directions. Another case that occurred in the
Autumn of 1951, was when a pilot flying from
Birmingham, Alabama to Chattanooga,

Reida, while on a
mission from Ceylon. It was shortly after
midnight and there were 50 planes on the strike,
his plane was the last one on the target, when
the gunner and co-pilot reported a strange
object pacing them. At a distance, it appeared
as a spherical object of a very bright and
intense red or orange color. When it left it
made an abrupt 90-degree turn, up and
accelerating. It disappeared into the overcast.

August 1 1946

Pilot Jack Puckett was making a scheduled
flight from Langley Field, Virginia to Macdill
Field, Tampa Florida. At approximately 6 pm,
while flying a C-47 at 4,000 feet, North East of
Tampa, he observed what he thought at first to
be a shooting star. His co-pilot, Lt. Henry F.
Class and engineer, both observed this object at

the same time. The object continued to fly
toward them on a collision course at their exact
altitude, it then veered to cross their path,
where they could see it to be a long, cylindrical
shape, twice the size of a B-29, with luminous
portholes. It remained in sight for two or three
minutes.

Summer of 1951

Lt. George Kinman was flying over Augusta,
Georgia, one clear sunny day when all of a
sudden he noticed something ahead closing in,
head on. Before he could take evasive action,
this thing dipped abruptly and passed
underneath, just missing his propeller. The
thing was definitely of disc shape, white and
pretty thick. It was about twice as big as his
plane. Lt. Kinman swung his F-51 around, but
the disc was out of sight. Within 15 seconds, he
said the disc came at him again, dipping at the
last minute. This performance was repeated
several times for a period of S to 10 minutes.

Triangular Satellite Formations

VUFORS has received some reports of forma-
tions of 3 unblinking , starlike objects travelling
in triangular configuration.

This formation has an earthly explanation as
described on UFOMIND recently.

In fact, there are three sets of three satellites trav-
elling in formation - all part of the U.S. Navy’s
space-borne electronic intelligence system, code
named Parcae, not officially recognised by the
Navy.

Each group of satellites flies at an altitude of
1,100 kilometres in a formation about 100 kilo-
metres across and are used to track the position,
speed and direction of all military ships at sea.

Finally, on its last pass the UFO zoomed
upwards instead of down just missing his
canopy.

The report of another type of large object has
now come to our attention. Both the report with
description is published with the kind
permission of Gordon Creighton, Editor of
Flying Saucer Review. Disc shaped objects
were reported to be operating with larger
objects and details of this type of encounter are
published in this edition.

I am sure that during a flap, when disc shaped
objects are being reported, the odds would be
that a large object is somewhere in the vicinity.
If witnesses do observe this spectacle, please
come forward and report it to the Society, as it
is necessary for us to know the extent of
activity to assess the overall picture. One never
knows just how important the smallest piece of
information may be in  completing
investigations.

Hubble in Trouble

The $6 billion Hubble Space Telescope is scien-
tifically useless after suffering a critical systems

Hubble has been placed into a “safe mode” after

a gyroscope failure which left only two of its six
gyroscopes operative. The telescope requires a
minimum of three gyros to aim precisely.

loss of the Mars Climate Orbiter that smashed
into the planet instead or orbiting, NASA has
reported.

Officials have made 10 different recommenda-
tions to ensure that a similar problem is avoided
with the Mars Polar Lander which is currently en
route to Mars for a December 10 touchdown.
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DID A HUGE UFO CRASH IN KAZAKHSTAN IN 1991?

(Translation from Spanish. GC.) EVIDENCIA OV V] No. 17 (1998)

[We have received scraps of information about this
alleged crash in the Republic ot Kazakhstan (Central Asia)
trom several sources, but the only one that is seemingly
complete is given in EVIDENCIA OVNI No.17 (1998,
although we are not told who is its author. We give a
translation of it below. It certainly bears all the hall-
marks of being entirely genuing, including a tew hand-
written annotations in Russian.]

On May 2, 1998, a contused story started to circulate
on the /nternet. to the eftect that a large UFO had crashed
in August or September 1991 in the territory of'this tormer
republic of the USSR, and that the Russian authorities of
that time had either recovered the wreckage or attempted
to recover it from its site in @ mountainous distrct of’
south-eastern Kazakhstan.

This message was stated to have emanated trom a
Russian Ufologist named Nikolai Subbotin. director of a
group known as the Russian UFO Investigation Station
(RUFORS in English), and was relaying a report sent
straight from the site of the crash by another Russian
scientist, Emil Bachurin.

According to Subbotin, Bachurin had been at the site
along with a group of military oticials and had included
in his report a sketch ot the craft made by himselt. along
with his own handwritten notes.

Bachurin said it was quite impossible to photograph
or video the scene more closely than at a distance ot 300
metres. owing to the intense radiation emanating trom
the crashed cratt. clouding tilms and damaging
equipment. Bachurin himselt ¢claimed that he had suttered
damage to his eyesight and other people claimed that they
had sutfered skin-bums.

The sketch, reproduced herewith., shows a large tubular
object lying on the ground and broken in haltat the middle.
-which gives rise to the thought that the explosion might
have been an “auto-destruct”™ operation. The mountains
in the background are allegedly identitiable as the T'IEN-
SHAN RANGE. the enormous chain running trom south-

west to north-east along the entire trontier between
Kazakhstan and neighbouring Kirghizstan as tar as the
West ot China. On the side of the cratt various symbols.
ot prominent size. were visible.

One RUFORS member. Grigor Jarikov. of St.
Petersburg. claims that some parts of the text on
Bachurin’s sketch can be translated as follows:

“Title: The Zeppelin’ on the T'TEN-SHAN. ™

“Natural Medium “Sh.-Mazar ™ - “The Throat of the
East.”

