On October 8th 1981, a photograph similar 
to the Whittlesea/Beverage one was taken 
by a photographer who did not see the ob­
ject until after the film was developed. I 
was given a copy of this photograph when 
attending a MUFON conference in Toronto, 
Canada. 

The photographer was taking a photo of a 
mountain top at 11:30 a.m., from a rest stop 
area about 30 miles north of Kelsey Bay on 
Vancouver Island, British Columbia, Can­
ada. The object was circular in shape with 
a dome on top. The photo was analysed by 
Dr. Richard F. Haines. 

The camera used to take the photo was a 
Mamiya, model 528AL, SLR type. The film 
used was 35 mm, Kodak Safety Film 5035, 
commonly known as Kodacolor II, with an 
ASA rating of 100. Dr. Haines used a micro­
densitometer and computer enhancement to 
analyse the negative. 

The 35 mm colour negative showed a well­
focused daytime view of the mountain. The 
object, also well-focused, appeared to be a 
silver oval shape with a dome on top. The 
film was checked for double exposure or an 
indication of the object being suspended by a 
thread from a balloon - none was found.

Dr. Haines considered the possibility of the 
object being a modified Frisbee. He attached 
a dome to the top of a Frisbee and confirmed 
that the dome adversely affected the flight 
characteristics of the Frisbee� it only flew a 
few feet. 

With regards to the Whittlesea/Beverage 
photo, I received a telephone call from a man 
who described a similarly shaped object, 
which was speeding very fast over New South 
Wales at about the same time. He said that he 
was coming to our office at Moorabbin Air­
port for an interview and to view our public 
display in the office. 

Unfortunately, he failed to show up. Due to 
fear of ridicule, a large percentage of wit­
nesses fail to make reports. We would be 
much better informed if more witnesses would 
participate by contributing their reports. 

I do not agree with comments made, concern­
ing the Whittlesea/Beverage photo, that the 
unknown object could be a nearby bird. The 
digital image exhibits a level of speed blur 
indicating that the object was flying at a speed 
greater than that a bird could achieve in hori­
zontal flight. 

On 16th March 2004, VUFORS Investigator 
Jacqui Purtell visited Reids Lookout with her 
telescope to view and record the activities of 
strange anomalous aerial lights. On this par­
ticular night, while viewing approximately 
northeast across the valley, five objects were 
viewed. Especially noted were the activities 
of one large light and one smaller light. Un­
fortunately, only the one light that was station­
ary was recorded on video. 

The large light blinked out before recording 
commenced. This type of behaviour has been 
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seen before and Jacqui suspects that this is not 
just a light moving behind some obstruction 
during the viewing and recording session. 
These two luminous objects stealthily took up 
a position behind Jacqui and one emitted a 
high intensity pulsating or flashing beam of 
light, which attracted her attention. 

Prior to this, the objects were seen slightly 
above the crests and peaks of the Victoria 
Range. Also observed on other occasions 
were the activities of a slow moving light 
which would take up a position, partially ob­
scured by a tree until the camera was retired, 
at which point, the light would then blink out. 
The lights also managed to use a cyclone wire 
fence to interfere with the viewing of their ac­
tivities through her telescope. 

Jacqui' s description above reminds me of the 
statement that Federick Valentich made during 
his encounter with a UFO. "It seems to me 
that it is playing some sort of game with me." 

Since the interruption of the UFO activity 
when two jets flew over the valley, breaking 
the sound barrier, last June 16th, the pattern of 
activity has changed. There have been no re­
ports of objects operating in concert. I suspect 
the reason is caution. The objects have shifted 
some of their activity to another valley. 

A few days ago two witnesses came forward to 
report that an object had hovered directly 
overhead one night last June. It was making a 
low humming sound like a transformer. Two 
smaller objects flew from it, one flying to the 
north and the other flying strait up until out of 
sight. 

Forty years ago, the Brookings report warned 
about a major concern being the possible con-

tamination from visiting entities carrying dis­
eases to which humans are not immune, as 
well as other evils. The space agency ignored 
this warning and sent Pioneer 10, with an en­
graved welcome to earth, showing the location 
of earth on the celestial map. 

Should ET appear, it might be in for a rude 
surprise, instead of receiving a warm wel­
coming handshake from NASA� it might be 
"handcuffed" by officials in biosafety suits 
and taken away to the Department of Agri­
culture's Animal Disease Centre, to be 
checked by doctors from the National Insti-

tute of Health, for unwelcome pathogens. 

Now, with UFO activity increasing, more 
scientists are considering that contact is not 
a case of "if' but "when"? For the reasons 
raised by the Brookings report and others, 
some scientists objected to the engraved 
welcome message having been sent. 

This consideration has been brought to light 

in the February edition of the Popular Me­
chanics magazine, which is not a fiction pub­

lication. My research continues to try to de­
termine if we are dealing with friend or foe.

The 'sighting' of a UFO by children has been 
supported by a 34-year-old IT consultant. 

Andrew Smith, who lives in Smithy Bridge 
Road, says he saw a mysterious flying object, 
forcing him to pull off the M62 motorway and 
on to the hard shoulder near to junction 21 . 

The children playing near their home in 
Summit, Littleborough said the 'spacecraft' 
hovered slowly above the rooftops about 
07:00 p.m. last Tlmrsday and then shot off 
at hyperspeed. 

Andrew said: "There was a similar sighting 
in Wakefield about three or four weeks ago. 
It was hovering over houses in the early 
hours of the morning. 

"One theory suggested was that it was a terres­
trial TV satellite, which tend to hover slowly. 

But in the case of the children and my experi­
ence, the object shot off at hyperspeed, which 

would seem to rule out a satellite. 

"It really freaked me out. It was either dia­

mond or square in shape, it was bright and was 
below the cloud level. 

A couple of days ago a friend of mine saw a 
similar object in the sky at Stalybridge. 

"I am interested in UFOs, but I think the 
vast majority of sightings can be explained 
away. I was wondering if any other readers 
had seen it last Thursday night." 
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Cosmic Magnifying Glass Finds 
Distant Planet

Washington - Astronomers used a sort of 
cosmic magnifying glass to find a hidden 
planet in the heart of the Milky Way, the first 
time this method has been used to detect a 
planetary system. 

The technique - known as gravitational micro­
lensing - holds the promise of turning up more 
planets that are orbiting stars besides our sun, 
and could be used by amateur astronomers to 
help confirm future discoveries, scientists said. 

In this case, researchers found a planet more 
massive than Jupiter orbiting a star about 
17,000 light -years away in the constellation 
Sagittarius. A light-year is about six trillion 
miles· (1 0 trillion km); the distance light trav­
els in a year. 

