D
o we have a Bulletin for you! Paul Norman has been back to The Grampians several 
times and has put his wonderful new gadget, with its pretty coloured blinking lights 
and squeaky little beeper, to good use, and when you read his "On The UFO Trail" 

you will see that he has discovered something quite interesting about the UFOs there, and 
microwave energy he was detecting in the region. 

Jacqui Purtell, although very busy with her new house, has managed to spend some of her 
valuable time in The Grampians with Paul, recording the activities of the UFOs there, and 
also watching what her little gadget was doing during this activity. Jacqui has made a 
change to her recording system, resulting in vastly improved audio quality. 

If you browse the web site in Paul ' s  article, you will find out about a much safer coming 
replacement for the thermonuclear fission reactors in use today. The importance of 
"Tokamak" based research facilities such as "JET" and "Tore Supra", which have been 
vital instruments leading to the final design and pending construction of the much larger 
"ITER" facility in France, I expect will become clear to you as it did to me. 

While reading about the operation of "Tokamaks", you could imagine my surprise to discover 
that UFOs (Unidentified Flying Objects) can have a significant impact on their operation. 
Incidentally, if you were wondering what a "Tokamak" might be, just imagine a very large 
magnetic doughnut, at least 12 metres in diameter, filled with hydrogen isotopes that have 
been hea�ed to one hundred million degrees Kelvin, "ITER".

On July 05th, 2005, at 0 6:05 p.m., I arrived at 
Reids Lookout with my new radio frequency 
(RF) signal detector. A large glowing object 
was already visible, and the detector was 
lighting all three levels of light emitting di­
odes (LEDs), as well as beeping audibly. 
My intention was to determine if the detector 
would continue to indicate the presence of 
significant RF energy after the object ceased 
glowing. 

I sat in my warm car for two hours, but the 
cantankerous object just kept glowing and 
the signal detector continued to blink and 
beep. This glowing object was behaving in a 
most unexpected and unusual manner. As I 
had driven from Melbourne, and immediately 
after checking into the Hall's Gap YHA, had 
continued on to the lookout, I was becoming 
quite tired, so drove back to the YHA and 
one hour later was under warm blankets in 
my bed for the night, listening to my favour­
ite world news radio station. 

At about 0 6:10 p.m. on July 0 6th, I returned 
to the lookout, but no object could be seen, 
and the signal detector was neither blinking 
nor beeping. It was not possible to deter­
mine if any unlit objects were in the vicinity. 
After waiting for about one hour, a glowing 
object appeared, but apparently further away 
than the previous evening's  glowing object. 
This time, all three levels of the detector' s  
LEDs commenced blinking, but the instru­
ment was not beeping. 

Approximately 10 minutes later a second 
glowing object appeared, and the instrument 

commenced beeping and blinking at a rapid 
rate. After about ten minutes, both objects 
suddenly simultaneously vanished from sight, 
and the detector ceased beeping and blink­
ing, just as though it had been switched off. 

My next trip to The Grampians was on July 
19th. I arrived at the lookout with the signal 
detector once again set to minimum sensi­
tivity. Within ten minutes, at 0 6:05 p.m., a 
glowing object appeared, triggering the de­
tector into emitting rapid blinks and beeps. 
At 0 6:32 p.m., a second glowing object ap­
peared and the detector' s  blink and beep 
rate doubled. At 0 6:40 p.m., both objects 
were suddenly no longer visible, and once 
again the detector fell silent. 

I waited for an hour and none of the objects 
reappeared. Again, I had driven directly 
from Melbourne via the YHA to the lookout, 
and felt by this time that I had done a good 
days work. With progressively more fre­
quent visions of a bed with lovely warm 
blankets popping into my head, I drove back 
to my room at the YHA. 

During the daylight on July 20 th, I spent sev­
eral hours catching up with my correspon­
dence and telephone calls, and by 0 6:30 p.m. I 
was back at the lookout. No glowing objects 
were in sight. After about one hour a large 
glowing object appeared, and the detector 
sprang to life with its blinking and beeping. 
At about 08:30 p.m. the object blinked out, 
and the instrument fell silent.

To date, whenever at least one of these glow­
ing objects has appeared, the detector has 
signalled the presence of RF energy within 
its receiver's bandwidth, by blinking one or 
more of its two orange and one red LEDs, 
and whenever the RF energy has attained a 
sufficient level, also beeping. Every time all 
glowing objects have been lost from sight, 
the instrument has fallen visibly and audibly 
silent. 

Whether the microwave energy that appears 
with the intense glowing lights, is being 
used to generate the light, or is part of a 
sensory system involving radar like scan­
ning, together with intense light, has yet to 
be determined. Another possibility is that 
the microwave energy is a component of the 
propulsion system of the objects. 

It is known for example that microwave en­
ergy is likely to have an important role in 
the functioning of a productive thermonu­
clear fusion reactor. If you would like to 
find out more about the advances being 
made in thermonuclear fusion technology, 
you will find many interesting pages of in­
formative images and text on the web site:

On July 218\ my friend and colleague, Jacqui 
Purtell, joined me at Hall's Gap, and we spent 
the following two evenings at the lookout, 
monitoring our signal detectors, and J acqui 
recorded some of the activities of these myste­
rious glowing objects. I was happy to see Jac­
qui as it was nice to be able to speak with 
someone else who spoke fluent "UFOese". 

Jacqui has installed a special filter on her 
recording apparatus to suppress the sound 
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of the strong winds at the lookout. Those 
attending our September 6th Discussion 
Evening meeting will have an opportunity 
to assess the effectiveness of Jacqui's spe­
cial filter when her latest DVD recording of 
The Grampians UFO activities is played. 

I have recently received correspondence from 
NARCAP, the National Aviation Reporting 
Centre on Anomalous Phenomena, requesting 
that pilots who have seen something strange 
and unnatural in the air, lodge a 100% confi­
dential report with NARCAP. The correspon­
dence indicates that at least once during their 
flying career, a pilot is likely to see one of 
these strange aerial phenomena. 

