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The great amount of correspondence flowing in from all parts of the world 
indicate the great appreciation ��th which th�s little magazine and the humble 
efforts of its Editor has been recieved9 for from every corner have come 
letters and comments on the articles and expressions of appreciation of its 
pages. in fact so many have written views etc. that it will be impossible to 
print them all. and much will have to be abbreviated • 

Of coUEse there is sime repitttion in some cases where one reader expresses 
almost identical thoughts of another , but these all help to formulate the 
comprehensive whole9for they reveal a pattern of confirmation of ideas and 
thoughts all over the world. one thought finding a re-echo in anothers mind. 

Actually the only place where no real indication of appreciation has been 
shovm • is locally. but this only fulfills a very old adage, " A prophet 
hath no honour in his own country " Well maybe as Australia is so large 
we must not be too general in that for All tho other S��tes have shown much 
appreciation 9 and many new readers have made their subscriptions to it.

4. S ome of the ' little.men' 9 as a ·f:ew ufologists postulate , may hail 
from caverns deep·in the earth, where both temperature and gravity are high , 
particularly under th ocean and/ or. under an oil well , since the respective 
specific gravities 9f water and oil are low relatively to that of rock. 
Terrestrial gravity would be increased centerward, if these creatures lived 
undermany high caverns, which, obviously would have very low counter gravi··­
t,ational pull.

It i s  now some months since the promi sed rel ease of t he book whi ch Gray 
Barker promi sed us woul d reveal all that l ed up and t he cause of the great 
myst ery whi ch surrounded the Bender Case and it s sudden cl o sing by the

We u ,derst and that at l ast some folk have got a copy but here in  Australia 
despit e  Barkers promi se to  rel ae s e  iy i n  April and that l eaders woul d get 
a posthast e copy sent for revi ew. t o  dat e we have never seen one .

The raQio and T .V .  News channel s carried a news report of a U . F. O .  over 
lU1tartica 9 and it was al so report ed in detail over T . V .  The sighting 
was made and photographed in col our by Dr. Hellard and seven other members of 
his party • The U. F .

Then the lunionius band widened , and quivering shaft s of light coul d 
be seen within it . · The wat ers of the Waitemat a Harbour were described 
by a t el egraph boy as being " red air�· bl ood. " What was it  " he sai d  awestruck. 
SCIENTISTS AMAZED.��. N.  z. Sci ent ist s , who had doubted whether the artifi­
cial aurora would ever be seen in N. Z. , were amazed at it s int ensity • •  
" I would never have expected it . " said Dr. E. I .  Robert son • Drctr. of Geo­
physics  Div. Dept Science and Indust . Rsch . " But t . ere ' s no doubt it was 
produced by the bomb , The aurora was vovysimil�r t o  that seen in Samoa in 
1958 ,  when similar t e st s  were carried out . " The sight was report ed from 
all points over N. Z.  and as far away as Central Otaga. Instrument s were 
s etright off scal e • Scientists  s aid the strength of the expl o s i on far 
exceeded their expectations.  Some could see a pink gl ow for mbree quar­
t ers of an hour aft er s aid some wat chers .  
Radio links with Australia and many other pl aces including Fij i  were di s-
rupt ed. Severe di stortions were seen and heard on Radio and T .V .  , 
Capt . T . A. Tweed report ed the sight as he fl ew a Canadian Pacifi c Airl ine 
over the Tasman sea.  that the whol e sky was a brill i ant red.
