One hesitates to advance any new theory, no matter how attractive it appears 
though it is fitting perhaps to write of unusual phenomena in the skies at 
a time when many of us will have seen the Arend-Roland comet crossing the 
north-westerm sky like a pale searchlight beam • But there is a new line 
of thought that has occurred to the writer which may possibly tie up with 
the unexplained sightings of the U.S. Air Force and the Royal Air Force 
of Unidentified Fiying Objects �ereinafter referred to as U.F.O. 
The Theory • 
Throughout the Bible there are occasional descriptions of angelic beings 
visiting the earth.· These visitations seem to fall into two categories. 
There are those which are obviously supernatural - for example the two who 
stood in shining robes at the empty tomb that first Easter and spoke to 
Mary of Magdala, the cherubims with flaming swords guarding Eden , and the 
being with the live coal of Isaiah 6.6. 
The second category is the one with which this article is concerned, being 
the ap�earance of angelic beings which although supernatural, appearto be 
normal human beings, olothed and dressed in the garb of the period, some­
times on horseback, and wearing the arms and equipment of that period. 
For example , in Judges 13:6 we have a '  man of God'. a term which usualJy 
describes a prophet or a holy man, who calls on Manoah and his wife, both 
of whom evidently imagine him to be ahuman. offering him food, drink and 
hospitality, and it is not until some time later( v. 21) that the couple 
realise that they have been entertaining and angel unawares. Thus it is 
surely logical to suppose that the angel must have looked and dressed like 
a normal human being • 
The angel who wrestled with Jacob. must have had approximately human dimen­
sions , if one is to take the account literally, and not explain the inci­
dent as the writer has heard it done , as ' Jacob wrestling with his own 
conscience'. Thus this particular angel would not have beGn, for example, 
twent feet tall, or transparent, or equipped with vast, folding wings. as 
this would have made a very unequal and pointless struggle. 
The angels mentioned in the Book of the Prophet Zechariah have a certain 
apocalytic air about them; but, be it noted, they are mounted on horses, 
the normal means of transport of the day • 

In the Second Book of Kings, Chap. 6, we have Eli'sha, the man of God, 
showing his servant the multitude of the heavenly Host encircling the 
Syrians in chariots and horses of fire, an angelic appearance en masse 
this time, again in the standard military transport of the day, chariots. 
Gideon. that very able general of Israel, in Judges 6, has some consider­
able conversation with an angel whom he thinks to �)e a normal human being, 
In the passage concerning Manoah and t �e angel, Manoah is not aware that 
the b�i�g is and angel until he touches with his staff the flesh and un-

.leavened cakes which are consumed in a flash of fire. 
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Thus Gideon is also unaware of t�1e supernatural until he is acquainted 

with the fact. ' And when Gideon percieved that he was an.wgel of the Lord 
Gideon s@.i..!., Alas , 0 Lorfl God! for because. I have seen an. angel of the 
Lord face to face' Judges. 6. 22.) 
Here again is an instance of an angel appearing dressed normally in the uni­
form of the time, but with, as in nearly every case, a face that the human 
realizes is out of the ordinary • 

As the invading hosts of Israel, led by Moses' successor Joshv.1, cross the 
River Jordan and camp at G�al prbparatory to their first attack on the 
fenced cities of the new land, an �el appears to him • Imagination can 
be used here to paint the picture. 

· 

The sun has set across the Judean mountains to the west, and Israel settles 
down for the night, their first night in the Promised land. Cooking fires 
are lighted and bivouacs are soon erected. There is a subdued hum and 
buzz of a vast concourse of people, and Joshua's mind is full of the possib·· , 
plans for a successful attack on this the first strongly defended city the 
Israelites have met with • Previously they have been skirmishing in the 
desert, but now anew form of attac� will be necessary; and. desiring to be 
alone with his thoughts for a little, he takes his sword and wanders throv • 

the lines of the tents as far as the camp perimeter, perhaps exchanging a 
greeting with a sentry here and there, and he stand looking up at the form-· 
idable walls of Jericho. Behind him themyriad of lights of the camp twin­
kle and flicker • 

Suddenly he realises that he is not alone, and his hand flashes automati­
cally to his swrod hilt. In the half-light he sees the figure of a man stand­
ing quite still, watching him, with a drawn sword in his hand. and Joshua 
challenges him sharply, seuing him to be a soldier, but whether of his own 
force or ·the enemy he cannot make out. Only after a str..l. tJ irganswer, 
' As Captain of the host of the Lord am I now come' , does Joshua rea 1.i �e 
that the being is not human, but superhuman . • 

Finally in Gen 19;1. Lot greets the two angels who are come to destroy 
Sodom , asks them into his house, and offers them hospitality as would be 
offered to a stranger. seemingly quite unaware of their angelic mission. 
Even after they have eaten a meal in his house Lotwill be still unaware 
that his visitors are supernatural , since the mobin the street which the 
angels afflict with blindness,are outside the barred and shuttered door. 
and those inside are not yet aware of·what has happensd outside the door. 
OBly later do the. angels inform Lot of their task. Thus they must have 
appeared norcal in both dress and behaviour. 
In nearly every other case of appearances of angels to humans, the inci4 
dentsfall into the first category of obviously superhuman visitations. 

