Once having taken this reurograde step. they with their new found power of
using the law to assert their authozity, find no difficulty in dft:n twisting
the meaning of the application of it tosuit what " they" think the law was
nmeant to be rather than what is really was intcended to be.

Again and again thc victim who sadly falls into th¢ handg of such law? dispen
scrs. after having rccicvadd the " treatment" comes sadly away twondering wheth-
cr Justicc and mercy shall ceer rulc with cquity.

We here in Australia have a ratacr tritc saying for such folk. when we often
comparc taem to that of onc of our caxty bushrangers. -( outlaws to you USA
folk ) namcly Ned Kclly, when we say, " Ned Kelly was only in the kindergar-
ten" and it is al gpmingly true t-at oftrn. great opproession is brought to
bear upon some podr unfortunate, who falls foul of such pcrsonally administ-
cred laws. and justicc is not only blindfold , butsadly ?rcks hcaring , and
turns a decaf car to any wh. darc to contest the power of THE LAW in the pzrson
of its administrator.

The next step which quickly follows 1ll such demigogs. is that they soon become
vowrcr—-crazed and the final and inevitablce cend of the real Law is rcached in
that they now take upon thémsclves the power and attitude of " I AM MIGHTIER
THANW T-L LAW" and no longcr the law is given consid~ration ot its original
mecaning cver considercd. THEY become the law. and a n ¥ Hitlcr, or Mussolini
is born . and makc way for many smaller oncs likce Castro to follow.

Woll of course you say " It cannot happcn herc ina frec country" , Arc you
surc it can't ?. Just tokc a look at the trend of affairs in departments

of governmental control in the major countrics today.

How oftcn have you scen some small department thwarting the frcedoms cxpressed
in thce basic law of your country. Comparc sorc such burcaucratic " laws"
with the original law of thc land. and scc how much " POWLR" oftcn some

small minor law administrating body has takcn to ltoblfc and thcen reconsider
your statcment. fleple s &

Because I believe that no country is free from such I refrain from u:ing
illustrations which quickly comc to me from o major power over scas. for I
fecel that first until we oursclves arc frcogf;om such t2int, then we have -
no right to sling muck at othcers.

However the British countrics thank God whilst not untlrcly frec from such
faulty bodics and administrators. so far have been -able to keop its head -
abovce water. and this is mainly duc to the differcence between th Common Law
and thc Civil law. the basis of which is c¢ntircly distinct onc from the other.
and thc mcans of turning thce law to ones personal usc is not so casy, yet

not impossiblecy, if too much powcr is given to 2 minor dispenscr of it.

And this brings us to the investigator. and his‘attecmpts to rcmain " in the
law" and yoet. not fall foul of the little departmental powers that be.

It indecd tzkces o very wisc man to know how to do just this. and onc often

Another casc: The surgeons werc to remove a tumour ( endouterin) from a young
lady. The lady knew Bardeloni and wantcd to see what his rcscapch could tell
about her casc. He said to her taat she had becn procgnant for two months.
As a matter of fact the surgeons removed a tumour, but also they found a two
months old cmbryo in 2 corncr of tioc utcrus.

Naturally Mr. Bardeloni's assertions were not believed, but after several days
the excatness of the information proved by the intorception of a Russian ra
radio amatsur in Archangelsk, who, as the first. had picked up the signals
sent from Camp Biagi asking for help.
It was 2lso established thnat Bardeloni's co-ordinates corrcesponded to the lo-
cation of the famour "red tent'" where the shipwrecked were camping. His co-
ordiantes also coressponded to the direction in which the wind carvied the
abandoned airship " ITALIA" away, and the place goniometrically detrmined by
Bardeloni) where it fell into the ice-pack with the journalist Pontremoli.
Pontremoli survived scveral days until measurements; made in Rome of his wri-
tings, revelaed his decath by the zppearance of the sccond rﬁdlﬂtlon centre.

