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We a;re indebted to our regular 1.vri ter of scionce artiLJ.9sfor yet another of 
his very informative 1e�ters9 and to our science stu�ents we ask them to 
express their opinions and also if they desire more of these valuable talks. 

In my last letter I told you something about the experiment made by Dr.Marcel 
Pages, and you are q_ui te right that t .. 1ere is a certain resemblance between 
Dr. Pages arrangements and t�e Tesla coil • In fact the same phenomena is 
produced in both cases viz • •  a light metal plate is pushed away by a free 
magb:o:;tic force +>:__()�d • •  As you mention9Tesla had a coil of v-Jire charged vri th 
elect·:.:·�i ty9 and his plate was made of aluminium • 

Dr. fage's arrangement is more complicated and the effect greater; and his 
plate is made of mica. Several researchers claim that official science pays 
too little attention to these experiments • o This has been true. 
There are two main reasonswhy scientists have not worked with these phemomena. 
Firstly it could not be explained what force caused the action. The only 
explanation gi�en is that light metal is pushed away by free magnetic force 
fi:Olds 9 but this is more a descript-ion than an explanation • • Secondly they 
said that the phenomenon vms a cuiiosity 9 but that it had no practical poss­
ibilities, So the state of things has remained so until recenlty. 
The'military or civilian race or competition of today has changed the situ­
atio� , and we caru1ot afford not to use a phenomenpn, because we cannot 
explaip it thoroughly. Both in the USA and the Soviet Union 9 sciGntists are 
wor�i,ng �rith this program and related programs.. In order to use the phenom­
enon_,·for propulsion • vve have to mmke the follovving improvements� the aluminium 
plate has to be connected with the foundation on which the coil of vrire is 
placed • The up�ard drift of the aluminium plate has to be so great • that it�an 
take wtith it both the coil and the source of electricity. 
The problem is how to make a very impressive but very light battBry9 so that 
the whole apparatus can rise in the air. Do you remember that tho famous 
Herman Oberth has said9 that he is working vrith an electric method of pro­
pulsion for space crafts. 

You want more information about the experiment carried out by Dr Marcel 
Page's • However, I have not any details hore. The experiment together vnth 
other experiments have been described in the papers issued by CERG. Thesr pape�s 
are not for sale. but only distrmbuted to members of CERG. Dr. Umberto. Bon -
figlioli. Via Borhesano Luchese. 24 Rome Italy. Or to Mr Shneiderov. who is 
head ·.of the delgation in USA.
