The man who has built a version of Mr Milner's machine , designed to power a 
small prototype flying saucer 9 is Mr Norman Horan , an engineeringinspector 
of 71 , Naunton Rd. Cheltenham • 

He told ou:U reporter : " Like you I was very dubious about +.:emachine when I 
first heard about it. But I agreed to work on it for �!r Milner • And as it pro­
gressed I became more convinced that t�ere was some truth in it. 
Now I am certain that this is the answer to the mysteries of the flying. saucer" 
Mr. Milner gave details to our reporter of the motor, which is about 1 8  inches 
high and which is fitted \tith metal plates. These are coloured and revolve rap 
idly. They are drawing their energy said Mr Milner , from supersomic sound. 
This sound passes through slits, shaped in the form of an ancient swastika, on 
to a disc of varying colmurs • From this disc the sound is transformed into en­
ergy which under the "pilot's" will power, tl!"'ovides the motivating force by whic 
the c�aft is propelled.

Tho Bureau spokosmmn said the glow apparently had been caused by a meteor. 
A WRE official said no high altitude rosoarch rockets were scheduled for .firing from 
Woomora l�st night and this supported the meteor thenry.

of Radar o A lot of explanations have been presented. If the " Foo Fighters 
are made of hard matters such as metals , it is very difficult to understand 
how th·ey can disappear just on . the spot • . -At any rate it is not known to us how 
it is done. If their surrounding _energy fields arc activated, they might not 
only be able to become invisible , but also to disappear into the world of en­
ergy fiLlds9 and thus they do not exist to us any more. oHowever it must be an­
ticipated. that inorder to pass over to pure· energy fields ,every single atom of 
the " Foo Fighter " have to achieve an energy greater than tl1at of light, and

But maybe the " Foo 
Fighters" are 'not at· all solid • It has been discovered that through the 
point like force fields surrounding all matters, messages can bo transferred. 
Some researchers have proposed that the " Foo Fighters" wore just so transmitting 
forcofield or " telediscs"created by a civilization on anothe:V planet and maybe 
in another solar system • The complicated technique inorder to create such 
artificial forcefields , is not yet known to us.

This has some connection with question lo because of the forcefield the UFO 
makes the electromagnetic waves to be emitted vv.ith a froquency over that of 
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light9 the waves will be registered on all films, evon if they are invisible 
( ultra- violet rays9 X Rays9 Gawma Rays) • An infrared sonsitive film will 
catch invisible rays vvi th frequencies bEdow those of the light •

toward the observer 9 t�1e distance between the light vravos is lesser9 and the 
light is more blue. Another explanation is9 that when the forcofield of the 
UFO becomes stronger9 the surrounding atoms recieve moreonorgy9 which makes 
them vibratemore quickly9giving a more blue light • 
It is supposed that when the UFO moves vrith high speed. tho forcefield lS 
stronger and the light more blue9and when the UFO moves slowly or hovers 
ove� the same spot9 t�e forcofield is weaker and tho light more red. 
This seems to be in accordance with many sightings &

A" rain" of silk- l ike go ssamer in the Murchi son puzzl ed sci ent i st s  in Perth 
thi s we ek • Thousands of silken strands hung from roof top s .  trees 9 and vnres 
from Mt . Magnet t o  Cue .  
Three chil dren and a woman report ed seeing two ball oons moving acros s  the sky 
at t .:.1e time of the fal l .  
Sampl es o f  t h e  substance whi ch covered t h e  countryside 9 coul d not be  i dent i fi ed 
in Perth by zool ogi st s • But a public analyst 1 Mr P. Asotoff 9 did a chemi cal 
t est ·Of t�.�.e substance • He s ays it i s  spi ders silk.

An eye vdt ne s s  to the silken fall was a Mr • . A . N .  Deas 9 of Cue . who s ai d  the mat­
eri al had the appearance of l arge cobwebs and coul d be seen drifting from the 
east on a slight bree ze . 

· THe fall began at 8 a. m .  on Aug . 29 and l ast ed for t wo hours . 
He said the l enths of the web vari e d  in si ze up t o  · 30 ft . and gl i st ened in the 
sunlight • Bunches of t he same materi al hung from the ends of the strands .  
Chil dren from the t ownship gat hered t he strands from t he high grass and weeds . 
Mrs P .  Thomas and her 3 chil dren aged 7 t o  12  9 s aw what appeared. to  b e  two 
bal l oons floating acro ss the sky about 8.

They said on handl ing it  broke up and conc entrat ed and fel t l ike asb e st o s  fibre

The Curat or of ent omol ogy at the W. A. Museum 1 Mr o L . L. Koch said t he materi al 
di d not seem to have come from a spi der • 

Mr o Asi·t off fully t ested the substanc.e, in hi s l aborat ori e s  i n  East Perth • 

In hi s report he said the strands of material measured from 2i to 3 mi crons 
or • �61 of a mil l imdtre · which was about one quart er t he vvidth of natural silk. 

NOT MAN MADE 
Mr . Asot off found t he mat eri al bel onged t o  no ·man-madeor rogani c grqups such 
as syntheti c s 9 pl ast i c s  or asbe sto s .  
Further t est s showed the presence o f  glut ami c aci d whi ch was associat ed with 
silk substanc e s .

Small spi ders use their silk as a parachut e t o  migrat e • They ej e ct the silk 
until the updraft is equal t o  the weight of the spider and it  become s airborn.
