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THE THINGS THAT HINDER.

Lver since the UFO brought itself into the public eye and its cause brought about
the various attempts to investigate them either individually or in groups etc.

a number of frustrating forces have had to be overcome or met by the sincere
investigator in his endevour to make a presantable case to justify his work

and his claims.

These frastrating forces have come from without and from within .

Let us take a look at some on the most significant of them.

Tirstly from without ; from whence most of the biame is attched at getting
nowhere, although as will be seen this is hardly altogetner to blame.

In thie rczard we have those who blame Official Silence. and great attempts
have becn made to break this witn little or no effect to date. despite the
storling attempts of Major Keyhoe and his capable =té.? of earnest workers,
wiho has led this field of attempts to break thc "silence" to datc had had
very little significant effect. All honour to his work hoirever.

>fficial silence however is only one of tiie number of causes.

Toll vdin - along with this the next to get the blame are the paners , press,
radio. T.V. etc. and it is verr true that only about 10 p.c. of the informa-
tion received by these avenues of public information ever get a mention. for
we have it on good authority that most of it recaches the waste paper bin.

In this your Sditor is favour of placing a great deal of blame. for the fol-
lowing rcasons.

(a) If reports of sightings and observations are not published
they not only deprive the public of information but also hinder those who col-
luct this form of data, in their attempts of assessments. and therefor no true
evaluation could posgsibly be made unless the WHOLD facts of sucn sightings are
in tne possession of the investigators. and here too often distorted versions
of the few sightings printed or reported cause even more confusion.

(b) © Jhose reporting these sightings and {inding that they have
got no consideration ‘rom the avenue of reporting. feel that it was either
"Hothing worth while" or that they have been made fools of. Hence in future
occasions they just don't bother to send in any sighting or report .

or forget about the whole thing no matter how real it was toc them at the time.
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(¢) The lack of the publication of these reports not only causes the o
public to think there havc not been any. judgeing by the data given . but also
mencbers of gr ups and even earncst leaders at timee fall for the eifocct caread
by the sparzity of information. IForgetting that unless the true number of re-
ports are knowm then no one can gay just how and what the truc number of visit-
ing craft have really been around. and it surely can te safely said that if
9C p.c. never reaches publicity. or the knowledge of those collocting the data
at lcast one could say that another 45. pc. of sightings have becen made of
craft and addecd to thosc known ones. this being only 50 p.c. of those not re-
portidduce this lack of information is the Zditor feels mostly to blame from
.those causes without, that hindcr. oy o

The third cause from without belongs to the public Fficld itself.
Firstly in the general apathy shovmn to the subjoct. but this could be offsct we
feel if the VHOLL and TRUG facts were known. such apathy would grow into keen
interest. this is felt by many to be th reaspon why Official silence from author-
tics and the above aveiues of news deliberately withhold the information .
On the other hand the public too often arc reticént - to make known some of  their
sightings or experiences,; for fear of public ridicule. or a gcneral dislike of
pubiicity of any kind. added to this is the expericnce of some¢ who have had
somc sad cases of beeing thus mistreated and made fools of. this not only causing
them to refrain from any futurce report but to any of their fricnda and acquaint-
ances vno know about the''raw deal so and so zotV this truly frightens them away
20d their information is lost to all and sundry.

This wc feel coversd the main lack of information and the discouragkng
>ct on the investigators. from the outside sources of information .
.

selves very guilty of hindering the work of getting informationacross.
These too can be classified into several groups.

NES Cpposition of views . intercsts and approaches.
Here aven some of the best known leaders arc not without blame. for we could
name some cf thc most notable who quite openly disdain to give consideration

to views cxpressed by otiérs or groups of workers.

Onc has only to consider tiae number of those who are at variance on the contact-
storics. some for and against. some violently opposed to accepting the other
Then the expression so often used derogatively: " belonging to the lunatic
fringe" This sclf superiority complex. which is the old better than thou atti-
tude,so quickly docs damage by this attitude more than the lunatic fringe could
ever doe. by any wild claims they may make. for it is a cesrtain law of nature
taat a house divided against itself cannot stand. hence by any unwillingness

on our part to allow the othner fellow his right to his cpnion, is in itself
crcating a force of opposition which is quickly picked up by the outside oppo-
sition as a wecakness in our defences for unti we arrive at some happy ground

of unity in diversity . this will @er bc an opening chinik in our armour.

" The second causc from within is the egos that rear their hceads among
ers and individuals. and from every class of the various a, proaches these
1 be scen. and onc has only to rcad many of the various denunciations of some
ther fellow worker. to have no doubt that vhich is wisdom and knowledge and
aat vhich is personal cgo attempting to gain control .- Again wc repeat a phrasc
e hav. so often used. " By their fruits ye shall know them ' is very true of
¢stimating what is the driving foree behind alas too many of thosc who would
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claim to lcad us or posc as teachers.

Self aggrandisement can only bring its own reward. N. causc however good can
truly thrive on a leadcrship who is out for all ke or they can get for them-
selvesy especially if it is at the hurt of others. and I call to mind an ap-
peal I made many years ago for a greater sense of humilty amongst us if we
were cver to gaina rcal foothold on public opinicn. for the public who come
along to hcar us or sec what kind of folk we are are not slow in picking up
the fact whether we are using this thihg for place getiing or position seeking
aiit this could be said most certainly of the press whose astute reporters are
traincd to quickly size up not only a situation but the individuals concerned
in it. The shame is that often in thepresence of such ,some zo called leaders
have openly insulted others and witiout out any sense of shame so openly dis-—
playcd the attitude of treading the other fellow down in order to rise above
him to gain their point .Is it any wonder the press too often just treat as
az a lot of school chidren fighting over some trivial thing.

