L MOST UNUSUAL IXPERIENCE
VERE THEY SPACE MEN ?.

I am purposcly viriting this cxperience thc next morning of the incident so
that ovorythi&g and cach factor will be complctcly fresh in my mind 4 and
that I may rugi.ster it for I ficl that I shall moet again these two men
Someday . Touny is July 15th 1962. Timec 10.a.m. about 11 hours aftor tho
most tnusual oxporionecc to be Arserihod.

4 ugs on my way howe aiter atiending a Lougu moolllgy cue was bullg eriven
hone by a fricnd and brother pf the lodge, vho wigs vAtncss ¢o the actual in-
cidecnty in fact as will be scen , he actually was thce causc of my being
brought into contact with thesc two most unusual men.

Just outsido of Adelnide , onc of the main tracks lcading North from the city
is a hill knowvm as Montefiorc Hill, a very well knovm land mark overlooking
tho city. My friend in his car vias procccding up this hill in the dircction
cf myhomc some four miles away, and wc wcrc half way up this hill when he
suddenly:turned to me and said. " There were somce fellows fcll off a motor
bikc there, Did you scc them ?. " I replicd " Fo" as I was on the oppogitc
sidc and had not noticecd them . He pulled to the side and stopped ths car
and said, " %ec had bettor go back and sce if they arc alrig:t'. Ve bothgod
out, and went back a dozen yards or so to thc oppositc side of the road, to
viicre tac fScuoter lay on the greund, and the two men stood up against the
railing of the fenco surrcunding thc track dovm the hill.

We naturally intcnded asking how thoy wero, but our first question was some-
waat takcn aback by the appcarance of these two men, for they were very oddly
dressced, and vhat most surpriscd us was the fact of their long hair, thelr
attire and gencral appcarance at first made us think thoey sierc " beatniks"
Their Lon~ hair sccmed to be very tidy however for such. The driver, or hc
who sccemed to be such. and scomed a little older than the ot:cr had vory

finc rcd hair of a rathor soft shadec. with a becard . tic hair rcaching dovn
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to his shoulders , as also did the other young mans.

His board was not very long just fuzzy and around the ching tho other howover
nad very fair hair indecd and was very blonde in cvery way . his facc wmas
much palcer waich e thought was duc to shock .

Thoir faces were very plcasant and had a most caliz exprossion . this fact
Gisconcertcd us bocausc wo could not fit the type of f=zo into that of what
IO fjrst tl:oucht thcem to ke " beatnicks™ whose whelc mznuer and faccs ares
rnost straincd and courtainly not calmly controllcd as wore ticsce men .

The man thon lowored his arm and hand, and then as he é¢id I followcd the m
ment unconceciously  and zaw his pents had been torn at the knce, my friond
drow hiz attention to ity and =aid, " You'v . torn your pants® " Is your log
alrigin®" o said "Yos' and then I noticcd the inside of his pants at the
nse , instoad of underwecar he had an undoergarment of matcrial dark-roddish
in colour similar to what I had scen occusionally cn airmen o Ifollovd his
legs down to his fuety and noticcd hie worc most unusual boots which scomcd
to fit into tho anklc o tiic vhole being drawn up around them o the lcather
if it was such appeasred to be very soft typs of matorial .

Iy attention at this ppint was drawn avway by my €riend; who began to spoaktc
tic othsr man 4 tho younger 5 o Ho sconoed very white wnd poic and he scemod

much shycr than his compunion . Hie facc too was ratiicr more offeminate in

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anpecarance than his fellow. so nwuch so that my fricnd and I at first thought
he vas o girl or youns voman , for it was aboautiful facc for a man .

wefleeting afterwards I regretted I did not pay morc attcntion to beth of
theom o Cnc thing I did rocall we the formation of tacir faces which was not
the usual cast as thicy both had very wide forchceads. cortainly vider than
most Australians .

PITIFUL DISILLUCIOIRLINT.

' This is the end'y;he writes on his deathbed with pitiful disillusionment.

! There is no way out or round the impasse' Again, ' Our world of self-delu-
sicn. ... is like a convcy lost in the darkness on an unknown rocky coast.'

He records his disillusiomment with a lucidity attributed ih vainby some apolo-
gists to sheer senility. He has been decie¥ed and he knows it at the last;

but his pre-occupation with the 'telos ! or judgement, do=s not abate.

His earliest prophetic venture, " The Sleeper ' Awakes'", published in the late

19th century, is a brilliant forecast of the prospects of an agnostic mechani-
cal advance, including flying, radio, abd all the modern circus, with the in-

cvitable regimentation of mankind and the darker scenes of 'enlightened man's'

hand in hand with progress in the paboratory, and taat man ( as he taught,
evolved through the ape from an inexpicable miracle in the slime) would at last
become like a god. 4t tne last he ridicules the conceit of Henley's poem

about man being the ' captain of his soul °'.

ifany now follov him with strange and alomost fanatical cries to humanity of
'Rpent, or be burnt! These are not the wide-ecyed fanatical ' Betiel' preach-
ers of the novelists, but the agnostic scientists including instein . Zarl
Russell, Heuer, Hoyle and many otacrs in their ranks.

On the night and early morning following of April 20th 1964. Adelaide was hit
