Tho opening meGtings at Auckl�nd with the Bordorland Science Group9 followod 
by a cro�-vded mooting at the Hor�lds of tho Now Ageso cher;rod tho :Cdi tor the.t 
ho kneu that despite sorao who felt ho may find intorost lagging, that it was 
to tho con·i:;rary. for all through the both isl ands the enthusiasm was vory ovi­
dont. some of course more so than others. an(;. ho was amazod to find that in 

tho north Island alone th�Jro vrero many more groups and kooncr interest 7 than 
in the. Yvhole of Australia. this did not take into account the likewise intorost 
in the South Island. 
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Tho thing Vlhich stood out above all VJas the deep spiritual tone which was so 

ovidont �mong 98 por cent of the: groups. and evon tho fo ·; Yfho Ymre !:lore mater­
ial in thair approach, among thc�so '.voro those who too porciovod tho groator 
purpose behind tho comint� of tho space broth·.:.�::-s at this time. 

Howovor all soornod agree that 1.7e.?V.JOl .. o no·:; appTo,:J.ching a groat crisis '-�.r!1ish 
had soma connection with the visits from outer space. 

Tho coantry to tho Editor ;,vas something which .words cannot describe. its scnnery 
Its floral display in evory pl ac o and in natural conditions, was most pl·Jasing 
to the oyo. for Iht '7as very evident that Civic pride loft no stono unturnod to 
beautify thoir cities • evon in tho smaller ones . Thu lusciousness of the pastures 
all �as very ploasing to the oyo of ono used to thG drior Australian conditions. 

Tho P ooplo • •  woll of course th oy wore so much liko Australians t::1at we felt so 
much at homo. their tastets and habits. tho modo of life. their difforont types 
of :porsonali ty all wore exactly as v1o oursolvos are. but as stated above. ono 
eo, ld fool g enerally a deep throbbing spiritual reaching out. for horo were a 
people who woro given ti thinking. and pondering not on the shallow things of 
life. but tho groator moaning of what wo aro hero 616r. 

Tho public mootings and slide lectures show ed an interest, ovon from the gener­
al public Yvhich evidenced this also. the questions being on a very high level

Tho T.V. and PRESS and the Radio. interviews. we must not loavo out. for novor 
has the Editor rGciovod such gontlomanly and courteous assistance. and not onco 
7as he ridicu�od or any attom:)t made to beli t-:;le �1im or tho massage he came to 
deliver we want to hero thank tb.oss reeponsiblu for this groat sorvico and very 
helpful assistance. 

It -:;as ovidont form tho beginning tho:t wer were being guided by unsoon h2.nds 7 

this occurred in so many ways that nothing soemd to surprise us. the change of 
rosidonoco1 or the timing of a sie;l:t s8oing tour. all sho· ·od wo were being moved 
along not only to bless othors • but often some event \7ould occur which mado 
a visit more enjoyable. tho timing 1vas uncnnny at times. 

Two events stood out v1hich despio any dosiro not to remain impartial. mus�; be 
montionod. i.o. from a flying suacor angle . these wore Tho in-Gorview vvith Mrs. 
Moroland who had had a suLcor land on hor farm proporty. this profoUL�dly im­
pressed the �ditor. for tjore was no doubt that this lady had vntnessed a very 
ror:m.rk2.blo sighting. and ono would brought her a groat deal of inconvenience 
and inkind handling by ovficiQl people. but wo givo hor credit that after three 
days grilling sho camo forth still affirming hor original statements. 
No \o7ondor she said as like so ma.iy others havo done. " I'll novor r.:,port anything 
core 9 to officials 9 if it over happonod again ". Is it any v10nder that people 
ar(, e.:pprohsnsivo of tolling all thoy know 9 when t.::toy got such a treatment • 
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The second incident. was the meeting �nd personal chats with Mr X. who claimed 
to have been visitGd � by·space people. as reported in the magazine of 
Frod and Phyllis Dickeson of 33 Doo St. Tim�ru. ( suggost you write for these 
accounts. if you have not got them. 

Tho Elitor had road much of tho events and the �T.riting left fro� time to time 
by tho brothors9 some folk scorned tae idea. others looked on and \�thheld their 
opiniono and in this case the Zditor himself felt that he too would like to 
knorr more before forming his conclusions.

THE ALBUQ�JERQUE :NEYl :MEXICO SIGHTING. 

During the New Zealnd Tour. much interest was shorm on the public Lecture of 
slides. and especially in those of the above sighting. These slides very for­
tuneately just came into the Editors hands afew weeks before sailing, through 
the great coutrtesy and co-opaeation of our associate Herb. Clark of Vancouvsr. 
who especially mailed them to assist in this venture. 

