On March 7. 1922. Flying Officer B. Holding set out from an aerodrome near
Cnester on what was intended to e a short flight in Wales. About seven
O'clock he was seen near Llangollen, turining back and heading in the direc-
tion of Chester .

Ee was never seen again . He disappeared over a densely populated country.

The unexplained and unannounced crashes eof aircraft over land are numbered
in dozens. And while these crashes are not disappearances , there is a

hal .
strong element of mystery inmany of them .

It is the rule, and not the exception, that the major cgtss:trophes come with-
out warning . Whatever causes the crash seems to cut ¢« .f communication simult-
aneously . Seldom is there any warning from the radios only routine re-
ports, and taen silence--—, until the wreckage is found with no survivors, and,
in at least one case-- nobodies!

It is onec thing for a solitary aircraft to vanish from above the sea without

trace and without signals being heard. It is quite another for five military
aircraft , flying as a group, all with full crew and radioy; to pass silently

and irrevicably from human ken.

There were 14 men aboard those Avenger Bombers which disappeared one day over
Florida. &s the hours passe?” the base and other aircraft on patrol listened
hopefully on the radio channels . But no word came to tell of the whereabouts
of the missing fliers.

The last rcutine message , recieved at 5.25. p.m. had given the psoition of
the flight as about 200 miles north-east of Miami.

The hands of the clock crawled arcund to the point where the bombers' fuel
supply would be exhausted . Still no word. Navy airceaft and ships were or-
dered out to cover the enture area from Key West northward to Jacksonville
and 250 miles out to seca.

The Havy pointed out taat the Avenger bomber was noted for its buoyancy.
In similar emergencies aircraft had always remained aflcat long enough for
the crews to launch the life rafts.

Ore of the first rescue craft to roar off the water in search of the miss-
ing fliers was a huge Martin Mariner bomber with a crew of 13 that had ben
trained for Jjust such work . IT too 4 disappeared without trace.

How could tiaese aircraft, each witk its own crew and radio facilities, dis-
appear without even flashing a single mecssage of cexplanation?. It was hard-
ly logical to assume that they collided , killing all the crew members sim-
ultaneously.

ov August 2, 1947. the British South American Airways Lancastrian Stardust
mysteriously vanished on a flight over tiaec indes. It would not have been
so surprising if the aircraft had siappeared in the high peaks of the Andes
But thcse had been negotiated ; and she was due to landat the airport at
Santiago. Chile at 5.45.p.rm.

At 5. 41. p.m. she sent out a signal stating her timc of arrival.

That is just 4 minutes from the airport, dmost within sight of the control
tover.. it the cond of t.e mcssage came a2 word " Stendec!" ; loud and clear
and quickly spoken.

The Chilezn iir Force operator of Sabtiago queried the word whiich ke did not
understand. He heard it twice repeated by the plahnec .
To cexplanation of the word has ever becen fcound.

The aircraft never arrived and the mystory has not becn solved. Searches
were made by ski troops and skilled mountaineers over an arca of 250 sguare
- miles in vain .

ghat aircraft carried a crew of 5 men and there were six passcngers.
Llhe pilot Capt. D.J. Cook , had crossed the indes eijat times as second pilot.

Four minmutcs from the landing strip———— VWhat happened??.

In 1947 an American Super Fortress Bomber vanished vhen 100 miles off Bor—
rmuda-— the area of missing ajrcraft. In March 1950 , a U.S. Globemaster
disappeared whilc flying from ¥orth Amcrica to Ireiandy, without warning and
without trace.

A Pan- Ameriean Constellation , with 40 people aboard was on her way from
South africa to New York on Junc 20. 1951 .

The ship had left Accra . West Africa, for Monrovia, Liberia and at 3 p.m.
the crew radioed that she was due at Robertsfield airport, ionrovia. at
3¢15e poma The aircraft was never seen or heard of agein .

Fifteen minutes with no troubles to report, and anticipating and cventless
landing, this giant craft disappearcd without trace or record-—, no outcry
frem the radio. ‘

+ I submit then that these disappcarnccs are in the greater number than dis-
appcarances of people and ships in the past because our air age is proving
of great interest to our space neighbors.

OTTAVA(AP) Caonadian scicntists say thoy have again caught up with the wmdering
north nagnetic polc.

They found that the polc in the last 2 years has moved sone 20 milog faitioe
norti and about 4 milcs cast to 2 ncw position at the soutlicrn cnd of Batlwurst
Island, approximatclt 1,800 milcs north of Tinnipcg .

The now position of the pole was detcermined by ground survey partics from the
goomognetic division of the obsorvatorics branch of tl:c Donartment of Mines
and Tcchnical surveys.

Bdward Dawson . 5 scicntific officer vidth tlic division , said the pogition of
tiic pole now is T5.5 degrees north and 100.5 degrees iust.
In 1962 its position was T75.1 degrees north and 100.8 deogrcos weste.

" The pole now is moving about five miles a yecar north and 1 milc a yoars
casty, " Dorson said .

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AN UNUESUAL TLLPATHIC IZXPIZRIENCE CONIFIRIIED.

The following is an experience of the iiditor during his rccent New Zealand

a very pleasant time full of happy menories.

I vroulc confess that I had strange fcelings about going to Napier as it
was herc ir 1931 that a huge earthquakc occurrezd and comple#cly wiped out
the city which was rebuilt into its present stage. a beautiful placce indeed.
I thought maybe I would get some vibrations of the instability of this
placc, however strangely I felt none , in fact the very reverse.

Two days later I returnced to ru sister at the place mentioncd. only to find
her ina very b:d statc of depression so much in fact that sho felt she want-
ed to abandon the tour and return homc. after a half an hour recascning with
hery I managed to cheer her up. but was very surprised that she was so upset
a8 she 1s a very streong character and hard hezxdcd busincss woman o, certainly
not given to emotional upsct and defiantely not psychic.

Retiring to my own —oomy, fceling tircd after the long journey from Napier

I laid dowm on the bed. and within a few minutes began to fecl extremely de-
pressed and morcse aljost as though some awful thing was pending and onc which
had ¢irc rosults.

I could not understand it. as I had returned in very brighit spirits from Na-
picry, thc local pecople had made my stay sp wonderful and full of fellowship.
I tricd to cxplain away logically this sudden overwhelming sadness and i1l
omerieG brooding. I tricd to throw it off, as some renction of mysclf of wear-
incssy; but T could not.

I Tegan to A ey that this was no ordinary thing that something was causging
thic which was not of the ordinary, so I knowing how to c¢xamine such things
in the light of spiritual guids. c¢ and cormunion.
