It cannot be deniod that the places and aroas in which t hoy have 
been mostly seens and records taken of such , hava been aroas in which 
it is very evident they ARE making inspection of. viz. 

{a) The many sightings seen around atomic basas and mlch like projects 
This could point to an earnest inspection of what we arc doing in 
that field, and how far we have progresed or likely to go , 
this alone could be or serious importance to tham • 

(b) The now indisputable fact that they have been tracked along in 90 
p.c. of mapped aroa.s , the fault lines of this ea.:rth. and that they 

have often been seen near or close to such areas when , or just beforo or 
after any disturbance of these fault li nes have boen reco1 .. ded by our scien­
tists.
