My =ighting was so vivid and unnerving I have ncver forgotten the place and time,
—— over the Adolaide Hills of South Australia at 9.44 p.m. on Oct. 18th. 1952.

Return:ing kome from an assignement for the Adelaide " idvertiscr " I saw against
a darit clcar sky a greecnish-white irridcescent gigar-like ebject . about the size
cf a boeing TOT sccn about 10 miles distant , moving from left to right across
ny front and from south-cast to north-west .

A first I thought it was an airlincr, then I remcemboercd it was too late for one
to bz up. and this aircraft was one long- light and it emitted no sound.

In tlat instant I felt a shiver pass through me—— I kncw I was looking at somc-
thing that was not'"naturall!

I stopped still to watch 3 and as I watched the thing mad ¢ a2 sudden rightangle
turn upwards and vanishcd slowly at first theh at trcemendous specd.

Immedisztaly on agrriving home I told my wife what I had seen . she had remarked
thuat I had looksd whitc and shaken —— and I tclephoned Adelaide Airport control
tower which tcld me tlherce were no aircarft in tac air at the time.

Next aftcernoon when I reportcd for duty I told the " Advertiser" deputy chief
of -staff. Mr. D. Jervis, I believed I had scen a flying saucor the night before.

He laughedy I did not blame him , It had been a Saturday night . He reminded me
my assighe,cnt had been in tho Barossa Valley , South Australia famed winegrowing
arca. and I thoygh pcerhaps I might have becen sceing things as hc ahd hintcd.

He was not laughing at me an hour latcr, howcver, for by thcn the "Advertise r2
had rccieved a number of ronorts from peoplce who had c,aimcd they and seen a
flying cigar between 8 tc¢ 10 the night beforc.
