much fire and zest. many who pvoduced some very worthy magazines and journals,
now no longer spreading the news, pondering upon this we can only shake our
heads , a little sadly perhaps. as many of them were our valued comrades in

the veginning, sharing with each others not only the news but the problems,
each cbtzining from the others hard earned experiences ina completely new field
over t.ae pitfalls and errors of judgement .And indeed sadly we say and repeat .
the words of a famous comedian. " we've seen em' come , and we've seen'em go"

In truth we have learned some good lessons from the departures , some very
suddenly and dramatic. and thus keeping our fingers crossed, we find ourselves
like old Father Thames, who keeps rolling along., doing just that, and a little

ore besides . . . .
We even wa%ch with some interest some of the new comers of the last five years

meking some of the very same mistakes many of those now lost to us made, and
wonder if the same misfortune may not overtake them because of the self super-
iority. their lack of humility. their unwillingness to listen to good advise
from these who have passed through the hard school of experience.

Yes, and much more than water has been flowing through our skics over the years
and will continue to do so in spite of official protests . ( You will notice we
said, flowing, not flying?. The ob:s3rvant ones among you can tell we know

ouxr onions.s In spite of the attempts by officialdom , top brass of the Ser-
vices and others to kick the U.F.0. into the cupboard of obscurity, the U.F.O.
like the proverbial bad panny, keeps turning up , thereby causing then many
sleepness nights and much gnashing of teeth .

Which reminds us of our younger days when we teased certain old pompous types
with the cry" look behind you mister". Recmembering this . we are today tempted
to do 4, this every time some " eggspurt" tries to tell us that we are not see-
ing what we see. Of course , the way the U.F.Os. keep sneaking into view
and performing in the most unorthodox manner , it appcars they are in a way,
saying what vwc dearly would love to shout out loud. " Hey, look behind you
mister !.

even a kcen analytical observer their lack of depth. and in fact often made
public statements which have d:ne the cause kore harm than good.

In doing so they have attempted to throw a spanner in our work, as it
wcree Which makes us often wonder, when we muse on this. Are their intentions
hecnourable, and for the good of Sfaucerdom .or purely of old self aggrandisement?,
The test obviously would be. take away the publicity and the show poney stuff
would they be as eager to taks leadership. ?. What say sauccrdom should fall
into disrepute. and we found ourselves persecuted for oir beliefs. ?. How far
would they be able to stand the strain. ?. For it mus. be remecmbered these
s31f styled " authorities" are riding the crest of the waves which the pioneers
trought about when in their day the least mention of flying saucers was openly
snecred at. biut today has gained through the hard work of such,the sincere
investigation and approval of many people and bodies.

AS we say, by the very nature of the UuFuli we have been forced to ex-
plore avery avenue,; and most of those avenues, whether we liked it or not, led
into the borderline subjects, &.S.P. and all that sort of stuff, and in spite
of what our critics say or think, we owe thcm no apologics for doing so, even
if they accusc us of being unscientific in our approach .

Now that's the point we would like to deal with. . These critics of
ours who have recently set up shop. declare in a very ambiguous way that they
are stecrk!.23 clear of any off beat stuff, and are concentrating on the scienti-
fic lines of enquiry, loudly proclaiming how " objective" thoy are.

jot withstanding the fact that they have been known to frequent very select
" inner circles" and mediums. Thich again makes us wonder why sncor at us. 7.

We would like to ask then , What do thoy mean by being scientific?.
Surely by shutting ones eycs ahd ‘ignoring certain aspccts of engquiry, because
thgydisturb and upset the comfortable pattern of ones thinking, cannot by any
stretoh of imagination y be called sc¢ientific « This is noune other than the at-
titude of the biggot, the closed mind. This is not the right frame of mind con-
ducive to recieveing answers to such a complicated problem as the saucers.

Surely the mind must be free to look at every facct as it protudes
itself into the area of our visionyeven if after investiigation one finds it
cannot spand up to a logical test. at least one has the lonour of knowing to
his satisfaction it was not ignored. and that deliberately .

Vot many years ago if anyone let it be known as we did, that he be-
licved in mental telepathy for example, people like our critics , would look
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around for the man ina white coat to take him away. We¢ll for the benefit -
of those who only read tic comic strips oftheir newspapcrs, we will give them

OKLAHOMA CITY. Thousnads of ‘persons across the ngtions midlands and South-
west again last night reported seeing mysterious flashing ; winking and spark-
ing phenomena which sped and sometimes zigzagged adross the skies.

The Air Force contends tiat most of the sightings were porbably stars or planets.
Najeeb E. Halaby, former Federal Aviation Agency director, said that the rash
cf reports may signal a " new American mythology " .

" Reports of such objefts seem to reach a peak in August or Septenber, It
may be that the long hot summer expedites the imagination" he said in Los An
geles. Most of the objects the people saw were described as red or yel-
lowish, and speeding across the sky from southwest to northeast at very high
altitudes.

It was the fourth consecutive day of UFO sightings, which have harried some
police departments so much they have reffered the enquiries to Air Force bases.
A lot of people took issue with the Air Force claims that they were stars or
planets. A Sioux City, Iowa, high school teacher said he saw a flashing
object , and"anyone who would say this is a star would be out of their mind"
An Air Force weather observer in Oklahoma City has reneatedly seen unusual
objects in the skies , and said " they are no mirage ‘' .

One object'"looked like it had a flat top and flat botwom , and it was not a
true shhere, " the observer said. " There were two rings around it and the
4ings were part of the main body ."

Shelby Crain , who lives near Harrison izk. saw something " that moved back
and forth from northwest to south east . . It was joined by another thing
that wad dark red and they moved together , seeming to get higher and high-
er until they disappeared. "

A highway patrolman said he kept a flashing red object under observation for
several minutes near Erick in Western Oklahoma . Similar sightings were report-
ed at Lawton and Tulsa.

Several persona reported a red-white flashing object southwest of Denver which
was 2500-5000 ft. high. It bobbed up and down then finally disappeared over
tie meuntains . A green object sped along at estimated 300 ft. north of

A1 bermuerque, N.M. for about four seconds then rose sharply an observer said.

Reports of the UFOs were numercus in north Texas.

Two men watched a red glowing object thru. a telescope from Dallas’ for about

45 seconds . Thry said it resembled winkinz lights of a jet plane but " was

much faster and much higher " .

The most northerly sightings were at Blain and Fridley, Minn. police reported

seven or eight objects which bobbed up and dwon , hovered and darted about.
