Rhodesia �a8 seen wl:�t effect the handing pf power.t� incapable people cando 
for all around her sl1e has vli tnessed the return to ba:ra;Jarism and cannabal i sm 
by t�ose wt.o dem3.nde d and.got their so call ed froedom . 
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Mr. Wilsons own probl �si1i a much lesser degree with the same type of people 
in his larger industrial cities should have at least· madehim think twice-,be 
fo�e he took the big stick policy.

I ',7as wounded and eva­
cuated from Suvla 20t h Aug. after engagement in the vicinity of Hill 6e 
and 11 Burnt Hill "• • •  No mention rv-as made of the phenomena of the"cloud" 
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by any soldier I knew and I should have thought men of the1/5 Essex Regt • 
1.vould l�.:-.ve seen the clmud. 
I am not in a position to challenge the statements of the two New Zealand 
men� but it is peculiar tllat literally thousands of men of �nglish Regts. 
vrere in the vicinity and as fa:."' as I �cnov.,r reported no strange occurance 
Surely someone 'i7ould ho.ve noticed this strange happening other than the 
New Zealand men • I think under the circumstances that t�e only emplanation 
would be the N.Z. people had an D.S.P. expeience or viewed the sight from 
an astral position • I would be very interested if any more light can be 
thrm�m on the matt�Jr through official documents. If anything further is dis­
covered please inform me.

He ea:. only hop0 that some 
c:"..J.y the actual rpinted article; IIr. Rci chc:,rdt refc:cred to may turn up and we 
shall see both he and his friends evidence vindicated.

SIGHTIUGS OVER ADELAID� ETC. 

Reports have reached your bditor of sightings which occurred during the Festive 
and New Yeal" seasons.· Unfortunately whilst he vras in riosl;i to.l. 

The a,ccounts of the obervers were that on one occassion an object as large as 
the moon �as seen travelling across the sky near the Seacoast • -
The second object was seen travelling over the city of Adelaide 9 and after 
reaching the centre well overhead it changed its course and flew away • 
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The following was given as an address t o  his Church on Sept. 9th 1965. 
His address is 1119 Woburn Ave. Benoni. Transvaal Sth. Africa. 

After Reading Col. 1, 12-20. He said. 

Quite a lot of correspondence is flwwing through the pages of the world press 
concerning what is called "unident ified flying objects". Odd report s are be­
ing published about space vehi�les landing and taking off • •  or more frequently, 
hovering over a point on our planet ( as we call it ) and then disappearing at 
great speed, and there are a few of us who can �laim to have dismissed all t hese 
reports without a second thought�. 

Recently let ters have been puglisheddiscussing the t heological implications of 
such phenomena. Whether or not beings which may e xist on other planet s  embnafed 

ina common· salvation wit h that provided for the human family, for instance. 
The New Test ament prayer may well serve t o  confirm that if such beings exist9 
they are fully provided for, and the inheritors of all those spirit ual b�essings 
fer which all'Christians hope. 

It could therefor be wort hwhile t o  see if we can learn something profitable 
from such a speculation about ot her beings. 'rhe use of our imaginat ion is not 
p�ecluded by the Christian Fait h , provided we frankly admit that we are 
spoculating abo�t the unknown. There may weil besome new at titude tow�ds t ruth, 
that we can gain from such an incursion. 

It seems reasonable to me· to assume t hat ot her beingspossessed of vehicles of 
space-travel greatly superior to ours are much more advanced in intelligence 
and percept ion than we. How can that be? 7 none can say.. from an evolution­
ary point of view they mau have obeyed the Gospel·more readily t han we • • • or 
tney m&y not even have needed a Gospel in the same way that the human f3rnily 
has needed one '· for . they may not be infected with disobediance as we. 

