home as well as overseas concerning this case we will give as many detailasas
possible.

The world is sharply divided into believers or non-believers in flying saucers
( the non believers are still in the overwhelmirngz majority ) so the photograpn
will add furtier fuel for argument .

2e object flew steadily across the sky, low down , and making no sound at all.

The object was curved and elongated, solid looking and iight i:: colour.
Behind it, and seeming to be attached to it rather thian emanatinz from it,
wasa'"plume" of flame-like brightness. The plume left no smoke trail or other
walce.

‘Miss Wingfield tried toc get a photograph of the obiect but found her camera
was not loaded « She called to Miss Moriensen to get her camera from the car
which the Danish girl did, and managed to get one shot before the UFO disan-
peared in tie distance.

This camera, and Agfa Flick 2; was a simnle type and easy to cperate, otherwise
there migut not havo been time tooperate it.

Miss Wingfield toclkk *he unprocessed film to a colleagge cif hexrs, Mr Charles
ictz- Smithy, a Cordanion of the Roypl Aeronautical Societ;r and a Keeper at
he Victoria and albert Museum and the Wellington Museum in London .

He is aiso one of the world's greztcst authoritices on aviatioir and an author of
many boclzs on the subject.

¥Mr. Gibbs= Bmith was most impresscd. He said, " Here is a sighting by reliable

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e were so impressed by this bock thut we feel it merits a little more than
usual commentary. Its Author. .Paul Thomas whose real name is Paul Msiraki
and who is a composar also living in the U.S.A. has undoubtedly gone to a
lot of bother in his research to flnd the evidence he presents in this very
fine book.

The book itself is translated from the French by none other %:an our well
known UFO friend Gavin Gibbons who has made an exceelent woxrr of the trans-—
lation and has particularly gone to much pains to avoid losing any of the
sense of the authors original maunscript.

The book itself is as it says, a review of the evidence of the strange craft
through the pages of historical evidence. and {reely refers to many transla-
tions from the French Bibles especially the Jerusalem Bible. from which many
new facsts are presented of meanings which do not occur in our own Inglish
translations. and for tais alone we are indebted to the autkhox.

In his coverage he unavoidably has to refer to many incidents and also guotes
come of which are viell known to us and have been wriiten upon before. but
this does not detract from the great value of the bock . for as in instance

in bis chapter on the Fatima incident. quite a few points were quite fresh

to your Hditor although he himself had studied this phenomena and written
upon it several times. hence even if one finds a little repition of previous-
ly knotm or read material . there is here and there a few more jig-saw pieces
one can find to add to the complete puzzle picture.

Altogether In every chapter some of which presents much fresh thought and
datay, there is much for the serious student of the UFU. especially those wo
like thw BEditor find a strong connection between the coming of these visitors
and those recorded in the Volume of the Sacred Law.

It is a valuable addition to an;” Saucer Library and we are indeed indebted
to the publishers for letting us have one of the first copies.

The only fault we find is that we felt we wanted more when we finished the
book and wished that the author had given us more lengthy chapters of some
of his evidence much of which is obvious he has condenscd down for general
reading. But at least we can hope for a second to be done.
