As we went to post in the last edition we mentioned the fact of Australia's
most conservative n»aper. ""THE BULLETIN" giving an airing to the Flying Saucer
Subject.

FLYING SORCERY .

The saucer seaspn has arrived in Victoria again . The autumn air is thick w1th
them , and only .the great skill of the saucer navigators ‘has prevented disrup- *
tion of commercial airline traffic.

It really began with the report from Mr. Ron Sullivan, of Maryborough, a steel
contractor. He reported that he was driving between Dunnoly and St. Arnud whken
suddenly his headlights were pull :d hari to the right. "Instcad of lighting the
road, t-:ey 1lit up the fence, as though they were being attracted by a magnet."
be said « “ In the riddle of the paddock was a column of light about 25 ft.
high and shaped like an ice-cream cone." Without a sound, but at tremendcus
speed 4 that column rose into the air.

A couple of days later dozens of people in the suburb of Pascoe Vale( na3ar Sandy
Stone's Moonee Ponds) reported a"large glowing object , emittir - a faint buzzing
sound" hovering in the night sky. A Country Roads Board worke:r said the object
was like two saucers stuck together in the shape of a discus and left a yellow
blue trailbehind it. Scores of similar sightings were reported to the Press,
radio, and television newsrooms.

On the same day the president of the Victorian Flying Sauccr Research Society -
released from his top-secret files a photograph of " an unidentified flying
object" taken from a garden in Balwyn( on color film with a polar>id camera).
The UFO was about 25 ft. in diameter and about 150 ft. up.

" From an al®dst stationary position it shot off northwgrds at terrific speed,
accolzrating to what seemed to be hundreds of miles an hour in seconds."

Meltourne " Truth" Zscided that in the mounting tension it was time to reveal
that {cr some time a mystery object has been moving in the night sky near Mel-
bourne and then " gradually retreating into space . The object emits a stark,
white lizht and appers to have two craft following it."

" Truth" .aas some''amazing photographs of this light and its "eerie behaviour"
taken by a " Truth'" reader who, fortunately, also happencd to be a freelance
photographer .

Earlier in the month a man reported being followed on his way home from work
near Castlemain B an object " resembling a flying saucer " It was bright-

yellow and spinning like a top. He and his wife watched it for 30 minutes be-
foreit sped c°T.

Meanwhile in the north-eastern suburB of Yea a family has been troubled recent-
ly by a " vt red glowing objact" circling their homej and at Culcairn , in
southern New oouth 7alcse local people have discovered rings of dead grass in
the paddocks- obviously " flying saucer beds" like those reported in Queensland
and Adelaide earlier in the year .

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MARS"CANALS" REAL.

NEW FILM REPORTS SHOW.
NICA? U.F.O. INVESTIBATOR.. Jan. Feb . L966

The discovery of saveral " canalc'" on the Mars— Mariner Probe films—-denied
after the “ly-by lost July—Pe” sset off a new controversy about intelligent
life on the Red Planet. It hu. also raised the question of whether the facts
were known in July and withheld 4, or if the marks were fou d belatedly .

Copies of the Mariner film showing the straight-line " canals" were recently
shown to NICAP by Dy. Frank. Salisbury of Colorado State Univ::sity, a noted
exobiologist who has analysed the evidgjce for life on Mars. .he canal mark-
ings could easily be seen ,dic .no%¥ . repr~’uce well enough for ~“illustration,

In a report to the American Association for the Advancement of Science, Dr.C.
Tombaugh said he had found " canal" steaks and " oasis" g-ots in seven of the
22 Mariner photos. ("Oases" are unexplained inteisections arcas of the"canals")
£11 these markings, t22 astronomer said, coincided with canals and oases he
had seen intelescopic studies and on Mars maps made by himsel® znd other astro-
nomers.

"' T know dhers who say they can't see " canals" on Mars," Dr. Tombaugh told
assecmbled scientists,y"but I'd like to see them have tlieir eyes examined. "

According to the scientist in charge ofM8rinc> IV's_T.V. operations,
Prof. Robert B Leighton , the films are still being studied ~nd there is hope
they may yisld further information about the mysterious " cafals". He admitted
it was not known exactly where the camera was aimed during the picture-taking,
so that evaluators cannot tie in the photos to specific Mars arecas. (Satement
to the American Physical Society, Jan. 27, at New York. -}

Asked about Dr. Tombau;'.'s report, Prof. Leighton said he had never sgotted

a canal through a telescope, but added:

" I have not done I% of the looking that Clyde Tombaugh hase....Tombaugh knows
the face of Marslike he knows the back of his hand. If he thinkshe sees a

canal on Mars or sees something that could be a canaly, I would certainly take
him very seriously."

Exis ancc of the carnal network has been declared by other well known astron-
omers, among them , Dr. Barl C. Slipher, lifetime student of Mars at the Low-
ell Observatory, and Drs, Richardson and Pettit, who saw thc canals , sharply
defined , through the Mt. Palomar and Mt. Wilson telescopes.

At least one ca al map,by Mars authority Wells Alan Webb, show.s an impressive
network of straight lines connecting the " oases™hmrgttern =..iilar to rail
road networks in the U.S.

Somec analysts,like Wells .ilan Webb, suggest the oases are citics or large
irrigated areas connected by waterways to polar caps which mclt in the Martian
springtime. Other scientists , including Tordriih, 1, sgt thie " canals" must
be huge fractures and the " oases" are only large asteroid crat»zs. But no

cne has ezpiained how random cracks could fol ow straight lincs and craters
could be limked with such geometrical precision .
