He allowed that many UFO reports may originate with hystericcl, semi-psgche-
tic , and otherwise unreliatdc observers, but added : " .is o philosopher,
I've alweys beliewed it fallccious to rule out 100 per cent of any subject
because you can :"2ove that 90 or evon9d9 per cent is errcneous."”

Lord Soper—— or, Dr. The Rev. Donald Tord Soper. ---

said that, when he specks in the open ~ir at London's Hyde P~rk and Tower
Hill, " More ond more of the questions have to do with new concep’s of time
and space. Arc there extraterrestrial beings? Is it cssible that they have
contacted or will contsct us? Whot significance does this have for Christe
ian theology?".

The Methodist peer said he considers these questions cenorrously important e

" T am impressed by certain pieces of evidence for the cxistonce of
U¥0s," he allowed.

" For instance, my d-rughter , who is married to a Cambridge professor, and

is not the kind of person given to seeing things, observed a UFO.

"I am 1mpressed by the f2st that photographs teken of veorious UFOs, sighted
in such <isparate places as Australia and California hove been identical.™

Lord . ..er said the possible reality of the U'Cs " - taken more seriously
in Britain , perhaps than in North jmerica because we crec more sophisticated."

If there are beings from spacc, what are they like ? "

" Tell , lets hope theyt'i. friendly," Lord Soper quipped. " I hardly believe
they could be rettrded &s we ~re . "

He speculrted that space beings could cxist in forms tat~lly -~lien to our
concepts of living org nisms.

" It is possible thnt sentient beings could exist in this vnst universe who
hove none of the physic:l senses that we have. Conciev-bly , they could ex-
ist ~s ~ mass of radio wnves, or something equally as str-nge to us who are
so used to thinking in anthropomorphic terms."

If beings from sprce do exist, and ever visit earth, wh~t imprct would this
hove on Christianity? Whet about the concept of Christ ~s the unique expres-—
sion of God. 7.

" If there is intclligent life on a st.r like Epsilon Trid~ni, or c¢r. the
pl-nets circling it, these beings must hnve their own incrrnntion of God,"
Srid Lord Soper.

This foct would not inv-lidrte at ~ll the picturc we h~wve of God in . zsus
Christe. Christ is the humnn photograph of God, but beings on other vorlds
rmust h-~re their own nporoprinte photographs of the Etern~1l Spirit. "

Onc thing , for Lord Soper, is virtunll§ certain—" beings from other plnnets
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"Lord Scper spe-ks out"(2)

will sh-re our fundnment-rl morsl concepts.
It is gnconcievnbke to me thnt, for instmnce, a~ny civiliz-tion could regard
os o good thing, or mrke virtue i vic_cnce 2s an ultinnte virtuc.”

4And ~t ~ recent symposium on extrn terrestrial life, Rev John Lynch, a Cath-
olic theologign and astronomer ~t Fordham Universitys snid th~t beings from
space mny be morally supcrior to us because they h-we escrhed o " f£2l1l" such

" Cur extraterrestrinl neighbours who, like ourselves, h~d fllen we would
expect to be much like oursclves,'" added F-ther Lynch .

Dr. Geddes M~c Gregor , o~ Presbyterian mininster c:: the sto¥ff of the Hniver-
sity of Cnliformia's grnducte school cf religion , said recently; " There

is but onc Christ, our Lord. But this does not exclude tlie possibility that
there nre millions of other divine incarnntions throughout the innumcrable
grlaxies."
