Very nice and pretty and comforting. some of which w�s a waste of time tell­
ing us anyway. such as 'vileness in the ;_ ... ighest of placese-eet ' also their ciiio 
that "they" in their prophesies told us �.ong ago of these things. 
Well we know that Q, very wonderful Book. and Sacred V c�- mne does indeed tell 
us verycr��tically- of the times in which we live. Sure.J.y vve do not need any 
spac e man to come and tell us about it. for any serious student of world af­
fairs with his Bible in his hand does not have to look f� to see the corela­
tion of that foretold and the fulfillment before his y ery eyes.

Harry Johnson and others who are trained personel at tLe Berry Head Coast Guard 
St ati on • It was al so seen by resident s in Brixham � as i t  hovered for at 
l east an hour , wat ched by the 6oast guards Harry J ohnson and Brian J ennings .. 
through high powered glasses .  Scores of people along the Devon coast tel ephoned 
the police  stations to ask about thi s  obj ect , sight ed at noon on April 28th.
