Lae L;.ud¢¢ud Foaucers'" ewivued a low beep-lzen, &nd upon being cpened,
were found to contain, as well as the electronic ecuipment, small radio
tr: "mitters as welll The cost of making these "things", according to the

. 2dties, would be approximetely £25 each.

Scmething about this affair "hath a strange and wondrous smell" quite
apart frem the liquid in the container-

London, September 5. - Some of Britain's chief 301ent1flc brains, and.
.clice, Army, Air Force and Air ¥inistry officials were called out yesterday
after the finding of six strange, grey, saucer-shaped objects :i:1 a line.

acioss south-eastern England.
The objects, about four feet long, three feet wide, and four feet six

inches deep, emitted a constant bleep.
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“Student ‘'Saucers' over England" (2)

Several hours of methodical checking confirmed that the objects
v made in Britain - and were a university rag week hoax.

The RAF flew a helicopter to one saucer and airlifted it back to its
Zel.. Tresearch base.

Air Ministry specialists rushed a por”’~:le X-ray machine to another.

An engineering plant manager chiselled and hacksawed his wgy into
vi.. @ad found two car batteries, a British-made radio transmitter, and a
six-inch loudspeaker immersed in a gooey, white liquid with a smell "like
bad eggs."

The liquid - a sample of which had been rushed to a laboiatory for
analysis - was found to be flour and water paste.

Later Christopher Southall and Roger Palmer, both 22, apprentices
from the Royal Aircraft Establishment at Farnborough, claimed to be the
originators of the objects - estimated by eryverts to havz cost £25 eack.

Southall said, "We didn't mean to cau.;e chaos - in fact we were
rather surprised that it caused all this fu.s."

The saucers had been spread out to add to the imprecsion that a
flotilla of flyimg saucers had landed in line astern.

VISITORS FROi SPACE.
Iy Robert H. Chester.

Anyone who cares to examine the numerous reports of UFOs must surely
realise that these machines cannot originate on our planet. Two ...in
reasous for sgying this should be sufficient here. Firstly, the manoeuvres
of these craf. defy all our technological developments, and fi1-.thermore,
if such ecxc v -:re possessed by any nation they would surel; bLe in general
use tougy, especially in warfare. A4 multicude of sizes and shapes has peen
cecn, and this fact by itself may suggest visits from different races of
e ~-terrestrials, although not necessarily, as we on earth have hany

crent types of aircraft and we are all members of the one earth race
. wmo sapiens. However, there is more convincing evidence than this, a
smerl portion of which we shall examire in . .3 article.

The question which comes to mind first is: Who are these space people
wnat are they doing here? Unfortunately, we don't have a definite
answer to this question. Possibly some could be from our own solar system,
coatrary to the statements of scientists that animal or human life as we
Imow it could not exist on any other planet in our solar systerm than the
earth. But why should we limit the cexistence of life to conditions as we

Inow them on the earth? It is being narrow-minded to limit intelligenht
life to the same physiological form as ours. Others must surely be from
planets revulving arcound distant stars, man;s light year: away. Judging
from the tremendous speeds at which these f ring saucers have been seen
travelling, it would not at all be far-fetcii:d to suppose that numerous
civilisations far out in space have attained the speed cf - “ght in their
space craft, or even have discovered a method of transpoiva.lon which we
don't yet know about. The science-fiction idea of teletransportation by
thought process may not be so strange after all. Whatever the method, it
is obvious ti.at they are coming here.

As 1o their reasans for visiting *he earihiiasain we have nn'hing
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"Visitors from Space" (2)

c™nite. It appears that we have had visitors from space for thousands
¢“ _ ars, so all these visits cannot be simply reconnaissance flights.

+ >sseswho have seen these space beings have noticed that some of them
~een to be more interested in our plant life than in us. Others seem to be
helping us, both by praoctical means a:d by i:osages.

