The cons­
equences of this break-down in moral fibre must have far reaching results, and 
would contribute greatly to any decline in our modern eoQiety. 

Another form of media which is also a contributory factor in our moral reg­
ression, is that of films and television.

With regards to the present.student unrest, is it not about time that the 
authorotiee came to their senses and clamped down on the anarchists in our midst!

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MYSTERY OBJECTS SEEN I N  WESTERN AUSTRALIA ·1t; : · 

From Daily News - Friday July 19th. 1968 SEE IItJ\GR1W Pi':.GE lT' 
Two Taxi drivers and a hotel manager in different suburbs saw unidentified 

flying objects eerly-today. The objects were seen from Wembley, South Perth 
and Hamilton Hill between 3.20 and 5.57 am. 

Taxi driver Stan Bubis of West P13rth said he is sura the object he saw was a 
flying saucer. "I�ve always said that 1 would ' nt believe in them until I saw one'' 
he said. "Now I have seen one " .  

· A t  5.57 today , mr. Bubis stopped his taxi in Hamilton Hill to watch an objec 
about a mile in front of him. "At first I thought it was a falling star then rea­
lized it was travelling horizontally - the tail was like fire , pink and orange 
then I noticed the saucer itself. It wee circular with a sort of knom on top. On 
one side it was a blue-green colour and these colours trailed behind it. On the 
other side, just under the knob, was a bright orange ring, which could have been 
a hole or windows. I watched it for about three minutes from S-W to N-E. I couldn 
hear any noise'' • 

The other taxi driver, lan Bonney o f  Scarborough saw a sky object at 4.55am 
"It was about half a mile ahead of me'' he said "It was about 50 feet wide and 20f 
high, circular and with a fiery streak coming from behind it, - the main body wee 
an iridescent grey colour with a steeak of green that could have bean windows. I t  
came down t o  within lOOOft. o f  earth moving at an angle and shot upwards at trem­
endous speed with its lights out. 

Hotel manager, Bruce marsden o f  Greenshields saw an object in the sky at abo 
3 .20am. He was making the hotel rounds when he saw a big bright orange object 
passing over the Swan river near Claremont. "What drew my attention to it first w 
the size. I have seen lots of meteors and satellites but they are not as big and 
do not come in on an angle like this' one . 

Another Perth man reported s�eing a mystery object on the same morning. He 
is Stanley Cooper of East Victoria Park . He saw the object a few minutes before 
6am. ''It was like a light travelling low in the sky. " He had just dropped his 
wife at the dental hospital and "As I went to drive away , I saw it between the 
buildings travelling from West to East. I couldn ' t  think what it was but from 
all descriptions, it was the same thing that the others saw" said mr. Cooper.
