But it is in Nature that ths numbers seem to have most sway .

Brother 4)fred Brouseau, a Catholic monk whi is a founder-msmber of the Fibon-
acci Association , recently took 40 ,athemztics tuachers on a nature walk lookintg
at the constructiun of pine cones and noting the brach constractions of trees.

So is the number of spiral formations seen on m-ny sunflowers.

He says . " The pattern of manybranching trecs , the position of the leav:s on
the branches, and the petal formation of many flowers ara zlso described by
numbers in the Fibonacci series.

Brother Brouseau still has an open mind about tihe tiue significance of thenmum-
bers. Cnce they learn about the sequencz peovle *end to find an aesthetic satis-
faction in it.

Others think there's some kind of mystical ccnizcticn between these numnors and
the Universe ! Some Fibonacci devoteces urge thzt the numbers should be used in
schence and in teaching .

Already Fibonacci members of tho Association =2'c touring schools and ccllzges

lecturing on the sequences, and there have been iongthy articles in many learned
scientific journgls.

Is there really any connection between a set of numbers and the meaning oflLife?
Did Leonardo Fibonacci, living in obscurity in I’ise 700 years agok nowsomscthing
that modern manwith his space craft and computcrs stillhas to learn «e.e?

By the way the answer to the rabbit problem is 377 pairs a year .

The above story opens up again the great questicn of othermon who know secrest
3hich others did not know or understand . T:sla. and his many invonticns and
vast khowledge much of which wes deliberately dcstryed.

/lso the Czexhoslovakian Edward Lecdskalnin. and how he built his Coral Castle
moving huge stone of great tcnnage wit.. primitiv:: e;uipment , or so it soems.

He claimed he had the knowledge used by thoss i#:2 built the Great Pyremid and at
least he demostrated he could do what they did. but How he never revealud.

For a good brief summary of this be sure and read Capt Bruce Cathies new book

" Hermonic 695 . but this proposes a new thouzh® in that Cathies mathmatics use
a different set of numbers. it will be interesiing to find out what ho thinks

of the Fibonacci set ¢s sequences.
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
