The Centre rec e i ved 144 reports to i nv­

e stigate during 197 7  p l us , as us ua l , a 
numb er o f  reports from earlier years. Q uite 
o ften the old s ightings fit i n  with pre­
exi sting f l ap patterns . 

During th e first h a l f o f  th e year , Venus 
was th e caus e for many s ightings , p lus 
meteorite and space debris re- entri es , 
whi ch , on a number o f  o ccas i ons provided 
spectacul ar disp l ays. 

Some of the more unusua l events i n­
c l uded a pos s i b l e  e l e ctri c a l  di sch arge at 
Rok eby after a J anuary thunderstorm. 
F l ocks o f  autumn s tarl ings a l s o  created 
prob l ems , whi l st a J apanes e  Res e arch ves s e l  
out i n  Storm Bay h ad witnes s es and i n­
vestigators b a ff l ed for a whi l e. 

The b u l k  of th e year's unexp l ained 
cas e s  o ccured in th e s ix months February 
to July . May and June provided almos t  
ha l f  o f  the year's unknowns . ( l as t  year 
it was Feb/March) .

RESPONSIBILITY TOWARD UFO RESEARCH 

UFO research has come a l ong way in the past 3 years , especi a l ly here in Australia . 
Gone are the days when the UFO l ogist was l oo ked upon as nothing more than a crackpot 
and a bel iever in l itt l e  green men (an aspect that came more from Sci- Fi book s than 
UFO res earchers ) .  Thes e days , mo st o f  t he crackpot element h as gone l ooking for another 
cause, not find ing what they were l ooking for within the UFO res earch organisations , 
thi s  has left t hes e g roups to purs ue a more open-minded and s cient i fic approach to the 
s tudy . 

Today's UFO l og i s t  s hould be l ikened t o  a p rivate det ective , for he h as to interview 
witnes ses and s earch for i n format i on in his continual quest for the answers b ehind the 
UFO phenomenon .  J ust as any s cient i s t  has a c e rtain responsibility t oward h i s  particul ar 
fiel d  o f  endeavour , s o  t o o  do we h ave a very big respons ib i lity t oward UFO res earch . 
It i s  not good enough t o  s it back and s tate th at IT is a l l a load o f  Rubb ish , you h ave 
to prove it, you must go out and inves tigate , not t o  prove your own or anyone e l s e's theory 
b ut to find the t rut h , no matter what i t  may b e; that i s  what scientific research is a l l 
about and t h at is what TUFOIC and groups lik e  ours are h ere for ,  not t o  prove the ex­
i s tan ce o f  little green men . 

Despite t he c l aims made by s ome s e l f- confes sed UFO expert s t h at th ey are manned craft 
from ano ther p l anet , from another dimension or time t rave l lers et c . , and despit e c l aims 
from debunkers t h at they are noth ing more than hoax h a l l uc i nation , psycho l ogic a l  or natura l 
phenomenon , th e one p l ain fact remains and that is that we j us t  do not know; i f  we did , 
you wo uld not now be reading th i s  magazine . 

TI1e UFO phenomenon exists , this i s  no l onger t h e  que s tion , th e ques tion now is , What 
is beh i nd i t . Th e res pons ib le UFO organis ations , under t h e  auspices of the Austra l i an 
Co -Ordi nat i on s e ct i on - Cent re for UFO s t udies are al l working t ogether t o  find the 
answers , i t  i s  not in man's nat ure to l et t h e  unknown get t h e  b ett er o f  h im ,  i f  i t  were , 
there wou l d  be litt le progres s .  We are making p rogres s  but i t  w i l l  t ak e  t ime , answers 
wil l not come overnigh t; wi th a respons i b le at titude , ans wers wil l  b e  found . 

S IGHTINGS 1977 

P aul J acks on 
(Li ai son Offic er ) 

The gradua l eas i ng in unexp l ained sightings s i nce the "Great F l ap" o f  1974-75 h as 
continued during 1977 . The l eve l of "c l o s e  encount ers " h as l ikewise dropped . 

