A record dry for unexplained reports to the Centre has just occured.
Explanations seemed forthcomming for all cases reported from July 1982 until
August 1983. A number of strange events seemed to have occured near Lonnovale
about Christmas/New Year but although not explainable by the Centre the

reports seemed to be of Paranormal events although similarities to some UFO
cases dould not be ignored.

: August just passed suddenely brought a spate of calls to the Centre,
almost as if everyone had noticed the night sky once again with its normal
phenomena such as meteorites, astronomical objects, aircraft etc: However,

obtaining full details of all the cases seemed as hard as waiting for a

good report to come to hand in the past twelve months so that all information

is not yet complied.

TA 83040. Broadmarsh Road.
The witness with his son was travelling north on the Broadmarsh Road
about 8pm on August 6th. The road runs north from Brighton to Elderslie some
30k north of Hobart.

They noticed an unusually bright light to the north east at tree top
level above a hill 1n that direction. It appeared to be a yellow pulsating
oval shape, about 3 moon sized. It had the appearnce of partioning lines in
the centre,

It looked to tavel slowly at first in a southerly direction,but
remained at all times above the hill line., The object finally travelled in
an arc of nearly 360degrees so that it was travelling back in a northerly
direction. The object was in sight for some 10 minutes as the witnesses
drove north, then as they stopped their car for a short while. The witnesses
travelled on and lost sight of the object in the north at an estimated 45degree
elevation, They felt that it was some distance away from their location, possibly
some 15k. The moon and Venus were also noticed at the time of the sighting
which occured in a rural area.

TA 83044. Howrah.

The sighting on August 18th however was by contrast from the Hobart
suburb of Howrah. The witness was up early (6.45am) to draw back the
curtains of her riverside flat. The view is a superb one of the city with

The witness was a bit suprised to see a very bright white flashing
star like light just south of the mountain summit. It was moving southwards
but soon commenced an erratic manner of travel. Over the southern end of
the mountain it went up and down, then travelled at one stage back to the
north before turning to reume its southern movement,

This all took several minutes. Then the light stopped for 2 or 3
minutes befare travelling on again further out over the south end of the
mountain, Again it halted briefly but this time it went straight down to
apparently disappear behind the mountainside.

The Venus sized + light flashed about once every 2 seconds, but
nothing more than a light was seen at any time. The weather was mainly fine
at the time after an overnight temperature of about A4deg with a light southerly
wind and some strato cumulus cloud.
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More Reports. .-=
TA 83043. Jericho. :

This report came to the Centre's attention via the
Examiner newspaper in Launceston The witness being from
Launceston contacted them following the sighting. At
present investigations are yet to be finalised.

The case was reported in the Hobart Mercury on August
11th but no other witnesses to the event contacted the
Centre.

About 8.45pm on August 9th the passengers in a vehicle
travelling south on the Midland Highway spotted something
strange near Jericho. A bright light was noticed in the
sky to their right front.

The next thing there was an object alongside the road
claimed the driver of the car. It was estimated to be 3m
above the ground and some 10m from the car.

The object was described as a circle of bright silver
with a blue area in the middle top of the light mass. Also
on the top perimeter were triangular white .lights. The
light was so bright thatsurrounding paddocks, trees, fences
etc:were 1lit up, there was no need for headlights said the
witness,

The light mass stayed alongside the car for about? to. 4
minutes. Then it was gone in the blink of an eye, it just
looked like a streak of white light going up into the sky
at a 15 degree angle. There seemed to be a rushing air type
noise during the sighting.

Copping Sighting.

What left the mark on the hillside at Copping, was it
caused by the strange ilashing light seen in the area? A
check by the Centre seems to indicate that the mark may be
nothing more than Fairy Fungus. The light that was seen though
still seems to be inexplicable. Two independant witnesses
saw the light but only one of the witnesses wanted to give us
all the details.

Sometime during the first half of August, one evening just
after dark the witness Mr C was going out his back door when
he saw a light flashing on a hill 500m to his south east. His
first though was the light was from possum shooters. The flash-
ing li:ht seemed to be waving about in different directions.
The flashing light seemed to be on the left lower part of a
paler yellow mass of light.

The light remained in the same location for a couple of
minutes so he had time to call out his wife. The light mass
then moved across the sky towards the south west. He could now
see it clearly as an oval/round shape some5-6m long. He estimates
the light was only doing 20kph and was eventually obscured by
trees on'a hill to his south.

Another witness in the area the light disappeared reported
seeing a bright light that 1lit up the area but no further detail
could be gained by the Centre. :

Some weeks later the witness (Mr C.) and a friend went up
the hill and found a clear ring in the paddock the light was see
in., Although it had rained a lot the earth in the ring was dry
and s-:emed to have a white substance in it. Sample taken by
the Centre in October suggest that Fairy Fungus was responsible
for the 8.75 m diameter circle.

Another: theory on the
mysterious events in Tan-
Wood came ftdm Lotd *
Clancarty, 72, the somewhat
eccentric head of a world-
wide UFO believers group
called “Contact”. :
He claimed that the UFO
was manmade ,,. an ex-
perimental flying saucer de-
veloped secretly by the U.S.
using “electro-magnetic ener-
gy" from outer space.
But the claims of the UFO
investigators have been dis-

} missed by the U.S. Air Force.

It says that Lt.-Col. Halt's
report was not official and no
investigation was carried out,
“There wasn't an officlal in-
vestigation when it happened
and we certalnly have no
Interest in it now,” a spokes-
man said. .
