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INVESTIGATIONS 1983 
Only two series of events broke the calm of 1 9 83. Some 

pu=zling p�ranormal events with a strange black shape at 
the start of the year, then a few unexplained reports all 
of which occured in August. 

A lone repor+ initially of a grey ball suspended in mid 
air led us to a complex series of events at a number of 
houses in a Southern country district. Tappings and. bumps, 
clicking noises, frightened dogs, black shapes and a foggy 
ball made up for a string of puzzling events that lasted 
over many months. 

August brought a flow of calls to the Centre including the 
first unidentified case since July 1982. 
Ref TA83040 Broadmarsh Road 

The first sighting took place on August 6th on Broaamarsh 
Roan runnins north to Elderslie some 30kmts north of Hobart. 

The two witnesses noticed an unusually bright light to the 
north east at tree top level above a hill in that direction. 
It was a yellow pulsating oval shape about half moon sized. 
It had the apJ:earance of partitioning lines in the centre. 

It seemed to �ravel slowly to the south at first, but then 
t11::._-r:ed ar..:,und so that it was hea:iins back to the north. The 
witnesses stopped to watch the object and in all had it in 
view about 10 minutes. They lost sight of the object when 
they continued on up the road. The sighting occured in a rural 
area and both the moon and Venus were visible in the sky. 
TA83043 Jericho 

Three days later on August 9th a sighting was reported 
by a motorist whilst passing through the Jericho area. It 
is approxima�elr another 30krnts north of the previous report. 

About 8.45pm a passenger in the car noticed a bright light 
in the sky to the right front of the car. The next thing there 
was a mass of light in the paddock alongside the road, the 
light mass see�ed to stay with the car for some minutes before 
streaking up into the sky at a 15 degree angle. It was gone 
in the blink of an eye. 

The object was described as a circle of bri8ht silver with 
a blue area in the middle on top of the mass. Also on the top 
perimeter were triangular white lights. The light was so bright 
tha� surro0nding paddocks, trees, fences,etc: were lit up so 
bright there was no need for headlights. There seemed to be a 
rus�ing air type noise d�ring the sighting. The light �ass was 
estiwated to be 3c above the ground and 10� from the car.

Inve stigati on by 
thE �entre revealed the ri�g ·was most likely due to "Fairy 
Fungu E" .
