ur June 84 .ew3letter carried inforrmation on a report
from November 1983 from the West Coast. A motorist claimed he had
lost control of his car whilst driving home to Stringers Creek from
M™1lah. 4 blue circle of intense 1lights remained above his car
during the incident. The event lasted some 11 minutes during which
time his car coverea over 30kmts of winady road. “he witinecszses' wife
was rerorted to have seen the lights as the motorist arrived at his
home. we now have some details from ine wife.

She says 1he area of their camp was lit up by a brilliant
light arnd on going outside she hewrd a, "nigh powered supersonic
humming sound? Then she saw a brilliantly 1iit circle of lights app-
roaching, they passed away quickly to thne nortn over Mt Livingstone.
Her nhukbeand ar-ived home a few minutes later and described his exp-
eriences with the car, she thought he was pulling her leg. However,
he stuck to his story, arnd she later talked to the m:lkcontractor
and found he had been to Tullah as claimed.

Similarities between this case and the August 20th, 1979
incident on the Murchison Highway north of Tullah seem to stretch
coincidence to breaking point. A green light appeared behind the car

of a lone motorist heading north to the North west Coast. Tne car lost
power to 50kph as the inside of the vehicle some how 1lit up. The
engine ran on at the same speed despite thie driver deing gear changes
and applying the brakes. Despite curves and nills tne car went at the
same speed for some 10kmts, the light sta;ing behind even on a steep
hill when the witness thoughtit should have been obscured. Suddenly
the light was no longer there and the car reverted to normal. Another
puzzle was that both the car ciock and witnesses watch stoppecd for
the duration of ihe 1ght1ng.

EOPLE throughout Soothern Tasmania
reported seeing a strange bright light
Igravelkng scross the sky at about 9.30 on
Saturday aight.

Telepbones at The Mercury, the Weath-
or Bureau, and the Tasmanian UFO
Investigation Centre were kept busy as
peopie tried to find out what the light was.

Calls came in frowm « wide area of
Southern Tasmanie, all gave a time of about
9.30 to 9.40pm, whilst descriptions were all
basically the same, a brilliant light with a
tail, seen iow to the west and going to the
soutn or south east for 30seconds to maybe wp
to 2 minutes. It was soon -eviuent that a large
meteorite or space Jjunk had burnt up in the
atmosphere over South wWestern Tasmania.

Sunday saw further calls coming in
from as far away as Savage River to witnesses
at Southport. Enquiries also came from the media
who had now latched onto the event due mainly
to the large, number of enquiries to the media
and authorities. Coverage in Tasmania's two
rajor daily newspapers failed to mention the
Centre's probable explanation of the incident.
This meant further calls during Monday and
Tuesday from the public who wanted to know what
was the explanation for the lights.

We convinced the Launceston Exam-
iner that this type of event was easier to
account for than many of the puzzling localized
sightings. They also ran coverage of a sighting
from Greens Beach that had occured on Julyi5th.
T:is was despite their refusal to cover the
sighting when the ventre provided them with
a press release on the event in July?
