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YEAR TO DATE

It is disappointing to report that little information has come
into the Centre from fellow Australian Groups in the first half
of 1985. West Australia once agein reports Nocturnal Lights with
some similar cases in South Austraiia but otherwise no suggestion
of any extra strange cases have come to our attention from the
island to the north.

The Centre has now been in the Southern Tasmanian Telephone

Directory for two years. The initial year saw little effect on
the incoming reports to the Centre but in recent weeks the phone
has run hot. 4 survey of callers has revealed how witnesses cobt-
ained our telephone number. About 50% checked the Telephone Dir-
ectory or contacted Telerhone Information. EKoughly 15% in each
case contacted the Police, rang because of a newspaper item, or
had prior knowleage of the Centre's existence due to friends, rrev-
lous, eighting, Representative. The source of othner cases have
been Department ol Aviation, weatner Bureau, Universiity, rlus &
couple of Hoax calils.,

The Cemntre so far in 19&5 has had an increased number of rep-
orts to investigate. Contacts have come from a wide zrea of the
state which is encouraging for the Executive., Telerhone calls have
been received from the Huon , Deloraine, Burnie, and rast Coast.
Three cases are still unuer investigation, Glenorchy, Richmond and
Fingal (see later in hewsletter).

Howrah Affair.

The cause for many calls auring hay has been the repeated
appearance of one or at times two red/orange lig..ts seen moving
over the Hobart Lkacstern shore suburb of Howrah. Tane first case
that came to our attention was on April 30th. 4 large orange light
was seen going siowly North west from Bellerive just to the north
of Howran. Tne light just seemed to go down sudcenly and aisagppear.
Several more wiinesses contactea the Centre on lay3rd about 8.15pm
when a large orange/rea light passed just overhead in Baragon St
Howarh and headed south over the Lerwent kiver. The sighting was
repeated two nights later except this time trne light was seen to
be stationary above scme houses then moved up and awzay as if re-
leased.

Further reports came the next weekend May 11/12th, descrip-
tions now mentioning falling pieces and flickering before the light
just seemed to go out. A Hobart Radio Stetion ran an item after a
call on UFOs over Howarh, but thev also ran a response from the
Centre as to a possible expianation for the lignts. Further calls
came into Talk Back Shows as more residents in Howrah noticed the
orange drifting iights. DMultiple calls on the sightings came
again on NMay 17th anad 19th but by now we felt sure that person or
persons unknown were letting off some type of device on a fairly
regular basis from the Howrah area. The falling pieces and flicrer-
ing pefore aisappearing suggesteC a bzlion of some type with a
light source pelow. The nights had beern mainly calm so that the
lights had travelled slowly or scemed to almost be stationary at
times.

There may have been a lack of sightings at the close of

1984 but the o0ld cases thnat came to light were iull of interest. Tnis
1979 report was mentioned in the Advocate at the end of September
that year but we were unavle to locate the witness. Now six years
later a chance remark from a witness on the North west Coast has 1led
us to Mr Z. The report is described in his Own WOrdS.:..eeeecossseee
"Inis sighting happened some six years ago and I cannot
remember everything but I was First Mate of the ketch Lady Jillian
on a passage from Whitemark to Launceston. We were about 10 miles ENE
of Low Head. (time was 10pm on Sept22nd) It was calm and clear and
we had a new Furno Radar and with the novelty and close proximity of
the coast I was keeping a good radar and visual lookout.

I saw the lights and straight away found it also had a
radar echo which put the elevation below 25°. The object was off
West Bluff and hovering with a steady white light shinning onto the
sea. As we got closer the reflection of the light filled the wheelhouse
as well as lighting up the wnole of the vessel. It also haa a red and
green light which I think were flashing. (paper item mentions that the
lights were flashing)

The lights s.owly started to move to the NNE, the white
light went out and away it went. I had its bearing and distance on
the radar and when it went off the radar at 23miles I could calculate
its speed at 250nautical miles per hour. The sighting lasted 15 to

20minutes",
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GEORGETOwWN SOUNDS

Members may recall the sightings from Georgetown in 1982
of an erratic red light that seemed to be accompanied by a high speed
whistle/whizzing sound.(rather hard to describe?) The Centre recorded
six events, although there were more sightings for waich sufficient
detail could not be obtained. The reports occured from February to
May but the bulk cf the ceses were in May.

£1]1 sightings were basically the same, the sound wgs
heard, the witnesses went outside and observed a red light in the
sky apparently at no great aistance. The light moved acorss the sky,
mostly from north to south, the accompemying sound would disappear as
the light was lost to view although on some nights the same or similar
sound was heard but no 1li ht seen. The witnesses were established
residents of the town and were familiar with the nearby Comalco Works.

