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YEAR TO DATE 
Since our last Newsletter (June 85) information has come 

�o hand on sightings around Australia. 
West Australia and South Australia seem to have most of 

the reports but some strange e vents have come out of Papua-New 
Guinea and after a long spell of inactivity from 1ew South wales 
also. Queensland and Victoria like Tas�ania have only had a few 
cases this year. Nothing new has occured on the local scene since 
May, although a �os s ible new case near Fingal has so far eluded 
us ( see Tasm ania). 

Aus tralia 
It now seems that tfie initial action of the year at Oldea 

where a train was alleged to have been affected by near by lights 
was just a b:!:'eak d own. Distant light s were seen at the time but 
were of low strangenes s. 

A car pace from Bee chboro ( WAu st ) was more puzzling on 
January 4tt. TLen later in tre month, br ight lights were re ported 
from the C airns distri ct of l-crthern Queen :land . The �ost detailed 
�e;o:!:'t was of 3 or 4 lights in � row, t�e cen�re li�hts pulsating 
orange �o greer.. i 

A couple of Kew Sou�t Wales cases came later in January. 
rwo Davistown witnesses in a car saw a five sided ob j ect with lights 
pass over their car, a smooth hu.LLE.ing noise was heard at the time 
of tte cl se approach of the bject. So3e days later a man on the 
beach at "'rr:::.na sig::ted a " mas s of lights " . It was soundle s s and 
esti�ated to be the size of a jumbo jet. It was also esti�ated to 
be at an altitude of 300�. 

I apua-New Guinea ap�ears on the scene for the first time 
it seems in an age. In February a 1 1 foreign object" was reported 
frorr the South Fly area, then on the 24th tweleve UFOs w�re seen 
by vill�gers outside Kund·awa. ( see cutt ings) . . 

i.arch saw Tasrrania's first case a nocturnal light report 
from Gleno�chy. However, it is a possible occupant case that next 
ca tches t�e attention, let's hopw we Lear more about this later. 
The sightin g occurred at �est Pennat Hills(NSW) on March 5th. Two 
teenagers allegedly sighted a UFO as large as a house. It rose 
behind some trees and t�en se ttled down again . This was followed 
by the appearance of torch-like beams shining on their car and beings 
with long arms started to walk towards them. They drove off at 
high speed. 

Only one case of note oc curred in April when a Goolwa (SA) 
witness reported a b"ight light resting on the Murray .River. It 
appeared to be giving off bearrs of light. Further reports came from 
Scutt Aus-ralia the following month. On May 1 7th a motor-mechanic 
repo�ted a si�hting from the Yorke Peninsula. The car radio crackled 
when a bli � J � ing white light appeared shining a light into his car. 
�he light �oved in to the c-ouds a few time� hefore disappearing •

New South Wales was in the news again on May 26th when a 
security guard at Campbelltown said he frightened off a flying 

·saucer with his flashlight. He says he saw a huge bright saucer; 
he flashed his torch towards it and it started zigzagging about. 
Returning later the light was still there so he flashed his torch 
again and it stopped zigzagging and shot off into space. 

West Australia took over the activity by mid-year,with a claim 
that street lights went out at MtBarker on May 19th when a blue 
object passed over the town. On May 24th a motorist near Roleystone 
saw a bright red/orange object. He stopped to watch and the object 
came down in a falling leaf motion and moved overhead. The witness 
suffered sore eyes, nausea and a headache afterwards. Staying in WA 
a bright light lit up a Marylands flat on June 7th. Two yellow and 
one blue light were seen close by. Two days later on June 9th two 
pilots flying out of 1···t Newman observed a bright orange object app­
roach from the west. The object stopped dead, then lost altitude 
and pulled away at the same time. Another motorist event occurred on 
June 14th with yet another orange light that followed his car for an 
hour. wnen the light was at its closest the witness claimed his car 
became hot inside.

An ABC item refering to July 26th recounted details of an object 
with a red light viewed from North Eastern Victoria by many wi�nesses. 

A plane from Benalla took off but was no nearer t.he obJect when it 
reached 15000ft. The object was tracked by �.elbourne A irpor t  radar 
and was last seen from an oil rig in Bass Strait. The event failed 
to make the newspapers but �est Coa s t Rep: Fet�r Zeihmeister ��de 
enquirie s and was advise- it was a ballon. 

wo weeks later on August 9th tte �entre, We ather Bureau and 
Hobart.Airport receive d many cal]s describing a silver object prom­
inent against the blue southern sky . The intense silver object moved 
sl owly a·w-ay to the south east. Af ter some confusion the Eo.bart \r'eather 
Bureau sai d it was a high altitude research ballon released at Pine 
Gap. It was tracked by HobaYt Airport on radar at 30,000m. 

Another event caugh� tte me�ia's attention, tnis time Neville 
Wran, Pre:�ier of NSW , together with the pilot s of his jet sighted 
a silver oblong object above them whilst over the New South wales 
lorth Coast. This time it w�s September 5tb and two days later the 
Sydney Weather Bureau s aid they �racked an object at 30,000m over 
Coffs Harbour. 

On September 9th the silver object made its appearance over 
Kalgoorlie before it made off towards the sea. Again it was followed 
on radar, this time from Perth. The Perth Weather Bureau. said it wa s 
a high a l t i t � d e weather ballon capable of c ircling the world for 
100 day s and it would be tracked by satel l ite. But no one seem e d to 
k�ow just who it belonged to.

A Fingal resident who rang The Examiner yesterday was 
wondering whether anybody else saw a round orange object with a 
brightorange beam coming from its side hovering over the road · 
between Power (Tower?) Hill and Mangana at about 2.30am on Saturday 
morning (1Oth) • 

Follow up with the Examiner revealed that the witness did 
not want his name in the paper and only left a Christian name. The 
story became more confused when the paper ran an item two days later 
to tell readers that the Fingal object was a weather ballon. Yet 
another contact with the Examiner revealed that no one was sure 
of the source for this item, it was thoughtto have come from the 
Weather Bureau. Launceston Weather Bureau advised us that their 
weather ballon went nowhere near Fingal and would not have been 
visible in the night sky. It could be that the August 9th high 
altitude ballon event over the south of the state had become con­
fused with the Fingal report. 

Despite mention twice in the Examiner in the following week 
the Centre's Northern Representatives did not receive any calls. 
Colin Fletcher at St Marys is on the spot to check the report out 
but has been unable to locate the mystery caller. 

Another Northern report came to the Centre from the Westbury 
area. This time a triangular golden shape was seen and soon after 
a cigar-like object that just disappeared (August 27th). This time 
the witness has been reluctant to provide any more details. 

There are always a percentage of cases that cannot be 
finalised or tracked dow·n and we seem to have scored two in quick
