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The year has not seen a continuation of the lift in sightings that commenced 
in the later half of 1987, and continued with a number of strange events 
into 1988. Reports of unexplained cases have tailed off into a few 
Nocturnal Lights reports, nostly in the first half of the year. 

Membership has remained at a good level, whilst our nnve to the Derwent 
Regional Library meeting roams has filled the much needed requirements for 
sCllre'Where to 'get together'. If the response is encouraging a state chain 
parcel system may cammence in the New Year. 

Media coverage for most of the year was about anything but UFO sightings. 
Mystery rings in British cornfields received good coverage, Abduction books 
were well reviewed, with UFO Research Australia's efforts to uncover 
Australian al:rluction events also rating a mention. Sare of the less 
reliable journals have covered a number of UFO sightings but mainly from 
other years. 

· 

No big UFO stories from Australia grabbed the headlines during the year as 
the drop in strange events seemed to cover the continent. The sighting with 
a lot of exposure came from the USSR with the occupant reports which hit the 
press and TV in mid October. The stories followed the familiar format, at 
first we had a very p.1zzling event, which was soon downgraded with 
explanations, then put to rest as no traces could be found at the sighting 
locale. The feeling of freedom in the Eastern bloc soon spread elsewhere 
with aircraft being followed and green men with beams being reported from 
Hlmgary. 

UFO Research Australia has been very active during the past year with their 
efforts to uncover abduction reports and keep abreast of UFO cases around 
the states. We have been well informed with their monthly upjate on ongoing 
events UFO and otherwise. The Centre has continued to exchange newsletters 
with fellow Australian groups and forward sighting details to the Australian 
Centre for UFO Studies. 

This year's report sees the passing of another decade of UFO sightings and 
needless to say controversies. Predicting what may occur in the last decade 
of the century may . be a dangerous pastime. However, if we look at the 
Tasm:mian graph for UFO cases, we may have a repeat of the last ten years, 
which have remained remarkably consistent with the number of unexplained 
events. It seems a long time since a world wide flap, so we will just keep 
our fingers crossed. Will we find out the answer to the phen�na in the 
years ahead, that will have to be a big ? • Let's hope the Centre will be 
able to tell you all about it. 
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Sightings during 1988 had given the Centre its busiest tirre since the 
previous decade, not only that but some of the events had been of a high 
strangeness. Hopes of a continuation into 1989 soon evaporated, the action 
falling back to alxrut the average level for oost of the 1980 years. 

However we did not have to wait long for the first case in 1989, the initial 
incident occuring on January 14th, soon after Rddnight at alxrut 12.20 am . 

'!he event was witnessed by five faadly rrembers who had been away on a 
fishing trip out of Strahan on Tasmania's West Coast. The witnesses were 
spread between two vessels, one towing the other back to port. At the tirre 
of the sighting the vessels were in Macquarie Harbour same 9 km south of 
Strahan, the weather being fine and clear with calm conditions in the 
harbour. 

Initially a very bright blue-white light, resembling an aircraft landing 
light, was noticed at alxrut 50 deg. elevation in the eastern sky. 'Ihe light 
seenro to be surrounded by cloud or a vapour, this being the only cloud 
noticed in the sky. Afparent sizes for the light vary, talked of as a large 
headlight to half-1000n sized. 'Ihe light appeared to be heading for the 
boats and the witnesses thought at one stage the "aircraft" was going to 
land on them. ·'!he light was losing elevation and casting a weak light onto 
the boats. However the light did not roove off. It just went out as if 
turned off and nothing oore could be seen. The sighting had lasted several 
Rdnutes. No other boats were seen on the harbour at the tirre and from 
enquiries no boats were in any foDm of distress that night. 

Another Nocturnal Light event was soon under investigation by the Centre, 
this tirre by our Northern representative, IX>n Macsween. Again the sighting 
occurred during the early hours of the oorning at 2 am on January 25th. It 
was a fine waDm night and the two witnesses had gone for a walk by the Tamar 
River at Invennay, they stopped for a chat on a jetty. Whilst looking alxrut 
the night sky a light was seen high in the north west, it was falling 
towards the ground and was taken as being a shooting star. Then they saw 
that the light had stopped same 20/40 deg. above the horizon, it remained in 
the sarre position for an estimated 15 seconds. The light rooved again but 
now horizontally across the sky towards the south east. Twice the light 
stopped, each tirre for alxrut 10 seconds before continuing on its way. Each 
tirre the light rroved it seerred to have a tail behind it. The light 
gradually faded away into the distance having been in view for alxrut two 
mdnutes. Enquiries with Launceston Airport did not reveal any explanations 
for the report. 

