1992 IN REVIEW

If last year (1991) was the low point for many years at the Centre, then
1992 saw a dramatic change in the profile of the UFO phenomena on the local
scene. Sightings were at the low level of recent years until a run of cases in
August to October, this combined with some TV documentaries and the opening in
Hobart of the UFO Connection shop kept the phenomena in the public eye.

During the period September 1991 to August 1992 the centre had only one
unexplained report. However, following publicity on an incident in mid
September not only calls on current cases came to hand but also a string of
very interesting sightings dating back to 1968. Other sightings continued to
come to our attention in the remaining months of 1992.

As will be noted from the list of Australian sightings elsewhere in this
issue a general increase in reports has occured nation wide. New South Wales
during 1991/92 experienced its best run of reports in many years, in fact most
Autralian states at one time or another during 1992 had their turn with
localised runs of UFO sightings.

The main focus overseas has continued to be the crop circle phenomena,
Colin Andrews visit in April was of great interest, his lecture on the crop
circles were presented in a very professional manner. One interesting section
covered the video footage taken by an English family whilst on an outing to
see the circles. The video captured a small light moving over the corn field,
entering a circle formation, then departing past a startled tractor driver.
Again in 1991 two German tourists caught a similar 1ight on their video, again
it was moving over the crops and entering an existing circle. Once more during
1992 we hear that further film has been taken of similar lights in conjunction
with the crop circle phenomena.

Later in the year Bud Hopkins from the United States visited Australia,
his lectures on the abduction phenomena have brought to our attention yet
another facet of the UFO story. UFO Research Australia made a major press
release in October in an effort to collect information on similar events in
Australia, they have received an encouraging response which indicates that
there may be hidden abduction cases in Australia.

No major flap of cases seems to have accured on the world stage during the
year, although the 1lights at Gulf Breeze (USA) seem to have simmered on with
claims that its all due to fake balloons, excited observers, or maybe its the
real thing, at this distance we just can't sort out the answer.

The centre has continued to record local sightings in its TASCAT computer
1isting, still only one of a number of UFO data bases around the world, and
more importantly it only holds sightings that have had some measure of
investigation. The centre through Treasurer Paul Jackson's computer have also
in recent months 1logged onto the Paranet Network, this has enabled us to
download information as it has happened both in Australia and overseas.

About the only poor news during 1992 was that membership fees for the
Centre had to rise to cover the inevitable cost increases. Despite the first
rise in fees for a decade membership of the Centre has continued to rise.

The main purpose of the Centre is to record details of Tasmanian
sightings, and with that in mind we once again present the cases for the past
year, elsewhere in our Report are the sightings from earlier years.

Only one case broke the "drought" on cases between September 1991 and
August 1992 that was a sighting from Strahan on April 21st at 8.30 pm, the
night was fine though cloudy. Mr 0 (names of witnesses in all sightings are on
file) saw what he took at first to be an aircraft approaching from the
North-tEast, he observed a pale flashing orange light. Mr 0 who was outside his
residence then walked to his back door by which time the 1ight had moved into
the North-Western sky, it had now become stationary and changed shape.

Mr 0 brought the attention of three other witnesses to the object in the
sky. It now had the appearance of 3 or 4 windows in a row with partitions in
between with a pale yellow to orange colour. The windows were as wide or wider
than the moon 1in apparent size. The windows did not move and seemed to
brighten and fade at times, they were under observation off and on for nearly
20 minutes before fading out, the witness thinks they may have been obscured
by cloud in that part of the sky.

The sighting was mentioneed on ABC Radio news the following morning and in
Launceston Examiner on the 26th.

The second UFO report did not come until August 9th when a Glenorchy
family noticed a strange pencil shape passing over the Hobart suburb as it
travelled towards the South-East. Young P was outside getting some gear from
his father's car when he spotted a bright light in the North-Western sky. He
called his parents out at once to see what resolved itself into a pencil
shape. They all watched as the yellowish pencil shape passed overhead at a
high elevation. The pencil was not in a vertical position but angled over
slightly 1in the direction of travel towards the South-East. As it passed
overhead three star 1like 1lights fell from the underside and disappeared. The
object now progressed steadily away to the South-East and was lost from sight
in the sky towards the city lights of Hobart, the sighting which lasted nearly
two minutes had occured at 6.30pm. The Centre was contacted within 15 minutes
of the sighting and was able to make an immediate check on air traffic, there
was none at the time.

