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THE ONE EYED SPACE MAN FROM BELO HORIZONTE (Minas Gerais,Brasil )

At Jan. 22, 1966, Dr, Mario Prudente Agquino and the Editor went-
on a trip to Belo Horizonte, since the papers had mentioned two sensa -
tional Ufo events. One was the landing of a craft in the backyard of a
house in the district of "Sagrada Familia" on the ocutskirts of the town,
consisting of small neatly houses, mostly surrounded by sometimes rather
large gardens, all well cared, sometimes with exquisite flowers, vegeta
bles or fruit trees, as it also happened in this specific case, with -
evan a busline (or two) passing in front and sideswards of the house .

From 7 to 9 p.m we occupied the wholeffg%%Fding supper, Dr, Mario insi-
de the house taking note of the report of Ronaldo now 1l years old( one
of the witnesses) and his parents.

Ourselves outside the house, in the garden hearing the report of the el
der brother, Fernando, now 14 years old making questions and asking -
Fernando for sketches, of the event; photographing poses, until the
daylight was fading evem at summertime, From half past mine until mid -
night, we stayed with the famous Belo Horizonte Ufo research personal ,
prof, Ulvio Brant Aleixo, and we admired his perfect work about the "Sa
grada Familia®™ case so much , that we, Dr. Mario and myself, decided to
dump our own report and substitute it by Ulvio's one, as a reverence -
for CICOANI, the Belo H. group, founded in 1954 by Ulvio for Ufo rese -
arch., The next day, after saying good bye to the Sagrada familia people,
we once more had the privilege to see personally the research of Ulvio-
in the case of the student Humberto Araujo da Silva, who had bumped -
nearly into a"on a street landed" saucer, the size of a small car on the
spot which is called “car drivers learning paradise” (paraiso dos barbei
ros), as told by Riar:Minas.A9.14,1%,65, when the F.S. had showed a un
dercarriage, excactly, or very similar to that observed in Papua by {fa
ther Gill in New Guinea at 1959 approx. We admired prof. Ulvio's work-
which truely contaminated the Araujo family, the boy so as the father -
who accompanied him. Since at printing time prof. Ulvio's manuscripts -
hasn't reached us, we may as well publish our short report today, only
as a previous one to prof. Ulvio's one (see/pi¢ture nr 26 ) to get pu
blished in the next SBEDV Bull., but at least we will give a comment -
about prof. Ulvio's personality, 40 Years old, father of a happy family
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of 7 children and a fine wife, a military and commercial pilot in the past, at the
prasent time taking a post-graduatecourse at the Minas Gerals University in Paychg
logy (URMG), with the finest archive in Ufolgy (we ever have seen) of 12 years of
activity.
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REPORT nr. 1- (we hope that in the next Bull., as mentioned above, we are sble to
focalize the whole story from new or different angles):

Fernando, then 11 yesrs old and Ronaldo, then 8, from the Sustaquic family ,
at July (August?) 28,1963 were ordered by their mother to go down to the house
well, to clean the coffee filter. This was approXx. between 7 . or 7.30 p.m.. They-
went down the little stone stair that leads from the entrance room (of the 4 te-
5 rooms big house ) down into seort of backyard, sort alse of a flowsr garden,with
the well about 3 m saway, with little bushes and flower beds and also some fruit -
trees so as abacateiros (avocads trees) and mangueiras (mango trees). In directien
to the garden entrance door cn the street, which is about 35 to 40 m away, the gar
den enlargens to 30 m os 40 m, also as it can be seen by Dr. Mario's sketeh (-
fig. nr 4) in which alias the garden got enshartenad, for convenience to plck up
batter the important pieces, With both dustaquio boys there was a small son of a
nelghbour family, called Marcos, alsc 9 years of ags, living just abeut 70 t~ 80m
away, at the second floor of a small house on the next street corner. As Fernando -
told us had it been a clear night with the star and the full moon on (in july,Brasil's
winter time, night ermes earlier) and so lumin~us, he weuldn't reconigni ze immedlateg
ly the sphere that was flosting in front of him, of the well, were he was turning -
the pulley to bring up the bucket full of water vo transfer it into a steel barrel,
serving as water reservoir (Photo nr. 7 shows the house, the well and Fernande poin
ting to the abacateiro, as two pictures were put togusther by montage). The Tami,
nous sphere above the 12 to 15 m high tree wasn't touching its branches, but seve
ral people cruld be seen sitting inside, one behind of the other in 4 to 5 rows .
A£11 the boys could then admire the appearance of twe luminous parallel bands, direg
ted down wards teward the ground near of a flower bed. A door on the ﬁpﬁ?rsurface
of the sphere would open, ?with two parts slidlng apart to each side) find a  slen
der, two meter sized man would glide en the twe bands (of light (to be compared
with streng head lights of a car) down to the ground, landing near the flower bed
at the entrance stair. In pheto nr. € Fernando shows the man's tallness
by a stick puinting to the house well.

