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On September 19, David Haisell was the guest speaker at our meeting. David 

spoke about his attendance at Bufora (British UFO Research Association.) This was 

London, England's first International UFO Congress, held August 26, 27, 1979. 

DaT.id represented Canada at this conference. As a result of this conference, an 

international corrnni ttee was formed. The overall aim of the connni ttee was·;jto 

co-ordinate international cormnunication and data exchange among all nations involved in 

the UFO research. Currently the Central Connnittee consists of representatives 

from France, Scandinavia, Spain, Italy, U .S .  and U.K. Canada1 s membership in the 

Central Committee is to be on the agenda of the next meeting in Copenhagen, in 

October, 1980. David hopes to be able to attend. 

David sent a letter to UFO researchers in Canada, proposing that a Canadian 

NationaL UFO Project be established, (not a group, society or an organization, but 

a research project} in order that a common goal and approach be established and 

followed by serious Canadian research groups and individuals. Each Canadian 

group or individual researcher would be a contributor to this project, merely by 

carrying out well-planned, rigorous investigations in accordance with a standard-

ized format. Each group would appoint an individual to intercommunicate on a 

national level, with other similar appointees. This group of appointees would 

represent National UFO research in Canada and could then become involved-in 

carrying out the responsibilities proposed for a "National Group", including 

-- international UFO �esearch co-operation. One or more of these.persons (depending 

on financial capability) would then represent Canada at future meetings of the 

International Corrnnittee for UFO Research (assuming Canada does become a membero) . 



The response from Canadian researchers, as David had suspected, was not over-

whelming. This group and Pat fulafranier1s group, and Mr. -x of Kingston were the 

only positive responses in O ntario. David received t1!Vo out west, John Musgrave, 

Edmonton, Alberta, and Chris Rutkowski, of �nnipeg, Manitoba. 

At this stage, David is not sure we have enough Canadian input to become part 

of this International Connni ttee. David will keep us posted and I shill report same 

in the newslet t .. er. 

DaVid also mentioned that a reporter filmed UFOts over Lake Ontario and they 

would be on channel 11 news. An investigator from U,o·S\.:. has special photographic 

equipment which will penetrate the lights and ascertain if there's an actual 

object behind the light. He and David Haisell are going to the shores of Lake 

Ontario and hopefully obtain good photographic evidence. 

On September 11, Pat Delafranier, Stratford UFO Research Team, had as a 

guest speaker, Paul Koslowski, from Reading, Mass. Paul is the author of the 

book "AX.e We Children of the Universe, IV Contact with Sp_ace People." He 

claims to be in contact with an alien named Latu.

Shy U FOs avoid 
his photo session

UFOs are powerfully attracted to 
Sid MacKinnon but they keep 
ducking his photo sessions. 

MacKinnon, 30, a maintenance 
engineer, is hoping to snap the first 
clear, indisputable photographs of 
alien spacecraft visiting earth and 
he's installed a UFO-spotting 
device in his Cambridge home to 
catch them. 

The device has registered nine 
visits from strange airborne objects 
since he installed it. 

It is set to pick up only the enor­
mous electromagnetic fields UFOs 
are believed to generate, which are 
stronger than those produced by 
airplanes and magnetic storms. 

The device, called a field-induc­
tion magnetometer, was specially 
built for MacKinnon in Don Mills 
using blueprints supplied by U.S. 
UFO-watching groups. 

QC the nine UFOs that have 

buzzed his home only one did it on a 
day .when skies were clear, MacK­
innon said, and on that occasion he 
and his wife were out shopping and 
missed it. Four of the visits were 
last March and the most recent was 
last May 5. 

The $200 device has an alarm that 
keeps going until MacKinnon shuts 
it off. It also lets him know when a 
UFO is hovering overhead - which 
hasn't yet happened while he's 
there - and cues him to reach for 
his long-lens camera, which is 
loaded with film at all times. 

"I've got it right beside my bed," 
he said. 

He and the 25 other members of 
the Ca mbridge UFO Research 
Group, a local U FO-studying 
society formed in 1976, are just 
waiting for the day when they'll 
prove to the world UFOs exist. 

Bonnie Wheeler, the group's pres­
ident, says most but not all UFOs 
u s e  e l e c t r o-m agn e t i c  p o w e r  

stronger than any normally found 
on earth. 

"Not all UFOs have it . . .  It could 
be a fact that different UFOs are 
coming from different planets so 
they're not constructed the same 
way. That's the only conclusion one 
can come to," she said. 

MacKinnon and Wheeler believe 
t h e  Ca m b r i d g e  a r e a ,  wh i c h  
includes Kitchener-Waterloo, is 
better for UFO sightings than 
Toronto because there's not as 
many nighttime lights to confuse 
witnesses. 

The group receives an average of 
two sightings a month, Wheeler 
said. 

But who are the strange visitors 
r i n g i n g  M a c K i n n o n's c h i m e? 
They're not sure, but he said the 
next move is to install a televi­
sion camera and scanning device 
that will be triggered automatically 
by the alarm.

Being a dedicated U.F.O. field investigator with the 

Cambridge U.F.O. Research Group, I thought it high time to 

speak up and give my personal feelings on an article I read 

in the Sunday Sun on January 4, 1981.

