Bonnie and Christine were sitting outside when they saw what appeare d  to be a 

falling s tar .

Mete ors c an be very 

large, which the witne s ses described this sighting as being . A meteor s'hower peaks on

Two witnesses were walking down the s treet in a new residential area, when they

no ticed .'30mething moving s lowly in the sky . The obje ct was at a 70 elevation, 

distance unkown . I t  was red, with a vale/mist covering it , moving along wi th it . 

Holding a ruler at arm ' s  length, the ob ject was 2;2" across . The obj ect was cigar 

shaped and flatter in the middle . T he obj e ct appeared to have two lights on the 

front . I t  was flying fr om eas t to wes t,  into the aun and as the sun shone on it , 

these two lights were shining like bright diamonds or it could have been the sun's 

reflection on the no se of the object . No wings were observed and no noise was 

heard . The object was moving slowly at all time s ,  it lowered slightly and 

stayed at that level until it disappeared from their view . When they fir st 

viewed the obj ect they were at a crest of a hill , upon reaching the bo ttom of 

the hill , they los t  sight of it when house s  blocked their view . Temp . 10°C ,  wind 

speed 5 mph . They both had an eery feeling watching this ob je ct,  as it mov·ad 

slowly and without any noise.  

Comments : 

Po ssibility o f  a hot air balloon, as wind spe ed was per feet for balloons . Ther e 
wer e a couple. in the sky, upon checking both with the Waterloo/Wellington Airpor t 
and Weather Offic e .  The witnesses said the shape was definitely not that of a 
ho t air balloon, which they have seen . Also no basket was observed, only a long , 
cigar shaped ·Jbject . The only description it fits is that o f  a dirigible , 
because of shape and speed.  Upon checking several sources , however , none were 
haing flown in thi s area .

However , three working parties wer e established - to 
further developmnt in data base c.efinition, training of field investigating and 
overall poli cies for PICUR .  Canada , U . K . ,  and Sweden were the three countires to 
whom resp8nsibility for the se working par tie s  wer e assigned . Due to Pat DelaFranier ' s  
work in the area of training ( Pat is Direc tor of SUFORT, Stratford, Ontario), Canada 
was assigned this working par ty responsibility .

In order to e stablish line s of communication PICUR de cided to produce a 
publi cation entitled " UFO  International " . This would be published quarterly , annual 
subs cription U . S .  $6 . 00 .  The firs t  issue ,  May , 1981, was available at the Congress .

Ufology in Canada has ev_olved over the last thirty years 
in much the same �ay as in many other countries, namely in 
a disorgani:ed and fairly erratic manner. This comes as no 
surprise to most people, since those attracted to the study 
span a wide spect�m of backgrounds, interests and �otiva­
tion, and thus much disagreement has existed among them, 
the general public and that &roup of persons to whom I shall 
refer as "the authorities," being comprised of those to whom 
the media seem to turn for comments on the phenomenon we now 
call UFOs. 

Unfortunately for Canada, these probl�ms are compounded 
by two additional factors, narnelv its immense si:e and 
sparsely distributed population.

· 
The area per interested 

and capable investigator/researcher adds up to many thou­
sands of square miles. Also, basic extrapolation, if ':alid, 
would imply that :nest UFO related events in Canada would go 
unnoticed and hence unreported because of the large areas of 
the nation with little or no population. 

To put things into perspective I shall comuare Canada's 
si:e and population with those of the U.K. The U.K. has an 
area of 94,212 square miles, with a population of 55,53�,000 
(1976 figures). This averages out to 590 persons per square 
mile. On the other hand Canada covers an area of 3,351,309 
square miles, over 40 times the area of the U.K. With a 
population of only 21,489,000 this averages out to 5� per­
sons per square mile. Thus the U.K. has over 100 times the 
population density of Canada. 

wnen one considers that 13,730,000 or 64� of Canada's pop­
ulation live in Ontario and Quebec which cover 1,00i,442 
square miles or only 26!• of the nation's area, this means 
that only 36% of the population or 7,759,000 people live in 
74% of the area, namely 2,84-1,367 square :niles. Thus the 
other B provinces and two territories have only 2. i persons 
per square :nile. The U.K., then, has 200 times the ·iVerage 
population density of 3/4 of Canada. 

The situation &oes from the sublime to the ridiculous when 
one considers that the two territories (the Yukon �d the 
� .W. Territories) which are almost 40% of Canada's land 
area, (or 16 times the area of the U.K.) have a total ooou­
lation of onlr 51,000 peopl�. That's 30 square i:tiles ?e� 
person. Imagine having a back yard measuring 5 :niles by 6 
miles! That's a. lot of grass to cut - or ·mow :o shovel! 
To compound the problem even further there are only a few 
active UFO 5roups in Canada, far :·ewer than in England. 

�evertheless, ufology has had quite an interest:ng and 
productive history in Canaca, and I shall now relate ·.ohat 
hope are some of the highlights as ��ell as some of the 
little known, but significant, happenings which have occur­
red over the years, particularly in relati;m to the involve­
ment of the Canadian government. 

Canada's initial involvement in UFO investigation, or 
flying saucer investigation as it was known at t!'le time_, ap­
parently came more than three years after the Kenneth Arnold 
incident in t!'le U.S., and the accompanying flaps of 194 7. 

It happened in an inauspicious manner, but was destined 
:o be plagued by the usual amount of intrigue anci double 
talk -..hich seems to be characteristic of most government 
sponsored projects surrounding controversial material. The 
initiator of the investigation was one Wilbert a. Smith, a 
senior radio engineer with the Canadian Department of Trans­
port. Smith's area of research was in radio wave propaga­
tion, a study ...,·hich eventually led him i:lto fields such as 
auroras, cosmic radiation, atmospheric radio-activi-ty and 
5eo-magnetism. (1) It -...as the latter of these fie leis -...hich 
really at:rac:ed his attention Jnd caused him to speculate 
that the potential energy of the Earth's magnetic field 
might be extracted and used. He had already progressed to 
the stage of developing a crude experimental model to dem­
onstrate his theory, and suc:essfully tested the unit -...hich, 
in his words, "demonstrated the soundness of the basic prin­
ciples in :1 qualitative manner .md provided useful data ::or 
the design of a better unit."(2) He believed, and I again 
quote, "that we are on the track of something which may \.;ell 
prove to be the introduction to a new technology." This "is 
borne out by the investigations which are being carried on 
at the present time in relation to flying saucers.''( 3) 

The investigations he was referring to were those being 
carried out by the U.S. government at that ti:ne. In late 
1950 Smith had attended a 'lorth American Radio Broadcasting 
conference in �'lashingtcn, D.C., �d 1•hile there, �ade en­
quiries through the Canadian Embassy staff who �."ere able to 
in form h i:n that: 

a) the matter of UFOs was the most highly classi!ied sub­
ject in the U.S. government, rating higher than the H­
bomb, 

b) UFOs exist, 
c) their modus operandi is unknown, but concent�ated effort 

is being made by a small group headed by Dr. Vanne·;ar 
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Bush, and 
d) the entire matter is considered by the U.S, authorities 

·to be of tremendous significance. (4) 
A concerted effort is now being made to discover the 

identities of ��ese Canadian Embassv officials in the hope 
·of identifying their sources for th�se claims. 

Smith felt the preliminary results of his work in geo­
magnetism correlated with the available data on reported UFO 
behaviour, and that they were f:lirly close to some of the 
answers. .�d this was thirty-one years ago! The Defence 
Research Board liaison officer at the Canadian Embassy in 
Washington evidently agreed with Smith for he was extremely 
anxious for him to get in touch with Dr. So 1 andt, 0\ airman 
of the Defence Researcl'\ Board upon Smith's return to Ottawa, 
to discuss with him future investigations along the line of 
geo-magnetic eneriY release. 

Consequently, upon his return to Canada, Smith met with 
Solandt on November 20, and obtained his support. Solandt 
agreed that work on geo-magnetic energy should proceed as 
rapidly as possible and offered ORB's cooperation in provia­
ing laboratory facilities, acquisition of equipment, and 
specialized personnel.(5) 

On �ovember 21 he outlined his proposal in writing to the 
Controller of Telecommunications, indicating ORB's support 
and requesting that a project be set up and carried out on·a 
part-time basis "until such time as sufficient results would 
warrant more definitive action. "(6) 

The proposal outlined seven avenues of investigation, all 
dealing with geo-magnetic research, none dealing with UFO 
investigation.(!) He proposed the work be classified since 
he felt that the lesser known and little explored aspects of 
magnetism might hold the key to a new and si��ificant tech­
nology, and its impact on our civilization would have to be 
asses$ed if his suspicions proved correct. Commander C.P. 
Edwards, then Deputy �inister of Transport for Air Services 
gave the project his blessing, requesting that he be kept 
posted from time to time. It is curious that the avenues of 
investigation Smith proposed made no reference to UFOs. 
Could it be that Smith willfully omitted such reference in 
order to ensure a greater probability that the project would 
be approved? Or was he only interested in UFOs because they 
seemed to be demonstrating that some of his concepts were 
apparently being applied, whereas his main interest was in­
deed in the new technolcgy which he felt he was on the verge 
of initiuing'? 

There seems to be evidence for both points of view, but 
since I don't want to analyze Smith's career at this time I 
shall not pursue that issue any further. It is enough at 
this moment to recognize that Smith's curiosity was respon­
sible for Project �agnet's initiation in �ovember 1950, and 
for its relatively secret progress for a few years at least. 
It is sign1ficant, though, that the official ·�tagnet' re­
port, when eventually released many years later, dealt only 
with UFO sighting anal�·sis, and made no mention of Smith's 
gee-magnetics research. 

Curiously, the Canadian government in all its wisdom, sa10 
the need for still another.project to analy:e UFO reports, 
less classified than Project �lagnet, but sti 11 confidential. 
During the early months of 195Z there was a noticeable in­
crease in the number of UFO incidents covered �Y the Canad­
ian press.(8,9,10) Several of these involved reports of 
disc-shaped craft over Royal Canadian Air Force Bases, many 
reported by service personnel �hemselves. 

The Defence Research Board (ORB) noted this increase, and 
ORB chairman Solandt asked staff member Harold nat10ay to get 
a committee together "to see if we can make anything out of 
these flying saucer reports."( 11) Had Solandt forgotten 
about Smith and �lagnet? It's doubtful. Oatway was a friend 
of Smith and knew of his involvement. As we shall see Smith 
had not been forgotten, but the reason for setting up a fur­
ther project remains unclear, unless , of course, Smith was 
too busy with his research. Why they didn't merely enlarge 
Magnet remains a mystery. 

On April 22, 1952, the committee gathered by Oatway held 
its first meeting, with Peter �tillman, head of the Dominion 
Observatory, as its chainnan. Smith, Edwards and Solandt 
were also among those present. It was agreed that there was 
a need to formally investigate UFOs, and that a committee 
should be formed to lead this activitv and to standardi:e 
procedures, etc.(l2) From the minute� of this meeting we 
read, ''This committee was to prepare a brief of instructions 
for observers; examine interrogation; and to establish a 
standard :nethod of recordini and indexing for subsequent an­
alysis.''(l3) (.�d if I :nay be permitted, I would like to 
note that thirty years later, we are still doing the same 
thing!) It was also decided that "the function of ORB 
should be :nainly adviso ry �s the collection of reports �ould 
best be done !>y field organi:ations."(l�) 
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Two days later, the newly forrned committee issembled, 
classifying its work as "confidential'', and identifying 
themselves as "Project Theta." 

On �iay 19, 1952 they met for a second time, and among 
other things, re-named the:nselves '' Project Second Storey" 
since "Theta" 1o1as apparently not on the list of valid names 
for projects of this type. 

I hope I am not boring you with these details, but it is 
quite interesting to note how the activities of "�lagnet" and 
"Second Storey" dovetailed at this time, how each affected 
the other, and finally and more significantly, when public 
awareness of their activities developed, how they rapidly 
came to a close. 

On June 25, 1952 Smith submitted an interim report on 
Project \lagnet in which he stated that it appeared evident 
that flying saucers are emissaries from o ther civilizations 
and actually operate on magnetic principles, magnetic prin­
ciples which we have failed to grasp due to our not paying 
enough attention to the structure of fields in our studv of 
physics.(l5) One wonders what reaction Smith caused! One 
can almost hear the hurried whispers, and see the startled 
faces and raised eyebrows. 

