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Our November meeting proved to be most interesting. One attendee discussed 

his three UFO sightings and another reported on strange animal deaths. The three 

UFO sightings, with diagrams, are presented on the following pages. 

The facts surrounding the animal deaths are as follows. 

Mary (ficticious name) is a staff member of the African Lion Safari in 

Rockton (outside of Cambrige}. She reported on the following events. 

For the past four years, animals have been found dead, with two puncture 

marks, each puncture mark 6!r apart. These holes are perfectly round, the hole 

diamter being the size of an index finger. These hole marks are extremely clean, 

and do not go all the way through, each being about 2;2" deep. No scratch marks 

or any other marks have been found on the animals . These marks appear on various 

parts of the body, neck, shoulder, etc. When bodies have been picked up, no blood 

was found on the animal or ground. The animal should have bled, but did not. This 

year six animals were found in this state. The animals involved were thallow deer, 

sika deer and moufalon deer. The animals found dead have been babies, with the 

exception of one adult. The animals were fine when the staff left between 5:30 P.M. 

and 6:30P.M., but when staff arrivad at 8:45 A.M. the next morning, the animals 

were found dead . The animals were always found near the fence, where bushes were 

located. They 'tvere never found in wide open spaces. No tampering of the fence 

was ever found, no struggle, no broken br . .an:hes were found • Mary and various 

staff members have seen these animal deaths and Mary witnessed the last one this 

year. The deaths occurred in the spring, April, May, then a lull, then again in 

mid July and the end of July 



In the area where the dead animals were found, the staff saw cut marks on 

the Caribou, on the shoulder area. 

Forty baboons have disappeared this year. No bodies were ever found, they 

simply disappeared. 

In the monkey compound the fencing consists of 61 of chain link, 61 to 81 of 

fibreglass on top of the chain link and above that, 18" of electric wire. One 

evening, ( week of November 16th ) they found 601 of the fibreglass fencing down . 

There had been no wind that evening. No tracks, tire marks, etc., were found. 

The fence was quite stur_dy. They found this a complete unexplainable mystery. 

Also at the November meeting Dave Stiller gave us a little commentary on his 

UFO follow up. Dave, Sid and Cecilia trecked up to the Huntsville area, near the 

Muskoka·�ver. Tne purpose of this journey was to see the landing sight of the 

craft mentioned in Oscar Magocsi' s book "My Space Odessey in TJ!i'(J 1 s.;· On one occasion 

Oscar accompanied them on their visit up north to the landing sight. They went up 

a total of three times this summer and camped on Oscar's property. They did not 

see anything unusual in the sky during their visits.

No tracks of any 

kind were found ar ound the deer. The dead de er had two holes on the left side of 

its' neck,  S" to 611 apar t .  They did not know what caused its' death, the only 

marks they found on the deer were the two punc ture marks on its' ne ck. The 

employe e  told Mary ,  but when May reques ted to see the dead animal , pe rmis sion 

was refused and she was asked not to repeat the information.

Joanne was driving to a friend's home, when she noticed two bright lights in the 
sky, one light above the other light. She thought that at first, they were tower 
lights, but she drove past the tower and the lights were still infue same location 
in the sky. The lights were stationary. The two lights were round and very 
bright. They were in the north west portion of the sky. Big flashes of greenish, 
yellow, light fanned out downward from each light. These flashes seemed to come 
at one second intervals. Joanne stopped her car, rolled down her window and 
watched the lights. The lights were stationary for two minutes and then moved. 
One light moved ahead of the other, one moved under the first light, then they 
moved together and then moved in a straight line and then moved closer together. 
During this time, both lights were sending out flashes of green light, sometimes 
together, sometimes separately. The lower light then shot out a beam of bright, 
white light, which then sparkled. No noise was heard. 
The sky was partly cloudly, temperature 5°C. No stars, etc. were visible. Area 
rural and isolated. The lights were round, each being about the size of a quarter 
held at arm 1 s length. The elevation was about 45°. 
When the lights moved closer together, they picked up speed and became a brighter 
white. They moved out of Joanne's view very quickly. 

Comments: Joanne called the Waterloo Regional Police, who in turn, gave her my 
telephone number. I checked with the Waterloo/Wellington Airport concerning 
helicopters, etc., in the area at that tim·3, but they h-1.d nothing on record. I 
checked with our astronomer and nothing astronomical fit the above description.

APRO UFO CONFERENCE 

On JUne 5, 6 and 7th, 1981 I attended the AERIAL PHENOMENON RESEARCH 
ORGANIZATION (APRO) UFO Conference with Don Teskey and Dag Balzar of the 
CAMBRIDGE UFO RESEARCH GROUP. The Conference was held in the beautiful 
Marriott Inn-Alrport,-4277 West 150 Street, Cleveland, Ohio 44135. 

The theme of the Conterence was "The Case For Aliens" dealing with 
seemingly disparate facets of this aspect ot the UFO mysterr. Some ot 
the questions that were dealt with were: 

* It these Extraterrestrial visitations, how can there 8e so 
many? 

* What possible motive could ETa have in the mutilation of 
cattle and other animals? 

* Why are mos t crashed disc reports 20 years or more old. 
Are there no recent ones? 

*Abduction cases are on the increase. Does this ·indicate 
an increase in the phenomenon or merely in the willingness 
to report and wby is the same thing done over and over again? 

JUNE $th FRIDAY 

we arrived at the Marriott Inn by late atterooon and checked in. As 
soon as we were settled in, we went in search ot the information table to 
be registered. Stanton Friedman and Bill Moore were there selling their 
books. Bill is the co-author ot "The Philadelphia Extertment" and "The 
Roswell Incident� Betty Hill was also there taiklng o various peopre­
and I bad a chance to meet and talk to her. (See picture /1._. 2) ·

, Tbe evening get-together started at 7:30 p.m. and it was a time tor 
ev eryone to meet eacb other as well as renew old friendships. I saw Leo 
Sprinkle again and chatted with various speakers and guests present. I 
met a young lady named Alice Rose who is actively involved in finding a 
cure for cancer. Although she is not really interested in UFOs, an inner 
feeling lead her to the Conference. She was extremely interested in the 
psionic mac hine tbat Ivan Boyes operates and insisted that I give her his 
address so she could correspond with him. 

· 

I eventually ended up in Leo Sprinkle's room with three other ladies 
(one of which was Alice Rose) and was a casual observer as Leo hypnotized 

Alice (See Picture# 9). It was quite an interesting experience to watch 
tbe hypnosis. 

JUNE 6th SATURDAY 

Tbe lectures started early in the morning, after tbe customary in­
troductions, with Dr. Robert Creegan. His presentation dealt with "Tbe 
Nature of Truth" and "A Search For Magic". I did not record Dr. Creegan/s 
lecture so cannot present it here. 

He was followed by Dr. van Aredale who presented two models tor UFO 
reality based on his research. Dr. Van Arsdale was the investigator con­
nected .with "The Colorado Ranch case". 

Ev·eryone lett tor lunch and lectures resumed at 1 p.m. with Bill 
Moore, co-author or "The Philadelphia Experiment� and an investigative 
journalist. 

Bill bad some useful advice for UFO investigators. "One thing wrong 
with ufology is we have· too many egotists running around thinking they 
know it all. Hot sol We've got to respect that we're dealing in a multi­
faceted discipline and we've got to learn to respect each other ' s area· ot 
concern and reter people back and forth. If I don't bave time to do an 
investigation justice, I have no business dealing with it at all. It I'm 
going to do it, I've. got to persist and see it through; otherwise, I have 
an obligation to refer it to someone who can do it justice." And Bill 
certainly did justice to "The Roswell Incident". 

