She has had three dreams since the c lose 

encounter. Each dream has been identical.The details are as follows: 

-She dJ·eams that she is sitting in a chair, her arms are he ld down and she can't 

move 

-She dreams she is laying flat and again, she can't move 

-She is being poked all over 

-She has the feeling that beings are there, but she can't visibly see anyone 

-She is in a room with no windows, but the room is quite bright. 

That is the extent of her dreams. If you rea� the origina l case in the Dec/80 

Newsletter, you wi ll note she has 15 minutes of lost time she can�ot account for. 

The witness has agreed to be hypnotized. Dr. Leo Sprink le, the top UFJ hypnotizer 

is going to be at the Muf on Convention held in Toronto on July 2,3,4. The witness 



has agreed to aceompany us to the Convention and allow Dr. Sprinkle to hypnotize her 

in order to find o�t what happened in those missing 15 minutes. 

Note: Through correspondence with D r. Sprinkle, I have since found out he is not 

going to attend this Convention, therefore I am in the process of finding another 

hypnotist. 

CORRECTION: In th3 March, 1982, newsletter, I stated that Nick Bensond attended a 

UFO Convention in June, 1977. It should have read June 27, 1981.

Wheeler, president of the Cam­
bridge UFO Research Group. 

Fortunately for us, the off­
worlders temperaments are the 
opposite of ours. 

"They could have annihilated us 
long ago," claimed Wheeler, who 
launched the group in 197'6 after 
some urging from colleagues in the 
Waterloo-Wellington Society for 
Psychic Research. 
· Membership presently numbers 

22 and includes earth people from 
Cambridge, Kitchener, Waterloo 
and some from Hamilton. Member-

. ship costs $15 per year or $10 is 
charged for ·a subscription to the 
newsletter. 

Wheeler said that members come 
from all walks of .life and include 
people who have an interest in 
UFOs and others who have experi­
enced a sightiJ:tg and wanted to join 
·a group studying UFOs. 

· 

The group meets once a month 
and invites guest speakers and 
witnesses of sightings to address 
the group. It also presents video­
tapes of shows dealing with UFOs. 

"Our purpose is basically to 
investigate UFO phenomena," ex­
plained Wheeler Who, interestingly 
enough, is not a fan of science 
fiction. She finds it too far fetched. 

People who have had an ex peri- · 

ence with a UFO are directed to the 
Cambridge group by the police. 
Then Mrs. Wheeler and her group 
try to determine what the person 
saw. 

Mrs. Wheeler said that sightings 
can be broken down into several 
categories and these dictate how 
thoroughly the incident can be in­
vestigated. 

There are daylight discs, noctur­
nal lights, radar visuals and four 
different classifications of close 
encounters. A close encounter of 
the first kind occurs when an object 
is sighted within 500 ft. If a craft is 
sighted within 500. ft. and leaves 
fiscal evidence of its visit, such as 
burn rings, it is classified as a close 
encounter of the second kind. 

Close •mcounters of the third kind 
are considered to have taken place 
if both the craft .and the alien 
beings were observed and, if actual 
physical conta�t with the· alien 
takes place, it is considered a close 

. encountt�r of the fourth kind. 

Mrs. Wheeler said that there 
have been instances of close en­
counters of the third kind in the 
Cambridge ar�a. 

She approaches an investigation 
with an open mind. I!'s "up to the 
person to prove to me what they 
saw was an actual occurrence." 

There are a number of tests the 
g r o u p  co n d u c t s  t o  d e t e r m i n e  
whether the sighting involved a 
UFO or an identified flying object 
(IFO). 1'he tests vary according to 
the classification the sighting falls 
under. 

A standard question sheet deter­
mines the time and place of the 
sighting and the characteristics of 
the craft. The group can then cross 
check with Waterloo.:wellington 
airport to determine if any aircraft 
might be the subject of a sighting. 
· One member is an ·astronomer 
who can plot bright stars and 

planets which might have been 
mistaken for a UFO. If the incident 
was a close encounter of the second 
kind, the soil samples can be tested 
at the University of Guelph. Photo­
graphs are sent to an organization 
in Arizona which can perform 
computer analysis on the pictures 

· to determine their authenticity. 
Mrs. Wheeler said that no real 

patterns have emerged for sig�t­
ings. 

"It's just a matter of being in the 
right place at the right time." She 
paused and then added with a 
smile, "or some would say the 
wrong place at the wrong time." 

The majority of cases she said 
are never brought to the attention 
of the public because people who 
have had a sighting are reluctant to \ 
let it become widely known . 

"People are still a little wary of 
the subject. They want to report a 
sighting to someone who will not 
laugh or ridicule them." 

Nevertheless, with more infor­
mation becoming available through 
movies, books and studies, people 
are, "a little more willing to believe 
and. talk about it. They're much 
more receptive than several years 
ago, due to the information coming 
forth Ia tely.'' 

Mrs. Wheeler feels that the ex­
traterrestrials are, "obviously in­
telligent," and this is proven by the 
very fact they can visit Earth. She 
feels the reason they're hovering 
above is due to scientific curiosity. 

And what convinces her there is 
actually life out in the vast expanse 
of the cosmos? 

"The universe is absolutely mon­
strous, so to say we are the only 
planet that supports life in our 
galaxy is ... absurd. There just has 
to be other life supporting solar. 
systems out there."

Timothy Beckley swears he'll have the last 
I'Rugh. 

After 20 years on the elusive UFO trail, in­
vestigating sightings of ETa (extra terre­
otrials), chatting with earthlings who swear 
they hAve gone for a saucer spin and examining 
squiggly photographs of "atarships" zipping 
over corn fields and mobilt'l-home parka, . 
Ueckley believes his day ia at hand. 

.' The articulate, moon-faced publish.er of 
the New York-based UFO Review, the only 
publication devoted entirely to UFOs in 
America, is more convinced than ever that 
Earth is being visited by outer-space alie!ls, 
some of whom are living here, holding jobs and 
e�en paying taxes. 

: liE HOPES that any day now theile 
"�nucerians" will go public with a big splaah­
TV bulletins, thick newspaper headlines, an 
expanded version of Nightline, the whole bit. 

. Beckley first became a UFO cowboy at age 
H, after he saya he saw a saucer near hia home 
in New .Jersey. Soon he was publishing a UF.O 
newsletter that eventually expanded into 
t�ay's 25,000-circulation UFO Report. 

: Other publishing ventures as the film critic . 
for Jlu�tler magazine and editor of Front 
Page Di11astera and Moped Action maga­
zines never dulled the 34-year-old Beckley'• 

• interest in UFOs. 
; In St. Peter&burg recently to interview a 

teacher who swears ahe was· abducted by 
11aucerians, Beckley allowed that some of the 
more outr11geous UFO reports can be dis­
missed as lunacy. 

: "Some of these UFO stories obviously 
sound incredible and far-fetched. But from the 
sheer volume of reports alone, something haa 
got to be going on. I just wish this whole thing 
would come out in the open once and for all. 
These people can't all be looney." 

: But, then again, there are a few. 
· "Oh, sure, I get all kinds of kooks in my 

otrice," admits Beckley. "There's one guy who 
calls up all the time with stories of aliena es­
tablishing a base inside his air conditioner." 

; But nuta are easy to spot and diamiaa, he 
adds. lt'e the petsistance of reports from 
around the world of hard-to-explain UFO 
slghtings that make him wonder. 

