Extra-terrestrials and UFOs are real 
and could be a threat to na tiona I security, 
says Sherman Larsen, president of the 
U.S.-based investigative committee on 
aerial phenomenon. 

"There is always the possibility of 
a hostile craft," Larsen told the Mutual 
UFO Network symposium yesterday at 
the Westbury Hotel. 

"We must be very careful in judging 
what is truthful and seek out any evi­
dence of control over our people or equip­
ment that may pose a threat to our 
national security," he said. 

Larsen presented evidence of unex­
plained phenomenon which he said gives 
credence to the existence and visitation 
of another life form. 

In October and November of 1975 on 
seven different occasions, UFOs were 
detected inside the security perimeter of 
various bases along the Canada-U.S. 

--

border, he said. 
The craft were observed about 150 feet 

above the firing line. They buzzed the 
air strips and left. Since there was no 
confrontation, U.S. authorities filed the 
information and nothing was disclosed. 

The encounters remain unexplained. 
Larsen also detailed a 1976 incident in 

which an Iranian jet, dispatched to iden­
tify a bright light in Iranian airspace, 
came within 25 miles of the light when the 
pilot lost control of the aircraft instru­
ments. The same happened to a second jet. However, both pilots regained full 
control as soon as they altered their 
course away from the object. 

Larsen also said that in 1979, a MiG jet 
was actually attacked and disintegrated 
by a UFO in the skies over Cuba. The 
attack was witnessed by the pilot of 
another MiG, he said. 

Larsen said literally thousands of sim­
ilar unexplained pheno menon have 
occured over the years.

I r eceived a few phone calls after the Grand Rivar Cable TV talk show . One 

lady gave me the address  of a friend in Australia, stating that this person had an 

inter esting UFO sighting . I wrote a lett er to this chap in A�s tralia and received 

the following reply . ·

Time : 8 : 30 P .M .  
Lo cation : Lithgow , N . S .W . , Australia, 100 mile s  .from coast, 3400 ft . altitude 

Walter Reynolds went outside to obtain fir ewood, it was summer , but it had turned 

c old. Weathr w.:.:is dry and sky was covered by flecky clouds . Suddenly ·::.he sky was 

lit up and Walter saw a "huge .floodlit ves sel" pass overhead, height about 40, 000 ' . 

He stated the spe ed of the enormous obj e c t  was faster than any plane he had ever 

seen . He informed several friends and was met with ridic1lie, scorn and accused of 

being dr·unk . However , he did meet some people who claimed to have seen the same 

obje ct as Walter witne ssed . Three months after that sighting , he saw a round obj ect 

over the mountain and another obj e ct following it . He spoke of his experience to a 

person who was previously a watchman at a military installation . He said he saw a 

similar obje ct ,  only not as large . I t  landed outside the fence of the military 

depot . Another watchman also reported that he saw this object land silently outside 

the fence ,  it was about 30 1 across and 4 • high . They saw this obj ect land many dark 

evenings . A high ranking officer was sent to investigate and told the men "you saw 

nothing , unders tand? "

Many of the witnesses of close 
encounters associated with the UFO 
p h e n o m e n o n  r e p o r t  s u b s t a n t ia l  
medical injuries. These injuries may be 
classified into three categories. The first 
category is of a temporary nature, 
dealing with paralysis , 1 dizziness, 
nausea, vomiting, headache, blindness, 
percept ion of  odors ,  a n d . h i gh 
frequency audio sounds. The second 
category deals with the more chronic 
effects usually associated with skin 
lesions, which may represent direct 
p a t h o l o g y t h r o u g h  u n k n o w n  
mechanisms. These skin lesions ,  which 
previously were described as burns2 
produced by ionizing radiation, do not 
compare clinically, as we know it ,  to 
ultraviolet radiation or megavoltage · 

photon or electron skin react ions as 
described in classical radiotherapy. The 
t h i r d  c a t e g o r y  m a y  i n v o l v e  
p a r a p s y c h o l o g i c a l  m a n i fe s t a t i o n s  
which may interrupt normal emotional 
behavior.3 

The untoward effects of UFO 
close encounters clearly demonstrates 
t h e  p o s s i b l e  e x i s t e nc e  of t h e  
phenomenon. Because the reports of 
the selectiveness of the pathological 
and psychological impact to humans 
remains poorly studied and poorly 
understood an in-depth evaluation is 
suggested. 

