Jfology in Canada has evolved over the last thircy vears
in much the same way as in many other countries, namely in
3 disorgani:ed and fairly erratic manner. This comes 2s no
surprise %o most people, since those attTacted to the study
span a wide spectrum of backgrounds, interests and motiva-
tion, and thus much disagreement has existed among them,
the general public and that group of persons to whom T shall
refer as ''the authorities,'" being comprised of those to whom
the mecia seem TO Turm ror comments on the phenomenon we 0w
call UFODs.

Unfortunately for Canada, these groblems are compounded
oy two additicnal factors, namelv its immense size and
sparsely distributed pooulation. The area per interested
inc capable investigator/researcher adds up 0 many thou-
sands of sguare miles. Also, dasic extrapolatien, if vailid,
would imply that most UFO related 2vents in Canada would go
unnoticed and hence unreported because of the large areas of
the nation with little or no population.

To put things into perspeczive [ shall compare Canada's
size and population with thcse of the U.X. The J.X. has an
area or 34,212 square miles, with 1 pooulation orf 55,534,200
11976 Zigures). This averages out o 530 persons per sguarte
2 le. Cn the other hand Canada covers an area of 3,351,309
square miles, over 10 times the area of the U.X. With a
population of only 21,489,000 this averages out to 3 per-
sons per square mile. Thus the U.X. nhas over 100 times the
opcoulation density of Canada.

Nevertheless, urfology has nad guize an interesting and
productive history in Canada, and I shall now relate what I
hope are some of the highlights as well as some of the
little known, but significant, havpenings which have ocuur-
red over the yvears, parziculariy in relatisn o the involwe-
ment of the Canadian zovemment.

Smith felt the oreliminarv results of his work

authorities

magnetism correlatad with the available data on reportad UFO
behaviour, and that they were fairly close to some or the
answers. And this was thirtv-one vears ago! The Cefence

Research 3oard liaiscn officer at the Canadian Zmbassv in
Washington evidently agreed with Smith rfor he was extremely
inxious for him to ge: in touch with Dr. Solandt, Chair-man
of the Derfence Research Board upon Smith's return to Ottawa,
t0 discuss with him Zfuture investigations along the line of

Jeo-magnetic energy release.
Consequently, upon his return to Canada, Smith nqet with
Solandt on November 10, and obtained ais supporz. 3olandt

agreed that work on geo-magnetic energy should proceed as
rapidly as possible and orfered DRB's cooperation in provid-
ing laboratory facilities, acquisition of equipment, and
speciali:zed personnel.(3)

Cn Noventer 21 he outlined his proposal in writing to the
Controller of Telecommunications, indicating DR8's support
and requesting that a project be set up and carried out on'a
part-time basis "'until such time as sufficient results would
warrant more Jdefinitive action.''(6)

The proposal outlined seven avenues of investigation,
dealing with zeo-magnetic research, none dealing with UFO
investigation.{”) He proposed the work be classified since
he felt that the lesser known and little explored aspects of
magnetism pight Rold the key to a new and siynificant tech-
nology, and its impact on our civilization would have to be
assessed if his suspicions proved correct. Commander C.?.
Edwards, then Deputy Minister of Transport for Air Services
gave the proiect his blessing, requesting that he be kent
posted from zime to time. It is curious that the avenues of
investigzation 3mith proposed made no nce 0 UYFOs.
Could it be =hat Smith willfully omitted such reference in
order to ensure a greater probability that the project would
be approved? Jr was n1e only interested in UFCs because they
seemed to be demonstrating that some of his c<oncepts were
apparently being applied, whereas his main interest was in-
deed in the new technolcgy which he felt he was on the verge
of initiating?

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Two days later, the newly formed commitzee issempled,
classifving its work as “confidential™, and identifying
themseives 1s ''Project Theta."

On May 19, 1952 they met for a second time, and among
other things, re-named themselves "Project Second Storey'
since "Theta" was apparently not on the list of valid names
for projects of this type.

I hope [ am not boring vou with these details, but it is
quite interesting %0 note how the activities of "Magnez and
"Sezond Storey'" dovetailed at this time, how each arrfected
the other, and finally and more significantly, when public
awareness their activities deveioped, how they rapidly
came to 3 close.

on June 15, 1952 Smith submicted an interim report
Project Magnet in which he stated that it appeared ey
that flving saucers are emissaries trom other civilizations
and actually operate on magnetic principles, magnetic prin-
ciples which we nave failed %o grasp due to our not paving
enough attention to the structure of fields in cur study of
physics. (15} Cne wonders what reaction Smith caused! fne
can almost hear the hurried whispers, and see the starzled
faces and raised syebrows.