“lt is impossible to take phorographs. There are
victims. The marks are green” (it is not clear what this
means. )

“The size ts 020 X 120 m.” (Jarikov later confirmed
again thar the object was indeed 620 metres long and
120 merres in diameter -absolutely enormous.)

“The cenmral part is split apart -probably by a “self-
liguidator ™ (auto-destruction mechanism,.

Among other unnotations there are also these:

“dil warches stopped completelv ar a distunce ot 600
metres from the object. and it was possible to note that
there is an almost total absence ot a magnetic tield ar
that distance. ™

“There is a skid-track rulso seen in the sketch. which
seems to be evidence that when the object rell. it slithered
along the ground).

A few days after the first message, Jarikov added some
important clarifications: The fall of the craft or object
was, he said. not a recent event. although the public reports
about it were recent. The crash had occurred around the
end of August or beginning of September ot 1991, The
first group of military investigators had arrived there in
August 1992,

They suttered severe radiation burns and were unable
to approach to nearer than 300 metres trom the object.
said Jarikov. The attempts to photograph the craft resulted
in only one over-exposure. all the rest of the tilms being
blacked right out. Furthermore the video cameras were
“bumt-out™ and the video tapes were turned “glassy and
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britie”. disintegrating strarght away Instde the cameras.

Janikov said that other recent visitors to the site had
managed to see the remains of a military helicopter -
identitied as an Wi-8 with coloured and painted
camoutlage.

Jarikov says that apparently this Russian helicopter
had Hown very close to the wreckage ot the UFO and had
been destroved (the precise method ot the destruction not
being identitied).

Jarikov alsowrites: “The skid-track ot the craft along
the ground 1s about 800 to 1.000 metres long, and s clearly
visible... it must also be completely vistble from Space.

The cralt’s course was trom due west to due cast. tlving
on dvery level trajectors. And. 1t we are not nustaken.
its size really is 620m long and 120m wide™

Jarikov emphasised that the size of the cratt and the
big and evident skid-marks would have rendered it clearly
vistble to satellites. Because they have not been able o
take photographs at ground level. he says. the Russian
imvestigators were hoprng that photographs taken trom
satelhites could possibly eventually be released o the
public and that this would tinally contirm the whereakours
of the crash. [l

Einstein himself once stated that. 1t someone were to
travel at the speed ot hght, he would arrive at his
destination betore he had started. Reality is lent to this

sort of speculation when vou hear ot the recent case ot

the Chilean corporal who. after being abducted by a UFO.
was returned fifteen minutes later to the spot where he
had been. The supernatural part ot this case 1s that during
that short lapse of time his beard had grown as much as it
would have done if he had not shaved tor several days.

The aftair. which has been reported to us by telegrarh.
took place in the early moming of April 25th in the Arica
region, 2,130 kms. to the north ot the chilean capital
Saniiago. [[tis in tact at the extremenorthern tip of Chile’s
“ribbon-like” territory -G.C.] The man involved was
Corporal Armando Valdes ot the Chilean Army’s

1t was mstantly noted that 1t haa <topped at
4 30, the precise time when the phenomenon had
appeared. and the calendar had gone forvard iive Javs :n

Furthermore, prestigrous indiv iduals, including Protesson
Pedro Araneda, hav e interviewed Valdes, have made tape-
recordings of his statements, and are now analy zing them
with the utmost scientific rigor and also examining the
testimony given by the soldiers who were members of the
ire! group

REPORTS FROM CHILE AND CHINA.

"Old Ilands™ who were reading FSR 30 -and more-
years ago, will recall the veritable steady flood of UFO
reports that we were constantly receiving from two
splendid Correspondents in Argentina and several others
covering Chile, Peru, Uruguay, Paraguay, and the entire
region of the Andean Cordillera in gencral.

The Falklands War inevitably cut us ofT from one of
our most valued Consultant/Correspondents, the lawyer
Dr. Oscar Galindez of Cordoba, Argentina, and for years
after the end of that conflict we never heard a word from
him or indeed expected to do so!' Then suddenly. about
1990 or 1991, we received a letter from himabout “"matters
ufological™, and so we had high hopes of renewing our
old relationship. But silence again descended upon our
trusty and doughty old friend and we have no idea what
has happened. What is known, however, is that Oscar A.
Galindez is now an Argentinian Provincial Judge, and we

take this opportunity to express to him our felicitations.
We trust that all still goes well with him, and as always.
we send him un fuerte abrazo. He is not forgotten here!

Our other long-standing and equally valiant
Consultant/Correspondent for FSR in Argentina was Jane
Thomas,then of Buenos Aires, whose press reports and
translations also were gathered up by her from all the other
Spanish speaking Republics. Jane (of Frenchand German
descent and totally fluent in at least four languages) is of
course still on our Masthead for she is now Mrs. Maria
Angela Thomas Guma and lives with her American
husband Harold Guma in Arizona, USA, whence she still
reports for us on the South American scene.

Her press reports from the various Republics still trickle
in, and we published the last one in FSR 42/4 (Winter 1997).

(As for the last batch of Spanish-American UFO press
reports sent to us by Jane before that, it is our sad duty to

record that it never saw the light ot day in FSR. tor Mitz
Trollop. the erstwhile Senior Resident FSR Cat. tipped
an entire pot of glue on the Report. which. we recall was
a huge one. We did our best to salvage some ot it. but all
in vain. (Meanwhile Mitzi Trollop has died. of sheer old
age. and travelled on to the Great Cattery In The Sky -
where we trust that the cosmic mice are abundant -and
her little earthly remains lie with those ot our other cats
and dogs beneath the splendid hanging catkins ot a fine
Garrya tree at the end of our garden.)