The planet's gravity, coupled with the gravity 
of the star it orbits, acted as a giant magnify­
ing glass in space, bending the light from an 
even more distant star some 24,000 light-years 
away and making it shine brighter for a few 
days. 

Astronomers have previously used this method 
to detect unseen cosmic phenomena they can­
not directly observe, but this latest discovery 
could open a new way to identify distant plan­
ets - even relatively small planets like Earth. 
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So far, more than 100 extra-solar planets have 
been identified but most of these are large, 
Jupiter-sized planets whose presence is in­
ferred by the way their considerable gravity 
makes their parent stars wobble in space. 

"The discovery of a Jupiter-mass planet in or­
bit around a star which is not all that different 
from the sun ... is really an important step for 
us in the search for extra-solar planets," said 
Philippe Crane, a NASA scientist. 

The problem is that the stars and planets have 
to line up exactly for the gravitational lens ef­
fect to work, according to Bohdan Paczynski 
of Princeton University, who first proposed 
usirig microlensing in the search for extra­
solar planets in 1991. 

"One star in 1 00 million is subject to such a 
phenomenon," Mr. Paczynski said. "The main 
difficulty is to identify the right star at the 
right time, because it doesn't last very long -
in this case a few days." 

The advantage of the microlensing technique 
is that the reaction is easy to spot and does not 
require very sensitive equipment, he said. 
Once scientists identify a possible extra-solar 
planet, amateurs can add their own observa­
tions to help confirm the fmd. Reuters

Ann starts her accounts of each chapter with 
Irish Folk song lyrics, followed by verses from 
Dr James (Jim) McDonald's collective of fa­
vourite passages. Ann portrays this to show 
that McDonald was deprived of his Irish heri­
tage due to circumstances beyond his control, 
but showing in retrospect that he (McDonald) 
kept his Irish temperament, humour and his 
concern for his fellow being. McDonald's 
fearlessness against odds caused him grief, 
along with personal gratification in what he 
did and believed in. 

I started this book with anticipation, believing 
that Ann would excel her other publications 
that I have read and enjoyed. I was not to be 
disappointed; Ann was destined to document 
the life of Dr James McDonald, a person 
whose character was pivotal in the world of 
Ufology. 

Ann delved into the life of Dr James McDon­
ald with zeal that most readers would fmd en­
thralling. Not only did Ann look at McDon­
ald's professional side but entered the realm of 
his personal life, depicting his love, happiness 
and humour with his family, along with others 
that he met through his work both profes­
sional, as friends, and in the UFO field. 

I had one regret, I never knew this man, but 
reading this account of his life, his works and 

his independent struggle to obtain the truth, I 
began to know and relate with his ideas and 
his wish to reveal the truth, no matter how 
many toes, to say the least, he had to stand on. 
I found that I understood his motivation, his 
beliefs to continue the fight to reveal the truth 
behind the UFO phenomena. 

Ann was able to access many of McDonald's 
files, showing his determination to investigate 
many UFO reports that had been investigated 
by others, with outcomes that seemed to him 
to be lacking a credible explanation. Cover­
ups, false information to the public and the 
scientific community, was something that 
McDonald could not tolerate. McDonald had 
the courtesy to contact fellow scientists, scep­
tics and laymen alike and was one, not to back 
down on a face to face interview. 

He thrived on debating the UFO phenomena, 
and being able to answer the disclaimers -
sceptics who in themselves were unable to re­
buke or refute McDonald's claims and scien­
tific assessments. His thorough memory re­
call, and his ability to investigate to a point 
beyond most, enabled him to obtain informa­
tion beyond the reach of most researchers in 
Ufology. 

It was noted that sceptics intentionally and 
falsely reported McDonald for obtaining fi-

nancial advantage, by travelling and working 
on Government projects (USN) whilst investi­
gating UFOs. Investigations cleared McDon­
ald of any wrong doing, but affected his future 
in a way that he at this point could not com­
prehend. 

McDonald pushed for a congressional hear­
ing on the subject of UFOs and was able to 
obtain this hearing. This was a highlight 
for McDonald. 

The book continues with many twists and 
turns and you can only feel throughout, that 
McDonald battled ever increasing resistance 
to his scientific study on the subject of UFOs. 
His fight continued and involved Government 
departments. In the end, did Dr James 
McDonald discover a serious cover-up that 
explains the UFO phenomena? Did he go into 
the desert with the information that may have 

explained questions that are on our lips? 
What caused his demise? These are only a 
few questions of many that this excellent book 
leaves you contemplating. 

"FIRESTORM, Dr James McDonald's fight 
for UFO Science," written by Ann Druffel. 
What can you say, excellent, enthralling, cap­
tivating. The truth that many would fmd dis­
turbing. An investigation by an author who 
has shown no quarter to obtain the truth and 
depict a man of courage, integrity and the pur­
suit of the truth. A book that requires serious 
reading, a must for all that are interested in the 
subject, be you sceptics, UFO believers, or 
just someone looking for an answer to a very 
important question that I need not answer. An 
exceptional read.

Tyndall Air Force Base, U.S.A. - May 20, 1961  The U.F.O. Investigator (National Investi­

gation Committee on Aerial Phenomena). For 90 minutes, in the early hours of May 20, Tyn­

dall Air Force Base was under observation by a strange round object, glowing orange-white, 

which manoeuvred over the Drone (pilotless aircraft) Launching Site. During this time the 

UFO was tracked by two Air Force radar stations. Its prolonged manoeuvres were observed 

by members of the 4756th Air Police Squadron and the assistant to the base UFO officer. Af­

ter attempted interceptions by a jet and a helicopter, the UFO climbed away from the base 

and disappeared. 

To date the Air Force has kept this UFO surveillance from the public, but NICAP now has in 

its possession a five page Air Force report, complete with names, details and action taken, 

including a mission report by Capt. Paul F. Vandergriff, the helicopter pilot. 

Valensole, France- July 1 ,  1 965 Orbit (Tyneside U.F.O. Society). Gendarmes in the moun­

tain village of Valensole are investigating a report of a farmer who said he saw a mysterious 

aircraft take off from a field. Dozens of people travelled miles to see the tracks left behind 

by the "flying saucer". The farmer, Maurice Masse, told the gendarmes he saw the craft at 

dawn. It looked like a big rugby ball and had four metal legs. With the craft was a small hu­

man form about the size of an eight year old child. 

"Suddenly the craft took off and disappeared in the sky. I could not believe my eyes", said 

the farmer. He went to the spot and found tracks left by the legs and the ground was packed 

hard like concrete. Mr. Masse is now worried about the lavender plants in his field being 

trampled by crowds of eager sightseers. 