Further, NARCAP has reports where these 
unidentified aerial phenomena (UAP) have 
influenced onboard navigation systems, com­
munications, radar operations, and in some 
cases, rapid anti-collision manoeuvres, or 
violent unexpected air turbulence has re­
sulted in passenger injury. 

This is truly an air safety issue and pilots 
wishing to help by reporting their experience 
are urged to see the web site www.narcap.org 
and to look for the Pilot Report form. 

On August 21st an article appeared in the Mel­
bourne Sunday Herald Sun newspaper with the 
title "Victoria's X-files", followed by "Top 
Secret" now "Unclassified Documents Reveal 
UFO Sightings". In the article's "CASE 5", 
the Farmer Charles Brew Case was mentioned. 
This was the first case that I helped investigate 
with VUFORS after arriving in Australia. 

I did not know that this case had been classi­
fied. This must have been done after we had 
investigated it. Perhaps it was felt that the

official conclusion, that it was probably a 
tornado, needed to be kept top secret for 30 
years. Incidentally, the secret tornado must 
have been a minor one as no damage was 
reported along its path. 

When Professor James McDonald visited Aus­
tralia, the Farmer Brew Case was one that we 
felt he would find interesting. We drove him 
to Moe where he interviewed Mr Brew. 

There were many good cases back in those 
days. One of the most outstanding was the 
Nowra Air Force Base Case in New South 
Wales, which had come to my attention be­
fore I came to Melbourne. The case was in 
the files of NICAP. When I met the Austra­
lian Air Force Senior Public Relations Offi­
cer for the first time, about the case, he 
checked their files and did not find it listed, 

however he searched for the pilot until he 
found him. 

His extensive interview with the pilot con­
cerned was published in his book, "Flight 
into The Ages" by Ken Llewelyn. Basically, 
the pilot was flying near Nowra Air Force 
Base when two unidentified objects took up 
positions, one on each side of him, and kept 
pace with him. 

He contacted the Base requesting informa­
tion about what was showing on the Base 
radar. You could imagine his feelings when 
the reply came that there were three objects 
in that area and that his blip on the radar 
could only be identified if he made certain 
recognisable manoeuvres. After he made 
these manoeuvres he was identified as the 
blip in the centre. 

Unknown Forces Keep Galaxies In Order

Powerful forces are at work in the Milky 
Way's closest neighbouring galaxy, the 
Large Magellanic Cloud (LMC). An un­
known force is keeping the structure of that 
galaxy together, despite gravity from the 
Milky Way tearing it apart. 

A team of astronomers, led by Dr Bryan 
Gaensler head of the Gaensler & Slane (GaS) 
Research Group at the Harvard-Smithsonian 
Centre· for Astrophysics, used the CSIRO 

Australia Telescope near Narrabri in NSW to 
study the galaxy's magnetic field. 

The LMC neighbours the Milky Way at just 
1 60,000 light years away and is joined to the 
Milky Way by a stream of cold hydrogen gas. 
According to Gaensler, his team has mapped 
out the magnetism of the LMC in more detail 
than any other galaxy. Gaensler's team was 
surprised that the LMC' s magnetic field is so

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Multi-Storey Balloon

'We expect a few people to report it as a UFO' 

Sometime today, scientists from five countries 
plan to launch a 33-storey silvery balloon the 
size of a small stadium from northern Sweden 
and send it, along with the Canadian-built tele­
scope dangling below it, drifting slowly across 
the Arctic Circle. 

The Balloon-borne Large Aperture Sub­
millimetre Telescope - BLAST for short - will 
spend a week to nine days floating through the 
upper reaches of the atmosphere over Nunavut 
and the Northwest Territories, gathering data 
on the most distant stars and galaxies and pos­
sibly telling researchers something about the 
birth of the universe itself. 

And giving northerners something of a 
show along the way, said Dave Halliday, 
vice-president of AMEC, the builder of the 
gondola that will carry BLAST's vast array 
of instruments. 

"Oh Lord yes, they will certainly be able to 
see it," he said in an interview yesterday 
from the company's headquarters in Port 
Coquitlam, B.C. "It's a 37-million-cubic­
foot balloon covered in silver Mylar: It's 
the size of a stadium. 

"We expect a few people to call in and report 
it as a UFO." 
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The helium-filled balloon was to be launched 
today - weather allowing - from the Swedish 
Space Corporation facility in Kiruna, rise 40 
kilometres to the very edge of the Earth's 
atmosphere and float along the prevailing 
high-altitude winds toward Canada. 

If all goes according to plan, sometime next 
week it will be deflated gradually and the 
gondola carrying 2 60 sensitive astronomical 
instruments will parachute to a controlled 
landing somewhere in the Western Arctic. 

"It's a balloon, so by definition it's at the 
mercy of the elements," Mr. Halliday said. 
"We're not exactly sure where it will come 
down ... but we designed the [instrument] 
gondola to withstand nine times the force of 
gravity and we are determined to retrieve it. 
We want to show this is a reusable system." 

But with a telescope and instruments roughly 
the size and weight of a pair of SUV s, the 
project managers also have a backup plan 
should the balloon start drifting toward a 
town or city: They're prepared to pop their 
own balloon from a chase plane. 

Mr. Halliday said the balloon has already 
been test-flown over the deserts of the

southwestern United States and is confident 
today' s launch will go off without a hitch. 
"And eventually it will come down in a con­
trolled fashion." 

BLAST is designed to get astronomers' in­
struments above the clouds and pollution in 
the lower atmosphere without breaking the 
bank with the enormous expense of space­
based telescopes such as the Hubble orbiting 
telescope, Mr. Halliday said. 

"This is sort of the poor man's space tele­
scope," he said. "It's sort of on the threshold 
of space - right up there in the clean clear 
air ... without the huge budget of a space 
launch." 