The strange incident during the war 191 4-1918 concerning the White Cavalry 
can be quoted in this article with safety, whether it be fact or fiction 
since we are herein concerned with the theery and supposition, with the 
exception of the recorded appPerances of angels as written in Holy Scripture. 

The account by Staff Capt. Hapwood of the first Corps Intelligence. Ist 
Army. H.Q. ( 1916-191 8) records the appearance of supernatural white 
cevatry which, from the accounts taken dDwn personally from German pris­
:_;�·.grs by Capt � Haywood, appeared as a normal British Caval:ey- regiment, mout-

on white horses. Their steady advance under heavy artillery and machin: 
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gun fire caused a panic amongst the Geman tropps • a panic which led the 
German advance being held up and finally halted by ground troops. 

If this story is true 9 and tbe cavalry had appeared trav(:lling in the pre­
sent day Bren-gun carriers or mounted on camels , the a.ppearnace would hav. ·. 

lost its point, as the subject to be impressed, in this case the advancing 
German · � raf'a.ntry, would neither have understood nor appreciated the phen­
omenon. 
Thus in every case wherein we �ave an account of an angelic appearance which 
has seemed to be entirely human to the visited party, the angels and angel. 
have appeared to be completely natyral in form. dressed in the costume of 
the period and wearing weapons or using the. military equipment common to 
the era. 

The common factor linking all these heavenly visitations.apart from the 
category previously mentioned wherein the appearances are obviously angelic 
is that the heavenly host become visible in a form readily recognisable by 
the humans visited, or by the participants in the struggle or battle. 

That the Lord of Hosts will gather all nations to the ' cup of trembling' 
Jerusalem , at an �nknown date in the future, is a prophetic fact ref�rred . 
to in va�ious parts of the Bible. , and all achools of prophetic stu� are 
familiar With the Great Day of God Almighty. A vast number of Bible stu­
dents of all sects are well aware that the satanically inspired forces of 
Gog and Gamer. are the federation of the Communist-dominated countries which 
will led to male a sudden southward thrust to�d Palestine, where an act 
of divine intervention will occur wbich will make the most lurid science 
fiction appear pale in comparison. 

Mair..taining our theme of angelic appear­
ances , and bringing the v�s�on of the servant of Elisha of the heavenly 
chariots of fire up to d�te, might it not be that the phenomenon that xm 
would strike the greatest terror into the hearts of the Communist forces 
would be an appearance of' extra-galatic', or superr�t�ral forces. 
Fire, hail, and earthquake, although cataclysmio and unbelievably terri­
fying, might appear to be n- p·arfectly natural phenomenoa. although to the 
rest of the watching world it couid. be only diVine intervention. 
The�e will be no mistake about it. ' Ma� nations • • • •  shall know that I�­
the Lord. ' ( Ezek. 38J 23) 

To the divisions and columns on the southward march through the Holy L�d 
there would be one phenomenon that would fill theninvading mind with utter 
abject terror, a phenomenon much discussed and much written about during 
the last fifty years and illustrated arid dramatized frequently on radio 
and screen ,an invasion from outer space of super-human organisms, ultra­
rapid of movement� invulnerable , able to work_ with as yet unknown laws 
of nature and controlled by a Master-mind far greater than any human mind. 

Is it to be supposed that angelic beings will appear in these days in the 
medieval form of angels with harps and wings, or in charioys of fire, or 
rather in some form of super modern transport the form of which human minds 
yet hardly1...; ve envisaged, which wil� be just as visitle as unidentified

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flying obj ect s are t o day. One has only t o  read the cl ear conci se account 
of the UFOs reprt ed by Capt James Howard, api l ot on the B.O.A. C, North 
Atal ant i c  1 Monarch 1 servi c e , to reli ze that these obj e ct s are far from 
being fi ct i on.  
The purpose of thi s art i cl e  has b e en to show that whenever angel i c  b eings 
have madet hemselves vi sibl e t o  man , clothed in normal costume and speak­
ing the language of the country , they have not been i dentifi ed as such 
unt il they cho se t o  make themselves known by an overt act of superhuman 
power • or by i dentifying themeelves by word of mouth. and that throughoL� 
the age s  there must have b e en· , and very probably still are, vi sitations 
by angel s .  probably in the majority of case s  appearing as normal human 
beings .