Not only so, but thc plant grows
exceptionally strong andgrows bizger and zttzins gbeater luxurience than.do
normal plants.
This phcnomenon is c¢zplaincd furthvr as follows: Space is constantly being
crossed by infinite clcctromagnetic vibrations of all wave lcngths. Some of”
tzem arc in tunc with the mentionsd circuit or somc of its harmoinics,~and’
makc it starting osciliating. Thoe oscillating circuit- on its part- causcs
a rejuvenation of thc weakening specific vibrations of the plant. This gives
the plant new life and stropgth, whils theucancer fades away . b e
The famous doctor. Lhakowski of Paris had the intuition, thot human gancer
was of the same origin as vegetable cancer. He compared the colls to minia-
turc radio apparatuscs. t:c nucleci of which was the contre of the electromag—
nctic oscillations. He taus ndmitted his acceptonce of the fuhd wacntal prin-
ciple; " 2ll livc creaturcs scend out radiations. " '
Since 1924 hc thought of applying an oscillatory circuit to thc hupan body
as ho hnd done to the pelorgonium zonatum. This circuit should be similer
to the one that " curcd" the vegcetablesy and it should be put around the
neck or twisted around the waist like a belt. As a rosult, from o matcerial
of morec than 23,000 cxpcriments on humans, he showed that in nany coses
whope' os01111tory circuits werse applicd on tumorous discases, improvements
or cven totul recovery was obtaincd.(Ses " 1'Oscillation Cellulaire -Lhal.kow—
ski - Paris ). ‘ ;
However 4 while the application of =2n 030111atory circuit zlways gives 2 pos-
itive result on the gernniums it is most froquently gives doubtiul or negative
rosults on humans. Yct, Lhaikowski - by his abundant documcntation- has shown
an ascertaincd effect in nmany cascs. o~

"
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But hecre also Bardeloni had scen clcarly and could give 2 plausible cxplan-
ation: It is much casicr to find syntony betwe n o plant's own vibration and
that of the circuits. his is because the weveclength rangce of the vegetable
spocics is narrow and closc to the frequency which can - clectromagnetically-
oscill~te a spircl with a 20 cm dia. For huranns 4 howover, the personal
oscillation varics from thc subjectyto subject . from 2 few decimetres to ten
meters o As Lhakowski was not acquanited 'with the method of mensuring the hu-
man vibration s it was, thasrcfor , only rarcly tihe case that o circuit was
applicd to o humon under treatment and fidning resonance. . In 1931 he built
some special beds with circuits of differcnt wavelengths. But, 28 he still
could not measurc tac human wave, tnc choice of onc Hod instead of the other
was made on a basis of purely empiric criterions.
Borde oni howevery having smccecded inmcasuring tlic aves of plants as well
as of humnn béings , was able to construct circuits in perfoct rosonance with
tac subject . He obtained surprising rcsults of rccoverics in some canccer
cascs, but ospucially in cascs of function:sl discascs, mctabolism discases
or too carly scnility .-
As Tar as thc treatment of kuman cancer was concerncd , the results were un-
certain and insufficicent. Howcver, ( apart from the fact that vegetable and
human cancer arc quitc different) during tic experiments with the geranium,
the oscillator was almost in contact with the cancer. while in rian many organs
and tissucs comc in between and lessen the effect Also the technical di-
fficulty must bec considcrcd in the application of thce circuit, when cancer
ig found in less accessiblc parts of thoe body.
16) I must aloe mention similar rescarches and sxperiments nade during ten
yoars by Father Givanni Trionc. Sccrctary to the Procurc Genorale of the
Salesianis in Rone. He succecded in measuring personal waves by an "onda—
metre ". Father Trionc cxpcrimcented on some old rosc— and cedar plants by
mcans of an " Arsonwal's cage" , which he had used somc ycars carlier to curc
2 persistant skin discase. He observed that the plants were helped to gain
new stregnth when he applicd the solcnoide, and hc then got the 2dea to apply
it on man, in thc hopes of succeeding in measuring the wavelcngth.
Experiments of this kind were made at tie same time by Goerman scicntists,
while Bardeloni had succeeded 10 years earlier. Father Trione started by test-
ing a kind of belt or spiral on himself, The diamcter of t¢c spiral was grad-
ually diminished from 5 nctres to a diameter of 2.20 metres.
With this final sizc hc obtained the same advantagcous results as years car-
lier in the case of t.e skin discasc. And on top of that he obtained a remark-
ablc improvement in his general health conditions ( he was then 70)9 i.e.

Further 4 he ob-
scrved that in order to got response he did not need the subject present in
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porson. he could uso an object which had been in contact with the subject .
businmply applying this object to the apparatus instcad of the person's hand,
one find tie same wave length, which is calculated from the indications of
thc index ofa milliammecter. _
By mcans of the " ondametro" Father Trinoe also succeeded in determining the
behaviour of the embryo's wave while still in the womb.
Whcn he ahd measure the wavelength, Father Trionc also succeeded in construct-
inz curative oscillatory circuits ( conductive spirzls to have in th belt or
motal bars to bc placcd ocvr or under the bed while sloeping ) which were
tuned perfuctly to the subject and of an ¢fficient and proved therapeutic
effect . I do not know, howecver, whether Father Trionc measurcs thc "psy-

Unfor tunatbly Bardcloni's death hindered the completion of t is piceue of
roscarch , which vwas planned to unveil this fundanental mystery of our cxis—
tencae.
Perhaps God has rescrved this expcrience for a futurc gencration. more advanced
and more fit thon ours.?.