This sclf secking of the cgotists among us. has led to the final hindecrance
among us which is but the outcomc¢ of the above. namely that of open enmity.
I havc heard of such from other workers and leaders in othcr countries but
focl I have no right to condemn t .iem when it exists in my own . and thus feel
I riust onty speak of that which is known to me persona.ly lest I unwittingly
misjudge othcrs.
In Australia we have croups opcrating in every ctate except Tasmania i.e as
socicties in active work . Again and again attempts have becn made to unify the
whole but alas even when this seemcd almost accomplished by thce threc larger
grouns tiis soon proved to be not so workable as they cxpected. the root cause
the above cited factors.
i:everal of taesc individual state grouis have becomz split into at least tvo
sections. each very opposed to the other and scarccly evcr finding a common
ground of working together .
Trem this has grown in many cases open hostility to the othcrs. and in my own
case acspite many fricndly overtures to " just work together' allowing cach other
thoir iddependant vicws. letters and overtures have becn just completely ignored
and no attempt made to cven have the common couttesy of reply being given to
shar¢ in thosc things in w.icu we had a ccmmon interest .
How can one get along with such inside hindrances . for if we who claim to be
working for the baucer cause fizht so much and do not give even common courteous
consideration for each othcr. what can we expect the outsiders to think of our
causc as one which effects humanity in general?.

Teoecially is this so if such leaders claim to be or hold some office in a church
ox Thristian organisation. iow they can econcile such is bayond the .iditors
cow 'rehension . and sc.ing such makes him fecl how nccegsary it is that he should
become very humble lest he fall into the same pit.

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RED FLARSS AND ERUPTICHS ON THE MOON. , -

Tiewis items have carried information that eruptions have been seen on the moon
and tlie latest oncs viere observed immediatley after a LADAR RAY BLAM was pm
pointed at projected at .the moon.

This follows a report from the Liowel Obserﬁatbry by Dr. John Hall the direct--

2000
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or . and announced on Oct. 31st, that 3 apparent eruptions, which were possi-
bly volwanic in nature. vwere observed that week on the moon's surface.

e added that this itemwould probably create quite a stir in the scientific
community ¥ This is not surprising in that these know alls have said for

a2 long time that the moon is DULAD.

The disturbances were all in the vicinity of the crater Arictarchus, located
in the moon's N.VW. quadrant. They were all light, red ruby in color, and
cach of the thrceec were approximately 2 miles in diametcr . They formed an
oblique triangle with two of them about 16 miles apart and the third& some 40
miles awvay on what would be the apex of the triangle and near to the rim of
the Aristzfchus crater itself.

The disturbance attracted the observers by their distinctive reddish color
on the moon's usually colorless surface. .

e have wondered since the latter infcrmation has roached us if there was any
connection of the LAUAR probe and the one reported by Dr Hall.

Could it be that tlie observations reported by Dr. Hall were also LASAR probes

but not reported as such due to them being " top-~ cccred'at tie time ?.

The above case does however bring to the fore the age old dispute on the ques-
tion " Docs 'ife exist on the moon 7',

Whilst most UFo investigators do not claim actual life such as Homo Lapien
cxists in patural form on the lunar satellitey, yct tlierc has becen sufficient
evidence to assume taat some form of human activity does exist there , but
morc so that the moon is not "dead" as the astronomers lhave insisted for sc
tong o Tor it must be remembered thiat long before LALAR probes were invented
indications of activity was being observed by a number of olservers some of
whom were accredited astronomers. and although human life wos not believed
to cxist there. that the moon itself had at least some form of inner activity
cculd not be denied by those observations. For if a thing is "dead" this
does not allow for activity in tle form of strange eruptionc. dome like struc
turcs which appear and disappear. and even a bridge whiick has all the indica-
tions of being not made by natural forces. Jome of tihese things appearing

ol recent years during the last two decades. or more. and which have been
tegtificd to by reliable witnesscs and " Not being there before " .at some
former observation . At best it doces indicate tiiat therc is a poscibility
that the inner core of tiic moon may not bc as dead as thoughi and that these
cruptions if not by any othcr means arc the result of some disturbance from
tiis inner core. What has causcd this sudden re-activity bo take place is
of ccurse another question. and to sum this all up it does resolve itself into
the assumption that. these strange and unaccountable activitics and observed
phenomenon. are the result of either the moon's own rcecactions to some force
from within or without . or that they are being brought about by some force
directed either on tic moen 4 or near to it. or to it.

If only our modern scientists werc not so hide bound by dogma or tight lipped
becausc of "officisldom" we may very soon have the answer to all this.

But it appcars that like most of these discoverys. thicy will cnd up in the

" top secret!" basket rubber stamped. not for publicatio:r . WHY?is another
question. so many of us would like answercd.

I'or centuries the carth was believed tobe flaty therc was no Americay nohclio-
ccntric systom of carth and planetsy, no fossil dinosaurs. It has only been

But makc no mistakey, a serious approach tothcquestiovn co¢f what in .merica are
offcially tcrmcd Unidentificd I"lying Objccts, or UFOs demands, first of all
that we face a fundwmnntal change in concept as regard thc world of cur eon-
viornment.