Because of this interest we here tell the story as given in Flying Saucer News 
of J an 1965. 

Tnere we seven photographs in all of Ylhich we showed four of the main onss. 
They \7ere taken by MF A. A. Villa Jr. on a Kodacolor 120 film v,ri th a Japan­
ese ma.l<:e " Rckuoh-Sha·• camera having af4. 6 • 75mm. focal lens. 
The shot was made about 15 miles south of Albu�uerq_ue bet\-;-een 2.00 and 4.00p.m. 

Mr. Villa states. that his contacts req_uested him telepathically to drive to 
the renedous area alone. There he met t e nine members of the crew, consisting 
of five women and four men , as they disembarked from their lanQJd spacecraft 
thro -�gh a hermetically sealed door. 
They were all beautiful beings ranging from 7 to 9 feet in height, with hair 
of blonde ( fiery golden) red, ( like polished copper) and ble..ck. They said they

An employee whilst passing a new building noticed· a strange substance drifting

I t  is my contention that a long time ago there:. existed on thsi earth a very ad­
vanced culture� which could and almost .did invent a meru1s of· levita�ion and space 
mobility. 

I further believe that this vride-world culture was cataclysmically and instantly 
wiped out all over the wo-rld. 

Remaants of h��anity escaped· and my suggestion is that at least one space ship 
'as afloat at the tim� and escaped disaster. It sired a race of space dwellers. 

This ancient or first civiliza-tion covered this planet some tenof thousands years 
ago- perhaps hundreds of thousands. 

Despite the objections of conventional modern science9 archeology and anthrop­
ology 9 I think perhaps we can see traces of its culture in India9 Tibet 9 Egypt9 
and Central America. These traces are mostly in the form of stone works and some 
glyphs ( carved characters of symbolic nature in figures) vdth a very few written 
records existing mostly in t;_le Orient and southern Asia. 

Certain charasteristics of the gigantic stone masonry which remains in almost 
all parts of the world bespeak origin in a single wides:)read civ±lization. 
That civilization was highly developed in some vvays9 but not mechanical in the 
same sense as ours today. 

But despite yijis � it can be confidentl� said 9 that the Eirst Civilization 
had simple and effective methods of working and ffio.)Ving stone which were more 
effective than anything we of the Second Civilization have developed ..

Ue find evidence of stone blocks of unbelievable weight being �uarried9 moved 
� considerable distances 9 and then lifted into place. This com�on factor connects , 

pre-Ihca Peru with Easter Island and seems to tie in the Middle east9 the ·orient · 

Africa 9 and maybe Polynesia. 

Many investigators have proposed theories about how these blocks were quarried9 
dressed and moved9 but their proposals are based on application of such silliple 
present day engineering equipment as block-and-tackle or sand ramps. 

The great pyramids, consisting of hU11dreds of thousands of huge stone blocks, are 
thought by some to have been erected by thousands of slaves toiling up long ramps 
of sand to bring these gigantic masses from the Nile, but no suggestions have been 
made nich fit all cases. 

Examination of the Sacsahuaman Fortress� in the Andes of Peru above the ancient 
Inca and pre-Inca city of Cusco � shm=Js that to put the largest corner stones in 
place so that others could be worked to fit them mus� have re�uired tremendous 
force. It is unimaginable that sufficient ·hand labour and crude tackle could 
have be massed around them so that they could be moved and handled. 

lhese stones-- some of them weigni�g 101 20 and 40 tons or more- had to be picked 
p9 put approximately into place and pushed back and forth until they ground 

�hemselevs into their individually fitting contours. 
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Such power woul d t ax any modern machine or p ower plant and require inst allation 
of generat ing equipment suffici ent to run a city. 
It s eems plainly obvious that · s ome other source of power ex i st ed. 

On East er I sland there exi st s  a great and anci ent st one · stat ur e which st ill lies 
in t he quarry where it ·ivas being s-c1 l pt ured • It is in a depres sion from which 
great power and manipulat ion would be re quired t o  move i t  o Vfork on it st opp ed 
s uddenly 1 and apparently t :1 :;· force lift for t u e  1 9 200-t on stones was lost spme­
ho•.'V. So v1e mu st .c onclude that whil e  massive st onework ·was in progre s s  all over 
t�e world - including India , T obet and Polyne sia- sources of power were limit ad 
in number 9 and available only t o  a fe� imporatant project s .  I t  se ems t hat such 
l evit at ors disappeared sudd enly and unexpect edly. �lli&re to ? .