Obviously, if they were a� brashly ent erprising as we humru1 beings in our space 
exploits plan to be, t hen they would not hesitate to m��e themselves known t o  
us, but they not only hesitate but defini:�aely avoid serious direct contact 
with our race •. 
This seems to be in keeping with that which I have postulated. Theyhave sen­
sitiveness of far greater refinement than ours. The human raoe is only just 
beginningto learn a very little about extra-sensory percept ion, alt hough ecery­
one knows somet hing of it, e.g.·: Wit .hout a word ·spoken we often know if we 
are disliked, or unwant ed. or suspected, or feared. 

We ::nay well wonder if truly spperior moral beings would commit themselves t o  
Lnrnediat e contac·ii with ht:.:_1ar..i ty and its attendant evils. ·Were such vi s i  tors 
possessed of mere mort al sight they are now being entertained or repelled by 
hatred, murderous wars, and preparations for destruction throughout t he globe. 
Hat�ed9jealousy, suspicion ru1d �redjudice raise their ugly heads so often bot h 
before us and in us. Dven in your O\vn journey to work, t o  the shops, or else­
wh .... re this day, you have been aware of the clamour of hat e hooters in the cars 
of impat ient drivers all snarled in traffic jams. 

In fact, don't. you think it to be ·more t han prol· ."' le t hat our planet is not 
ready to recieve celestial vis"it ors --if we may name them so-- and furthr­
more , IS KNOWN TO B:C QUITE UUFriTTED for such further insights t o  God's Crea-
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t i on .  Such creatures a s  I am vi sual i sing are more cl osely in t ouch. l.Vi th God 
than we , and t hus more sensi t ive t o  t he p ot ent i al of evi l whi ch exi st s with hu­
manityo Just ifi ably they may b e  �wi l l i ng to c ommi t s e cre t s  of travel to such 
greedy and dangerous creatur e s  as t he human fami ly in i t s  pre sent stat e .

As most peopl e know the Great Pyrami d i s  si tuat e d  on t op o f  a smal l plat eau 
ri s ing from t he bamks of the Ni l e  near Cairo. At t te bot t om of the st e ep s l ope 
st ands the Temple of the Sphinx whi ch formerly abut t e d  ont o t ho Ni l e  Wat ers .  

Thi s T empl e was the plac e  at whi ch the various dignat ari e s  di semb arke d  
from their b oat s  i n  order t o  g o  t o  t he Great Pyr ami d .  A s  t h e  di stance s epar­
at i ng the two i s  not more t han a quart er of a mi l e  it i s  general ly assumed that 
an underground pas sage was dug t hrough the rock t o  conne ct the two edi fi ces in 
order to p ermit t ho pri est s and offi cial s to move from one to t he other wi thout 
mixing with the pub l i c .  
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Pract i cal ly every dows er who vi si t s  tha pyrami ds i s  convinc ed t hat a 
passage exi st s and that it shoul d have i t s  end in one or more undi scovered cham­
ber s  in the pyrami d i t s elf.  However the c ondi t i ons are not suit able for any 
ext ensive t e st s t o  be made , the Temple of the SPhinx has not yet been ent irely 
denuded of the accumul ati on of sand whi ch has dri ft ed there over s everal thous­
ands years , whil e  the pyrami d i s  bui lt of }housands of bl ocks of st one each of 
whi ch weighs s everal t ons whi ch means that �by pract i cal purposes t hey are im­
movab l e .  

The only hope lies i n  di scovering some form o f  conceal ed entrance whi ch 
whoul d be qui t e  po s sibl e .  The fact that nobody has done so t o  dat e means that 
very l it t l e .  Last week at Port smouth , there were di scov ered on a shelf in one 
of the cabins of H . M . S .  Vict ory whi ch has stood at Port smouth dockyard for 1 50 
years as a nati onal monument t o  Nel son , two muzzl e s  loading guns whi ch had. been 
mi slai d  in 1 860. When one bears i n  mind that generat i ons of sai l ors have been 
engaged sinc e then in l ooking aft er the ship i t  seems almost impossible that 
thi s  could have happened. But it di d. 

Under the circumst anc e s  t he fact that we have not yet found the hi dden 
entranccs . t o  the Pyr ami d  in about the same l ength of t ime ne ed cause us no sur­
pri se .