I intend now to relate some instances of sightings of and encounters
with beings from space. You may wish to draw your own conclusions as to
who they are and where they come from, but there is no getting awsgy from
the fact that they have been seen. Because we know so little about them,
we @an only refer to them as "beings", as we have no other word in the
Inglish language which would adequately describe them. So I would ask you
to bear this in mind if you think this word is being over-used in the
following reports.

Our space visitors appear to be using -obots in some aspects of their
exploration and not personally landing in c¢:ry instance. The following
two reports are apparently of this nature. ihe first incident, inPremenon,
France, was reported in "Ici Paris Hebdo" of 11-17 Nov., 1. 2, and a
translation of it sagys:

"On the doorstcp, before crossing the threshold, he (i.e., young
Raymond) stopped. What he caught sight of was truly "a thing from another
world'! A strange object, rectangular in shape, like an upright parallele-
piped (rectangular pipe), was moving about in the darkmess with a sound
hardly perceptible, It was nigh as a door and was shinirg like plate-glass
cupboard, the lad said later......The parallelepiped form advanced and
gently encircled the youngster's shoulders.-{To be capable-&f encircling
young Raymond's arms, this fcirm must have had something resembling arms!).
Then, what serr2d as its head - and which was not discermible in the dark-
ness - came :-.. .2 the child's check. Rgymond Romand felt scmeti:lag cold. He
fell to tlie ground. He got up and attempted to cry out...,. aymond,
emboldened by the presence of his little sister (who had come to join him),
th-~>7 some pebbles in the direction of the object - he touched it and one
. -2 stones produced the sound characteristic of a sheet of iron being
"i...%. The strange apparition then took flight..." What an experience!

In the U.S.4., at Long Prairie, Minnersta, on 23 October, 1965, 3
very small beings were seen, and were lcscri.cd as resembling "tin cans
~1 yrinods." I think we can safely say that thcse were also robots.

from robots we go to living beings, which is a much more interesting
aspect. They have been seen leaving, or in the vicinity of, space craft,
es well as when there was no machine in sight. Judging by the great
differcnces in appearance of these beings, they mmust have come from various
planets, if not in our own solar system, then in another. Numerous
observations have shown that their height varies from 80 cm. (2'6") to
3 metres (10'), most often in huwan or humanoid form, but with unusual
characteristics: beings with oniy one eye, w.thout eyes cr mouth, with
pointed chin or enormious head, eucn little . ings only a few cm. high. A
few reports from aroixnd the world will serve Vo iliustrave some differcences.

- On the terrace of a }suse situated in a central
position in a suburb of Lima, with observai_.on a being 90-105 cm.,
wrinkled and having luminous green spots on its skinj; trac.-s on the ground.

10 May, 1964. - z3-year-old truck driver, iAlberto Kalic:matter,
declared at Resistencia, Chaco province, irgentina, that while driving hi:
truck at night he saw an "unusual being” about 3 metres high and uttering
guttursl souw.ads, crossing his path. Kalbermatter accelerated snd fled in
panic. IIe said that a few nights earlier he had se:zn a luminous chjcct
suspended among the trees.

One of thc best encounterstook place in Velensole, France, 1 July,
1965. The observer, kMr. Maurice Masse, saw two beings on the ground
alongside a space craft. He was able to walk up to within 25 fect of them,
but before he ~ould get any closcr one of them pointed an instrument at
h_Lm which pe: 7sed him until they took off. Further details r-n be found

in "Flyin-~ ser Review" of Nov.-Dec. 1965, March-ipril 195., and May-
u.,ue 196€. Mr Massc believes that thcse visitors are well-meaning. He said
<% they had very intelligent cyes; that their cxpression, slightly
iing, was without malice, and even kind, when they looked at him after
- .ug immobilised hin,

Othea. people in the same town have also scen stramge beings. For
exanple, Mr. u’[e_,sse sgys that one evenirs mer;” Inhabitants of Valensole saw
cr object, like the one he himself haa observed, stop at the foot of a
hill on the side of the Greoux~ les-Bains road near some chestnut trees
and 4 or 5 metres from the ground. Some little men descended from the
machine and went back up again “"just like that™, without any visible
naterizl) support. "For them," Masse says, "completely landing or remaining
& few metres from the ground mskes no difference."