The year commenc ed on l ow key with s i ghtings at "background level" . Activity near 
the end o f  1976 h ad a l s o  b een qui et wit h j us t  a coup l e  of car pace rep ort s in November . 
Two "C l o s e Encounters" were rep o rted t o  t h e  Centre early in t h e  year but this was to 
be fo l lowed by an almo s t  monotonous s t ring o f  No ct urnal Ligh t s  cas es . 

Late March brought an interesting erratic whi s t l ing l ight at Mt . Stuart , then this 
was fo l l owed from th e end of Apri l unt i l  June by other me rging and separating l ights 
in Hobart and th e s urrounding area . 

The Hobart sight i ngs were one o f  t he not ab l e  feat ure s  of t hey y e ar . Mos t  years h ave 
seen j us t  a few c ases from t he city ,  1973 s aw 7, but 1977 s aw about doub le t his figure , 
mos t ly about mi d-year . 

Pub l i city wi s e ,  t h e  Cent re rec eived mino r coverage i n  the firs t s ix months which 
enab led wi tnes ses to cont act t h e  Cen t re on cas e s  new and o l d .  Oft en it h as been s aid 
that p ub l ici t y  wi 11 c

'
reate a fl ap .  However , immediat ely fo l l owing the run of mid -year 

cases the Centre received maj or coverage in a 30 minute TVT 6 p rogramme on 
Tasmanian s ightings. The programme which wo ul d have had a wide c i ty and country 
audience di d no t spark o f f  a rush o f  sightings . In fact sightings tai led o f f  despite 
the unus ua l ly fine and mi l d  weather t hat fo l l owed . 

There h as been l ow activity in count ry areas compared with earlier years . A few 
reports from the Tasman Penins ul a at t he end o f  May . Other i s o l ated cases h ave 
occured in the country but do not app ear to fi t any part i cul ar pattern at the present .

A QUIET START TO THE YEAR 

Pipers River Report. 

A sighting of lights at Pipers River on January 27th was the first unexplained 
case investigated by the Centre for 1977, it came via the Launceston Police Station. 

�John Dean U�orthern Rep.) visited the fann 2Skms north-east of Launceston some 
nigltts after the sighting. A light pointed out to him as the return of the object in 
fact turned out to be Venus. Venus was setting about llp.m. and is not to be confused 

·with the sighting which occured between 1 1.30 p.m. and 4 a.m. 
Peter Damon reported the sighting and was staying at the time with some friends 

on a fann. They were looking our for a light seen on earlier evenings; this had been 
the planet Venus. 

About 11.30 p.m. two lights were seen to the west. A tmdulating hwruning noise 
was heard throughout the sighting, \oJhilst the dogs on the fann ran up and down barking 
as if disturbed or frightened. 

One of the lights was situated in a dip in the Den Range, it was red and moved up 
and down hehind the range. The second light was more intriguing. It was larger and ell­
iptical in shape with red and silver colours. It was much closer to the fann being 
about half a kilometre away. It appeared to be stationary over a ploughed paddock south 
\·:est of the farm. It would fade out at times then reappear soon after. 

A couple of witnesses decided to take their torches and have a closer look 
at the loY;·-level UFO. It was not visable when they left the fann but when it reappeared 
they hurried back to the farm i n a disturbed state. 

Watching off and on the witnesses saw both lights fade out near dawn. The lower 
o b j e c t be i n g in front o f the h i 1 1 s . 

The Centre could find no satisfactory explanation to accotmt for the lights. No 
traces \vcre found in the paduocks.

l'he Centre's n ext report presented some problems due to delay before the inv­
estigation would be completed. Luckily one of the children involved was a daughter of 
the :,re� ident :·�ei.l l�u ss el-Green. Details of Michele's sighting were noted at the time 

·hut it \.:as some tir.1e before we could track down other witnesses of the incident. 
TI1e sighting occured at Seven Mile Beach on Fehruary 3rd about 9. 30 p.m., the time 

was vit�il information with Hobart Airport so near. Contact with the Department of Tran­
sport -Air Transport Group revealed no air traffic movements, overflights, or RAAF man­
ouvres in the state het\•;een 9 p.m. and 10. 30 p.m. on the evening concerned. 