On two occasions a tape recording was made of the sound and a copy

was obtained by the Centre.
Expert co.:mernt from the United States suggested that some

sort of burglar/fire alarm could be responsible for the noise. Other
suggestions have been of some type of Industrizl alarm.

Inquiries if anytrhing have made the cases more puzzling.
Another tape recording has been uncovered, this time from September
of 1982. The case is a czrbon copy of the earlier events which is why
the reports are so puzzling. If the sound is an alarm of some type
why are all the red lights seen? W was about to go to bed about 10.45pm
when he heard an unusual noise coming from outside his Georgetown home.
He took his Cassette recorcer to the frcnt door and noticed a red light
low to the west and seemingly the source of the noise. He made a brief
recording of the sound then went back inside as it was a very cold
night. The noise stopped after a while.

Contact has been made with Comalco amd Temco by the Centre
but they are of the opinion that the noise does not emanate from their
works. They also point out trat residents would be familiar with
works noises from the factories. Enquiries with the Police also failed
to reveal anything, even invsstigation of falty alarms in the shopping
centre of the town was of much help. Two other mentions of red lights
being observed were uncovered but due to the passage of time not
enough detail(dates, etc:) could be obtained.

For the present things have come to a standstill on the

Georgetown noige and light.



. OCCUFANT SEEN, OLD CASE OF 1975.

Early 1975 saw a spate of sightings in the Lake District esp-
ecially around thne Interlaken area. The witness to this Midlands
occupant report saw an item in the Hobart Mercury some weeks after
the sighting. This was the Lake Sorell case of February 26th that
appeared in the news scme weeks later, his occupant case must have
occured about the same date in February. He newver came Iorward at
the time) as ‘tliegre seemed. little.point -in-telling the story as no
one could do anything about it.

A was building a shed on a Midland property and the sighting
occured-as~he was driving up..to .his Jjob from Hobart,. it .was .a fine
sunny morning around 7am. A heard a thumping noise and thought that
something was wrong with his car, the sound was to continue tnrough
the sighting until the object had moved awzy.

At this point A was a bit suprised to see a long dome shzped
object come up from behind his vehicle on the driver's side (South).
A though that whatever it was may land and just kept on driving to
see what happened. The object had three figures on a ric that ran
around the object which seemed to have a clear dome over it. The
object was g01ng & bit faster than A's SOkph and over something like
1/2kilometers of road moved slowly ahead. when A reached the turn off
for the farm the object was now far enough ghead to cross the farm
road and than headed north/north west and was lost to sight over

idls in thet-direotions.
The object was some 30m from the road and 20m above the paddocks.

It looked big 20m wide and maybe up to 15m high. It was circular with
a rim arouné the base of a dull grey dome that was encased by a clear
dome that ceme aown to the edge of the rim. There seemel to be a door
set in the centre of the witnesses view.

The three Iigures that were seen were standing on the rim in
front of the door. One was facing the direction of travel, the second
and centre figure was facing towards A, wnilst the third was back on
and secsmed to be looking inte the docr. The three figures although
short by terrestial standards looked to be normally p*oportlonea. A
did not nctice feet or footware, the edge of the rim mey have biocked
his view. The hands and face were the only uncovered portions of the
body, they w:re wearing a brown one peice garment, close fitting. The
figures rexzinded him of men on the way to work, watching the passing
countryside. Ee felt that the second figure saw him but took no
noticeas if he'd seen cars/motorist etc: before. The figure that faced
him had feztures that reminded him of the "Bhudda", lonzer than usual
eyes, fatter nose, and maybe slightly wider mouth. A noticed nc move-

Cn getting back intc bed Mrs T noticed a large
light, this was soon Jjoined by a light that
seemed to come from overhead, and a third light
that came from the horth East. Over the next
couple of hours thne lights moved &about in a
random pattern. There was always one light in
view, at times the other lignts had moved from
her field of vision.

Eventually only one light was visibtle in the
distance when an aircraft was seen neading to
Eobart Airport.(landed 3.28ar) The this light
came closer and changed to a red colour, the bedroom was now 1lit up
with an amber glow. The light looked to be statiorary some 200m from
the house. After several minutes it receeded tc thlie North East and
was not seen again.

Our latest case is from the Fingzl erea. A single witness rerorted
the sighting originzlly to the Launceston Examiner. The event
occured on kayi15th about 1.50am. Tne witness says he saw winking
lights moving over the pacdock alonzside the road.The colours were
green, orange, yellow, and violet. The four lights with a spherical
green glow moved out of sight over a low hkill. There was no noise.
As the witness drove on the cliouds above the spot where he had last
seen the lights were iiluminated with & purple hue. Investigations
into the case are continuing.