Nocturnal lights kept occurring, this tirre on March 5th around 10 pn on 
Bnmy Island. It was a holiday weekend and the witnesses were away on a 
canping trip. '!he night was fine and clear when our two witnesses saw a 
series of lights rooving erratically in the west to south western sky. A 
white squarish light just carre on in the west and rroved to the south west, 
flashing as it went. '!his was then repeated by a smaller bluish light that 
rroved at a faster rate to the south west. Just to keep the pot boiling a 
light now carre from the south west flashing in a regular rhythm until it 
went out at the position the first light was seen. '!he performance given by 
the first light was now repeated for another sarre or simdlar light. 

'!he sighting occurred over same 15 Rdnutes, the two witnesses waited for 
alxrut another 15 Rdnutes but saw no further lights. An i tern appeared in the 
Hobart Mercury but no further witnesses were obtained to the Bruny Island 
lights. en the other hand it seems that there was a brilliant Aurora 
display later in the evening but this had beams and curtains of light 
visible with yellow to pinkish colours being rrentioned. 

Jennie Lyne from Swansea investigated our next sighting which occurred on 



March 23rd ab::rut 7. 45 pn. '!he two witnesses had driven up into the b.lsh on 
swans ton Road for a spot of shooting. '!hey headed inland as far as possible 
on the road going west which is used for logging purposes, and stof:Ped for a 
drink at the spot where the Wlldozers etc. were parked. 

Both witnesses noticed at the sane time an orange coloured light sare 150m 
to their east, it looked to be less than a metre above the ground and 
travelling at walking speed to the south. '!he light looked perfectly round 
and orange in colour the whole time it was in view for sare two minutes. It 
noved away through the trees, passing behind sare at tines tmtil it was lost 
from view. '!he night was silent and still with no noise evident from the 
slowly moving light that kept at the sane height. 

After the light was gone the witnesses continued on in the utility, the two 
dogs that were with them acted in a timid nanner. Qle dog got down urrler 
the dashboard whilst the other snuggled up against the driver. '!he second 
witness in the back of the utility had the feeling that "eyes were looking 
at him". 

George Tbw.n seems to have provided its fair share of UFO sightings during 
the last decade and the past year has been no exception. Again we start off 
with two witnesses, this time a mother and her daughter on a visit to see 
her. '!hey had decided to walk down to the nearby shop on June lOth just 
before 8 pn. Initially a flashing red and white light was seen high in the 
sky towards the north west, they paid little attention as the light was 
noving into the west and looked to be travelling southwards. 

en leaving the shop in Cimi tiere St. they once nore saw the sane or similar 
light, again the light was to the north west in the same area it was first 
noticed. As they walked along the light was once rore noving along the sane 
flight path in the western sky. '!he witnesses now turned into Franklin St. 
which neant the light was now to their right hand side. '!he light had now 
however seened to have changed shape into a ball or naybe diarond like 
shape, the colour was also now just a very bright white. '!he witnesses say 
they panicked a bit at this stage, the ball of light looked to be caning 
lower and closer and they were sure it was chasing them. '!he witnesses were 
not far fran hCilre and they both nade a dash to get inside the nother's 
house. '!he whole approach and dash were over in a few minutes. '!he 
witnesses called out the children, but all they saw was the red and white 
flashing light once again away in the distance. Enquiries with Civil 
Aviation revealed no known correlation with aircraft novements. 

'!he day following the George Town sighting the action swung to the opposite 
end of the state, this tine our report cane fran Kingston. (June 11th at 
6. 40 pn. ) 

Mrs. F was sitting in her car when her children called her attention to a 
light they had noticed in the dark b.Jt starry sky. '!he light was bluish in 
colour and had been noving south from the north west sky at ab::rut a 30-40 
deg. elevation. However, the light suddenly went straight down, then noved 
back up to its original elevation before proceeding away again towards the 
south west, it being lost fran view behing a cloud in that part of the sky. 
Whilst in view the light had a sparkling tail behind it during its 20 second 
flight across the sky. '!he sighting was reported to the Centre within 
minutes of the event. '!he cloud that evening was at about the 1200-1600m 
level.

'!he Centre has had few reports from notorists on the Huon Highway south of 
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Hobart but the sighting on July 11th was one exception. Ms. C had been 
working back a bit late one Tuesday evening in July and was heading home to 
the fhlon Valley near 11. 30 pn. when the sighting occurred. She had just 
reached the high point on the road at Vinces Sacklle sare 400m up in the 
hills south west of Hobart. The weather was overcast with sane patches of 
hill fog on the road, although the sighting location was clear at the tire. 