SEPTEMBER _SIGHTINGS

How many sightings go unreported to the Centre, judging from response to a
press release in September (1992) we would have to say the bulk of cases may
never come to attention of a UFO group, especially when there 1is no media
publicity to keep the subject in the public eye.

Following a rumoured sighting from an incoming passenger Jet to Hobart on
September 14th, the Centre ran a press release to request information from the
public. Not only were we contacted by a witness from the aircraft we received
many calls concerning a major meteor or satellite burn-up over the state from
the proceeding day (Sept 13th) However, among the many calls about new and old
sightings were a number that have remained unexplained.

Two youg witnesses were walking home on the evening of the 13th in
Bridewater, they could not place the exact time, but it was probably around
8.00 to 8.30 pm. A bright 1light caught their attention, mainly because it was
just above the trees on Cobbs Hill some 5K to the North West, and because it -
was going different <clours. The 1light was stationery and coloured
red,green,blue. At this stage nothing unusual had occured but after several
minutes the 1light suddenly shot off across the northern sky towards the
North-East. One of the witnesses thought he could make out a disc type shape.
The disappearance of the object took just a few seconds. The Centre was able
to obtain some information from a third witness who was outside their house in
Bridgewater. Their account was essentially the same, a flashing light was seen
briefly in the North-West, then it suddenly shot off to the East and was gone
in a few seconds.

A HIGHLAND CYLINDER

Just what did the two motorists see whilst travelling to Queenstown on the
Lyell Highway on the evening of the 13th? Tedd and his friend Allan were on
their way to the Hydro-Electric works on the West Coast about 9.30pm, they
were about half way between Bronte and Derwent Bridge.

Allan (the passenger) had been looking at the fine night sky but then he
noticed something to the West, it Tlooked to be crossing their Northern sky.
Allan watched for a couple of minutes before bringing it to Tedd's attention.
Tedd continued to drive on but found it hard to view the object so he decided
to stop the car. Both witnesses got out of the car and they were able to watch
for another 2 or 3 minutes before the object moved away into the North-East
sky.

Tedd says the object was about the same width as the moon and was a dull
grey colour 1in the bright moonlight. The shape was cylinder like with a
rounded front. To the rear there seemed to be a blue flame. The strangest
thing though were some four or more lights travelling with the cylinder. These
orange and brown 1ights could be seen moving in a steady formation, but as the
cylinder was passing away they suddenly started to buzz around the main
object, almost 1like fireflies. The 1lights kept up this performance as the
whole group gained some elevation towards the North-East, then the 1lights all
seemed to merge with the cylinder and the whole thing just disappeared from
the sky. The whole sighting lasted some 5 to 8 minutes. Only one other motor
vehicle was seen but there was no indication that the driver had noticed
anything. Certainly Tedd and Allan did not see the burn-up which had occured
earlier that evening.

WHAT WAS SEEN FROM FLIGHT 405

The day following the sightings at Bridgewater and the Lyell Highway
something was seen from Flight 405 into Hobart Airport at 12.57pm. The day had
fine and sunny until later in the afternoon when some cloud built up in the
western sky ahead of an approaching change. Initially a caller to the Hobart
Mercury hinted that a UFO may have been seen by passengers on the 1pm flight
to Hobart, then the UFO Connection shop also was advised of the same rumour.
The Centre subsequently ran a press release in an attempt to uncover some
witnesses to the case. Some days later a passenger who was on the flight
contacted the Centre to tell what he had seen as the aircraft descended into
Hobart.

H says he was sitting in the rear right row of the aircraft when he
noticed something to the west when they were about 10 minutes out of Hobart.
This has been placed about the southern end of Great Lake (12.45pm) at an
elevation of about 18,000 ft. Well away to the West to South West was an
intense 1long thin black shape, this shape seemed to be about the same
elevation and between two levels of hazy white cloud. He was puzzled as all
the other clouds were of a light colour and the cover in the upper part of the
Western sky was only hazy.

H continued to keep a watch on the black shape as the aircraft descended
into Hobart, the shape did not seem to be moving relative to the clouds in its
vicinity the other clouds did seem to be moving. As the aircraft lost height
and neared Hobart the black shape seemed to be getting left behind so that H
was looking back at a 45 degree angle behindthe aircraft when he lost sight of
it. When last seen the shape was to the North West before mountains to the
West (Possibly the Wellington range) obscured the shape. H had the impression
that whatever it was it had to be very big to be seen at such a distance. H
recalled that people in the rows ahead of him seem to have noticed something
out to the West, they appeared to be looking in the direction of the shape and
watching it at the same time he was.