The man had come down, with his arms outstreched over the bands, floating //
down in a rather slow movement, and would then walk about 2 meters and a half
rather in seemingly difficult way by our standasrds, since he had his back stiff E
his legs and arms open and outstreched, balsncing the latter heavely and also swin
ging with hia body from the laft to the right and back continmucusly until he reachad
the cistern's berder (photo nr, 7 ) were he sat down. Both boys agreed that the man
had a transparent helmet over his head, which had only one middle eye, of dark o
colour as mentloned by Fernando, of brown celeour, without cuperciliae, as mentioned
by Ronaldo, whe allweys liked to get into details in his descriptions. Both didn't
remember tr have seen ears and Ronalde alse wasn't so sure abeut the nose, he
couldn't well remember. The man used high boota, which had sort of long thick trin
gular cramps on the boots (see fig. l-c done by Fernandn) which would leave deep im
pressions in the soft ground, which could be seen during several days; by everyone
who cared abouts#ler.The trousers and sleeves, above the boots, respectively gloves,
seemed to Fernando crumpled , to Romaldo festooned in a ringlike form, and rather
"mrre inflated" on the moment of the landing (as on the later take off of the man)
uging a brown, leathery suit. Fernando menticned still a cupper coloursd box on
the man's back, and we puess that the square chest lamp seen in Fernande's sketch
ur, 1 had the attention from the boys drawn upon enly mements later, as the rsadsr
will aee, Both the children draw similar sketches even doing it separately (one -
for Dr, Marie the other for the Editor) in reference tr the man and the sphera,

The sphere seemed to have a framewerk of herizontal and vertieal pieces (1- S
and 2 -8 resp,) which by speculation of the £ditor may have had a ring like aspect
if they cruld have been seen from the front way. The mouth was strange for  the
boys , as they could see it later ( sketch 1-M, resp. 1-F) when seen at speaking -
(And laughing ?), since it alsn opened into a wvertical way, showing a row of nice
whitesmall front teeth, with two big long teeth en the corners of the mouth, one
directed downwards, one upwards as seen by Fernando (so to the Editor it seems that

contined to do their work, so as to show ua that children are not yet conditieoned
to fear, by cur society's dreadfull way to educateus for violence (toys, and -

books of war and killing heroes).

Ronalde had now the coffes pot in his hands, with Fermando holding the fil-
ter, cleaned previously by Marcos, who was now inclining very much into the steel
barrel, since he was of small size and attempted to fill a little can he was -
holding in his hands,with water. The spaceman, as told by the BEustaquio boys ’
wruld turn around, making moves, 8o as to touch Marcos with his hands, also seen
by later events as a friendly manner, eventually to help him,not te fall inte the
deep barrel. Understandably this was interpreted by Fernando the older boy, who
also is very earnest and may have had a feeling of more responsability for the
others by his ape, as an attempt to lmrt, or kidnap his younger friend, and 80
after the positirn seen in photo nr. 9, he changed his one, in nf® 10, touching -
Marcos, so as to try to take him sway, shouting :"attentlon ( Maquinho(expression
of fendness of the name) !!! In a remarcable fast reaction, only peculiar to
children, summersaulted Marcos, away from the spaceman, over the barrel to the
ground on the other side (cambalhota) , and erected himself quickly, stuttering -
simply, with his body still trembling : "Nosso"... {Uur...gaod} . In the follg
wing we undérstand how the"little mixed space- earth group’ would go through all
possible emotions from curiesity, te fear and from thelir te the brickmansship of-
vinlence by Fernando, since a gesture of space hadn't been understood, so as we
end some of the searching reader may interprete i1t. Later new fear and then even
fendness for the departing spaceman may have been coming up in the minds of the -
children, since they may have seen the situation quite clearly in their computing,
young minds, as the departure of the space capsule was approached. In any case
it seemed to us now that Fernandn wasn't only a intelligent boy, but also rather-
cnldblooded, since he could remember the details of the scenes to , fellow,with
the space man still standing, laughing apparently (about the shock the children -
did get by his acting ? ) since he opened his meuth also vertically (see 1- F)
the children could see his teeth , but no socund would come cut, and he sat down -
once more, allways with the back to the cildren, the face to the craft. Now it
seemed tn Fernande he had to show his contrel over the situation, since he took
up a brick inte his right (see photography nr. 1 throw it at the men's trang
parent helmet ™ just te see what hsppened, shouldhe succeed in cracking it", as he
replied later to our questioning). The turn the events tock now, proveudthout /
doubt, that the stranger was superior to us, in gadgetery, teamwork and precise -
fagtness, He stond up fast (did he get the message relayed from his comrades im
the capsule by wireless, by thought trensmission, or did he have his own intermal
television cireuit , to observe the boys in his back ty means of the cupper- cg
loured box at his back, or was the latter only the energy source, for the square
chegt lamp ?) . He turned around still faster, with his yellow chest lamp ( see
Farnandn;s sketch (1-L) blinking at Fernandn (Romaldo thought the light was orange
coloured) .