The title read " U.F.O.'s, 

It's All Bunk", page 26. Well, being a good investigator, I 

bought the paper and took it home to read. The first thing 

I did was to turn to page 26. 
There it was in big black letters, a U.F.O. field 

investigators nightmare. The title read "Unidentified 

Flying Rubbish". Well, I thought before passing any 

criticism, I'd better read the whole article. The very

first paragraph topped it all off. I was astounded by the 

remarks and how little this so called U.F.O. expert could 

come up with at a top u.s. science convention. 

By the way, this so called U.F.O. expert calls himself 

a Science Teaching Master at Seneca College. You know it 

must be bad when things aren't going well around the college 

for a Science Teaching Master for someone to give reports 

about something he appears to know nothing about. This so 

called expert has the nerve to say he began serious researching 

of U.F.O.'s in 1972. 
I can see a poor little science teacher that feels

field today. 

I'm glad that the Cambridge U.F.O. Research Group were 

around in 1977 when I became a member. The U.F.O. Research 

Group is there for people like myself and countless others 
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to investigate every case whether a hoax or unexplained. 

This means so much for the public when they can call day 

or night when they have a sighting and their information 

is kept confidential with the investigative team. You 

would be surprised at the amount of people who have read 

this article and have had some kind of unexplained U.j..O. 

phenomenon and their lips will seal and their mind will 

close with very valuable information. 

This so called U.F.O. expert goes on to say U.F.O.'s 

are a hoax and anyone who has seen one is lying, deranged, 

or mistaken. That puts alot of prominent people, not 

including the countless reports of U.F.O. sighting throughout 

the world in this category. 

This so called U.F.O. expert, I believe, would really 

like a U.F.O. to land right in his back yard and invite 

the occupants in for tea. If this were to happen I \vonder 

what tune this expert would play for the public then. 

Nevertheless, that doesn't stop me or the Cambridge U.F.O. 

Research Group from doing our investigations in the U.F.O. 

phenomenon. 

In closing, I hope this so called U.F.O. expert has 

a U.F.O. close encounter he'll never forget. When that 

happens, there's still the Cambridge U.F.O. Research Group 

to do his investigation, and what an investigation that will 

be.

Rick and· .a friend were driving to a class at the University of Guelph when they 
noticed a large object in a farmer's field beside them. The object was at a 90° 
angle to the car and was stationary. The object was approximately the size of a 
house and was saucer shaped. The object was slightly above tree top 19vel. It 
was grey, had flashing ·lights around th� bottom and seams along the top structure. 
It was possibly � mile away. No noise was heard. They drove· slowly, with their 
windows rolled down, watching the object. other cars behind them were also slowing 
down, viewing the object. The witnesses continued driving, passed over a hill and 
then decided to turn aronnd and have a better lool<:o Wh�n they reached the. spot, 
the object was gone. The sky �tlas clear, temperature 50 C. 
A diagram of the object as seen by the witness is attached. 
Conclusion: Unidentified 

Comments: 
In January, 1979, Rick took a parapsychology course in Guelph. Shortly after 
beginning the course, he began to have dreams about UF01s - one every two weeks. 
In March, 19 79, he recorded one of his dreams: 
-saw what appeared to be a moon, but it moved and then was directly overhead about

-Rick raised his �1ds to communicate with the object 
-the saucer shaped object started to spin and then rotate slowly, sending images 
into Rick's mind

Th3.t is all the UFO dreams he re�orded. 'rh�! UFO' s seen in his dreams are usually 
blue, white or multi colorad. When he sees multitudes of UF01s they or their 
lights are red and they are destroyLYlg earth. He feels nervous and edg_l about his 
UFO dreams. He was given rrry name by a friend and in tu"n conta�t,ed me. He wanted 
to discuss his sight.ing and dreams to see if I could assist him in any way. All 
the UFO dreams started to bother Rick> as he was not the least bit interested in 
UF01so He then decided to record some of tham. 

Wi t!l the nunber of 1JF0 dreams h3 has had, he feels they mean something. He feels 
possibly he will hav,a psychi�al contact, with ijl_l,Q r s in 1980 o 

Further developments in this case will be reportad.

David was getting ready for bed, when he heard a car noise coming from outside. 
He looked out the windowl and noticed a red and yellow light at ;tree top level, 
in the north east portion of the sky. After the red and yellow light be�ame 
stationary, he then noticed that at different times, smaller lights came from 
the east, heading north to the larger red ��d yellow light. The first four. smaller 
lights came one at a time and hovered-beneath the larger light, tintil the red 
light on the bottom became intensified ·and ·then the smaller lights entered one at 
a time • • At that point, one descended from the red lightj which became intensified 
at th�timeg the light went north ru1d disappeared behind another apartment bldg. 
Fifteen minutes later, two smaller lights approached from the east, heading north, 
one hovering under the larger light, while the second circled both lights. The 
light hov-oring underneath entered first, the other one carne down, hovered, and 
then entered as well. The other three lights came within 45 minutes and did the 
same as the other first four. Sightings qccurred on September 27, 28, 29th also. 