On July 31, Project Second Storey held their third meet­
ing where, among other ite:ns of business, a letter contain­
ing several of Smith's motions, presumably based on his pro­
gress in �-lagnet, was tabled and discussed. Also, the final 
form of the "Project Second Storey Sighting Report" was ap­
proved, and distribution of same was determined. There was 
no mention -in the minutes of anv reference· to Smith's de­
cisive statement in his interim

. 
"�agnet" repo.rt. 

The fourth meeting of Second Storey ·..-as not held until 
�ovember 17, followed by the fifth on �larch 9, 1 953. Smith 
had been working on some "weighting factors'1 to be applied 
to witness testimony to help arrive at some measure of re­
port significance. At the fifth meeting his system was 
adopted temporarily without alterations. At this point, 
though, it was probably felt irrelevant since Chairman 
�1i llman noted "that evidence to date (and note that this 
was not Second Storey's evidence to which he was referring, 
since they had so far only managed to standardize their pro­
cedures) did not seem to warrant an all out investigation by 
the Canadian Services but it :night be well to continue to 
collect at some central location all forms which may be sub­
mitted to the Services."(16) �illman reached this conclu­
sion follvwing discussions �ith the Chairman of ORB on the 
future activities of the commit tee. They seemed to be again 
ignoring Smith's statement in his preliminary report on �1ag­
net; or were they trying to play it down? 

.�d as it turned out, \li llman' s conclusion was based on 
activities in the U.S. in the wake of the �obertson Panel, 
which is now kno�n to have been a CIA whitewash. So here is 
further evidence of top :eve 1 U.S. /Canadian inter-relat:on­
ship in the UFO field, and if we assume this inter-relation­
ship continued after the Robertson Panel, it is safe to as­
sume that investigation of UFOs in Canada was placed under 
the control of some branch of Canadian Inte E igence. \\'e 
have more evidence for this frcm none other than Pril!le �lin­
ister Trudeau, as I shall rel:lte later. We can only &Uess 
that Smith's i._nterim "�lagnet" report probably played a sig­
nificant part in this assumed decision. 

In concluding the fifth meeting of Second Storey it was 
agreed that a further meeting would take place after the De­
partment of Transport had completed its :malysis. That is, 
after the �lagnet Report was finished. This was accomplished 
on August 10, 1953 but the-:e are no :ninutes available of JJ).Y 
further Second Storey meetings, although there is evidence 
that further meetings did take place. One wonders why the 
minutes were not made public. Recent correspondence between 
Canadian ufologist Arthur Bray and Dr . .  U len �lc.'-:amara of the 
�ational Research Council of Canada where Canadian UFO re­
ports are filed, prompted the statement by ��c�amara (without 
even having been asked the question) that the Project 'fagnet 
Report was submitted to Second Storey in 1953. (This from a 
letter dated July 25, 1979.)(17) So it was 26 years before 
any indication of further Second Storey meetings surfaced. 

But there is more. 
During the summer of 1953 Smith obtained approval from 

the Dept. of Transport (DOT) to set up some UFO detection 
equipment at Shirley's Bay, near Ottawa, and by the end of 
October the installation was comolete. The instrJments in­
cluded a gamma ray counter, a ma�etometer, a radio receiver 
(to detect the presence of radio noise), and a recording 
gravimeter. ( 18) 

�ews of :-tagnet finally leaked to the :nedia presumably be­
cause of the conspicuous nature of the Shirley's Bay instal­
lation. (19) As expected, denials were attempted; on the 
·:ery day the station . ..,ent into ooeration Dr. Solandt . .,as 
quoted as saying reports of the � tation's establishment �ere 

ill� 



completely untrue. However, he �o·as forced �o back down on 
this, and later claimed he actually had only said that such 
a �tation was not being operated by his department, and that 
he personally had no knowledge of its existence. 120) Even 
this was difficult to acceot since the installation .,..as �o­
cated next to oar's Ionosphere Station on ORB property, and 
in fact, the building was loaned to Smith by ORB.(21) 

Public awareness of this project was to be a source of 
frustration, annoyance and embarrassment to ORB and DOT, and 
it also put Smith in an awkward position since he 1•as still 
officially a �mber of the Second Storey Committee. This 
was probably a contributing factor to the contents of �!ill­
man's �ovember 21st summary report of Project Second Storey. 
He announced that Project Second Storey's forms and instruc­
tions for filing of sighting information were available for 
any government department seriously interested in pursuing 
the matter further, but the committee felt that, owing to 
the impossibility of checking independently the details of 
the majority of sightings, most of the material did not lend 
itself to a scientific method of investigation.(22) 

Could it be that they were not aware of the scientific 
study being conducted in the U.S. at that time by the Air 
Force on UFO reports collected from Jtme 1, 194 7 to December 
31, 1952? The study was initiated in 1952 and continued 
through 1954, and proved beyond a doubt the existence of an 
unidentified phenomenon, even though the conclusions were 
worded in such a way as to divert attention from the evi­
dence. The study to which I am referring was known as Pro­
ject Blue Book Special Report 114 which is probably the most 
scientific study of overall UFO data ever undertaken. It is 
constantly referred to in the literature of Stanton Fried­
man, and more recently was the subject of a paper by Bruce 
Maccabee in the Journal of UFO Studies, Vol. 1, �o. 1, en­
titled the "'Scientific Investigation of Unidentified Flying 
Objects." I wi 11 be referring to this report later in my 
presentation. 

I therefore find it difficult to believe �1il1man's state­
ment, and feel more inclined to think his remarks were de­
signed to appease "somebody" in the event Smith's associa­
tion with Se�ond Storey eventually became public knowledge, 
and also to save face in view of the Adamski/contactee ac­
tivity now in the public eye. 

There is more to the Second StoreyiMagnet fiasco, but I 
feel I have rel.ated enough to enable you to judge for your­
selves concerning the apparent ineptitude of the Canadian 
government to handle the UFO problem. 

Perhaps I should mention one more thing, th�ugh, before 
moving on. At 3:01 in the afternoon of Augu�t 3, 1954 the 
instrumentation at the Shirley's Bay installation registered 
an unusual disturbance. In Smith's words "the gr:�vimeter 
went wild, "(23) as a much greater deflection was registered 
than could be explained by conventional interference such as 
passing aircraft. Smith and his colleag1Jes rushed outside 
only to find a heavy overcast. Whate\·er was up there •..;as 
hidden in the clouds. The onlv evidence thev had was the 
deflection registered on the chart recorder paper. Two days 
later the Controller of Telecommunications issued a form 
letter, �o·hich was also authorized as a press release, ,,..hich 
admitted that the DOT had been engaged in the study of UFOs 
for three and a half years, that considerable data had been 
collected and anaiy:ed, bet it had not been possible to 
reach any definite conclusion, and since new data simply 
confirmed existing data there seemed little point in carry­
ing the investigation any further on an official level. 
Project �lagnet was to be dropped, but Smith ·,o�ould continue 
to receive and catalogue data on an unofficial basis. (24) 
In Smith's words, �lagnet went "underground, "(25) probably 
joining Second Storey. By the way, isn't the fact that ''new 
data ... confirmed existing data," supposed to be ...-hat you 
would expect of a positive scientific experiment? 

The detection of "whatever it was" two iays before had 
evidently inspired rapid action. Does i� seem likely that a 
project, which had finally apparently detec�ed •..;hat it ·,..as 
looking for, would be terminated� :hat doesn't make sense 
to me - instead it seems pretty good justification for 
changing to a "Top Secret" classification. It is apparent 
that pressure was applied to Smith to downplay or even deny 
the Shirley's Bay incident. Researcher Greg Kanon writes, 
''In an abruot about face, Smith announced be fore the '-lav 17, 
1955 sessio� of �he Commons' Special Committee on Broad�ast­
ing that no UFOs had ever been. detected at the Shirley's Bay 
Station. About this same time, Captain Edward .J. Ruppelt 

(who earlier served as chief UFO investigator for the U.S. 
Air Force) was reportedly told by RCAF Intelligence officers 
that only "officially" had the Shirley's Bay Station ?re­
duced negative results. These developments led some UFO re­
searchers to conclude that Smith had been :;uccessfully 
silenced by officialdom. "(26)

Whatever the case, Smith kept busy over the next few 
years, and we get a glimmer of .,.hat he was up to from a pre­
sentation he made about five years later in Ottawa to the 
Illuminating Engineering Society's Canadian Regional Confer­
ence during which he stated, ''We know that gravity is not 
all �ewton visualized. Far from being a basic force in na­
ture, it is really a derived function, and is the conse­
quence of a dyna:nic condition, not a static one. \�e know 
...-hat goes into its makeup; we know its formula and we have a 
pretty good idea of how to go about bringing it under con­
trol. \'/e have conducted experiments that she�> that it is 
possible to create utificial gravity (not Centrifugal -
Force) and to alter the gravitational field of the Earth. 
This we have done. It is Fact. The next step is to learn 
the rules and do the engineering necessary to convert �he 
principle into workable hardware. "(2i) That statement was 
made 22 years ago. The question is, what has been achieved 
since then? 

Smith died from cancer on' December 27, 196.2. The respect 
he conmanded was reflected in his being posthumously awarded 
the Lieutenant-Colonel Keith S. Rogers 1-lemorial Engineering 
Award for dedicated service in the advancement of the Tech­
nical Standards in Canadian Broadcasting. This award, pre­
sented by the Canadian General Electric Company, was well 
deserved. Smith was one of the foremost thinkers of his 
time - a well respected ufologist - one of the first of our 
breed. 

The Canadian government was publicly dr:twn into the UFO 
controversy in a different way less than five years follow­
ing Smith's death. This .,..as caused by an unusual and signi­
ficant encounter with a UFO by one Steven �.tichalak, a Winni­
peg mechanic and part-time prospector. Some of you may be 
familiar with the case since it has received wide media 
coverage - even the BBC reported on it. It left many ex­
perts and government officials in four separate departments 
completely stumped, or at best, unwilling to divulge their 
opinions p ublicly. 

On Saturday, �ay 20, 1967, 52 year-old �ichalak claims he 
not only saw a UFO, but actually touched it. The following 
account of the incident is taken from a series of articles 
written by Brian Cannon, then Director of the Canadian 
Aerial Phe�omena Research Organization which is no longer in 
existence. The articles were published in Canadian UFO Re­
port, Volume 1, numbers 3, � and 5. Also referenced is a 
report written by 'lichalak hi:nsel: entitled '·.'y ::r:c:Jwt:er> 
:..::..�;! � u:c. c:s) 

At 5:30 a.m. �tichalak entered the dense bushland of the 
i'/hiteshell Forest Reserve, 30 miles east of i'/innipeg on a 
weekend prospecting trip. He eventually came to a section 
of rock near a large swamp and beaver dam br Falcon Lake. 
As he approached the swamp, several geese became aware of 
him, gaggled violently at first, but soon ignored him as he 
.,..en t about his task chipping at a for::�ation of rock crys­
tals. 

At 11:00 a.m. he stopped work :tnd �te lunc�. He had only 
just returned to work .,..hen, at about 12: 15 p.m., his atten­
tion was again drawn to the frightened cackling of geese on 
�he nearby swamp. At the same instant his eye was attr:tcted 
to two scarlet lights in t'le dear sky above. He watched 
them descend and take on a definite cigar shape. In his O\on 
;.-ords, ''Two cigar-shaped objects with humps on them about 
halfway down from the sky appeared to be descending, glowin� 
with an intense scarlet glare. ..\s these 'objects' came 
closer to the earth, they became more oval-shaped. "(�9) 

One of �hem descended to the ground 130 feet from 
�licllalak, while the other hovered above the tree tops for a 
few moments, then suddenly took off at an incredible speed. 
�lichalak states, "I cannot describe or estimate the speed of 
the ascent, because I have seen nothing in the world that 
moved so swiftly ... without a sound."(30) 

He then noticed the landed craft was changing colour from 
red to grey-red to light grey to silver, the changes hot 
metal experiences as it cools. After the glare had disap­
peared, \lichalak was able to discern the characteristics of 
the craft. It was disc-shaped, 35 to .lO feet in diameter 
and 15 feet high, with sloping sides and a dome struc�ure on 
top. Surrounding the dome were hori:ontal slits about 12 
inches long. Down the sloping side facing him ••ere nine 
vent-like openings each about six by nine inches, and each 
containing about 30 small holes resembling ventilation or 
exhaust Ports. 