· 

Bill talked to seventy witnesses - twenty four of which were tirs; 
band; in other words, people who were there at the time. The remainder 
were involved one way or the other. They didn't know eacb other at the -
time Bill interviewed them, yet in each case Bill was given approximately 
the same story. 

In brief, it involved the sighting on JUly 2nd, 1947 of a flaming, 
bright circular object which passed low over the city of Roswell, New 
Mexico. The object travelled in a Northwest direction, and at some point 
75 miles Northwest or Roswell over a remote desert area, an explosion oc­
curred. There was also a thunderstorm in the area - one that was very 
violent with lots or lightning but very little rain. It is possible that 
the ob ject may have been bit by lightning but that is only conjecture. 

The ground was covered with debris over 3/4 or a mile long in a tan 
shape, approximately 50 yards to approximately--400 yards wide. parts ot 
the local plant lite were torn out ot the ground. upon investigation, a 
witness round unsusual debris wbicb appeared to 8e metallic,·  but wasn't.

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The pieces were very thin (about the thickness of foil on a cigarette pack­
�age), yet they were extremely strong. Tbey couldn't he out, dented or 
creased. The material was s�ilar to ·seran wrap - sort of a plastic metal. 

Bill said there had 8een another crash with alien bodies at the s�e 
time as the Roswell incident 125 miles West at Magdalena, 25 miles North­
west of Socorro. The object was hauled away by the m111tary·and the wit­
nesses were told to be quiet. 

Bill outlined the evidence that be bas compiled so far that the Ros­
well crash and retrieval actually did bappen. He stated there bad been 
a new release on JUnly 7th, 1947 by the Air Force saying they bad recover­
ed the wreckage of a flying disc. Later this report stated that it -was 
only a weather aalloon. He received photographs of the crashed object 
from people who saw it and handled it, and be found more witnesses to 
back up the facts. Virtually all the people involved in the Roswell In­
cident have aeen named. Bill said that one of tbe problems ot crashed 
UFOs in the past have been the practice DY investigators of 1no names'. 
In the Roswell incident ·Bill named all his sources, and some of the 
witnesses have been contacted ay other investigators and even the media 
to 'be interviewed. As Bill says "If we're going to get anywhere, we have 
to name names. We bave to allow anybody access to the data." . 

More information on the Roswell crash can be found in William Moore's 
book, "The Roswell Incident". 

Following Bill Moore was aaductee, Betty Hill. Betty looked back 
on her experience as well as the twenty years since her initial incident. 
Sbe touched on the deliberate attempts by the scientific establishment to 
discredit her as well. . 

Betty recounted briefly her capture on septemDer 1 9, 1961 as abe and 
Barney were returning bome from tbe canadian 8order on u.s. 3 tbrougb the 
Wbite Mountains in New Hampshire. She stated that the weather was beauti­
ful. ''We bad 'been driving along for about tb1rty miles wi tb a strange olt­
ject following us. When we came to an area called Indian Head in a nation­
al forest this oDject came out over the road and stopped in midair. At 
this point Barney took the 'binoculars and got out or the car to get a�good 
look in an attem�t to identity it.n 

As Barney stood looking up, be could see human figures standing in 
the window of tbe object looking down at him, and one figUre said some­
thing to him wbioh be could not rememDer later. The craft began to des­
cend and Barney panicked. He ran back to the car and went speeding down 
tba highway. 

'�e beard a series of beeping sounds," Betty said, "and the craft 
moved over the top of the car. I looked out and all I could see was this 
'black 'thing' over us. Then nothing. Afterwards we could rememDer being 
off of Route 3, and being in tbe woods but we bad no idea how we got there. 
We found our way back to Route 3, heard another series of beeping sounds 
and drove home." 

When they arrived home they discovered that the trip had taken two 
hours longer than it should have. They bad a strange reeling that they 
bad been contaminated and took long showers. 

Later Barney became disabled and wasn't responding to medication so

be went to see Dr. Benjamin Simon, a psychiatrist and hypnotist, to see if 
it was emotional in basis. They were hypnotized separately and their ses­
sions recorded. 

UDder hypnosis Betty and Barney recalled tbeir lost time. "Tbe beings 
and craft were blocking the highway. They came up to the car in two groups 
and took us to the UFO .  I was put in the first room, Barney in the second. 
We were both physically examined. They checked our eyes, ears-, nose and 
throat and scraped our skin. They tested my nervous system and inserted 
a needle like instrument in my navel which caused pain. In Barney they 
were interested in his aone structure, his feet and the end or his spine. 
There were eleven beings on board tbe craft, but only one spoke my langu­
age and I referred to btm as the leader. I talked to the leader and asked 
tor something to take home so be gave me a book. Then be showed me a map 
when I asked him where be was from. I studied this map. I was told the 
heavy lines were trade routes and the broken lines were expeditions." 

As Betty and Barney were about to leave with the book, one of the 
crew spoke to the leader in worried tones. Tbe leader took the Dook away 
from Betty and told her she wouldn't need it because sbe wasn't going to 
remember tbe event. They left and watched tbe craft take off from the 
safety of their car. The craft was surrounded by a fiery mass and sud­
denly it was gone. 

After the incident Betty discovered that there were many UFO sightings 
in New Hampshire. Observers reported them on a regular basis, especia-lly 
in a place known as 'the landing areat. Betty and Barney started to in­
vestigate their own sigbting and received a radar report showing an Uniden­
tified craft leaving the capture area at 2:45 a.m. They went back and lo­
cated the exact area of capture, and took measurements. They found tbe 
craft bad been 60 to 65 feet across. Marjorie Fish was also researching 
Betty's star map. 

After their encounter bad become known, Betty and Barney bad to take 
refuge on a nearby Air Force Base to get away from tbe Press. At that time 
they saw their second UFO ,  and from that time on whenever they went out, 
they would see a UFO . Betty took a map and began pinpointing the location 
of tbe sigbtings and after awhile realized that there was an area where 
the UFOs were coming back night after night. This was the area known,as 
1tbe landing area•. 

Betty then showed some slides of the area which is seven miles square, 
with 3 rivers, lake and swamps. She said there are two sets of power lines, 
railroad tracks and farmland in the area. It is a free area in aircraft 
navigation. It bas geological faults, magnetic deviations and a large eed­
rock deposit of quartz. �e also showed slides of the abduction-area and 
the night lights seen by her and Barney over the years. 

Dr. R. Leo Sprinkle spoke after Betty Hill and presented a paper en­
titled "UFO Activity and HUman Consciousness". One interesting discovery 
be touched on was the fact that many UFO investigators have some contactee 
or abduotee aspect in their background. 

William James Herrman talked about the personal impact of UFO abduc- � 
tion. I did not record bis lecture so cannot say much about it. � 

Dag Balzar and I were forever inquiring from other photographers about 
camera tilm and lens setting,� as well as experimenting on our own settings· 
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' as we shot our way through the Conference. Both of us are very amateur 
photographers. 

After the last lecture or the day everyone went their own way for 
the evening. Some got togetber in various rooms to talk, While others 
(myself included) decided to explore the hotel's tavern and disco. Danc­
ing with wild abandon was a good way to counteract a long day 

_
ot sitting.

Afterwards I ran into Henry McKay and talked to b� for awhile before 
I finally turned in tor the night. 

JUNE 7th SUNDAY 

Earl Neff or the CLEVELAND UFOLOGY PROJECT was the first speaker or 
the day. He discussed "UFO Art Through the Ages" and showed many excel­
lent slides witb his presentation. 