� Item: A TV news crew films several UFOs 
from an airplane flying over New Zealand in 
1979. The brilliant objects are eighted by six 

policemen on the ground as well and tracked 
on a;1 airport radar ecreen. 

Item: Defense Department reports ob­
tained by the Washington Post under the 
Freedom of Information Act detail how during 
two weeks in 1975, a etring of the nation'a·su­
persensitive nuclear-miaaile eitea and bomber 
bases were visited by unidentified, low-flying 
and elusive objects. Air Force jete that scram­
bled to intercept the brightly lighted UFOe 
could not track or detain the faet-moving 
objects . 

Item: Two Iranian Air Force Phantom 
fighter jete were scrambled to intercept a 
brightly lighted object in the aides near Teh­
ran in 1976. According to a U.S. Defense De­
partment report; the object waa tracked by 
Iranian ground radar, seen independently by 
the crew of a commercial airliner and pursued 
by the jeta, which, according to the report, ex­
perienced a communications breakdown as 
they neared the bbject. One of the plane'• 
weapon systems went dead when ita pilot pre­
pared to fire a missile at a smaller, object that 
appeared to roar out from the larger one, 
according to the report. The Iranians de­
icribed the larger object, with colored, fast­
flashing light.R, as the size of a Boeing 707 jet­
liner. 

Item: Astronaut Gordon Cooper hae re­
peatedly claimed the U.S. government knows 
considerably more about UFOs than it is will­
ing to diRclme. In a televised interview with 
Merv Griffin, Cooper called a report. th11t the 
government has examined a UFO and ita alien 
occupant "f11irly credible." 

ACCORDING TO Beckley, govern­
menu that know about alien visits are part of 
a "co!!mic coverup" to protect their own inter-
ests and avoid panicking the public. · 

"I don't think people would panic if they 
knew these 'people' are not hostile,"· he adds. 
"The military might flip out, because they 
know there isn't a defense against these ship11." 

But, not to worry, the ETa are not here to 
take over, he says. 

"The aliens have their own world and lives. 
Why should they get mingled into our lives?" 
asks Beckley. 

Instead, ·ETa tell witnesses that Earth is 
some kind of a big experimental lab and that 
they drop by every eon or two to aee how things 
are going. 

Beckll'y, who travels around the world with 
a plaster likeness of an alien'• head tucked

away in a gym bag, figures there' are three basic 
types of E'fa hanging out on Earth these days: 

First. are the alie�s who look just like your 
neighbors. Unless you spot them next to their 
saucer or in a spacesuit, you'd never know the 
difference, says Beckley. 

But don't let looks fool you, they are still 
ETa, capable of some pretty sophisticated 
tricks, including real:fing your thoughts and 
vanishing in a flash, he says. 

Next, there's the "little alien man" type. 
About 31ft to 41/2 feet tall, these guys are "bas­
ically human," according to Beckley. But their 
high indented foreheads, thin lips, pointed 
eara and saucer-like eyeR make them eaay to 
pick out of a lineup. 

THE THIRD TYPE of ETa definitely 
are not crowd-mixers. Beckley calls them the 
"strange 811Ucerians." They include "big-foot 
creatures," "hairy humanoids" and · "mon­
strous animal creatures." 

St. Potoro1>ur1 Tlmeo -IIICAROO FIEIIIIO 

Strange saucerians are often spotted in re­
mote areas at the aame time UFOs are sighted 
in the vicinity, he says. · 

. According to Beckley, this class of ETa in­
cludes some well-known local legends, such ae 
"Mothman," a giant man-like bird that flies 
around Point Pleasant, W.Va.; "The Jersey 
Devil," a flying, devil-like creature with glow­
ing red eyea that takes to the air on foggy 
nights along the south Jersey coast; and "Big 
Bird," a critter that buzzes cars in Texas and 
hail no known relationship to the Muppets. 

For some reason, strange aaucerians of the 
hairy humanoid type have been pestering 
people near Rome, Ohio recently. Beckley says 
he interviewed a farmer and his family there 
who say they have been "besieged" by these 
huge aliens. ' 

"There's a lot going on in Rome, Ohio right 
now," he added. "People have been firing guns 
at them (strange aaucerians) and one farmer 
saw an object the size of a cigar box fly over." 

Timothy Beckley displays the 
plaster likeness of an alien's head 
that tours the world with him. 

Most of the encounters of a close kind with 
aliena are friendly, however. In fact, if you 
meditate and practice a certain chant, you can 
even attract aliena to you, claims Beckley. 

"There has to be a very good reason for 
them to visit you. They don't have the time to 
come around and chat with everybody. They 
are here to observe and diaaeminate informa­
tion," he explains. 

THE CHANT that aeema to attract 
aliens best is taken from an qeleu Hindu 
prayer that goea Ommmmm, Ommmmm, 
Ommmmm. 

Beckley warns ch!lnters against wearing 
anything metalic: It might interfere with the 
transmission and could contribute to the akin 
burns often experienced when one does have a 
close encounl.t!r. 

After chanting for a while, however, don't 
be aurpriaed if your only dose encounter ia 
with sleep. Beckley admits that ETa are not 
interested in bringing glory or fame on any one 
person and it'e very hard to predict their 

. coming11 and goingfl. 
Should some ETa atop by or ehould you 

bump into some on a country road, don't be 
put out if they don't say much. They often 
communicate through a form of mental te­
lepathy, continues Beckley. 

And aauceriana are not much for mean inc­
leas chatter about the weather, either. Orten, 
according to Beckley'• research, they warn 
that mankind,better get ita act tocether, ea­
pecially with nuclear power, or face extinction. 

"There is evidence that they heve been 
keeping an eye on us throughout history," he 
eays. The evidence: Bible reference�� auch u 
Ezekiel's ladder and wall paintinp from an­
cient cultures depicting what appears to be 
flying saucers. 

ACCORDING TO the Aasociated 
Press, about 10-million AmericaM claim they 
have had some form of encounter with a UFO. 
So many, in f11ct, that UFO therapy groupe 
have been started around the country to help 
people deal with the emotional trauma and 
ridicule they often fa'ce after an encounter, 
say11 Beckley. 

As for himself, he feels no need for auch a 
grou� • 

"People .who know me, know I'm not a 
nut," he says. "As for thoee who don't, what 
does it matter?"

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U.F�D. INSIGHT 
By David A. Haisell 

For many years people have reported seeing strange, apparently un- . 
explainable sights in the sky or even on land, water or underwater. The popular 
term associated with these sights has evolved from 'flying saucer' to 'UFO' to 
simply 'unidentified phenomenon.' 

The so-called 'modern' period of sightings commenced June 24, 1947 with 
Kenneth Arnold's report of nine strangely hehaving objects near Mount Ranier, 
Washington. It is ironic that the term 'flyin·g saucer' was used by the media to 
refer to what Arnold saw because he described the objects as crescent-shaped, not 
disc-shaped. The only reference made by Arnold to the word 'saucer' was in des-
cribing their movement which he likened to "saucers skipping over water." Discs 
had however been reported before, and in fact the word 'saucer' was used to 
describe an incident occurring near Denison, Texas on January 24, 1878. The day 
following the sighting the Denison Daily News reported that John Martin, a local 
farmer, reported seeing a dark flying object_in the shape of a disc cruising high 
in the sky "at a wonderful speed, " and used the word 'saucer' to describe it. 