The purpose of this paper is to 
r e c o m m e n d  to p h y s i c i a n s  t h e  
acquisition o f  certain data that may be 
helpful in the clinical setting to evaluate 
and possibly assess the credibility of an 
actual close encounter. 

The following medical tests are 
suggested (pathophysiology is supplied 
where appropriate) :  

1 .  COMPLETE BLOOD COUNT 
WITH DIFFERENTIAL. Net increases 
in the number of white blood cells have 
been reported resul ting from exposure 
to weightlessness during various 

manned space missions. 4 A reduction 
in the lymphocyte population will result 
if exposure to ionizing radiat ion is 
encountered. Suppression is alc:;o seen 
under stress situations due to release of 
glucocorticoids5 or weightlessness. 
One can expect an increase in 
n e utroph il s  a n d  a d e c rease in  
monocytes, eosinophils, and basophils 
in weight lessness. 

2. SERUM CORTISOL. Diurnal 
fluctations are known to exist for serum 
cortisol, as well as in sodium and 
pOtassium e xcretion. Cortisol tends to 
peak near the early morning hours. 
Rapid displacement from geographical 
location and time zones m�y disturb 
this rhythm. 

3. WEIGHT LOSS. All but one 
U.S. ast ronaut has lost. weight in space. 

4 . S E R U M  A N D  U R I N A R Y  
P O T A S S I U M ,  ·s o D I U M  A N D  
CHLORIDE. Serum . and urioary 
potassium , sodium, and chloride 
retention have occurred in postflight 
observat ions of astronauts ,  with 
weightlessness producing an important 
potassium loss and consequential 
abnormal cardiac rhythms. 

5. U R I N E  C A L C I U M  AND 
PHOSPHORUS. Urine calcium and 
phosphorus may be increased. 

6 .  U R I N A R Y  K E T O N E S .  
Starvation should cause the formation 
of urinary ketone bodies .6 

1. SERUM GLUCOSE. This is a 
baseline test. 

8. CHEST X-RAY. A standard 
chest x -ray should be taken . 

9. BIOPSIES OF SKIN LESIONS. 
The aforement ioned tests are 

suggested as a baseline for an in-depth 
study of medical injuries resulting from 
UFO close encounters. These simple 

· tests, if administered by qualified 
· physicians, cim be in the best interest of 

the witness (i .e . ,  patient ) ,  as weil ilS 
providing valuable data on the reported 
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incident . Because o f  the lack of data to 
date, a number of assumpt ions must be 

· considered - test to determine if  the 
witness was subjected to prolonged 
weightlessness, moved from one 
geographical location to another, 
prevented from receiving nourishment, 
etc. The results of this study should be 
qui te · va luable  in a s s e s s i n g  t h e  
credibility o f  future close encounter 
reports. (Project VISIT, P .O.  o0x 877, 
Friendswood, TX 77546.)

Unfortunately , only one s e t  was ever made available to the general public .  This particular 
set is the bas is of this inves tigative report.

There was an agreement among the three Coalition members , that before any 
report would go to the printer , all parties involved would have a.n opportunity to read the 
rough draft in-case any additions or deletions were needed. S ince there s eemed to be s ome 
has te to get the report out ,  this agreement was n' t ke ted ,  s ince OUFOIL was never · consulted 
during the make-up of the report.

We 
feel that this report is an hones t and an unbias one . For well over a year , we have been � res earching out every poss ible aspec t  of the case .  This report s hould als o give everyone 
an indication that the -Federal Government isn' t going around and s huting people up in 

Ufology. We have received tremendous amount of help from many different agencies within 

the u . s . Government.

It  is the opinion of OUFOIL and only OUFOIL , bas ed on all the information 
gathered in this inves tigative report,  that the photographs in ques tion are not 
thos e of a cras hed UFO with its burned pilot. We als o feel that they do not 
repres ent a V-2 rocket tes t failure . 