Cn July 351, Project Second Storey held their third meet-
ing where, among other items of business, a letter contain-
ing several or Smith's motions, presumably based on his pro-
gress in ‘agnet, was tabled and discussed. Also, the rinal
form of the "Project Second Storey Sighting Report' was ap-
proved, and distribution of same was determined. There was
no mention in the minutes of any reference to 3Smith's de-
cisive statement in his interim '"Magnet'' report.

The fourth meeting of Second Storey was not held untii
November 17, Zollowed by the fifth on March 3, 1953. 3Samith
had been working on some "weighting factors' to be apclied
to witness testimony to help arrive at some measure of re-
port signifizance. At the fifth meeting his svstem was
adopted temporarily without alterations. At this point,
though, it was probably felt irrelevant since Chairman
Millman noted ''that evidence to date (and note that this
was not Second Storey's evidence to which he was rererring,
since they had so far only managed to standardize their pro-
cedures) did not seem to warrant an all out investigation by
the Canadian Services but it might be well ta continue to
collect at some central location all forms which may be sub-
mitted to the Services.'(16) Millman reached this conclu-
sion follcwing discussions with the Zhairman of DR8 an tne
future actiwvitias of the committee. They seemed tc be again
1gnoring Smith's statement in ais preliminary repor: on “ag-
net; or were they trving to play it down?

And as turned out, Millman's conclusion was 2ased on
activities in the U.5. in the wake or the Robertson ?arei,
which is now Xnown o have been a CIA whitewash. 3So here is
furcher 2vidence of top level U.5.,Canadian inter-relation-

Public awareness orf this projec:z was to be 1 source of
rustration, annovance iand emparrassment to JORB and 0CT, and
t also put Smith in an awkward position since ne was still
£ficially a member orf the Second Storev {ommittee. This
as probably 1 contributing factor to the contents or Mill-
man's November 2ls: summary report Of Project Second Storey.
He announced that Project Second Storey's forms ana instruc-
tions for filing of sighting information wers available for
anv governmen: department seriously interested in pursuing
the matter further, but the committee feit that, owing to
the impossibility of checking independently the details of
the majority of sightings, most of the material did net lend
itself to a scientiric method of investigatizn.(22)

Could it bSe that they were not aware of the scientific
study being conduczed in the U.S. at that time ov the 3ir
Force on UFO reports collected from June 1, 1947 to December
51, 1952? The study was initiated in 1952 and continued
thoough 1954, and proved beyond a doubt the existence of an
unidentified phenomenon, even thcugh the conclusions were
worded in such a way as to divert attention from the evi-
dence. The study to which I am referring was known as Pro-
ject Blue 300k Special Report #14 which is probably the most
scientific study of overall UFO data ever undertaken. It is
constantly referred to in the literature of Stanton Fried-
man, and more Tecently was the subject of a paper by Bruce
Maccabee in the Journal of UFO Studies, Vol. 1, No. 1, en-
citled the ""Scientific I[nvestigation of Unidentified Flying
Objects.” I will be referring to this report later in my
Jresentation.

I thererore find it difficult to bSelieve Millman's state-
ment, and fee! more inclined to think his remarks were de-
signed o appease ‘‘somebody’ in the event Smith's associa-
tion with Second Storey eventually became putlic knowledge,
and also to save face in view of the Adamski/contactee ac-
tivity now in the public eye.

There is more to the Second Storey/Magnet fiasco, dut I
feel [ have related enough o enable :ou to judge for your-
selves conceming the apparent ineptitude orf the Caradian
government o handl2 the UFC problem.

Perhaps [ snould mention one more thing, though, betore
moving on. At 3:01 in the aftzrnocn of August 3, 1954 the
instrumentation it the Shirley's 8ay installatien registered
an unusual disturbance. In Saith's words ''the gravimeter
went wild,”{23) 1s a much greater deflection was registered
than :could be 2xplained by conventicnal interference such as
passing aircraft. Smith and his colleagues rushed cutside
only to find 1 heavy overcast. Ahatever was up theTe ~as

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whutever the case, Smith kept busy over the next Zfew
vears, anc we get a glimmer of what he was up to from 1 pre-
sentation he made about five vears later in dOttawa to the
[1luminazing Sngineering Society's Canadian Regional Confer-
ence during which he stated, "We know that gravity is not
all Newton visualized. Far from being a basic force in na-
ture, it is really a derived function, and is the conse-
quence of 1 dynamic condition, not a1 static one. We know
what goes inzo its makeup; we know its formula and we have 1
oretty good idea of how to go about bringing it under con-
trol. e have conducted experiments tha: show that it is
possibie o create artificial gravity (not Centrifugal -
Force) and to alter the gravitational rfield or the EZarth.
This we have done. [t is Fact. The nex: step is to learn
the rules and co the engineering necessary to convert the
orincivle into workable hardware.”(27) That statement was
made 22 vears ago. The question is, what has been achieved
since then?