The volume of material reaching us from all parts today
is 50 great that much ot it stll lies unused in ouwr files. Here

tor example is an interesting press-report trom the town of’

Aricain the tar northemtip of Chile.

It dates trom 1990 and was sent to us by one ot our
Spanish  Consultants, Sedor J. Plana Crivillen of
Barcelona. whom we now thank belatedly. Ourolder readers
will recall that the Anca region used to crop up persistently
in our earliest reports trom South America. so evidently
things have not changed much.

UFOs were sighted a week ago over the town ot Arica
in Chile. (In the tar North, 2130 kms. trom the Chilean
Capital. Santiago de Chile).

These objects are seen here very frequently. and. in
the opinion ot the local inhabitants. they testity to the
existence of a UFO base somew here among the mountain
systems of the country.

On this occasion. a week ago. two UFOs were
observed. The cyewitnesses. when interrogated later.
made it clear that they felt that indubitably they had seen
two extraterrestrial craft.  They said that no machines
made on Earth could have been capable of the manoeur res
that these two UFOs were pertorming in the skies
overhead!

The most spectacular and most widely known LFO
case in Chile occurred on April 23,1977, when it seems
that Amando Valdés. a Chilean Army sergeant (N.B. [n
Spanish the term cabo is employved tor both sergeant and
corporal. -G. C.). was kidnapped near Putre by a UFO tor

THE ARICA ENCOUNTER: CHILEAN
SOLDIER’S “TRIP INTO THE

According to reports published in the press of
Argentina and Chile, it appears that the first half of 1977
has been notable for aremarkable recrudescence of UFO
sightings over the soutern part of the West Coast of South
America, and one newspaper ( La Cronica, Buenos Aires,
May 23, 1977) noted that in fact June 1977 would see the
thirtieth anniversary of the first UFO sightings over that
particular continent.

Our Buenos Aires correspondent, Miss Jane Thomas
(to whom I am vastly indebted not only for many pages
of press extracts, but also for English translations of them,
which render the job of reduction and compilation far
lighter and save me a great deal of time and effort) seems
to feel a certain degree of doubt as to whether things “got
going” in South America quite as soon as June 1947.

Atfirstsight it seems likely that one might feel surprise
and scepticism on that score, probably because so many
folks imagine that June 1947 saw the start of the whole
“UFO business” in the world (in the shape of the two
American cases of Maury Island on June 21, and the
Amold sighting on June 24.) However, many people also
realise that such a view is quite incorrect. The U.S. Air
Force had already had plenty of UFO reports from their
own territory and also from overseas durmg 1946 and
the first half of 1947.

FOURTH DIMENSION”?

Leaving aside previous centunes,
throughout the whole of World War Il there had been a
trickle of reports (not to mention the many wartime
sightings of the smaller foo fighters), and there had already
been the big UFO flap over Scandinavia in 1946 with the
sightings of the ghost rockets as these were termed at the
time in the Scandinavian and British press.

So it may very well be true that the UFO phenomenon
was also well under way in South America by the summer
of 1947, and on checking my files | see indeed that José
Higgins’ (ref. 1) alleged encounter with some lumbering
great creatures from a landed disc at Bauru, Brazil, dates
from July 23 of that year -only twenty-nine days after
Kenneth Amold’s sighting.

The extraordinary affair which is the subject of the
present report took place in the early hours of April 25, 1977,
near Putre (Arica region) in the northern tip of Chile, some
2,130 kilometres from the Capital, Santiago.

Corporal Amando Valdés of the local Rancagua
Regiment of the Chilean Army (this unit comes under the
Huamachuco Brigade based at Arica) was out on a routine
night inspection patrol with seven soldiers in the Andes,
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at a spot near Pampa Lluscuma, 150 kilometres north-east
of Arica. Anyone who has experienced or read about this
harsh, arid part ot the globe can imagine for himself just
how chilly it would be at such a place on the bleak puno
lands. at 4.00 o’clock in the moming and at an altitude of
not less than 4,000 metres. The seven conscript soldiers
with Valdés were named in the press as Humberto Rojas,
Ivan Robles, German Riquelmo, Raul Salinas, Pedro
Rosales, Juan Reyes, and Julio Rato. Five of them were
huddled against a pirca (dry-stone wall) beside the fire.
The other two men were on watch, a few metres distant.

At about 4.00 a.m. Rosales, who was one of the sentries,
came running over to report the appearance of two large
violet-coloured lights which had descended from the sky,
and one of them was still in sight, about 500 metres from
them, very low, and bathing the whole area inits vivid glow.

This light seemingly began to make for the party, so the
corporal ordered his men to screen off the fire with blankets,
presumably with the thought of avoiding detection.. The great
light was totally silent, and they could now see that it had
“two red dots” on each side. After moving nearer to them, it
began to move away again.

At this point corporal Valdés got up and decided to go
forward and investigate the light. He looked at his watch. It
showed 4.15 am. As he explained later to the press, he
stepped over the dry-stone wall and, calling upon God for
protection, started walking towards the light, shouting as
loudly as he could, challenging it, asking who or what it
was, and bidding it depart. He was stillonly a matter of a
few metres from the camp fire and his men, all of whom
were watching him. And then he simply vanished before
their eyes.

Corporal Valdés recalls nothing of what happened to him
afterthat. He only knows that at about 4.30 a.m. he became
aware that he was lying beside the fire again, but feeling
very, very strange. Then he blacked out once more.

THE MYSTERY OF THE CORPORAL’S
BEARD AND WRIST-WATCH.

When the corporal came to his senses again after his
second black-out, he was still totally incapable of giving
any account of what had happened. He seems to have spent
about fifteen minutes away from the men. As the men have
testified, and his superior officers have corroborated,
Corporal Valdés had shaved but ashort while before going
out on the night patrol. His appearance was as it should be,
and everythingabout him was in order.