Punta Arenas, Chile - June 4, 1968 Flying Saucer Review (Edited by Charles Bowen). At 

09: 17 p.m. two veteran pilots of Argentine Air Lines and many of their 18 passengers saw a 

shining reddish cylinder flying at an estimated height of from 1,800 to 2,000 metres - roughly 

twice the height of their own aircraft. The UFO was in sight for five minutes and, on landing 

at the Chilean airport of Chavunco a little later, they learnt that it had been seen from there 

and had also been photographed. In a press interview with La Razon, Buenos Aires on June 

8 the senior pilot, Commandant Humberto Raul Guardabassi, refused, as did his co-pilot, to 

budge from the view that they had seen a UFO.

New York- Flying Triangle 

Bethpage - The witness decided to take a 
look at the sky when he spotted a big airplane 
in the distance flying west towards J. F. K. in 
New York City on April 20, 2004, at 08:30 p. 
m. He then looked south and noticed three 
triangular white lights flying north not far 
from a large airplane. It did not make any 
sound and the lights were steady. I ran inside 
to get my camera but by then it disappeared.

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Pennsylvania - Two Discs 

Ford City - On Friday, April 9, 2004, at 
about 09: 15 p.m., a married couple was sitting 
in their hot tub, relaxing and looking at the 
stars, and the husband said, "look at this com­
ing." They observed two disc shaped objects 
that looked like two plates or saucers standing 
on end. They were travelling at a very high 
rate of speed from east to west as if racing 
each other. 

One was a small distance behind the other, but 
they crossed directly over us, and the gap be­
tween them closed and they were side by side. 
The witness states, "Never have I witnessed 
anything travel at such a high rate of speed 
and about the same height as commercial jets. 
The sky was very clear and full of stars. The 
objects were an orange colour, with no flash­
ing lights, but were illuminated, not real 
bright, but like a glow."

Delaware - Flying Wing 

Elsmere - The witness was walking to his 
car at midnight when he turned to his left and 
over the trees from Vilone Park flew a wing 
shaped flying object on April 2 1, 2004. It 
looked like it had the wingspan of a B-52H 
and it had a solid non-blinking red light under­
neath. The witness states, "I turned on the 
FAA band on my scanner in my car and no

such major cargo aircraft with that span were 
over Delaware airspace at that time." 

I grew up in a military family, but since I lived 
in MD and had been a witness to the Waldorf 
UFO in 2002, I am quite aware of what a UFO 
is and what it isn't.

Washington - "Orb" Above Aircraft 

The witness was travelling back home from a 
trip to Washington D.C., and was observing 
air traffic out his aircraft window on April 15, 
2004, at 04:44 p.m., when he noticed suddenly 
elevated contrail activity. So he started 
searching the sky for unknowns. He spotted 
what he thought was Venus, except that it was 
brighter. Our Captain reported our altitude 
was 35,000 feet and so this object was about 
50 to 60,000 feet. 

It was either at a standstill or was moving very 
slowly, because we passed it within a couple 
of minutes. Our flight was steady, and we did 
not bank and the distant cloud cover provided 
a horizon-line for comparison. This seemed 
important because the object moved from the 
front left of my view, slightly rising then low­
ering, then moving to the right, and then out of 
my v1ew. 

The witness states, "It was a bright, bluish­
tinted orb and seemed reflective and was 
much brighter than the surrounding sky and I 
was able to get off one shot with my camera, 
before my camera's battery died." Upon re­
viewing the shot, when I returned home, one 
can see that it appears more like a cigar than 
an orb. 

During the flight all the other aircraft left a 
contrail behind them, but this craft left nothing 
that I could see, nor in the photo. It was flying 
much higher than we were but moving much 
slower and barely moving.

North Carolina - Fireball Fort Bragg 

Fayetteville- The 37 year old witness was 
in his front yard looking at stars in a clear sky 
when he saw a small blinking light almost di­
rectly overhead that looked like a plane. 

About one minute behind was a second plane 
flying north on April 9, 2004, at 09: 10 p.m. 
Suddenly, an orange-red fireball that left a 
trail like a meteor flew under the first plane. It 
was the size of a dime at arm's length and 
travelling in the opposite direction of the 
planes from the direction of Fort Bragg. 

The witness states, "The fireball passed the 
first plane and vanished, and I figured it was a 
meteor, but then it reappeared and passed un­
der the second plane, and vanished again." I 
waited and it reappeared again and travelled 
like a stone skipping on water that would van­
ish every time it hit the water. It did this a to­
tal of five times and was gone almost making 
the horizon. The object went from directly 
overhead to the horizon in less than 5 seconds. 
There was no sound. The planes did not 
change direction afterward. 

Florida - Disk Lands In Ocean 

St. Augustine - An hour after the above 
sighting a golden disk was seen to travel from 
north to south at a high rate of speed on April 
9, 2004, at 10: 15 p.m. Then it slowed dra-

matically and seemed to land in the ocean and 
slowly sink below the surface. 

Orlando - An oval shaped object was seen 

between two jet aircraft, on April 16, 2004, 
at 06:00 p.m. A gold looking oval shaped 
object that made no vapour trail was seen in 
the southwest evening sky. The sun was 
shinning off all three craft. The two jet air­
craft kept moving to the north. The sky was 
clear of clouds and the object was visible for 
about 60 seconds. 

(NUFORC Note: We spoke via telephone 
with this witness, and found him to be excep­
tionally objective and eloquent in his de­
scription of the object. He seemed quite 
credible to us. He is a federal public em­
ployee, and occupies a position in the gov­
ernment requiring considerable technical 
acumen, and high reliability. PD) 

Ohio - Ball Against Heavy Winds 

Beaver Creek - The witness was sitting 
outside when he saw a flying white sphere 
about the size of a large pea at arm's length on 
April 18, 2004, at 03:00 p.m. There was a 
gusting wind from west to east and he saw one 
of those really big balloons that are used by 
car lots to hold up long streamers. The object 
did not look metallic, had no external lights, 
and was just a white ball shaped object. 

It could have been one of those balloons, but it 
was defying those major gusts of wind by fly­

ing from south to north. And as it bobbed up 
and down along its path, it was generally go­
ing down (not up like a loose balloon would). 
I lost sight of it as it passed over a hill. 
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Indiana - Lights In Formation 

Brookston - A  married couple was return­
ing home from dinner when they noticed these 
lights again on April 16, 2004, at 08:50 p.m. 
This time they were very close to the ground -
probably within a mile from the couple.

The 

husband remarked, "There are those hghts 
again!"