Once up there, the telescope - which includes 
a two-metre-wide reflector mirror on loan 
from NASA - will collect images of the most 
distant and dimmest objects in the galaxy, as 
well as the faint background radiation that 
will tell astronomers more about the forma­
tion of stars and even whole galaxies. 

"BLAST seeks to answer some of our biggest 
cosmological questions regarding how stars 
and galaxies got to be the way they are," said 
Dr. Mark Devlin, principa l investigator for 
the project and astronomer at the University 
of Pennsylvania. 

The telescope will survey swatches of the 
sky looking for faint stellar objects and 
measuring cosmic rays, radiation left over 
from galaxies formed five to 12 billion 
years ago, when the universe was a tenth of 
its current age. 

Mr. Halliday said astronomers are racing to 
gather information from "cosmic microwaves" 

to answer questions regarding the formation 
and evolution of stars and galaxies. 

"It allows us to go back to within seconds 
of the beginning of the universe," he said, 
calling cosmic radiation the project will 
study " .. . the soup that was left over after 
the Big Bang." 

"If you can understand that, then you can 
understand light and mass and a whole host 
of things that we don't yet know about the 
formation of the universe." 

BLAST will also survey distant molecular 
clouds associated with the earliest of star 
formation and observe the farthest reaches 
of our own solar system including asteroid 
and comet belts. 

"Of course, once we have our data, the real 
hard part comes in figuring out what all this 
information means," Dr. Devlin said. 

Dozens of universities in the United States, 
Europe and Canada have their hopes pinned 
on the BLAST project, including research­
ers at the University of Toronto and the 
University of British Columbia. 

The Canadian Space Agency is one of the 
agencies helping to fund the plan to get a 
telescope into space "on the cheap," along 
with NASA and the famed Jet Propulsion 
Laboratories in Pasadena, California. 

Scientists from around the world will be 
monitoring the flight of the telescope, which 
can be tracked by GPS by logging on to:

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Cosmic Oddity

A new analysis of the "echo" of the Big Bang 
has left cosmologists scratching their heads 
and could throw a monkey wrench into efforts 
to understand how the universe began. 

U.S. and European scientists analysed the 
distribution of "hot" and "cold" regions -
areas that are putting out greater or less 
amounts of energy than the average - of the 
cosmic microwave background radiation 
(the so-called echo). What they found was 
unexpected: an apparent correlation be­
tween those hot and cold spots and the ori­
entation and motion of our solar system. 

"All of this is mysterious," says Glenn Stark­
man: a Canadian physicist based at Case 
Western Reserve University in Cleveland and 
one of the authors of a recent paper in Physi­
cal Review Letters that outlined the finding. 
"And the strange thing is, the more you delve 
into it, the more mysteries you find." 

The study, by Case Western scientists and 
the European Centre for Nuclear Research in 
Geneva, is based on data from the WMAP 
satellite, the NASA spacecraft that began 
mapping the cosmic microwave background 
(CMB) radiation in fine detail in 2001. 

The observed correlation is troubling on 
several fronts. 
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First of all, there is no reason to believe 
that the finding reflects any physical con­
nection between our local astronomical 
neighbourhood and the universe at large. 

As Dr. Starkman puts it: "None of us believe 
that the universe knows about the solar sys­
tem, or that the solar system knows about the 
universe." 

Far more plausible, he says, is that something 
within our solar system is producing or ab­
sorbing microwaves. That means that any­
one doing cosmology would have to take into 
account such "local" contamination. 

(The correlation involves the largest-scale 
fluctuations of the CMB radiation. If some 
of those fluctuations are a local rather than a 
cosmological phenomenon, it would mean 
that the truly cosmological large-scale fluc­
tuations are even less intense than previously 
thought.) 

There is, however, another possibility: The 
patterns seen by Dr. Starkman and his col­
leagues might simply be a fluke - an acci­
dental alignment between the solar system 
and patterns in the CMB radiation. 

If the correlation is real, however, it could 
cast doubt on the popular "inflation" model 
of the early universe. That model, which

builds on the well-established Big Bang the­
ory, says the universe underwent a period of 
incredibly rapid, exponential growth in the 
first split-second of its existence. 

One of its predictions is that the universe 
should be nearly perfectly "smooth," that the 
CMB fluctuations should be equally intense 
at all scales. 

An analogy with a musical instrument can 
be helpful: If you hit a drum, you hear many 
tones at the same time - a primary tone as 
well as many overtones, or "harmonics." 
The inflation model predicts that all the 
overtones in the CMB should be equally 
intense, but instead "we're missing the 
bass," Dr. Starkman says. "And what bass 
there is seems to be not generated by the 
universe, but by something local."

smooth and ordered given the internal conflict 
the galaxy must be experiencing. 

"It's like having a birthday party all after­
noon for a bunch of 4-year-olds, and then 
finding the house still neat and tidy when 
they leave," Gaensler says. "Some powerful 
forces must be at work to keep the magnetic 
field from being messed up." 

Large spiral galaxies like the Milky Way 
have gigantic, well-ordered magnetic fields. 
It is thought that these galaxies manifest a 
phenomenon known as a "dynamo". A dy­
namo is a process where the overall rotation 
of a galaxy combines and smooths the small 
magnetic fields created by whirls and ed­
dies of gas. This is similar to the process 
that produces the earth's magnetic field. 

Other physicists are responding with cau­
tion to the finding. 

"There is no way to judge the real signifi­
cance of such a result," says Charles 
Bennett of NASA's Goddard Space Flight 
Centre in Greenbelt, Md., the leader of the 
WMAP team. 

It all depends on how we perceive "chance," 
and how we evaluate probabilities, Dr. 
Bennett says. The alignments seen in the 
CMB may seem unlikely, he says, but that 
doesn't necessarily mean that they require 
new physics to explain them. 

He points out that "improbable things happen 
frequently because there are lots of opportu­
nities for them to occur." In other words, he 
says, the newly discovered CMB correlations 
are most likely the product of chance. 