Yet another incident in Valemsole is found in issue no. 9, September
1966, of'"Phenoménes Spatiaux." A translation goes as follows:

"A peasant wi.o lives in Valensole, or on the outsl-irts of Valcnsole,
and who has a little farm and a hen-icuse, ..card his hens and roosters
squawking oneevening. He thought that a fox .:ad gotten into his poultry-~
yard and, for fecr that his animals would be carried 2ff, -2 went to look.

"On the night of 26 July, 1965, Adison Estista isevedo, 14, and his
7 .-ds, Nilson Vietita, 14, &nd Joas Feresta, 17, went out to the
" _.ero" movie-house, a few blocks away. ter walking half a block, they
c.oticed an intense white light shining from behind a clioud, which scemed
to be 1,500 feet above and slightly +c “heir --ight. Although acroplanes
cocasionally pass over this northern town of Rio Grande do Sul, Carazinha,
vy vmew that this object was something extraordinary.

"As it began to descend slowly, it beamed a core of light which
1lluninated a 30 foot circle on the grass. When nearer the ground, a sound
like the humning from a bee-hive could be heard emanating from the object.

Since they were already late for the pictures, Nilson and Joas
walked away, leaving a rather curious Adison behind to investigate. Hidden
in the darkncess, he stumblel :ilsser through the bushes in excitement until
he was about 150 fect from v.i.. .2 the object would land. There hc saw a
dark, egg-shaped form about < icet icng and 5 feet high float dowm and
hover about 3 fcet :.;ove the ground.

A nearby street-lamp illuninated the round ends of t7 : object, a
rectangular door became apparent, and a beam shining from w.<crneath 1lit
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up the whole lower scction of the strange craft and its close surroundings.
For thrce minutes nothing hoppened; only & quiet kumiiing noise could be
heard.

“Then a ~econd brilliant object projecting a similar becan began to
descend, cv~ . -ally settling about 12 feet from the grounded . uft.
Although =~ . .ly smeller than the first object, it resem:led it in other
characteristics and also hovered about 3 foet above the ground.

"o crew mcmbers emerged from the large craft, whom Adison

‘ribes as being approxinately 5 feet tall, wearing luninous helmets

21 covered their faces, and similer to huions in their movenents and
aenner of speaking, which included many 's'" and "z" sounds. He also noted
a daxk band, running from their noses :o ch. ' ¢ level standing out distinc®-
1 from their dark clothing.

"Threc nmen, one of whom held a luminous, torch-like object, now
appeared from the second object and talked with the crew of the first.
faen, after walking around their craft three times, the first crew cntcered
from vnderneath, and after four or five seconds the vessel dcrarted,
Tising vertically, increasing in speed and huming noise coxrrespondingly.

ileanwhile, the second group contimued their conversation for a few
nore minutes without paying any attention to their departing colleagues.
They then went through the same ritual and flew awgy quiokly out of sight."

Other reports include the Bernina Pas- landing (Swiss Italian Zlps)
of 31 July, 1962, where a robot or being was seen alongside a space-crall.
and an incident in the U.S.4. in 1966, when salesman Woodr~., Derenberger
saw o UFO land and had a''conversation" with an occupant of tac machine.
The strange thing is that the saucer occupant did not open his mouth but
cormmnicated thru mental telepathy. In the period 1964-1965 46 well-
documented l-médings were recorded, including 34 from the U.S..i. and 12
from Canaca, Cnile, Argentina, Peru, Brozil, Venezvnela, France, Tsaly and
mstralia. In 14 cases small hunancid creatures, 3—%— to A?g feet tall, were
reported:~ 7 in the U.S.A. and 7 in Jrgentina, Peru, Brazil, Venezuela,
France, Italy and iustralia. They wore what appeared to be space-suits
with "diver's" helmets and scencd inters8ted in collecting specirins such
as water, flow-rs, vegetables, aninals, sand and rocks. These beings
differ fror ° 3e generally seen in previous years, who were - .:ally 6
feat t211 .. iid not wear helmets.