The children aged about 10 or 11 were at a youth camp and had not met prior to the 
week's c�unp, or .in fact been together afterwards so that a hoax would seem to be ruled 
out. ·The sighting w a s discussed at the time and this led to mention of other lights being 
seen but the�.e checked out as aircraft in the area. 

The Sighting. 

Michelle Russel-Green says she \•ias going to have a \oJash about 9.30 p.m. when �he 
heard a burring noise, looking up to the east she saw an object stationary, then moving 
behind t rees in a northerly direction. She saw some other children looking at the 
object. She then went on her way to the washroom. 

Michele wasn't sure who the other children were. The Centre after some time 
contacted Janine Horne. Other contacts uncovered reports of other lights seen that 
evening at 5 p.m., and again the following night. These lights were consistent with air 
traffic movements. 

To Michele the object seemed close and at tree-top level. It was dome-shaped with 
what" looked like a row of windows about the middle. A wider area of light, disc 
shaped, was spinning below. She also saw flashing white/yellow lights on the edge of the 
disc and a red light atop the dome. The body of the object may have been white of just 
�eflecting the bright lights. 

On one side of a centre window there looked to be a thin figure with a bump or 
rounded head. It seemed to be moving back and forth in the window. 

A second description. 

About 9. 30 p.m. to 10 p.m. Janinc Horne was outside when she saw the UFO above the trees 
to the east. It was like two saucers stuck together. It was spinning fast at first then it 
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slowed down and a figure was visib l e  in what lo oked like a window near the object ' s  
centre. 

The obj ect move d  s outh then returned to the north, a faint whining no i s e  was heard 
as it went b ehind the trees. 

The e l l iptical obj ect had a row of w i n dows acro s s  its top ha l f. Ther e wa s a red 
ljght on top wi t h a green one be l ow. A row of lights was visib l e  acro ss th e cen tre . 

The f .igure appeared to be thi n with a largish rounded head above what looked like 
a h igh collar, it had an arm v i s i b l e to the rig ht. The figure moved its head and 
changed positions. The UFO went behind trees east o f the witnes ses. 

Two more rebruary S i ghtings . 

Two r.:ore sight Lngs of unexplained lights were received by the Centre before the 
close of 1--ebruary. The first on the 12th from (;cilston Bay then on the 19th at Br ighton . 

It was a warm evening on the 12th and Mrs.L. D i enaar was on her front 11orch with two 
-.·.hildren seeking relief from the heat. A flash o f  l ight was noticed to the north west 
over :-a. l:aulkner and a s ta rlike white l i ght appeared travelling south. A second l ater two 
other 'imi l:1r lights were seen fol l ow i ng the first, one behind the other. 

Thl'y illU\'L·J South over the hil l s  towards Mt We l lin gton. Giving the i mp r essi on they 
\verc above a11J well beyond the h i l ls . The lead i ng light paus ed and the following lights 
men�cd \�ith 1t. The single ljght now chan ged brightness and moved up vertically at great 
spt'C'd :md then fa.JL•d out. The lights were i n view fo r about a minute. 

This \\'<LS to be a fi rst of a numb er of m erg ing, separating erratic lights reported 

over the llohart sub urb s hetwc·en February an d July. 
Br .ighton . 

A week later Miss R of Br i ghton wa� out early at 4.30am to prepare her horse for 
thl· d[1y's show jwnping. She left the house aild at once her atten t i on was caught by a br i l l ­
i � n t c i r c 1 c o f s t L' a J y o ra ng e 1 i g h t s . 

Fro:n our on - the - spot investigation it seems the l ights w ere about <J ki lometre away 
and 300mts off the ground ne ar the Brighton Army Camp . The lights may have covered an 
J .rc <l of 1 0 t u 1 Sl!t t s . 