Ms. C's car was travelling about 70 �r as it came over the hill and she 
noticed a bright area of light to the right or north east side of the road. 
The light mass was at about a 30 deg. elevation. She slowed the car down as 
the light seerred to be near the road, maybe, above the roadside paddock. 
The road here curves to the left so that the object was left behind to the 
rear of the car, it may have been going slowly in the opposite direction to 
Ms. C's car. '!he object a�ared as wide as a full 1000n but was oval in 
shape with a strip of fluorescent light around the top, at the base there 
were maybe five blue-white lights. '!he object and its lights were in view 
for some 15 seconds before it was lost fran sight to the rear of the car. 

Ms. C. admitted to feeling a bit scared by the tum in events, but she 
continues to travel the road and has done so for quite some tizoo in all 
sorts of conditions. She has checked on subsequent trips to make sure the 
lights were not due to same light reflection. '!here were no other cars on 
the road at the tizoo of the sighting. 
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Sightings fran highways continued on August 2nd when at least two witnesses 
briefly saw an object whilst travelling on the Midland Highway. '!he 
incident took place about 10.20 pn. half way between Jericho and oatlands. 

Mr. D. contacted the Centre to recount how he was travelling to Parattah in 
his taxi, taking two shift workers to their job. It was a fine clear night 
and whilst travelling north they had seen same shooting stars. 

About 6 to 7 km fran oatlands a bright mass of light just blinked on in the 
north eastern sky at about an elevation of 30 degrees. The mass was dame 
shaped and lying at an angle with the lower end towards the south. Along 
'What appeared to be the base of the object were four dark squares. '!he area 
about the object was obscured by the p:::Merful white light that seetred to be 
given off by the object. Mr. D. found it hard to estimate the distance to 
the light mass, but he is sure it did not IOCJVe. '!he object just blinked off 
and there was nothing to see any more. '!here was no other traffic in the 
vicinity at the time and the Centre received no other reports that night. 



"YalR REPCRT HAS K> IMPLICATI(N) Fm 
'lHE AIR IEFEH:E OF 'IHIS CXlNIRY"

11. 35 pn on Saturday the 20th of November, 1970. A cold, clear, frosty 
evening. Stars visible in spite of the London glow in the sky. My 
girlfriend (Maureen) suddenly pointing at the window and renarking on a 
bright light in the sky. I take a look, say sarething about a 'plane 
circling before heading for Heathrow, and we settle back to our 
conversation. Maureen again renarks on the bright object in the sky which 
now seems to be heading straight for us. It's getting bigger and brighter 
and the 100re we study it through the window the 100re convinced we becare 
that it is not an ordinary aeroplane. '!here's sarething about its behaviour 
which seems to transfix us, hold us there in spite of the fact that it could 
still quite easily be explained as an ordinary civil or rrdlitary aircraft 
flying on a perfectly ordinary flight path. Within a couple of rrdnutes (it 
nay have been longer) we both realise that what we are looking at is large, 
very bright, and flying dangerously low. An aircraft about to crash? we 
head for the door to watch for the object's approach and stand listening in 
the bitter cold for engine noise, but there is none. 

And still it comes towards us; and there is no sound; and we slowly realise 
that what we're probably looking at is a uro .  '!he feeling in that narent is 
electric. We head out into the street to get a better view and watch the 
object approach at what appears to be rooftop height. And what an object it 
is. It's enomous; and brightly coloured. '!he nucleus is oval-shaped arrl 
yell�range. '!here is also a deep patch of jet black, almost an electric 
black, all around the central core, and from there on out a gigantic corona 
of blood red light which looks like solidified tongues of flame fanning out 
same twenty or thiry feet from the inky black which is itself five or six 
feet deep. Ans still not a sound to be heard. Nothing. Just the sensation 
of being suspended and of witnessing not nerely a novel event, but an 
inexplicably serious and neaningful happening. '!he street is lit up and the 
rrost amazing thing either of us have ever seen in our lives is ever so 
slowly passing over and there isn't another human being available to see it. 