No other reports were received by the Centre from any other passengers on
the aircraft. Contacts were made with the Airport, Airlines, media, Civil
Aviation, Weather Bureau, and RAAF. Suggestions were made that the witness had
seen an other aircraft, although no one could come up with any flight times
for that area. Another possible explanation was the cause of the report was
alto-cumulus cloud over the Western mountains, although none was noted in
reports with the Bureau that day. The Centre has left the case unexplained on
the the data to hand, the explanation of altocumulus cloud cannot be ruled
out, although what we really need is contact from a second witness in the
aircraft, or even on the ground. With this in mind we ran an item in the
Derwent Valley Gazette, this brought calls on other lights but nothing about
dark shapes in the Western sky.

BASS STRAIGHT, 1944

At about 2.30a.m., during February 1944, a Beaufort bomber,
flying at about 235 mph, at 4,500 feet, over Bass Strait, gained
a most unusual aerial companion. A "dark shadow" appeared
along-side the plane and kept pace with it, at a distance of
only some 100 to 150 feet. The object appeared to have a
flickering light and flame belching from its rear end. Only
about 15 feet of the rear end were visible to the bomber crew,
apparently due to "reflecting of light from exhaust." The
strange object stayed with the bomber for some eighteen to
twenty minutes, during which time all radio and direction
finding instruments refused to function. It finally accelerated
away from the plane, at approximately three times the speed of
the bomber. Upon landing, the pilot reported the incident to
his base superiors, but he claimed he was only laughed at (22).

MORE REPORTS OF CYLINDERS/LIGHTS

Despite efforts to track down possible aircraft in the area we were still
not sure what Mr G of Bridgewater saw near 12.50pm on August 14th, about that
same time that the witness from Flight 405 lost sight of his dark shape in the
North Western sky.

G was outside his Bridgewater home loading a trailer, his father who was
helping him was inside at the time but heard the same jet type sound that
alerted G to something passing overhead. G noticed a dull rocket 1like shape
seemingly low and over vacant ground to his West. He estimated it was maybe as
close as 200/300 mts. The object was initially at a fairly high elevation of
about 50 to 60 degrees. It was travelling fast and heading away towards the
South West Sky. At no time could G discern any markings or protusions such as
wings or tails on the object.

G had the object in view something less than a minute as it got lower in
the South-to South Western sky towards the hills to the West of Mt Wellington.
G found it hard to describe how the rocket disappeared, it just seemed to be
going away into the distance and then it just wasn't there anymore. The object
had by now lost some elevation and was at about 10 to 15 degrees when last
seen. The Centre did not receive any other reports on the sighting.

Over the next days the centre received other reports of low level lights
which did not have ready explanations. On September 15th a Wattle Grove
resident called about a bright golden 1ight seen low to the North West, the
light had travelled below the line of the hills on a level path for a couple
of minutes. It had disappeared into a fold of hills in the Collins Bonnet
area. The sighting occured about 9pm.

The following evening again about 9pm witnesses reported lights from the
Pelham area. A 1line of 1lights were seen approaching from over hills to the
North by witnesses in two motor vehicles. The witnesses pulled up their cars
to watch the lights move away over Elderslie to the South East. The steady red
and green 1lights now became stationery in the sky, then seemed to move back
and forth before just going out. '

Ten days passed before the next sighting but it occured not many
kilometres from the earlier case at Pelham. The witnesses were driving North
on Elderslie Road some 5k North of Brighton at 11.45pm. They were travelling
on a long straight when they first noticed 3 red lights in a line low to the
East of the road. The 1ights seemed to rise and fall and go on and off as they
approached along the straight. The 1lights seemed to be moving the same
direction as their car passing in front of low hills. Finally the lights went
out to be replaced by a single white light. This 1light was lost from sight
briefly but then reappeared alongside the road ahead. One of the witnesses
became upset at the close approach of the white 1ight, however, with a side
road just ahead the witnesses took another route home.

Three nights later on September 29th Mr S of Black Hills saw a row of
orange lights when driving home just before 8pm. Black Hills is only a few
kilometres West of the Elderslie Road report. Mr S noticed a line of four
lights over the hills East of Black Hills, they appeared to be stationery but
then seemed to merge into one light, which just faded out.