Fernandn's strne throwing arm got imediately paralysed, with the stone /
falling frem his hand and his arm trembling (read alsoc the next article of Dr.
Sankott about® X lar riglidity"). Thé stranger had so shown his vast superig
rity, making so ﬁécﬁ;img.pping attempt of Marcos, rather unlikely, since he had
all the resmurces to realize all he wanted amongst the small circle of pecple .
Thechildren, after the show of "force de frappe "ran frem the 'man some meters =~
away , deeper int~ the garden, with Marces once more falling down, but petting up
quickly, and still obeerving the man, as beeing done by all three boys still, by
sheer juvenile curirsity . "

As described by Fernando, would then the man talk to them in a very grave deep
volce, balancing alse his body from the right to left to the right,this also -
atill yhen he had gotten silent and closed his mouth. He then would once more
move into the directiomn of the sphers,; still making gestures with his arms, -
streched upwards (as been shown to us by Fernando in phote nr. 12, also beeing /
handicapped by a plaster for a broken arm ). Alse the man would put both ATMS
toguether, with the hands near his face, so as to show that "he would now go "to
gleep”. When one of the boys asked an other eme: "do you think that he will come
back" the spaceman nodded, so ag to show he understood the questiom, and that he

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would come back, eventually, (a thing what astonished to the utmost the chil-
dren, as the apparently could understand them without speaking their lan -

HRonalde on the
other hand assured us, that he clearly had seen the man stamping on the groud,
with his foot a geature which was followed by the appearance of the luminous—
bands. Both boys agreed about the aspect of the red brilliant skin cof all the
crew nembers, all of the same size, so one man rather fatter as the other -
ones, all with transparent helmets, and without hair, with the exception of
one, with the look of a girl, with a hairdo in the "horse tail's "form(called
also in Bragil "rabo de cavalo"), Since none of the crew were looking face -
downto the boys, those otherwise couldn't observe the details of the face, if
all crew had one middle eye only, gince they were seen only sidewards.(Sc +to
show the relationship of the objects, and the movements of the spacaman, Dr
Mario Prudente, did a sketch nr.4 of the house and garden by heart after our
arrival here in Rio, so it may give only an approximate .elationship, also -
the garden has been enshortened, to show only the important objecta around
the house, With arrows marli the places 1in relationship of the photogrs —
phies which swryrpund the map ). The next day we st1ll aslked the boys to ta -
ke for us a neﬁfgﬁbthe abacateiro, (nr. 6) as seen from the trail coming from
the gardens entrance door towards the house. As told would the sphere rise
silently on its departure, vertically for 12 to 15 m {the same as the height
of the abacateiro) and only once could Fernardc note, that just for one ghort
moment, the sphere was envolved in a luminosity. Then the sphere would take
an inclined (459), also a north-eaat, course irradiating now a brilliant green
light, seen by the boys mother just wnrking'in the sleeping room at the
western part of the house,(see picture nr.5)and who interpreted it, as the -
rellex of the headlights of neighbour's Jamil's. truck", alsc the children stor
ming now into the house, would explain her easely that the truck couldn't -
havedtbeen it, since the street outside took a parallel course to the house ®
wall, Marccos wouldn't go home to his family, but rather slip under a bed, and
only reluctantly would come up from under it when later his mother came cver,
to look after him, and take him home with her. Even sc some neighbours got to
hear about the report, when it took place two and a half years ago, the family
only came forward now, encouraged by the wife of a neighbour who herself  and
her husband, recently had seen a F,S., they took for as of a similar structure.
when seen from the garden of a relative., The Bustagquio family gave us the im
pression of a happy family , so the husband seems a sensitive suave but deter
mined fellow, who lmows just what he has to do, We really felt at ease at the
Bustaquio family , and would like to meet them in the future, whenever we are
in Belo Horizonte . (see picture nr 3. and 14) since they were so friendly and
helpfull (photo nr. 13 depets authorization) in our research.

"Persons who suddenly are confronte with F.S or its erows, have in some

cases been submitted to a body rigidity or trembling  .....iiiiiiiiianan
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(222) that means muscular rigor or tremor , or both. By those means have -
those witnesses of F.S. been put into a defenseless state (2) Bven so we -
don't know the means which cause those effects, one may suspect the influen-

ce of certain sort of rays. We suppose that they provoque "temporary " dis
fimstion of the cenfral nervous system, similar as it happens in the Parkinson
syndrome,

The anatomical components participating in such a physiclogical patho
logy to produce this syndrome would be 5

The above 5 parts work as an unity in garanteeing normal muscular tore
(tonus) and the 5 parts are in permanent bio chymical interchange (see sketch
nr 22 ), go that part nr, 1 stimilates part nr. 2, but curbs part nr. 3 .
An impulse sent by part 2 via the "afferent motorie route ", may reach the
oral ventral thalamic Mucleus, which  its part may relate the stimuleos to
part nr 5 , which may atimilate part nr. 3 ete.

One could presume that by a certain physiological stimulus of yet an
unknown order, one may provoque a disfunction of the above mentioned system,
which would result either in a muscle stiffness (if disfunction is prevailling
in the Substancia Nigra) or trembling (when disfunction is prevailing in the
Globus Pallidus}, but both could be pregent at the same time {9?Ql¢

The above reasoning should induce further "professional" speculation ,
eventually folowed by lab teste later, when the physical laws of the under
lying stimulus (rays ?) are understood better.