But there was more activlty of leaving the light,then enterin&on the night of 
September 26th. The first night David lost sight of the light when the sun came 
up- he was sleeping E.:.ni waking up by setting the alarm clock throughout the night. 
The evenings of the 27th and 28th, he lost sight when he went to bed. 
Sky was clear, windy, temperature 12°C. 

September 27th 
David noticed the same light he had seen the night before, time 12:10 A.M. For 
the fir.st 3/4 of an hour, there was no·J change in the light. Then at 1:00 A.M., 
the red light on the bottom became brighter and a smaller light descended from the 
bottom. It then hovered about 30 seconds and darted left, which was north. He 
lost sight of it beh}nd an apartment bldg. He watched this light until 3:00 when 
he went to bed. During the time he was watching the light, he saw five smaller 
lights, three of which lef-t the larger light, an:i two which entered it_._ 

September 28th 
Basic same pattern .�s the night before. 

September 29th 
David called Sid MacKinnon ( member of our group), whom he lmew, and reported his 
sighting. Sid went over that evening to interview David. They went out on the 
balcony to view the sky with Sid's 7 x 35 binoculars. They noticed an odd 
looking light north of them, time 10:30 P.M. Sid's wlfe arrived at 10:40 P.M. 
and observed this light also. Then at 10:45 P. I-1. ,  David saw the identicAl light 
he had been watching the previous nights, in the north east portion of the sky. 
They decided�o go ihto·the country- to obtain a better -view, away from t�e � 
reflecting city and street lights. They headed towards Guelph, tu:rn13d down a 
sideroad and stopped beside a gravel hill. They climbed to the top ru1d proceeded 
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to watch the - two li ghts they had seen o Both lights wer e very active o They 
observed the light spin or r otate clockwise , extremely fast . The fir�t light (#1 ) 
seemed to become less active when light #2 was active and visa ver s a .  They 
noticed light #2 move, after viewing it for 15 minutes o  I t  fir st wen t  left, then 
came back, moved up, moved down, then moved. right , a.lld then c ame back to its 1 
ori�......nal position . Sid _decided to scan the sky for anything else unusual . After 
about tl�ee minute s ,  he noticed another unusual light . Sid asked David to observe 
it , which he did and they both agreed it was ex.actly like the other two lights . 
T�ey noticed how the thre e  lights had line d themselves up in the shape of a triangle . 
They observed the three lights for about 10 more minutes ,  atld. as it was getting 
late , th3y decided to head home , David stayed up for awnle longer and at 1 :15 A . Mc .; 
light IQ faded out o f  sight o The other lights went o�t o f  focus , as if they were 
going furthe� away . 
September 3oth, David looked again) for the lights, but clouds hampered his viewing . 
Sid had with him a chart, whic h  gave the star posi tion.ing for this time o.f tht3 
year o The lights that they had viewed did not fit into a:ny pattern on that chart . 

Diagrams follow per taining to the sightings that David witne ssed . 
Unidentified, is the conclusion at this time . 

October 8, 1980 
Dave and a friend, Brenda, were outside on the balc ony . At 11 : 45 P. M . , they 
noticed an unusual activity of lights in the s .  e .  por tion of the sky . They saw 5 separ ate flashes of light come into view and hover around a li ght they were 
observing . They all had red, gr een , and yellow lights , which revolved clockwi se , 
extremely fast . The lights approached fr om the south, theY stayed in position 
for 2 to 3 minutes in the s . e .  and then headed north, wher e they disappear ed from 
view . ( Dave phoned Sid, but the lights had disappeared before Dave completed his 
call ) . Below is a diagram of the positon of . the six light s . 

Note : The light with #1 beside it was the light that was in the sky when the five 
other lights appr oached, stoppe d and then headed north .

Gary was walking his girlfriend to the car. He looked up, searching for star 
formations and saw an object moving rapidly , approaching from the east. It was 
about 150' up in the ai:r . He compared the size to that of a car - 12 to 15 �' long . 
He could not estimate the dist��ce away. The object was · shaped like a sideways 
V.  The r. inside of the · object was brown an d  the outside was white, Gary didn't 
see �� lights. It sped in from the east, went overhead and headed south west. 
When it altered to the south west, the object changed sh�pe, to a sideway s W. 
It slowed down briefly, came to an almost stop and then sped up again, it had 
slowed down for 2 seconds. When the object speeded up, the shape changed to 
that of a sideways L. The object then veered west again, to almost overhead. 
The object then made a loop and headed west again. The object then completely 
disappeared . Gary's girlfriend left and Gary stood outside for awhile longer, 
approximately 5 minutes. Suddenly, the object r eappeared in the east. The 
shape was that of a straight line sideways, si ze again 12 -15' . The object went 
overhead and headed towards the west, all the w[l..ile moving rapidly. 'I'he object 
disappeared again, total sighting time 10 seconds. 
The evening�.was crisp and clear, temp . -1°C ,  moon and stars visible . Sun rise 
was 7 :  20 A . M. Witnesses had not been drinking. 
There were a couple of discrepancies in witness interpretation. Gary's girlfriend 
said the object was lost from sight belund a building and also she felt it was 
not moving as �ast as Gary reported the object to be moving. The rest of the data 
was reported identical by both witnesses, independently. 

Cormnents:. 
The behaviour of the object rules out anthing astronomical ._ The only other 
explanation could be that of a bird, if Gary miscalculated the size, which i s  
entirely possible. However, I can only label it unidentified.