He began to sketch these details into a diagram he was 
preparing and approached the craft several times in doing 
so. At this time he felt he was looking at an . .\rnerican 
space craft of some kind. He felt waves. coming toward him, 
and noticed a strange pungent odour, like a burned-out elec­
tric :notor, filling the air. .l.lon� with this ·.oere �he whin­
ing noise of an engine and a hissing sound sim1lar to that 
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o f ,a i r  being sucked in . The se se emed to be comin g from a 
smal l re c t an gul ar open ing in t he s i de o f  the c ra f t  from 
whi ch  a b ri l l i an t purp le l i gh t  was a l s o  s h i n i n g .  

As he approached once more , he heard t\vO vo i ce s  comin g 
from ins i de ,  "one w i t h  a h i ghe r p i t ch than the o t he r"( 3 1 ) , 
but was unable to de termine the l an gu age b e i n g  spoken . 
S ti 11 convinced the craft was o f  E arth l y  ori gin he addre s s ed 
the voi ces , fi rs t in Eng lish , and then in Rus s i an , G� rman , 
Uk ran i an ,  French and I ta li an .  After e xh aus t i n g  the l an guag ­
es with whi ch he was fami l i ar he de ci de d  to loo k in s i de the 
open in g .  He des cribed what he s aw .  " P l acin g g reen len s e s 
ove r my goggl es , I s tuck my h e ad ins i de the open in g .  The 
i n s i de was a maze of l i gh t s . Di re c t  b e ams runn i n g  in hori ­
zon t a l  and di agon a l  p aths and a se ries  o f  flashing  l i gh ts . . .  
seeme d  . . .  ( to b e )  work ing in a random fas h ion , w i th no par­
t i cu l ar orde r  or s equence . I took note of the th i ckne s s  o f  
the wal l s  o f  t he cra ft . They were about twent y  in che s 
thi ck . . .  " ( 32)  

He  s tepped ba�� and aft e r  a mome n t  the doorw ay c l os e d ,  
t w o  pane ls  s l i din g hori zont al ly acro s s  the open i n g ,  and one 
comin g  down from the t op .  He p l aced h i s  g l ove -cove red h an d  
on t h e  s i de o f  t h e  craft whi ch appe a re d  t o  be a h i gh ly po l ­
i s he d  s tee l - l i ke sub s t ance .  Th e  rubb e r  an d  canvas o f  the 
g l ove me l ted upon making con t ac t  w i th the hot surface , b ut 
at the s ame in s t an t  the craft t i l  t e d  s l i gh t ly and �li ch a l ak 
fe l t  a burn in g  sen s a t i on on h i s  che s t .  H i s  out e r  shi rt i m ­
medi ately caught fi re , and he re a l i zed t h a t  one o f  t h e  ven t ­
like openi n gs on the s i de had emi tt e d  a b l as t  o f  h ot ai r ,  
s ending h i m  ree l in g .  H e  qui ck ly rippe d h i s  s h i rt o ff an d  
e x t i n gui s he d  the fl ames , but the damage had been done . A 
g ri d - l i k e  b urn ,  mat chi n g  the pattern o f  t he ven t , h ad b ran d ­
e d  h i s  ches t ,  l e av i n g  h i m  in con s i de rab le p ai n .  When h e  
l ooked u p  momen t s  late r ,  t h e  craft was above t h e  t ree t op s  
an d  s oon out o f  s i gh t , di s appe ari n g  in t h e  d i re c t i on o f  the 
fi rs t  shi p . 

Mi ch a l ak gathe red up some o f  h i s  b e l ongings  and ex amined 
the i mp ri n t s  le ft by t he craft . He re l ated "as I app roached 
the site I fe l t  n au se ated and my h e ad b e gan to ache . The 
s�o t whe re the craft had come to  res t  looked as if it h ad 
been swep t c l e an  wi th a b room . The re was no deb r i s  o f  any 
k ind on the roc k . �o twi gs , b i t s  o f  s tone , n o th in g .  I t  h ad 
al l been p i led up in a s ix - in ch h i gh c i rcul ar rin g  about 
fi fteen fee t  in d i ame te r . " ( 33)  

Hi s he adache wors ened , and he b egan to fee l  nauseous from 
the su lphur s tench wh i c� seeme d  to be a l l �round h i m .  He 
be gan to ·romi t repe :ltedl y ,  as he s low ly made h i s  way back 
through the bush , his head poundin g ,  vi s i on b l urred . Two 
hours later he made it b ack to the road , and fin a l ly to 
the mo t e l  whe re he had spen t the pre\•ious n i gh t .  Afte r 
te lephon i n g  h i s  wi fe reque s t i n g  t h at h i s  s on p i ck h i m  up 
at the bus depot , he made the l on g  t ri p  b ac k  to \Hnn ipe g .  
Seeing h i s  fathe r ' s condi t ion , h i s  s on drove h i m  s t rai ght 
to �i se ri cordia Hosp i t al , and thus be gan his year and a 
hal f o f  en coun te rs w i th the medical  p ro fe s s i on .  

The doc tors a t  the hosp i t a l  we re puz : le d  b y  h i s  combin ­
at ion of sympt oms . Unab le to diagnose h i s  condi t i on ,  they 
cou l d  on ly prov i de temporary re l i e f  from the pain of h i s  
fi rs t de gree burns . The fo l l ow i n g  day h i s  th rob b i n g  he ad ­
a ch e s  pe rs i s t e d ,  a s  di d the dot s  in fron t of  h i s  e ye s . 
Als o ,  the s t ran ge sme l l  from the UFO s i te  seeme d  to have 
fo l l owed !'l i m ,  as i f  it we re comin g from ins i de h i s  b ody . 

Ii i thin the next \>'ee k  he lost 22 pounds and h i s  b load 
lymphocyte coun t dropped from 2 5 %  to 1 6% be fore re turn in g to 
nor.nal four weeks late r .  S ince t h i s  s ymp tom is apparen t ly 
o ften caused by e xp o s ure to radi ation he was e xamined fi rs t 
at the radiotherapy dep artmen t o f  the IHnn ipe g Gen e ral Hos ­
p i t al , and then at the � at i on al At omi c Re s e arch Cen tre at 
P in aw a ,  but  no abn orma l leve ls we re de tecte d .  

Afte r a week o r  s o  h i s  he alth  seeme d t o  b e  imp roving and 
he s tart e d  to put b ack the wei ght he h ad l os t .

ted in the Canadi an  governmen t fi fteen years late r .  

Four weeks aft e r  the House o f  Common s fi as co an i ron i c ,  
o r  as some mi ght •ten ture t o  sugge s t ,  humorous , twi st oc cu r ­
red , wh i ch , although neve r pub l i cl y  reveal e d ,  was t h e  sub ­
j e ct o f  an RQIP report which i s  now fi l e d  a t  the H e rzbe rg 
I ns t i t ute of As t rophys i cs , P l anetary S ci e n ces Sect i on , 
Nat ion al Res earch Coun ci l ,  Non-meteori t i c  s i gh t ing  fi l e , 
N69 -077 . Remin i s cen t of the famed al lege d  U FOs s i ghted in 
res t ri cted ai r space ove r Was h in gton , D . C . , in 1952 , th i s  
Can adi an even t invo lved UFOs spo tted di rect ly over P arl i a­
men t  Hi l l  and over the PTi me 'lin i s te r ' s  res i dence on Sus s e x  
Dri \•e in Ot t aw a . 

The RQ!P Con s t a b l e  '4ho fi rs � spo t ted the UFOs on the 
evening  of �1arch -lth , 1969  from h i s  s t at ion at the P ri vy 
Coun ci l  door s t ated , "At 7 : 45 p . m . , an ob j e c t  '""as seen from 
P ar l i amen t Hi l l ,  go ing through the s ky at a te rri fi c rate 
of spee d ,  h e ading :rom s outh to north . Th i s  obj e ct s topped 
an d  appeared to h over in the s ky ove r Hul l ( a  ci t y  on the 
o�her s i de o f  the Ott awa River) . I t  6 radual ly moved in a 
northwes t dire c t i on and at 9 : 34 p . m .  d i s appeare d from view . "  

S ix more RQ-!P offi ce rs s t at ioned at vari ous pos i t i ons 
around t he P ar l i ament aui l dings a l s o  w a t ��ed the s ame obj e c t  
and reported i t  to 'iat i onal De fence autho rit ies  a t  t h e  Royal 
Canadi 31l Ai r Fo rce Up l an ds B as e .  I n cre di b ly ,  the RCAF Cap ­
tain to whom they spoke t o l d  them "he '""ould not be t ak in g  
any ac tive aco; ion con ce rning t h e  ob j ec t . " (The names o f  the 
persons invo lved are in the quoted report , but one cond it ion 
rf pub l i c  acce s s  t o  t h i s  fi l e  is that A" i t ne s s  n ames not be 
revealed pub l i cly . )  

Th i rty minut e s  l at e r  anothe r RQ-IP Cons t ab le repo rted t•..,.o 
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UFOs hove rin g ab ove Sussex Dri ve between the P ri me �lin i s ­
ter ' s  res iden ce and the Gove rnor-Gene ral ' s  h ous e . Th e  w i t ­
ness  report e d ,  "At app roximate ly 1 0 : 00 p . m . , whi l e  on foot 
pat ro l  from the po l i ce l odge at Gove rnmen t Hous e  to the 
P rime �tin i s t e r '  s re s idence , I noti ce d  two rathe r b ri gh t  
flas h i n g  red l i ghts  i n  the sky . .l. t  fi r s t  g l an ce ,  I as sume d  
they we re ai rcraft , b u t  coul d h e ar n o  s ounds o f  en g ines . 
One o f  the s e  l i gh ts proceeded eas t and was l o s t  from view 
w i t h in a minute or l e s s , whi le the o th e r  one t rave l le d  in a 
wes t e r l y  di rec� i on .  The l i ghts  we re fi rs t  s een di re ct l y  
ove rhe ad at a point s l i gh t ly ins i de the gat e s  t o  Gove rnmen t 
House and 1•e re ve ry b ri gh t  red .  No de fin it e  shape cou l d  be 
d i s � i n guished nor was there any type o f  t rai l vi s ib l e  behind 
the s e  l i gh t s . "  

The s ame l i gh t s  we re spo tted by t wo o the r R()!P con s t ab le s  
on P ar li amen t  H i l l . As soon as i t  appe are d  ove rhe ad i t  shot 
s t ra i gh t  dow-n t oward the rive r as i f  i t  we re going t o  cras h .  
Just b e fore imp ac t  i t  sudden ly re ve rs ed d i re ction s hoo t in g  
b ack up i n t o  the s ky whe re i t  pe rforme d  a go• turn and dis ­
appe ared .  

Thes e  acti v i t ies  l e ad one t o  specu l at e  t h at the UFOs , 
almo s t  ap athe t i cal ly (or o the rwise)  b rushed o ff by the House 
of Commons a few weeks b e fo re ,  were tryin g to make a po int . 
I f  that w as the case the poin t was re -emph as i ze d  t h ree 
mon th s  l ater  on the even ing  o f  June S ,  when t h ree P arl i ament 
H i l l  ReM? con s t ab les and th ree touris t s  s pot ted a l uminous · 

craft hove ri n g  o ve r  the Ot tawa Ri ver behind the P arl i amen� 
B ui l di n gs . They wat ched t�e obj e c t  emi t  a range o f  various 
co lours as it  chan ge d  from red to g reen to red again and 
then to whi t e . ( 40 )  Then security o ffi ci a l s  on P arl i amen t  
H i l l  b e c ame concerned when , according t o  the RC1P , "At 10 : 10 
p . m. , all  the l ight s  on Parl i amen t H i l l - E as t , We s t  and 
Cen t re B lo cks - wen t out . �fr . L. T. o f  On t ario Hydro was 
noti fi e d , b ut he s ai d  the cause could not be as ce rt ained at 
the t ime . " (4 1 )  There i s  no re co rd o f  whethe r the cause was 
eve r  de te rmine d .  