P. Wayne Laport spoke on the "Anatomy or a UFO Window " basing his 
observations on an area around Charlotte N. C. where many UFO sigbtings 
have occurred in the past. 

Next was Peter Jordan who talked on the cattle mutilation mystery. 
I have parts or his talk on tape it anyone is interested in hearing it. 

Jim Lorenzen dealt witb the major objections of skeptics to tbe Alien 
Hypothesis. During Jim's talk I met Harry Lebelson, Contributing Editor 
to OMNI MAGAZINE. He seemed very interested in Tom Grey and the lights 
over Lake ontario and hopes to come up tbis way to observe them for him­
self. 

Stanton Friedman ·was the last speaker of the Conference, and un­
fortunately, tbe crowd bad dwindled considerably by the time be lectured. 
I bad beard bis lecture before so I did not bother to tape the whole 
tbing. I do not have space left in the newsletter to include it even in 
part - Stanto� is long winded. 

We lett Cleveland at 4:30 p.m. and beaded back via Route 90 to Toledo 
tben on to Detroit-Windsor and finally home. It was a most enjoyable. week­
end and I hope another conferenoe will be held next year.

MARCEN LOOKS AT UFO RETRIEVALS 
As the focus of sensational UFO stories began to shift from Close Encounters of the 

Third Kind to Retrievals of the Third Kind or the recovery of actual UFOs and occupants in 
1978 and 1979, MARCEN began to debate the merits of pursuing such events: Were they just 
legends that reappear from time to time and get dusted off like an old pair of shoes to be 
worn again? Are they part of an elaborate hoax? Is the government allowing out just a 
measured amount of information about the retrievals to prepare us for some more spectacular 
announcement? or is it all just myth? 

The field seemed to be crowded already with quite a number of individuals pursuing the 
retrieval story ranging from the well-respected old-time ufologist--Leonard Stringfield in 
Cincinnati, Ohio, to the new to the scene and of questionable reputation, Walter Todd Zechel 
of no fixed address. 

Was there room for more researchers chasing these elusive events? MARCEN thought so in 
May 1979 when it started making phone calls and within a week had recordings of retired 
military of ficers swearing to their veracity as they related incredible tales of UFO en­
counters and recoveries and within a week we were receiving phone calls from individuals as 
far away as Panama and Australia and the log of recoveries began to grow. _ 

MARCEN investigators began running up astronomical telephone bills as the_tally of 
recoveries expanded. 

Are the fantastic stories we were told to ·be believed? This will be discussed further 
in the article on UFO disinformation in this issue but we decided to put no credence what­
soever in any event that was not substantiated by at least three witnesses, who's military 
background could be verified. 

Using the above criteria up to publication of this issue we have data on 23 alleged UFO 
recoveries along with the recovery of an even 100 bodies of the occupants of the alien 
aircraft.

If these incredible stories are to be believed and the officers of MARCEN have mixed 
feelings on this point, we can see that the incidents have continued right up to the pre­
sent. We can also see that with a couple of minor �xceptions, the crashes and recoveries 
through the 19 50s were all concentrated in the southwest United States near defense install­
ations and in the areas where nuclear weapons were being tested. This was also the area 
and time frame of the heavy concentrations of UFO reports in the form of green fireballs. 

The stories we have uncovered are not just of someone stumbling onto a crashed UFO 
and then calling the authorities to cart it and its bodies away. 

In the incident of October 27, 1966, we were told of U. S. Army units on maneuvers who 
happened upon a parked UFO and cut off a number of small occupants on their way back to 
the craft. As the tale goes, all the aliens got away to the UFO and flew away except one 
agressve little fellow that put up such a fight that seven infantrymen finally had to hold 
it while a medic injected a tranquilizer which killed it unintentionally. 

In another of the crashes and recoveries on July 10, 1973, we were told that one 
alien was alive after the crash and attempts were made to revive it with oxygen, which 
only hastened its demise. 

In the July 1977 incident in Suthwestern Ohio, we were told that U. S. ArmY and Na- ' 
tional Guard troops were called in and in the ensuing skirmish 11 aliens were killed and 
there were 11 Army causalities resulting in deaths and injuries. The only independent 
substantiation we have for this episode is the fact that the Army issued press releases at 
the time that an Army unit was struck by lightning while camped overnight. We were told 
the aliens used as weapons a small box that emitted a ra� of light that·apparently was 
some sort of laser or charged particle beam that was capable of killing in some cases and 
inflicting temporary paralysis in others. The entire episode is denied by the Pentagon.·

There is probaby more UFO folklore and mythology in existence today than anything 

similar since the demise of the ancient Greeks and Romans. Most serious Ufologists 
acknowledge the presence of the folklore but most are at a total loss to explain its 
origin. 

A prime case in example currently is the repetitive stories of crashed UFOs and their 
supposed retreivel and study by the Air Force. M�RCEN finds it extremely difficult to 
accept or believe any of these tales yet the same stories keep popping up often virtually 
unchanged over a twenty7ear or more period. Officers of MARCEN have now personally 
talked to several hundred persons claiming to have witnessed UFO retreivals, or at least 
some phase of the retreival operation. 

The credibility of the "witnesses" interviewed is high enough in most cases and the 
details of the stories consistent enough that if we were in court dealing with a capital 
murder case, someone would likely hang. 

Still, MARCEN cannot unconditionally accept any of these stories without ourselves 
seeing more tangible proof and we do not think this is because of ouf innate skepticism. 

The unresolved questions that bother us most are: how did all of the stories get so 
consistnet; how are all of the details so fresh in the minds of persons who supposedly 
experienced the events 30 to 35 years ago; and why are so many former military persons inv� 
olved? 

One can easily jump to the quick conclusion that these witnesses have been program­
med to give out the manufactured stories in measured doses periodicatly. But who did the 
programming and why? 

There are many ufologists who feel that some clandestine bureau of the government 
somewhere periodically manufactures fictionialized UFO information so absurd that when 
it is disseminated, the public becomes quickly convinced that there is nothing factual about 
the UFO phenomenon at all, or at least this is Agency X's goal. 

This may sound good in theory but after pouring over thousands of pages of FBI and 
CIA UFO related documents released through Freedom of Information actions, MARCEN is un­
able to find any evidence of any government generated confusion or coverup as has been 
charged. There is much evidence of considerable government interest in UFOs that it did 
not previously admit, but we can find nothing to indicate any action taken to suppress 
data from the public on any scale or that the government agencies involved ever did 
anything with the data they collected other than read it with interest and then file it. 
Of course the proponents of government conspiracies argue that none of the "really good" 
material has been released or ever will be released. 

\ In February 1958, a hoax was perpetrated on ufology when a lett,er typed on the 
official letterhead of the U.S. Secretary of State was sent to the late George Adamski 
claiming government knowledge of UFOs and signed by a supposed State Department official 
named R.E. Straith. More letters followed to other ufologists and it ended with the 
FBI investigating a number of prominent ufologists of the time. No results of the 
investigations were ever made public and no one was ever known to have been prosecuted� 

This past sununer a new flood of hoax le.tters started making the rounds of the field. 
Typed on faked letterheads from various U.S. Air Force installations, the letters purport­
ed to confirm the existence of special units to retrieve crashed UFOs and that there are 
underground warehouses of UFOs at Wright-Patterson Air Force Base near Dayton, Ohio. 

MARCEN was one of the recipients of these letters and believed that not even the most 
gullible could accept them for anything more than they were-crude hoaxes, yet we have 
received quite a few letters, including a few from experienced ufologists, expressing some 
elief that the letters might be accurate. 