Following Arnold's report, hundreds more poured in to the authorities. 
Some were even reported prior to Arnold's, but did not get the media attention 
his attracted. Government reaction was swift. In July 1947 the U.S. Air Force 
was officially charged with the responsibility of investigating 'unidentified 
aerial objects' to determine if they posed a latent threat to U.S. national 
security. In September, the chief of the Air Technical Intelligence Centre (ATIC) 
sent a communique to the Air Force Commanding General stating ATIC's conclusion 
that UFOs were real, and urging the establishment of a permanent project to analyze 
future reports. 

Thus, on January 2, 1948, Project 'Sign' was established, with headquarters 
at Wright-Patterson AFB in Dayton, Ohio. In September a top-secret 'Estimate of 
the Situation' report went from ATIC to the Air Force Chief of Staff, General Hoyt S. 
Vandenberg. The report concluded that UFOs were interplanetary. However, Vandenberg 
requested more proof, but at the same time ordered ATIC to publicly take a low-key, 
almost negative attitude to the UfO problem. Because of internal disagreement among 
Sign's personnel, and the nagging worry that some sort of Soviet weapon might be 
involved, Project Sign was re-named Project Grudge, and reports were then evaluated 
on the premise that UFOs could not exist. 

This was puzzling in light of the previous conclusions of ATIC, and many 
people began to sense a cover-up. Surprisingly, in spite of continuing announce­
ments that all UFO reports were delusions caused by hysteria, and that Project Grudge 

.,. 

was therefore being disbanded, the study was continued under a new project leader, • 

A.F. Captain Edward J. Ruppelt. In March 1952 the name was once again changed, 
this time to the now familiar Project Blue Book. Speculation as to the nature of 
UFOs was again rampant. I 

Meanwhile in Canada, under the urging of Wilbert B. Smith, an engineer 
iq_charge of the Broadcast and Measurement section of the Telecommunications 
Division of the Canadian Department of Transport, the Canadian government had 
given its approval to a UFO study to be carried out under Smith's leadership. 
The project was authorized in December 1950 by Commander C. P. Edwards, then 

- Deputy Minister of Transport fro Air Services. Informal assistance was i� be 
� obtained from the Defence Research Board and the National Research Council. 

Facilities provided were at Shirley's Bay, near Ottawa, and the study was named 
'Project Magnet.' 



. Aft�.,:; .seye;r�l ¥ears. of .de.tai.led study Smith was "forced to the conclusion 
that the vehicles are probably extra-terrestrial, in spite of our prejudices to the 
contrary." He based his conclusion on a rigid statistical analysis of sighting 
reports which revealed "There is a 91% probability that at least some of the 
sightings were of real objects of unknown origin. There is about 60% probability 
that these objects were alien vehicles." The important point here is the high 
probability that something real and unexplainable was being reported. Smith's 
speculation that alien vehicles might·be involved is only one of many possible 
explanations ventured over the years. 

What effect this conclusion had on the government is not quite clear.

What happened to Project Magnet, however, is. According to Smith, " • • •  the program 
was plagued by well-meaning but misguided journalists who were looking for spectacu­
lar copy, or copy which could be turned to political account, to such an extent that 
both those who were working on the project and the Department of Transport found 
themselves in an embarrassing position. Consequently, when the Project Magnet 
Report was made and permission sought to extend the scope of the investigation 
through Federal financial support, the decision was finally made in 1954 that this 
would not be advisable in the face of the publicity which the whole project had 
suffered." Smith made it clear, however, that Magnet did continue, ostensibly 
without government funding, as a private research project. 

Project Blue Book had also performed a thorough statistical analysis 
referred to as Project Blue Book Special Report #14 (BB#l4), commissioned because 
a significant number of fairly complete reports by reliable observers remained 
unexplained. Investigated in this study were about 4000 UFO reports collected 
between July 1, 1947 and December 31, 1952. The analysis was carried out during 
the years 1952 - 1954, and the report was published in May 1955. However, copies 
were made available only to the military, and were marked "For official use only." 
BB#l4 was the most scientific analysis of UFO reports ever undertaken, and was 
carried out with the assistance of a panel of scient{fic consultants from both 
inside and outside of ATIC. The well-known Condon study of over a decade later 
was a poor imitation of the thoroughness of the Air Force study. BB#l4 not only 
evaluated the reports, it also rated the witnesses on experience, fact reporting 
ability and attitude. 

Among the numerous charts and tables produced by BB#l4 (there were 240 
tables in the appendix), one in particular is revealing. Out of 1585 sightings 
which were classified as certain (meaning there was a minimum amount of doubt -
about 5% - regarding the validity of the evaluation) 434 or 27% were classified as 
UNKNOWN. Two hundred and forty had insufficient information, while the remaining 
911 or 60% were identified. Conversely, out of 614 sightings which were classified 
as doubtful (meaning that the chance was less positive, but there was a better than 
even chance of being correct), none were classified as unknown. 

In spite of this positive indication that there definitely was an un­
identified phenomenon being reported, the conclusions of BB#l4 skirted this issue 
and stated, "A critical examination of the intensive study of the sightings 
evaluated as UNKNOWNS led to the conclusion that a combination of factors, prin­
cipally the reported manoeuvers of the objects and the availability of supplemental 
data such as aircraft flight plans or balloon-launching records, resulted in the 
failure to identify as KNOWNS most of the reports of objects classified as UNKNOWNS." 
This conclusion, which in effect claims insufficient information as the reason for 

'the classification of unknowns overlooks the fact that their classification system 
included a division for 'insufficient information' in addition to those classed as 
UNKNOWNS. Thus their conclusions contradict their findings. (A full analysis of 
BB#l4 can b$ found in The Journal for UFO Studies, Vol. 1, No. 1, published by the 
Center for UFO Studies in Evanston, Illinois, in a paper written by B�uce Maccabee 
entitled "Scientific Investigation of Unidentified Flying Objects: Part 1" - pp.70-90.) 
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Throughout the 19S0s both the U.S. and Canadian governments continued to 
insist that there was no evidence to indicate that UFOs presented a threat to 
national security. Whether true or not, this official position side-stepped the 
real issue which was impossible to deny, namely that UFOs existed, never mind what 
they were. The fact that the u.s. government was concerned about this strange 
phenomenon is indicated by the CIA's continuing involvement in UFO investigation 
since the early 50s, a fact which they consistently denied. This was revealed 
during recent suits brought against them under the U.S. Freedom of Information Act. 
Evidently they were quite concerned about ATIC's findings and the BB#14 analysis. 
But the CIA didn't want the public to be concerned. In a CIA communique headed 
"Flying Saucers" dated August·!, 1952 and declassified on April 20, 1977 one finds 
the following: " • . •  so long as a series of reports remains "unexplainable·" 
(interplanetary aspects and alien origin not being thoroughly excluded from 
consideration) caution requires that intelligence continue coverage of the subject 
matter (flying saucers), in coordination with proper authorities of primary 
operational concern at ATIC, be continued. It is strongly urged, however, that 
no incUc.ation o6 CIA int.Vtut oJt c.onc.Vtn Jteac.h the p!tU-6 olt pu.bUc., in view of 
their probable alarmist tendencies to accept such interests as 'confirmatory' 
of the soundness of 'unpublished facts' in the hands of the U.S. government" 
(italics mine). 