The narrative portion of the alledged UFO · incident as pres ented by the alledged 
s ource , we feel was the accumulation of various UFO cras h s tories that have c irculated 
over the years . The major portion of the s tory was taken from ABSTRACT NUMBER 1 on 
page 7 of the "UFG-OHIO YEARBOOK 1979" . Other abs trac ts used from the same publication 
were abs trac t number 6 on page 9 ,  abs tract number 18 on page 16 , and finally abs trac t 
number 22 on page 24. I t  is very poss ible that the alledged s ource obtained a copy of 
this publication and put together his s tory. This publication was available long 
before OUFOIL ever got involved with the alledged alien body photos . Als o to be noted 
here , is that those same abs tracts were presented at the MUFON S YMPOS IUM in 1978 in 
Dayton , Ohio.

2) Or jus t to confus e the field of Ufology for reas ons only he can 
answer. 

It is beyond the scope of this inves tigative report to prove or disprove all the 
information from the alledged s ource and/or Mr. Mc intyre . It seems no matter how hard 
we have worked to explain the photos , there are thos e who will s till look at those 
photos and want to believe that they truly depict a cras hed UFO with its alien body. 
After all , if one keeps looking at the burnt body with their imagination running 
wild , yes one could pick out certain aspec ts of the photos that look unearthly. 

With equal candor , we would like to think that Mr. Mcintyre is innocent , but from 
all the evidence presented here in this inves tigative report , we feel that he has much 
to explain. Perhaps Mr. Mc intyres ' subconscious mind gave us all the ans wer in the 
third paragraph of his introduc tion in the "ALIEN BODY PHOTCS a AN UPDATED REPORT" , when

James McDonal d ,  w h o  was r i d i c ul e d  a n d  s c or n e d  
unt i l  h e  c ommi t t ed s ui c i de ; Frank Edwards , wh o was f i r e d  by G e orge 
Meany for " talking t o o  much ab out f l y i ng s auc ers " ;  po l i c e  o f f i c er 
Jeffrey Grenhaw , wh o was fired aft er r eport i ng an enc ount e r  w i t h  
a n  al i e n s pac eman and al lowing h i s  phot ographs t o  b e  pub l i s h e d . And 
wh i l e  the var i ous plan e t ary governmen t s  c on t i nu e  " o f fi c i a l l y "  t o  
ridi cul e and t ry t o  deny the r eal i t y  and s er i ous n e s s  o f  t h e  UFO 
eni gma , thous ands of c at t l e  and o t h er anima l s  have b e en h e i nous ly 
mut i l at e d -- and often drained o f  b l o o d --by thes e al i en i ntrude r s .

Aphr o di t e  C l amar 
di s c over that a per i o d  of " mi s s i ng t ime " in the i r  l ive s was s pe nt 
i n  the c ompany of " s pace creatur e s " who us e d  the hapl e s s  vi c t ims for 
spec i f i c  b i o logi cal purpo s es .

Th e po t en t i a l  f o r  
panic and e c onomic d i s rupt i o n  mus t be re c ogni z e d  and 
e f fe c t ive ly reduc ed by c are ful advanc e pl anni ng . 

He al s o  cal l s  for int ernat i o nal cooperat i o n  through the Uni ­
ted Nat i o ns . Pers onal ly , howeve r , I doubt very much that s uch a 
s ugges t i o n - - i n  vi ew o f  the d i s mal progres s o f  Dr . J .  A l l e n  Hynek 
and o th e r s  name d by the aut hor--w i l l  ever b ear fru i t . I n  balanc e , 
th i s  b o o k  has b e e n  care ful ly tai l o r e d  t o  sui t the ave rage me ntal i ty 
wi thout pi nching or b i nding . There are no al lus i ons t o  s pe c i f i c  UFO 
hos t i l i ty c as e s , nor any me nt i o n  o f  the s er i ous UFO pioneers , e . g . , 
Keyh o e , Vo nKevi c z ky , S t ringf i e l d , o r  anyo ne e l s e  touching upon the 
po s s ib ly h o s t i l e  mo t i ve s  o f  th e s e  al i e n i nvade rs .