Smith died from cancer on December 27, 1962. The respect
he commanded was retflected in his being posthumous!ly awarded
the Lieutenant-Colonel Keith S. Rogers Memorial Engineering
Award for dedicated service in the advancement of the Tech-
nical Standards in Canadian Brecadcasting. This award, pre-
sented by the Canadian General Electric Company, was well
deserved. Smith was one of the foremost thinkers of his
time - a weil respected ufologist - one of the first of our
breed.

The Canadian government was publicly drawn into the UF0N
contreversy in 3 different way less than five years follow-
ing Smith's death. This was caused by an unusual and signi-
ficant encounter with a UFO by one Steven ‘Michalak, a Winni-
peg mechanic and par:-time prospector. Some of you may bde
familiar with the case since it has received wide media
coverage - even the 8BC reported on it. [t left many ex-
perts and government otficials in four separate departments
completeiy stumped, or at best, unwilling to divulge their
cpinions publicly.

On Saturday, May 20, 1967, 52 yvear-old Michalak claims ke
nst only saw a UFO, but actually touched it. The rfollowing
account of the incident is taken from 2 series of arcicles
written Ly 8rian Cannon, then Director of the Canadian
Aerial ?henomena Research Organi:ation which is no lenger in
existence. The articles were published in Canadian UFQ Re-
port, Volume 1, numbers 3, 4 and 5. Also referenced is a
report written by ‘lichalak himself enticled Yy Iwecwnzer
=Fa 2 iF

At 5:30 a.m. Michalak entered the dense bushland of the
Whiteshel! Forest Reserve, 30 miles east of Winnipeg on a
weekend orospecting trip. He eventually came o a section
of rock near a large swamp and beaver dam by Falcon Llake.

As he approached the swamp, several gzeese became aware of
him, gaggled violently at first, but soon ignored him as he
“ent about his task chipping at a formation Of rock crys-
talsl.

At 11:00 1.m. he stooped work and 1ite lunch. He had only
just returned o work when, at apout 12:15 p.a., his atzen-
tion was 1gain drawn <o the rrightened :ackliag of zeese on
the neary swamp. At the same instant his eve was attracted
%0 wo scarlet lights in the clear sky above. He watched
cthem descend and take on i derinite cigar shave. In Ails own
~ords, “Two :izar-shaped objects with humps on them about
nalfvay down Irom the sky appeared to De iescending, zlowing
“1th 3an intense scarlet ;La... As these 'objects' :came
closer to the 2arth, thev became more ovai-shaped.'/29)

ne 3¢ them descended o the zround 30 fezt from
“ichalak, while the other hovered above the tree tcps for 2
“ew moments, :hen suddenly zook 0ff at an incredibie speed.
‘lichalax states, "I cannot describe or 2stimate the speed of
the 3scent, dDecause [ have seen nothing in the world that
moved so swifzly... without a sound.’730)

He then noticed the ianded craft was changing colour cfrom
red to grev-red to light grey to silver, the changes not
metal experiences as it cools.

As he ap proa;wed once more, he heard two voices coming
from inSLde, cne with a higher pitch than the other (1),
but was unable <o Jdetermine the language being spoken.

Still convinced the craft was of Earthly origin he iddressed
the voices, first in English, and then in Russian, Cerman,
Ukranian, French and [talian. Afcer exhausting the languag-
es with which he was familiar he jecided o lock ins:ide the
opening. He Jescribed what he saw. ”Pla;‘ﬂg Zreen lenses
over my goygles, [ stuck myv head inside the opening. The
inside was a ma:e orf lights. Direct beams running in hori-
tontal and diagonal paths and a series orf flashing lights...
seemed... (to de) w~orking in a randem fashion, with no par-
ticular orde' or sequence. [ took note of the thickness of
the walls of the :ratf:z. They were about zwenty inches
thick..."(38)

He stepped back and arter a moment the doorvay closed,
two panels sliding hori:zontally across the opening, and one
coming down from cthe top. He placed his giove-covered hand
on the side orf the craft which apveared to be a highly pol-
ished steel-like substance. The rubber and canvas or the
glove melted uron making contact with the hot sur<ace, but
at the same instant the crart tilted slightly and Michalak
felt a burning sensation on his chest. His outer shirt im-
mediately caught fire, and he realized that one of the vent-
like openings on the side had emitted a blas: of hot air,
sending him reeling. He quickly ripped his shirt off and
extinguished the rflames, but the damage had been done. A
grid-like burn, matching the pattern of the vent, had brand-
ed his chest, leaving him in considerable pain. hen he
looked up moments later, the craft was above the tree tops
and soon out of sight, disappearing in the direction of the
first ship.