He now had a beard which was the equivalent of five
days’growth. (As Valdés himself emphasised later when
talking to the newspapermen, this was all the more
incredible inasmuch as beards grow abnormally slowly
up there on the high Andean plateaux.)

It was about 7.00 a.m. when the corporal came out of
his second swoon. He promptly gave orders for the party
to return to their unit to report on the events of the night.

And now came the second discovery. Not only had his
wrist-watch stopped showing 4.30, the time of his
experience with the light, but the calendar date indicator
now showed not April 25 but April30. It had advanced by
five days.

Soon after léaving the scene of these events, Corporal
Valdés and all his men were interviewed by a local
gentleman, Professor Pedro Araneda, who seems to have
been very knowledgeable on the subject of UFOs, and
took the precaution of tape-recording his interviews with
the corporal and his men.

Thisis fortunate, because as soon as the patrol were back
at their base and had reported the affair officially, Colonel
Oscar Figueroa, Governor of Arica Province, at once issued
an edict prohibiting the publication of anything about the
case in the local papers unless it had been submitted to his
office for scrutiny. This action, the Governor explained, was
taken “in orderto avoid press speculations lacking a scientific
basis.”

Govemnor Figueroa also confiscated Professor Araneda’s
tape of the interviews with the corporal and his men, but
this did not prevent the story leaking out into the press
very rapidly, as the Professor had already managed to
distribute parts of it to newsmen. (The first paper that got
the story, La Estrella, published in Arica, was forced by
the Govemor to withdraw the whole transcript of what the
corporal and his men had said,)

Meanwhile, away down south in Santiago, the Capital, a
spokesman from the Chilean Ministry of Defence announced
that the affair was being investigated intensively. Gradually
the story penetrated the whole press of Chile and Argentina,
and created a sensation. All the attempts to hush it up had
failed.

THE MESSAGE.

According tothe soldiers of the patrol, there was however
yet one more astonishing thing to relate. When Corporal
Valdés suudenly reappeared among them -neither he nor they
were able to explain quite how- he was murmuring over
and over again and with difficulty the words *‘You don't
know who we are, nor where we come from... we will soon
return.”

In a statement given subsequently to the press by
Corporal Valdés, he emphasised that he was most anxious
tohavethe affair fully investigated. He told newsmen: “The
events which | have related lay me open to being taken
Jor mad. But | am not mad. And the soldiers who were
there with me also witnessed the apparition. | want to
recover the memory of those missing fifteen minutes, and
I would even be prepared to submit myself to hypnosis in
order to ascertain the facts and clear my mind of the
uncertainty as to what took place.”

However, on April 21, it was announced in the Argentine
press (La Cronica, Buenos Aires) that a Chilean UFO
investigation group at Temuco (2) had wamed Corporal
Valdés that it would be extremely dangerous for him to
retrieve the details of his UFO experience by means of
hypnotism, and in support of their argument they quoted
the sad case of the young Argentinian truck driver
(Dionisio Llanca) who had had an encounter with entities
and had also been hypnotised, in the hospital at Bahia

Blanca, by an investigation team of twelve doctors and
psychiatrists, and who was now completely insane.

There have beenrecords of this sort
of thing in past times in Old China.
Thus, for example, in the County
Annals of Song-Zi Xian (Vol. 19,
Miscellaneous), in Hubei Province, for

the year 1880, t s on record that “a
certain Mr. Ju Tan, a farmer of Xi-an,
arose early on the moming of May 8,
1880, and was walking along towards
a copse on the hill behind his cottage,
when he caught sight, in the
undergrowth, of a strange glowing
object, shining brightly in many
colours. He stepped forward and
attempted to seize hold of it, and
suddenly felt himself swept up into the
air, as thoughbeyond the clouds, with
a loud sound of wind in his ears, his
mind stupefied and numbed, and quite
unable to move his body. Then
suddenly he was conscious of dropping
from a great height, but on to a lofty
mountain-peak.

“Feeling as though he was
awakening from a dream, the farmer
was terrified beyond measure. Some
time later a woodcutter came along and
questioned him as to who he was and
where from, and Ju Tan replied “I am
from Song-Zi County in Hubei
Province.” The woodcutter

exclaimed: “How did you get here!
This is in Guizhou

Province, more than a thousand li (=
500kms. -G.C.) from your place.”

“The woodcutter showed him the
shortest path down the mountain. Ju
Tan arrived in due course at his home,
and found that 18 days had elapsed.
After much enquiry, it was still
impossible to know what had caused his experience. It
was just an extraordinary mystery.”
(N.B. This case greatly resembles the many that
I have translated over recent years, particularly from
Brazil. And there is even a notable similarity in the way
in which the victim is set down, for many of the
Brazilian victims are also reported to have recovered
consciousness and found themselves pgrched on top
of quite inaccessible high places and mountain peaks.
-G.C)

On April 25, 1977, the Chilean Border Patrol soldier
Wa-Er-Der-Si (Armando Valdes) vanished without trace
for 15 minutes on encountering a flying saucer, and
subsequently reappeared with 3cms growth of beard
and the calendar-watch on his wrist showing that five
days had elapsed. There are similar cases in China.

According toMr.ZhangKe-Tao of the Peking branch
of the Chinese UFO Research Society, the following is

an example. I report it as it comes (unverified):-

**One evening in the autumn of 1975, two soldiers
of a certain unit of the Chinese People’s Liberation
Ammy stationed in Jian-Shui County in the Province of
Yiin-Nan encountered a huge saucer-shaped flying
object that was circling around above their heads and
emitting beams of soft orange-coloured light. One of
the men at once ran into the camp to give the alarm,
while the other stayed there to watch it.