However, my husband was able to see them 
better and saw four bright lights with the 
smaller lights on the outside of them.

The smaller four lights came on 
at the same time the larger light came on and 
then faded. 

We drove slowly home and as we pulled into 
our garage, I looked behind me just in time to 
see three large yellow/orange lights in a hori­
zontal line about 10-20 degrees above the ho­
rizon. They came on from left to right and 
faded from left to right in a period of a few 
seconds. This was our third sighting in a 
year's time in this same area.

He states, "I first noticed it when the 
object was vertical with only two corners visi­
ble like viewing a triangular block from the 
side." The small triangular object had round 
circular and cycled lights on three corners. 

To visualise one set of lights, imagine a cross 
section of a pipe with many lights making the 
circle.

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Iran - Flying Saucer Fever 

Tehran - Numerous UFO sightings are be­
ing reported over Iran. Fanciful cartoons of 
alien spacecraft have adorned the front pages 
of newspapers while state television on 
Wednesday showed a sparkling white disc it 
said was filmed over Tehran on Tuesday 
night. Fox News showed pictures that ap­
peared to be classic disc shapes moving over a 
city area. Iran is developing nuclear weapons 
and UFOs almost always take an interest in 
these developments. 

Many UFOs, beaming out green, red, blue 
and purple rays, were seen over the northern 
cities of Tabriz and Ardebil and in the Cas­
pian Sea. Newspapers and agencies reported 
people rushing out into the streets in eight 
towns on Tuesday night to watch a bright 
extraterrestrial light dipping in and out of the 
clouds. Astronomers explained that the pub­
lic was just seeing the planet Venus; whose 
light is very bright in the western sky.

Dying Gasp Of X-Rays Detected 
The Toronto S un, Thursday February 19, 2004 

Los Angeles (AP) - Astronomers reported yes­
terday, the · first strong evidence of a super­
massive black hole stretching, tearing apart 
and partially gobbling up a star. 

The event had long been predicted by theory 
but never confirmed. 

"This is really fantastic stuff. This is one of 
the Holy Grails of astronomy," said astrono­
mer Alex Filippenko of the University of Cali-

J 
fornia at Berkeley. 

.P,... powerful X -ray blast drew the attention of 
astronomers to the event, located near the cen­
tre of an otherwise inconspicuous galaxy 
called RX J 1242- 1 1. The galaxy is about 700 
million light-years from Earth. 

The international team of astronomers be­
lieves the blast was produced as debris from 

the destroyed star was sucked into the black 
hole. 

"The last cry of help before the matter falls 
into the black hole is radiated in X-rays, which 
we have detected," said Gunther Basinger, of 
the Max Planck Institute for Extraterrestrial 
Physics in Germany. 

The resulting flare was thousands of times 
brighter than all of the billions of other stars in 
the galaxy, astronomers said at a NASA news 
conference. 

A black hole is a massive but unseen celestial 
object that has such an intense gravitational 
pull that nothing - not even light - can escape 
from it. 

This particularly black hole is estimated to 
have a mass 100 million times that of the sun.

Continuation of the investigation into the Missing Time of Mrs J and her niece. 

The investigation continued with a further 
conversation with Mrs J. The photographs 
of the area were shown to her and she was 
unsure about the photographs being of the 
area that she had described. Our conversa­
tion revolved around the missing time. 

I noticed a few minor discrepancies in her rec­
ollection of the event. The report varied little 
as she once again detailed her story. I have 
come to the conclusion that these discrepan­
cies are of such a minor nature that she may 
have just overlooked these particular facts. 

It was decided that a trip to the Strathbogie 
Ranges would be required to help in ascertain­
ing the area in which Mrs J and her niece 
found themselves. We arranged for a Sunday 
morning trip and travelled to Violet Town. 

Upon entering the township, Mrs J identi­
fied the sign to Violet Town as being the 
area where they negotiated a U-turn, back­
tracking to the Hume Freeway and thus re­
turning home. 

We then travelled the roadway into the 
ranges and at a point it was noticeable that 
Mrs J was becoming excited about the ter­
rain. She pointed out areas identifying the 
location where she and her niece had unex­
pectedly found themselves. 

Photographs of the area as indicated by Mrs J 
were then taken. Both my wife Mary-Lou, 
and I got out of the vehicle to examine the 
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area. Mrs J did not get out of the vehicle and 
gave no reasons why she did not alight. 

We continued to the township of Strathbogie 
where we obtained information about the area. 
We travelled back-roads in an attempt to fmd 
any area that may be familiar to Mrs J. I con­
versed with the locals at the store and no one 
was able to help with our inquiries. 

We then returned to Violet Town and whilst 
doing this, Mrs J was able to recognise cer­
tain areas. We stopped and discussed the 
areas but no · further information became 
available to assist her memory and recollec­
tion of that night. 

Mter leaving the area, I again asked Mrs J 
to detail what had occurred on that evening. 
She was unable to add anything further to 
what had previously been reported. 

At this point, I contacted VUFORS inform­
ing them that I had exhausted all my meth­
ods of obtaining any further information 
regarding this incident and that it was my 
belief that the only alternative was hypno­
sis. The witness had indicated that she is 
willing to undergo hypnotherapy in an at­
tempt to help alleviate her fears, by becom­
ing aware of what actually occurred. 

It is my hope that hypnotherapy may assist in 
ascertaining what may have occurred during 
that missing hour.

Reids Lookout - Grampians, Vic. 
26th May 2004, 06:30 p.m - 09:30 p.m. 

It was a fine, dry, cold evening with moder­
ate to strong wind and light cloud above the 

fire lookout tower on top of Reids Lookout. 

The observer calmly assembled her tele­
scope with associated CCD colour digital 

video camera, at the base of the fire tower, 
and commenced recording the activities of 

from six to eight, and possibly more, lights 
located northwest of the lookout. 

Paul Norman and two visiting Americans, 
who Paul was personally guiding through 
the active UFO areas in the Grampians, 
were also present on Reids Lookout during 
this sighting. The four observers were 
looking down, a few degrees below the 
horizon, into the Wartook Valley, although 

on some occasions, the more dynamic of 
these lights had been observed at eleva­
tions ranging from near horizontal to di­
rectly overhead. 

While to the naked eye, the lights usually 

appeared as point light sources when seen 

over a distance ranging from twelve to fif­

teen kilometres, the reporting observer esti­

mated that the largest lights subtended an 

angle of about fifteen minutes, and at a dis­

tance of fifteen kilometres would have had 

a diameter of about sixty-five metres.