"But if a galaxy experiences sudden bursts of 
star formation or supernova explosions, the 
energy that these processes release should 
completely disrupt the large-scale magnetic 
field," says Lister Staveley-Smith of the 
CSIRO Australia Telescope National Facility. 

"And we know the LMC has had those kind 
of violent events over the last several thou­
sand million years," he says. This is part of 
what makes this new discovery so puzzling. 

The researchers have several theories as to 
what may be keeping the LMC in order. The 
process they favour is one driven by ener­
getic particles called "cosmic rays". This 
would have a much swifter effect than the 
conventional dynamo mechanism. Like the 
dynamo mechanism, it requires energetic star 
formation to operate, so "stars bursting out at 
random all over would strengthen the mag­
netic field, not mess it up," says Gaensler.

In between the two helicopters 
there is a streak of white light. I think that 
this is a UFO.

"Both of the 'choppers' have closed in on 
the UFOs location and caused it to move 
away. This again demonstrates how the 
military is able to track UFOs even at night 
and even if the UFOs are not visible to the 
unaided eye but the chases have been going 
on for several weeks now. 

"Much of the night there were two helicopters 
that were moving about my residence in a 
circular path. When I took this photograph, 
both helicopters had moved to the south 
close to the horizon when they apparently 
'flushed' out the UFO. The UFO was only 
visible on the camera, which 'sees' much 
more than is visible with the unaided eye.

thing at 10:53 p.m., moving to the southwest, 
that was near an airplane flying low.

"I was startled and told my wife and friend 
about it right away and the object disappeared 
in mid sky as quick as it had appeared, which 
made it really strange."

Canada- Strange Flashing Lights 

Toronto- Agnes Sroczynski reports, that on 
July 30, 2005, about 10:30 p.m., I went out on 
my friend's balcony with her and her nephew. 
We witnessed several strange objects in the 
sky that were too high up and difficult to see. 
Then I noticed an object hovering lower in the 
clouds, at about 2000 feet or less, flashing a 
white light sporadically. 

It took my friends a moment to find it, but as 
soon as they saw it, the nephew ran inside to 
grab binoculars. He has the sharpest vision 
of the three of us, and was able to make out 
up to three lights. Through the binoculars, I 
saw that this object appeared silvery, metal­
lic, and disc-shaped. It was smaller than the 
discs that I'm accustomed to seeing. 

At one point, it rose ever so slowly by a few 
metres, and stayed there until we went inside. 
We observed it for about fifteen minutes. It 
was in the sky for so long that I left to go 
home before it vanished! This was in the 
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Flemington Park area of Toronto, which, 
once again, seems to be a particularly active 
location for strange phenomena.

Keefer Lake- Brian Vike writes, "This is 
a major sighting and reports are popping up 
from all over the countryside. On July 20, 
2005, near Cherryville, B.C. three witnesses 
spotted four cylindrical objects around noon. 

"One witness was able to capture the event 
on film, but sending the file has been a bit of 
a challenge, however when viewed frame by 
frame it becomes even more spectacular. It 
appears to be two pulsing objects definitely 
separated in the centre (hence the black 
stripe) and dark lights, or a shimmer effect 
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seems to appear above each orb as these dark 
spots transfer from one orb to the other. 

"As the dark spots transfer the orbs appear to 
alternate in size and get larger for a few 
frames before transferring back to the other 
orb. It was a hot day, clear and cloudless 
with an occasional slight breeze. Kelowna is 
the closest major airport about 100 km away. 

"They came from the north over Railroad 
Creek Valley, between Dome and Yeo ward 
mountains, then turned due west before getting 
over the camp. They were about 2 to 3 miles 
away at 10 to 12,000 feet altitude. They were 
visible for 10 minutes altogether but were 
dead silent. 

"The objects were mainly white or very shiny 
metallic. When viewed frame by frame you 
can see that the big object is actually two 
white tank like objects and you can see blue 
sky between the objects as they seem to pulse. 
There are two black spots that appear to alter­
nate back and forth between the two objects. 

"When the black spots appear above and be­
low the object, the two objects seem to grow 
in size. During the time that the spots are on 
the individual tanks and the other one appears 
to shrink in size. You can see the black dots 
as they move back and forth. They moved 
steadily and deliberately. 

"There was no up and down movement. 
Each one was at a slightly different altitude 
and approach before veering to the west. 
The strange part was the silence of their 
passing and no contrails."

Venezuela - Shuttle Spots Contrails 

Project Prove reports mission "STS-114 
lifted off from Kennedy Space Centre, on 

0 2 6  July 2005, has accomplished an inspec­
tion and manual repairs to the heat shield 
during three spacewalks. Discovery carried 
over 15 tons of equipment and supplies to 
the International Space Station. 

"STS-114 landed successfully on August 
09th, but NASA announced the grounding of 
all flights until repairs can be made. At 
04:28 p.m. CDT (21:28 GMT), on August 

01, 2005, the Shuttle/Station complex was 
orbiting over Venezuela, in northern South 
America. 

"The INCO seemed to notice something 
amongst the clouds below, and zoomed in for· 
a better look with his camera.

There is no 
way that jet contrails would be visible from 
this altitude. Imagine something only a few 
feet (or meters) wide being seen from over 
220 miles (350 km) distance. 

"I think we can also rule out the possibility 
that these parallel lines are natural cloud. In 
all my years of watching televised space 
flight, never have I seen a natural cloud pat­
tern similar to this."

Contrail Photo From Space 
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Selected reports from magazines published in the 1950s and 1960s 

Pacific Ocean - July 11, 1959 The A.P.R.O. Bulletin (Aerial Phenomena Research Organisa­
tion). A cluster of extremely bright lights was observed by the pilots of five different transpa­
cific planes early in the morning. First to report the sighting was Captain George Wilson, (19 
years flying experience), commander of Pan-Am World Airways flight 8 65 which had left 
Frisco for Honolulu at midnight. One thousand miles east of Hawaii, flying his DC7C at 21,000 
feet, Wilson radioed the Oakland Air Route Control Centre at 0 6:00 a.m. to report "an object 
which had an extremely bright light in its centre and four smaller lights alongside." Co-pilot 
Richard Lorenzen of Los Altos and Flight Engineer Robert Scott of Palo Alto also observed the 
object(s) fly a parallel course toward the aircraft then suddenly turn right and disappear. 