There is reason to believe thais sone of our space visitors are
- “ng with earth people, appa.rently in order to find out more about us

"ossibly to help us. The next time you walk down the street you nmay
N a visitor from space without knowing it. Or you mgy be working with
sne at your place of cmployment. There is rc couse for alarnm, though. If
these people were hostile they could - 272 w: ..i us out long ago.

What significance does all this have ior us? Well, that question is
a scurce of much conjecture. To be quite truthful, I don't know. No one
nos all the answerss in fact, very few people have any answers at all.
vinat we knpw at present is only a very small fragment of the complete
pilcture, Meybe the time is not right for us to imow any more. -n time we
cnall know the full story, but until then all wc can do is to keep our
ninds and our cyes opcn for further enlightenment.

Ilo one associated witha the subject of Flying Saucers has not at some time
or other been asked the above question , in fact maybe in their original re-
search they may have asked thems®kves the very same puzzling question .

The reason of course for all this hullaballoo, is the trend taken so often
by science fiction writers , thank goodness only some of them, and mora
Derniciously used in the same kind ¢f films to create th' weird and hoxrne
sensations in the t:rill seeking public.

True Flying Saucer writers and literature do not give muci: credence to this
sort of gimmick, and evidence in regnznd to any form of"littls men'" be they
from Mars or elsewhere , occurs so very rarely in evidence which is given in
accounts of people who cliim to have seen these strange small creatures

that one has a very small field to set a standard of beliefs on, and like even
the more rrolific evidence of people averaging approxiamately to the same as
ourselves, it still to be honest with ourselves all remains very much a
matter of theories, some of which however have a very good background for
believing they are pretty well near to the actual truth .

Lest consider for a moment the few bits of evidence of '"small people"

in this case : are not ent ,ring the field of the past, such =~ the little
people of Jr ".-ad , the Beprechauns, be they real or not. or of many other
bits of eviaence from many countries of similar types of litile folk.
IEngland. The @ontinent,have many such records of these in past histery.
ar... whilst just touching on this.we have just read of a case in Ing®.*nd
¢~ little ™ Blue man " who appeared to a number of schoolboys in the
._ilage of Chilton, near the Whipsnale Zoo. making his appearance 4 or 5
times and disappearing each time in a -uff ::" 1 kind of smoke.

( Fer the full account of this read the IDngiish " Flying Saucer Review"
1usost edition Vol 13. No 4 ) .

Wow all this is vory interesting reading and most fascinating to those who
iixe to read the unusual sort of literature. but no refcrence is made in this
case or many of the ;ast with a relationship to coming in any form of space
craft , and certainly not Flying Paucers as we know them.

Hevertheless, here and there , there has cropped accounts from observers who
have been vouched fcr by the investigators #= being mos® ionest and reliable,
of enccuntering small men and in mosi cases associated witr a space machine
of varying sorts nearby. most of thaem escapirz back to the machine after the

In Duropc they have been a fow cases, in the U.S.A. also. soveral such. In
the Souti Americas. a few accounts also have crcp;ed up.

Assuming that the evide..ce given by the various accounts of the observers is
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true ; and the honcst investigators have siad they belive them to be telling
the truth. It appecars that among the many accounts of persons from space ships
being observed by humans. tuere IS a small percentage of " little men" from
time to time cropping up among the accounts,

In view of tkis we cannot just brush ir it all aside as nonscrse without a
lcast givir~ .1e matter some considcration . we would be inc-:d foolish if
wre allowea curselves to become so arrogant, that we thougatwe knew everything

Beforc we can brush that aside a crackpotism. lct us considcr our own planct
nave we not a vast variety of beings on this hor i planct 2f ours whose height
reaches from about 4 feet. ( the pygmies of South Afriica and in that some
continentymen of the Matusi tribe whose height is far above the average of
tac generla run of mankind. some even ranging near to P7t.)