The l.ights m(}vcd s outh west Vt.:ry slmd�, maintaining the same elevat i on . They stopped. 
2 or :) t iml.'S t hL·n passed in front of Jews l!i 11. (310mts,4km away) . N ext the l ights spe eded 
up and diminished to a dot as i f receeding to the south west. F i nal l y  the lights grew in 
size agai n (but not as large as when fir�t seen) as the_,· l·ame ln.1ck no rthwards . They passed 
out of sight behind hill;; to the south of '·iiss R. Thc.Lig hts had been in the area for 3 
minute:-;. The farm dogs with the \\· it n ess anJ her ho rse showed no reacti on to the l igh ts. 

The sky �·;as ov erc a s t with cloud ahout 1200mts. Enqu i ri es revealed that B righton 
Anny Camp received sor.1e calls ahout 1 ights over the car.1p early that morn i n g , none o f  the 
callers 1t'ft their n am es. 

:tiss R also saw a misty be:un nea r the l1ghts but this may have been f rom the camp 
sec:urity light s, al though the beam went off \vhen the l ights moved away. A common s ense 
investigation has left us \vi.th a puzzlin g cas e, the Centre's records s how s ighting s in the 
same .locale in 197l ( Brighton i\rmy Camp) an d 197 3 (Jews llill).

E rratic Lights at Mt. Stuart. 

A ca l l from the Hobart Police alerted the Cent re 
to the p o ssible sighting of a nocturna l l ight at 
�lt Stuart on the eveni ng of March 28th. Keith 
Roberts was on the scene in under an hour but 
nothing further was observed. The weather was mo s tly 
c loudy with a few cl ear patches . An i tem in the 
"Mercury" the fo l l owing day brought a nwnb e r  of 
callers and it seemed that at least three of thes e  
had indeed seen something strange. 

Our initial w i tn ess , a Nt Stuart student, was 
j us t return i ng home at 6. 5 5pm when he not i ced a moon 
s ized rotmd ba l l  to the west. It had red, o rang e, -
and purp l e co l ours a l l  merging tog ethe r. The ba l l 
was trave l l ing s outh and w i thin 15 s econds had 
moved b e hind Kn ocklofty. S econ ds l ater it reappeared 
g o ing north at great speed. 

The ba l l was g on e  i n  a few s econds but mad e a 
third and final appearance g o i ng back to th e South. 
This time it s e emed lower and c l os er and a whi stling 
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ERRATIC LIGIITS (Cont . )  

s otmd was h eard by the s t udent . Again it was lost t o  view behind Kno c k l o fty. 
A Sec ond Witne s s .  

I t  s e ems t hat M r s  Ca rr o f  New Town may have s een t h e  same light, s h e  placed t he t ime 
of her sighting as 6. 56pm. She heard a crack l ing noi s e  from out side and went t o  her 
front door . 

�l g oing t o  the front door Mrs Carr not i ced t he ha l l  was flooded with an orang e 
glow from out s i de. Once out sid e  she was surpris e d  t o  s ee t o  the w e s t  a moon s ized orang e 

_apricot colou r e d  b a l l  o f  light. It dart ed away t o  the north, t hen s e emed t o  come back 
t owards to wit ne s s  and pa us e . Mrs Car r felt a s  i f  s he was enveloped by an orang e beam 
o r  glow fo r a second o r  t wo. Then the l i ght shot o ff in a fla s h  t owa rds Mt. Direction . 
The incide n t  la s ted fo r s ome 5 o r  6 s e conds. 

Almost to t he minut e a llowrah calle r t o l d  o f  a .li g ht flas h i ng s outh over �1t. Nels on, 
whilst othe r wi tness es from Rane l agh and Sandy Bay not ice d s omet h i ng was head ing s outh 
ac ross t he sky. The Rane l agh c a ller was loo k i ng e a s t  t owards Hobart . 

Light Returns? 
Paul Go ur l ay of Mt Stuart had been to a nearby home and was jus t leaving wit h hi s 

fat hl�r at 7 .  30pm. when they saw what was tak en at firs t a s  being plane l ight s t o  the eas t . 
The lig ht was yellow t o  whi t e  in colour a n d  lo s i ng height as i t  moved south over 

Bellerive . (Inve s t i gat ion show s it may have be en a lot clo s er) . The light then went away 
downriver. Paul got in t o  the back of his fat h e r's ut i l i t y  prior t o  t h eir depart ure. 