I half shout to Maureen that we ought to get the chap from upstairs to 
witness what's going on, and she immediately charges off. She's back with 
our neighbour within rrdnutes. By that tine the object has noved nuch 
further up the street and grown considerably snaller; but it's still plainly 
visible. In that same narent, a man heavily ruffled in coat, scarf and flat 
cap walks down the street, passes us on the left, and not once looks up to 
see why we are all standing there staring up at the sky. '!he object is 
still visible and quite large, and for a moment I'm unsure as to whether I 
should be looking at the object or the man - it astonishes ne that he does 
not look up. I tum back to look at the object (does not occur to ne to 
shout at the man! ) and it runs through my rrdnd that I would very nuch like 
it to stop and came back. Even as that thought forms in my mind, the object 
stops dead in its tracks, hangs there for a moment, then begins to slowly 
nove back towards us as if stmm:>ned. My feelings at that narent are a 
rrdxture of elation, fear and panic. And then just plain panic as it dawns 
on ne what that manoeuvre rrdght nean. Again as if in response the object 
stops, hovers, and begins to move away, only this tine changing its flight 
pattern from a straight line to that of a zig-zag motion which gets faster 
and faster. Within a minute of changing its flight pattern (and colour; it 
is now an orange ball) the object has accelerated towards the horizon and 
vanished. 

End of story? Not quite. 

Singularly amazed by what we have witnessed, I irrrcediately telephone the 
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Minist� of Defence and ask if I can speak to someone about a close-quarter 
UFO sighting over the East End of London. I'm put through to the 
appropriate department and asked a long series of questions from a standard 
Minist� of Defence UFO questionnaire. Next rooming first thing I write up 
our "sighting" and take it to the Hackney Gazette. '!he chief reporter is 
intrigued by the story's vivid detail and uses part of my description in a 
short piece for the next edition. Shortly afterwards I'm contacted by the 
television news progrartl'OO �Y, and a street interview is set up. Being 
the only witness available, I speak on the others' behalf. An elderly 
couple who live in and run a grocer's shop on our street are also 
interviewed, and although in bed with the curtains (dark green) drawn at the 
tirre of the object's passing, confirm the inp:>rtant part of our staterrent by 
describing their gable-end bedroom window as having been lit up for some 
seconds by a ve� bright light, of that light diminishing in intensity, 
returning to normal, then suddenly growing bright again and repeating the 
previous pattern. 

A few days later things hot up with the appearance of three rren on our 
doorstep. '!he tallest of the three (he is well over six feet) intrcrluces 
himself as Ccmnander Prevost, I think of RAF Sussex. '!he other two are also 
introduced, but I now have no recollection of their names. I do however 
have clear recollection of Ccmnander Prevost describing his associates as 
"officers" from the army and the navy - all three were in civilian dress. 
Prevost had seen the �Y interview. Now it may well be that all three rren 
were exactly what Prevost said they were, but I nust admit to having no 
rreroo� of ID being shown, or of my asking for it - something I would 
normally do with strangers who tum up in the dark and identify themselves 
as "mili ta� personnel". Anyway, they are invited into our home, given 
coffee, and the interrogation starts. And it is an interrogation; not just 
an interview. Eve� detail of the sto� is recorded. CXlr respective 
positions in the roam when the object is first seen is noted. '!he exact 
position, and subsequent positions of the approaching object in the large 
panes of our bay window are marked with small adhesive-backed circles of 
white paper. 

'!hey then prcrluce from their car what I preS\.llre is a thecrlolite, and a 
large, leather-encased rreasuring tape. We watch in amazerrent as they 
rreasure the whole street (our object had flown parallel to the street) from 
end to end, and take a series of thecrlolite readings before returning to the 
warmth of our lounge. '!Wenty minutes of mathematical calculation follow, at 
the end of which we are inforned that our observations appear to be accurate 
and consistent. cn being questioned, Prevost reveals that he has been 
compiling a record of UFO sightings since 1945 (it may have been '48) , his 
interest in the phenomenon having been sparked off by m.merous sightings 
backed by ground and airborne radar reports fran banber crews flying the 
Persian Gulf at that tirre. I cannot be absolutely certain now, rut I seem 
to rerrember him saying something which suggested that his interest in UFOs 
was purely personal, and that his two "friends" were also involved out of 
personal and not official interest - this has just came back to rre as I 
write this account and may explain why no-one was in uniform.

Mystery lights in night sky 
have Londoners baffled 

LONDON - Scotland Yard yester· 
day reported caJis from the public 
throughout London baffled about 
strange lights making patterns in the 
night sky. 

But no immediate answer could be 
found for the lights, visible for 
hours, which had some observers 
raising the possibility that Unidenti· 
fied Flying Objects were responsible. 

"The JightR look reaJiy strange and 
I've never seen anything like them," 
said police mechanic Peter Ridley, 

whose wife pointed out the phenome· 
non over their home in Limehouse, 
East L�ndon. 

"They each keep going round in 
eirdes, and move at enormous speed, 
particularly as they come together 
and move apart." 