Several kilometres further on Mr S again noticed two 1ligths, this time
seemingly at a lower level and above the location of his home. The lights were
a steady red and green in colour and estimated at a couple of hundred meters
above the ground. Mr S drove beneath the 1lights as he entered his drive. He
quickly stopped, jumped out of his car but he could no longer locate the

CYLINDER/LIGHTS Contd:

The 1last day of September brought the final cases in the mini-flap for
that month. This time the report came from the Huon Valley near Grove, not far
from the location a golden 1ight seen near Collins Bonnet.

Mrs R was returning home about 11pm when a bright mass of 1ight appeared
behind her car. Mrs R checked there was no traffic in either direction before
pulling onto the Huon Highway. No sooner had she entered the road than a 1light
1it up her car from behind. In her mirrors she observed a rectangular area of
light that looked to her to be above ground level. For a couple of minutes Mrs
R tried to work out what was behind her car, then the 1light which was dull at
first seemed to brighten as she had the impression it was coming up behind her
at an increased speed. Then a car appeared from the opposite direction, at
once the 1ight behind went out and there was no longer anything behind Mrs R's
car.

NORTHERN SIGHTINGS

Few sightings have been reported out of Northern Tasmania in past couple
of years, however, the Centre received two cases within a matter of days
during November.

Four witnesses were puzzled on November 11th when they saw a very bright
light on a clear evening at 7.45pm. Mr T and his family kept an eye on the
bright 1light for nearly 10 minutes. Mr T had first noticed the bright 1ight on
Mt Arthur when he glanced out the window at an aircraft passing overhead. The
light grew in intensity at times before a beam of blue 1ight projected up at a
45 degree angle. The beam was thicker at the base and came to a point in the
sky. Soon the beam looked to pull back down to the bright light.

Mr T's daughter was watching with him when the 1ight disappeared. The
light had been brightening and fading in the last few minutes, then, suddenly
it just shot up into the sky and in a matter of a second or two it was gone.
Nothing could be seen on the mountain anymore even though the weather was
still fine and clear.

Soon after on November 16th Mr C from Invermay contacted the Centre to
report the sighting of a strange bright orange to yellow light sighted by him
and his wife at 10.45pm. Mr C was in his back garden with the family dog when
he noted an air cargo aircraft heading North. Then almost overhead and moving
in from the North West Mr C spotted his bright 1ight. At first he thought it
could have been an aircraft on fire, but there was no sign of any sound from
the 1light.

Mr C now called his wife out to see the strange light. By now the first
aircraft was moving away to the North but a second cargo aircraft was to the
South heading North from Launceston Airport. The 1light was now moving between
two aircraft and away to the South East. The 1ight took on more of a round
shape and changed to a silvery colour. Mr C and his wife were able to watch
the light for several more minutes until neighbouring housetops blocked their
view.

Mr C contacted both the Police and Airport the following day but no one
was able to offer an explanation for what had been seen. The Centre followed
with contacts with the media but no other witnesses were uncovered to this
puzzling event.

The Centre had no further unidentified reports for the year which had
produced a more than usual number of meteors and possible satellite burn ups.
Other cases had unusual explanations such as, fairy fungus circles, distant
lightening, auroras, and even reflection of an airport light.



AUSTRALIAN SIGHTINGS IN 1991/92

In recent years the Centre has completed a 1listing of Australian
sightings, usually we are Tucky to catalogue enough cases to fill a page, this
year we have two pages and doubtless many reports have not been included.

The information has been compiled from fellow UFO Societies, Newspapers,
media items etc: We have every confidence in our fellow UFO Groups but must
add that we cannot confirm the details of the sightings listed. Neverthless
the sightings have many features that have been reported previously in
Australia and overseas. .

Notable flaps occured along the East Coast of Australia from Southern
Queensland through New South Wales. North West Western Australia featured
later in the year with a sudden burst of reports. Tasmania was quiet for most
of the year with a cluster of cases mainly in September.

Victoria appeared to have a more even spread of cases whilst South
Australia on the whole seemed to have missed out on the flaps so far.

Recently Doug Lockhart managed to obtain details of a very sizeable craft that
was involving the Japanese Military, we are at present getting this translated and
hope to have it for you soon.