Witne s s  was tr avelling we st on ll'..zy 401, ne a-r hwy 401 and 8 inter section . Mel·\Qn 
noticed a very bright light in the sky ahe ad and to the r ight of the car . The 
light was constant and :was moving very quickly .9 d·3scending towards the Ki tchener­
Waterloo .Airport . Melvin remarked to his :family in the �ar that the l:ight 
seemed to hz going too r apidly to attempt a lan1ing o The ligh t dropp-ed out of 
sight, soon thereafter o It was at a height o.f 700-800 feet and 1-2 mile s a'ftlay . 
Malvin next notice d the light about 5-g mi.nute s l:iter , as he was. tur:aing from the 
Cone stoga Exp:r.essway .9 onto King Str eat . T hP. light was gaining s�ed very quickly , 
in a north we sternly direction and gaining altit •1de at a very steep r ate . Having 
lived ne ar the Welland Airport fo!P. a number of year s ,  Melvin did not balieve the 
1 i.ght behaved in the ma1mer of a light plane . No noise was he ard . The sky · .. ras 
slightly overc ast and c alm weather prevailed .  Eleva�ion �as 6� 
Cormnants : 
Nothing ast:ro:1omical fits the above de scri;>tion . The Kitchener -WaterloD Airport 
could offer me no answer , as they had nothing logged for that time . There is 
the pr obability that it was an air cr aft , howe-.. rer , nothing i s  c onclusive .

Keith was driving home from work, along highway 9 7 .  He was just before the AYr 
road when he noticed 2 lights trave�ng alongside the road, at tree top level . 
These lights were similar to car lights , only about � as bright . These lights 
were white and were about 10 ' apart .  No actual obje ct could be seen, just the 
lights . The lights were ahead of Keith, on the right . At first he thought the 
lights were lights on a plane , but wondered why a plane would be flying so low . 
He turned off his radio to hear a:ny noise ,  but no sound was heard .· He .drove at 
the speed limit, but then decided to slow down and speed up, to find out if he 
could lose the lights . He slowed down to 30 mph and sped up to 120 mph, but the 
lights alw.ays remained at the same distance ahead of him. The lights were in the 
south east portion of the sky . He reached the crossover to the 40l .and slowed 
down substantially , the lights slowed down too . He then sped up and didn ' t  slow 
down until he reached Galt, and the lights did the same . Driving into Galt, the 
lights r emained ahead of him to the right, just above house top level . He 
turned right onto Birkley Street and he could see the lig hts still ahead of him . 
He stopped at the corner of Churchill and Gladstone Streets , and the lights 
stopped too . Keith decided to drive around the streets , zig zagging , before 
going home , to find out if the lights would follow him . He did this for about 
5 minutes and the lights did exactly what Keith did, t�ng, slowing down, and 
stopping . He then headed towards his house,  the light keeping about 2 blocks 
away from him . He r eached home , got out of his car and started to walk towards 
the lights . The lights kept the same distance away from him as he walked towards 
the lights . He heard no noise whatsoever . When he stopped walking the lights 
stopped .  He then walked back home and the lights were behind his house, at a 
di stance of about 2 blocks . The lights remained at just above house top level . 
Keith stoo d outside his house and watched the li·ghts . They �d-� stopped and were 
moving up and down simill taneously • They did this for about 30 seconds . He then 
decided to go in and call the police,  who gave them my phone number . The lights 
were still visible behind his house when he went to Bed, an hour after his 
initial sighting . The sky was partly coudy , temp . 5 C .  The moon and star s were 
visible . 

C omments 
It just  so happens that Venus and Jupiter , two bright plane ts, are fairly low in 
the south east portion of the sky at this time of the morning . They are visible 
until the sun rises and are very close together . They would also give the effect 
of two headlights . The sky was too cloudy on previous evenings to see Venus and 
Jupiter together , but that night the sky was oply partly cloudy - and both pl�ets 
would have�een visible ; giving the headlight· -effect .. Keith . .  said · the :lights 
seemed- to follow · him,- but were alw.ay.s in the s1une location in the sky , this is 
exactly the optical illusion that would be protluced by these two visbile planets .

Date : November 5 ,  1980 
Time � 10 : 30 P . M .  
Duration: 1 5-J O se conds 
Location : Cambridge , Ontario 

Witnes s  looked out the window before going to bed and saw an extreme ly ,  bright , 
red light ,  moving in the nor th eastern sky . She rushe d to  her kitchen window to 
continue viewing i t .  The shape was circular and the size  of a full moon. I t  
was moving s lightly fas ter than a small plane . As she looked out her window i t  
was eye level, so she felt this light wasn ' t  too high i n  the sky . The light 
headed towards the south, moving in a str aight line , lowering as it did so . No 
noise  was hear d. � was clea�, temperature 1°C .  The light di sappeared fr om her 
line of vision. The witne s s  called the police and they gave her my phone number .  