B e c au se P ar l i ament H i l l  w as  now in darkne s s  i t  w as  e as ie r  
to see t h e  UFO whi ch w a s  t rave l l i n g  eas tward in a s t r an ge up 
and down mo t ion . As i t  reached a po in t acro s s  t h e  rive r 
from the P rime �1i ni s te r ' s  res i den ce i t  s t oppe d ,  remained mo ­
t i on l e s s  for fi ve minut e s  or so , l i gh t s  fl ash i n g  on and o ff 
and then ' 'pro ceede d  wes t  of Hul l at a.!l a l t i t ude o f  approxi ­
mately a thous and fee t  and came acro s s  the rive r in the 
Ottaw a  area an d  di s appeared from view behind h i gh bui ld i ngs 
on \'/e l l ington S t reet at about 10 : 35 p . m .  Al l t h i: �  whi l e , 
the ob j e ct was o f  no discernab le shape . ' ' (-l 2 ) The s ame 
w i tn e s se s  again saw a b ri gh t  luminous ob j e ct to the s outh o f  
O t t aw a  twen ty minutes l ate r ,  accomp an i e d  b y  a s e con d s mal le r 
ob j e ct 500 or so fee t  be l ow  it , but it w as not cert ain � h i s  
w as the s ame UFO spo tted before . The ob j ec t  hove re d  another 
1 5  minutes and then d i s appe are d .  

The fin al in ciden t in t h i s  s e r i e s  o f  pos t - deb ate s i gh t ­
ings took p l ace o n  the morning o f  July 20 . An emp l oyee o f  
the � at ional Res e arch Council was o n  h e r  w ay to work when 
s he spotted an oran ge oval -shaped obj e ct hove ring ove r he r .  
I t  then dart ed no i s e le s s ly acros s the Ot t aw a  R i ve r ,  s t op p i n g  
di re c t l y  above t h e  Parl i amen t  Bui ldings :•he re i t  remained 
mot i on l e s s  for seve r3l minutes . Then with a sudden burs t o i  
speed i �  di s appeared . Th i s  UFO was spo tted b y  many O t t aw a  
and Hul l res i den ts , one a po l i ce o ffi ce r ,  and � RC w a s  swamp ­
ed w i t h  c al l s . N RC d i d  not conduct an inve s t i gat ion bec ause 
they had ins u ffic ien t in fo nnation . ( -l 3 )  The y  seeme d  t o  fo r­
ge t th at one conducts inve s t i gat ions to 3cqui re in format i on .  

Thi s  i s  not the on ly time UF.Os made an appe arance in 
Ott aw a .  W i lbe rt S mi th repo rted se e ing smal l me t a l l i c  di s cs 
h ove ring outs i de various hous e s  whe re meet ings on the U FO 
sub j e ct were t ak in g  p l ace durin g the 1950s . Upon l e av i n g  
o n e  s uch me e t i n g  one day h e  s aw a di s c ,  me t a l l i c  in appe ar ­
an ce an d  three t o  four feet in di ame t e r ,  sudde n l y  appear  
from a di t ch at the foot of the front garden and speed rap ­
i dl y  away in a ve rt i cal d i rection . .l. cou? l e  o f  years ago , 
in a pe rsonal  conve rs at ion , Smi t h ' s  son , J im ,  . ..,.ho i s  s ti l l  
l i vin g i n  Ott aw a ,  re l ated to me an i n c i den t wh i ch h e  '4 i t ­
nes sed h i ms e l f  as a ch i ld durin g  h i s  fathe r ' s  inves t i 5a t i \·e 
period.  J i m  was le avi n g  h i s  house th rough the fro n t  doo r · 
one day when he not i ced a met al l i c - loo k in g d i s c  h ove ring in 
the b ran ches of a tree on the front l awn . He s tood mot ion ­
les s , wat ch in g  it for a few mi nutes , fee l in g  that it ...-as 
wat ch ing h im .  Then it sudden ly shot s t rai gh t  up in to the 
sky at an incre di b l e speed wi thout a soun d .  The leaves 
wh i ch had been c l os e  to the obj e ct were ch arred 3nd w i l te d .  
Ac cording  to J im these "min i -UFOs " ,  as he cal led  the m ,  we re 
preve l an t  in the ne i ghbourhood during the time o f  h i s  
fathe r ' s  re search , an d  qui te o ften the i r  nei ghbou rs used to 
comp l ain :1bout burn t l awn s and shrubbe ry .  W i lbe rt Smi th re ­
fe rred to these craft as "mon i tors " ,  fee l in g  they 1•ere l i s ­
ten i n g  i n  on what took p l ace a t  the i r  mee t i n gs . 

Smi th ' s  son , who is a leading membe r of h i s  commun i t y  in 

-



Ot tawa , te aches musi c  at both h i gh s ch o o l  and un i ve rs i ty , 
and h as a l s o  been an announcer for CB C rad i o  in O t t aw a ,  doe s  
not ge t involved in the UFO con t rove rs y .  The i r  e x i s tence , 
from the re sul ts of h i s  fathe r ' s  re s e arch and h i s  own obs e r ­
vat i ons , i s  ob vious to h i M  he s ays . Wh at t h e y  are and wh at 
the�· are doin g w i  11 eventual ly be kn own , he specu l ates , and 
un t i l such t i me , he i s  more con ce rne d w i th the p rob lems o f  
day - t o-day li fe .  There are t ime s w h e n  I w i s h  I could be s o  
non ch a l an t  ab out t h e  i s s ue .  

Thus far , I h ave presented much e v i dence t o  indi cate that 
the governme n t  e i the r cannot or w i l l  n ot pub li c l y  unde rt ake 
a s e ri ous con s t :uc t i \·e ana lys i s  o f  the UFO p rob lem . To s ay 
they are not intere s t e d  is l udi crous in v i ew of the in forma­
t i on the CIA has been forced to re l e as e  t h an k s  t o  re cent 
c i v i l i an  legal  act i on . l"e know , in fac t ,  t h at thev are in ­
teres ted , b ut do not wan t the pub l i c  t o  know o f  t his inter­
es t .  A CI A memo dec l as s i fied Apr i l  20 , 197 -:" , an d  dated 
August 1 ,  1952 on the s ubj e c t  of flying s aucers s t ates , "I t 
is recommended that C I A  surve i l l an ce o f  s ub j e c t  ma tter,  in 
coordination w i th prop e r  auth ori t ie s  of p ri mary ope rationa l 
concern at ATI C ,  be con tinued . I t  is s tron g ly urged , how­
eve r ,  that no indi cati on o i  CI .l. intere s t  o r  concern reach 
the pre ss  or pub l i c ,  in view of t he i r  p rob ab le a l armi s t  ten ­
dencie s to accep t such intere s t  as "con fi rmat ory" o f  the 
s oun dness of "unpub l i shed fac t s "  in the h ands of the U . S .  
governmen t . ' ' 

S imi l ar ly ,  in a DOT memo dat ed Sep tembe r 15, 1969, whi ch 
advis e d  " th at the documen ts report i n g  the re s u l t s  o f  the 
Se cond S to ry ( s i c ! )  s tudie s  in p roj e c t  '"lagne t "  be dec l as s i ­
fi ed , "  one finds the fo l l ow i n g  comment :  

"Since the que s t i on o f  flyin g  s aucers i s  s ti 11 attracting 
p ub l i c  atten tion and s ince th i s  fi le (Se cond S torey) cove rs 
documents re l ating  to the s tudi e s  behind p ro j e ct "�lagnet" 
and , inde e d ,  re cords much o f  the dis cus s i on in  the Dep art ­
men t  o f  Transport surroundin g p ro j e ct "!1-'agne t "  whi ch is con ­
fident i a l  in n ature , i t  is re commended that  thi s fi l e  be 
down c l as s i fied at l e a s t  to the con fiden t i a l  l e ve l . At no 
t i me shoul d it be made avai l ab le to the Pub l i c . "  

Are we to i n fe r  that  as l on g  as the re
. 

i s  pub l i c  intere s t  
in UFOs , i t  i s  n o t  good pol icy t o  indi cate the re i s  a ls o  
governmen t intere s t ?  ·�y not ? Cou l d  i t  b e  t h at the gove rn ­
men t  doe s no t want us t o  be aware o f  the i r  inept i t ude in 
dea l ing w i th the phenomenon ?  Or is it that they h ave made 
s ome as toundin g  di scove ries whi ch w ou l d  throw the pub l i c  
into a p an i c  and perh ap s  pe rmanen t ly �ffe c t  the po l i ti cal 
and e conomi c s t ructure of vur wo rld ? From pre v i ous reve l a­
t i on s  o f  government inep t i tude , I sus pe c t  the fo rme r i s  more 
l ike ly the cas e . 

One and a h a l f  ye ars fo l lowi n g  the aforement i oned memo 
the re was an indi cat i on that the Can adi an gove rnment was 
s t i l l  study i n g  the UFO prob lem . I n  \larch 1971 , in re sponse 
to a l e t te r  from Canadi an ufo l og i s t  Arthur B r ay to Prime 
�1ini st e r  Trudeau , the Dep artment of Exte rn a l  A f fai rs rep l ied 
in p art , "The C an adian Gove rnmen t doe s not unde re s t imate the 
s e ri ousne s s  o f  the que s t i on of UFOs , and th i s  nat t e r  is 
b e i n g  kep t unde r cons i de !"at i on and s tudy in  a numbe r �f de ­
partmen t s  and agencie s . " ( 44) S ince the re h ave been no l e aks 
th at I know o f  during the pas t ten ye ars i t  � ou l d  seem that 
security is �ch t i ghter than th at wh i ch s urrounded pro j e c t  
"�lagnet" . 

Turning to the c l ':i l i an  s tudy of UFOs in C an ad a  we fi nd 
the l as t  t h ree decades h ave been vo l at i l e  one s , w i th group� 
fonning and d i s  s o l  vin2 so frequent lv th at many are neve r 
aware of the e x i s t en ce of others unt i l  afte r the i r  demi s e .  
��s t  have been more i n  the fo rm o f  soc i al c lub s an d  soci e t ­
i e s  t h an  se rious inve s t i gat i ve and re s e arch grouos , b e i n g  
conten t to col l e ct medi a reports on al l e ge d  UFO i n c i dents 
and use the s e  as the b as i s  fo r group d i s cus s ions at week ly 
or month ly mee tin gs . Th e re h ave been a few grou�s ove r the 
ye ars whi ch  have hung t ogether for a s i gn i fi c an t  period o f  
t ime , mot i vated b y  e i th e r  a s t ron g  o r  pub l i cl y  known leade r ,  
or b y  the o ccurrence o f ,  an d  sub s equent reverbe rati ons from 
a UFO fl ap or cont roversy . One such group was the O t t awa 
�ew Scien ce s  Club •,o�h i ch CaJI}e i n t o  be i n g  as a re su l t  of 'N i 1 -
b e rt  Smi th ' s  work. . In fac t , he •,o�as as s oc i ated •; i th the 
group , and wrote se·1e ral art i c l e s  for its pub l i cat ion 
"Tops ide" . The group pe rs i st ed s e ve ral years afte r h i s  
de ath , b u t  even t ua l l v di s s o lve d  due t o  l ack. of le ade rsh io 
and pub l i c  intere s t .

· · 

S i mi larly the Can adi an .. �e ri a l  Phen omen a  Re s e arch Org an i : ­
ati on was i n  i t s  heyday around the t ime o f  the \1i ch al ak 
affai r .  The �an i toba Cen t re for UFO S tudies came into  being 
sparked by Or . Al len Hynek ' s  cre at i on o f  the Cen t e r  fo r IJFO 
S tudi es in the U . S . , as did the UFO Res e arch Cen t re :  On t­
ari o .  Both , h oweve r ,  are me re ly d i s cus s i on groups . The re 
are s imi l ar groups in Van couve r and E dmont on , but ne i th e r  
h ave the re s ources n o r  t h e  mot i va t i on for s e ri ous IJFO re ­
searc."l . 