Since the latest hoax letters and a number of accompanying nasty slanderous anon­
ymous letters usually signed "a concerned ufologist", speculation has been rife within 
the field concerning the identity of the author or authors. Originally thought to be the 
work of the ufologist to whom the fake letters were addressed, this theory has been 
pretty much discarded as various recipients engage in accusing each other and sundry 
other persons. Marcen's director was even accused at one point by a notorius UFO skeptic 
of having written the letters to generate publicity for MARCEN.

As we analyze this situation at MARCEN, the only possible beneficiary of the hoax 
letters and accompanying anonymous letters would be a person or persons intent on destroying 
the UFO movement as we can not see any possible positive benefits accruing to anyone in the 
field from the misguided missives. The only result was and can only be the generation 
of confusion and distrust within the ranks of the field and this can only serve the ends 
of forces wanting to destroy credible ufology. 

By late summer 1979 the phony Air Force letters had stopped 
letterheads of the Committee for the Scientific Investigation of 
the arch skeptics challenging all of Forteana began circulating. 
contained confessions that the CSICP was working for the CIA and 
equally dire.

Again we are confronted with an action that can only serve to confuse anyone seriously 
studying the field and to bring discredit to all within it as ufologists are accused of 
trying to discredit their nemeses-the skeptics. 

From the volume and diversity of the subject matter, points of origin of the mail­
ings, and the number of recipientsof the crackpot and hoax letters and the time frame 
during which they have continued, it is hard to believe that one psychopath or other 
demented individual could be solely responsible. Logic points to some well oiled organ­
ization of whatever size bent on deliberate deception and confusion to cloud any truth 
that might exist. 

Adding to all of the confusion for quite some time and prime spreaders of disinformat­
ion have been the contactees who claim to regularly meet with perfectly human appearing 
aliens bearing messages of salvation for mankind. Claiming for many years to be disciples 
of the "space people", the contactees have acquired many cult like followers and regularly 
profess claims so unbelievable that the public is again led to believe that all ufologists 
are crackpots. 

Not helping the credibility gap at all are the fictionalized storied published under 
the guise of truth and fact by some pulp newsstand UFO magazines. The most notorious of 
these, the now bankrupt "Official UFO" last year had the town of Chester, Illinois being 
totally destroyed by a UFO attack. Other equal absurdities permeated the pages of the 
rag until it mercifully folded. 

Rumors have been rife for some time that at least one well known UFO skeptic reg­
ularly writes articles for the sensational magazines under assumed names with the explicit 
purpose of creating myths that will pass into the folklore of ufology-further destroying 
its credibility. 

Unfortunately MARCEN 
speculation will not help 
of this to illustrate the 
puzzling phenomenon.

If would appear that if this memo is authentic, 
there Tiay have been an ongoing project to create a smokescreen about UFO information.' 

There are a few ufologists besides MARCEN aware of this project at this time and 
most have been quick to jump on the handwagon saying "see we told you so". MARCEN 
believes it more prudent to be more cautious and to expend necessary efforts to try 
to verify the authenticity of the memo or to expose another piece of UFO disinformation.

Citizens Against UFO Secrecy (CAUS ) is still fighting to obtain classified UFO 
document s and reports .  The late st battle occurred recently in the u. s .  Court of Appeals , 
where CAUS is trying to get 1 31 secret documents about � UFOs from the National Security 
Agency ( NSA ) • 

About a year ago U. S .  District Judge Gerhard A.  Ge sell ruled that the documents 
were so sensitive that their release might endanger national security. Judge Ge se ll ' s  
ruling came not from reviewing all 1 31 document s but rather from a 21 -page top secret af-
fidavit given to him by NSA .

CAUS attorney Peter A.  Gersten told the three judge appeals panel that the govern­
ment cannot have it both ways . "The government po sition i s  that UFOs are not a threat 
and that the government doe s  not · study UFOs" ,  he said . 

It is the contention of CAUS that if UFOs do not exi st ,  then the government has 
nothing to hide . On the other hand , if UFOs do exi-st , then the world may be in big 
trouble - and the people should know about it ! 

Cheryl M .  Long, attorney for NSA , stated that _ there is no way the document s could 
be released - no matter what they show - without exposing and compromi sing the intelli­
gence-gathering technique s of the NSA . 

Gerstan plans to continue his fight against NSA , and intends to file another free­
dom of information suit against the U . S .  Air Force this month in the hopes of gaining 
more information on a serie s of still unexplained 1 975 UFO sightings over Strategic Air 
Command base s .  

In 1 978 Ground Saucer Watch (GSW) , a Fhoenix , Arizona UF O  group , succe ssfully ob­
tained Air Force and CIA reports on uFO sightings through freedom of information law 
suits .  

It i s  my own contention that information on UFOs - no matter how i t  was obtained 
or by what means - should not be withheld from the American public . We should have a 
right to know just what the hell is going on in - the skies ,  not only over America but over 
the entire planet . As tax-paying citizens , we should not have to fight for- this informa­
tion ! 

.Perhaps we should all write to our Congre ssmen and Senators and demand that this 
information be released . With congre ssional elections coming up in November of 1 982 , 
they just might be receptive to this idea rather than getting their constituents mad. In 
any event , it wouldn ' t  hurt to write them all a letter and let them know how you feel on 
the matter of government secrecy involving UFOs .

desire to find l ikely secto.r.s of the :

encourages them to consider a 
broad range of p h enomena 
associated with plan-eta ry formati o n  
a n d  evol ution o f  intel l igent l i fe. 

The m ethodology of t h e  two 
groups i s  very d i fferent. The S ETists' 
is basica l ly s imple:  use rad i o  
telescopes to see{( a n d  sen d  s ignals. 
Though addit ional  soph isticated 
equipment cou ld be employed, i t  
exists now with i n  i ts  present 

o tech nofogical capabil it ies . 
UFOfogists, conversely�. have not 

developed a straightforward p l a n  for 
analyz i n g  thei r elusive quarry. What 
seemed 30 years ago to be a · 

relatively simple p henomenon n ow 
appears more complex. Me�al li c  
saucers or cigars suggestive o f  
interpla netary spacecraft are o n ly 
one m a ni festation of the 
phenomenon as currently perceived 
by UFOiogists. Changes i n  shape, 
size a n d  color, a long with pu rported 
paranormal  effects, have

undermined the tenabi l ity of the 

! "simple" spacecraft hypothesis. 
Consequently there are at least eight 
theories a bout  U F Os, but no ' I  satisfactory plan for studying them. 

I SETI and U FOiogy a lso differ with 
I 
i respect to their data. Although 
� neither field has the hard evidence 
I of what they believe to ex ist, there 

are l i tera lly tens of thousands of 
U F O  reports, some by presumably 
credible observers, i nc luding 
astronomers, aviators, meteoro logists,. 
a i r  traffic control lers, police - and 
even a former president, J immy 

·· Carter. I n  contrast, there have been

the horizon. TherefOre · l l  
i ;  their only hope Is-to I � . develop popular ·support. I I .  through public meetings,..

no verified claims for detect ion of 
ETI .  Science magazine (Feb. 3, 1978, . -( p. 485) reported that at least 1 0  
organ ized searches for ETI - some 
with the largest radio telescopes -
have been conducted, but the 
results have al l  been negative. 