It is still not known what UFOs are. After almost thirty years the 
studies continue. The problem hasn't gone away, and has, in fact, deyeloped many 
new twists. In future columns I will take you behind the scenes, and bring you 
up to date on the current happenings in UFO research. ( David Haisell is Director 
of U.P. Investigations Research Inc., Mississauga.)

Levitation and healing. Mrs. A.V. was driving home along a country road one Sept­
ember evening in 1965 from Brussels when she suddenly had the sensation of l osing 
control of the steering. Suspecting a flat tire, she started to decellerate when 
she felt the car being lifted a few centimeters off the road. At the same time, 
she saw what looked like a "small neon light" appear just in front of the windshield. 
It was solid, opaque, luminous and light yellow, about 4 em. in diameter and 70 em .  
long. After a few seconds it vanished; simultaneously, the car returned to the road. 

Some time after that event, A.V. developed an intense interest in UFOs. 
Several years later she had a second encounter with the "neon light''· She was worried 
about her daughter who had an ailment the doctors couldn't remedy. A.V. awoke one 
morning feeling there was someone in her bedroom and saw her daughter standing im­
mobile beside the bed. In front of her was a neon tube similar to the previous one, 
except that it embraced the form of her stomach and digestive tract. A.V. wondered 
if she was dreaming or hallucinating because her daughter didn't act that way and 
wasn't even at home. After several seconds the vision vanished. A.V. interpreted 
it as a supernatural sign indicating the location of her daughter's illness. This 
diagnosis proved correct, and given correct treatment, the girl recovered quickly 
and completely. Subsequently, A.V. began devoting all her leisure time to para­
psychology, a subject she had no interest in before. 

Balr of light explores bedroom. J avier Bosque, 20, a student in Lorenc, Spain, had 
just taped some music and was in bed listening to his transistor radio when his case­
ment window opened and a ball of light entered. The radio began emitting beeps and 
Bosque, although frightened, turned on his recorder. The object hovered �omentarily, 
then emitted a beam, first at the radio, then at the tape recorder. It then withdrew 
the beam, rose, halted, headed for the window, and vanished.

One or the marks which distinguishes an expert yam-spinner trom 

an ·.ordinary storyteller is his expertise in aanldacturing , exaggerating 

or distorting details at random and upon the spur ot the moment in 

order that he may continue to sound convinc ing and credib le to his 

listeners . Given such criteria , "Kal Korff and the ' Me ier Hoax ' : A 
Response " by Wende lle c .  Stevens (MUPON Journal ,  Bos . 164-165) should 

be e ligible tor some sort ot prize . Either Wendelle St evens regard's 

his shamele ss e�forts to foist the Meier case upon b oth legitimate 

UPOlogy and unsuspecting UFO "bu�ts • alike as some s ort of tremendous ly 

tunny pers onal j oke (in whi ch case let ' s all laugh and forget about it) , 

or he hone stly thinks that those who bother to double check his " facts " 

and find them wanting wi l l  c onceal their re sults solely to protect 

his ( already precarious ) reputati on. In either ease , it is  our opinion 

that this disgraceful charade has gone on long enough . We tire . · 

Stevens ' "Re spQnse " to the points raised in Kor�t • s  expose o� the 

Meier cas e  are nei�her convinc ing nor terribly new . Worse , his 

ad hominem attack on Kort� ' s  alleged immaturity hardly be�its a gentle• 

man and is at the very least irre levant to the matter at hand . While 

Korff ' s  anti-Me i er book (The Me ier Incident : · Most Infamous Hoax in 

UFOlogy :  Town Scrib� Press , 1981 ) may have put him on the map per-se , 

his interest in UFO reports did not begin when he decided to look into 

the Swis s  contacte e case in earnest back in early 1980 . Indeed , 

Wende lle Stevens has known o� Kor�f tor over· tive years- their tirat 

exchange or letters having begun on Sept ember 14 , 19?6 . (A c opy o� 
this letter is enc losed tor MUFON ' s tiles . )  

As to  why UFOlogy bas more or less looked to Kor�f tor intormation 

on the Meier case , tbe reason is actually quite simple . It i s  obvious 
�rom his writings that he has thoroughly re searched and investigated 

both the incident itsel� and those connected with it . His book is 

an authoratative c ompilation or the re suits and conc lusions or that 

inve st igat ion .  And ironically , there are •ore hard racts set tortb 
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therein than there are in the ent ire Genesis III Pleiade s volume . 

The statement that appears in Korff ' s book to the e ffect that 

Meier bas rec orded over 3 , 0� pages of " quotes " from the "Pleiadeans " 

is  most certainly true in spite ot Stevens ' prote stations to the 

contrary . Me ier ' s  contactee ramblings consist of a total of e leven 

volumes ,  rive or which Korff viewed himse lt in the pre sence of Dr. 

Marcel Voge l .  Much of this material was allegedly " channe led " through 

Meier by the Pleiadeans via the so-called " automatic writing" technique . 

It Wendelle had read Kal ' s  article carefully , he would have noticed 

that Korff . said , "He has also been given rock and metal samp le s  which , 

according to his story ,  defy conventi onal explanation" . As anyone 

even remotely tamiliar with the English language can tell ,  the two 

pronouns used , " he "  and " his " , refer t o  Meier and not Stevens . Even 

more ridiculous however is Steven ' s  boldfac ed contention that the 

phrase "dety conventional explanation" can be interpreted in a manner 

substantially different from the words used in his own phrase " not 

immediate ly explainable • • •  in re ference to our present technology" . 

Just what , pray , is the difference bere , Wende lle ? 

But let us continue . Having now succ eeded in manufacturing dirt 

!rom earth , Stevens goe s on to c laim that neither he nor his Gene s i s  

III associates " declare , anywhere i n  the book , that all , or even any 

or Meier ' s claims are genuine " .  Truth? Wrong again . Unless or course 

St evens expects us to be lieve that the statement "This book is not a 

work ot fiction" which �e gins the tlapc opy , somehow got there by 

accident . And what about Stevens ' own statement which appears in the 

text of the book itse l� : " • • •  we are impe lled to a conc lusion that the 

experience actually happened , that the disc-shaped craft photographed 

is really a UFO and that the case is le gitimate • ?  Slip or the tongue , 

Wende lle ? Or did you somehow manage to misquote even yourse lt? 