Michalak gathered up some of his belongings and examined
the imprints letft Sy the craft. He related ''as I approached
the site [ felt nauseated and my head began o ache. The
snot where the craft had come to rest looked as irf it haa
been swept clean with a broom. There was no debris of any
kind on the rock. No twigs, bits of stone, nothing. It had
all been piled up in a six-inch high circular ring about
fifteen feet in diameter.'(33)

His headache worsened, ind he began to feel nauseous from
the sulphur stench which seemed 20 3¢ ail arsund him. He
Segan o vomi:t repeatedly, 1s he slowly made his wav back
through the Sush, his head pounding, wision diurrced. Two
aours later ne made it bYack to the road, and finally to
cthe motei ~here he had spent the previous night.

During the four week period vreceding and rollowing
his 2ncounter at least [0 sightings were reportad in the
Winnipeg area, :ncluding one by two bovs at Falcon Lake on
the same Jday as ‘tichalak's.(35,36)

8oth the RCP and the RCAF launched investigations into
the case, and many expert consultants were used. Tests were
conducted on “Michalak's burned clothing, but they were 'un-
able to reach anv conclusion 3s to what may have caused the
burn damage.''(37) Both the Department orf National lefence
and the AP, afier extensive investigation, reported that
‘neither of their investigation teams were able to provide
evidence which couid dispute Mr. Michalak's story.'(33)

However, quite a controversy erupted over access to the
reports of the govermment:'s rindings. In \ovember, 1967,
Defence Minister Leo uadxeax answered negatively to ‘P Ed
Schrever {who is now Canada's Governor General) when he en-
quired if the results of the formal investigation would be
made public.(39)

But in November 1968, one year later, the House of Com-
mons was drawn into the debate by Barry Mather, the \DP mem-
ber for Surrey, Vew Westminster. He made his first motion
on November 13 asking "That an order of the house do issue
for a copy of all letters, reports, studies or other data in
respect to an exchange dv the Royval Canadian Mounted Police,
the Roval Canadian Air Force, the Department of National
Health and Welfare, the Czological Survey of Canada and the
National Research Council of Canada regarding the sighting
in 1967 by Mr. Steve Michalak of an unidentified flving ob-
ject."

He was answered by Donald S. ‘MacDonald, President orf the
Privy Council, who replied, "I am informed by the National
Research Council that on an informal basis they have been
soliciting correspondence from individuals throughout Canada
on these particular sightings. They have asked that this
kind of correspondence not be made the subject of a retumn
in this house. [ wonder whether in the circumstances the
Hon. member would be agreeable to withdrawing his notice of
motion."

But Mather rerfused to withdraw his motion and regues:ed
it be transferred for debate. Three months later, on Feb-
ruary 6, 1969, he finally received the ovportunity. The
following is part of his presentation, and some of the res-
ponse he slicized. I am going into some detail here because
I cthink it is important to demonstrate how this apvarently
significant issue was successtully buried by politicians.

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UFOs hovering above Sussex Drive between the Prime Minis-
ter's residence and the Govermor-General's house. The wit-
ness reported, At approximately 10:00 p.m., while on foot
natrol from the police lodge at Government House to the
Prime Minister's residence, [ noticed two rather bright
flashing red lights in the sky. At first glance, [ assumed
they were aircrarft, but could hear no sounds of engines.
One of these lights proceeded 2ast and was lost from view
“ithin a minute or less, while the other one travelled in a
westerly direction. The lights were rfirst seen directly
overhead at a point slightly inside the zates o Governmen:
HYouse and were very bright red. No defirite shape could be
distinguished nor was there any type of trail visible behind
these lights."

The same lights were spotted by two other RCYP constables
on Parliament Hill. As soon as it appeared overnead it shot
straight Jdown zoward the river is if it were going =o crash.
Just derfore impact it suddenly reversed direction snooting
back up into the sky where it perrformed a 90° turn and dis-
appeared.

These activities lead one to speculate that the UFOs,
almost apathetically (or otherwise) brushed off oy the House
of Commons a few weeks before, were trving TG make a point.
If that was the case the point was re-emphasized three
months later on the evening of June 5, when three Parliament
Hill RCMP constables and three tourists spotted a luminous
craft hovering over the Ottawa River behind the Parliament
Buildings. They watched the object emit a range of various
colours as it changed from red to green to ted again and
then to white.(40) Then security officials on Parliament
Hill became concerned when, according to the RC!P, At 10:10
p.m., all the lights on Parliament Hill East, West and
Centre 3locks - went out. Mr. L.T. of Cntario Hydro was
notified, but he said the cause could not be ascertained at
the time.(41) There is no record of whether the cause was
ever determined.