A few minutes later, when the Camp Commandant
with about a dozen armed men came running up to the
entrance to the Barracks, they found no trace of the
soldier who had remained behind. The Commandant at
once ordered that a general search be made by all
personnel, officers and enlisted men, but there was no
sign of him.

A few hours later, four soldiers, taking over sentry
duty, suddenly heard the sound of someone moaning
behind them, and, looking around, found that it was the
missing man, who in miraculous fashion had reappeared.
They at once perceived that his eyebrows, beard, and hair,
had grown extremely long. When he had fully recovered
consciousness it was found that his memory was totally
gone. His wristwatch showed that it had stopped
long ago. It was not a watch of the type indicating the

date, so it was not possible to establish how many ‘days
of a different time’ he had spent ‘elsewhere’. His
weapons and watch all were found to be slightly
magnetized.

Interestingly, the two pilots
who have never had a UFO
sighting/encounter knew of
other pilots who did. And
what may be even more
interesting is that, the two
pilots without a UFO
sighting/encounter  believed
the stories of other pilots
who had had such an
experience, but were rather
skeptical when they heard
about UFO reports from the
general public.  And the
reason for their skepticism is

testimony is concerning a
UFO sighting/encounter.

People know that when an
experienced pilot says he's
seen a UFO he's really seen
a UFO. Pilots, and believe
me when I say this, do not
like to go out on a limb by
telling people they have
had an experience with a
UFO, as it may possibly
lead to labeling (they're
crazy), ridicule, loss of
employment, etc., unless,
quite rightly, they are
absolutely certain that their

quite easy to understand, every day people, in
general, are just not very familiar with whatthey are
looking at in the sky.

They are constantly mistaking aircraft, satellites,
space junk, and planets for UFOs. According to the
Brazilian publication Fenomenos Aeroespaciais
(Aerospatial  Phenomena)  (September/October
1996), published by the Brazilian Academy of
Parasciences, there are literally thousands of man-
made objects in orbit around our planet. I have
personally seen how easily a person can mistake a
satellite * flying high above the earth, as an
extraterrestrial/alien craft.

Now, as those of us who research the UFO
phenomena know, finding a credible witness to a
UFO sighting/encounter is not always easy. But
pilots, overall, make excellent witnesses to a UFO
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experience has no other explanation. So, when a
pilot tells me he's had an experience with a UFO, I
sit up and listen, which leads me to Haroldo
Westendorff's story.

Haroldo Westendorff was born in Brazil in 1958.
By the time he turned 19 (1977), he had received
his pilots license and was airborne in the skies of
Brazil. Today, 20 years later, besides being the
owner of a rice processing plant in the Brazilian
state of Rio Grande do Sul, he is the bi-champion of
airplane acrobatics in Brazil. It is customary for
him to fly his single engine EMB 712 plane Tupi -
1980) around the state of Rio Grande do Sul on
weekends, usually for pleasure. He is, without a
doubt, a very experienced pilot. But in all his years
of flying experience he had never seen or had an

encounter with a UFO, that is, until October §,
1996.

It was on that cloudy day that Haroldo Westendorff
took off at 9:00 AM from the airport in Pelotas, Rio
Grande do Sul. Not long afterwards, he was flying
over Clube de Cage a Pesca (the Hunting and
Fishing Club) and soon after that he began to head
towards Praia do Laranjal (Laranjal Beach), which
is situated on the outskirts of Lagoa dos Patos
(Duck Lake). At about 10:30 AM he decided to
return to the airport at Pelotas. He was flying at an
altitude of 5,500 feet (1,800

Haroldo Westendorff radioed in the UFO sighting.
He grabbed the binoculars and quickly made visual
contact with the strange looking craft, confirming
the pilots sighting. He then called the objects
attention to two other people in the tower, and they
too confirmed the sighting. Airton described the
craft by saying, " . . . . the object was triangular in
shape and the top of it was rounded.”

After Haraldo received a positive response on the
sighting from the air traffic controller at the Pelotas
Airport, he radioed the radar station in Curitiba,
which is operated by

Westendorff was stunned and
he couldn't believe what he
was seeing.

he closed in on the object, he
described it by saying, "/t was enormous, gigantic
really. It Was shaped like a pyramid and had eight
sides, each one of them had exactly three prominent
bulges which constituted the windows".. (see
illustrations 1, 2 and 3)

When Westendorff described the object as being
"enormous" and "gigantic", he wasn't joking. He
estimated that the base of the object was about 100
meters (328.1 feet or 109.36 yards) in diameter,
comparing it's size to a football stadium, and it's
height to be between 50 to 60 meters (164.05 to
196.86 feet), which is the wing span of a Boeing
747. This was definitely no man-made object.

The pilots next move, was to radio the control tower
at the Pelotas airport to discover if they were aware
of the huge UFO.

Airton Mendes da Silva was on duty in the air
traffic control tower of the Pelotas Airport when

then asked the radar
control center for permission to switch him over to
a special radio frequency so that he could give them
a better description of the sighting, but his request
was denied. He then made the incredible decision to
fly, around the huge pyramid shaped craft, which,
quite possibly, is something only an airplane
acrobatic champion would even think of doing.

As Westendorff began to maneuver around the huge
UFO, his cellular telephone began ringing. It was a
friend calling. "Gu.. Gu... Guess what I'm flying
around?" Haroldo euphorically asked his friend is
his usual stuttering manner. And before his friend
had a chance to answer him the pilot said, "/t's a
Sflying saucer!"

Not exactly your every day telephone conversation!