On a fme, dry, moderate, windless evening, 

the observer happened to glance out of the 

lounge room window at the side of her house, 

and caught sight of a bright circular white 

light, about half of the relative diameter of the 

moon in size. The light glided silently across 

the starlit night sky, from the southeast, possi­

bly crossing Corio Bay, and appeared to pass 

over her neighbour's  garage roof at an eleva­

tion of about twenty degrees. 

As the light continued to pass the back of her 

house, the observer excitedly ran to her back 

door to see where the light had gone, but was 

disappointed to discover that it was no longer 

visible. The observer estimates that she 

watched the light for about five seconds. 

Abbotsford, NSW 
24th Apri1 2004, 07:45 p.m. 

The reporting observer indicated that on a 

fairly cool evening, with a slight breeze, 

three adults and two children observed the 

following unusual occurrence .  The sighting 

was estimated to have occurred within a two 

minute time window. 

A cone shaped obj ect, within an orange 

ball of flames, was noticed in the western 

sky, heading east. It appeared slightly 

larger than the moon and seemed as 

though it was descending toward the 

ground. This event was accompanied by a 

very loud roaring sound, similar to a j et 

aeroplane flying low, except this obj ect 

was obviously fairly high up. 
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The fireball obj ect then seemed to disap­

pear, leaving a small red light, still accom­

panied by the roaring sound. This red light 

then changed course and moved at very 

high speed in a northward direction, until it 

disappeared from view. 

Reids Lookout - Grampians, Vic. 
16th March 2004, 09:00 p.m. - 1 1 :00 p.m. 

On a cold evening, with moderate to strong 

wind, and heavy cloud cover over Reids 

Lookout, the observer calmly assembled her 

telescope with associated colour video cam­

era, at the foot of the fire observation 

tower, and commenced recording the activi­

ties of lights located about three to five 

kilometres northwest of the lookout, in and 

around the Wartook Valley. 

The observer reports that this sighting is 

one of an ongoing observation with video 

record of suspected anomalous aerial lumi­

nous obj ects in and over the Wartook Val­

ley. On this particular night, two luminous 

obj ects, estimated to be about three to five 

kilometres distant, were seen in a north­

westerly direction in the vicinity of the 

Wartook Valley . It was noted that one of 

these lights was seen as being relatively 

"large", while the other was seen as being 

relatively "small", and they were showing 

suspicious or defensive aerial movement. 

Unfortunately, only the relatively stationary 

views of -the activities of these lights were 

recorded by the video camera. One, the 

larger light did "blink-out", and this type of 

behaviour has been observed on a few pre-
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vious occasions. The observer suspects that 

this is not j ust a light-sourcing object mov­

ing behind some obscuring obstruction. 

During the viewing and recording session, and 

once again: not recorded on videotape, two 

other anomalous lights moved behind the ob­

server and took up a stationary position. From 

this position, one of the light sources emitted 

high intensity pulses or flashes of light. Prior 

to this activity, the lights were observed 

slightly above the crests and peaks of the Vic­

toria Valley. 

Also, it has been observed on many other oc­

casions that a single moving light takes up a 

position partially obscured by a tree, until the 

telescope and camera are retired from use. At 

this time, the light then extinguishes itself or 

"blinks-out". The telescope could not be used 

to record this behaviour due to interference by 

protective Cyclone wire fencing between the 

observer and the light. 

The four to six lights observed during this 

sighting ranged in colour from white, golden 

white, red, orange, blue and yellow-green. 

Rosedale, Vic. 
13th March 2004, 07: 30 p.m. 

The observer reported seeing a round yellow/ 

white light, with a diameter of about half that 

of the moon, move silently across the fme still 

night sky, from the east to the west, within ap­

proximately ten seconds. He also reported 

feeling confused by the appearance of this 

phenomenon, especially as it did not appear to 

be like any aircraft he had previously seen. 

Berwick, Vic. 
08th March 2004, 10:20 p.m. 

The excited observer reports on the activities 
of three intensely glowing orange lights, each 
of which was smaller than a coin held at arm's 
length. These events occurred within a twenty 
minute time window, and the lights were ob­
served at an elevation of about thirty degrees. 
The observer believes that the orange lights 
were located between Berwick and Dande­
nong Mountain. 

Initially, on a moderate night with a mild 
breeze and light cloud cover, the observer's 
attention was caught by the strange bright or-

. 
ange glow of two of the lights. The observer 
reports that the two lights were moving from 
the east toward west. They then stopped for a 
moment and one proceeded northwest into the 
clouds while the other continued westward, 

eventually being obscured by clouds. 

About ten minutes later, the third orange light 
was observed moving from the east to the 
west, following the path of the second light 
into the clouds. 

Archies Creek, Vic. 
03rd March 2004, 1 1 : 05 p.m. 

On a warm, dry night with no wind and light 
cloud, the reporting observer and seven others, 
who were standing on an outside deck, were 
alerted to the presence of something unusual 
by two bright flashes of light that illuminated 
the surrounding yard. As they looked directly 
upward, their attention was drawn to three cir­
cular flame-orange lights, each appearing 
larger than the full moon, moving in a triangu­
lar formation. 
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The reporting observer was startled and ex­

cited by these surprising events. While the 

initial feeling was that the three large lights 

might have been part of one huge object, the 

appearance of cloud between the lights, and 

the lack of an outlined shape, convinced the 

observers that there were in fact three individ­

ual objects flying silently in formation. 

As the lights proceeded northward across the 

rural valley, toward the hilly horizon, they be­

came partially obscured by a nearby deciduous 

tree. At this point in time, the observers 

moved to get a better view of the receding 

lights. Due to the large distance to the lights, 

the lights no longer appeared as three individ­

ual lights, but were appearing as a single light. 

Shortly after this event, the light appeared to 

become stationary and then dropped two small 

orange lights toward the ground, one at a time, 

and the observers waited expectantly for an 

associated explosion, to no avail .  After about 

five to seven minutes of observation, the light 

appeared to proceed northward into distant 

cloud and was no longer visible. 

Melbourne CB:O, Vic. 
November 2003, 07:00 a.m. 

During a fme morning sunrise, the observer 

was standing in her Collins Street office build­

ing, looking northward · through a window, 

when a large chrome ball about the apparent 

size of the moon, but really quite close, caught 

her eye. It appeared golden as she saw it, but 

the sun was being reflected by the surface of 

the orb, and this might have contributed to its 

golden appearance. 
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The ball silently fluttered around for about one 
minute, then just hovered like it was waiting 
for her to see it. It then started travelling in 
the same relative area like a fly being pursued, 
changing direction erratically. It darted about 
quickly then slowly, and then commenced 
moving higher into the sky, while remaining 
completely visible. Finally, it sped very very 
rapidly across the sky, and was lost from sight 
when it moved behind other buildings. 