Newcastle, England- June 19, 1960 Orbit (The Tyneside V.F.O. Society). Mr Colin Vince, an 
18 year old hospital worker of Benwell, Newcastle, claimed to have seen a noiseless flying saucer 
hovering above Dunston Power Station. Mr Vince, a student laboratory technician in the bacte­
riological department of the R.V.I. reported his sighting to this society. He said he was talking 
with three friends outside his home in Benwell when he saw the saucer at about 03:30 p.m. 
"When I first saw the object I thought it was a bird. It started as a dot in the distance and then 
came rapidly nearer. It came from the west and as it grew in size we were able to see the sun 
glinting on its upper surface. It was a disc-shaped craft. As we watched it stopped dead, imme­
diately over Dunston Power Station, then it moved off at fantastic speed towards the coast." 

Chicago, Dlinois- January, 1968 The V.F.O. Investigator (National Investigations Committee 
on Aerial Phenomena). In a courageous new declaration Dr J. Allen Hynek, Air Force Chief 
Scientific Consultant on UFOs, has made this surprising disclosure - If the Colorado Project's 
conclusion is completely negative, denying UFO reality, he will take the wraps off his personal 
files of good unexplained cases and make them public.

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Experts To Check Out 
Trevor Crop Circle

Trevor - From the road it doesn' t  look like 
much. Just a field of ripening wheat stalks, 
rippling in the breeze. 

At the top of a rise partway into the field the 
even pattern of golden wheat breaks up a little 
bit, like there was a patch of seed that didn't 
take. The stalks aren't as crowded there, and 
when the wind moves past it's not the same 
even, water-like ripples that move across the 
rest of the field. 

In that spot, circles of wheat have been bent 
over, the once upright stalks now running 
horizontal in a counterclockwise circle. 

Trevor has a crop circle. 

Mary Sutherland, an investigator with Bur­
lington UFO and Paranormal, learned of the 
circle earlier this week, when a man who 
lives near the field sent her an e-mail. 

In the e-mail he told Sutherland about the 
circle, noting that it could just be that some­
one drove around in the field, but there are 
no tracks leading up to the disturbed area. 

Instead, it's like a giant wheel lay flat in the 
field and spun, pushing the wheat over gently 
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but firmly, so that it stayed bent but did not 
strip the grains from the stalks. 

Sutherland went out to investigate after she 
learned of the circle. She took photos and 
soil samples, and she called in the experts. 
One was coming on Friday to take aerial 
photographs, she said. Another group was 
due to stop by the field today. They' ll likely 
bring Geiger counters and audio equipment, 
and they will compare wheat from within the 
circle and without, to try and figure out if the 
circle is real or if it is a hoax. 

Sutherland believes it is real. "If it was a 
hoax, they would have made it more visible 
from the road," she said. 

This is the second crop circle in Wisconsin 
she and her husband, Brad, have investigated. 
The last one was in Mayville in 2003. The 
Independent Crop Circle Researchers Associa­
tion came out to help with that one, too. 

Jeffrey Wilson is the director of the ICCRA. 
He drove from Ohio to Wisconsin Friday 
night so he could be around to take a look 
today. Much of the research he wants to do 
will try and prove whether someone me­
chanically created the circle.

Hawthorn East, Vic. 
23rd August 2005, 09 :00 p.m. 

The observer was at Anderson Park, which 
is located near the Hawthorn Secondary 
College in Hawthorn East. He was lying 
flat on the ground relaxing and "UFO 
watching" when he unexpectedly spotted a 
relatively small, white, circular object to his 
upper left, in the southern cloud filled sky, 
at around 75 degrees above the horizon. It 
was flying silently at what he believes was a 
considerable altitude, among the clouds, but 
he could not estimate the actual altitude. 

As he got up to better monitor the object, it 
flew sort of "agitatedly" through the clouds, 
and was only partially visible until it started 
to make its way into a clearing where he 
could see it more clearly. Initially, he 
thought that it could have been a satellite, but 
it was moving much too rapidly for this to be 
the case. He also noted that at this time a 
very faint red light was visible on the object. 

When he saw the object make a silent, sudden, 
very sharp, 180 degree turn, so that it was 
travelling in the opposite direction, without 
any noticeable loss of speed, he was con­
vinced that this manoeuvre was beyond the 
capabilities of any modern aircraft, even a 
fighter aircraft. He has attended many air 
shows and feels that he has a good understand­
ing of the capabilities of today' s aircraft. 

He was surprised by the sudden appearance 
of what appeared to be another of these ob­
jects from clouds behind the first, after it 
had completed the sudden turn. The second 
object flew toward the first until they were 
in formation heading in a southerly direc­
tion. The objects were last seen as they 
proceeded into a large cloudbank and were 
lost from sight. 

After this twenty second sighting, he con­
tinued to watch for another 10 to 15 min­
utes, but unfortunately did not see anything 
else. This event has motivated him to more 
regularly watch what is happening in the 
skies in his region. He is also planning to 
have convenient access to a camera capable 
of making a moving record of any similar 
events in his vicinity. 

Corio Bay, Vic. 
21st August 2005, Evening 

The reporting observer and her son were 
driving home from visiting her mother in 
Geelong North when, while going under the 
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overpass to Corio Quay, where boats dock, 
they noticed just to the right of the car 
windscreen, a very large, white, sparkling 
light which they thought appeared to be like 
a large star. 

As the vehicle moved toward the bright 
light, they discovered that there was not 
one, but five lights arranged in a half circle. 
Instead of turning left at the railway line, to 
go towards their home, she veered to the 
right to have a better look at these lights. 
She estimated that the relative size of the 
formation of lights would have been about 
the size of a four or five litre icecream con­
tainer held at arm's length. 