Ary student of the human raccs is well awa:. of the vast diffecrences cxisting
bctween pecolo in the many parts of the world.cnough to know that height is
not a critcrion of asscssing the possibilty of existance sIimply because one
differs from another .

The same can be said also of the physical make up of such beings. as in tae
casc of the accounts rcndcred. some were very agilc pe ilcy wh 1lst others s
appcarced %o bevery stunted and squat, moving with sccming difficulty in gait
and Bcncral posturcse Well we differ too likc that so why raisc that as a
point of cvidence to ridiculc the possibility of such pcoplc.

The thing which thc writer focls has becn overlookcd too much in these odd
scraps Bf cvidence of thesc " little men'" has becen what in ncarly all cases
thpy were doirz., at the time they werc obscrved.

If onc scer * . .rough thc accounts they will find that in nouwriy cvery casc
toy havc ncen obsecrved doing some form of mild labout tasks. i.c.
gatacring , stonns, metal rocks, vegeiation . watcr. as thougn thcy were
12772~ 1ittlc schoolboys on a projcct of naturc study or somc such thing.

--z> oncc has the acounts rclatced cxpresscd that these 1littlc mcn scen
iiloting or navigating thc craft which thcy in most cascs quickly rcturncd
to when they had becn obscrved.

Surcly theroiis a clur herc to indicate that jrobably thoy werc not the navi-
gators or pilots of the craft, and thcy werc mcrcly somc form of labour copp.
scnt undcr instructions by thosc INSIDE tho craft fio obtain the samples which
verc dazsired by them of our Earth .

Cf coursc many will say this is sheor assumption. of coursc it is.but so is
the cvidence that thesc poeple come from Mars or Venus, or cven furthcr out-
cr spacc. for whilst it cannot bc denicd they do comc from bcyond this Earth
so far we have not becn able to prove concli .ively WHERE thoy comc from .
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Tho writcor fcels however that this little picce of the jigsaw puzzle could be
onc tnat will fit into the huddr:ds of others we arc trying to piccc together
to obtain thc complotc picturc of what all thc flying sauccrs arc about .

Thore is no ~~son why these littlc mon couldnot be small croctures ofa planct
from whiecl. . morc human likc oncs comc. and that they hevce beon cspecially
traincd, maybe because of some particular aptitude for this work, in acting
as the student botanists etc ctc.

.24 drcams. crackpotism, matbe , but before you rush in to name one so, do
i.os forget that the very subject of fyling saucers as a wholc yecars ago was
dubbed that. nowadays it has bccome repectable, and thc thing to believe it
is losing the smear of such nicknames. but those who have stuck to their guns
throughout know only too well that many things scoffed at and rcgarded as ¢
crackpotism. are noe fully becing acceptcd by even scicntific minds.

The above ideas of the little men or people arc not illogical , they arec in
Tact the most probable answer to the puzzling question of just who and what
arc thesce little people from space.

Surely they arc more logical claims than that they arc litile hideous mons#
sters , or mutants 4, or even worsc some form of vegetablc crecaturcs. as the
corrupt Hollywood gang would feccd our young folk with in thc money making
schemese for like the usual treond of muck “aat is dished up to the public

thgy arc a well planned intentioned means of fogging tac »ublic mind with false
idcas 4 conceptions. standards . hence any idea that can confuse the mind from
the real truth is uscd, and the 1little grecn men have playcd thexr part in
their wild imaginations to kcep us from knowing who and what thc little npeo-
plec really arc .

The writcer feels the truc answer lies in the above theoryy, if not wholly sowe
wherc near to it. and maybe soon we shall find out if it is all crackpot or
truth.

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BOOK REVIEW: " PIZER T7.1.JIG SAW" By Lon. Ge Crampe
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This new book which has been added to a library, is probably onc of the best
ever written dealing with the motivation of the Saucers etc.