/\:::,his fat he r bac ked t he ut ili ty out Pau l saw the light c oming bac k  up t he river 
(no rth) in a zigzag manne r .  A second t ime t he light depart ed t o  t he s outh s till zigzagging. 
Then looking la rger (�moon sized), rotmded with a sma l l  tail it came north onc e  more . 

The I ight slowed as it gained e l eva t ion and passed ov e r  hous e s  a t  Mt Stuart s ome !-2 
kilomet re from the witness. Paul feels sure he c ould hear a v i brating whis t le at this 
s tage . The l ight had b e en in the a rea fo r 3 to 5 min ut e s .  

The Centre rece i ved othe r c alls that even ing f rom West Hobart and lat e r  Sandy Bay 
desc ribin g similar s i gh t ings a l tho ugh on these occasions t he report s cou l d have been 

. meteo rites. 
Coil in s Cap . 

The flow of s i g htings t o  t he Cent re had pick e d  up and with it came two more unex­
-p l ained repo rt s  in early Apri l . One case was from Collin s Cap some 12 kmt s nort h wes t 

o f  Hobart , It is an area o f  st.eep bush- cove red hil l s  and small farms back ing ont o t he 
We ll ing t on Range. 

�Irs A was watching TV about l 1. 30pm wit h l i ght s off an d curt ains open . It was a 
fine clear night. Sl1e fi rst n o tice d the UFO due t o  it s flashi ng l ight s  o v e r  trees no rth 
wes t of t he farm. She didn't t ake much int erest until aft e r  the final TV p rogramme, t hen 
she went t o  the win dow for a be t t e r  look . 

The UFO appeared as a dome shaped a rea o f  b r i gl1t orange -white light wit h  abo ut 6 
flashin g whi t e  l i gh t s  b eneath. The object wh i ch had been s tat i on ary now s ta rt ed t o  angle 
down to t he nort h  d roppin g b eh i n d  tre e s  on the hil l side. It had an apparent � moon s ize. 
The desce nt too k 10 minu t es then the UFO loo k e d  to he very low ove r a cle a ring in t he 
lig ht t imbe r some 380mts away. Unable t o  mak e out what sh e was wat ch i ng Mrs A went t o  
cal l h e r  husband but o n  t heir r eturn the lig h ts had g on e. 

Ano ther strange event t oo k  place at t h e  farm s ome nights lat e r . Again Mr s A and 
her husband w e r e  watch ing TV about llpm . ·This t ime a l oud banging n o i s e  l ik e  a car doo r 
being s hut was hea rd out side the kit chen w i ndow. A s earch revealed not h i ng. Then a flash 
o f  squaris h l i gh t  was s een at t h e  win dow and the nois e heard again. Once more a chec k  re­
veal e d  no thing . The noise wa s heard o f f  an d on fo r somet ime. The next morn i ng the witne s s e s  
found t hat the ducks, cattl e  and dog s h a d  all moved away from t h e  ho us e are a. 

Errat i c  Light s Bac k. 
Hobart's errat i c  light was back again on Apri l 7th, t his t ime be i ng s een by two 

Mont rose \<.·it nes s e s  about 6 . 2 0pm. During t heir evening meal t h e  couple no ticed a very 
larg e s i l ve r  light, much bi g g er than a s tar but no t as b i g  as the moon. The light was 

_stat iona ry to t he north r oughly o v er the Ca dbury's Fact o ry dire c t i on. 
Two event s occure d t hat added s t rangene s s  t o  t he ca s e s. Fi r s t ly an aircraft was.s e en 

heading t owar ds Hobart Airport a cros s the clear s ky. A s  i t  approa che d t he light dimmed, 
then b e c am e  quit e b right onc e  t he plane had depart ed. 

The light had been v i sible for about 5 minut e s  be for e  it jus t s eparat ed int o  two 
smaller light s which flew o ff at cons id erab l e speed in a zigzag fashion t owards the nor t h  
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ERRATIC LIGHTS (Cont.) 
east. 

The s i milarity between this report and the Mt Stuart zig zagging light , and other 

si ghtings that follm·;ed were quite marked. Zigzag movement, separat ing and merg ing lights 
in most report s. 