The fact that most people reported 
the lights directly overhead in many 
parts or London suggested that they 
were very high and W<'re therefore 
covering great distances in each rev· 
olution, he said. 



About ten days later, in the norning I think, Provost again turns up, this 
tirre by himself. '!here are just a couple of little points he wants to 
clarify. Coffee is supplied. He checks satething in our story, makes 
notes, launches into a description of "Foo fighters" literally flying rings 
around our bcmbers doing their Persian Gulf run . '!hen cates an odd note. 
Not only can these tiny Foo fighters (disks approximately 12 inches in 
diarreter) utterly outfly our aircraft, they also have the urmerving habit of 
suddenly "dematerialising" and "rematerialising" inside the main fuselage of 
our bombers and flying up and down as if inspecting their interiors. Air 
crews are rrdghtily shaken by such incidents, believing the tiny disks to be 
of German manufacture. We talk on, and cate to the problem of "origin". 

� Inte�lanetary? No, he doesn't think so. Terrestrial? More likely to be 
"interdirrensional", he confides. I'm astonished. He explains the idea of 
worlds or universes occupying the sarre space and says that the evidence 
seems to point away from vast interstellar distances being involved - these 
craft have the ability to literally disappear and reappear at will. '!hen 
cates the banbshell. An RAF staff wanan, trained in aircraft identification 
had happened to be on our street on the afternoon of the 19th of November 
(she had been visiting sateone at Hackney hospital which was near at hand) , 
and had reported (to Provost personally, so it seems) on her return to base 
that she had seen part of a large rretal disk sticking rut of a clcu:i 
directly above the houses where the following eveing our amazing object was 
to appear in all its garish glory. Quite a coincidence. And so he and his 
friends had imrediately followed through on the story, and were still trying 
to puzzle out why our "object" had been in the sarre location two days in a 
row. I'm taken aback by such a piece of news, and am even nore taken aback 
now when I think back on the incident that a high-ranking RAF officer should 
have taken the risk of making a freelance journalist privy to such 
information. 

As a result of the television interview, the chief reporter for the Hackney 
Gazette tells rre that the 'JOilZ\Y team (he is apparently friendly with them) 
are interested in doing a full-blown investigative television programme on 
the subject of UFOs . WOUld I be interested in participating? Yes I 'WOUld. 
I tell him about Prevost and his two compatriots, and he becates excited. 
Would Commander Prevost and his friends be willing to appear on a television 
programme dealing with the question of UFOs and their origin? Using the 
private ntnnber left with us, I ring the Camrnander. He says iii'Irediately that 
his associates 'WOUld not be able to appear, but that he 'WOUld be pleased to 
do so. '!he news is ccmm.micated to the �Y team, and the idea begins to 
snowball - a scientist from either Oxford or cambridge could be included to 
further spice things up. But alas it is not to be. Camrnander Prevost

( su�rise, su�rise) rings rre soon afterwards and saya that he has been "p..tt 
on the mat" by his superiors and can no longer entertain the idea of 
appearing on such a programre. Everyone is nost disappointed. 

Q1 the 21st of December, 1970, a letter arrives fran the Ministry of Defence 
to say that they have "carefully checked aerial activity in the area and 
found no unauthorised rcoverrents. " Considering the detailed description I 
gave to them on the telephone, the end of their letter is particularly 
arrusing. It reads: "Although we are unable positively to identify the 
source of the light, we are inclined to think that you may have been 
observing the lights of an aircraft in circumstances outside your previous 
experience. I should of course say that we are satisfied that your report 
has no inplications for the air defence of this country. I am sorry we 
cannot be nore precise."

SCIENTISTS have concluded that 
giant creatures with tiny heads 
which emerged from an unidentified 
flying object and went for a midnight 
stroll in the Soviet city of Voronezh 
were aliens, Tass news agency said 
yesterday. 

Asked whether the q�port could 
possibly be a hoax, a Tass spokes· 
man said: "Tass never jokes. If we 
start joking we'll stop existing". 

The scientists were called in after 
frightened residents in the central 
Russian city reported that on at 
least three occasions they had seen a 
large shining ball hover above a 
park in the city after dark and then 
land. 

"A hatch opened and one, two or 
three creatures similar to humans 
and a small robot came out. 

"The aliens were three or even 
four metres high but had very small 
heads," Tass quoted witnesses as 
saying after one such visit. 

"They walked near the ball and 
then disappeared inside. Onlookers 
were overwhelmed with fear which 
lasted for several days," it added. 

Tass said the landings occurred 
recently but did not say precisely 
when. The news agency said scien­
tists had identified the landing site 
and found traces of aliens "who 
made a short promenade about the · 
park".