Comments � 

That evening, commencing at 8 : 00 P.M. to 11 : 00 P . M. , a light plane was doing a 
thermal infra red survey over Cambridge . The plane was flying very low, at 
1500 ' ,  and was flying back and forth over C ambridge. This plane had an infra 
r ed light scanner aboard, whi ch recorded the heat los s  through the roof of all 
buildings in C ambridge . This scanner recor ds thermal infra r ed r adiation image s ,  
which ar e then conver ted into electronic signals and transferred onto magneti c 
tapes. 
The following four items leads me to believe that the witness  was viewing the 
plane taking the infr a red survey : 
l .  The light viewed was flying slightly faster than a small plane , so the witne s s  

said. 
2 .  The plane was flying very low and the witnes s  woul d  be viewing the r ed plane 

lights at very clos e proximity , ther efor e ,  the r ed light would be very bri ght 
and large . 

J .  The time she saw the red light was in the time range the plane was flying low 
over C ambridge • 

4. The fac t that i t  was moving in a str aight line . 

Conclusion : Identified. 



Date : November 18 , 1980 
Time : 7 : 30 P . M.  
D-uration : 15 minutes elapsed time 
Location : Pinebush Road, Cambridge 

Witness was driving back fr om taking her son to hockey practise . She turned left 
onto Pinebush Road and at that point lit up a cigarette and turned the radio up to 
hear a favourite song . She saw ahead of her two lights , which looked like airplane 
lights . The se lights looke d like they were coming down right at her , approaching 
from the east.  She pulled  over to  the side of the road and rolled down the window 
to hear any noise , which she did not .  She thought the plane was goi�g to land or 
crash right in frontof her and pulled over to the side of the road with the intention 
of jumping out of the car and running to the vacant field beside her . As  the 
witness pulled over , the two lights made a swerve so  they were direc tly in front of 
her again . The lights approached with extreme speed and stopped two car lengths 
away from her , about 36 ' .  She didn ' t get a chance to run to the field, things 
happened too fast . She could, at this close proximity , dis cern a shape behind the 
lights . The obj ect was dome shaped, solid and dark in color . The bottom of the 
craft was even with the top of her car �  which put the object about 5 '  off the ground . 
She thought the dome shaped object was about 5 '  long a�d 5 '  in height . When the 
object stopped in front of her , two additional lights came on . These lights did 
not flash, but were steady lights and were located on top of the craft . Then smaller 
lights came on, all over the craft, these too ,  were steady lights . The lights 
completely hypnotized the witness , she tried to turn her head away , but could not 
move . Ther e was comple te stillness  when she was watching the lights , she couldn ' t  
hear the radio she had turned up . She had a floating feeling , she then had the 
feeling that the "ligh ts " were drawing her in, the �'·lights " wanted her to get out 
of her car and go towards them. She resisted this feeling and would not get out 
of the car . She then had the feeling that the obj e ct would be coming back and she 
would see it again . 
The object suddenly shot straight up, veered north, went straight up, · veered north 
again and then turned, heading west until it disappeared from view . When the 
object shot straight up all the lights went out, except the two flashing lights at 
the bottom of the craft . Befor e she lo st sight of the obj ect, it again looked like 
an airplane with flashing lights . 
She then found herself at the dead end sign, a mile down the r oad, but couldn ' t  
remember driving there .  Her mind had become blank . She quickly rolled up her 

' 

window, which she had opaned when she first observed the lights o She suddenly 
re called the sighting she had j ust witnessed . She looked for the cigarette she 
had lit when she had turned the corner , but could not find it, the butt, or 
anything . She arrived home quite distraught . Her son had wondered what had 
taken her longer than usual . It was then, the witness realized it  had taken her 
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an additional fifteen minutes to drive to her home . It normally takes her fifteen 
minutes to drive to hockey practise and back . She left at 7 : 20 P . M. , but instead 
of arriving home at 7 : 35 P . M. , she arrived home at 7 : 50 P .M. , fifteen minutes later . 
The witness thought that the total viewing time had been around two minutes ;  from 
fir st sighting the lig hts to the lights disappearing from view, as everything 
seemed to have happened so fast .  She found it hard to believe that fifteen minutes 
had elapsed and she cannot account for that much time , she felt that the object had 
hovered in front of her for only 15-30 seconds . 
She called the · .police , who gave her rey phone number .  Sid MacKinnon and rey self _. 
went right over and interviewed her and drove to the exact location of the sighting . 
A diagram of the craft, as drawn by the witness follows , as well as a diagram of 
t he  location of the sighting . 

C omments : 

The area of the sighting is an isolated ar ea just after a plant and before a few 
houses star t .  Wide open fields are on either side, with more than ample room to 
pull off to the side of the road . No cars were seen by the witness during the 
sighting . 
The witness has had precognitive dreams since a small child.  She has 4 or 5 dreams 
a year which come true . This has ranged from: a death , in the family ; a dream told 
her to wake up, as there was a fire in her kitchen, she immediately woke up and 
found her stove in flames,  whi ch she was able to put out . She had a ·dream about a 
large fire in Cambridge and then read about it in the paper the n�xt day . She knew 
when harm was going to come to her brother in Alberta,  when a bus accident was 
going to occur , etc . She is used to precognitive dr eams and her family obviously 
heeds all her warnings now . Sometime s ,  by looking at a person, events that will 
happen to that per son in the future ,  will flash thr ough her mind . This witness  is 
definitely psychically giftedo o She has had nothing to do with UFO ' � has read 
nothing on the subject, has no t even seen any of the UFO movies of late 
eg . Close Encounter s of the Third Kind. Her family , as well as herself, sighted 
some strange lights in the s�d�anoeuvring around, this past smnmer , but nothing 
like the above has ever happe� to her before . The thing that frightened her the 
most about the sighting was the feeling that the lights were drawing her out of 
the car and towards them. 
� felt that she was a sincere and honest witness . 