A . few time s  in the p as t , i n di v i duals invo lved in Canadi an 
res e arch h ave recogn i z e d  the need for s ome s o rt o f  Can adi an 
un i fi cation i f  p rogre s s  i s  ever to be ach i e ve d .  B ri an  C an ­
non t ried i t  in the 1960s w i t h  l i t t le , i f  any , s ucce s s . A 
group in On tari o ca U e d  P ro j e c t  SlN ( S o lving the UFO �1ys ­
tery)  tried again in the 19i0s by i n i t i at in g  the C an ad i an 
UFO Report E xchan ge �e two rk (CUFOREN) whe re in part i c i p a t i n g  
groups wou l d  at l e as t  e x ch an ge s i gh t i n g  repor t s . Th i s  las t ­
e d  for about a ye a r ,  after whi c."l e x ch an ge s  g radual ly pe t e re d  
out , and P roj e ct S IP.-! di s s o lved , a lt h ough whi ch c ame fi rs t  i s  
di ffi cu l t  t o  de termine . I t  h as been s ugge s ted th at groups 
are he s it an t  to e xch an ge reports w i th o th e rs , an d  j e a l ous ly 
guard the i r  inves t i gat i ons . Thi s  may be true , b ut from what 
l have seen in Can ada i t  i s  more a cas e  o f  one group be i n g  
embarrassed to report o n  i ts inves t i gati ons t o  an o th e r  - em­
b a rras s e d  b e c ause of the i r  inep t i tude t o  carry out an e ffe c ­
t i ve inve s t i gat i on . Th e re i s , o f  cours e , the p rob l e m  o f  one 
group not want i n g  t o  as s oc i a te w i t h  ano th e r be cause of wh at 
the group be l i eve s . S ome a l re ady c l ai m  to know what UFOs 
are , whe re they are from , and what they are do ing h e re -
they are �'"Ius not i n te re s t e d  in con s tructive res e arch , me re ­
ly in convincin g others th at the i r  i de as  a re correct . S pe c ­
u l at i on i s  fine as lon g as i t  does n o t  l e ad t o  b i as on the 
part o f  the spe cu l ator,  but groups an d  indi v i dual s such as 
these are disp l ay i n g  out and out b i as . Othe r groups h ave 
suc.'1 con temp t  for one group or another th at the y  are s o  
qui ck t o  j ump o n  t h e  ne gat i ve aspe cts o f  a · comme n t  o r  p ropo ­
s a l , t h at the pos i ti ve p o i n ts are not n o t i ce d .  Con s t ru c t i ve 
c ri t i ci sm is a s i gn  of po s i t i ve coope rat i on but des t ructi ve 
cri t i cism h as never been an i n cen t i ve toward col l aborat i on .  
Howeve r ,  I w i l l  h ave more t o  s ay on thi s  i n  my con c l us i on s . 

There are , h owe ve r ,  a few b r i gh t  l i gh t s  on the h ori z on ,  
i f  you ' 11 p ardon the me t aphor , wh i ch are i den t i fi ab le b y  
the i r  pe rs i st en t  e fforts  o v e r  the ye ars . A s  a res u l t o f  the 
fonnati on of the P rovi s i on a l  I n t e rn at i on a l  Commi t tee fo r UFO 
Res earch ( P I CUR) here in  London in  Augus t o f  19 79 , I faced 
the t as k  of fo rming s ome s o rt o f  nation a l  b ody in  C an ad a  to 
interface w i th P I CU R .  At the s ame t ime , h oweve r ,  I d i dn ' t  
w an t  to form an other group b e c ause o f  the h orrendous tas k o f  
coordinat i on t h i s  would requi re in  view o f  the geo grap h i c  
prob lems I h ave p re v i ous ly men t i one d . The re fore , I dec i ded 
once again to try to insp i re e xi s t in g  groups an d  indi vi du a l  
re se archers t o  coope rate w i th one anot h e r  o n  a n a t ion a l  
b as i s , an d  pe rhaps form a commi tt ee or con fe de rat i on wh i ch 
�o·ou ld present a un i fied i n t e r face w i th the inte rnat i on a l  
body .

w i th th i s  in m i n d  I con tact ed s i xteen known g roups 

and indivi duals invo l ved in UFO res e arch in C an ada and pre ­
sented my propos a l . 

The rep l ies r re ce i ved , as you can we l l  i magin e , ran ge d 
from very pos i ti ve t o  comp l e t e ly apathet i c .  Howe ve r,  read ­
i n g  be ��een the l ines , the apa thy i n  mos t  case s  was a :on ­
fes s i on of a l ack o f  capab i l i ty or fac i l i t i e s , rath e r  than a 
l ack o f  inte re s t . He re i s  a s amp l e  of what I :ne an .  

"Due t o  oth e r  prio r i t i e s  r re �re t  any mean in g fu l  con t ri ­
but i on i s  not pos s ib le at th i s  t i me . "  

''Some ye ars ago we att emp ted a t rain i n g  p ro gram for inte r­
es ted inve s t i gators - b ut foun d  l i t t le re al �nt e re s t . . .  ?or 
the pas t few ye ars membe rsh ip !'l as  de c l ined to  about a do: en 
or s o ;  the re are at the mos t  20 re gul a r  a t tenJe rs of :neet ­
ings .

W i th in te rnat i on al coope rat i on , i t  ought t o  b e  po s s i b le 
to repe a t  t h i s  s t udy with a much l arge r d a t a  base , and once 
an d  for al l demon s t rate that 1•e are de a l in g  w i th a re a l  
phenomenon . Our dat a �ou l d  o f  course be pub l i c l y  avai l ab le .  
Thi s  may p rovi de the impe tus t o  mot i vate an d  mob i l i ze the 
pub l i c  suppo rt K uh l emann in den ti fie s  as imp e ra t i ve t o  the 
execu t i on of our cause .

in g ene rgy into the ai r at the boundary , whe r� . b e in g  in � 
di ffe ren t medium , i t  t akes on di fferen t charac te ri s t i c s . 

In many .:ases of pract i c al intere s t , it i s  pos s ib l e to 
ch anne l , gui de ,  o r  ot!'le N i s e d i re ct the main ene rgy flow in 
one di re c tion , whi le interpre t ing the ene rgy fl ow in the 
othe r di re ct i on in t e nts of ' l o s s e s ' requi rin g no furt.�e r 
exp l an at i on . I f . howeve r ,  the thi rd •.oave i s  e x ami n e d  in 
de tai l ,  it reve a l s  iTIUch about the fundamen tal s t ructure o f  
the waves the!lls e l ves , an d  answe rs s ome o f  the mys te ri es o f­
ten J.s s oci ated w i t h  the mo t i on of ce rt ain types o f  ocean 
wave s . 

The ene rgy in the th i rd wave can appear in vari ous gui s ­
es , dependin g on the nat ure o f  the pri n cip le ...,ave sys t em and 
the :ned i a invo l ve d .  I t  can appe a r ,  for e x amp le ,  i n  t h e  for.n 
of heat , s oun d or even l i ght , some t imes c J.usin g opt i cal an d  
acous t i cal e ffe ct s ·.oh ich :ni gh t  o ften appear � o  be i l l us o ry 
but •.oh i ch are j us t  as re a l  as the two-dimens i on a l  •.• ave s ;.- i t !\  
·.oh i ch they are as soci at e d .  Such e ffort s are t o  b e  expected 
whene•ter she aring forces are brought i n to p l ay by the s l i d­
i n g  o f  one body ove r an o the r ,  as ...,hen ocean waves are gen e r ­
a t e d  b y  the wind , o r  e arthquak e s  are gene rat e d  by s l ipp age 
in the rock l aye rs in the E arth ' s  crus t . "  

Th i s  may h e l p  e xp l ain a po rt ion o f  the s t ran ge l y behav in g  
l i ghts  o ft en repo rted a s  UFOs , especi a l l y  o v e r  w at e r .  The re 
have been many such i n c i dent s  ove r Lake On t ario in Canada 
duri n g  the l as t  few ye ars . There :nay even be a chan c e  that 
Duret ' s  �ork may be re l ated to P ers in ge r ' s ,  and i f  i t  p ro ve s  
correct , w i l l  conve rt anothe r type o f  U FIJ t o  an I FO .  

The fi e l d  !!lay furthe r  be reduced i f  s ome o f  T . J . Con ­
s t ab le ' s  specul a t i ons p rove co rrect , n ame l y th at some UFOs 
are a· p revious ly unknown form of h i gh a l t i tude l i fe - en te r 
the b i o logi s t . ( .l9 , 5 0 )  

W e  are al l aware o f  the parapsych o l ogi cal n ature o f  s ome 
UFO en counters - i f  such en coun te rs :1re even tua l ly re ve aled 
to be pure ly parapsycho l o g i cal  - enter the p araps ycho lo gi s t .  

Th e re i s  susp i ci on that s ome rep o rt e d  UFOs J.re se cret 
te s t  c ra ft of  our own des i gn .  lfuat be tte r way to s e c�e t ly 
te s t  a new techno logy? W i th the curren t a t t i t ude toward 
UFOs who is going to be l i eve you anY"' ay i f  :w"Ou s i gh t  and re ­
p o rt one of these .:raft 7 I f  th i s  p roves to be the c as e , 
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t�ere goes ano ther po rt ion o f  UFOs becoming I FOs . 
A l l  o f  the s e  pos s ib i l i t i e s  shou l d  not upset  the ufo lo gi s t  

w h o  fee l s  the re i s  an e xt rate rres t ri al inte l l i gence behind 
s ome UFOs . I n  fact , they wou l d  be a pos i t ive s i gn ,  rathe r 
th an a negat i ve one b e cuase even now when 90% o f  al l s i gh t ­
in gs c an  be exp l ained ,  the remain i n g  10'• i s  s t i l l  an eno r­
mous numb e r  - and t h i s in i t se l f  argues agains t  the e x t ra­
terre s t ri al h ypothe s i s  un l e s s  you want to propo s e  that our 
p l ane t  i s  the "Grand Cen tral S t ation" of the Un i ve rs e . I 
wou ld specul at e  that a one pe rcen t or fewe r unknowns wou l d  
p robab l y  l end more credence to the E T  hypothes i s . 

B ut i f , as s ome suspect , s ome UFOs do t urn out to be al ­
i en space craft - enter t h e  ufo l o gi s t ?  �ot l i k� l y .  Try the 
po l i t i c i an ,  the mi l i t ary and the s ci en t i s t . What i s  l e ft 
fo r the u fo l og i s t ?  To s ay ' I  to l d  you s o ? ' 

How about the paral l e  1 un i verse con cep t ·? I f  that proves 
va l i d  its  imp l i cat ions w i l l  be s tagge rin g ,  but rathe r than 
res u l t in the ori gin of  a new scienti fi c d i s c i p l ine , i t  w i l l  
p robab ly extend e x i s t i n g  one s . 

So at the ri s k  o f  b e i n g  accuse d  of short s i ghtedne s s , 
b e l i eve ufo l o gy is not  a s ci ence . I t  is indeed , a p ro ce s s  
o f  an alys i s  - u fo l o g i s t s  are t h e  analysts - and must u t i l i ze 
a sys temat i c app roach . And whi l e  ana lys i s  is unde rw ay ,  p re ­
supp o s i n g  t h e  re su l t ( s )  o f  that an al ys i s  i s  s e l f - de feat i n g . 
We mus t  not on ly be care ful in de fin i n g  what ufo logy i s , we  
mus t b e  care fu l  in carrying i t  out .  Anybody who i s  drawn 
i n to ufo l ogy w i t h  a " go l l y - ge e -10h i z -wow ! "  at t i t ude s h ou l d  
s e r i ous ly re cons i de r  h i s  or h e r  mot i vat ion , and i f  n o t  pre ­
pared to become invo l ved in the lon g , drawn -out , tedi ous 
p ro ce s s  o f  an alys i s , shou l d  re turn to arm��ai r invo l vemen t .  
I t  i s  frus t rating work , b u t  the rewards coul d  b e  tremendous . 

As D r .  Al len Hynek h as specu l ated , we may b e  on the edge 
of a quan tum leap in our unde rs tandin g of the Un i ve rs e . And 
s i n ce we are an i n tegral part of thi s  Un i vers e , I tend to  
agree s omewhat w i th Dr . Jacques Val lee who fee l s  t h at the 
s o lu t i on to the who l e  p rob l em does not l ie "in some se cre t 
fi l e  in l�aSh i n gt on . The s o lut i on l i e s  whe re it h as always 
been : w i t h in ours e l ve s . " ( 5 1 )  I roni c a l l y , un l e s s  we uni te , 
we may neve r  find that s o lut i o� . Th ankyou .