The logic of the two groups is -a lso 
co ntrasti ng.  SETists use deduct ion 
whi le  UFOiogists employ induction. 
SETists start  with the hypothesis that 
i ntel l igent l i fe exists elsewhere in the-
u n iverse, and look for extraterrestr ial  
rad io  s ignals as evidence to support 
their  hypothesis. Conversely, 
U FOiogists start with reports of 
strange phenomena · and seek a 
theory to expla in  them. 

I n  a sense, SETists also employ 
i n ductive methods i n  that they 

·_ general ize from the observation of 
one case : l ife on Earth. f rom this  

· s ingle case, they go o n  to assume 
that l i fe also exists elsewhere. By the 
same token, some UFOiogists say 
that i ntel l i gent l i fe probably exists 
elsewh�re and perhaps has 
developed tech nical ly to a degree 
that it can send space vehicles to 
visit us here. Nevertheless, whi le  
both groups use some elements of 
both processes, the primary 
emphases of the two groups a re i n  
the opposite d i rections. 

Thus the two fields have differ ing 
blends of theory, method and data. 
SETists have a theory ( intel l igent l i fe 
has evolved elsewh ere in the 
u n iverse) and a method a nd 
equ i pment for seek i n g  it (radio 
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telescopes with computer analyzers), 
but lack evidence for . ETI. I n  
contrast, UF91ogists have plenty o f  
evidence, at least "soft" data, but n o  
single satisfactory hypothesis a n d  no 
s imple plan of investigation. 

These contrasts were evident i n  
t h e  topics presented a t  t h e  two 
conferences. The SETist concern with 
f inding l ikely locations for intel l igent 
l i fe, and specific means of 
communicati ng with it by radio, 
were indicated by papers with these · 
and s imi lar  tit les : "Climatological 
Stabil ity," "Biochemical  Keys to the 
Emergence of Complex life," 
1 1Detect ing Planets i n  B inary Systems 
.with Si ngle Aperture 
I nterferometers." 

M U F ON, explor ing the 
impl ications of UFO reports, 
presented a workshop with U FO 
wimesses, a f i lm of a New Zealand 
sighti ng, and lectures on such topics 
as " Pa ral lels with Other Altered 
Consciousness States," "The 

. Rel i gious Dimension to the U F O  
Ph enomenon," and "Analysis o f  

· Sou n d  Impulses Recorded D u r i n g  a 
Period of UFO Activity i n  Bugg 
Creek, Alberta." 

The two groups also differed on 
the possibi l i ty of connections 
between U FOs and ETI . U FOiogists 
discussed this issue but SETists d i d  
not. UFOiogists, i n  fact, are q u ite 
interested in  propulsion systems a n d  

· the chances that probes from other 
p lanets may be visi t ing us. One of 
the major addresses at the M UFON 
meeti ng exami ned the 11Case for the 
Extraterrestrial  Origin of F ly ing 

-Saucers," and another report dealt  
with UFO propu lsion systems which, 
the speaker suggested, might make 
interstel lar travel possible. 

Both groups seek friends and 
funds, but take opposite approaches 
to publ icity. U FOiogists see l i ttle 
chance. of federa l funding in the 
i mmediate futu re, or even o n  the 
horizon. Therefore their only hope is 

�to develop popular  support through 
publ ic - meet ings, television 
interviews, and so forth. The cover 
of the MUFON symposiu m  program 
displayed the pr�minent caption; 
"Stressing Publ ic'. Education of the · 

U F O  Phenomenon." 
In contrast, SETists work quietly to 

bui ld  a theoretical  framework and to 
enl ist the support of other scientists. 
Believi ng that · federal research 
money is a lmost withi n  grasp, SETists 
fee l that the public spotl ight wou ld 
h inder their ca use, not h elp it. 
However, SETists have been 
considera bly more successfu l than 
UFOiogists i n  gai n ing  the su pport of 
scientistS/ a�d the govern ment. To 
put it another way, in the study of 
unconventional celestial 

phenomena, SETists are the "haves" ·� 
and UFOiogists are the " have-nots." 

Most of the speakers a n d  audience· 
at the SETI conference were .t 
professional  scholars a n d  scientists; 
most at the M UFON m eet ing  were 
not. Moreovef, every s pe a k er o n  the 
ETI  Program was  affi l i ated with  a 
wel l -k nown u niversi ty or research 
institute : H arvard, M I T, U niversity of 
California, National Center for 
Atmosph eric Research, Scri pps ;, I nst itute of Ocean ography, a n d  J et ,.. 
Propulsion laboratory. Al thoug h  �1 
there were eight Ph.D.s on t h e  j; 
MUFON p rogram, their  a ffi l iati o ns 
were not as prest igious . 

Were these two meet ings  rea l l y  
representat ive of the t w o  groupsl 
Yes - if a nyth i ng these m eeti ngs 
min im ized the usual d i fferences. The 
MUFON program had a · h i gher 
percentage of PH.D.s than a re 
genera l ly i n volved i n  UFOiogy, while 
previous NASA SETI conferences 
have i nclud ed Nobel laureates 
Joshu a  lederberg, who i nvestigated 
the organization of genetic material 
in  bacteria, a nd Charles Townes, 
who developed the laser a n d  maser. 

A statu s  d i fference a lso exists 
between the elder statesmen of t h e  � 
two fi elds. W h i l e  UFOiogist Hynek is  , _  .. 
considered a capable scient ist from a 
respectable u niversity · ll  -
(Nort hwestern), Morrison of M . I .T. 
has greater p restige. Among other -" 

prestige ind ications, h e  was chosen . .:. � 

to give the Jacob Bro n ows k i  -� 
memorial  lecture, and a n  ent i re 

; 

0 NOVA program show n  n at ionwide 
on pu bl ic television wa> d evoted to 
his speech. 

Government support i s  a noth er 
indicator of the relative s uccess of 
the two f iel ds.  NASA sponsored this 
and p revious SETI conferences, has a 
SETI program at Ames Research 
Center, publ ished The Search for 

:� Extraterrestrial Intelligence (NASA ..,., 
SP-41 9, 1977) , and in 1 978 asked � 
Con gress for two m i l l i o n  d o l lars for E 
SET I .  � I n  contrast, the government's I' - ASIRQ�QMY ! 
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attitude toward UFOs has been 
negative. NASA hasn't sponsored any 
conferences on U FOs, and rejected 
J immy Carter'_s request to investigate 
them. A NASA administrator stated 
that U FOs are not a matter for 
serious scientific d iscussion, and the 
same conclusion was reached by the 
Air Force spopsored Condon Report 
conducted at the U niversity of 
Colorado in the 1 960s. 

Why this d i fference? Why are 
scientists i ncl i ned to support SETI 
and avoid U F Os? There are several 
reasons. F irst, it is easier to deal with 
radio signals than with l i ttle green 

· men and people who clai m to have 
seen th em. Radio signals can be 
l isted on a computer printout and 
ana lyzed by establ ished research 
tech niques. Most U FO reports lack 
scientific rigor. The u nderlyi ng 
concern is control, a crucial  element 
i n  scientific research. SETI , as 
envisoned by radio astronomers-, 
would give them control over thei r  
research. Special equipment would 
be required to detect a s ignal  from 
outer space, and even then, 
del iberate efforts would be 
necessary to f ind i t  among al l  the 
other radiation picked up by the 
sensitive equipment. The scientists 
could defi ne what constitutes 
acceptable data, gather i t  u nder 
conditions they th emselves 
determined, and ana lyze and · 
eva luate it as they saw fit. 

In contrast, U F Os a re not easi ly 
controlled. They may appear 
anywhere, anytime. They a re vis ible 
to the unaided eye, a nd a re reported 
by a l l  k inds of people. The reports 
might, or might not, be truthfu l .  