Korff made no misquotations as to Meier ' s  first claims of c on­

tacts . All Kal pointed out was that according to Stevens ' book , Meier ' s 

first experiences with extraterrestrials began on January 28, 1975 . 
Untortunatel7 for Wende l le , this is not the case . According to articles 

written by Stevens himse lf and published in the now defunct Argosy UFO 
magaz ine , Meier ' s  tirst sighting of a UFO occurred on June 2 ,  1942 
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when only five years old !  But even granting that Genesis III ' s  " It all 

began • • •  " statement is merely a poor choice of words , Stevens ' c laim 

that he and his associates were unable to include details about Billy 

Meier ' s earlier c ontactee experiences because ot space limitations in 
the book is pure and unadulterated hogwash! In tact , even the most 

casual and impartial observer is able to see at once that their book 

is lit erally brimming over with unused space . Even by conservative 

measurement ( and not taking into account the unnecessarily large type 

used ) , there is in the neighborho.od(·Of 950 · square inches (more than 

6 1/2 square feet) of totally unused , aba·olutely blank. space in the 

Pleiades book!  (Not enough space , Wendel le ?  Did you think we wouldn ' t  
look? ? )  

After reading Wendelle ' s  statement that he i s  not " a  one-fourth 

partner in Gene sis III " , we began to tear that Stevens is either a 

pathological liar or is suffering from delusions . Apparently he has 

forgotten that be told Korff in Writing that he was indeed a " one 
fourth partner in Gene s is III" . (A c opy of the letter in question 

i s· enclosed for MUFON ' s  tiles so that there can be no question -in 

this matter . )  

Stevens ' stat.
ement that Meier sought no publicity from anyone 

c oncerning any of his experiences is also demonstrably . talse . Mei er 

first began publishing and offering for sale all over Europe numerous 

little pamphlets about his " enc ounters " in September of 19?6- long 

before St evens was even aware or his (Meier ' s ) existe�ce .  Not only 

do we know thi s  to be a fact , but two samp les ( of the well over a do zen 

that we posse s s )  ot Meier ' s  literature appear on page 2? of Korff ' s  

b ook!  Wendelle bas at least three copies of Kal ' s  monograph , but 

still ins i sts upon publishing such statements . (Enclosed for MUFON 
files are c opies  or some of Meier ' s privately published pamphlets­

including the issue where be claims to be tbe 14th disciple, of Jesus 

Chri st . ) 

According to an associate of ours , Mr . Pranco Kleppe , who also 

resides in Switzerland , there exists � evidence ( in the form or 

official police records ) o� any assassination attempts on either 

Meier ' s  lite or that of Wendelle Stevens . It should .be pointed out 
that Herr Kleppe is 

'
extremely familiar with Mei er ' s  claims , having 
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been a devout believer i n  them , and spent several months a s  a part o f  

the Swis s  contactee ' s  " commune" o t  tollowers . Kleppe has even met 

the "Pleiadean oosmonaut " Senjase , and has assured us that she is 

" quite human"- especially when plying her trade in one ot Switzerland ' s  

better known back alleys . 

Stevens did indeed describe Meier as "a sort ot pers on who gets 

great s�isfaction out of tooling authorities " ,  despite his claims to 

the c ontrary. Wendelle not only told Jim Lorenzen this over breakfast 

one morning in Tucson, where among other things he talked about 

Meier ' s criminal record , but he also told Kortt , Al Reed and Paul 

Cerny the same thing on August 23rd , 1980 in Oakland, California . 

Wende lle ' s  account o! this at!air, as set !orth in his "Re sponse " ,  is 

totally at odds with that provided by Jim Lorenzen who first told it 

to Moore a few days arter the event and more recently recalled precisely 

the same details in a December, 1981 interview .  

Yet another telling point is Stevens ' ludicrous claim that D e  Anza 

Systems i s  not mentioned in his book.  ( "We did not say ,  nor doe s the 

b ook imply, that De Anza Systems ' did some ot the analysis . ' " ) . Please 

note that in the "Acknowledgement" section o� the original · version o� 

Pleiades , the f'ollowiJ?-g el.early appears : 

• • • •  our thanks go to De Anza Systems , Inc . , manufacturers o� 

the remarkable state-of'_the-art computer graphics systems utilized 

to better illustrate some ot the teat procedures • • • •  " 

�uriously this particular passage was conveniently omitted in the· 

so-called "revised" version ot the book. ) In addition , apparent ly one 

or the Colone l ' s  friends re sponsible f'or doing layout on the book did 

a poor j ob o! masking, f'or when one carefully checks the " Computer 

and Laser Photo Examination" section or Pleiades ,  one !inds De Anza 

Systems mentioned again- this time at the extreme right edge o� com­
puter enhancement photos Bo . 2 and 6 (!rom rt .  to le�t)  depicted on 

page 53 ( also note that one must .count the pages because they are not 

numbered) .  It this isn ' t  an " implication" that De Anza had s omething 

to do with the analysis , Wendelle ,  then what is it? 

For the record ,  it was through reading Wendelle ' s  book that 

Korff first learned o� De Anza Systems and thus contacted them . Both 
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Kor!! and Moore· conducted personal interviews with officials ot D e  Anza , 
and learned that the Genesis III involvement with that company were 
indeed somewhat curious . Stevens and his associates did a2! go to 

De Anza because they had the .best equipment tor this sort o! work , but· 

because they claimed that they. were intere sted in purchasing equipment 

and wanted a fre e  demonstration. In the words ot Ken Dinwiddie , the 

" edge identification" man referred to by Stevens , De Anza • a  equipment 
" is not analytical in nature " . The sole reason that De Anza ele cted 

to demonstrate enhancement techniques on some or the Meier photos was 

because they honestly believed that tbey _were dealing with potential 

customers tor their product .  Stevens and Jim Di lettoso then proceeded 

to take photographs oft or the display screens with a small polaroid 

camera and never returned . According to all accounts , inc luding 

Stevens to Moore in J�e or 1981 , it was Jim Dilettoso who was the 

so-called " expert " utilized by Genesis III to do their " testing" . 
Di lettoso ' s  impeccable credentials c onsist of six years at the University 

o f  Connecticut without benefit or a degree , and considerable experience 

with " laser" light displays tor rock c oncerts . A check or Science 

Citations Index ( an exhaustive index ot virtually every s�ientitie paper 

published in the u . s .  by aut�or , source and year) ror the years 19?5-

1981 , lists not one single paper published by a James Dilettoso on the 

subj ect or c omputer analysi s - procedure s ,  or !or that matter on any othe� 

subj ect . 
The report by Dr . Neil Davi s that Wendelle referred to does not 

state that Meier ' s  photos , or at least the one photo that Davis 

examined , are authentic . When Korrr spoke to Dr . Davis , he was informed 

tbat the analysis was by no means conc lusive because , " • • • the print 

that Wende lle gave me , claiming it was a sec ond generation print , was 

at· · least third generation or better. Tbererore , my analysis was pretty 

much �nconelusive . "  Davia ' statement that nothing was round during his 

examination of the print in question which would indicate a hoax, was 
seized upon by Genesis III to automatically mean that there was no 

hoax-- a convenient exaggeration on their part similar in nature to a 

cub reportEr concluding at the scene or a crime that because no finger­

prints were round , no crime could have been committed. (Enclosed are 

xerox copies or Davis ' report . Note tbat no claim ot authenticity is 
made . )  
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The twenty-three ''witne s se s "  that Stevens re:fers to are , i n  reality , 

the number of rollowers that Meier bas recruited . Like the "Bo and 

Peep " seam of a few years ago , those who wish to " follow "  Meier ' s 

t eachings mus t  relinquish personal property and a lot of money.  We 

find it curious that Stevens mentions none o:r this ; nor doe s  he mention 

that Meier current ly charges S 50 . 00 per hour (Swiss F . lOO , oo ) to grant 

interviews to the pre s s . 

As to the que stion of the point of origin of Billy Meier ' s  

" alien vis itors " ,  .if they are not from the Pleiades ,  then why are they 

repeatedly rererred to as "Pleiadeans " ?  Why is Wendelle ' s  book 

entit led UFO • • •  Contact from the Pleiades ?  Why does the text on page 

21 ( again, count the page s- they aren ' t. numbered) clearly state , " It 

was from the Pleiades , ' The Seven Sisters ' ,  that thes e  cosmonauts came . " ? 