Because Parliament Hill was now in darkness it was easier
to see the UFO which was travelling eastward in a strange up
and down motion. As it reached a point across the river
from the Prime ‘tinister's residence it stopped, remained mo-
tionless for five minutes or so, lights flashing on and off
and then "proceeded west of Hull at an altitude of approxi-
mately a thousand feet and came across the river in the
QOttawa area and disappeared from view behind high buildings
on Wellington Stree: at about 10:35 2.a3. All this while,
the object w35 of no discernable naye."J“ The same
tnesses 2gain saw a bright luminous objec:t o the south of
Ottawa Twenty minutes later, accompanied by 1 second smaller
object 500 or so feet below it, but it was not certain this
was the same JFO spotted Defore.

Thusfar, I have presented much evidence o indicate that
the governmen: either :annof or will not oubiicly undertake
1 serious constTuctive inalvsis of the UFD problem. To say
they are not interested is ludicrous in view orf the inrforma-
tion the CIA has been rorced 0 release thanks to recent
civilian legal aczion. We Xnow, in fact, that they 1ire in-
tertested, Sut do not want the pudblic to know ot this inter-
est. A CIA memo declassitied April 20, 1877, and dated
August 1, 1952 con the subject of rlving saucers states, [t
is recommended that CIA surveillance of subject matzer, in
coordination with proper authorities Oof primary Jperational
concern at ATIC, be continued. It is stronglv urged, how-
2ver, that no indication or CiA interest >r ZJoncemrn reach
che press ot public, in view of their probabie alarmist ten-
dencies %o accept such interest 1s ''conrfirtmazory’” orf the
souncness Jf "unpubiished facts" in the hands of the U.3
government."

Similarly, in a DOT mnemo dated September 15, 1969, which
advised ""that the documents reporting the results of the
Second Story fsic!) studies in project "‘fagnet' bYe declassi-
fied,” one finds the following comment:

“Since the guestion of flying saucers is still attracting
public attention and since this file (Second Storey) covers
ocuments rtelating to the studies behind oroiect "“agnet"

and, indeed, records much of the discussion in the Depart-
;ent of Transport surrounding project '"Magne:' which is con-
fidential in nature, it is recommended that this file be
down classified at least to the confidentiai level. At no
cime should it bSe made available to the public.”

Are we o0 infer that as long as there is public interest
in UFOs, it is not good nolicy to indicate there is also
government interest? Why not? Could it be that the govem-
ment does nct want us to be aware of their ineptitude in
dealing with the phenomeron? Or is it that thev n1ave made
some astounding Zdiscoveries which would throw the public
1n0 3 ganic and perhaps permanently affect the political
and economic struciure Orf dJur world? From previous revela-
tions of government ineptitude, ! suspect the ormer is more
Lixelv the :ase.

Jne and 2 haif vears Tollowing the atorementioned memo
ther2 was an indi:ation that the Canadian govemmen<: was
still studying the UF) problem.

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A few times in the past, individuals invol"ed in Canadian
researzh have recognized the need for some sort otf Canadian
unification i< progress is ever to Je achxeved. Brian Can-
non tried iz in the 1960s with little, if any, success. A
Zroup in 2Ontario called Project SUM (Solving the UFO ‘ys-
tery) :ried again in the 1970s by initiating the Canadian
UFO Report Exchange Vetwork (CUFCREN) wherein participating
groups would at least exchange sighting reports. This last-
ed for about a vear, after which exchanges zradually petered
out, and Profec: 5UM dissolved, although which came firs: ts
difficult to Jetermine. [t has Deen suggested that Zroups
are hesitant o exchange reports with others, and jealousiy
guard their investigations. This may be true, but from what
I have seen in Canada it 15 more a case 2f one group bYeing
2mbarrassed 0 report on its investigations 0 another - em-
barrassed because of their tneptitude <o zarry out
tive invest:gation. There is, of course, the problem of one
group not wanting to associate with another because of what
the group believes. Some already claim o know what UFGs
are, where they are from, and what they are doing here -
they are thus not interested in constructive research, mere-
ly in convincing others that their ideas are corrsct. Spec-
ulation is fine as long as it does not lead to bias on the
fart of the speculator, but groups and individuals such as
these are displaying out and out bias. Other groups have
such contempt for one group Or another that they are so
quick to jump on the negatiwve aspects of 31 comment Or prcpo-
sal, that the positive points are not notized. Constructive
criticism is 2 sign of positive cooperation but destruczive
criticism has never been an incentive toward collaboration.
However, [ will have more to say on this in my conclusions.