After speaking with his friend, the aviator's
telephone rang again, only this time it was his son,
Haroldo Junior, who quickly noticed that his father

had difficulty in expressing himself during their
conversation. The aviators speech problem was due
to the mixture of fear and excitement coursing
through his body. The boy immediately handed the
telephone over to his mother. "What is it that you
have?" asked his worried wife. Haroldo then gave
her a quick picture of what he had encountered. His
wife, whose mind was now overwhelmed by this
incredible image that her husband had flying before
him, prudently told him to be very, very careful.
The pilot then decided to make a second trip around
the immense UFO.

Just waiting for the explosion that would certainly
destroy my plane," said Westendorff. But the pilot
kept his presence of mind and began emergency
procedures, all the while thinking about the
immense blast of air that would be produced,
arising from the vacuum caused by the gigantic
UFO.

The enormous craft was now spinning at an
incredibly frightening speed, looking like it would
explode at any second, and then, suddenly, without
making any noise, it took off at the unbelievable

Westendorff and his plane
were unaffected by the exit
of the enormous ship.

The explosion he was
waiting for never happened.
Out of curiosity, the pilot
took his plane up to 9,000
feet, passing through a layer
of dense clouds to see if he
could find any traces of the
UFO or the flying saucer. As
there was no sign of either of
them, he flew back to the
airport in Pelotas.

from the gigantic ship.
The pilot watched in amazement as the saucer rose
vertically, without making a sound. A moment later,
the disc-shaped craft came to rest at a 45 degree
angle. and then it took off at an astronomical speed
towards the Atlantic ocean.

Three or four seconds later the enormous
mothership started emanating reddish beams of
light that could be felt as waves of heat. The
aviator then began his third and final trip around the
UFO.

Haroldo's 30 minute encounter with the gigantic
UFO left him with this to say, "I'm certain that
what | saw had nothing to do with this planet."

And for anyone who doubts that Westendorffs story
is true, the pilot said, "/ know what I saw, because |
was 40 meters away from that object. No one can
get me todeny it."”

Channel Seven dispatched a heli-
copter to meet Mr Haub and crew
at Nelson Bay near Newcastle and
flew them to its Sydney studios.
But there they met a spoilsport in
the form of astronomer Geoffrey
Wyatt, of Macquarie University’s
Southern Skies Observatory.
Mr Wyatt told the fishermen the
“UFO” was Venus.

New planet a star turn

A STARTLING image of
a planet bigger than Jupi-
ter billions of kilometres
out in space has con-
firmed what scientists
could once only deduce
by complex mathematics
— there are planets be-
yond our solar system.
The planet’s existence
in the constellation Pega-
sus was discovered on
November 5 by scientists
searching space from the
Keck Telescope on top of
Hawalii’s Mauna Kea.
They notified col-
leagues at Tennessee
State University, which
operates a cluster of
remote-controlled - tele-
scopes in the Patagonia
Mountains of Arizona.
Scientists there fo-
cused one automatic tele-
scope on the star, and
observed it dimming visi-
bly as a planet crossed in
front of it.
“This is the first inde-
pendent confirmation of a
planet,” said Geoffrey

Far out: the newly found planet orbits its star.

Marcy, a professor of as-
tronomy at the University
of California at Berkeley.

“It also gives us the
first-ever measure of the
size of one of these plan-
ets.”

Prof. Marcy’s planet-
hunting team has gath-
ered mathematical evi-
dence of 19 planets but
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could only infer their
existence by measuring
the wobble of nearby
stars caused by the grav-
ity of unseen planets as
they orbit.

That changed last
week. Prof. Marcy and his
colleagues were the first
to detect a wobble in the
star HD 209458, in the
eanst.ellatinn Pegasnus

Their colleague in Ari-
zona, astronomer Greg
Henry, actually moni-
tored the planet as it
orbited the star.

The star’s radiance
dimmed 1.7 per cent on
November 7. On Thurs-
day, it happened again,
seemingly verifying the
scientists’ calculations
that the planet orbits its
star every 3.523 days.

Henry is predicting the
same dimming on Thurs-
day and November 22.

Prof. Marcy’s team de-
termined the planet to be
a gas giant, similar to Jupi-
ter, but its mass is just 63
per cent of Jupiter’s while
it is 60 per cent wider.

The star HD 209458 is
153 light years from Earth
— more than a million
billion kilometres.

“This is what we’'ve
been waiting for,” said
Prof. Marcy.

Albany, Western Australia - February 6, 1959

UFORUM( Victorian Flying Saucer Research Society )

A strange glowing white object was seen flying in the night sky over Albany in the early
hours of the morning. Itwas described as being much brighter than a meteor and was first
sighted by Stan Whiteman of Middleton Beach just after midnight. Mr Whiteman said it did
not flicker or twinkle like a star or planet. At first he thought it was stationery but, as he
watched, it moved totheleftandthen right. dropped and hovered.

"It was swinging like a pendulum", he said. When it went behind a cloud the light was so
bright that it shone right through. Whiteman drove to the top of Mount Clarence and stood
watching it for about an hour. His wife and seven-year-old son and several campers atthe
beach also saw the object. The Royal Australian Air Force base at Pearce said there
were no aircraft flying in the area at the time.

Darwin, Northern Territory - July 27, 1961

LUFORO Bulletrr( London UFO ResearchOrganisation )

Many people viewed the following phenomenon between 7.55 p.m. and 8.40 p.m. A saucer-
shaped. glowing object ( bluish colour ) appeared from a north-westerly or northerly
direction ata height estimated to be between 1,000 - 2,000 feet. It described a wide circle
across the harbour and then moved southwards. It practically "buzzed" a train travelling
from Larrimah to Darwin. The driver, Douglas Clarke, stated that he saw a "big ball of fire"
coming towards the train from behind. Speaking for himself and his fireman, he said "It gave
us quite a turn. f've never seen anything like it. | don't believe it was a comet, | don't know
whatitwas .