Queenscliff, Vic. 
January 1979, 04: 00 p.m. 

On a sunny afternoon with a clear sky, the o b­
server (who indicates that he is a pilot) and his 
brother, were swimming off the beach at 
Queenscliff, when for some unknown reason, 
they both looked toward the west and saw an 
object rapidly but silently approaching them. 
The reporting observer describes the object as 
similar in size to Chuck Y eagers X 1 aircraft, 
but with chine bays along each side, somewhat 
like those in the Lockheed Martin SR7 1 
Blackbird's front fuselage. 

The obj ect was a chrome or silver colour 
and must have been highly polished as it 
was reflecting the afternoon sun. It ap­
peared to be rocking from side to side in a 
manner similar to that of a pilot rocking the 
wings of an aircraft in flight. The obj ect 
took approximately three seconds to travel 
past the two and disappeared from sight in 
the east, toward Arthur's Seat . 

During the 2004 Easter school holidays, the 
reporting observer visited the Cape Otway 
Lighthouse, where he read the plaque erected 
to the memory of Frederick Valentich. This is 
what jogged his memory of his sighting.

2003. March 03. 04:50 p.m. 

Swansea. 

Two witnesses were fishing on a beach a few 
kilometres south of Swansea. It was a fine 
afternoon with a clear blue sky. One of the 
witnesses noticed something moving out over 
the water, which he took at first to be a peli­
can. Then the witnesses took a closer look 
and saw that their attention had been caught 
by an object the apparent size of a full moon. 

The spherical object was bright silver with 
a dark shadow on its trailing side. The 
sphere was at an elevation of about 45 de­
grees as it silently moved steadily north 
over the water. No wings, tails, or other 
protuberances could be seen on the sphere. 
After a couple of minutes, one witness said 
the object j ust seemed to disappear in the 
northern sky . However, the second witness 
thought the object went down then up be­
fore stopping in the sky and disappearing. 

2003. March 31. 09: 15 p.m. 

Tunbridge. 

A lone motorist travelling north on the Mid­
land Highway caught sight of some lights 
just after passing the little town of Tun­
bridge. Two bright white flashing lights 
were visible to the right (north-east) of the 
highway� the lights were side by side and at 
a fair elevation. As the witness slowed 
down for a close look the few cars ahead 
disappeared into the distance. 

The witness opened the driver' s  window and 

watched as the lights in one continuous 

movement became one and streaked down­

ward like a shooting star. The same or simi­

lar lights were now visible just above a pad­

dock not far from the roadside. However, as 

the witness continued slowly up the road the 

lights were obscured by a rise in the ground. 

The witness hurried on home and contacted 

the Centre that evening. No aircraft move­

ments or local explanations have been uncov­

ered to explain the presence of the two lights. 

2003. June 27. 05:45 a.m. 

Powranna. 

It was a fine clear morning as our witness set 

out for work from Campbell Town. It was 

still dark as he headed north on the Midland 

Highway to Evandale. Initially he noticed 

the glare of car headlights approaching over 

a rise in the road ahead. He checked his 

rear-vision mirror and the long straight be­

hind was empty. However, before the car 

ahead came into view he checked his mirror 

again and was surprised to see a bright blue 

light only 1 00 - 1 50 m  to his rear. 

The witness was puzzled and able to glance 

back to see a round light about 1 m across and 

about 1 m above the road. The witness now 

dipped his lights and the oncoming vehicle 

went past, now when he looked in his mirrors 

again there was no light to be seen. 
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The witness drove on for several kilometres 

when once more he caught sight of the blue 
light coming around a curve behind and mov­

ing up fast to the rear of his vehicle. The wit­

ness was puzzled that the light did not emit 

any glare to light up his car interior, as you 

would expect when followed by a vehicle. He 

now slowed down to 80 kph or less to allow 

the speeding light to go past but it just main­

tained position to his rear. 

The witness was now approaching an inter­
section where he would be turning right. 

As he slowed down and turned the comer 

he had an opportunity to look back down 

the highway. He was rather surprised to see 

nothing to account for the blue light as the 

highway was deserted. 

The witness's brother came along the same 

road some 1 0  minutes later but saw nothing to 

explain the light. The Centre heard third hand 

of other similar events on the highway but we 

were unable to follow up these reports. 

2003. September 22. 1 1 :00 p.m. 

Copping. 

Our next witness was baffled by a strange area 

of light seen low down near the road just west 

of Copping on the Arthur Highway. There 
had been rain earlier but it was clear at the 

time of the sighting. No other motorist was on 
that section of road when something caught 

the witness's attention near the sky line to the 

north west of the highway. At first it was a bit 

hard to make out a shape but the witness 

slowed the car then stopped at the roadside 

and put the driver's window down. 
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She could see a glowing yellow to white box 
shape, about the same width as a full moon. 
The inside of the box was dark but the perime­
ter had this flowing line of light around it. 
The object remained silent and stationary 
above the hill. After watching for about 30 
seconds since the car stopped the witness then 
saw the silent object depart. 

The box just went up so fast that it was out of 
sight in a few seconds. It was like watching a 
line of light going up before it resolved into a 
star and then it was gone. Contact was made 
with local business and for air traffic move­
ments, also astronomical explanations but the 
Centre drew a blank in each enquiry. 

2003. November 28. 02: 15 p.m. 

Bell Bay. 

The witness in our final sighting for the year 
went to great lengths to uncover an explana­
tion. He contacted Launceston and Devenport 
air traffic control, followed up with local heli­
copter movements, and even placed flyers in 
the area to ask for other witnesses to call him. 

Our witness was working in a large open 
yard on a beautiful fine clear afternoon. A 
glitter to the west over the Tamar River 
caught his eye. Taking a closer look he was 
surprised to see a silver metallic cigar shaped 
object, he did not observe any protruding 
parts. He estimated the silent cigar was some 
8 - 1 0  km distant as it commenced a south­
ward movement. It travelled in this direction 
for about 1 0 seconds then angled up into the 
sky and shot off in an instant. 

No other witness came forward to report the 
sighting. 

Queensland Sighting Reports 
UFO ENCOUNTER 216 February - March 2004 

24/11/03 Margate, 

Monday 08: 15 p.m. 

A woman was lying on her couch looking out 
a window when she saw a massive object 
(about the size of half a house) gliding si­
lently just above the power line. When asked 
what she would have needed at arms length 
to cover it, she said at least 20 objects the 

size of her own palm. 