They continued to drive around Corio Bay, 
behind the phosphate plant, oil refinery, and 
all of the other factories. She kept asking 
her son to keep his eye on the lights, and he 
said that they were getting closer. The 
lights were directly over Corio Bay, and it 
was difficult to see whether the lights were 
following them, or whether they were mov­
ing toward the lights. 

As they turned down the side of the oil refin­
ery, and then turned left towards their home, 
the lights began to descend out of sight into 
the bay. It was just clear enough to see them 
through the clouds, on the left hand side, and 
as soon as they drove to a friend's house, 
clouds came across and it started to rain. 

Cranbourne, Vic. 
27th July 2005, 10 :00 p.m. 

On a clear night with light cloud cover and 
an almost full moon, the teenage observer, 
who was outside at his home address, had his 
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attention caught by a very large, flat, distant, 
object, about three times the length of a large 
plane, in the northern sky. He estimated that 
it was at an elevation of between 15 and 30 
degrees above the horizon. 

The object was displaying a sequence of 
bright lights, increasing from an estimated 
% relative intensity on its right side, gaining 
in intensity as the lights were progressively 
illuminated toward the left, until full rela­
tive intensity was achieved by the last light 
on its left side. The object repeated this 
lighting sequence again and again for about 
30 seconds. 

Suddenly, the still displaying object ascended 
rapidly, passed directly overhead, and within 
about 10 seconds had disappeared from view, 
high in the southern sky, at an elevation of 
about 75 degrees above the horizon. 

The observer reports that he has been to 
two air shows with his dad, and that he has 
never seen anything move as rapidly as this 
strange object. Initially, when he told his 
dad about what he had seen, his dad did not 
believe him, but then his dad became quite 
concerned when he saw how shaken the 
teenager was by the experience. 

Point Cook, Vic. 
22nd July 2005, 10 :00 p.m. 

The observer states that she is not sure ex­
actly what she saw, but felt compelled to 
tell someone, as she has never seen any­
thing like this before in her life. It was a 
clear evening, and she could see a round 
yellow light to her north, just above the 
houses on the skyline.

While this distant glowing light might have 
been a helicopter searchlight, there was no 
obvious flight movement or sound associated 
with it, and there did not appear to be a beam 
shining down. After watching it remain sta­
tionary for about five minutes, she could not 
bring to mind a plane or helicopter that be­
haved like this, so she drove away. 

As she departed, she happened to glance at 
her rear-vision mirror and noticed that the 
light was still there in the northern sky, and 
that a second smaller glowing light now ac­
companied it on the left. 

Southport, Tas. 
13th June 2005, 02:20 a.m. 

The observer reports that on a clear, starlit 
night, he saw a bright white spherical object 
with what looked like a tail, silently appear 
in the northwestern sky, at an elevation of 
about twenty degrees above the horizon. 

This unusual object's movement and bright­
ness made it particularly conspicuous. Its 
relative size appeared to be far greater than 
any astronomical body, other than the sun 
and the moon. 

To gain an appreciation of the relative size of 
the object, if a basket ball at a given distance 
appeared to be the relative size of the moon, 
then a tennis ball at this same distance would 
appear to be the relative size of the object. 

As the object raced toward the southwest, it 
had a "linear descending trajectory", which 
dipped at an angle of about ten degrees, as 
it crossed the visible horizon, and within 
two seconds, had disappeared behind the 
silhouetted hills and trees on the horizon. 

Wonthaggi, Vic. 
07th June 2005, 06: 30 p.m. 

While walking outside to get into his car, the 
reporting observer caught sight of what he 
initially thought was an unusually large star 
in the calm, clear, starry, eastern sky. As he 
and his wife were watching the star, he heard 
his wife say, "Look how orange that star is." 

Suddenly, they realised that this could not 
have been a star as it was quite steadily and 
smoothly moving toward them. There were 
no strobe lights, or any other lights - just a 
silent, bright, orange, glowing, ball, about 
half the relative size of the moon. 

Fortunately, at about five minutes into the 
sighting, they heard a jet aircraft, and could 
also clearly see its strobe lights, as it passed 
very high above the orange ball. They be­
lieved that this aircraft was probably m 

transit from Tasmania to Melbourne. 

The object headed southward over Bass 
Straight, and after about ten minutes, was still 
quite visible. They had to pick up trophies for 
their pool competition, and by this time were 
running quite late, so they had to drive away. 

The reporting observer notes that in addition 
to his wife and himself, he knows of two oth­
ers who, at this time, saw the glowing orange 
ball. 

Bendigo, Vic. 
31st May 2005, 10: 10  p.m. 

On a fine clear evening, the reporting ob­
server, and one other, watched what they 
initially thought was a falling star, high in 
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the southwestern sky. As it rapidly but si­
lently descended, the very bright blue-green 
ball of light, with a brilliant white core, ap­
peared to be moving into the northern sky, 
and becoming larger, until it achieved the 
relative size of a saucer for a tea cup, held 
at arm's length. 

At this time, after a few seconds had elapsed, 
the light ball was illuminating the whole local 
region, even though it still appeared to be 
fairly distant. Suddenly the ball just disap­
peared, or shot off so rapidly that it was not 
possible to follow it with the naked eye. It 
probably just switched off the light. 

Berwick, Vic. 
15th May 2005, 10:45 p.m. 

It was a fine evening when the reporting 
observer and her son were out driving in her 
Hi-Ace van. She was momentarily curious 
when she saw to the northwest, through her 
windscreen, a very unusual object, flying in 
the distance. To her surprise, this strange 
object flew rapidly toward them and hov­
ered silently over her moving van, at an al­
titude of about two street light poles. 

She describes the object as a dark flat ellipse, 
a bit bigger than the top of her van, fringed 
by pairs of very bright orange and green 
lights. As the object was approaching, she 
indicates that her son said to her, "mum look 
at that aeroplane," because it was so bright, 
but when it was much closer he said, "mum, 
that doesn't look like an aeroplane." 