A FLAP DEVELOPS 
A lull for the rest of April follo wing the Montro s e case prccecded an increase of 

sightings by late May. 
The early house of Apr il 30th brought a repo rt fro m Lena h Valley, the lone witness 

returning home glimpsed an area of light s eem ing ly above anear by gully. He stopped his car 
and returned to the si ghting point. A disc -shaped areao f white light with red flashing 
li ghts at each end was observed. The obj ect with a glow below renwineJ st ationa ry o ver 
a gully in front of Mt Wellington. Afte r 5 mi nutes and with no further traffic about the 

witness left the a rea . 
A Busy E vening . 

The evening of :-.lay 8th brought two, possibly 3 unidentified reports with in 40 minutes. 
Initially three K in gs ton witnesses noticed a very bright white light low towards 

�It. W el l ington , the wit ness es went 0utside to watch the light for 4 minutes. It w�s losin g 
elevat .ion :1s it crossed in front of che mo untain ' s southern slopes, then on a steady course 

mov(.•J lm,· o ver the bush-covered hills near the Hobart Waterworks. It app e nr ed to go out of 
-dght behind the hills. A simila r report came fro m the Ridgeway a rea on June 1st but due 
to .inconclusive deta i ls the report was of low value. 

Another report in which follm,• up was not possible also ca.Jne on the evening uf the 
8tn, this t ir:w from South Hob:.trt. A l � rge h1hitt, light was seen passing from Mt We llington 
toh·ard:-. Lenah Valley. One wo nders if there was a connection between the King ston and 
fo l l owj ng New Tmvn report . 

Mr. .J. Carroll was d r iv i n g north on Main Rd, New Town at 8.20pm when he first s aw 

:.1 l:1rge round white l i gh t approaching from the dire ction of Lenah Valley. The light was 
heading on a .'Jorth Easterly cour�c that tooh. i t across the road ahead at 1 ight aircraft 
:�pee d . OncE: aero�� thL road the light sc·emed to curve more to the nnrth and became sta t ­
i on:J rr ov<.: r the Ri .s do n  Zinc \'.'ork s a rca. 

The \vi t n e.::, s s topped h i s \.:a r :.1 n d t r i. e d t o w ave d ovm o the r w i t ness e s , a t as h. h c was 
unsuccL's.sfull �t.. lie \vatciled the li gh t for some 8 m i nutes as it remained in the sky pr ior 
�o f�dint; out. Just before it disappeared, two smalle r fluo res cent type lights s eparated 

from the original li g ht and went a\vay to the north. 

Port lluon. 
As our run of mid-ye�r s ight ing s continued they appeared to sp read to one or two

watch and saw the lights reappea r from behind the h i ll sj 
on t \vO more occasions over the next coup1 e of m inut es . I

Tasman Peninsula. 

The night following t he Glenorchy report (May 28th) 
the UFO's moved to the Tasman Peninsula, why is another 
question. 

A coup 1 e of "i tness es saw a 1 arge amber 1 ight bet\veen 
th e hill� north east of Po rt A rthur. It \\'Ou ld blink off every 
three �inutes then re-appear. The l ight whi ch looked large 
an d ro un d  even t ua lly mov ed slowly off to the north east. 

The rna in Tasman s ight ing o ccured on �1ay 30th. 

Mr.O. Bittennan was retu rning home to Nubeena, it was 6.:25pm as he neareJ his home. At 
first he thought there was something wrong with his car'� electronics as the area w as lit 
up by a s eries of hlue flashes. At the same t ime anothe r resident also saw the b l ue flashes. 

�1e3nwhile Bitterman noticed an ell i pt ical shaped object in the south eastern sky, 
it �ccmeJ to be the s ource o f  the flashes o f  blue. The ohject was mov i ng slow ly across 
Stonn Bay. It was a bri ght o range and whit e w i th a flash every few min utes f rom the rear 
of the o b ject . 