Conclusion: Close Encounter of the First  Kind . 
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Fur ther development : 

On Tuesday, November 25th, witness was driving home with her s on, heading 

down Town Line at 5� 30 P .M.  ( thi s is  the road that runs off of P ine Bush Road 

at the dead end, as per the diagram) . They saw two white flashing lights in the 

sky, approaching from the south, which they took to be as airplane lights . They 

joked �d made reference to the fac t  that i t  mus t be the UFO returning . Suddenly 

the lights lowered and came towar ds them . She immediately pulled over to the side 

of the r oad to watch the lights and rolled down her window . Michael, her son, was 

terrifie d and dived to the floor . The lights went over the car, did a compl ete 

circle and headed back in the dire c tion it came from, being south . The lights 

then rose to their original height and disappear ed from view . The total sighting 

was brie f, lasting a few seconds .

Immanuel Velikovsky, and the appar­
ent confirmation of those theories by 

space exploration in the 1 970s.) Dr. 
A lexander teaches philosophy at 
Wilfrid Laurier University. 

The Earth almost died in 1 4 50 B.C. A near 
collision occurred with the newly born comet,  
Venus. and the results were catastrophic: 
t idal waves. earthquakes. meteorite showers 
noted by the Bible in  Egypt and Pa lest ine. a nd 
other disasters in places as divergent as 
Ch ina a nd Mexico. 

In  1 950, a Russian-born psychiatrist, 
I m manuel Velikovsky, documented h istorical 
a nd physical evidence for these events. H is 
book. Worlds in Collision was an i m mediate 
best seller. However, Vel ikovsky incurred 
such anger from the sc ientific "establ ish­
ment" that his publishers were blackmai led 
i nto d ropping the book. 

Why was there such a v iolent reaction by 
scientists? I n  spite of earlier 20th century 
revolut ions. many scientists were sti ll 
committed to the ideas of Newton and 
Darwi n .  These theories had provided a stable 
view of celest ial mechan ics. and this stabi l ity 
was threatened by Vel ikovsky's new view of 
things. 

"Th is book is  a heresy," Ve likovsky 
admitted. "if Newton a nd Darwin a re 
sacrosanct . "  However, he expected t hat 
science was open to question-a vital ,  
c hang i ng body of ideas rather than stat ic 
dogma. In this, he was wrong. 

The impl ications of his hypotheses were 
simply staggering for many discipl ines. 
Starting with reports of anc ient catastrophes. 
he shook the consensus of archaeo l ogy and 
a nc ient h istory with a revised chronology for 
the culture of the Middle East. 

Vel ikovsky theorized that. after e rupting 
from Jupiter, the comet that became Venus 
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moved i n  front of the Earth's orbital path in  
1 540 B.C. For the days that fol lowed , this  
conflict of  forces wreaked havoc on the Earth 
havoc wh ich appears in Bibl ical records. ' 

Entering the ta i l  of the comet, the Earth was 
fi rst pelted with red dust which poisoned a l l  
surface water. A shower o f  hot meteorites and 
blaz i ng petroleum followed. During the 
i ntense d a rk ness that descended, the only 
l i g ht came from massive l ightning between 
the two bod ies. Ve likovsky also sa id there 
was a rad ical change in the direction of the 
Earth's rotat ion, causing earthquakes a nd 
tidal waves. and moving people to terror by 
the sight of the sun rising in the West. 

V e l i k o v s ky ' s  r e s e a r c h e s  t u r n e d  u p  
s u rprising confirmation of severa l  bibl ical 
events. He sa id that, d u ring a 50-year interval 
when the d isturbances caused by Venus 
subsided, those who had survived were 
supplied by a honey-l ike substance that 
condensed like frost. After this, Ven us made 
a nother closs pass, causing earthquakes 
wh ich were probably t he h istorical basis for 
the destruction of the wal ls of Jericho, and 
wh ich slowed the Earth's rotation for a few 
hours d u ri n g  Joshua's battle at Beth-horon. 

For the next 600 years, the Earth was 
peaceful e nough for new calendars to be 
m ade. I nstead of a 360 day year m ade u p  of 
ten 36-day months, there were now found to 
be twelve 30-day months in the same len gth 
year. Venus.  however. d id not remain idle. By 
776 B.C., after being disturbed by Venus, 
M a rs began the f irst of four menacing passes 
at the Earth in the next 91 years. Si nce Mars is 
smaller  than either Earth or Venus, the 
u p heavals were less colossal. 

The axis of the Earth was t i l ted 10 deg rees 
and reversed by the same amount on the next 
pass. On the f inal pass about 687 B.C.,  Mars 
established itself as t he "God of War" by 
destroyi ng 1 85,000 of Sennacherib's army i n  
o n e  d a y  with a n  enormous electrical 
d i scharge. 