· TRUE: When did you first- get interested in UFOs? 
. KORFF: It was in the sixth grade actu.ally. I. was a very 
yQung1dd at that time. Our teacher required that all of us 

'·kids bring in news articles as to what was happening all 
around the world and that stuff. Well, UFOs were happen­
ing at that time since the 1973 Wave had occurred, and the 
news papers were· full of articles about UFOs. I read them· 
all with interest, went d.own to the library, read all the 
books they had on the subject, and just took it from there. 
TRUE: Was it hard for you in the beginning to get into 
UFOs? 
KORFF: Yes. It was hard for me in the beginning, because I 
didn't know the good side from the bad. I mean I believed 
everything I read. Obviously, if it was in a book, it had to be 
real, you know how. the. saying goes. However, I think the 

. turning point came less than two years later when I saw 
Nuclear Physicist Stanton Friedman give his lecture enti­
tled: "Flying Saucers ARE Reql!" It was after seeing his 

= lecture; that sort of put me on the right track as it were, 
enabling me to sort of"grow-up" and in the right direction. 
It was after I saw Stan's lecture that I got ahold of some 
good, hard, and substantial data. 
TRUE: Were these the only problems that plagued you? 

. KORFF: No, these weren't the only ones, but I suppose the 
greatest one for me to overcome was the fact that UFO logy 
is so unlike all other areas of science. I mean there is no 
classroom or college where you can take a daily or weekly 
course on the subject. At the same time, there's no "teacher" 
out there, no "textbooks" if you will , and most of the scien­
tific work and stuff is only of recent, and the very little that 
existed at the time I just was getting started at it, was way 
above and beyond me anyway. So this was another prob­
lem. There were no teachers out there for me to go to tell me 
don't do this, and don't do that. Sure there were UFOlogists 
and all that, but it was quite some time before I ever 
contacted any of them.

TRUE: Have you ever seen a UFO? 
KORFF: No, I've never seen a UFO, but so what? I believe 
in a lot of things I haven't or can't see. I believe in God and 
air. I've never seen any of those two things. 
TRUE: If you've never seen a UFO, then how can you 
believe in their existence? 
KORFF: Well first off, the term "believe," to me, implies a 
religious connotation. That's not right. I don't accept UFOs 
like I do God, not on a faith-like basis. I accept the reality of

There 
is more than enough evidence to prove it. There's historical 
evidence, biological evidence. ,  physical evidence, all of 
which says that after you reach a certain age, your body 
starts to die. It is a fact. Now regarding the reality of flying 
saucers, just look at the evidence! It's all around us. 
TRUE: Like what kind of evidence are you talking about? 
KORFF: We have what has got to be by now several 
hundred if not millions of sightings, many of which, or a 
significant portion of which, are unexplainable. We've got 
pictorial evidence which has been authenticated, we've got 
over two thousand lading-trace cases, some 1500 occupant 
reports, and over 55 apparent abduction cases. Also, one 
category I left out, hundreds of radar-visual cases as well. 
Now you can maybe dismiss the thousands of unexplain­
able reports on file if you want to, and the photographs as 
well. Even though if you were to do so, I'd probably question 
your insanity. However, the physical-traces, the trackings

The photographer· was unknown, but this photo was reportedly rnade 
over Bachtelhornli-Unterbachtel, Switzerland at 4:50 p.m. on 28 
Mar�h 1 976. Thts is one of hundreds of photo's in Korff's files, 

TRUE: But why aren't most UFO photographs clear? 
KORFF: First off, most UFO photographs are hoaxes. Even 
the hoax photos are usually blurry. Now with this fact in 
mind, a hoaxster taking a fuzzy picture as it wer�, imagine 
what would happen if the real thing came along. If a UFO 
passes close enough to be captured on film clearly, the 
photographer probably isn't thinking of focusing his cam­
era as it were, but rather of survival! I mean if a UFO comes 
zipping over my head at 300 miles an hour, I'm probably 
going to run for cover first, (again, if it was flying right over 
my head) and probably concentrate on taking pictures after 
it had passed over and was flying &way at a safe distance. 
But yes, there are clear pictures on record, and certainly a 
substantial amount of them . .  
TRUE: You've just finished a rather extensive investiga­
tion into the much-touted Eduard "Billy" Meier contactee 
case. 
KORFF: The Eduard "Billy" Meier case involves a man 
named Billy Meier, who like George Adamski claimed 
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years ago, claimed to have had over 130 contacts with 
le · _: . aliens from the star cluster of the Pleiades. He also claims · 
�8 to have hundreds of authentic pictures of their craft, he 
s. · I claims to be Jesus Christ's 14th Disciple, to have traveled 

l back into time, to have photographed God's Eye . . .  · 

· :;• ,  . TRUE: God's Eye? 
KORFF: Yes, God's Eye. He also makes a whole bunch of --� � other claims. . 
TRUE: You mentioned Bill Moore, and the Roswell Inci­
dent. What is your opinion of it? I know it's got a lot of media 

· attention lately. . 
KORFF: Well, the evidence for the Roswell Incident is still 
being gathered. Bill has received even more evidence, evi­
dence which he would be the person to ask, since Roswell is 
his oaby. However, with regard to his book, and I've looked 
into the case to some extent myself, I'd say about half the 
book is excellent. The first half I think pretty much estab­
lishes that yes something did indeed crash, and appears to . 
have been extraterrestrial in origin. It certainly doesn't 
seem to have been from here. But as far as the rumors listed 
in the book as stated by Wilhelm, the crashed disk stories 
here and there, that's all up in the air. It's like some of Len 
Stringfield's data -to be taken with interest, but is incon-
clusive. And it's a good thing that Bill treats it this way, 
these stories, as does Len, and I think Bill's done an out­
standingjob working with facts he has. Let's hope that he's 

. opened the door to something big, and that the truth behind 
· Roswell will someday be known to the general populace. 

. .  TRUE: I take it you know Bill Moore and have met him? 
KORFF: Yes, I correspond with him, and I've met him also. 
We spent some seven hours together at my place and 
abroad. 
TRUE: What do you think of the skeptics in UFO logy? Do 
you think that they have a «<productive function" as it were? 

. In other words, do they serve their purpose? 
KORFF: Of course they ·do. There's nothing wrong with 
UFO skeptics, I mean if they care not to believe that a case 
is real then that's up to them. What I object to however, is 
the metnodology some skeptics tend to use. 
TRUE: Could you give us some examples? 

_ .  KORFF: All right. Take for instance perhaps the most popu­
!..::· lar anti-UFO book around: UFOs Explained, first of all 
. :�· that's a hypocritical title. Aside from that fact though, the 
� · . . author tries desperately to explain away the «<classic!' UFO 
. · cases if you will. For example, the author would have us 
· :  ·believe that the objects depicted in the Great Falls, Mon-

,: : tana UFO film are reflections off of the fuselages of two Air 
' · . Force jets. No way. The reflective nature of the objects 

� ' (actually they're more conducive to self-luminous) is steady 
as the craft traverse the skies from one end to another. If 
they were as the author suggests, mere reflections, then the 
light emission or reflections would vary in intensity' fade in 
and fade out, etc. They do not. So the author in trying to 
desperately explain away the objects in Mariana's (the 
photographer's) film, blatantly ignores a most basic princi­
ple of photography as well as what the film does show. 
TRUE: Could you give us a few more examples? 
ORFF: Well -I don't want to spend my time knocking the 

· book. But quickly let's consider his explanation for the 
famed South Hill, Virginia, UFO landing case. The author 

r has us believe that the burnt spot was, the one left by the 
UFO, caused by burning gasoline on the road and was done 
by the town's leading citizen. This is all fine and dandy, but 
what he fail_s to mention is the fact that gasoline burns 
yellow whereas the object was described to be white in color! 
In addition, numerous substances were burned in order to 
try and simulate the burned spot, including gasoline, and 
the burnt spot could not be duplicated. And there are other 
equally erroneous «<explanations" that exist throughout the 
book as well. 
TRUE: However, despite this you still feel that skeptics 
have a useful and practical function in UFOlogy? 
KORFF: Oh, yes, definitely. You see, I find nothing wrong 

- � ----- -

or even bad about skeptics in general. They keep one on 
one's toes, they are a very healthy breed of people to have in 
any field. What I object to however is when their desire to be 
«<skeptical" becomes so great that their logical thought pro­
cesses become impaired. And this has unfortunately hap­
pend to some of the skeptics I kno� personally. There are 
people out there that rio matter what you show them, no 
matter what you do, they won't believe in UFOs, nor will 
they even accept the possibility of life existing elsewhere. 
And that's bad . When one can't even consider mere 
possibilities, then it's hopeless. 
TRUE: What do you think of the theory that UFOs are 
created by Satan or God? · 

KORFF: It's possible, I suppose, but I have yet to see a 
single shred of evidence to supi>ort that hypothesis. If you 
believe in the existence of God or a divine being, then yeah, 
I suppose he started or created all life including ours. But I 

. don't think God himself is sending over humanoids in 
saucer-shaped craft just like I don't think Satan is either. 
There's not a single shred of evidence that I know of to 
support either of those notions. \But you see, ultimately I 
really don't know what UFOs are. All I can do is speculate 

. on what they probably are based upon existing data. 
TRUE: Okay, why don't I get back to what you think they 
may be, and ask ·you your opinion of Erich von Daniken's 
work? 
ORFF: Von Daniken has done well in selling books, raising 
the public's awareness to some of the tremendous monu­
ments and treasures that ancient man erected, but his 
evidence for early extraterrestrial visitations is almost nil. 
TRUE: What do you think UFOs ultimately are? 
KORFF: Well, you're asking for opinion. 
TRUE Yes. 
KORFF: I think the evidence indicates that UFOs are a 
my raid of phenomena . 
TRUE: What makes you say that? 
KORFF: Well, look ·at the data. On the one hand, we have 
the landing-trace cases which indicate that the UFO is a 
physical phenomena, and on the other hand, you have the 
reports of objects that literally shrink or disappear in front 
of your eyes. And that to me, for what it's worth, suggests a 
totally different type of phenomena - maybe an ultrater-
restrial or paraphysical one! 1

However, again, one must take into con­
sideration the number of reported visitations! Again, why 
so many? Why abduct people over and over again? Why 
land 2,000 times? Do you see what I mean? Now this is not 
to say that all the same craft are involved, or that only one 
race is visiting us, but no matter how you cut the cake on 
this one so to speak, you're still talking about an excep-
tional number of visits with an apparent motivation that 
appears to transcend the confines of the ever-popular ex-
traterrestrial hypothesis. 
In fact; my experience has been that now, UFO logy seems 
to be shifting away from the extraterrestrial hypothesis as 
the ultimate or lone explanation for the UFO phenomena.

We hod p ublis hed 
the in formation in order to try an d Jearn more abo u t  this mys terious lit tle "p hoto " ,  
at  the some time req ues ting e veryon e if s h e  o r  h e  h od an ymore in forma tion o n  t h is 
data to get in touch with me . 

Thanks to my associates K la us Webn e r  a n d  M ic ha e l  H e sema n n  of Wes t 
Germany, as they were ab le to res earc h the cas e  in their co un t ry ,  an d h o ve shown 
it to be a hoa x .  

Th e b ock ro und on ho w this b ecome a hoax is very in t eres t in g ,  an d for 
ufologis ts i t  is on importan t thin g  to keep in min d .  

Th ere app aren tly is a German "cus tom " o f  p layin g jokes o n  e v eryone o n  
t h e  1st  of A pril o f  e very year. E ven th e n e wspap ers d o  hoax s tories . 

Through in ter vie ws with K laus Sprun ke/, t h e  person who mode the hoax , 
it has been learn e d  h o w  the hoax come abo u t  an d h is t h in kin g  {or it . 

In 1 950 th ere was a big in teres t in u fo·s (or flyin g saucers ) ,  as articles 
w ere appearin g all o ver the world. The hoaxer was an ima ted by the mys terious 
disc s tories an d decided to fake some ufo pho tograp hs , in cludin g a photo of on 
"ac tual man from Mars " .  

He felt i t  wo uld b e  more impressive i f  h e  co uld g e t  some co -op eration 
from ac t ual MP military police in the area . Here is h o w  it wen t :  Sprun ke/ as ked 
the A merican officer in ch arge at the Biers todter S trob e an d told abo u t  the ideo 
for this hoax. Th e o fficer laughed an d said he m us t firs t as k the to wn -comman der, 
he laughed ,  too , an d said he mus t as k the US -h eadq uarters . The officers th ere 
h od the some reac tion , laughed an d ga ve their permission . The MPs dro ve th eir 
U . S .  jeep to Neroberg wh ere the pho tos were made . The "alien " was the man 's 
fi ve year old son in some sort of "s uit " they mode up {or h im .  L a ter the p ho tos 
were pho tographically re- touched an d p ub lis h ed .  