SETI is a lso compatible with 
present theories and methods. No 
basical ly new tech niques need be 
i nvented and no new cadres of 
special ists wi l l  be requi red. Receipt 
of rad io s ignals from a n  
extraterrestrial  civi l ization wou ld not 
necessari ly overthrow establ ished 
concepts a bout the u n iverse and 
how it works. Today's scientists 
could  use the same k i nd of 
equ ipment to do the same kind of 
work they do now as they search for 
ETI.  

. 

Fu rthermore, SETI has had less of 
the r id icu l e, sensational ism and 
u n favorable publ icity which affl ict 
U FOs. Even Senator Proxmire's 
Golden F leece Award to NASA 
created less st i r  than a routi ne U F O  
f l a p  wou ld have a roused. lack o f  
sensational ism a l lows scientists t o  
l o o k  for E T I  at t h e i r  o w n  pace, u nder 
conditions chosen by them rather 
than by publ ic  pressu re. In order to 
keep the situation th is way, NASA 
and scient ists interested in SETI are 
mai ntai n ing a low profi l e  whi le they 
seek federal fu ndi ng. 

Even though SETI has the support 
of NASA and an impressive array of 
scientists, its financia l  position is 
insecure. In 1978 Congress rejected 
NASA's appeal for SETI funds, 
a l locating not a s ingle cent to it. 
Despite this setback, SETI is on the 
verge of being accepted as a 
respectable, even fash ionable, 
scientific endeavor. Yet the 
proximity of success leads SETists to 
be cautious. Having only recently 
risen above the tawdry realm of 
comic strips and science fiction, SETI 
is  concerned with present ing a 
dignified image. SETists do not want 
their  image tarnished by any 
co nnection with the "lu natic fringe." \] U FOiogy is thus not an a l ly but a 
th reat. U FOs represent a potential 

. . source of embarrassment for SETI . 

Believing that federal 
research money Is · 

-almost within grasp, SEDsts 
feel that the pubUc 

spotlight would hinder 
. their cause, not help lt. 

The situation is rem i n iscent of the 
famil iar fear held by many u pwardly 
mobile people that thei r recently 
acq u ired respe�tabi l i ty wi l l  be 
jeopard ized by association with less · 
soph ist icated relatives and former 
friends. SETists feel they have 
noth ing to gain from UFOiogists, 
and much to lose. 

This then is a n other reason, along 
with tremendous i nterstellar 
d istances, why the SETI conference 
did not examine the possibi l ity that _ 
ETI may be any closer than the 
dista nt stars, and particularly that ETI 
may be visi t ing us here and now. By 
keeping ETI far away, its seekers may 
avoid undue publ ic  attention which 
might attract the l u natic fringe. 

SETists - downplay anything whiCh 
m ight suggest a l i n k  between ETI 

( and UFOs. SETists seldom discuss 
U F Os, and, when they do, emphasis 
is placed upon the virtual  
impossibi l i ty of interstellar travel due 
to the vast distcince and the 
tremendous t imes needed to 
traverse them. SETists feel the safest 
assumption is the ET beings a re 
s imi lar  to us, and that physica l  laws 
as we now u nderstand them a re 

appl i ca b le t h roughout the u niverse. 
UFOiogists, on the other hand, are 

not as com mitted to established 
sci entific  theories. They a re, in fact, 
incl i ned to th ink  these may be 
wrong or, at the very least, 
inadeq u ate - a nd that interstel lar 
travel is i n d eed som ehow poss ible. 
For people who believe U F Os are 
rea l ,  the extraterrestrial hypothesis is 
the m ost popu lar, t h ough not the 
o n ly one. Para't lel  u n iverses, t ime 
travel and psychotronic manipulation 
are a mong the a lternative 
exp l a nations. . 

Thus, what appeared at first glance 
to be para l le l  approaches to ETI 
act u a l ly d i ffer in i m portant respects. 
At least i n  pa rt, t h e  difference.s can 
be e x plai ned by the contrasti ng . 
posit ions of their  advocates with 
respect to mai nstream science and· 
federal  fun d i n g. for establ ished 
scientists, SETI cou l d  provide a long 
term project which could begin - . 
i m m ediately, use present personnel - _ 
and equipment,  and be guided by 
scientists. Then if the effort was 
successfu l in f inding signals  from 
anot h er p lanet, its f indings would 
stand a chan ce of fitting  i nto our 
present co ncepts a bout l i fe and the · 
u n iverse. SETI, despite its exoti.c 
trappi ngs, is actua l ly  a moderate, 
middle-of-the-road scientif ic activity .  
I t  d o es not i m ply, at  least as  i t  is  now 
envis ioned,  a confrontati o n  with 
toda y 's science or scientists. 

U F Os are more troublesome. 
Star t ing  from data t hat i s  soft a n d  
com es from o utside establ ished 
scientific fra m eworks, their  u lt imate 
impl i cations a re u npred i ctable. U F Os 
seem to violate bas i c  laws of physics. 
If t h e  claims made a bout them 
turned out t o  be correct, present 
assum ptions a bout  t i me, space a nd 
matter might have to be radica l l y  
a ltered. W h i l e  most scientists a re 
open to refi nements of exist ing 
theories, they wou l d  be l ess 
enthu siastic a bout a bandoning t hese 
con cepts completely, particu la rly  if 
the case were to depend o n  messy 
data reported by laymen. Thus, m ost . 
scient ists, if t h ey a re i nterested i n  
unco nvention a l  topics a t  a l l, wou ld 
prefer to search for ETI rath er than 

0 for U FOs.

Stars and Scopes Forever 
L ight from the edge of the universe falls 

on earth, photon by photon; to catch it, 
you need only cast a big enough net. The 
200-inch mirror of the Hale Telescope on 
Mount Palomar, the most powerful in the 
world, can see a quasar at 10 billion light­
years, an average-size galaxy at something 
less than 5 billion. Build a 300-incb tele­
scope, and you can almost see the most 
distant quasars 1 8  billion light-years away; 
build one with a 400-inch surface, gathering 
photons from an area smaller than a back­
yard pool, and you can look beyond those 
quasars to what may be the primal black­
ness of eternity. Now, aided by new com­
puter technology and advances in glass and 
ceramics, scientists at the University ofT ex­
as and the University of California are pre­
paring to do just that. 

It means looking not just out in space, but 
back in time as well; the light scientists hope 
to catch dates from when the stars were 
young. Preserved in their spectra are the 
fossil records of the universe: a catalog of 
the elements that were present at the cre­
ation and, just possibly, clues to how the 
universe was formed and how it might end. 

Mirror: The new telescopes will work on 
the same principle as Mount PaloJ11ar and 
all other big observatories: a curved mirror 
will gather light and focus it at a point 
several meters in front, where electronic 
sensors or photographic film will record the 
image. In theory, a mirror can be made in 
any size. In practice, however, the larger a 
glass mirror gets, the more unwieldy it be­
comes. The Soviet Union's 236-inch mirror, 
the largest in the world, turned out to be a 
disappointment because it was not properly 
ground. A 300-incb mirror would not only 
be difficult to grind and polish-but would 

University of California physicist Jerry 
Nelson has solved the mirror problem in a 
different way. He intends to join 36 movable, 
hexagonal glass tiles, each about 3 inches 
thick and 6 feet across, to form a paraboloid 
surface with the light-gathering capacity of 
a 400-inch reflector. "It's hard to take credit 
for it," Nelson says. "People have been seg­
menting bathroom floors for hundreds of 
years."  A much simpler multiple-mirror 
telescope-using only six segments to create 
the equivalent of a 1 76-inch surface-has 
been working since 1 979 at the Smithsonian 
Astrophysical Observatory in Arizona. The 
California telescope will be built-at about 
the same cost as the Eye of Texas-atop 
14,000-foot Mauna Kea, an extinct volcano 
on Hawaii. Being close to the equator, it will 
give scientists a look at the neglected south­
ern sky; being so high, it will minimize at­
mospheric distortion, and being isolated, it 
won't be .troubled by artificial background 
light. The major problem will be acclimating 
technicians to the thin atmosphere; they 
may have to stargaze in oxygen masks. 