Why are Semj ase , Asket , Ptaal and Plaja repeatedly re :ferred to as 

"Pleiadean cosmonauts " ?  Why can ' t  Stevens even get his story straight? 

The stat ement that Korff made in his book which c laims that the 

Pleiade s are only•' some tens of millions of years old" , was based on 

information supp lied to him in a letter dated August 2 5 ,  1980 fro� 

Dr . J .  Allen Hynek .  Hynek , of all people , should know what he ' s  

talking about when be aays that the Pleiades " are just about the worst 

group of stars ( :for extraterrestrial life ) possible . "  After all ,  

Hynek has been a pro fes sional astronomer for more than forty years . 

( Enclosed i s  a c opy o:r Dr . Hynek ' s  letter . ) For those who require a 

" le s s  biased" authority , however , well-known astronomer Robert Jas trow 

p lace s  the age of the · .stars in the Pleiade s cluster at only 60 million 

years in his rec ent book Red Giante and White Dwarfs ( NY :  Norton , 19?9) . 
( A copy o:r the re levant page is als o enc losed . ) 

Sinc e  the stars o:r the Pleiades cluster are mainly "type A "  stars , 

it should be obvi ous to even the most casual astronomy buff that the 

chance s  o:r them being " one billion years old" is nil .  Type A stare 

only have a lifespan of about 500 million years , and none is known to 

be much older-- inc luding tho se that exist in the Pleiades .  

The quotat iona by Hurtak as they appear in Korff ' s  book were 

inde e� copied c orrectly.  In tact , Hurtak ' s  statements were ' lifted 

verbatum trom the APRO Bulletin .  APRO rec eived this
-
informati on from 
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Hurtak himsel� in a letter to Jim Lorenzen. A copy ot this mat erial 

is enclosed . 

Wendelle ' s  c laims that the Pleiadeans appear to be 3 , 000 years 

ahead ot us appe ar to be somewhat in conflict with statements published 

in Europe by Meier which indicate a figure o� 5 , 000 years . Hurtak , 

Voge l  and Korrr all sp eak fluent german and have read Meier ' s literature . 

Either Wende lle has misinterpreted , Meier has changed his story ,  or 

the Pleiadeans have advanc ed another 2 , 000 years somewhere along the 

line . Given the weight of evidenc e . in .thi s case , all ot the above are 

probably true . 

The not ion that Meier had no financial re source s  to have his camera 

repaired is patently absurd .  It this i s  ao , then how to explain
.
his 

ability to bear the costs involved in purchasing and proc e s s ing film · 
su!fici ent to produce the more than 800 c olor photographs be has taken 

ot alle ged Ple iadean spacecra!t? EVen more absurd however is the tact 

that Stevens & Co . certainly posse s sed su�tie ient photographic e quip­

ment during the ir vis it to Mei er in Switzerland ( see the many non-UEO 

photos in the ir book) to have been able to lend ( or , given the alleged 

tremendous importance of Meier ' s  picture s , even give ) him .a camera 

which � functioning properly. Are we to b e lieve that such an idea 

never oc curred to this group o� supposedly competent investigators ? 

Or is it perhap s that Me ier did not want his photos to b e  taken with 

prop erly functi oning equipment? 

Again , contrary to Steven ' s  claim , the statement that we made 

concerning camera optic s is most certainly accurate . Indeed , the 

s tatement in que stion was written by Moore , who at one time op erated 

his own pro fe ssional photo service and who is quite versed on camera 

opt ics .  However , just to prove our point , we asked Dr . Bruce Maccabee ,  

an optical physici st by profession and photographic consultant to MUFON , 

i� we were in error . Dr , Maccabee replied , in a letter dated January 

6 ,  1982 ,. that "The atatement • • •  whicb you have called to my attention 

( regarding camera optics ) is es sentially c orrect" .  (Enclosed is a copy 

ot the letter in question . )  

Dr . Vogel did not analyze just one of Meier ' s physical samples ; 
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b e  analyzed three-- all o !  which were viewed by Kor�r and Sarah Rea 

at the doctor ' s home . Voge l obviously did choose to share his findings 

with Korff , otherwi se bow c ould Kal- have quoted Dr. Vogel in his 
expose ? Furthermore , Stevens· •  ramblings about Omni and MIT ' s  involvement 

in the analysi s  of the Meie r  samples are simply not true . Dr. Robert 
Sgi lvi e , the same metallurgist who analyzed the famed Ubatuba , Brazi l , 

UFO fragments for Omni , did analyze Meier ' s  samp les and round them to be 

mundane at best . A further breakdown o� Ogilvie ' s  findings was present­

ed in the expose . 

On yet another point , can Stevens honestly expect us to be lieve 

that he made no attempt in hi s  book to connect the " great structures 

or (Earth ' s ) history to the Pleiade s "  and that hie book " only reported 

a few of the connections which had already been made by others • • • (which) 

were identifi ed with quot e s " ?  I! this is so , then how to explain the 
following quote s  not attributed t o  others which appear in the text of 

Pleiades ?  

Or : 

"For the fi rst time , a case continually pre s ented known 

!actors , not unknown • • •  and now it presented histor�cal conn­

ections as we ll . "  

( 9th page from the end , bo�tom of lett column . ) 

"An arche ological bronze medallion • • •  ( l?th Century B . C . ) , 

shows • • •  a story of celestial visitation by be ings who arrived 

in a di sc-shaped craft from the sky . The seven dot s  enc losed .. 
in a circ le • • •  is be lieved to represent the Pleiades .  

Wende ll ( sic . ) c .  Stevens " 

( 3d page !rom the end , bottom lett . ) 

And never mind the title of the chapter in question ,  which jus t  happens 

(by accident , perhaps ) to be "The Pleiadean Connection" . Of course 

Genesis III made no attempt to connect t�e great structur
,
es of history 

t o  the Pleiades . Everyone else merely misinterpreted . 

Korff ' s  statements about Meier claiming to have met with Jesus 

Christ were � baaed upon i�ormation supplied to him by Colman von 

Keviczky . The source or this information is tbe literature which 

Mei er private ly publishe s ( in German) in EurQpe . As previously menti oned , 
c opi e s  of this material are enclosed . 
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Von Kevic zky did !!.2! spend just " one day" in Switzerland . This 

i s  a de liberate distortion o� the truth. Kevic zky was in Switzerland 

for four days and has previous ly informed Stevens of such . Also , 

Co lman did indeed visit one ot Meier ' s  alleged " c ontact "  sites . He did 
so in c ompany with one Hans Jacob , a former follower ( now turned 

defect or) or Meier ' s (whom Stevens claims was "rej ected" by the Pleiad­

eans ) . On page s 31-33 or Korff ' s  book there appear a whole group or 

pi ctures that were taken at this site . Stevens bas a copy ot Korff ' s  

book and even a set of the se prints which were suppli ed to him by 

Kevic zky .  Curiously � in a serie s  . .  ot photos supposedly taken by Meier 

on this site , an alleged UFO is shown circling a large tre e . In von 

Kevic.zky ' s photographs of the same site , the tree is mis sing .  Stevens 

is  on rec ord as having given two quit e different explanations for this 

apparent discrepancy. In the first instance ,  Stevens c laimed that 

M eier had told him that the tree had been subj ected to radiation from 

the Pleiadean spacecraft and had c onsequently disint e grated ( even 

though the other vegetation in the area ,  and presumab ly Mei er as well , 

were miraculously unaffected) . Stevens ' second explanation , however ,  

was somewhat better .  This time , the tree was simp ly transported into 

another time dimension.  (A la double exposure , Wendelle ? )  

Wendelle ' s  remark about baving contacted many or the individuals 

listed in the " acknowledgements " secti on or Korff ' s  book is yet another 

misstat ement of truth , as is his c laim that many of the se p e op le did 

not supp ly the informati on attribut ed to them . As proof , we openly 

invit e  any � of the individuals thus listed to write t o  MUFON , or 

to either of us directly ,  and state otherwise it the information 

attributed to them is incorrect . 