There are, however, a few bright lights on the horizon,
if vou'll pardon the metaphor, which are identifiable by
their persistent efforts over the vears. As a result ot the
formation of the Provisional International Cormiztee for UFOQ
Research (PICUR) here in London in August of 1979, I faced
the task of Zorming some sort of national body in Canada 3o
interface with PICUR. At the same time, however, T didn't
w#3nt o form another group because of the horrendous task of
coordination this wouid require in view orf the geographic
problems [ have previously mentioned. Therefore, [ decided

All orf these possibilities should not upset the ufoiogist
who feels there is an extraterrestrial intelligence behind
some UFOs. In fact, they would be a positive sign, rather
than a negative one be-ﬂeﬁe even now ‘+hen 30% of all sight-
ings can be explained, the remaining 10% is still an enor-
mous number - and this in itself argues against the exira-
terrestrial hypothesis unless you want to propose that our
planet is the "Grand Centrai Station’ of the Universe. I
would speculate that a one percent or fewer unknowns would
probably lend more credence to the ET hypothesis.

But if, as some suspect, some UFNs do turn out to %e al-
ien space crarft - enter the ufologist? Not likely. Trv the
politician, the military and the scientist. What is lzft
for the ufologist? To say 'I told vou so?'

How about the parallel universe concept? [f that proves
valid its implications will be staggering, but racher than
result in the origin of a new scientific discipline, it will
probably extend existing ones.

So at the risk of being accused of shortsightedness, I
believe ufology is not a science. It is indeed, a process
of analysis - ufologists are the analysts - and must utili:ze
a systematic approach. And while analysis is underway, pre-
supposing the result(s} of that analysis is self-defeating.
We must not only be careful in defining what ufology is, we
mst be careful in carrying it out. Anybody wno is drawn
into urology with a "golly-gee-whiz-wow!" attitude sheuld
seriously reconsider his or her motivation, and if not pre-
pared to become involved in the long, drawn-out, tedious
process of analysis, should return to armchair involvement.
[t is frustrating work, but the rewards could be tremendous.

As Dr. Allen Hynek has speculated, we may be on the edge
of a quantum leap in our understanding of the Universe. and
since we are an integral part of this Universe, [ tend to
agree somewhat with Dr. Jacques Vallee who feels that the
solution to the whole problem does not lie "in some secret
file in Washington. The solution lies where it has always
been: within ourselves.”(51) Ironically, unless we unite,
we may never find that solution. Thankyou.

Walken, Crouse shine
in their close encounter
with Communion’s aliens

-Communion, a serious, often per-
suasive attempt to dramatize writer
Whitley Strieber's purported contact
with aliens, affords Christopher
Walken his showiest role to date.

As the life-loving, happily married
Strieber, Walken is a prankish, play-
ful charmer whose wife Anne (Lind-
say Crouse) laughs a great deal but
is in fact a solid, sensible type. They
are smart enough to know they have
it all, including an adored small son
Andrew (Joel Carlson) and a chic
Manhattan apartment.

They also have a large, equally
chic cabin in the méuntains. On a
weekend in Octoher 1985, Strieber,

his son and another couple (Andreas
Katsulas, Terri Hanauer) are awak-
ened by a blinding light. In short or-
der Strieber seems to be hallucinat-
ing and sinking into paranoia. A
calm, dedicated parapsychologist
(Frances Sternhagen) tries to help,
but he tends to resist her.

. - Under the assured, easy direction

of Philippe Mora, working from
Strieber's adaptation of his own best
seller, Walken dazzles, giving us an
intelligent, talented man caught ina
nightmare and fearing for his sanity.
Crouse matches him as a strong
woman determined to put up a fero-
cious fight to help her husband and
save their marriage. Mora and his
stars take Communion far above
standard sci-i.schlock, yet the film

stumbles in its presentation of the
aliens.

Even those open to the possibility
that Strieber did have a series of
close encounters of the third kind
with a bunch of jolly blue gnomes
and some spindly, doelike creatures

~with Keane eyes may have a prob-

lem with the literalness with which
these aliens are presented. They
seem right out of the rages of the
National Enquirer. Clearly, Mora

One might think that the over-
whelming success of Whitley Strieb-
er's million-dollar, best-seller Communion,
would awaken the nation to the perils
of “abductions” by “aliens.” But des-
pite the millions of people who have
read the book, have seen him on tel-
evision, and/or have read about it in
newspapers or elsewhere, there appears
to be an individual and collective feel-
ing that these “abductions” are not
objectively real.

The media and people in general
tend to reject extremes and seek to
form a middle-ground consensus. We
reject the extreme of Strieber’s asser-
tion that these adventures “really”
happened, but we also reject the
other extreme which suggests that
Strieber is consciously making the
whole thing up to sell books, merely
an extension of his earlier horror fic-
tion writing.