Emira Parker of The Esplanade, Darwin testified "We were all atthe wharf when it appeared.

It was a big thing and travelling very fast, with a long tail". She thought it was coming in "quite
low". A fellow witness to her tale was a Mrs Hostalek who said "We watched it for probably
thirty seconds. | believe it was manually controlled by the path ittook". An experienced air-
man, Doug Muir and another man, Lou de Courcey were amongst those who witnessed the
phenomenon. Ten minutes later the object was seen over Tennant Creek.

Santa Rita, Venezuela - October 6, 1961

The UFO /nvesrgalor( National Investigations Committee on Aerial Phenomena )
In the past six months UFO close approaches have lead to one observer's death and have
badly frightened other witnesses in the U.S.A. and South America. At Santa Rita, Venezuela
a fisherman drowned when he and panic-stricken companions jumped from their boats as a
huge, glowing object approached. At about 11.00 p.m. an enormous UFO appeared from the
north, its glow lighting up the town. As it slowly crossed Lake Maracaibo, casting its glare on
the fishing boats, dozens of terrified fishermen leaped overboard. One man, Bartolme
Romero, went down in the frantic swim for safety. The others made shore unnerved by the
encounter.

In Santa Rita alarmed inhabitants watched the strange object pass slowly over the city. The
UFO was visible five minutes before it vanished to the south leaving a reddish, exhaust-like
trail.

Moderate Temperature, Visibility:
Unrestricted.

Witness M was travelling in a westerly
direction along the Wonthaggi/Inverlock Road
towards the township at approx. 2100 hrs. At
about 2kms from Inverlock M's attention was
drawn to a sudden flash of blue light, such as
that emitted by a flash on a camera, but the
intensity was described as extremely brilliant
and appeared to be only about '1 km away to
the West ahead of her vehicle at about 30
degrees above the horizon and about 3000 feet
. She stood beside her car for no more than
about 5 seconds after which time a single flash
of light appeared again approximately 2 kms
to the back of her in a northerly direction.
Also seconds later it reappeared in a south-
east about half a kilometre from her location at
a lower altitude. This incident was also
witnessed by four other people. The size of
the object compared with that of a medium
four door sedan. No other specifications could
be noted due to darkness .

No side effects were noted either during or
after the episode with the exception of the
mobile phone which "dropped out" and
disconnected from the network.

In view of what you have heard/read of this
brief account, one can only be impressed with
the speed at which this object moved during
the entire observation. Though accurate
details are few and far between in this report, |
was to find out this was only the beginning of
a larger scenario about to develop over the
coming weeks.

In this instance witness M as in the last report
was again travelling in a Westerly direction
along the Wonthaggi/Inverlock road at
approximately 20.30 hrs. when again she
noticed a single flash of light in the distance in
front of her. Once again she pulled her car to
the side of the road and proceeded to use her
mobile phone to ring her boyfriend back home
only a few kms away. Within a few minutes
he had arrived with a friend. They all met and
watched in amazement, the flashing of the
blue light. The incident was very similar to
her first report with the light switching on and
off within seconds and appearing rapidly in
another location.

The most significant point was that at one
stage the car was bathed in blue light from
behind, which indicates the light was
considerably close ,as M's car has extremely
dark tinted windows to reduce the summer sun
glare. The duration of the incident was several
minutes and was observed by several
witnesses and eventually ended with the light
just going out. There were no side effects , no
EM effects relating to the cars at any time but
once again the mobile phone cut out while
initially calling her boyfriend, but one must
allow for the unpredictability of mobile
phones.  Unfortunately, dimensions of the
craft could not be ascertained in both instances
and only the telltale flashing of a blue light
was the real only identifying feature.

As we go to print, we have learned of further
reports. We shall await the return of the forms
to estimate worth and include them in the next

PARALOWIE - 24 AUGUST 1999

Frank Start, 65, Retired; Darren Niblett, 38 and Penclope Wickham, 30 — both
police officers, had a 1 minute sighting, from 7pm. The single orange, pumpkin
shaped object was approximately 300 metres in altitude and 10 kilometres from
the trio. It travelled “as fast as a plane” from north to south. “The object looked
initially, in the distance, to be a flare but as it travelled towards us it looked like
a large orangge light as it was directly above looked like a fireball. Then, as it
travelled over and off it looked like a disc. We were all like stunned mullets,
cven the 65 year old sceptic was left speechless. I'm really excited about it now,
I've never scen a UFO before and have been waiting. My 20 month old son,
Ben, and I were in the spa and we got out and waved.”

BANKSIA PARK -30 AUGUST 1999

“l was about to enter my car when I thought [ saw a falling star.” is how 29
year old bookbinder Stuart Gordon’s attention was attracted at 4:35am. The 10
minute sighting of a single white (occasionally flashing orange) object left Stuart
feeling curious. The object moved from North East to South East in a zig-
zagging manncr over the Adelaide Hills. “It would flash on for 5 seconds and
off for 5 seconds. The object was not moving from its position. [ was not sure if
itwas a planc or a helicopter but only being one bright light and the unusual
light flashing sequence [ was curious and kept watching. The light went to a
large gold flash dashing down with a loop and back again.”