It was the shape of a bat with outstretched 
wings, and had one green and one white light 

on each wing. She said it moved so slowly 
she could have walked faster. By the time she 
and her mother ran outside to get a better look, 
it had disappeared. Neither she nor her 
mother heard any noise at any time. 

10/12/03 Edens Landing, 

Wednesday 01 : 18 p.m. 

A circular object was observed travelling low 
in the sky from north to south. It appeared to 
be silver with a slight matt finish, solid and 
metallic. It was at a 45 degree elevation and 
had a piece, shaped like a crescent, missing 
out of its side. The witness observed it for 
about ten seconds before it disappeared into 
a black rain cloud. 

20/12/03 Isle of Capri, Gold Coast, 

Saturday 12:00 p.m. 

Two witnesses observed seven stars moving 
erratically in the sky. They appeared to travel 
over Surfers Paradise before dipping low in 

the sky. They were reddish-pink fading to or­
ange, and moved in a cluster as big as an out­
stretched hand. The sky was clear at the time. 
The objects were observed for eleven minutes. 

27/12/03 Ingham, 

Saturday 09:30 p.m. 

Two people were sitting on a beach when they 
observed a light the size of a golf ball with a 
tail streaking behind it. It was a bright blue 
fluorescent colour and moved close to the 
ground and over the mud flats. It went out to 
sea then came back and hovered near them 
briefly for two seconds, before it went to 
ground, up again, and then shot off. 

01/01/04 Morningside, 

Thursday 08:30 p.m. 

A man was sitting on a balcony when he saw 
a bright orange-red light in the northeast sky. 
It was travelling east to west and approach­
ing the city. As it did so, it got much 
smaller, and then disappeared. It was the 
size of a small plane and made no noise and 
seemed to be flickering like a flame, before it 
went out quickly. 

05/01/04 Bray Park - Brisbane City, 

Monday 02:44 a.m. 

A man was sitting inside his home reading 
when he observed a large soft vertical flame 
moving in the sky from east to west. It was 
moving much slower than an aircraft, and he 
watched it for about two to five minutes. It 
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became brighter as it seemed to move towards 
Mt Coot-tha, and continued to be steady at 

about a twenty degree elevation. It was even­

tually lost to sight behind trees. 

12/01/04 Caboolture 

Monday 09:00 p.m. 

A 1 2  year old boy was looking northwest to­
ward Beerwah when he saw a bright golden 
light fly across the sky, changing direction 
very sharply a few times before taking off at a 
very fast speed. 

The object was about twice the size of a star 
and changed direction at acute angles about 
five or six times before taking off at a 45 de­
gree angle at an extremely fast speed. At vari­
ous times he had been observing the light as it 
flew behind trees. 

His mother also reported that about five and a 

half years ago she had been driving along the 
highway near Kilcoy when her two sons, who 
were sitting in the back seat, began to scream 
that they were seeing a UFO. The older boy, 
who was about seven at the time, described it 
as "like a round dish that was holding lights in 
it." The youngest boy was very scared. He 
was three or four years old at the time. The 
woman's mother-in-law, who lives in the UK, 
has also seen a UFO, and managed to capture 
it on film. 

16/01/04 Bundaberg, 
Friday Evening 

A man saw two green lights, one on each of 
his glass patio doors. He got up to investigate 

their source and saw another two green lights 
in the bush outside his house. When he tumed 
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his outside lights on, the green lights disap­
peared, and when he turned the house lights 
off, the green lights reappeared. 

He described the lights as the same colour as 
green traffic lights and the size of a baseball .  
The lights shining on his glass sliding doors 

were flashing every second. His dogs were 
grumbling at the time but became quiet when 
he commanded them to do so. 

He also reported a sighting previously when 
he had seen a green ball of light, the size of a 
car, glide silently over his shed, which stood 
about nine metres high. He estimated the ob­
ject was about 15 metres high at the time, and 
moving at about three to four kilometres per 
hour. It travelled slowly down the driveway, 
and continued to follow the driveway down to 

the creek and trees. 

04/02/04 Rosewood, 

Wednesday 06:55 p.m. 

A woman was sitting on the couch, looking 
out a sliding door, when she saw a long flat 
flame like fire, about four to five km away. 
She couldn't hear anything as the TV was on. 
She eventually lost sight of what she was see­
mg. 

1 1/02/04 Paddington, 

Wednesday 10:40 p.m. 

A man was out on his balcony looking east 
when suddenly, a light appeared like a little 
shooting star, which had a bright blue aura 
around it. It moved like a shooting star, and 
disappeared over the city. It lit up the sur­
roundings and inside his house. He saw it for 
three to four seconds and there was no sound. 
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1 1/02/04 Carina 
Wednesday 1 1 :00 p.m. 

A woman saw an enormous ball, with a large 
tail, glowing white in the southeast sky. It 
seemed to explode and changed to green. It lit 

up the whole area. 

13/02/04 Spring Hill, 

Friday Evening 

We were outside on our deck when an ac­
quaintance noticed a light and brought it to 
our attention. .It was like a windmill of light 
and very clearly outlined, with about eight 
separate circles spinning in unison around a 
main light source that was not visible. The 
object changed the direction of its trajectory 
as well as its direction of rotation as it moved 

rapidly across the sky. 

At a rough guess and using landmarks, we es­
timate it covered about 2 1  kilometres in 

eleven seconds. It then disappeared over the 
horizon, but returned two or three minutes 
later. It was a clear night with the stars and 
moon visible, and the object seemed to be 
quite high above normal cloud level. We 
managed to take some video footage with a 
digital camera, but the camera's memory be­
haves strangely at the point where the UFO 
appears. 

17/02/04 Tasmania, 
Tuesday near Midnight 

We were driving home, travelling east when 
out of the driver's side window I noticed a 
large orange light in the sky. We stopped the 
car and got out for a better look. The light, 
which was a single light, was quite large and 
orange, perhaps two and a half times larger 

than the Northern star, and was travelling 
south to north. The light seemed to flicker 
randomly, a bit like a flame in a light wind, 
and also seemed to be making very small side­
ways adjustments in its flight path. 

There was no sound at all, and as it was 
around midnight, there was no traffic and not 
much background noise. As the object 
reached a halfway point in the northern sky, a 
man walked past, so we stopped him to point 
it out. He agreed with

· 
us that it didn't seem 

likely to be a plane, and watched with us until 
it disappeared over the horizon. 

We first saw the light when it was about half­
way up the sky in the south, over houses, and 
watched it until it disappeared behind the hori­
zon to the north, over the river. Total time 
from when we first saw it to when it disap­
peared was about 90 seconds - it could have 
been slightly less - and the light was as bright 
when it disappeared as when we frrst saw it. It 
was a single orange light at all times, with no 
sound that we could hear. 