When she looked up through the top of her 
windscreen to see it for herself she said, "Oh 
it doesn't does it." Driving her van was con-
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suming most of her concentration so she was 
not at that time able to consider exactly what 
the strange object might have been, but when 
she was stopped by traffic lights, she had an 
opportunity to think to herself, "What did I 
just see? It was quite strange." 

While she did not report when or where ei­
ther of them last saw the strange object, she 
did report that at no time did she see it in her 
rearvision mirror, that the sighting duration 
was one minute, and that the object was last 
seen once again to the northwest of them. 

Glenorchy, Tas. 
May 2005, 06:03 a.m. 

The photographer reports that he takes many 
early morning photos of sunrises, moonrises, 
and different phases of the moon, with his 
reasonably high resolution, eight megapixel 
digital camera. On this particular morning, 
at about 15 minutes before sunrise, there was 
a perfect morning sky for taking photos. 

He considers himself a very observant person, 
aware of nature, and on that morning, neither 
saw nor heard anything unusual, while taking 
his photographs. A couple of days later, while 
transferring the digital image files from the 
camera to his computer, he noticed an unusual 
shape in one of his image files. 

This extremely large, semi-transparent 
stealth like shape did not appear in either the 
prior image file, or the one following. He 
indicates that there were approximately five 
second intervals between the successive pho­
tos. After looking closely at the image of 
interest, he estimated that the shape appeared 
at an elevation of about 45 degrees above the 
horizon, in the eastern sky. 

Victorian Sighting Reports 

In order to discern finer detail, he enlarged 
the image by 1000%, but there was still 
nothing that he could see that would have 
enabled him to identify this shape as a nor­
mal, naturally occurring object. 

Sale, Vic. 
17th April 2005, 08:30 p.m. 

On a fine, dry, evening, with light cloud cover, 
and a mild breeze, the reporting observer and 
four others were in the Sale Hospital carpark 
when a glowing, orange, elliptical, object, esti­
mated to be about 270 em high, and about 120 
em wide, silently wobbled its way in level 
flight over the carpark. As it did so, it slowed 
noticeably. 

It was estimated that at its closest point, the 
object came to within about 400 metres of 
the observers, while at an altitude of around 
100 metres. As the reporting observer 
watched the object, he gained the impres­
sion that this strange glowing, wobbling, 
object had a solid structure at its core. 

As it approached the Hospital, it acceler­
ated and commenced climbing, passing 
safely over the Hospital roof at an estimated 
50 km/h. It continued to accelerate and to 
climb until attaining an altitude of about 
1,500 metres, at which point it disappeared 
behind clouds, after between ten to fifteen 
minutes. The reporting observer indicates 
that the manoeuvres of this object were in­
dicative of intelligent control. 

Kyneton, Vic. 
02nd March 2000, 08:29 p.m. 

The reporting observer indicates that he is 
aware of five others who had this particular 

sighting. On a partly foggy evening, when he 
left his house, his attention was caught by a 
gently humming, green, triangular, object, in 
the northwestern sky, at an elevation of about 
35 degrees above the horizon. 

This object, which appeared to be almost 
the relative size of a full moon, was moving 
slowly in a southerly direction. After 
watching the object's progressive move­
ment deeper and deeper into the southern 
sky, for approximately fifteen minutes, it 
suddenly disappeared from view. 

Lake Hattie, Wyoming, USA 
Late April 1964, Sunday Afternoon 

After several years of retirement, having 
worked in the Network Operations Depart­
ment of Intelsat (International Telecommuni­
cations Satellite organisation), the reporting 
observer has summoned the courage to report 
an intriguing daylight sighting with a friend, 
which occurred during their time at college. 

The reporting observer writes, "I was a college 
student in Wyoming and on a sunny Sunday 
afternoon in late April I rode with a friend to a 
lake outside Laramie, Wyoming. The area 
around Lake Hattie was totally uninhabited in 
those days (it may still be) and there were also 
no trees around the lake. The terrain was also 
quite flat, so that one could see the entire lake 
and beyond. We were, as far as I know, the 
only visitors that afternoon. 

"My friend and I were approaching the lake 
by car when we saw in the distance a green­
ish light hovering (200 feet - 500 feet maybe) 
above the lake. We immediately stopped the 
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Lake Hattie Near Where The Green Glowing Object Was Seen 

car in the middle of the asphalt road, jumped 
out and waved our arms, yelling 'hello' to 
this mysterious object that we somehow 
sensed was a 'UFO'. 

"The craft's reaction was to stop hovering 
and climb straight up maybe a couple of 
thousand feet with no acceleration, silently, 
and then to make a sharp right-hand turn 
and in a few seconds, disappear. As I re-

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call, it turned red when it stopped hovering. 

"I will always believe that we made some 
sort of contact and probably 'shooed' it off 
from whatever it was doing. We reported it 
to the local newspaper, who thought we 
were nuts. But within a few days there 
were reports in the Rocky Mountain News 
(a Denver paper) of sightings by a rancher 
in Walden, Colorado and others."

South Australian Sighting Reports

North of Adelaide, S.A. 
17th June 2005, 08:20 p.m. 

At about 08:20 p.m. on Friday the 17th of 
June 2005, I spotted what looked like an as­
teroid or comet. It was shining through the 
very overcast sky in the south-southwest, at 
an elevation of about 37 degrees, and with a 
magnitude of about 5 or 6. It would disap­
pear every now and then, as the sky got more 
overcast, and re-appear as it got less so. This 
went on for approximately 30 to 45 minutes. 

At one time I could see something else above 
the original sighting object, but this couldn't 
be seen clearly because of the extent of the 
cloud cover. I rang channel 7, but they 
couldn't see anything from their roof. I then 
rang the Astronomical Society - there was a 
recorded message, so I finally rang Colin 
Norris. This object was witnessed by my 
friend, my partner, and my son Andrew. 