. \rriving home Mr Bittennan called o ut to his wife to view the UFO, still visible 
going away to the n o rthwes t. The UFO was in v iew fo r some con s i derable time (25 mins. ) 
before it was lost from s i ght behind Mt Commtmication. About t he same t ime a ne i ghb our 
said his TV set suffered from i nter fe ren c e; of course this may have no connection with 
the IJFO but it is a point of some interest. 

The Same Night. 
The s am e evening as the Nubcena case the same of s i mila r  light was seen from Port 

ARthur. The wit n ess cou l d  n o t  recal l the exact time of the sighting but the bright glowing 
\�hitc light was in t he no rt h \vest sky tow- a rJs Nubeena. The obj ect was sending out bright 
shafts of light anJ seemeJ to be g rowing in size. Out witness loo ked away briefly an d 
when he looked back there \\'as nothing to he seen. 

A lonP w i tnl'SS out shooting ncar Opposum Bay that night at 10. 30pm al so saw a 
strange 1ight, it came o ver the hills from the east. The li ght was e stimated as being 
or.ly lOrnts off the ground anJ passeJ 400 mts to the north of the 14 year old witness. 

The "noctur:1al l ight" looked like a silver soccer ball edged with red and with a 
r:cJ L1 i 1 or cone behind . It was tH.'ading tm,arJs the Derwent River and passed s ilent ly out 
over t he river. Once to the west t he tail c oulJ no longer be s een. Then it seemed to rise 
an d di �appcar in the hills ncar Blackmans Bay. The si ght in g lasted several min utes. 

Last Case. 
Details of the last Tasman Peninsula case came from �lr G. Batchelor , he told of 

seeing a large \-.'hite light low o ver Norfolk B ay ah out 9pm on June 1st. He was i n  t he 
compan.\· of :1 s<:"cond \v.i tncss. 

The \,·itncsses \vere t ravelling from Taranna to :\uhccna when they not i c ed a n car 
moon-�·.ized light to their no rth. lt looked to be 20mts Jbovc the water an d l1;z kmts distant. 
Initially it \vas stationary and l ighting up the \-.'ater beneath. 

The light soon mo ved off to tht' \\est gaining elev c.1 ti on as .it went. The witnes s es 
stopped their t ruck to watc h the light, \vhi.ch they estimated as n ow do i ng l60kph. The 
l i ght went h .ig he r and fainter in the distance and afte r being watched for 6 or 7 minutes 
if faded f rom view. 

Back to t he City. 
�irs B. Rumley was at the Wa rrane Drive In on the night of June 11th when the usual 

manowvcring lights retu rne d over ! loh a rt at 8pm. The 1 ights looked like stars wi th red 
an d silver colours. The firs t l ight appeared to be trave l ling across the sky then parted 
into two l ights. 

The lights then t ravel l ed toget her, faded ru1d hrightened at various times over a 
prolonged period. The lights came together aga i n and then separated . 

The lights were still visihl� when the family left the Drive In, as they headed north 
to Bridgewater the l i ghts seemed to be left behind more over the city area, on c e  in the 
vall ey towa rds New Norfo lk they lost sight o f  th e lights . 

The invest i gator heard of others se ein g  the 1 ight s at the Drive In, a l so from an 
Eastern Shore sub urb but a follow - up on full dl'tails o f  these claims was not possible.

Two repo rts o f  strange l ight s  over N ew No rfo l k  and Kempt on feat ured in t h e  media w i th 
some d e t ai l  of l i gh t s  s e en w i thin 30 minut es o f  each other on t h e  morning o f  Jun e 22nd . 

Mrs. H. Markham w a s  up ear l y  about Sam . and v i ew i ng the dark s ky·t o t h e  s out h of New 
No r fo l k .  To t he l e ft top of her wi ndow an object appeared moving down and acros s her 
fi eld o f  v i s ion . The UF O t ook about a minut e t o  pass from her view. It w as h ard to te l l  
but t h e  obj e c t  may have pas s ed i n  fron t o f  P eppermint Hill and gone out , or mo v ed behind 
t he h i l l .  

The UFO was c i rcu l ar but sma ller t h an moon-s i z ed in app earan ce. It was a g l owing whit e ,  
it s eemed t o  g l is t en around the edg es and have a ne t l ike c entre . 