There was a lso a shorter lunar month (29.5) 
days) which no longer coi nc ides with the 
calendrical month. The heavens have 
remained stable with a longer yea r  {365.25 
days) .  

Worlds in Collision was based on evidence 
largely from ancient cultural rema ins such as 
paintings, astronom ical charts, calendars,  
and scriptures from Palest ine. Egypt,  Mexico, 
India.  a nd China. Two years later, Vel ikovsky 
repeated his theories in the publ ication of 
Earth in Upheaval. This t ime.  he used foss i ls, 
glacial  remains. and earth format ions to 
prove his case. 

Surprisingly, t he evidence from the last 20 
years of probes to Venus, Mars, Jupiter and 
the Moon is more in l i ne with Velikovsky's 
p redictions than with trad itional scientific 

expectations.  Qu ite a su rprise for many 
people. 

Sc ientists in t he "establishment" had 
predicted that Venus would be about the 
same temperature as Earth, but Vel i kovsky 
had stated that it would be extremely hot 
s ince it  wou ld not have had t ime to cool down 
from its recent l ife as a blazing comet. Recent 
tests on Venus have i nd icated temperatures 
of over 500 d eg rees Celsius. 

V e l i k ov s k y  a l s o  e x p ected m a g n et i c  
i rregularities which have been found in  the 
moon rocks brought back by the Apollo 
m ission. Everyone else was surprised. 

The scientific theories of Velikovsky have 
far-reaching i m p  I ications. 

They have the potential to com pletely 
change our understanding of how the world 
developed . G eolog ical changes, l i ke the ice 
ages, may have happened in a few days rather 
than i nch by inch over m i l l ions of years. How 
else, Vel ikovsky asks, can we account for 
instantly frozen mammoths found with 
tropical vegetat ion in  their stomachs? 

In celestial mechan ics, t he view of the solar 
system as a series of b i l l iard balls governed 
only by Newto n ia n  gravity may no longer be 
suffic ient. 

Vel ikovsky's ideas also account for some of 
the puzzles in ancient records. In spite of the 
fact that, as Morn i ng and Evening star, Venus 
is  highly visible i n  our heavens, many ancient 
o b s e r v e r s n e v e r  r e f e r  t o  s e e i n g  i t .  
Nevertheless, they knew the precise orbits for 
Mercury and Mars. 

Later records refer to Venus as being so 
bright that it outshi nes the m oon and rivals 
the sun in bri l l iance. Such records have been 
found in both I nd ia a nd Mexico-suggest ing 
that ou r predecessors were accurate 
observers of the heavens, and not just 
superstitious primit ives. 

Not all new theories proposed by those 
technically "outside" the scientific profession 
can be accepted or tested; time is short and 
resou rces are scarce. But science cannot 
afford to reject new ideas merely because 
they a ppear to contradict what is "known." 
There are· no g ua rantees in science or 
anywhere else.

T h e  e s t a b l i s h m e n t ' s  r e s p o n s e  t o  
Ve likovsky's t heories o f  natural  history was 
more than just careless and smug. I n  
response t o  t h e  challenge offered b y  the two 
books, many scient ists went beyond the 
ethics of science and partially succeeded in 
a n  organized conspiracy to suppress 
Vel ikovsky's writ ings. 

Such o utrageous behaviour raises serious 
questions a bout the role of experts in 
contemporary society.

VEN U S, V E L I KOV S KY & S C I E NT I F I C  B ACKMAI L

This is the second of two articles con­
cerning the suppression of the theories 
of psyc h ia tris t - turned-as tron ome r  

Immanuel Velikovsky, and the appar­
ent confirmation of those theories by 
space exploration in the 1970s. Dr.

I mma nuel Ve l ikovsky's publ icat ion of 
Worlds in Collision in 1 950 had two results; 
the book, which documented reports from 
a ncient c iv i l izations that Venus and Mars 
nea rly col l ided with the Earth twice before the 
b i rth of Ch rist, became an i mmed iate best 
sel ler. But Vel ikovsky's "history" a l so 
incu rred the wrath of conventional sc ientists, 
a wrath which s;aused the rejection of the 
a uthor and his theories for over 30 years. 

Ve l ikovsky said that g lobal catastrophies 
fol lowed the Earth's near col l is ions­
catastroph ies wh ich destroyed nations, 
changed c l i mates, and altered the length of 
the day, the month, and the year. Since he 
admitted he was taking issue with some of the 

. - �� fundamental theories of Newton and Darwin, 
a number of i nfluentia l scientists dec ided he 
must be wrong. It was the action of these 
sc ientists which resulted in an attempted 
suppression of Vel ikovsky's works. 

Instead of acting in the role of objective 
observers (and suspending judgement u nt i l  
crucial tests were made) t h e  scientific 
"establ ishment" organized a campaign to 
boycott Vel ikovsky's publisher. 

Within two months, the academic textbook 
d ivision of Macmi l lan Company buckled 
under pressure. Worlds in Collision was 
transfe rred to Doubleday, which had no 
textbook division, and a senior ed itor at 
Macmil lan was fi red for accepting i t  for 
publ ication. 