Reporters of t h e  n e wspaper Weisb oden er Togb lot t  corrected t h e  hoax 
t wo days later, b ock in the 1 950s when it app eared . 

I n  their A p ril 22nd 7 98 7 edition We i sbaden e r  T a gb la t t  e ven wro te on article 
" A Togb lo tt-A prii-Hoox In The A rchives Of Th e FB I " , rela tin g  our co verage of 
the situation . 

So the case o f  the photo of a li ve alien b ein g ·  token a way by military police,  
has b een p u t  to res t .  It  is a hoax , an d even more re v ealin g is that ac tual U . S .  
military people were in vol ved in the "A pril 's Fool " joke !  

William Moore , · while p rep aring his book T he R o s we l l  I nc ident (co-au thored 
with C h arles B erli t z ,  Grosse t  & Dun lop , 1 980) h od learn ed we h od this ma t erial 
an d req ues ted I s en d  h im cop ies to be included in h is book . 

I in formed h im that this material d id not ha v e  a ny t h i n g  to do w i t h t he 
Roswe l l  N e w  Mex ico sa ucer c r a sh an d should be rep res en ted as s uc h .  

Sin ce th a t  time various people from time to time an d a few n ewspapers 
h a ve sensa tion ally lin ked this "alien photo case " with that o f  the Ros well saucer 
crash . I h a ve had no con trol o ver this lin kag e ,  an d as a mat ter of {act our 
drawing has been us ed witho u t  credit many times in t h is lig h t .

For 18 years, 
Pilichis has recorded, documen­
ted and written about UFO's,  Big 
Fbot creat ures and other perhaps 
unexplainable happenings. 

He first found about strange 
sightings now being described as 
.. in the vicinity of Johnson Road " 
in an initial story two weeks ago 
in The Valley News. He sought 
out the family in question which 
still prefers its name not be 
printed. 

• • t  told him I was sincerely 
interested in getting foot prints, ' '  
Pilichis said . . .  1 got �me plaster 
of Paris and we got our first 
prints on July second . I didn't go 
out there until after I had seen · 

the police reports." 
The family first reported 

bearing "grunting screams" and 
later found· four domestic ducks 
with.. their heads bitten off. 
Pilichis , who is affiliated with a 
ution-wide network, was intri· 
gued . 

As described in earlier stories, 
the aeatures which have been 
�een bare no resemblence to 
burs . By comparison with trees 
and manmade stru&tures which 
the creatures have stood next to, 

· they are believed to be nine feet 
WI . Most often, a su-foot 
creature has been seen with one 
about nine feet tall.  

Besides the strange sightings, 
an awful smell usually is note� 

S ke t c h  
when the creature or creatures . 
are seen .  The creatures have now 
been sighted _ by several · people 
from the in�ial family and other 
individuals. .  . 

The creatures· are described as 
gorilla-like. Even those people 
who have seen the creatures at · 

close-range seem to have. troub1� 
describing the things accurately. 

Pilichis took plaster casts of 
- foot prints found in the vicinity. 

He described the ground as quite 
hard, indicating that the crea· 
tures must be quite heavy to sink 
one and one-half to two inches 
into the earth. 

· 

Each of the creatures has 
" large red glowing eyes" .  A 
mystery even to Pilichis is that 
after clear sightings, often ao 
tracks are left even though· grass 
may · be matted down and . · 
branches broken. 

While these reports may sound 
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bizarre at best to the uninformed, 
to Pilichis they are almost 
normal. For The Valley News he 
introduced· boob with reports 
from PC11J1Jylvania and several 
surrounding states. 

The large, three-toed tricks, 
glowing red eyes, the stench and 
other simila-rities make the Rome 

. reports sound nearly identical. 

· ·1 want to make it clear that I 
have spent· at leut 60 research 
boun on these aightings, "  said 
Pilicbis who hu spent several 
nights in the area. , . 1 firmly 

believe these people· have not 
made anything up. There is 
always a slight percentage factor 
of exaggeration but these people 

· have seen something. "  
In s imilar  cases, th e  sightinp 

have continued for several 
montha and then JUddenly 
stopped. 

A year ago in Lisbon, Ohio, 
similar reports of strange nolset 
and breaking limbs were noted. 
� in the Rome case, even the 
most fearsome of dogs cowered 
in fright. 

In June of the same year in 
�· 

Russell's Point, Ohio, a six-foot 
tall creature which had a horrible 
smell scared a fanner and his 
dop and left a 1 6-inch foot print. 

Other Ohio. sightinp dating · 

bad: to 1 973 have been rerorded 
in Minerva (1978 to present), · ·  East Liberty, Mecca, Mansfield 
and Oberlin. 

It must be noted that in none of 
these cases were hu mans harmed 
or any great amount of damage · 
done. Other than fright, these 
creatures seem to do no harm to 
humans .

Preliminary Report 

What promises to be one of the 
most sign ificant physical evidence 
cases i n  modern UFO history oc­
curred December 29, 1 980, near 
Hu ffman, Texas, northeast of 
Houston . Two women and a young 
boy su ffered various degrees of 
injury, largely attributable to radi­
ation p oisoning and radiant heat, 
after watching a luminous object 
hover low over the road ahead of 
their car. MUFON Deputy Director, 
John Schu.essler, and members of 
Project VISIT are investigating. 
They are seeking to obtain the full 
set of medical records. 

Betty Cash, 52, was driving her 
1980 Cutlass Supreme from New 
Caney to Dayton, Texas, on �igh­
way 1 4 8 5  about 9 :00 p.m. With her 
were a friend, Vicky Landru m, 60s, 
and Vicky's grandson Colby, 7. 
Suddenly a luminous, fiery-looking 
object descended to t reetop level 
over the road ahead of them and 
they heard a beep ing noise that 
persisted throughout the sighting. 
From its underside, flames (red­
orange) were emitted toward the 
road periodically, with an audible 
11Woosh." Betty stopped the car, 
afraid to drive beneath the object; 
they opened the car doors to stand 
beside the car and watch. The glow 
was brill iant, and they could feel 
strong heat and hear a loud roaring 
noise. 

Colby became terrified and he 
and Vicky got back in the car, but 
Betty remained outside for a longer 
period of t ime. (Probably sigt1if­
icantly, Betty's injuries were the

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b .  most severe.) Finally, t h e  o Jed 
started to rise and move away to the 
right in  a southwesterly direction 
with a large number of helicopters 
(20 or more) seemingly in pursuit. 
The evening was cool and the car 
heater had been turned on, but now 
the car was so hot that Betty turned 
on the air conditioner. 

Later Betty dropped Vicky and 
Colby off at their house and drove 
home, feeling ill .  She arrived home 
at 9:50 p.m. Numerous symptoms 
appeared almost immediately: 
swollen neck, head and :facial 
blisters, swollen earlobes, ! and 
swollen eyelids. Her eyes �losed 
complet ely and she coulctn�t see for 
several days. Fou r days later, unable 
to eat, and suffering nausea, vomit­
ing, and diarrhea, Betty entered the 
hospital where she remained for 1 5  
days. She also suffered severe loss 
of hair. After being d ischarged, she 
continued to suffer swellings, head­
aches, and lack of appetite.  A little 
over a week later, she returned to 
the hospital for add itional treatment.

· As of February 22, she remained 
constantly t ired, headachy, and 
unable to work. 

\Alhen they arrived home that 
night Vicky and Colby also felt ill; 
Colby's face was "sunburned" and , 
he had eye problems, a condition 
that still  persists to a mild degree. 
They spread large quantities of baby 
oil on their faces for three days. Both 
had stomach aches and diarrhea for 
several days. Vicky .experienced 
some loss of hair and·a sensation as if 
her scalp were "asleep." During the 
sighting, she had placed her left 
hand on top of the car, and the 
fingernails o n  that hand showed odd 
line-Jike indentations across their 
width. 

Colby had nightmares for 2-3 
weeks, and since has d isplayed ex­
treme anxiety and fear at the sight of _ . 

a helicopter. The large number of 
helicopters itself poses a mystery, 
since no obvious source of that 
many hel icopters is known in the 
area, especially on sho rt notice if 
they were pursuing the UFO, as they 
appeared . to  be. The date also was 
during the holiday season when 
mil itary bases typically would be on 
"stand-down" with reduced 
personnel. 

Altltough they temain to be fully 
docu mt?nted, the medical symptoms 
suggest both radiation sickness and 
physical burns; both ultraviolet and 
infrared radiation may have been 
involved. Ful l  details will be report-. 
ed as soon as the investigation is 
completed, and the future health of 
the witnesses will be monitored.

ALLAN HENDRY'S definit ive study of UFOs, 
The UFO Handbook: A Guide to Investigating, 

Evaluating and Reporting UFO Sightings (Sphere Books large­
format paperback, £5 .95 ,  300 pages) is based on his 
personal research into more than 1 , 300 UFO sightings 
reported to him during two years as chief invest igator for 
the International UFO Reporter. It is the most objective and 
sensible book about UFOs ever published , but to many 
ufologists it will make depressing reading. Hendry 
reviews the different types of sightings, and shows con­
vincingly that many (if not most) can be confidently 
attributed to natural phenomena (especially stars and 
planets) , or man-made objects (especially planes - and in 
USA, ad planes) . That these are so often seen by excited 
witnesses as " flying saucers" is a s ign of the emotional 
hold the UFO idea has over people in the Wester� world. 

Hendry is not debunking UFOs but rather he is  
exhorting us al l  to raise our crit ical standards and improve 
our investigation techniques.  As he says in his conclusion : 
" I  do not endeavour to argue that UFOs do not , in some 
form, exist ;  indeed , why shouldn ' t  they? The twentieth 
century hardly understands everything that is seen in its 
complex skies. Personally, I want there to be anomalistic 
UFOs that defy the laws of physics for the simple reason 
that it would usher in a new scient ific revolution . But with 
our current inability to fully draw the distinct ion between 
real UFOs and I FOs, fantasies or hoaxes , coupled with a 
heated emotional atmosphere, I can only assert that it is 
my feelzng that some UFO reports represent truly 
remarkable events . . .  " (p . 285) .  

With i ts  detailed coverage of al l  types of U FO sightings ,  
including radar visuals and CE I l l s ,  and oYer 1 00 pages 
devoted to investigation tools ( including hypnosis , lie 
detection , magnetic detectors and statist ics) , this is a book 
which should be read carefully by everyone who honestly 
vvishes to begin to understand the UFO phenomenon. It is 
a well written book, not at all heavy going. and is 
illustrated with photographs and diagrams.  

The persistent rumours, during the past 30 years , of 
crashed UFOs found with little charred bodies inside , 
haYe recently received fresh impe tu s from Leonard 
S t ringfield ' s publications and lectures ( see FSR Vol . 25 
;\los . 4 .  5 & 6 .  for example) ,  and The Roswell I ncident by 
Charles Berl itz & W i ll iam L. Moore ( G rosset & 
D u n lap.  :'\lew Yor k , hardbac k ,  $ 1 0 .  1 68 pages:  U K  
hardback ed i t ion publ i shed . J a n u a ry 1 9B I by G ra nada 
Publ i sh ing.  L) . 9 :l )  prov ides more fud to h�·ap u pon t he 
fi res of specu la t ion . S i m i l a r  in approach to t he a u t hors ' 
earl ier PhilarldjJhia 1:\prrimmt. t he tTIH ra l  i nc ident  ht:re i s  
the d iscon.-ry i n  . J u l y  1 947 of S OI JH '  s pace debris on a 
remote ranch in 0:t·w Mex ico.  I t  was taken to nearbv 
Roswel l  a i r  base and an e n t h u s iast ic pt ibl ic  i n fonnat io;J 
officer issued a press rekasl'  a n no u n c i n g  t ha t  a crashed 
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disc had been found. The previous week had seen a 
tremendous UFO flap across the USA, and the press and 
radio gave wide publicity to the release which th� Air 
Force promptly quashed by announcing that the "crashed 
disc' ' was only a downed weather balloon. That much 
seems to be fact .  The rest of the material in the book falls 
into the " ru mours of rumours" category, often from 
unnamed witnesses - interesting but unsubstantiated . 