Engineers have come up with tricks of 
another kind to make the new telescopes 
affordable. They will keep focal lengths as 
short as possible-the 400-inch Mauna Kea 
telescope will have almost the same focal 
length as Mount Palomar's 200-inch reflec­
tor-so that the instruments themselves, 
and consequently their expensive protective 
domes, can be relatively compact. Comput­
ers provided an inexpensive solution to an 
age-old astronomical problem: bow to com­
pensate for the earth's rotation, so that a 
distant, fixed star can be kept in view for the 
half hour or so that most observations re­
quire. The traditional approach was an 
"equatorial" mounting, which rotated the

its own weight. Space Telescope: Pretty pictures from the-past 

The Texas astronomers, led by as­
tronomy professor Harlan Smith, de­
vised a clever alternative: a mirror of 
flexible, 4-inch-thick fused silica (a 
kind of artificial quartz), which will be 
supported from behind by movable 
pads, like a giant hospital bed. Laser 
sensors will continuously map its 
shape, and a computer will direct the 
minute corrections necessary to keep 
it perfectly focused. Nicknamed the 
"Eye ofTexas," the instrument could 
be operating at UT's McDonald Ob­
servatory in 1 986-provided a backer 
comes along with all or part of its $45 
million cost. That's not cheap--but 
it's a lot less than the $750 million 
price tag of the Space Telescope, 
which NASA will launch into earth 
orbit in 1 985,  and only about a tenth of 
what a conventional, thick-mirror 
telescope the same size would cost.

Visible Spectrum: Astronomers say the 
need for big telescopes is in no way di­
minished by the imminence of the Space 

· Telescope-an unmanned electronic ob­
servatory with a 94-inch reflector. Their 
capabilities are not the same. The Space 

Telescope--operating beyond the 
earth's masking atmosphere-will 

NASA provide the clearest and sharpest im­
ages of stars ever seen by man. "If you 
want a pretty picture," says Nelson, 
who supports the Space Telescope, "it 
will wow us all ."  But it is limited by 
the size of its reflector. "For things 
like spectroscopy" -analyzing the 
chemical composition of distant 
stars-"you need light," says Nelson, 
"and you get more light [with 400 
inches] ."  The Mauna Kea observa­
tory will work around the clock, 
searching for infrared radiation when 
the sun is up and switching to the 
visible spectrum at night. Along with 
the Eye of Texas, it will see objects a 
billion times more sharply than the 
unaided eye can, and provide the most 
detailed map ever ofthe last frontier.

Th e w indsh i e ld o f  th e ear had an interes t i ng pa t tern o f  b r eakag e , i n  th e 
shape o f  a t ea rdr op (point up) . 1b i s  was loc a ted on the d r iver ' s  s i d e . Ther e 
we r e  thr e e  ma i n impac t poin t s  vi s ib l e , though the lowes t of  the · thre e was 
l a rg e s t and m o s t c omp lex . Tes t ing of the g las s by th e Ford Mo tor Company 
s u gges ted tha t th er e wer e  s i gns o f  bo th inward and outward mo tion of the wind­
sh i e ld . They were apparen t ly u nf ami l i at wi th th e b r e akag e  pa t tern . I t  i s  
fai r ly obvious , though , tha t even a sma l l  s t one wou ld have been dr iven thr ough 
the wi ndsh i e ld , even at r e la t iv e ly low s p e ed , so i t  i s  hard to in terpr e t the 
s ha t t er ing as an a c tua l impa c t . However , i t  wa s no t ed a t  the Confer ence th a t  
the a na ly ti ca l f ind i ngs bear s ome resemb lance t o  tho s e o f  a sho ek-wave-induced 
br eakage .

An interes t i ng obs erva t i o n  made by th e p o l i ce inv e s t iga t o r s  was tha t  a l l  
the d amage on t h e  v eh i c l e o c curred in  a s tr igh t pa th no wider than �;elve 

i nches i n  d i ame t er . B ecaus e o f  thi s  " l i near " f o rma t i o n ,  i t  was s ugg es t ed tha t  
an obj e c t  had s tr uck a g lanc i ng b l ow t o  the car , i ni t i a l ly impa c t ing the 
h ead ligh t �  r o l ling over the hood , up the wind ow and over the roof . However , 
a t  the Conf erence , i t  wa s re a l i zed tha t th is s cenar i o cou ld no t a c coun t for 
a ll the d amage in the f orm i t  was ob s e rv ed . An ob j ec t  h i t t i ng the car a t 
the f r ont �ou ld no t h ave the capabi l i ty to re-di ec t i t s f or c e downward fur ther 
up the hoo d , gra ze th e window and s t i l l have enough f or ce to bend the ant ennas . 

The an t e nnas a r e  s pr ing loa ded s s o  any th ing b end ing them wou ld have to have 
been t rave l l i ng ex t r eme ly f as t to crea te th e shape they a r e  now in . I t  was

Di s cus s ion 

Th i s  cas e was r evi ewed i n  d e ta i l , and pho t ographs o f  the �ar wer e examined 
c los e ly . Add i t i on ev i d ence wa s brough t for th , and theor i es wer e pres e n t e d  to 
try and account for a ll the evi d enc e . Guy Wes t co t t ,  a NOAP i nves t ig a t o r , 
s ta t ed tha t h e  had f ound a "burn mark0 in the f ie ld b e s i d e  the road , wh i le 
he was exami ni ng the s i t e .  Th i s  mark , abou t 6-7  f ee t in d i ame ter , had no 
ve ge ta t i on on i ts s ur f ace , and bore s ome res emb l anee to a . f e r t 1 li zer burn . 
Va l Joh�son s a i d  tha t a rep r es enta tive f rom the USDA (Agricu l tur e  Rep ) ex­
pre s s ed a per sona l  in teres t in the c a s e , and had taken infrared aerial 
pho tographs o f the s i te .  Thes e s howed tha t t�e d i tches on ei ther· s i de of 
th e s i te had a " d i f f er e n t "  chlort)phy l l  absotb t.ion than the s urriunding ��e lds . 

Af t er much deba te , i t  eventua l ly was eonclud�d by the MCU par t i c ipan ts 
tha t the i nc i d ent was i nc ons i s tent wi th the . theocy o f  the car having been 
s truck by an obj ec t  o f  s ome s o r t , including b a l l  ligh tni ng . The id ea of 
hi ts by mu l t ip le ob j e c t s  was cons idered and found mar g ina l ly teaab le . However , 
the r e  are 39 minu tes to a c count for , a �omp lex s equen�e of impa e ts by s everal 
ob j e c t s , · or even s ome ef f ec t s eaus ed a t  a s hor t d i s tance by unknown indiv­
i dua ls , can be i nc lud �d in the lis t of pos s ib i li t i e s . I t  is eas i ly demon­
s trab l e  that some thing very unus ual happened tha t morning , and tha t a t  the 
pr es ent t ime , there is no adequa te explana t ion for th e e f fe c ts no t ed in the 
cas e ,  bas ed on the propos ed theor i es , Many ques tions s ti l l  r ema i n  unanswered , · 
and they may remain unanswered : f or s ome time to come . The Ste� Mlnnesota ,  
i nc i den t i s  li s ted i n  UFOROM f i le s a s  "unknown" .