The stat ement that Korff obtained first generation copies of  
Meier ' s  photographs is  true . Meier freely gave Wiltried Falk ten 

photos tor analysis by GSW Inc .  Meier also told Falk that be did 

intend to produce a book and • • • •  (that ) the expert opinions ot Ground 

Saucer Watch shall have its place in it " .  As we all know , however,  

GSW ' s  opinions never appeared in Stevens ' book. Instead ,  Genes i s  III 

chose to include the results ot their own • expert analysis " ,  the 

re sults ot which , as we have already shown, were nothing more than 
t he product of their own imaginations .  
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The phot ographs that Falk s ent to GSW , and which were later 

forwarded to Korff , were � in slide form- nor did they come trom 

Hans Schutzbach . Stevens knows better , but still insists upon mis­

represent ing the truth . (Copie s  of these fiTst generation prints 

are enc losed for MUFON ' s  files also . ) Falk never stole any print s 

from Me ier . Meier gave them t o  Falk of bis own free wi ll . It is  

important to note here also that Stevens ' s ource !or his assertion 

that "no first generation c opies or the photos were let out of Meier ' s  

hands " is  none other than Meier bimse l� .  

A s  !or the photos that Colman von Keviczky received from Hans 

Jacob , thes e  were indeed stolen from Meier .  These picture s ,  !or those 

who ar e  int ere st ed , show models of UFOs in the Meier ·barn, s l i ghtly 

altered Swi s s  farmer ' s  hats made to look like flying sauc ers , and a 

who l e  array of other equally damning evidence . These photos , plus much 

more , appear in Korff ' s  book. 

When W e nde l l e  attempts to tackle the analysis that GSW did on 

Meier ' s  phot o s , he makes one very dangerous assumption- that Spatial 

Data Sys t e m s  aided GSW in their work. Anyone even remotely familiar 

with the operati on of GSW knows that the organization contract s  out 

t o  at least five firms which posses s  image enhancement �quipment . 

Unfortunately !or Wendelle Stevens , Spatial Data Systems � not the 

c ompany re sponsible tor the work performed on the Meier photos . And 

s o  (alas ) with that revelation , Stevens ' lengthy argument about the 

supposed problems with the enhancement teehnique a and the alleged 

technical limitations or the equipment used by Spatial Data Systems 

is reduced quite literally to the leve l of absurditY since none or it 

bas any relevant application to the s ituation at band . As ot this 

writing, GSW bas not authorized the re leas e  of the name of the c ontractor 

who did perform the enhancements in question,  but suffice it to say 

that we are satisfied tbat the work was of high quality. 

Before we leave the subj ect to Spatial Data Systems however , it 

seems es sent ial here to take a moment to point out that even c onc erning 

this matter , the " inforaation" supplied by Stevens in his supposedly 

authoritative response appears to be seriously flawed in both quality 

and reliability .  To begin with , Spatial Data Systems ' video camera 
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is by no means " cheap " . Nor is  their image enhancement equipment . 
The statement by Ste.vens that "They didn ' t  even have a light table 

and no filters and lens attachment s  at all tor the camera" is pure 

. rubbish . And to illustrate the point , we enc lose a copy o� the SDS 

c atalog or their image enhancement equipment . Do please note the 

light table , filters , the histogram and pseudo density slicing mode s , 

etc . ( MUFON file s ) . 

Perhaps even more indicative o� W endelle ' s  general unreliability 

however is his boldfaced statement that " Spacial Data Systems • • •  ( pro­

c es sed· photos sent to them) in a program designed tor them by Dr. 

Bruce Maccabe e • • •  ( and that ) Dr. Mae cabe e bad done a good j ob of' de sign­

ing a program where none existed previously . "  Contrary to what 

Wendelle says , Dr . Bruce Maccabee never designed a pro gram for Spatial 

Data Systems . Maccabee initially confirmed this ( while expre s sing 

surprise that Stevens would even make such a statement ) in a conversa­

t ion with Moore in Washington, DC , on October 26 , 1981 . More rec ently 

be reaffirmed it to Korff in writing as tollows : · · 

" I  have never communicated with SDS in regards to the develop­

ment of a program for them .  The SDS program seems to be quite good 

without my help . Thus ,  although I appreciate the compliment • • •  ! . . 
mus t  admit that whatever program Stevens was re�erring to , it was 

not developed by me . I can ' t  imagine where be got this ' informa­

tion ' . "  ( emphasis added) 

In truth , Stev�ns received this " intormation" rrom Genesis III ' s  

own " c omputer scientist" ,  Jim Dilettoso-- a source that even Wende lle 

bas previously characterized (verbally) as "unreliable " ,  but by the 

same token cont inues to quote whenever it s e ems convenient to do so . 

Stevens ' remarks that Gene sis III conducted an independent 

analysis or Meier ' s photo graphs are als o questionab le . In fac t , what 

they did was to obtain tree equipment demonstrations wherever p o ssible ; 

most notably at the SPIE (Society o� Photographic Instrumentati on 

Engineers ) Symposium in San Diego in 19?9 , where one witness bas repor­

ted that they visited in the neigbborhoc or thirty " intormation & 

demonstration" booths . Stevens and Dilettoso then "read" . tbe " re sults" 

thus obtained to provide the " analytical" phase or the proce s s . The 
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reas on that result s  or a c ompetent , impartial , independent scient ific 
analysi s  or the Me ier photo s  bas never app eared i s  quite simp ly 
because such an analysi s  has never b e en performed . Indeed , Stevens 

and Genesis III have be en chal lenged to produce their " evidenc e " f or 
impartial evaluati on, and have not only refused to do s o , but have 
refused to even provide the c ourtesy or answering the corre spondence 
involved .  In addition , even more recently , Stevens verbally admitted 
to Moore in Tuc son that be doe s  not posse s s  first generation c op i e s  
of any or the Meier photographs , while at the same time carefully 
s ide stepping Moore ' s  offer t o  arrange ror an independent analysi s  
o r  the slides be does posse ss- which he c laims (up on assuranc e s  !rom 

none other than Billy Meier hims e lt )  are second generation copies . 

GSW ' s  statement that s ome or the image s in Meier ' s  photographs 

are out-of-focus is also ent ire ly c orrect . Thi s fact becomes obvious 
upon mere vi sual examination of the photographs in que stion .  It 
doesn ' t  take a digital computer to c ome to thi s  c onc lusi on .  In !act , 

we invite Wende lle to prove GSW wrong on this point- or any ot�er for 
that matter , so long as he can stick to facts , trigonome trieal cal­

culati ons , etc . , and avoid tall tale s  acc ompanied by charis mat ic 

handwaving . 