One effect of Communion’s impact
in the general market is that UFO
writing is no longer confined to the
believe-everything UFO magazines at
one extreme and the disbelieve-every-
thing debunkers at the other. We
now find “abductions” in a major
“mainstream” magazine such as Psy-
chology Today. And that magazine
sees the phenomenon from a consen-
sus-seeking middle position as arising
from “the dark interior world of the
human psyche.”

One even gets the impression that
Strieber himself suspects something
of the sort, as if there were thoughts
and ideas in some remote part of his
brain that he is unable to acknowl-
edge. Particularly so in his latest
book, Transformation, where he says
the “visitors” who “abducted” him
“took me on a fabulous and terrible
journey through my fears ... They
18

also compelled me to face my guilts,
my rages, my sorrows, all that [ have
burried in myself” (p.11).

Superficially, the new book may
seem to be little more than an exten-
sion of the previous one. In Commun-
ion we were given incident after inci-
dent which left us questioning Strieber’s
memory, his ability to distinguish real-
ity from imagination, and his overall
credibility. For example, he said in
Communion that he had claimed for
years that he had been present at the
University of Texas during Charles
Whitman’s shooting spree from the
tower in 1966, but now admitted “I
wasn’t there” (p.121). In the new
book he reports he conducted “an
extensive investigation” and decided
that he must have been there after all
because a friend confirmed he was
standing where Strieber now “remem-
bers” seeing him (p.93).

We find other suggestive points all
through the book. He declares “my
childhood was full of alien-abduction
fears” (p.107). He concludes that his
earlier writings of horror fiction reflect-
ed an “attempt to cope with an
enormous, hidden, and frightful real-
ity” (p.125). Perhaps most exotic of
all is his concern that the Chernobyl
nuclear disaster in Russia indicated
“that the moon was going to explode”
(p.65).

But there’s more here than this
parade of strange incidents. | confess
I was deeply touched by his decision
to confront his fears by taking a walk
in the dark woods around his house
late at night. In Chapter 11 he
repeatedly tries to go on that walk,
but gives up in fear very time. Finally
in chapter 15 he succeeds, and I
admired how he overcame his deep
fears.

How can we reconcile the power of
his walk in the woods with the book’s
seeming lack of credibility? 1 wrote
Dr. Donald Klein, Strieber’s psychia-
trist who was quoted extensively in

the first book and to some degree in
this one. Are Strieber’s experiences
“true”?

“l did not ever believe that Mr.
Strieber’s experiences were objectively
true,” Dr. Klein replied, “but that he
was suffering from some very atypical
state of mind and, as | indicated (in
Communion), perhaps temporal lobe
epilepsy might account for this.”

Dr. Klein added that while the tests
for temporal lobe epilepsy on Strieber
were “negative,” the tests available
for that condition are “rather poor”
and therefore apparently not as signif-
icant as Strieber believes.

For me, Dr. Klein’'s answer trans-
formed Transformation. What had
been an unsettling mishmash of hard-
to-accept material on how Strieber
thinks and acts, now made sense.
Understandably, Strieber does not —
in fact, probably cannot — conclude
that some anomaly in his brain has
such an effect on him.

I now see Transformation as the
saga of a man who sincerely believes
that “visitors” have “abducted” him,
but nevertheless achieves a tremend-
ous affirmation of himself by defying
his tormentors and walking in the
dark of the woods. | see the trans-
formed Transformation as a powerful
description of the inner life of a
troubled man, as pioneering in its way
as The Invisible Man was for reveal-
ing the life of a black man in segrega-
tion, or The Three Faces of Eve was
for showing the life of a multiple per-
scnality. Even though | believe the
possibility that “abductions” are objec-
tively real is extremely remote, I now
find Strieber a sympathetic, even
heroic, figure.
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In the wake of his remarkable
speech Saturday night at the Las
Vegas symposium, William Moore did
not stick around to answer questions.
A good deal of the talk, however,
consisted of a question-and-answer
session conducted by Moore himself.
Among the sixteen questions he asked
and answered was, “What do [ think
of Whitley Strieber and his claims of
being a UFO abductee?”

“At first,” Moore said, “I was highly
skeptical and admittedly somewhat
jealous of Whitley.” But in the pro-
cess of getting to know Strieber bet-
ter, in order to assess things for him-
self, Moore confided, “he has earned
my respect, my admiration and my
friendship ... He has come very close
to the truth in a number of ways,
and, although still somewhat baffled
by his experiences, has found a very
acceptable way of accommodating
them into his life.” Moreover, “if one
makes a conscious effort to remove
Whitley’s emotional reactions and takes
a good hard look at the remaining
core of information, the result is
insight into what gives every appear-
ance of being a real situation.”