KULGERA FUEL STATION =26 JULY 1999

Keith Douglass collated the stories of three separate groups of tourists that were
chased by a UFO. “One group were surrounded by a light that secemed to go un-
der the car - the car then stopped - all three groups were panic stricken.” Other
recent sightings in the arca include 3 May 1999 where an orange light was seen
heading north west from Marla and in January 1999 when an orange object went
in a west direction over Kulgera, then went down behind some hills, still glow-
ing orange.
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SALISBURY - ELIZABETH - 15 AUGUST 1999

Ben O’Brien, 26, a Technical Consultant sighted a single orange object from
Main North Road between Salisbury and Elizabeth from 6:35pm on 15 August.
“Jo was driving and we were on our way to a 6:45 appointment in Elizabeth
when at the intersection of Saints Road and Main North Road, Salisbury Plains |
glanced west and noticed an orange glow above Barry’s Hardware store. There
was a thin layer of cloud covering the whole sky that night and T'initially
thought the light was a star being refracted through the light cloud. I jokingly
asked Jo if she wanted to sce a UFO because at that point in time [ thought it
was a star. However, no other stars were visible at that time and as I looked at
the object some more I realised it was moving, albeit very slowly. The object
was only a few hundred feet off the ground and was close to the northern pe-
rimeter of the Parafield Airport circuit. I kept an eye on it as we travelled north
and when we turned west onto Hogarth Road the object was still on my left,
confirming it was not a star. [ will concede that it may have been the heat beads
in the garbage bag trick but having not scen one before I can’t be sure. If that
were the case | would have expected to see more fluctuations in altitude
whereas the orange light appeared to hover. .

The intensity of the light did vary also from a dull, almost colourless glow to an
intense glow. The object was relatively small, from the initial observation point
it scemed about the size of Venus but considering my distance from the object
(approximately 1000-2000 metres) it was probably about 1 to 2 metres in diame-
ter. 1ost sight of it at approximaltely 6:43.

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PARAFIELD GARDENS - 13 SEPTEMBER 1999

34 ycar old welder, lan Johnson saw 4 objects from 7:40pm. The red /white
lights were circular in shape and 3 of them Were thought to be no more than 4
kilometres from the sightee, the other object was further away. The objects were
first spotted in the castern skies where they remained stationary for a while.
There were 3 other witnesses whosaw 1 of the objects fly away from them,
(further to the east) and another 2 passing directly over and then away until
they got smaller and dimmer. “My wife and [ went outside to say goodbye to
my wife’s mother and also to bring out car into the backyard. As | was walking
to our car [ looked up at the stars like I normally do. I noticed a star which was
located in an easterly direction, it was a reddy white colour - I thought it was
strange. | pointed it out to my wife . Suddenly we saw two more objects flying
close together, coming towards us. At first we thought they were helicopters.
They were the same colour as the first one that we thought was star. The height
of them was the same as that of the light airplanes that were flying around. Sud-
denly they stopped what looked to be over Paraficld Airport.

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WOODCROFT - 22 SEPTEMBER 1999

Eugene Morris, 53 saw 2 objects in a north - north casterly direction from
4:55am for 5 minutes. The first object was the same colour as a star but the sec-
ond object (referred to as the ‘pursuit object’) had flashing lights. “The first ob-
ject was moving at medium speed, when I noticed the second object coming
from a westerly direction.

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YULARA, NT - JULY 1999

Cheki Nolan, a 27 year old guest relations officer spotted a single, bright

white object travelling East from the Olgas over Yulara. The oval shaped ob-

ject took around 30 seconds to traverse the sky. “My hairs springed up on
my back, so fast. When I noticed it in the sky it was the brightness that at-
tracted me. I thought I was about to admire Venus but then [ realised it
picked up in speeds that I have never scen ever! [ turned my whole body
with the light just to follow it, the speed almost scared me, but I couldn’t
take my eyes off it as the light then dissolved in brightness, then increased
again, but it never decreased in speed and it definitely wasn’t a craft with
wings. As [ watched it still travelling across the morning sky it disappeared
on the 50° angle of the horizon and it was gone.”

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HISTORY

At this point perhaps it may be opportune to present a brief history of the
Victorian UFO. Research Society.

The earliest UFQ. group to form in Australia was the “Australian Flying Saucer
Bureau” under the direction of Edgar Jarrold and Andrew Tomas, in the early
1950s. At the same time, Fred Stone inaugurated the “Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society” in Adelaide. After approximately two years the
Bureau closed down and was regarded as a branch of the “Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society” under Andrew Tomas. This shortly broke from
Adelaide and became the “Australian UFO. Investigation Centre” with Dr.
Clifford at its head until 1958, when the Presidency passed to Dr. Lindtner.

The “Australian Flying Saucer Research Society (Victorian Branch)” was
formed on the 17th February, 1957 as a branch of the “Australian Flying
Saucer Research Society” and later that year was re-organised as the
“Victorian Flying Saucer Research Society” with Mr. Peter E. Norris L.L.B. as
President. In 1968 the name was again altered - this time to the “Victorian
U.FO. Research Society’!

During this time, the Society has published various papers and is probably
best known for its publication Australian Flying Saucer Review, curtailed in
1972 due to high costs and subsequently superseded by the Australian U.FO.
Bulletin and at one stage sponsored and produced a quarter-hour program
on a Melbourne radio station under the heading of “The Truth Behind Flying
Saucers’

In 1978, following the resignation of Mr. Peter Norris the current executive,
Mrs. Judith Magee, Messrs. Paul Norman and Clive Yates, was placed in con-
trol, ensuring the continuing prosperity of VU.FO.R.S. The Society has held a
dispassionate attitude on UFO:ss, claiming it is a scientific problem deserving
closer attention. It has also met regularly in general meetings and discussion
nights and maintained the largest UFO. library in the southern hemisphere.
Unfortunately, the loss of books, probably due to the high cost of postage has
forced VUFO.R.S. to discontinue this service to members.

Membership of this Society - which maintains the largest membership of
any UFO. organisation in the Southern Hemisphere - is open to all who are
genuinely interested in the subject.