18/02/04 Burpengary, 
Wednesday 10:30 to 1 1 :30 p.m. 

At around 1 0 :30 to 1 1 : 30 p.m., we had just 
frnished watching television and went outside 
to do some stargazing. We were standing out­
side looking at the stars with our naked eyes, 
but got the binoculars when something caught 
our attention. It was a star that was 'flashing' 
and we initially thought it was a plane coming 
on its usual flight path, but then it stopped 
moving and started changing colour - red, 
blue, green, white and maybe orange. 

Red was the most prominent colour. It was 
the same size as an ordinary star, but when it 
flashed like a disco light, the object would be-
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come blurry. The object was not clearly out­
lined and at one point it seemed to be two ob­
jects, but we can't definitely confirm this. It 
was pulsating and seemed to be zigzagging at 
times within a very small area. 

The object was lost to view due to it fading 
out, then becoming bright again, then fading 
away completely. It seemed to be heading in a 
west-northerly direction and when first seen, 
the object was in the west, directly under the 
skillet constellation and Mars, which was high 
in the sky just above the house. 

It was a clear and fme night and we could see 
stars and planets, and we saw one shooting 
star. The sighting occurred over farmland to­
wards Mt. Mee I Oceanview Range. We've 
never seen anything like this and we've lived 
in the area for ten years. We've seen the shut­
tle, the old space station and satellites and we 
know what they look like. 

19/02/04 Tin Can Bay, 

Thursday 12:02 a.m. 

At 12:02 a.m., I went outside and looked to 
the east and saw a white star-like object that 
looked like it was rotating. There seemed to 
be two other colours and one was a bright red 
light rotating also. It was probably located 
one hand-span above the horizon. I'm looking 
out that direction every night but have never 
seen this before. 

25/02/04 Rochedale South, 

Wednesday 05:00 p.m. or 06:00 p.m. 

At approximately 05 :00 or 06:00 p.m., I was 
having a look at developing storm clouds 
when I noticed an orange light. I didn't know 
whether it was a plane or something else but I 
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ran to get my video camera and filmed 24 sec­
onds of it. It was very interesting to watch and 
when first spotted was south of Rochedale and 
heading east, moving slowly, when it went 
behind some clouds and disappeared. It did 
not reappear from the other side of the cloud. 
It was about the size of Mars, circular and or­
ange and not clearly outlined. 

28/02/04 Brisbane Airport, 

Saturday 08: 10 p.m. 

A man reported seeing an object shaped like 
an upturned banana, hovering over the Bris­

bane Airport. On each tip of the object was a 

glow of yellow light. The object itself was 

silvery in colour. It remained stationary over 
the airport for approximately two minutes, 

then took off vertically up into the sky, ex­

tremely fast (much faster than a jet) before 
disappearing into cloud. 

This caller also reported a sighting at Tully on 
27th May 1992 in the evening. He was stand­
ing with his brother on his brother's property, 
which bordered a cane field, when they looked 
down the road and saw what they initially 
thought was a vehicle, coming towards them. 
They soon discovered it wasn't on the road but 
in the air, about 300 to 500 feet above them. 

It was a typical disk shape and had two oblong 
portholes on the front that had a yellow glow 
in them being emitted from inside the craft. 
The craft was about 30 feet in diameter and let 
off a white vapour, then disappeared in a 
shower of red and green sparks. They ob­
served the craft for about five minutes. It 
made no noise. His wife also observed a 

"leviathan" with purple and blue lights on it, 
hovering over Mt Mackay, the same evening.

Scientists Question Theories About Galaxy Formation

Traditional ideas about galaxy formation have 

been challenged in a new paper co-authored 
by a Canadian researcher. 

The scientists argue that Arcturus, the fourth 

brightest star in our sky, is originally from a 

small galaxy swallowed up about 10 billion 

years ago by the Milky Way. 

The star is one of several in the galaxy that 

follow paths noticeably different than oth­
ers, such as the sun, which move in a 
roughly circular orbit around the centre of 
the galaxy, said Julio Navarro of the Uni­
versity of Victoria. 

The new finding challenges the traditional 
theory of galaxy formation, which says that 
they develop in isolation following the col­
lapse of a giant cloud of gas and dust.

At this point, perhaps it may be opportune to present a brief history of the ''Victorian 

U.F.O. Research Society". 

The earliest U.F.O. group to form in Australia was the "Australian Flying Saucer 

Bureau" under the direction of Edgar Jarrold and Andrew Tomas, in the early 1950s. 

About the same time, Fred Stone inaugurated the "Australian Flying Saucer Research 

Society" in Adelaide. After approximately two years the Bureau closed down and 

was regarded as a branch of the "Australian Flying Saucer Research Society" under 

Andrew Tomas. This shortly broke from Adelaide and became the "Australian 

.F. O. Investigation Centre" with Dr. Clifford at its head until 1 95 8, when the 

Presidency passed to Dr. Lindtner. 

The "Australian Flying Saucer Research Society (Victorian Branch)" was formed on 

the 1 7th February, 1957 as a branch of the "Australian Flying Saucer Research 

Society" was formed and later that year was re-organised as the "Victorian Flying 

Saucer Research Society" with Mr. Peter E. Norris L.L.B. as President. In 1 968 the 

name was again altered - this time to the ''Victorian U.F.O. Research Society". 

It was during this time the Society published various papers and is probably best 

known for its publication "Australian Flying Saucer Review", curtailed in 1 972 due 

to high costs and subsequently superseded by the "The Australian U. F.O. Bulletin". 

At one stage, V.U.F.O.R.S. sponsored and produced a quarter-hour program on a 

Melbourne radio station, under the heading of "The Truth Behind Flying Saucers". 

In 1978, following the resignation of Mr. Peter Norris the current executive, Mrs. 

Judith Magee, Messrs. Paul Norman and Clive Yates, was placed in control, ensuring 

the continuing prosperity of V.U.F.O.R.S. The Society has held a dispassionate 

attitude on U.F.O.s, claiming it is a scientific problem deserving closer attention. It 

has also met regularly in general meetings and discussion nights and maintained the 

largest U.F.O. library in the southern hemisphere. Unfortunately, the loss of books, 

probably due to the high cost of postage, has forced V.U.F.O.RS.  to discontinue this 

service to members. 

V.U.F.O.R.S. still holds quarterly meetings commencing in March, at the Royal 

Society building in Melbourne, and membership of our Society is open to all who are 

genuinely interested in the UFO subject. (See opposite page for details). 
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