Y eppala Creeks, S.A. 
02nd April 2005, 01 :30+ a.m. 

Leaving Hawker at 01:30 a.m. in the morn­
ing, Robert Heading, Nikos Ahladiotis and I 
(David Gray) were heading out to one of our 
favourite spots where we have experienced 
sightings before. 

Heading down a dirt road in my 1985 Corolla, 
we all decided to stop in the foothills near 
Y eppala, and prepared to get ready for the 
evening ahead. Parking at the base of a hill, in 

a causeway, there was a continuation of a 
creek that went for miles in both directions. It 
looked like it had been there forever, as it was 
as wide as it was long. 

We all got out, having a good look around at 
the dry creek surroundings, when Nikos de­
cided to go off by himself, walking down the 
road to the top of the next rise. Both Robert 
and I were concerned that he was venturing off 
by himself at that time of night. 

Just moments later, Nikos started yelling 
out to us, and flashing his torch in our gen­
eral direction, in a frantic motion to grab 
our attention. He didn't come back to the 
car so we decided to drive there to him. 
We were just too tired and lazy at the time, 
trying not to use any excess energy because 
there was still a long night ahead. 

Robert was wondering what Nikos was rant­
ing on about as he told us that he saw a 
large glowing light coming from the creek, 
a few kilometres away. At that time both 
Robert and I didn't see anything, and we 
told him that he was just seeing things. 

We all got back into the car and carried on 
down the road for about 5 km. When we 
stopped we had decided to finish getting 
ready and making sure our torches were 
ready. When Robert, Nikos and I all saw a 
bright orange light bobbing up down and 
weaving back and forth near the base of a 
hill, in a sporadic motion. 
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This bright light had seemed like it was 
roughly 1 0  km away, in a southeasterly di­
rection. The bright orange light started 
moving in a northerly direction with the 
moonlight as its background. We noticed it 
travelling along the creek line, and it was 
appearing just below the top of the gum 
trees, which were all standing in alignment, 
following the creek line. 

All three of us were looking at this bright ball 
of orange light that was getting closer to our 
position. The creek was no more than a few 
kilometres away, and curved off in a north­
easterly direction. As the bright orange object 
came closer it appeared brighter and brighter, 
and we were all standing there in amazement. 

I had shone my torch in its general direction, 
to make sure it wasn't spot-lighters looking 
for kangaroos or foxes. The bright coloured 
object had noticed us there, and we are not 
sure, but it looked like it was panicking, and 
started bobbing down in between the trees, 
moving along, then quickly up again, just 
above the tree-line to see where we were. 

This had happened many times over several 
minutes, as it was getting closer. As the bright 
object was moving around as in a panic, Rob­
ert and I tried to take some photos. It was 
moving, weaving and ducking, in and around 
the trees, having a glow in front and behind it. 

Robert eventually managed to take one 
photo but trying to get the light into proper 
focus, with the most unusual and sporadic 
motion, one picture between us was all we 
could manage to get. Talking about getting 
caught off guard, we hadn't even got to our 
destination yet it's like you have to have a 
camera in your hand twenty-four seven. 
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After it had seemed to have seen our torches 
and was moving in an abnormal or irrational 
manner, it seemed to settle down, movement­
wise and stayed at one height, and at what 
seemed to be just below tree-top level, and 
the boys seemed to agree. It seemed to pick 
up speed within minutes, then a split second 
later, just vanished around the bend in a 
northeasterly direction.

Paris, France 
19th September 2004, 10:31 a.m. 

While the photographer was travelling on a 
Trafalgar European Tour, he quite by 
chance, unknowingly captured with his cam­
era, what he believes was a pair of UFOs. 

He indicates that he was concentrating on 
the people around him, and the sights of 
Paris, and due to the fact that the objects 
were silent and quite distant, did not know 
that he had captured these images of the 
UFOs, until he later observed them on the 
photographs he had taken. 

He estimated the objects were at an eleva­
tion of about 1 5  degrees above the horizon, 
and that they would have been about 1 0  km 
distant. He describes the objects as appear­
ing to be oval, and looking somewhat like 
hamburgers with thick black fillings, and 
grey half buns. 

Unfortunately, probably due to his lack of fa­
miliarity with his surroundings at the time, he 
was unable to indicate in which direction, he 
was facing when he accidentally photographed 
the unusual pair of hamburger-like UFOs.

Bright Light Makes Sharp Turn 

Sydney- On August 0 6, 2005, at 07:57 p.m., 
a single brilliant reddish/orange light was 
observed almost directly overhead by two 
witnesses. Initially the light looked like a 
bright planet, but it was way too bright. It 
was slightly larger than Mars and extremely 
bright. 

His flatmate said, "It looks like it's moving 
very slowly east." It passed a star on its left 
and proceeded eastwards.

Hoaxes have what he calls "tell-tale signs of 
damage" to the plants themselves. They look 
for that damage, but also compare 'plants' 
growth nodes to see if there are differences 
between the upright and flattened stalks. 

"If the ones that are flattened have enlarged 
or elongated (growth nodes), that is an un­
hoaxable effect," Wilson said. 

He investigated his first crop circle about 10 
years ago, after he went to a site in northern 
Ohio where he detected radioactivity inside 
the crop circle. 

"I knew there was something more than 
people flattening it down with wood or a 

rope," he said. "There are some (circles), 
people are making that way, but they're not 
all making them that way." 

Wilson and Sutherland believe in sharing the 
information they gather on crop circles with 
the public, which is why Sutherland agreed 
to show the Trevor circle off Friday morning. 

Sutherland believes the crop circles are 
some sort of . landmark, left by beings in 
UFOs. They may be signs that spacecraft 
landed, flattening the crops with some kind 
of electromagnetic energy. She also be­
lieves that the crop circles are a sign that a 
race of beings that spent time on Earth 
thousands of years ago are returning. She 
connects the crop circles to Stonehenge, the 
pyramids and burial mounds.