At 5. 35arn th at morning Mrs M. Rans l ey o f  Kempt on w as getting into her car to go t o  
work wh e n  she first n ot i c ed a g l ow over t h e  hi l l  t o  t he eas t o f  the t own . A l a rge whjte 
l ight then appeared o ver t he hil l and ascended t o  an e s timated 35 deg ree e l e vation . 

�Irs Ransley c a l l ed her daughter (10) out t o  s ee t h e  l ight , wh i ch by now h ad don e 
a right ang l e  t urn and was h eading s outhwards at a s l ow s p e ed .  

Mrs Rans l ey h ad t o  l e ave for work and kept her ey e on t he l ight as she drove s outh 
on the Mid l and Highway to l loba rt about SOkm t s d i s t an t . The l ight l ooked about quarter 
moon-sized, was c i rcu l ar , but had a cone area of l ight to on e s i de . 

At B agdad 10 kmts sout h  o f  Kemp t on, Mrs Rans l ey s t opped her car to l ook at t h e  light 
wh i ch was slO\"lY gettin g further to her s out h eas t and trave l ling s l i gh t ly f as t er t han 
her car . 

She continued on to work in Hoha rt , period i cally g l ancing at th e l i ght lllt i l  nearing 
Hobart's nort hern s uburbs , wi th extra t raffic , she did not l ook for the l ight until 
arr i ving at work. The l i gh t  was no l onger v]sibl e, i t  had b e en in v i ew for up to 30 
mi nut e s . 

A Clo s e  Encount er .  
Mr s L. llubbard "·as r e t u rn i ng hom e  t o  Richmond on June 2 3rd ,  the t j  me was 7. 30pm 

when a f l ashing p i nkish light was f\Oticed low over t he t own ahead, Mrs Hubbard was 
app ro a�h i ng from the n o rth on t he Ca.11pani a Road. The 1 ight was l ow and had th e distant 
hi lls behind it . The wit n ess was pu:z l cd by the l ight whi ch did not appear t o  be a star 
as the sky was v e ry o ver cas t .  

As she approach ed Richmond the l i ght seemed t o  mo v e  away t o  the s o ut h  a l it t l e  
but became stat i onary over t h e  town's c en t ral blqck . There was no o ther traffi c around 
whe n  Mrs Hubba rd pu 11 ed up h er car, wound down the wi ndow to l ook·· at t he UF O n ow on l y  
lOOm t s  aw ay and 30rnts abo v e  the groun d . 

Th e p i nkis h f l a s hing l i g ht was in fact i n  the centre o f  a dark shape of rectangular 
out l ine . Th e s i ze was est i m ated as 3 m t s  long by 1 metre in h eight . It j us t  s eemed to 
be f l oat i n g  there . 

Mrs Hubbard j ust gazed at the object for a number o f  minut e s  t hen decided t o  drive 
aro und the b l o ck to l ook for o t her w i t n e s s e s , and hop e fu l l y  to s ee what t he o t h er s ide 
of the UF O l ooked l ike . As s oon as s he moved o ff t he UFO w en t  away t o  the n o rth west 
and in 3 0  s econds had van i s hed . Th e r e  was n o  n o i s e  and the object trave l l ed away on a l eve l 
fl i ght . 

Th e w i t nes s drove around the bl o ck but a s  s he saw no one e l s e ,  she carried on to her 
home a s hort d i s tance south of her p rev ious parking point . Whi l s t  un l o ading her car she 
g l anced back and was di sturbed to s ee that t he UFO had returned and was on ce ag a i n  
stationary over the t own . Mrs Hubbard w ent ins i d e  and await ed the arriva l  o f  h e r  hus band 
s ome 20 minutes l ater; there was not h ing t o  b e  s e en .  

The w i tnes s contact ed the Airport at once and was advis ed there had been no aircraft 
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in t h e  area at t he t ime o f  t he s ig h t i n g . Mrs . Hubbard p ro ved t o  be a p re c i s e  and art i cul at e 
w i t n es s w it h  no p re v i ous i n t er e s t  in t he UFO p h enomen a .