After  t h i s ,  V e l i kovsky c o nt i n u ed to 
p u b l i s h - a n d the s c i e n t i f i c j o u r n a l s  
continued t o  criticize his theories without 
giv ing him the opportun ity to respond . By 
1 963 ,  The American Behavioral Scientist 
devoted a whole issue to the controversy, 
eventua l ly published i n  book form as The 
Velikovsky A ffair. 

I n  spite of the attempted suppression of his 
work, Vel ikovsky d id not fade away. Space 
probes were now bring i �g back evidence that 
h is pred ictions, such q.s those concern i ng 
Venus, were mostly tru�. 

The extremely h igh tem peratures on Venus 
h ad been forecast by Velikovsky in 1 950 .  By 
late 1 962, Mariner II had documented a 
su rface tem pe rature of 500 deg rees celsius 
on the surface of the planet. 

For ten years after his f i rst publ ication, 
Ve l i kovsky faced derision for "creat i ng" 
electromagnetic forces in space whenever 
his theory needed them. Then, the Van Al len 
belts were discovered, and Pioneer V 
conclus ively showed that space is l itera l ly ful l  
of magnetic fields and electric currents, 
instead of bei ng empty as Newtonians 
thought. 

A tiny handful of scholars and scientists 
encouraged Vel ikovsky. They i ncluded 
Einstein,  who was open-mi nded enoug h to 
read and comment on the books. When 
Vel ikovsky's prediction of radio noise from 
J upiter was confirmed, Ei nstein helped him 
to plan some further tests of  the theory just 
before he died i n  1 955. 

By 1 972 the journal Pensee was devoted 
entirely to the elaboration and criticism of 
Vel ikovsky's views (these have now been 
publ ished in book form as Velikovsky 
Reconsidered). I nternational conferences on 
the controversial  scientist were also held at 
Let h b r i d g e ,  A l ta .  a n d  H a m i l to n ,  O n t .  
c u l minating i n  a session at t h e  annual 
meeting of the American Association for t he 
Advancement of Science in 1 974. 

This forum could have been a belated but 
serious look at some of Vel i kovsky's claims i n  
t h e  l ight o f  puzzl ing data from space probes. 
I n stead,  it became a media event, dominated 
by personal ities l ike Prof. Carl Sagan, who 
was well known as a Tonight Show g uest. 
Vel ikovsky became once more the subject of 
ridicule. At 78, with f low i ng white hair, he 
looked the part of the eccentric, and h is 
theories wre d ism issed as the products of 
rel igious mania.  

As exami nat ion of Scientists Confront 
Velikovsky, by C. J. Ransom reveals the 
uneth ica l tricks, d istortion, and sloppi ness of 
Vel i kovsky's opponents. Their  behaviour­
a nd the whole scenario-is one of the most 
fasci nati ng and troub l i ng issues in the 20th 
century .  I t  is fasci nating because, in the 
words of one critic, "Velik ovsky's ideas would 
be of the utmost i m portance if they were 
correct: wel l  establ ished concepts in  a host 
of d i scipl i nes would then fal l  l ike leaves in the 
wind." 

The m a t t e r  is  a l s o t ro u b l i n g :  t h e  
opposition t o  Vel ikovsky's new ideas 
destroys o u r  t raditional bel ief in the scientist 
as dispassionate observer. 

B ru no's burning at the stake and Gall i  leo's 
forced recantation were caused by a fanatical 
response to rel i g ious dogma. But modern 
sc ience is supposed to be composed of 
testable and revisable theories-not dogma. 
If its bel iefs need to be defended, they must 
be defended by reasonable c rit icism , not by 
suppression. 

Of course, i n  deal i ng with "pure" sc ience, 
we are also deal ing with human scientists. As 
i ndividuals, they have a vested interest in 
status and ego protection. Their  work can 
never be a completely altru istic search for 
truth. L i ke endeavo u rs in the fie lds of 
educat ion, med icine, and government, the 
point of science often gets obscured and 
subverted by personal concerns, and by 
internal i nstitutional pressures. 

Vel ikovsky's treatment at the hands of the 
scientific "establ ishment" reveals a p roblem: 
we view the specialist with a k ind of awe and 
he is l i kely i n  return to view the layman's ideas 
with contem pt. Si nce Vel ikovsky was not 
formal ly t ra ined as an a ncient scholar or as an 
astronomer, the experts regarded h i m  as an 
amateur, a nd this assumption lay behind the 
offhanded rejection of his ideas. ' 

The famous Ital ian mathematician, Bruno 
de Fi netti ,  could th i n k  of another reason. 

"Vel ikovsky . . .  chal lenged the right of their 
( the scientists') fossi l ized brains to rest in 
peace," he said. 

Such d isrespect for the layman, he 
thought, m ight t ransform the g reat clan of 
scientists " into a sort of despotic and 
i rresponsible mafia." 

If  a l i tt le knowledge i s  dangerous, i t  is no 
worse than a lot of k nowledge. The c rucial 
factor is not what you know, but how wel l  you 
can sift t h rough what others claim to know. 
The existence of "experts," s ince they often 
disag ree, mean_s our ord inary decisions are 
harder, not easier, to make. 

In assessing Vel i kovsky's view of world 
history, the only reasonable approach-to 
sc ience and for the public-is a fair a nd open 
m ind .