If half of these rumours are accurate, it would seem that 
there are several caches of crashed discs, pickled 
spacemen and God k nows what else hidden·  away in  
various top secret sites across the USA. In  past years such 
ideas were easily dismissed as ridiculous ,  but now that the 
"silent majority" is slowly becoming aware that 
unscrupulous deception is one of the tools of power, we 
must all be prepared to think again .  The material 
available to the authors was barely sufficient to make a 
book and has had to be thinly stretched and padded in 
places with associated but not strictly relevant UFO 
material . The result w ill probably be welcomed by nuts­
and-bolters and derided by the paraphysical school, but i t  
i s  likely to  be  of interest to  many ufologists. The authors 
provide a bibl iography and index , and there are some old 
press photographs of the principal part icipants. 

Although apparently aimed at the teenage reader, 
Earth's  Secret Inhabitants by D. Scott Rogo & Jerome 
Clark (Tempo Books/Grosset & Dunlap, New York , 
paperback, $ 1 .95 ,  2 1 8 pages) will appeal to a much wider 
readership. UFOs and entit ies,  " winged weirdos" , " the 
mad gasser of Mattoon ' ' ,  Springheel Jack, phantom cats, 
monster birds, B igfoot , and trolls . . .  all  are represented 
here, and in their closing chapter the authors give various 
explanations for the mysterious appearances of these 
" secret inhabitants" of the Earth .  29 illustrations include 
witness drawings and photographs of the things they have 
seen .  

It is perhaps an indication of the growing interest in  
strange phenomena of a l l  kinds that a new weekly 
partwork was launched in Britain in m id-October by 
Orbis Publishing. The title The Unexplained covers a 
wide variety of subject matter, and the first five issues 
under review contain art icles on UFOs, ESP, man-beasts ,  
hypnosis , spontaneous human combust ion , black holes, 
telepathy, Kir\ian photography, regression to past lives , 
t he black madonna, clairvoyance,  and sea monsters. Most 
of the art icles are written by well -known authorities, 
including FSR editor Charles Bowen whose U FO series 
has a prominent position . Each issue is priced at 50p in 
t he U K  and contains 20 pages and 6 articles. There arc 
many illust rations, in colour and black and white, and 
U K  readers should have no d i fficu l ty i n  obt a i n i ng The 
Unrxplained from their newsagcnt . It is also (or will be)

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available in other parts of the world - Eire ,  Austral ia,  
New Zealand , South Africa, Europe , and the USA . 

Colin Wilson has divided Starses;ken ( Hodder & 
Stoughton large-format hardback, £ 1 0 .95 ,  272 pages), h is 
study of man ' s  discovery of the Universe, into three 
sections: Ancient Cosmology, The Era of Discovery, and 
The Exploding Universe. Astronomy enthusiasts will find 
this a thorough and readable investigation , enhanced by 
the beautiful design and production and many il lustra­
t ions in black and white and colour. 

\Vhether you favour the idea of parallel universes ,  or 
the extra-terrestrial hypothesis , when considering the 
origin of UFOs, John Gribbin's book Jimewarps 
(Sphere paperback, £ 1 . 25 ,  1 80 pages) should be of com­
pell ing interest to every ufologist . Without the use of 
mathematics he explores the basic concepts of time and 
space, dealing succinctly with causality, relativity, and 
t ime dilatation . Could Black Holes provide a gateway into 
the future or other universes, he wonders? In order to 
i l lustrate otherwise complex ideas he uses the ingenious 
device of recounting these ideas as they have been 
employed in science-fiction plots .  Perhaps some may con­
sider this a superficial approach, but it is a way of making 
these concepts and their possibilities available to a wide 
audience of intelligent ,  non-mathematical readers. Dr. 
Gribbin ' s  approach combines the precision of Western 
science with the breadth of Eastern philosophy, and his 
im·estigation includes J ung' s syncronicity , J. W. Dunne' s  
theories of t ime and space, and precognitive dreams, 
concluding with a sympathet ic explanation of the I Ching. 

As a finale he puts a quest ion to this fount of ancient 
wisdom regarding his own book, and , as usual , receives a 
profound yet intrigu ing answer. John Gribbin ' s  writing 
remains amazingly lucid even though he is deal ing with 
the far-out complexities of modern physics, and this book 
will open up concepts never broached by the tradi t ional 
approaches to space travel . It has a comprehensive 
bibl iography and index , and is i l lustrated with diagrams 
and photographs . 

The feeling that the definit ive photograph will answer 
all criticism and for ever silence the vociferous sceptic is 
nowhere stronger than among the ranks of those who 
study st range phenomena . In P]lo!Q_"rapl!s Q.[_.the 
J.Lnknowa .( New English Library hard�5 , 1 44 
pages) Robert Rickard and Richard Kelly have gathered 
an u npreceden ted collect ion of photographs depic t i ng t he 
i nexpl icable , from fi re-wa lk i n g  to pol te rge i s t s ,  from 
pictures of C hrist  to t hosl' of a l ien bl.' i ngs,  a n d  from water 
and land monster s  to U FOs . Fl i pp i ng t h rough t hese 
pages ,  the s t ude n t  of Fortl'an phenoml'na real ises that 
t he re are no dcfi n i t i \·e answns here ,  o n l y  morT qul'st ions . ·

photographs and a clear explanatory text . 

The UFO sect ion is,  perhaps not surprisingly, the 
longest, probably reflecting the range of material available 
to the authors , and contains some well-known and some 
lesser-known UFO images of all shades of probabil ity 
including some admitted hoaxes. There is an intrigu ing 
series of colour pictures of the Canary Islands sighting of 
March 1 979,  rarely seen before in colour. The UFO 
pictures spread over into the section of " Unusual Natural 
Phenomena, ' '  providing for the investigator of U FO 
photographs some useful ex�mples of ball l ightning, 
lent icular clouds and "ghost l ights . "  If  we had to choose 
the three most startling images in this book of visual 
marvels they would be the Shiels colour shot of Nessie 
popping her head out of the water for a quick look-see 
(p. l 4) ,  the blow-up from the Patterson 1 6mm movie of 
Bigfoot striding purposefully into the Californian forest 
(p. 25), and the series of shots showing psychic surgeon 
Tony Agpaoa plunging his hands into a patient' s  gory 
innards (p. l l 7).  

The authors pass no judgements as to the authenticity 
of any particular image, though naturally they have 
weeded out the obvious hoaxes. They have instead pro­
vided readers with a concise and knowledgeable intro­
duction to the history and idiosyncrasies of paranormal 
photography which succeeds in setting the stage for that 
which follows. Everyone who has any curiosity about our 
strange world, whether they consider themselves to be 
ufologist , psychic researcher, parapsychologist, Fortean 
researcher, or simply the ' ' man in the street , ' '  will most 
certainly want to possess this incredible volume. 

In The Dark �_by Anthony Roberts & Geoff 
Gilbertson (Rider/Hutchinson paperback, £4 . 50 ,  266 
pages) we enter a world peopled by demons, the ultra­
terrestrials who appear here on earth as Men- in-Black,  
UFO entit ies, fairies, and other mystery characters. The 
authors draw heavily on occult lore in their study, and the 
case for the r�al i ty of evil UT forces seems to be over­
whelmingly proved. However, closer examination of the 
evidence on which their thesis is based shows that it con­
tains few rel iable first-hand reports which can be checked. 
The Crogl in Grange vampire story , for example , is  now 
known to be highly dubious.  Also there is too much 
rel iance on the imaginings of the mentally unstable , on 
fiction , and on the eccentric bel iefs of esoteric orders . I n  
fact the authors arc too uncrit ical i n  their select ion of 
material . Facts are often overstated . for exam p le U FOs 
are not ' 'often seen hovering over . . .  s tandi ng stones and 
' sacred sites' in general " ( p . l 09 ) .  and t he re is not a 
" preponderance of sight i ngs over kys " ( p . l 47 ) .  No back­
u p  sou rces arc quoted to  su pport such " fac t s . " Agai n ,  
doubt fu l  a n d  u nsu pport l'd s ta t t· m t· n t s  such a s  t he 
fol l owi n g  art.' made: " Now t he e n t i t ies l l'nd to i ns t ruct  
t he i r  fol lowers to go to i m port a n t  ky comT rgenccs . . .  to  
' charge ' t hese . " ( p . l 6) ) .  

There are also t oo many assu mpt ions ,  for exa m pk t hat  
t he figu re i n  M r . Tem p le ton ' s  photograph of h is daughter  
i s  a spaceman . The capt ion to  th is  pict u re reads : 
• '  F i re m a n  Tem p leton ' s  photograph of h i s  d a u g h t e r  is a n  
i n t cr t'st i n g  para l l el to spir i t  photogra p h s .  Tht' t ' l l t i t y  t h is  
t i mt' i s ,  of cou rst · ,  a s pace bt' i n g . " Span·  l >t· i ng:• M r.

we object ively see now is a vague shape in the sky behind 
the girl ' s  head. With subjective vision this becomes the 
top half of a spacesu it-clad figu re .  

Such a wish t o  bel ieve pervades t h i s  book. I t  also 
contains some small but niggl ing errors in  names and 
book titles, even foreword-writer Colin Wilson is not free 
from error. The Reverend Donald Omand was not t rying 
to rid Loch Ness of the monster when he carried out an 
exorcism there ( p .  1 3) .  As he wrote in  a letter to u s :  " I  
never exorcised the monster, as i s  supposed, but Loch 
Ness and the land immediately round it. My reason was 
to overcome the spirit of evil . . .  ' '  

From these criticisms i t  m ight be supposed that we do 

not favour Roberts '  and Gilbertson ' s  basic belief in  the 
existence of UTs and the evil they engender. On the 
contraty, we feel that there may be more than a grain of 
truth i n  the idea.  B u t  this book fails  to provide convincing 
evidence. I t  is also difficult to read i n  parts,  Anthony 
Roberts being a supporter of " a rich and expressive u se of 
l i terary flamboyance " (p. 53), whereas s implicity i n  
writ ing, whether fact or fiction , should always b e  a 
writer 's  aim, if only for the sake of his  readers. Paranoia is  
a state of mind to which the unwary ufologist can easily 
succumb, and this book is a lesson to U FO students to m ix 
their studies with less heady pursuits  and thereby retain a 
balanced outlook on l ife .

Close Encounters of the Fourth Kind

WH EN the movie Close Encounters of the Third Kind hit 

our screens in 1 978 many people relatively 
unfamiliar with our subject saw the experiences 
epitomised therein as the ult imate i n  U fology . That that is 
not the case , is i l lustrated by the recent emphasis on study 
of the next (and at the moment . the ul t imate) kind of close 
encou nter - .code named the C E4 .  As an aside I might 
note that in my opinion the t i t le of M r. Spielberg ' s  mO\·ie 
,,·as a misnomer, as none of the events within it were a 
t h i rd kind encounter. Any sequel (and I gat her one is i n  
the pipel ine) must surely not be C E3 K  ( o r  2) b u t  C E4 K .  
W e  shall see� 

The Close Encounter of the Fourth K i nd ha several 
different interpretations at the moment . Coral and J im 
Lorenzen use it purely for abductions, which seems fair  
enough .  Howe\·er, this definit ion is hard ly com mensurate 
with the t rue nature of t he phenomenon . Abd uc t ion in  
real i ty are but  a sub-class of the C E4 phenomenon . In  
Bri tain it  has  certainly become cus t omary to refer to 
e\·ents  where entit ies manifest inside t he house (e .  g.  t he 
famous Cynthia Appleton encou nter see Thl' 
Humanoids) ,  along with similar related i nc i d e n t s ,  as C E4 s .  
I ndeed I ha,·e come to ut il ise this t e r m i n ology t o  apply to 
anr case of direct interaction bet ween w i t ness a n d  
apparently al ien ent ity . This d i s t i n g u i shes such n-e n t s  
from t he C E:L w h ich wou ld merch· i m·oh-e dw ob.ramlion 
of t ' n t i t ies .

The hosts were the local 
groups UFOSIS ( West M idlands) . and PARASEAR C H  
( Staffordshire) . I would l ike to d iscuss some of the 
impl ications of that day ' s  events ,  which i t  seems were well 
appreciated by all those who attended . Indeed the 
crowded hall included many of t he leading researchers in  
this aspect of Brit ish U fology,  such as Paul  Deveraux ,  
H i lary E,·ans,  Bob R ickard, J oh n  R im mer a n d  Roger 
Sa ndell , in addition to the N U FON and U FO I N  teams. 

There was a packed programme, which is always an 
understandable fai l ing at such events .