UFO ABDUCTIONS ed ited by D. Scott 
Rogo, S1gnet Books, New York , N .Y . ,  
1 980, 243 pages, $2.25, paperback.  

Since 1 977,  when his Th e Haunted Uni­
verse was publ ished, D. Scott Rogo has 
been focusing his parapsychologist's eye on 

UFOs and Fortean phenomena. UFO A b ­
ductions, a fol low-up to his and Ann Druf­
fel 's The Tujunga Canyon Contacts (re­
viewed in September 1 980 FATE), is a col ­
lection of "True Cases of Al ien Kidnap­
pings," as the subtitle tel l s  us. 

Some of the selections are uninspired. Do 
we rea l ly  need to read yet again about 
Travis Walton, Antonio Vi l l as-Boas and 
Herb Schirmer? The l ast story is reprinted 
from Ralph Blum's Beyond Earth: Man 's 
Contact with UFOs, probably the most 
widely-read UFO book of the past 1 0  years. 
By now the l iterature has no shortage of 
CEl l i  material,  much of it l ittle known; it's 
too bad that Rogo's anthology is a bit top­
heavy with the overly famil iar. (Let me 
take this opportunity to suggest two excel ­
lent, undc;servedly obscure UFO articles to 
future anthologists : Isabel Davis' "Meet 
the Extraterrestria l "  [ Fantastic Un iverse, 
November 1 95 7 ]  and Anthony Nugent's 
"Quicksi lver in  Twi l ight: A Close En­
counter with a Hermetic Eye" [ Spring, 
1 9 78.  publ ished at Box I ,  University of 
Dal las ,  I rving, Tex . 7506 1 ] .  The former is 
a del ightfu l ,  no-nonsense dissection of the 
c laims of the 1 950's contactees, the latter a 
dazzl i ngly i maginative J ungian interpreta­
tion of the 1 973 Pascagoula ,  Miss., abduc-
tion story.)  . 

I suspect that many ufologists w i l l  pass 
A bductions by after scanning its table of 
contents, but that would  be a mistake. The 
book's real val ue l ies in  Rogo's commen­
tary on the various issues related to the ab­
duction controversy. Rogo is far better read 
in the l i terature of psychology, parapsy­
chology, hypnosis and altered states of con­
sciousness than just about anybody in ufol­
ogy. His observations are provocative, 
pointed and stimulat ing. 

He bel ieves, as I do, that most abduction 
accounts - even those "recal led" under 
hypnosis - are "rea l "  events, not vivid 
confabulations as some writers have specu­
lated. The accounts are too simi lar; some, , 
as Rogo shows (pages 1 06-07), are practic­
a l ly identical (even when the claimants 
coul d  not possibly have been aware of the 
other stories): and some have physical evi­
dence to back them up. In  one instance . a 
case I personal l y  investigated, a couple 
who were hypnotized separately and told to 
forget what they "remembered" while in 
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the hrpnotic state related complementary 
expenences (see pages 1 9 1 - 209 ), even de­
scribing identical humanoids aboard the 
U FO. 

Rogo zeroes i n  on the much-overrated 
" i maginary abduction" experiments of 
Alvin Lawson and W i l l iam McCal l .  These 
experiments, often cited as evidence that 
abduction narratives are psychological ,  not 
11fological,  phenomena, supposedly demon­
.)tfate that n imaginary" accounts are indis­
tinguishable from the "real "  ones. Rogo 
rightly finds this a highly questionable  con-
c lusion. · 

· 

Rogo makes a few questionable state· 
ments of h is own, such as that c lose encoun­
ters vary from culture to culture, an asser­
tion for which there is no real evidence. He 
also contends that abductions occur during 
moments of crisis in the l ives of percipients. 
Again the evidence is fl i msy and dependent 
on some awfu l ly  subjective judgments, but 
at least it is something akin to a testable hy­
p�thesis and u�ologists shou ld  keep it in 
mmd the next time they commence an in­
vestigation of an abduction claim. 

. Rejecting the l i tera l -minded interpreta­
tion that these are extraterrestrial kidnap­
ings, Rogo theorizes that "a UFO abduc­
tion experience is a 'dream,' which has 
been extracted from the unconscious mind 
of the UFO witness by The Phenomenon 
[ the hypothetical source of UFO phenom­
ena ] and which is then beamed back to h im 
in the form of a UFO abduction. The events 
actual ly take place . That is, UFO abduc­
tions are physical ly real events. But they 
are dramas material ized into three-dimen­
sional space for us . . .  They are dreams 
that The Phenomenon has made come to I ife 
in very frightening vividness ."  

I 'm not sure I agree. But right or wrong, 
!hese are fascinating speculations. Rogo is 
JUSt about the only writer currently  on the 
scene with anything interesting or original 
to say �bo�t t�e abduc!ion mystery. UFO 
Abductions maJor flaw IS that Rogo is the 
editor, not the author. - Jerome Clark.

Perhaps it's the ex igencies of mass mar­
keting. Maybe it's the nontechnical back­
grounds of the authors attracted to the sub­
ject. Most l i kely it's the traditional desire to 
include every aspect of a multifaceted phe­
nomenon between the covers of a single 

book. Whatever the reason, v irtual l y  al l  
UFq books from large pub l ishing houses 
restnct the technical  level of their dis­
cou�ses to the level of the lay reader. While 
closm� ch.apters ca l l  for the involvement of 
the sc1ent1fic community, the l iterature re­
fle�ts mostly the concerns of amateur jour­
nal ists. 
. For this reason Richard Haines' Observ­
Ing UFOs is goi.ng t� �atch the unwary buy­
er off. guard. Ftrst, It s not the general ized 
overv1ew of UFO cases most readers ex pect 
when they purchase a book on ufology 
Whi le Dr. �aines does dev�te some spac� !O star and a1rplane I FOs, witness rel iabi l ­
!tY and report .consisten�y, polygraph test­
mg and h�pnot1c regresswn, he is more con­
cerned With. the very special ized question 
?f human . VIsual perception of distant ob­
Jects and l ight sources. Although it is subti­
tled "An I nvestigative Handbook," Haines 
war�s that the book wi l l  not recount UFO 
s!ones. I t . also doesn't discuss UFO theo­
nes, phys1cal ttace analyses, photographs, 
radar or I FO sources. 
. I nstead Haines, a NASA research scien­

tist, has set out to fi l l  a gap in the UFO l i t­
e_rature: the absence of a detai led discus­
Sion of. the. role visual perception plays in 
(!FO s1ghtmgs. A summary of the l i mita­
!Ions O! the human eye in  detecting motion 
IS p�rtlcul �rly stri king .  Did you know that 
vertical obJect movement appears faster to 
the eye than horizontal movement even if 
both are �!loving at �he same speed? 

Observmg UFOs IS for the serious UFO 
researcher wh.o wants to apply what is 
�no�n about VISua l perception to his inves­
tigations. The real significance of the work 
however, may be that it addresses a scienri: fie a';ldience in a duly dry, scholarly style. 
Not JUSt anot�er l ightweight effort by yet 
�n?ther techmca l ly  untrained UFO auth.or, 
It IS � needed and welcome contribution to 
the l i terature of ufology. - A llan Hendry.