St evens ' quaint little " experiment " of having photographed a small 

mode l betwe en !our and six feet away is yet anoth er exc e l lent examp le 

ot his inabi lity to addre ss the i s sues at hand . The que stion is  not 
whe ther ob j ec ts tar away would be in focus if a picture was taken ot 
a nearby mode l ,  with t he c amera focus ed � !!!,! mode l .  The que stion 

i s  whether or not one can · obtain reasonable focus on a nearby mode l 

when the camera i s  focused " just short ot infinity" , as ( all egedly) 
i s  Meier ' s camera . As a matter ot tac t , the key to the matter i s  

the use o t  as smal l  an " t "  stop aa poss ible .  Inde ed , Moore tri ed a few . 

experiments or his own and succeeded magnificantly in producing good 
quality photos ot a tour inch diameter plas tic UFO mode l . (See color 
test slide s No s .  1 & 2 enc losed which are photo graphed at six and twe lve 

teet respective ly . Not e the wealth of obj ects in slide one which 

i l lus trate depth of fie ld from s li ght ly less than five tee t  to more 

than fifteen mi les . )  Admittedly Moore ' s  model is nowhere near as e /a. J,o,.t.--h. 
a.s 
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Meier ' s ,  but it i s  suffici ent to show the sort of effect s than can 

be produced . Clearly it is  possible to produce " UFO" photographs 

uti li zing small mode ls c lose to the camera . 

Concerning Wende lle ' s  contention that "the Swi s s  sky in ( Mei er ' s ) 

vi cinity i s  usually white " and that sue� a sky doe s not usually cast 

shadows , it should be noted that there � shadows vis ib le in many 

of Meier ' s  photos .  Admittedly they are slight and take some looking , 

but they are there in many cases . It should be point ed out here , 

bowever , that be fore Genesis III published the se photo s  in their book , 

they had them " enhanced" to make them look more presentable ( or p erhaps 

t o  hide any hint of balloo·ns and supporting structure s ? ) . Fortunately 

Korff ac quired first generation copies of the s e  photos , some of which 

appear in his book . 

As t o  the matter of the suspension " string" which c learly shows 

up in one of GSW ' s  enhancements , let us b egin by stating that the 

enhance
.
ment in que stion is not cropped . Nor are there any other 

" artifact·s " pre sent either . If one looks care.tully , the string doe s 

indeed ext end all the way up to the top ot the frame . A more refined 

enhancement was later performed using the c olor contouring edge 

enhancement mode , ·· which also revealed the ent ire string and verified 

the fact that the " artifac t "  � a supportive wire or thread . But just 

in case there may still be some doubt in this matter , Moore hereby 

renews his offer to arrange a comp etent independent analysis of the 

internegative in question , providing of course that W ende lle Stevens 

wi ll agree to submit same with no strings attached (no pun intended ,  

naturally) . ( How about it , Wendelle ? Put up or shut up ! ) 

As Dr . Mac cabee has pointed out , the c omputer can only detect 

what is actually in the �ilm to begin with . Since Meier appears to 

have used transparent �ishing line (as did Moore in his test pho�oe ) to 

hang his models , much of the strings in his photos simply aren ' t  visible 
due to his use ·o.r an advantageous photographic angle . Howeve r the 

portions which are vis ible , having been illuminated by the rays of the 

sun , just happened to have been close enough tor the .tilm to have 

re solved them . It doesn ' t  really matter whether tour inches or four 
teet of string was detected- the tact remains that a · string ( or , if 
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you prefer ,
· 

a " supportive devic e " ) was detected through computer 

enhancements . ( To show that no "cropping" was done , copies of the 

·original photos showing the strings are enclosed for MUFON ' s .tile s . ) 

If Stevens has any hard evidence to the contrary in this matter , 

let him present it . ( Indeed ,  Wendelle actually admitted to Moore 

before an audience in Tucson (World Universi ty ,  November 21 , 1981 ) that 

he really didn ' t  have any hard evidence in the Meier ease , but rather 

chose to rely upon his own impression of things ! )  

The notion ,  as put forth by Stevens , that Meier shot all of his 

800 or so photos " from the hip " (since he co uldn ' t look through his 

camera) is yet another or Stevens ' absurdities . It is simply an .. ,,..,.. 4-L.. �:p •l 
impossibility tor anyone to take 800 photographs of a flying obj ect and 

" 
have the craft c ome out

. 
reasonably framed in every ph�to ! Just how 

naive does the Colonel think we are? In tact , just out o.t curiosity , 

Moore tried this technique with a kite and a roll o.t twenty exposure 

film . He managed to get the kite in all or three frames- none of which 

had it centered . ( One wonders , in light of this , whether perhaps 

Meier might not have " pre-exposed " his .tilm before ever putting it 

in his camera . Or for that matter , whether Stevens & Co . ever bothered 

to check to s e e  if the camera Billy claimed to be using actually worked 

at all? Consider the scenario of several or Billy ' s  confederates 

pre-exposing the UFO-mode l picture s at l�isure and then quietly passing 

the already exposed film to Billy ,  who then passes it orr as �rash 

film to  "tbe inve stigators " . This accomplished , he loads his trusty 

camera in full view o r  the gullible and toodl es oft into the c ountry­

side on his putt-putt to ehoot pictures of" visitors !rom the Pleiades "  

with a camera that doesn ' t  even work! or course , when the picture s  

are deve loped- voila ! And all with one arm too ! ) 

Wende lle ' s  c laims that "the neare st (photographic ) lab to Meier 

is 80 kilomet ers away" doesn ' t  seem to ring true either- especially 

when one reali zes that Canton Zurich (where Meier live s )  is only some 

ti�ty kilometers across at its widest point , and that three maj or 

cities ,  Zurich (430 9 000 pop . ) ,  Winterthur (92 , 500 pop . )  and Scharr­

hausen ( 32 , 400 pop . )  all lie within thirty kilometers o! the Meier 

rarm . 
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Statement s ( oft repeat ed verbally by Stevens , but not a part o! 

his "Re sp onse " ) to the e ffect that the Meier farm is withou; b5nefit 

or running water , e lectricity or barn are all be lied by photos which 

appear in the Pleiades book . · Evidence of all thre e is c learly vis ible . 

it one take s the time to look c are fully. 

But getting back to the photos ; the phot o that Stevens says appear­

ed in UFOs and Space but claims was . .  : " not shown by Korff " , doe s  indeed 

appear on pages 8 & 9 of Korff ' s  book . Also , the branches of the tree 

in the photo allegedly taken by Meier on March 29 , 19?6 near Hasenbol­

Langenberg , are indeed behind the "UFO" . Edge enhancement proc e s s ing 

c learly estab li shes thi s , and it is c learly visib le in Kal ' s  book. 

Finally , it  is our considered opini on that Wendelle Stevens ' 

" case " for Bi lly Mei er is lit erally built ot the stuff from which 

dreams are made , and i s  therefore non-existent . No matter how many 

" Responses " or rebuttals he care s to make , there simply does not appear 

to be any way he can rebuild the damage be has done to his own repu­

tation because of his involvement in thi s unfortunate affair.  In _ UFO­

logy , _ credibility is everything. Without it , we tear that Wende lle 

will continue to sink de eper and deeper into the mire ot his own 

making ( pun ful ly · intended ! ) . 
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