Moore concluded his remarks about
Strieber by saying that “in any event,
[ certainly wouldn’t dismiss this man
too lightly. We’re going to hear a lot
more from him before it’s all over.”

They also
allow us to meet such conspiratorial
UFO luminaries as Roscoe Hillen-
koetter, James Forrestal and Harry
Truman, who emerge as little more
than cardboard cut-outs, though they
may look imposing enough in the
cinematic version of Mgjestic, if there
is one.

Forrestal, for example, would seem
to have been any fictioneer’s dream
gift horse: “Secretary of Defense
Learns Secret About UFOs and Jumps
Out Window!” Yet, his secretive sui-
cide lapses in passing. And instead,
we are treated to the exploits of
Stone himself.

A sense of verisimilitude is sought
by the extensive quotation of “official”
government documents, including an
“Intelligence Estimate on Flying Disk
Motives,” which repeats two widely
discredited stories in the literature of
anomalies: the disappearance of David
Lang and the supposed 19th century
encounter of one “Robert Loosely”
(the actual perpetrator of this book-
length hoax was an English physicist)
with an alien robot probe. In a work
of fiction, why rely on such discre-
dited “facts,” when they could have
just as easily been fabricated out of
whole cloth? Instead of bolstering a
sense of reality, their presence deflates
one’s willing suspension of belief like
pin-holes in the fabric of a balloon.

Abductions occur with unhistorical
abandon, too, but it’s still not clear to
this reviewer what Strieber means to
imply about their ultimate nature. If
they are the product of some sort of
species of avenging angel, as Strieber
seems to indicate, their meaning still
remains murky after a reading of
Majestic. On the one hand they
appear to dispense a sort of cosmic
justice; on the other they seem intent
on a revelation of personal signifi-
cance or enlightenment. Either way,
these omniscient angels emerge as
oddly impotent and ineffective, while

to spin in one direction, then hover motionless, then reverse

primitive, warlike earthlings persist-
ently misread their motives, whatever
they are, throughout. Are they con-
strained by the rules of the game, or
the nature of the unsubmitting beast,
or a combination of both?

After the imaginative success Strie-
ber had in breathing alien life forms to
life in Wolfen and The Hunger, the
allegedly real aliens of Magjestic are
anything but. At their center, behind
their fascinating almond eyes, rings a
hollow resonance. If they are sup-
posed to be a mirror held up to
humanity, as sometimes suggested,
the reflection found in Majestic is a
pale one indeed.

Maybe Strieber himself was con-
strained by what he knows. Or
maybe the problem of portraying
angelic, or near angelic, life forms is
an almost insurmountable one, as
even the critics of Paradise Losg have
been forced to concede. Lucifer, or
Satan, the Prince of Light, is simply
more psychologically interesting than
his heavenly counterparts.

Finally, if [ may be so sanctimon-
lous and presumptuous at a single
stroke, a warning. With Majestic,
Whitley Strieber firmly anchors his
yacht to that bobbing buoy known
collectively as MJ-12. Even if one
should sink and the other swim, it
could become increasingly difficult for
society at large to distinguish between

the two. And society, after all, as
Jung noted, has accepted, if not
necessarily understood, the awesome
implications of the kydrogen bomb.
So the social body as it is can take or
leave the revelations embodied by the
authenticity of MJ-12. It’s the inau-
thenticity of MJ-12 and its conse-
quences I'm worried about. And the
society likely to be affected is a lot

smaller than that which makes up
McLuhan’s global village. It is, in fact,
a society of one or two, more or less.

The reader can analyse this surpris-
ing situation for himself, taking into ac-
count the facts as he now knows
them, to draw the right conclusions.
Unless our dear colleagues, the social
psychologists, have a slant on the
Menzel mystery and go to great
lengths to explain it to us from every
psychological perspective, doubtless
with two or three hundred references
to Freud, Jung and other great
thinkers, we must assume that the
behavior of the celebrated astrophysi-
cist was normal.

Linda Moulton Howe, a writer, edi-
tor, producer and director of docu-
mentary films, including A Strange
Harvest, put ten years of research
into her book, An Alien Harvest, pub-
lished this year by her production
company located in Littleton, Co-
lorado.

An Alien Harvest is not just
another book or story about cattle
mutilations, but a true account of
allegedly horrifying events of not only
the mutilation of cattle, but also pos-
sibly humans. Other animals such as
dogs, cats, sheep, goats and the like
have also been reportedly found with
stripped skin, sexual organs removed
along with eyes, tongues and jaws.
Occasionally, strange lights are ob-
served before, during and after the
discovery of the mutilated animals.

The contents of this book do not
deal solely with mutilations, but uses
them as a stepping stone to a more
complicated, highly intriguing story of
alien intervention into human life.
